ACCEPT MEDIATION OFFER.

WINNIPEG, May 30.—A rapid suc-
cession of vital events today brought
the Winnipeg labor dispute ‘within
the range of setilement soon by con-
cilliation and developed the possi-
bility that the sympathetic strike of
about 330.000 union workers may be
called off within a few hoflrs. While

| Agricﬁultural' Training For
. Soldier Settlers

SOLDIER is entitled to the benefits of
the Soldier Settlement Act if he can
satisfy the Agricultural Qualification

Committee in his district that—

(a) He has performed the required military

service;

will not exceed three months, the man is placed with a
carefully selected farmer in the district in which he
intends to settle, to compléte his training. During
this period (not exceeding one year), the soldier is
visited from time to time by representatives of the
Soldier Settlement Board, who check his progress and
Tecommend when he is considered qualified to take up a
farm of his own.

{ of allowances for soldiers in training has been
44 -adopted.

It will be evident that by this system of preliminary
training the soldier settler will gain a thorough practical
knowledge of farming without expense; will fearn to
appreciate the responsibility involved in the venture, and

at the same time gain a clear conception of just what farmy
life means.

%-@.Own Farm

When a settler is deemed qualified by the Agricul-
tural Qualification Committee, the Board will assist him
to become established on a farm of his own, and will,
through its Agricultural Advisers, continue to co-operate
with him in his work, thereby ensuring his success and
consequent ability to discharge his obligations and be-
come permanently established.

Fair To Both

The procedure outlined not only gives the soldier an
opportunity of first becoming familiar with his envirori-
ment and of acquiring the experience requisite to success,
but ensures adding to the nation’s fundamental industry
only competent and satisfied producers. '

Training Centres For Soldier Settlers

The applicant who is recommended for instruction
in agriculture may first be sent toa Training Centre,
specially operated for the purpose, where he will learn,
by practical experience, how to handle and feed horses
and other live stock; milking; the operation of farm
machinery, ploughing, etc.; general farm building work;
farm blacksmithing; the different kinds of soil and rota-
tion of crops; the selection and judging of live stock and
the marketing of farm products. Short lectures on the
business management of a farm will be given.

The two essentially savage characteristics,
however, are modesty and chastity. A different
idea prevails only because the civilized enjoy, as
a rule, slight personal experience with savages.
The savage is truthful because he is not sophisti-
cated. He literally does not know how to lie. In
the same way, children are spomntanecusly truth-
ful. They leam to lie from their elders, who pun-

. ish them for frankness. In every family there are
circumstances which it is deemed wise to conceal
from the neighbors. The ckild does not at first
realize this. It is taught the need of discretion
under pains and penalties. Incapable of making
discriminations at an early age, the little one
takes refuge in deceit. A child in a rerormatory
was known to boast openly of the wonderful lies
told habitually by its parents. This was no sign
of depravity. It was sheer ignorance. In exactly
the same way, the savage, detected in lies, is in-
variably the victim of association with the civil
fzed. Anthropologists of remown have testified
from first-hand knowledge to the veracity of the
savage.

It is the same with modesty. The savage goes

naked just as a little child goes naked if permit-
ted.' Anthropology finds, says Prof. Mitchell, that
modesty has nothing to do with dress at all. It
is asserted by experienced missionaries as well as
by eminent anthropologists that Puropean women

WOMEN CONTROL -
TOWN'S DESTINY

It has been said that the hand that rocks the cradle is the hand that rules the
world and nowhere is this more literally true than in the world of trade. The woman
is the purchasing agent of the household and man, as a rule, is very glad to have her
handle the job.

It has been estimated by some students of the merchandising game that 80 per
cent. of all retail buying is done by women. This may be a high estimate but a visit
to the retail stores of any town or city is enough to convince one that ghc figures are
not too high. The preponderance of women among the buyers is sufficient, at any
rate, to make not only the retailer but the manufacturer and the wholesaler realize
that it is the women that they must please with their merchandise. ;

Because they do by far the greater part of the buying in any community, the
women have a responsibility that they do not always appreciate. The women of a |
town, through their buying power, can make or break the merchants of a town and ;.
as a natural consequence they can make or break the town. It is in their power to
make it a prosperous ‘town or a dead town. When the women of a town acquirc
the mail order habit, the town may just as well begin making arrangements for its
own obsequies.

Hard to Understand ; !

Just why a woman, who is a shopper by instinct and a “shrewd judge of values
in merchandise, should succumb to the lures of the mail order house it is dmmlh_ to
understand but, unfortunately, some of them do. No one knows better than (h}: woman
who has had some experience in the buying of merchandise how difficult it Is to dis-
tinguish between the genuine and the imitation even after a close inspection. Ihe
good shopper, when on buying bent, does not always take the first article that is offered
for inspection.” In fact this is the exception rather than the rule. The nu-rc!?;ml\
know it and expect it. They expect a woman, if she ic a good shopper, to look
around a little.”

If a woman should walk into a retail store and purchase the tirst suit that she
tried on, for instance, the shock probably would prove fatal to the storekeeper or the
saleswoman. The chances are that she will t'y on a dozen suits and look at as many
more before she selects one that suits her taste or pocketbook, and the storekeeper
not only expects-but wishes her to do this. He wishes her to be satisfied as he knows
that a satisfied customer the best advertisement that he can obtain.

Taking a Chgnce

I'his same woman, however, may order a suit from a mail uxnlt_-r house_on the
strength of nothing more than a pretty picture and an afluring description. .ﬁlxc has
not even the opportunity to try it on, to say nothing .of the chance of examining the
fabric, noting the exact shade of the material and inspecting the workmanship. She
is taking chances on the suit fitting her, on the material being good and durable, the
shade shade becoming te her and the workmanship of such a character that the suit
will not fall to pieces. The woman who takes such chances cannot be called a shrewd
shopper.

It might be more easily understood wny mere man, unaccustomed and averse, as
a rule, to shopping excursions, should fall a victim to the catalogue habit. He might
find it easier to order from the picture in the catalogue than to go to a store and look
for the article that he wanted or he might take the position that he wouldn't know
what he was getting anyway if he went to the store and he might as well take a
chance on the mail order gamble, but why the woman who knows what she wants
and knows that she is getting what she wants when she gets it should buy on the “sight
unseen’’ plan—well, that’s another question altogether.

The eonditions of peace of the Allied
and Associated powers, with the excep-
tion of Military reparations, financial
and boundary ol ere handad. to
the Austrian pleno,Fotentinrie- at St.
Germain to-day. The clauses, which
are not ready for presentation, will be
delivered as soon as possible. The
Austrians in the meanwhile have the
oppertunity to begin work on the
greater of the treaty in an effort
to faail greater decision.

The Austrian treaty follows exactly
the same outline as that of Germany,
and in places is identical with it,
except In name. Certain  speei-
fie which applied only to Ger-
many, are of course omitted, and cer-
