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~ THE FRUIT CROP

Damaged by the Late Storm—Some Re-
ports Exaggerated.

IN KENT AND ESSEX.

Chatham, Sept. 14.—The windstorm
of Tuesday wrought havoc in the or-
chards of Kent and Essex, and caused
losses to the farmers and fruit-growers
that will foot up in the aggregate to
many thousands of dollars. The storm
was worst along the highlands that
border on the northern shore of Lake
Erie, which section s the greatest
fruit-growing district in Western On-
tario. On the Chatham market on Wed-
nesday there was not one of the fruit-
growers but lamented the loss of half
their crop of apples or pears. The peach
trees, being lower than the others, were
in a measure protected from the fury
of the gale, but they also suffered bad-
ly enough. It is utterly impossible to
estimate the damage, but it will be
very heavy, decreasing the crop by at
ieast a third.

EXAGGERATED REPORTS.
