tieth century surgeon. This opera-
ation was suggested for the relief of
pain due to heart disease and was de-
vised according to the following
argument:

The paln was associated with that
form of the disease which leads to
enormous enlargement of the heart
and may produce the condition known
as “bullock heart.”

It was supposed that the attacks
of pain were due te the efforts of the
enlarged heart to beat in the confined
space allotted to it in the chest. It
was awgued that If the imprisoned
heart could have greater freedom of
action its beat would be more effective
and the pains would probably cease,
but it required some daring to sug-
gest and carry out an operation for
this purpose.

The situation was fully explained to
the patient and the risks of the oper-
ation pointed out, and he willingly
gave his consent to undergo it. In
spite of the congdition of his heart
he teook the anaesthetic well, and
stood the strain and shock of the
operation better than might have been
sxpected.

The surgeon removed four and a
half inches of the fifth rib and five
and a half inches of the sixth rib on
the left side, so as to give the en-
larged heart greater freedom of
action, and the result so far has been
excellent. The patient is well satis-
fied with the results; he has obtained
relief from pain and This hitherto
restless nights have given place to
qulet and uninterrupted sleep.

“It goes without saying that in
this industrial age, industrial ques-
tiens, including the relations of em-
ployer and employe, are among the
most vital and pressing questions of
the day. You will be able, no doubt,
to command the co-operation in the
work of your department, not only
of ‘the representatives of organized
labor, but also of that great body of
employers of labor who recognize and
sympathize with the aspirations and
aims of organized labor, and from this
standpoint of advantage we think you
may be able to render enduring ser-
vice to the country in a fleld not sec-
ond in influence to any other.

Mitchell accepted Low’s offer, re-
plying: “I desire to thank you for
the opportunity thus opened to me to
develop, so far as lles in my power,
a relationship between employers and
workingmen which will conduce to
their mutual interest, at the same
time protecting the public welfare by
the promotion of industrial peace.

“The trade agreement is not a spec-
ulative, untried theory; on the con-
trary, it is the recognized and estab-
lished method through which wages
and conditions of employment are
regulated between workmen and em-
ployers in many of the most import-
ant industries of this and other coun-
tries. The collective bargain is a
recognition of the interdependence of
labor and capital; it gives to work-
ingmen an interest in the  successful
conduct of business and guarantees to
employers and employes alike long
periods of industrial peace, an assur-
ance that cannot be given through
any other agency.

“The maintenance and extension of
this system of regulating conditions
industry  should
with approbation of all

meet the

i forces in society solicitous for indus-

trial peace on a bhasis equitable alike
to the workingmen and to their em-
ployers.”

CREPE PULLERS
PREY ON MOURNING

{Pese as Agenis and Get Pay

for Flowers That Are
Never Sent.

New York, Aug. 2—An organized
band of human vultures, men and wo-
men, who prey on mourners, has been
operating in Brooklyn, swindling
grieving households on fraudulent
orders for floral funeral pieces.

The “crepe pullers,” as these swin-
dlers are called, have entered hun-
dreds of houses of mourning.

Nearly all the reputable florists of
Brooklyn have organized in an at-
tempt to get some of these gentry
behind prison bars. Their organiza-
tion is to be known as the Retail
Florists’ Association of Brooklyn.

Lew Michel, manager for Mr. Mal-
lon, hags been active in looking up the
doings of the ‘“‘crepe pullers.” He ex-
plained yesterday to a reporter how
they worked their game,

“These crooks are called ‘crepe-pul-
lers’ because they are pulling at the
doorbell of a house of mourning be-
fore the wundertaker who tied on the
crepe has fairly shut the front door
behind him. They watch the papers
for death notices.

“A large number, perhaps a major-
ity of the ‘crepe pullers,’ are women.
I know of one case where a 15-year-
old girl turned the trick as slick as
any oldtimer could. The men who rush
in with black elbows and red noses
and do that sorrowful head wagging
business over the corpse of ‘their best
friend,” though they hadn’'t seen much
of him lately, poor fellow,” pretend to
be in business as florists. They bring
the subject of flowers up after they
have gained the widow’s confldence.

“The woman ‘crepe puller’ comes in
and introduces herself as a friend of
the deceased, and cries and tells the
family of the dead woman’s many
good qualities, and finally says, ‘She
always said that when she died she
wanted the flowers all bought from
me. God bless her! She was the dear-
est friend 1 had, and I'm sure you will
want beautiful flowers’ She says she
takes orders for some well known flor-
ist.

“And they get away with it.
mourners don’t complain to
lice because they
publicity.

“Next the ‘crepe puller’ gets out
her book of designs, and takes an
order about three {imes as big as _the
family would have given to a regular
florist. She receives a $5 or $10 de-
posit. Sometimes the ‘crepe puller
gets away with the price of all the
Aowers.

“They worked so systematically and
with so few failures that they must
have a good organization. Sometimes
they buy some cheap wreaths and
send them. Then a complaint comes
into the florist whose name may have
been used.

“¥rom what I have
have the greatest success with poor
persons, who are often Inclined to
spend freely on flowers for their dead.
Pitiable distress 1is caused 1In such
cases.”

TO SAIL MONDAY

Big Ballosn Has a Capacity of
Nearly 20,000 Cubic
Feet.

Washington, Aug. 1. — Rushing the
work of inflating his dirtgible balloon
for the preliminary tests at Fort Myer
Capt. Thomas 8. Baldwin expects to
make his first ascension in his new
airship on Monday, during the calm
which he figures will follow the storm
now coming up the coast in the direc-
tion of Washington.

The flight Baldwin will make Mon-
day, if weather conditions are favor-
able, will be the first in his improved
machine. The motor was tried out at
Hammondsport, N. Y., but before the
dirigible can be sent aloft a proper
balance of the suspended frame must

be secured. This will be done Sunday |

after the inflation of the bag is com-
pleted. Baldwin is also trying out his
planes, with which he will control the
upward and downward movements of
the ship.

In all of his 2,000 ascensions Baldwin
has- used hydrogen gas, generated un-
der his own supervision. He brought
his own hydrogen plant to Fort Myer.
The balloon has a capacity of nearly
20,000 cubic feet.

The gas bag is weighted down with
a hundred or more sand bags, by
means of which the inflation is thor-
oughly controlled for avoiding un-
evenness., It would take but two hours
to inflate Capt. Baldwin’s balloon with
coal gas, but with hydrogen gas,
which has greater buoyancy, it takes
from 36 to 48 hours.

“THE WEARING
OF THE GREEN"

May Not Be a Hanging Matter
Now, but the Lords Bar the
Irish Cestume.

London, Aug. 2. — “The Wearing of
the Green” is no longer a hanging mat-
ter, but the Gentleman Usher of the
Black Rod, Sir Henry Stephenson,
has forbidden the Irish national cos-
tume, at any rate in the House of
Lords. Mr. Hazleton, the member of
North Galway, was the cause of the

He had taken a friend, who was
wearing the Irish costume, to tea on
the terrace of the House of Commons.
There the costume gave no offence and
attracted mno mnotice. Indeed, why
should it? asks Mr. Hazleton. His
description of it is “a most inconspic-
uous kilt of saffron color, plain down
the front, with a saffron shawl over
the shoulder, a silver gilt waist belt
and silver buttons inscribed with an
Irish motto.”

And yet when he took his friend to
the strangers’ gallery in the House of
Lords, Mr. Hazleton was touched on
the arm by an attendant, who said:

“Black Rod instructs me to say, sir,
that he does not think your friend’'s
dress is a proper one to wear in the
House.”

Mr. Hazleton has written to Black
Rod, and has received a reply which
he does not consider satisfactory. So
he has written again. Next session the
vote for the salary of Black Rod will
come before the House of Commons.
If he does not bend before that will
be Mr. Hazleton’s opportunity.

What makes matters worse is that
the Scotch kilt has never been sub-
jected to any such discrimination. Only
a few weeks ago a dozen officers of
the Cameron Highlanders, clad in all
their glory of kilt, sporran and shawl,
sat unquestioned in the distinguished
strangers’ gallery of the Commons to
see Winston Churchill take his seat
for Dundee. Moreover, a son of L.ord
Ashbourne, ex-lord chancellor of
Ireland, wears the Irish kilt constant-
ly, and as the son of a peer has the
right to take his position on the steps
of the throne in that dress.

DIES OF ELEPHANTIASIS

Disease Increased the Woman’s weight
From 165 to 510 Pounds.

Pittsburg, Aug. 1.—After suffering
for 19 years with elephantiasis, Mrs.
Anna E. Lynch died yesterday at her
home on the state road near Mc-
Keesport. At her death she weighed
510 pounds.

When afflicted years ago, Mrs.
Lynch weighed 165 pounds. Her left
Iimb measured 86 inches around the
calf and the right leg 65 inches.
Finally the whole body became af-
fected and the physicians claimed the
disease killed her when it reached the
heart.

Mrs. Lynch was 60 years old and
formerly was an ardent worker of
the First Reformed Church of Me-

vears she listened to sermons by the
aid of a telephene.

WORTH THE CANDLE

The Feeling that Galns Ground
in France—Bad Luck
With Tires.

Paris, Aug. 1. — No accurate account
was kept of the number of tires used
up in the Grand Prix automobile race
at Dieppe, but a careful estimate
places it at 600, and as 48 cars started
this gives an average of 13 to a car.
The record is held by a French car,
which changed tires 21 times. Another
changed tires 19 times, and a third 15.

This bad luck with their tires has
been a great consolation to the French
in their defeat, as the winning car was
fortunate enough to make three con-
secutive rounds without having to fit
on a new tire.

The French papers are urging the
manufacturers to wipe out their defeat
on the first possible occasion, at the
race on the Ardennes circuit or the
Taunus, but the feeling is growing
that the automibile racing game is not
worth the candle.

REV. FATHER POWELL
PREACHES ON SIN

In 8t. Mary’'s Church on

Merning.

Rev. Father Powell, of the Assump-
tion College, Sandwich, occupied the
pulpit at the nine o’clock Mass at St.

The
first principle of the moral law is
that good must be done and evil avoid-
ed. The sin of omission {8 leaving
good undone. It arises from one of
the seven deadly sins—sloth.”

He gave, as an example of his mean-
ing, the man who was created by
Almighty God, and who grew up with-
out doing any good. He is like the
barren fig tree which was cut down
because it bore no fruit. So also the
soul. It will be cut down. It is made
to know, love and serve God. If we
fail in that object, we are like the fig
tree.

We are bound by sacred precept to
love and serve God, but there are
two other precepts which are fully as
important. Thou shalt love the Lord
thy God with thy whole soul and thou
shalt love thy neighbor as thyself.

These are precepts we are bound
to obey. If a man does not love his
brother whom he seeth, how can he
love God, whom he seeth not. In con-
cluding, the reverend gentleman ex-
horted all present to pray that they
may be given the grace of charity,
and that they may overcome the sins
of omission, and that their secret sin
may be made known to them.

AGRARIAN QUESTIONS IN RUSSIA

Prof. Milgoukov, leader of the Con-
stitutional Democratic party- in the
third Russian Duma, has been inter-
viewed regarding the present struggle
now in progress in his country. To
perfectly understand the situation in
Russia, it must be known that 72 per
cent of the people over the age of 9
years cannot read or write, and only
about 10 per cent read newspapers. It
will therefore be seen that real popu-
lar government is inconceivable, as to
make the Duma strictly representative
72 per cent of its members would have
to be illiterate.

As yet the Duma is without a pro-
gramme. The agrarian guestion,
which Prof. Milgoukov regards as the
most important of all to be considered,
has been postponed. It was on ac-
count of this problem that the first
two Dumas were dissolved, but with
land-owners in the majority in the
present Duma, there can eb no ques-
tion of reforms. ~The

" Former’s Letters—a Speci- -
men Epistle.

DISPLEASED WITH
KIPLING'S CREED|

Scholar Says Intellectual India'-'
Cannot Tolerate His
Writings.

New York, Aug. 1.—The Herald says
that objecting to Rudyard Kipling's
militant gospel, Teja Singh, M.A., LL.
D., will lecture before the Columbia
Universlty Summer School and take
exception to the praise lavished on the
“Bard of Empire” by Professor Mac-
Mechan, who is a Canadian from Nova
Scotia. Mr. Singh reached New York
on July 5 from England; where for the
last two years he has been a Cam_
bridge student. He is registered
graduate student at the Teachers’
Training College, where he procured
a scholarship before leaving England.

His appearance as a lecturer |is
due to his objection to Professor Mac-
Mechan’'s eulogy of Rudyard Kipling’s
recent article on India in the Nine-
teenth Century.

Prof, MacMechan is an Engligsh-
Canadian from Nova Scotia, imported
by Columbia University for the sum-
mer session’s advanced English course.
He has lived many years in English-
Indian garrison towns. When he con-
fronted in the classroom the tall, slen-
der Teja Singh, with long, uncut hair,
rolled in to =a miniature Eiffel
Tower under a white silk turban, a
soft sllken beard, and wearing a sil-
ver bangle on the left wrist he recog-
nized a Sikh. The Sikhs are pure Hin-
dus, the intellectual revolutionists of
India. They are deeply religlous,
worship one God, and since the fif-
teenth century have been opposed to
clasg distinction. They are naturally
despised by the warlike Moslems, who
regard them as weak and effemin-
ate.

Prof. MacMechan’s praise of KXip-
ling was too much for Teja Singh.

“Mr, Kipling in ‘The White Man’s
Burden’ has done much to misrepres-
ent India to the western world.” said
Teja Singh. “Intellectual India, which
is thoroughly in touch with Carlyle,
Ruskin, Mill, Tennyson and Tolstol,
cannot tolerate Kipling. He may un-
derstand the English-Indian mind,
but he knows nothing of the native.
The highest Indian intellect recognizes
Kipling’s genius and that some of his
stories and poems show sympathy, but
it is the sympathy of the conqueror,
the superior race, and it is that spirit
of superiority which permeates all his
writings on India and which the na-
tives resent.” When a reporter saw
Teja Singh he,v;as loath to be inter-
viewed.

“My position is extremely delicate,”
he said. “Anything I may say, good or
bad, will be circulated in India to my
disadvantage. I will be a marked man,
and on my return my educational
plans may be in consequence handi-
capped. It is hard for the western
mind to grasp the Indian situation.
The whole difficulty is that the Bri-
tish bureauecracy, which includes about
two thousand English functionaries,
civil and military, is completely out of
sympathy with the native popula-
lation.”

Mr. Singh brought from Indla four
young students who are preparing to
teach in the training school he will
open in India. One young man Iis
studying textile engineering in Man-
chester, another educational methods
in Edinburgh, a third is in London
working for a degree in electrical en-
gineering, while the fourth is studying
chemistry at Cornell University.”

RUSSIA WOULD
EXCLUDE CHOLERA

Literts seing Made to t.enfine
the Asiatic Scourge to
Present Limits.

St. Petersburg, Aug. 2.—The Gov-
ernment is preparing for an outbreak
of Asiatie cholera ail along the River
Volga from Nijni-Vovgeorod to its
mouth, and at the Caspian ports.

The entire Volga region and both
coasts of the Caspian, together with
the territory of the Don Cossacks, al-
ready have been officially declared
the cholera zone, but the

in
sanitary

authorities hope to conflne the disease |

within these limits and prevent it
from reaching Moscow and St. Peters-
burg this year.

Considerable outbreaks of cholera
are reported from Astrakhan, Tsarit-
syn and Kamyshin, and isolated cases
have occurred at villages some dis-
tance from the river, which convinces
experts that the outbreak is not due
to direct infection, but from contam-
ination of the water, the cholera bac-
ifli having found many tributaries by
which to spread last autumn.

The preventive measures consist of
the erection of isolation hospitals at
25 points along the Volga, the estab-
lishment of a floating hospital and
an inspection service on the river it-
self. There will also be a more or
less cursory examination of passen-
gers on the ratlroads. -

Six steamiers already have been
commissioned and furnished with phy-
sicians to examine raftsmen and the
Passengers and crews of vessels ply-
ing on the Volga.

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MODERN THEATRE
FOR THE INSANE

Work Started in Washington,D.C,
—Will Seat 1,000 Patients

‘ and Visitors.

Washington, Aug. 1.—Work has been
commenced on a new assembly hall at
the Government Hospital for the In-
sane, the building being designed to
provide a modern playhouse where
theatrical productions and other en-
tertainments are to be held, as well a3
proper quarters for assembly for relig-
ious worship. The contract for the
structure was recently awarded to
Pavarini & Wynne, of this city, whose
bid was approximately $96,000, and
they have caused the preliminary steps
in the eonstruction of the hall to be
taken within the past few days.

The time within which the building
is to be completed and transferred to
the Government comprises ten months.
The assembly hall will be situated at
a point central to the institution as a
whole, being In proximity to the ex-
tensions buildings erected several
years ago. In type of construction it
will conform closely to these new
structures, which are of brick, with
tile roofs and limestone trimmingas.

The hall will be located on a site
almost directly opposite the female
nurses’ home, one of the new build-
ings, the two peing separated by con-
siderable stretches of lawn angd road-
ways. The contractors have found it
necessary in their initial work to re-
move a number of flne maple trees
that have shaded that portion of the
hespital grounds for a long time. They
have removed a section of the fence
that incloses the group of buildings
known as the detached buildings.

The erection of an assembly hall of
this type has been urged by Dr. Wil-
liam A. White, the superintendent of
the hospital, since 1905, when he sub-
mitted hia first estimate to congress
for the erection of the building. The
following year congress granted an
appropriation of $75,000 for the work,
but when plans had been prepared
and bids examined thereon it was
found that the lowest bid far exceeded
the amount of the appropriation. An-
other appeal was made to congress,
which bedy last year increased the ap-
propriation by $25,000, and bids were
again called for, with the result stated
above.

A great deal of thought has been ex-
ercised in the production of the plans
for the new building, and the expec-
tation is that a model playhouse will
be the outcome. The plans have deen
prepared by the Sunderland Brothers,
of this city, who received the award
in a competition between fifteen ar-
chitects from this and other cities.
The assembly hall will be surrounded
by a broad terrace, the ascent of which
will affer@ direct entrance to the build-
ing. There are three entrances pro-
vided in the front, so a3 to allow the
patients to enter by the central door,
while the visitors will be admitted
through the two side doors, from
which places stairways will lead to the
balcony.

The auditerium, where the patients
will be zeated, will have a seating ca-
pacity of 700, while the balcony, where
visitors will be accommeodated, will
contain about 300 people. By this
method the visitors and the patients
will be kept entirely separate while
the building is being used. The main
floor will also at times pe used for
dances, when the floor will be cleafed
and the chairs placed underneath the
stage. There will be a basement, lob-
bies and dressing rooms. In the base-
ment can be served refreshments and
edibles that might follow an enter-
tainment in the hall

to the matter of fire protection in this
structure. The assembly hall will be
a fire -proof building, reinforced con-
crete being used for columns, bal-
conies, stage and roof construction in
this effort. With the assembly room
on the first floor of the building, as it
is planned, many exits can be provid
ed, and as far as inmates of the asy-
lum are concerned this affords an
easier way to escort them out'in case
of danger from fire than were stair-
ways in place. Appliances that will De
utilized in the construction of the hall
to Hmit the danger from fire are auto-
matie sprinklers, automatic skylight,
asbestos and water curtains. With this
equipment on and about the stage,
which will be separated from the audi-
torium by a brick wall, there will be
little chance for flames to gain any
headway.

The new hall wilk suppignt the pres-
ent chapel and assembly hall, in the
old section of the hespital, on the
fourth floor of the former administra-
tion building, which has been in use
almost since the opening of the insti-
tution in 1854. The amusement fea-
tures at the hospital are extensive and
varied in the course of the season,
with dances, holiday entertainments,
plays and concerta. Weekly affairs of
this character will bring the new hall
into frequent service.

PATENT WAR
AGAINST BRITAIN

Germany and United States May
Engage in It—The Kaiser’s

Berlin, Aug. 2.—A German-American
anti-English patent ailiance will ap-

The German Industrial Union, which

their American colleagues in a retalia-
tory patent campaign against Eng-
land.

The German Industrial Union is not
averse to this suggestion, since it is
realized that a war of reprisals waged
by Germany alone would stand.a small

number of German patents registered
in England far exceeds the number of
English patents registered here. The
relentless cancelling of unexplolted
English patents in Germany and
America simultaneously would, it is
felt, prove a more adequate weapen
against the English law.

The Kaiser’'s new yacht, which is to
replace the American-built Meteor,
will be built in a German shipyard.
Although, according to the builder, it
will be a replica of the American
‘yacht the interior fittings will be of
the simplest description, as the Em-
peror rarely entertains upon his rac-
ing yacht.

Pasteur

Aug. 2.—Dr. Metchnikoff, of the

Institute, the noted specialist
and student of the human organism, has
discovered a new disease,
named ‘‘macrophagocytosi
popular language, the disease of old age,
which, the scientist asserts, is curable.
He says that, a hundred years hence, the
disease will be treated 1like bronchitis
and diphtheria are treated and cured at
the present time.

Old age, according to Dr.
is an ‘‘ancient law” which presses on
mankind. His recent researches and
studies prove that it is the disease of the
intestines and the stomach which shorten
man’s life. We eat too much meat; and
eat vegetables,
fruits, dairy products—in short, those who
partake of a cooling diet—and have grown
old in wvears.

However, in spite of the savant’s as-
sertions, we cannot prevent old age from
getting a hold on us. The only thing to
do is not to grow old before our time. In
order to stay young, therefore, we must
observe a careful and methodical hygiene,
regulate the life, work moderately, both
physically and mentally, avoid violent
emotions and excitement, live in the
country, and let your diet be vegetarian
rather than meat; sleep sufficiently, ab-
stain from alcohol, tea, coffee and tobac-
co, and avoid as much as possible con-
tagious diseases.

The information regarding the firms
you mention I am sending by mail, and
the suggestion I would make is that
you build up a business in laundering
lace curtains.

This is profitable whea one is estab-
lished, and I know it is easier than
general laundry work.

An old lady with whom I am per-
sonally acguainted begun this work
five years ago, and with the assistance
of a niece is now earning a hundred
dollars a month.

She had little experience in any line
of business, but it was necessary for
her to earn a livelihood, so she pro-
cured a cottage on the outskirts of
the city near a car line where she
could make a trip into the central por-
tion of the city each week to solicit
work in washing lace curtains.

This was work that she thoroughly
understood.

Only a few dollars

for curtain

stretchers were required as an invest-
ment in a business that seemed sure
to prove profitable in time.

From the first she handled with great
care every curtain that was intrusted
to her, mending breaks and tears, at
the same time matching the net or
pattern, or both, as nearly as possible,

She protected the curtains when
washing them by placing each pair In
a thin muslin bag.

When an ecru coloring was to be re-
tained, she mixed the thin starch with
a weak solution of coffee.

After drying the curtains on the
frames, she dampened the points of
the edges and ironed them out.

Her pieces for cleaning curtains
ranged from 50 cents to §1.00 per palir.

In time the excellence of her work
attracted attention, and as the public
gained confidence in her ability to
handle with care fine goods, she.was
intrusted with work in large quanti-
ties from hotels and launderies.

But the elm has long since
appeared, and the trunk has been
wasted away by feelingless floods
which yearly sweep the islands since
the days when the late Gen. Renwick
cut his famous trench across the neck
of land, which finally changed the
course of the river.

Then there was Moore's pasture and
the old distillery and-the island. In
the great course of nature’s events,
the river has been so reduced in cur-
rent that the island, which once posed

dis-

east of Adelaide street, at the turn of
the river, has been wiped out, and the
river now follows one course, so that

in solitary grandeur about half a .mile |

the bend has béen removed and the

island has disappeared.
tillery, built in the early forties, has
also disappeared, as likewise its
esteemed  owner, the late William
Moore, of the local customs depart-
ment, father of Superintendent Moore,
of the waterworks department, and
Mr. Percy Moore, the local lawyer.

In its days the old distillery was

And Burkett's is not used as it used
to be, for built almost to the fringe
of the bank are large and handsome
houses on Chelsea Green.

The clay banks yet find their coterie
of devotees, but the number of swim-
mers has sadly diminished.

The whole scene has changed.
the sentiment of Ben Bolt or “Twenty
Years Ago,” cannot express the feel-
ings of those who bear witness to the
changes of time and men.
