“There was some material damuge
to houses and buslness premises.””

First accounts of thn raid said it
was made on northeastern and eastern
counties and a section of London.

The following official communication
was lssued:

Hostile alrghips attacked the eastern
and northeastern counties this evening.
Phe enemy aircraft proceeded some dis-
tance inland over these counties, but
did not carry out any very definite at-
tack. Six or seven raiders took part in
the raid, and bombs have been dropped
at various points, including a few In
the London area. The raid is still in
progress."’

In addition to his sister,
Mrs. Penfold, the young sol-
dier has a married sister liv-
ing in Toronto, and a brother,
Milward, in Defroit. He is a
nephew of R.. P. Aylsworth,
398 Burwell street, and of
William Howitt, Dundas street
east, and a cousin of Morley

The news of his escape has
created great excitement
among friends and relatives
here, who are now anxiously
awaiting his arrival in Can-
ada.

GERMANY SAYS OHILI
CAN USE ALL VESSELS

Appeal for Whole School Is
Problematical.

CAN MEET REQUIREMENTS

Officers’ Training Corps May

Provide G;-ounds for Post-
poned Service,

Members of the Western University
Medical School staff are still ‘doubtful
as to whether they will apply to have
students at the institution exempted
under the military service act as a pbody
or will leave it to the students to make
personal application. It was believed at
one time that the faculty was almost
certain to apply for the students’ ex-
emption, put Dr. Crane, registrar, stated
today that no definite line of action had
been arranged. 2

Lieut.-Col. H. D, Smith, military rep-
resentative under the military service
act in this district, speaking to the men
who will represent. the Government be-
fore the exemption tribunals, told them
that in the majority of cases it would
,not be considered necessary to contest
exemption for medical, dentistry or
chemistry students, The exemption
should be conditional, he pointed out,
terminating when the students finished
their courses. ¥

Another condition which should be
fulfilled, he said, before exemption was
granted would be that the man take
military training with the unit at the
institution which he was attending.

Students at the medical school here
will be able to obtain exemption if
these suggestions of the recent mili-
tary conference are followed by mili-
tary  representatives, and Iif members
of tribunals hold the same view.
officers’ training corps has been con-
ducted for some time In connection
with the Western University.

Lieut.-Col, H. D. 8mith stated that he
thought the suggestions would apply to
first-year students as well as to men in
their  second, third and fourth year
classes, In the cases of men attending
medical schools in other places, such{ as
Detroit, where no military training' s
grov!ded, he thought exex?plmn sho.

{Gouncil Committee Will Not

Be Tolerated by Com-
‘missioners.

The utilities commission at the regu-
lar meeting yesterday afternoqQn agreed
to operate the civic coalyard. The coun-
¢il will be requested to pass the neces-

1 sary bylaws empowering the commis- |

sion to handle the enterprise.

‘A deputation from the trades and
labor council, composed of Messrs. Jos.
Dean, BE. Ingles, Cummings, Wright and

G. Wakeling, spoke in favor of the
comumission banciing the project.

“] tuunk it our auty to do whatever
we can,” said Chawrman Focock, ““we
are not in a position .to state whether
or not we can buy coal, but we wil
take it over, if that be possibie, and do
the best we can.”

“1 think it the proper thing to do,”
said Comuuissioner ¥. G. Mitchell. *“The
trades anu lapor council has asked ‘us
to do it, and I feel sure that we can
make it a success. We have the stail,
the equipment, the ~organization, and
there is no reason why we cannot give
the peopie what they want. It looks
like our Jjob."”

Can' Save Money. :

“The trades couficil has complinent-
ed us,” said Commissioner Mci‘ar-
land. “If we take it we will run it along
pusiness lines. The general manager
will be in chuf‘e, and no person will
be appoinited who has not the ability
to handie the job, I do not think‘;%
wise to buy soft coal, as we cannot ai
the manufacturers a great deal, as
they buy direct. In normal times there
is no reason why we cannot save the
consumer guite a sum of money each
year."

“We do not hope for any great reduc-
tion in the price of coal this year,”
commented Mr. Ingles. *“We can keep
the price down, and that is something.
We want the coalard run as a busi-
ness enterprise, without pull, and with-
out patronage. We have got to start
some time, and we might as well start
now. We do not expect great ad-
vantages this year, but we will reap
the benefit later on.”

No Difficulties. .

Mayor Stevenson stated that there
were no legal difficulties in the way.
The council could appoint the commis-
sion by bylaw. The question of a joint
committee with the city council was not
looked upon” with favor. The commis-
sion would assume the work, provided
it was turned over without any strings
attached. The council will be asked to
provide the money and the machinery
for handling the business at once

The Mclireath Ornithological Society
asked for the privilege of erecting feed
boxes for the birds at Springbank Park,
and the request was granted.

General Manager Buchanan reported
that it was impossible to get the plans
for' the waterworks extensions ready
in time to submit a bylaw to the elec-

The power shortage was discussed at
some little length., Commissioner Mc-
Farland, who attended a meeting of the
power union In Toronto this week,
stated that the shortage was serious.
The. aftuation would be saved if the
Blectrical Development Company were
compelled to hand over -its surplus
power, amounting to 30,000 horse-
power, to the comumission. That ques-
tion would be tested out in the courts

at once.
. No Bad Spirit.

We do not want to be showing a
bad spirit to the United States in this
matter,” said Commissioner MitcHell.
“If our neighbors to the south need
power, we Should be willing to deal
generously with them.” ¥

“If our customers would be economi-
cal we would have a lot of power
available,” saild Mr. Buchanan. “If
every power user in the power zone
would cut off one lamp between 5 and
8 o'clock, we would have 20,000 extra
horsepower.”

“The people are using 25 per cent
more power than they need,” declared
Commissioner McFarland.

“Put this thing up to the people In
a proper way, and they will help us
out,” said <Commissioner itchell.
“The people are patriotic, and only
need to be told their' duty, and they
will respond. . Trust them.'”

The matter was laid over.

Twelve Called.

Gensral Manager Buchanan reported
that all his men called” for military
duty had been examined, twelve in all,
and six had been found fit for service.
‘Whether exemptions will be asked for
any of them will be a matter for the
general manager to decide.

WILL NOT DO “BIT”

Hundreds of London Women F ritter Away Time in Pleasure-
Seeking, With No Time f or Red Cross Work, According
to Denouncements of Those Who Have Charge 6f Work

for Boys in Khaki.

Reports have reached The Advertiser
that all over Canada women’s patriotic
work ig showing a tendency to slacken
instead of Increase to meet the ever-
increasing demands. The term “slack-
er’ is now being applied to the woman
at home who ignores her responsibili-
ties towards Red Cross and war rclief
work, with the same freedom that it
has been used for the eligible man who
has refused to offer his scrvices for
King and country. .

Are there women slackers in Lon-
don? is an obvious question.

Several leaders of Eed Cross and
other patriotic work for the soidiers in
hospitals, on the field and in training,
are emphatically of the ou:nion that
there are scomgs, ;os, irundreds, of wo-
men in the eity of London who *frit-
ter away their time in pleasare,” who
cheerfully crochet and embroider for
themselyes, who have time, strength
and ability for knltting and sewing, and
meaking of bandagés, yet who are, say
the workers, persistently deaf to pa-
trioctic appeals&whlle men of the army
are enduring hardships and literally
dying for them.

Refuse to Exert Themselves,

“I hope you are going tu write some-
thing about women slackers,” said the
president of one Red Cross branch. “It
is simply appalling,” she continued,
“how many women who have both the
time and strength refuse to exert them-
selves.”

‘A _prominent officer of another or-
ganization says: “It takes hours of
telephoning egéry week to get mnew
workers inte: d in order that we
may fulfill oufy¥bligations.”

bread has proved entirely satistactory.
In the past two years 27,000 prisoners,
,of war have been supplied with bread|
from Berne, at an expenditure of $800,- !

000.

A further interesti feature is the
fact that all the bread has been made
from Canadian flour. In addition, the
commission reports 2 the Berne
bread  for prisoners of war is better
than any for sale in England or Swit-
gerland at the present time. Up to a
year ago many friends and relatives of
prisoners of war in Germany  _'were
sending money -every month to Berne, |
through the local postoffice. The re-|
mitter received a receipt of the order,
which was then sent to Ottawa for ex-
change, and forwarded to Switzerland
,in_the usual way. i

war must now go through one channel
—the Red Cross—the money forward-

District Agricultural Man Is

District Agricultural Representative
R. A. Finn reports that the acreage of
fall wheat this season is one of the
largest sown in the district for years.

Although it was thought that dry
weather prevailing immediately after
the largest portion of seed had been
sown would be detrimental to its
growth, fall wheat has matured at a
fast rate during the last month.

Unless unforeseen weather condi-
tions hinder the steady growth and
breathing of fall wheat, one of the
best crops ever enjoyed by farmers
will be seen next spring. If snow falls
before a heavy frost sets in the dif-
ficulty experienced in the growth of
wheat last year will be eliminated.
Sgring weather will also have some
effect upon the quality of wheat. Alter-
nate frosty and sultry weather Awill
prove most detrimental, bu

BIG REDUCTION POSSIBLE

Proper System of Distribution.
Would Defeat High Cost
of Living.
¥ AL T

Commenting on a report appearing in
the Toronto press that farmers living
outside a radius of fifty miles from To-
ronto were prepared to sell their crops
at 70 per cent less . than prevailing
prices, District Agricultural Represen-
tative R. A. Finn says that with ths
elimination of monopolists and middle-
men, and with an efficient distributing
system, a cut of at least 40 per cent
could be recorded in the present cost of
living.

Mr. Finn referred to the gystem of
distributing milk throughout the city as
a’'typical example of unnecessary wasto
of time and labor for which the con-
sumers pay.

“Computations in my possession show
that the forty odd milkmen in this city
traverse about sixty mtles daily in dis-
tributing milk to consumers,” he said.
“They also show that if one man were
to distribute the city’s milk it would
only be necessary to make a three-mila
tour, and the price of milk would de-
cline about 3 cents.

Gibbons, chairman of the

/

The farmer sells

his milk to the distributors at 5 cents '

a q%rt. It costs about 4 cents a quart
on~the delivery, which, in addition to a
cent or so profit, puts the price sky-
high. Now, if one milk firm was allo-
cated a certain purt of the city in which
to deliver, the driver could deliver as
much milk in a given length of time as
he does in six times that time under
the present system.
Potatoes at 70 Cents.

“The same thing applies to the sale of
potatoes. The farmer is quite willing
to sell his potatoes at about 70 cents per
bag if somebody delivers them for him.
As it is, he charges about $1.50 per bag,
adding the cost of bringing the vege-
tables to market and the time it re-
quires to dispose of them. If people
were to deliver their own purchases a
big reduction would be made in ‘the
cost of living. In'Germany the Inhabi-
tants must fetch and carry all their

purchases. If they didn’t, the cost of
goods would Increase about 40 per
cent.”

This would be a
waste of available energy not to be thought of
in these times of labor shortage.

Why shdluld the tractors not be used to eut
wood and help the farmers provide this winter’s
and next year’s fuel? The fuel problem has
Inot been solved entirely. There may be enough
leoal imported to provide for absolute necessities,
ibut even if there is the cost will be high. In
ithe country districts it is to be feared there will

inot only because of shortage and -lack of rail-
way facilities but on account of scarcity of men
to undertake the hauling from station to distant
farms. On many of these farms there is an
ample supply of wood, mueh of it ‘‘downed’’
timber, which could and would be utilized if the
owners could get it cut up into small lengths at
reasonable cost. This is work in which the
tractors could be used with excellent effect, and
the results would benefit not only the agricul-
turists but the cities, since the more wood there
tis burned for fuel in the country districts the
less call there will be for coal from: the bigger
centres, and the greater stocks available for
those who must burn coal.

Let the tractors be sent to the woods to do
their share in preventing a fuel shortage. It
will be found that their help will be a big factor
in solving a troublesome problem. '

“Mooney” Gibson Home,

Tells of Giants’ Defeat

Famous Catcher, in Interview,

Receive Too Much Censure for “Bo

Says Zimmerman Should Not
head” Play—

Sees Hard Times for Baseball Next Season.

George ‘Mooney” Gibson of the New
York Giants arrived at home on Cen-
tral avenue on Friday afternoon. Ac-
companied by Mrs. Gibson he motored
from New York, and few of his friends
here knew, of his coming. Mr, Gib-
son is in fine health, and states that

has had a splendid season with the
fants. He expects to spend most of
the winter in London.

Asked about the world’s series, Mr.

Gibson sald that the White Sox de-
feated the Giants fairly, but would not
admit that the Sox had anything on
the New York club,

‘“Bvery team,” said Mooney, ‘“has
its good playing times and its bad
ones. In a short series of seven games
one cannot possibly form a correct
idea of the playing ability of two
teams. A team may just be in bad
shape when the series comes on or it
may be in fine condition. During the
season, from studying the récord of
a team, one can See that they have
spells when they play great ball; there |
are times, too, when almost any bush |
league club coulg beat them.' The|
Giants played two bad games and two
good ones. The break was on them
this year, that is all.”

“Do you believe that McGraw made
fa. mistake in keeping Sallee in the fifth
game?”

“McGraw is the most experienced
manager that baseball has ever seen.
He knows the game from start to fin-
ish. Personally, I cannot see Mec-
Graw making such a mistake. Sallee
is a great pitched. He uses his
head., He has more in hig head than
he has an his ball. McGraw never
forgets a man who can use his head.”

Don’t Blame Zim Too Much.

‘“It was an unfortunate play of Zim-
merman’s in trying to tag Eddie Col-
lins out. Zim is the goat of the series.
But the real truth of that play will
never be understood by fans who did
not see it made. In fact lots of people
who were in the stands, as well as
several newspapermen, missed it, so
suddenly did it come. Colling was
caught between thirq and home, Zim-
merman got the ball and Collins seem-
ed to have a poor start. Zim went
right after him; it 'looked so simple
a matter tp catch him. But Collins
recovered himself and got away well.
During the few seconds’ rum to the
plate, Zim was certain that he could
get his man and held the ball. Had
he thrown to Rariden things would
probably have been different.”

Mr. Gibson does not belleve that
Rariden should receive much blame for
the play.

“Rariden made his big mistake in not
calling far the ball from Zim,” he said.
‘““Rariden was in his proper position
when Collins started to come in, but
when Zim gave no sign of tossing the
ball, stepped off the line to let the run-
ner in. Rariden played his game all
right. He went out to meet the runner,
as he should do in such a case. The
only fault that caa be found with him
lies in the fact that he did not call for

the ball.”

Fast Action.
“Those writers who say that Rariden
was out of his position, so that Zim

Bill was right in
his place all the time. The trouble
with some writers is that they wszre

not awake when the play was puiled
ff. When they commenced to look for
Rariden it was all over. Bill was not
In position then. Naturally they say
that he wasn’t in position when Collins
cameé in, simply because he didn’t lovk
as if he had been when they had time
to look him up.”

Mr. Gibson says that the play that
made Helnie the goat of the series was
not quite so bad as many fans believe
it to be. It looked so easy to Zimmer-
man.

“Zim 18 a good player, and he uses
his head,”” said “Mooney.” ‘This was
an unfortunate affair that will stick to
him forever.”

‘“Where was the infield?”’ asked the
reporter.

“They didn’'t have the time to get in
far enough to do any good. The play
was sudden. <Collins was caught off
third, and it was all over like the snap
of your fingers.”

Baseball Hard Hit by War.

Baseball Bas been hard hit by the war,
and will suffer much more before peace
comes, Mr. Gibson said. The minor
leagues will suffer most. He expects
that the majority of them will be out of
the game completely next season owing
to the shortage of players, The majors
will be all right. Their men are older
and in the maljority of cases exempt,
‘but the minors use the young men who
have been drafted. All ready the attend-
ance at the big league games has falian
off. The serfes showed that, Next
season, with go many young men, who
are the chief supporters of baseball, in
the army, receipts will be smaller still.

‘“‘How about another major league?”
he was asked.

‘““Another big league couldn’t stand up
nowadays,” was the reply. “The Ameri-
can and the Natlonal will feel the war
badly. enough next season, but a newly-
formed organization would stand a very
poor chance of running.”

‘“Mooney’”’ began to play baseball first
with some London boys. In 1903 he was
recommended to the Buffalo Eastern
League club, now the Buffalo Interna-
tiona] League club, by Bert Sheere. In-
1904 he went to the Montreal team, and
in June, 1905, joined the Pittsburg club,
and was with him until August, 1916,
when he joined McGraw’s club. Gibson
is the oldest catcher in the league, hav-
ing caught for thirteen years, eleven of
them with the Pirates.

During the past season he has been
acting ag assistant to McGraw, work-
ing the pitching.staff of the Giants. He
would say nothing about next season,
beyond that he might possibly be back
with the Giants again.

CLAIM EXEMPTION
IF DETROIT STUDENTS

Important Ruling Will Affect
Fifty Essex Young Men.

WINDSOR, Oct. 19. — An important
ruling was handed out by Lieut.-Col. H.
D. Smith of London, district military
representative, at a meeting of the
local exemption tribunal members here.
[t vitally affects young Essex County
men eligible for draft in Class A who
may be attending Detroit, medical, den-~
tal or veterinary colleges.

THINK IT WOULD HELP

Question of Hardening Some
Youths, However, Is
Raised.

That corporal punishment in the form
of a legal strapping, -judiciously admin-~
istered by officers of the law, might

prove more effective to reduce the
ever-increasing number of cases ' of
juvenile crime, was the opinion ex-

pressed today by Magistrate Graydon.
Rev. J. H. Boya and Inspector Joseph
Sanders of the .Children’s Aid Society
in discussing the issue following police
court sentences meted out to seven
boys. These boys were all sent to in-
stitutions.

In making the statement each official!
qualified it by saying that where cor-
poral -punishment might work in the
case of one boy, it would fail lament-
ably in the case of another.

In addressing 'the boys before. pass-
ing sentence today Magistrate Graydon
said that their wayward career could
be attributed to one of two things,

“Either you boys have not responded
to good home influences and kindness,
or either such home influences have
not been extended properly to you,”
said the magistrate.

“It’s a problem that we have been
working on for years, but more intri-
cate situations continue.to arise, and
more drastic measures might prove
effectual in copi® with them,"” said
Rev. J. H. Boyd. “However, where a
legal whipping might act as a deter-
rent in one case, it might serve to
harden ' the mind of the boy against
law and order in another.”

Inspector Joseph Sanders unqualified-
ly came out in favor of corporal pun-
ishment where other means, #uch as
kindness and good influences, hai
failed. "

‘ ‘Spare the rod and spoil the child
is a true saying, and if put into more
general use we might have fewer juven-
fle crimes. If the law provided for a
legal strapping more good might be
done than sentences on the one hand,
or leniency on the other, has resulted
in,” said Inspector Sanders.

Another Experience.

“I was attached to an advanced casu-
alty clearing station when I got hit.”
The speaker was a wounded R. A. M. C.
corporal, “It wasn't a German shell
either, but a bomb. A fragment of it
got me in the chest. And there are a
few more like me, for the beggars are
aiming specially at hospital and clear-
ing stations now. I s'pose they think
they'll put the wind up to our chaps by
killing off doctors and nurses, and
wounded men, ard that. Why, that's
the very thing to make our chaps a
whole lot keener on strafing them!

“No, it’s not only over here that nighg
raids by aeroplanes are taking place.
We are getting them over in' France,
too, behind the lines. They come over in
the dark, drop a bomb or two wherever
they think they have a chance of hit-
ting something, and clear off as quickly
as they came. Of course, our guns get
on to them, and every night we are
getting them down. : But we always
‘have to keep our tin hats ready to slip
on at a moment’'s notice,

‘“I was in the casualty station itself
when ] got wounded. We had a good
many German casualties in at the time,
and all hands were busy attending to
them, when the Geiman aeroplancs
came over and started bombing us. One
bomb burst right in the operating the-
atre.” Here’s the bit of it I got.” He
drew a round piece of casing nearly two
inches long out of the little bag ih
which the wounded keep their treasures,
and exhibited it with pride.

“The first surgeon was operating on a
German prisoner. A nurse and myself
were in attendance, and we got that
bomb all to. ourselves. It killed the
nurse and wounded the doctor. But I
don’t think he was hurt very badly, for
when I came. to he was busy dressing
my wound. The bomb had finished the
German prisoner also.

“Nice thin_f to happen in a hos-
pital, wasn’'t ‘It? But the Boche is like
that. He'd think it sport to ‘bomb a
kindergarten. . I don’t' know; it seems
the Germans-are built that way. They’re
all alike by what I've seen of ‘em.”

Everything ‘They Have Been
Put At—and Every Task
Has Been a Big One—Has
Been Accomplished Pre-
cisely, Definitely.

Ottawa, Oct. 20.—A communication
from British general headquarters in
France, as given out recently by the
minister of militia, covering operations
of the Canadian corps during April, May
and June, 1917 (subsequent to the cap-
ture of the Vimy Ridge) follows:

After the enemy’s defeat at the Vimy
Ridge, the German forces opposite the
right of the Canadian corps, fell back to
a strong tnﬁxch system known as the
Oppy-Mericourt line, which ran from
Gavrelle, past Oppy, Arleux-en-Gohelle,
Fresnoy and Acheville to Mericourt. On
the left of the Canadian corps, the
enemy held the northern portion of’ the
Vimy-Lens line in considerable strength.
A switch line passing south of Avion
connected the two hostile systems into
a continuous line of defence,

Walited For the Guns.

These positions were sufficiently for-
midable to render the further advance
of our infantry impessible, without ade-
quate artillery preparation and support,
to secure which it was necessary o
move forward our guns and howitzers
and bring up great quantities of ammu-
nition. The difficulty of this task was
ncreased by tie .ack ol roa. ¢o.auni-
cations within the corps area, due to
the natural sarrier {via.e Yy ure ridge.
Such roads as existed, moreover, had
been partially destroyed by bombard-
ment or by mines fired by the retreating
enemy. The weather also was unfavor-
able. For several days following the
capture of the Vimy Ridge, rain and
snow fell abundantly, reducing the shell-
torn ground to a condition which ren-
dered passage across the open country
impossible even for pack animals,

b Building Roads.

To meet these duri.cv...es large work-
ing parties were promptly organized,
and the construction and reconstruction
of roads was pushed on as rapidly as
possible. < Between the 9th and 23rd of |
April more than forty miles of roadway ;
were reclaimed or built, ang railways
and ' tramways were carried forward
with equal energy.

The amount of work to be done, how-
ever, was very great, and on the 23rd
of April, when the British armied
attacked from the Sensee River to
Gavrelle, the destruction of the enemy’s
wire on the southern portion of the
Canadian corps front had not been
completed. On that day, therefore, the
action of the Canadian corps was con-
fined to a limited attack by troops of
a British division, with Canadian de-

tachments in:support of their right |
flank, upon the enemy's positions |
between the Vimy-Lens railway and '

the -Souchez River. There also it was
found that the German wire, although
cut in many places, was still a suffi-
cient obstacle to delay the advance.
Though the enemy's trenches were !
entered on . the greater part of the
front attacked oply a small portion of
the ground could be maintained.

tions for an attack on the Canadian

corps’ front were hurried on unceas- !

- \JF who came to wield a powerful influence over the im-
perial court, was a dirty, uneouth peasant, the vietim of'eir.
cumstances rather than the molder of history. In this story .
‘is told how he was pushed into the most important position .
~ in Russis—a minister without portfolio, but with power to
~ gway the Czar and the court; a ‘‘monk’’without orders, but
casting a spell over the people that defied the Holy Synod
itself, : " :

INTRODUCTION,

This expose, based on facts which have come to my knowledge, though prob-
ably far from being complete, aims at depicting the recent staté of things in
Russia, and thus to explain how the great changes which have taken place in

“my country have been rendered possible. A lot of exaggerated tales have Been
put into cireulation concerning the Empress Alexandra, the part she played in
the perturbations that have shaken Russia from one erd to another, and the
extraordinary’ inflience which, thanks to-her and to her efforts In his behalf, the
sinister personage called Rasputim came to acquire over public affairs in the
vast emplre reigned over by Nicholas IL. for twenty-two years. A good many
of these tales repose on nothing but imagination, but nevertheless it is unfor=
tunately too true that it is to the conduct of the empress, and to the part she
attempted to play in the ’ollt)u of the world, that the Romanoffs owe the loss
of thelr throne. o :

Alexandra Feodorowna has been the evil genlus of the dynasty, whose head
she married. Without her it is probable that most of .the disasters that have
overtaken the Russian armies would not have happened, and it s certain that
the crown which had been worn by Peter the Great and by Catherine II. would
not have been disgraced. She wag totally unfit for <he position to which chance
Kad raised her, and she never was able to understand the character of the ngeds
of the people ever which she ruled.

Monstrously selfish, she never looked veyond matters purely personal to her
and to her gon, whom she idolized in an absurd manner. She, who had been
réared in principles of true lberallsm, who had had in her grandmother, the
late Queen Victoria, a perfect example of constitutional sovereign, became from
the very first day of her arrival in Russia the enemy of every progress, of évery
attempt to civilize the nation which owned her for its empress. She gave her
confidence to the most ferocious reactionarieg the country possessed. She tried,
and ‘in & certain degree succeeded, in inspiring In hef husband the disdain of
his people and the determination to uphold an autocratic system of government
that ought to have been overturned and replaced by an enlightened one. Haughty
by nature and by temperament, she had an unlimited confidence in her own abil-
/ities, and especially after shé had become the mother of the son she had longed
for during so many yedrs, she came to believe that everything she wished or

~ wanted to do had to be dome, and that hér subjects were but her slaves. She

had a strong will and much imperiousness in her character, and understood ad-
mirably the weak points in her husband, who became but a puppet in her hands.

She herseif was but a’ plaything In the game of a few unscrupulous
adventurers who used her for the furtherance of their own ambitious,
money-grabbing schemes, and who, but for the unexpected events that
led to the overthrow of the house of Romanoff, would in time have be-
trayed Rusesia intp sullying her fair fame as well as her' reputation In
history.

Radputin, about whom so much has been sald, was but an incident in the
course of a whole series of facts, all of them more or less disgraceful, and none
of which had a single extenuating circumstance to put forward as an excuse for
their perpetration,

He himself was far from belng the remarkable individual he has been
fepresented by some people, and had he been left alone it Is likely that
even If one had heard about him it would not have been for any length
of time.

Those who hated him mostiy did so bdoause they had not been able to
obtain from him what they had wanted, and they applied themselves to paint
him as much more dangerous than he really was. They did not know that he
“was the mouthplobe of other people far cleverer and far more unscrupulous even
than himself, who hid themselves behind him and who moved him as they would
have done pawns in a game of chess, acconding to their personal aims and
wants. These peoplse it wag who nearly -brt';ught Russia to the verge of absolute
ruin, and they would never have been able to rise to the power which they
wielded had not the empress lent herself to their schemes. Her absolute beliet
in the mérits of the wandering preacher, thanks/to his undoubted magnetic in-
fluence, éontrived to get hold of her mind and to persuade her that so long as
he was at her side mothing evil could befall her or her-family.

Alexandra Despised the Czar.

It is noét generally known outside of Russia that Alexandra Feodorowna de-
spised hgr husband, and that she made no secret of the fact. She considered
him as a weak individual, unable to give himself an account of what was going
on around him, who had to-be guided and never left to himself. Her flatterers,
of whom she had many at a time, had persuaded her that she possessed all the
genius and most of the gualities of Catherine II, and that she ought to follow
the example of the latter by rallying arounid her a sufficient number of friends
to effect a palace revelution which would transform her into the reigning sover-
elgn of that Russla which she did not know and whose character she was unable
to understand. Love for Nicholag IL she had never had, nor esteem for him,
and from the very first moment of her marriage she had affectéd to treat him
as a negligible q ity. But infl over him she had taken good care to
sequire. She had Jellousily ¥ept away from him all the people from whom he
could have heard the truth or who could have signaled to him the dangers which
his dynasty was running by the furtherance of a policy which had become loath-
some to the country and on account of which the war with Germany had taken
such an unexpected ang dangerous course.

The erpress, lke all ‘stupld people, and her stupldity has not been denied,
even by her best friends, belleved that one could rule & nation by terror. She,
therefore, always interposed herseif whenever Nicholas IIY was induced to adopt
2 more liberal system of government and urged him to subdue by force aspira-
tions it would have been far better for him to have encouraged. She had listened
to all the representatives of that detestable old buresucratic system which gave
to the police the soie right to dispose of people’s lves, and which relled on
Siberia and the knout to keep in order an aggrieved countiry eager to be ad-
nritted to the circle of ctvilized European nations,

Without her &nd without her absurd fears, it {s likely u:'a; the first Duma
would rot have been dissolved. Without her entreaties, it is probable that the
troops composing the garrison 2t St. Petersburg would not have been command-
ed to fire at the peaceful populdtion of the capital on that January day when,
headed by the priest Gapone, it had repaired to the Winter Palace to lay its
wrongs before the tsar, whom it still worshipped at that time. She was at the
bottom of every tyrannical actfon which took place during the reign of Nicholas
I1. And lately she was the moving spirit in the campaign, engineered by the

‘  friends of Rasputin, to conclude a separate peace with Germany.
> »

In the long intrigue which came to an end by the publication of the Mani-
festo of Pskow, Rasputin undoubtedly played & considerable part, but all un-
consciously. Those who ysed him, together with his influence, were very care-
ful fiot to initiate him into thaeir diffepent schemes. But they paid him, they
fod him, they gave him champagne to drink and pretty women to make love to,
11 order to Induce him o represent them to the emipress as Being the~ohly men -
sapable of saving Russia; about which she did not care, and her crown, to which

all the omissions which had been performed, . And when the plot against Ras-
putin came to be engineered it was as much directed against the person of Alex-
andra Feodorowna ag against that of her favorite, and it was she whom one

‘almed to strike through him.

The Empress After Rasputin’s Death.

Had she shown some common sense after the murder of &-man whom she well
knew was considered the most dangerous enemy of the Romanoff dynasty things
might have taken a different course. Though everyone was agreed #s to-the
necessity of a change in the syStem of government of Russia, though a revolu-
tion was considered fnevitable, yet no one wished it to happen at the moment
when; it did, and all political partles were agreed as to the necessity of post-
poning it until after the war, But the exasperation c_y%empress against those
who had removed her favorite, led her to trust even more'in those whom he had
introduced and recontmended to her attention. She th‘rew herself with a renew-
ed wigor into thelr schemes, urging her husband to dishonor himself, together
with hig signature, by turping traitor to his allies and to his promises. She
wanted him to conclude & pesce with Germany that would have allowed her a
free hand in her desires to punish all the people who had conspired against her
and against the man upon whom she had looked as a saviour and « saint. Once
this fact was recognized the revolution became inevitable. It is to the credit of
Russia that it took place with the dignity that has marked its development and
success. { ; :

/

This, in broad lines, i the summary of the causes that have brought about

the fall of the Romanoff dynasty, and’ they must never be lost sight of when one
is trying to describe ft. "Jt 1s, however, far too early to judge the Russian
revolution in its effects becatise, for-ohe thing, it is far from being at an end,
and may yet take quite an unespected turn. For another, the events connected
with it are still too fresh to be oconsidered fram an objectlve point of view. I
have, therefore, refrained from expressing an opinion in this narrative. My
aim has been to present to my readers a description of the personality of Ras-
putin, together with the part; such as I know it, that he has played in the™ws-
velopment of Russian history during the last five years or so, and afterward to
@escribe the course of the revalution and the reasons that have led to its ex-
plosion in such an unexpected mmanner.

. A Court Favorite, : v
_ We live in strange times, when strange things happen which at first sight
seem uniintelligible, and the reason for which we fail to grasp. Even in Russia,
utin had become the most ulkocqﬁfnu in the whole empire, few
been the part which he had

uncouth peasant, with a crude cunning which made him discover soon in what
direction his bread could be buttered, and what advantages he might reap out
of the extraordinary positions to which events, together with the ambitions of &
few, had carried him. He was a perfect impersonation of the kind of individual
known in ‘the annals Qf Russian history as ‘‘Wremienschtchik,” literally, “‘the
Man of the Day,” an dppellation which since the times of Peter the Great had
clung to all the different favorites of Russian sovereigns: There was one dif-
ference, however, and this is a most essential one. He had never been the

fayorite of -the ruling tzar, who perhaps did not feel ag sorty as might have
been expected by his sudden disappearance from the scene of the world.

I shall say a thing which perhaps will surprise my readers. Personally,
Rasputin was never ‘the omnipotent man he was belleved to be, and more than
once most of the things which were attributed to him were not at all his own
work. But he liked the public to think that he had a finger in ewfry pie that
was being baked. And he contrived to imbue Russian soclety at large with such
a profound conviction that he could do absolutely everything he chose in regard
to the placing or displacing of people in high places, obtaining money grants and
government contracts for his various “proteges,” that very often the persons
from whom certain things depended hastened to grant them to those who asked
in the name of Rasputin, out of sheer fright of finding this terrible being in
their way. They feared to refuse compliance with any request preferred to them
either by himself or b{y one who could recommend himself on the strength of his
good offices on their behalf.. But Rasputin ‘was the tool of a man far more
elever than hfmself, Count Witte. It was partly due to the latter’s Influence
ang directions that he tried to mix himseif up in affairs of state and to give ad-
vice to people whom he thought to be in need of it. He was an {lliterate brute,
but he had all the instincts of a domineering mind which circumstances and the
station of life in which he had been born had prevented from developing. He
had also something else—an undoubted magnetic force which allowed him to
auto-suggestion to all his words and which made even unbelieving people suc-
cumb sometimes to the hypnotic practices which he most undoubtedly exercised
to a considerable extent during the last years of his adventurous existence.

Rasﬁutin Universally. Attacked.

Amidst the discoitent which, it would be idle to deny had exfsted in the
Russian empire durihg the period whiyh immediately preceded the great waria
the personality of Rasputin had played a great part in giving to cértain people
the opportunity to exhort his almost constant presence at the gide of the sove-
reign as 2 means to foment pubuc'oplnion against the' emperor and to throw
discredit upon him by representing him as being enﬂrély under the influence of
the cunning peasant who, by a strange freak of destiny, had suddenly become
far more powerful than the str st ministerath elves. The press belonging
to the opposition patties had got into the habit of attacking him and calling his
attendance on the\imperial court an open seandal, which ought in the interest
of the dynasty to be put an end to by every means available.. \

" In the Duma his name had been mentioned more than once, and always with

' contempt. Every kind of reproach had been hurled at him, and others had not
‘peen spared. He had become at last a fantastic kind of creature, more exploited
than anything, more destroyable than destructive, ore whose real “role” will

pretext that these were acceptable to God by reason of

people who Inspired them. In civilized, intelligent, well-educated Europe such an
apparition would have been impossible, but in Rusais, that land of mysteries and
of déep faiths, where there &till exist religiots sects givén to all kinds of ex-
eesses and to attacks of pious madness (for it can hardly be called by any other
name), he acquired within a relatively short time the affections of a whole lot of

people. They were Inclined to ses in him a prophet whose prayers were capable

of winning for them the Divine Paradise for which their hungry souls were long-
ing. There was nothing at all phenomenal about t#t It was even in a certain
sense quite & natursl manifestation of this large Russian nature, which is cap-
able of &0 mény good or bad excesses, and which has deeply incrusted at the
bottom of its heart a tendency to seek the supernatural in default of the re-
lgious convictions which, thanits to circumstances, it has come to lose. :

. The American public i8 perhaps not generaily aware of the character of cer-
tain religious sects in Russia, which is considered to be & country of orthodoxy,
with the czar #t its hesd, and where people think there s no room left for any
other religion than the.official one fo develop itself. In reality, things are very
different, and to this day, outsids of the recognized nomeonformists, who have
their own bishops and priests, snd whose fuith is recognized and acknowledged
by the state, there are any number of sects, each more superstitious and each
more powerful than the other in regard to the influence which they exercise
over thelr adherents. These, though not numerous by any means, yet are act-
uated by such fanaticism that they become apt at certain moments to become
subjects of considerable embarrassment to the authorities. Some are inspired by
the conviction that the only means to éscape from the clutches of the devil con-

“gists in suicidé or in the murder of other people.

The Two Principsl “‘Heresies.” :

For instance, the Baby Killers, or Dictooubitey, as they are celled, think it a
duty to send to heaven the souls of newborn infants, which they destroy as soon
as they see the light of the day, thinking thus to yender themaselves agreeable to
the Almighty by snatching children away from the power of the evil one. An-
other sect, which goes by the nams of Stranglers, fully believes that the doors of
heaven are only opsned before those who have dled a violent death, and when-
ever & relative or friend is dangerously ill they proceed to smother-him under
the weight of many pillows so as to hasten the end. The Philipowtsy preach
salvation through suicide, and the voluntary death of several people in common

iz considered by them as a most meritorious action. Sometimes whole villages

decide to unite themselves in one immense holocaust and barricade themselyes
in a& house, which is afterward set on fire.

An incident that occurred during the relgn of Alexander II. is remembered to
this day in Russia. A peasant called Khodkine persuaded twenty people to re-
tire together with him into & grotto hidden in the yast forests of the government
of Perm, where he compelled them to die of hunger. Tweo women having con-
trived to escape, the fanatics, fearing that they might be denounced, killed them-
selves with the first weapons which fell under their hand, It was their terror
that they might find themselves compelled to renounce their ginister design, and
thus fall again into the clutches of that Satan for fear of which they had made
up their minds to encounter af awful d . Even as'late as the end of the last
century such acts of fanaticism could be met with here and there in the east and
centre of Russie. In 1883, under the relsn of the father of the present czar, &
peasant in the government of Riazan, called Joukoff, burnt himself to death by
setting fire to his clothes, which he had previously soaked in paraffin, and ex-
pired under the most awful torments, singing hymns of praise to the Lord.

Among all these heresies there are two which have attracted more than the
others the attention of the suthorities, thanks to their secret rites and to thelr
fmmoral tendencies. They are the Skoptsy, or Voluntary Bunuchs, about which it
is useless to say anything here, and the Khlysty, or Flagellants, which to thls
day has a considerable number of adepts, and to which Rasputin undoubtedly
belon\ged. to which, in fact, he openly ewned allegiance. This sect, which calls
itself “Men of God,” has the strangest rites which human imagination can in-

vent. According to its precepis, & human creature should try to raise its soul
toward the Divinity with the help of sexual excesses of all kinds. During their

assemblies they induilge in a kind of waltz round and round the room, which re-
minds one of nothing so much as the rounds of the Duncln:\berviobea in the
East. They dance and dance untll their strength falls them, when they drop to
the floor in a kind of trance or ecstasy, during which, being. hardly sccountable
for their actions, they imagine that they see Christ and the Virgin Mary among
them. They then throw themselves into the embrace of the supposed divinities.

Bulgaria's interests at the peace con-
ference, as well as by a desire on Bul-
garia’s part to escape from revolving
in an exclusively German orbit after
the war.

The Assoclated Press correspondent
is able to report that a Bulgarian rep-
reseniative recently sought and ob-
tained an opportunity im a neutral
furopean capital to lay before the En-
tente governments the sgpecial desires
of his country with regard to a peace
settiement and in a one-sided conver-
sation explained Bulgarian aspirations

T0 KEEP STANDARD
OF FIGHTERS HIGH

Service as Essential as Others,
Says Father 0’Gorman.

PRAISES . ST. MARYS MAN

Catholic Priest Bears Testi-
mony to Bravery of Angli-
can Brother-in-Arms

Major Rev. Father John O'Gorman,
a Canadian chaplain who spent some
months in the trenches, and who has
been. on leave here for some time, ow-

ing to a badly shattered arm received
during the battle at the Somme, was
the guest of honor at the Canadian
Club luncheon o©n Friday, and told
told an inspiring story of the work done
by the chaplains at the front. J. H.
Fowler presided.

Father O'Gorman in his opening re-
marks stated that ‘many questions
were asked of those who return from
the front, and these questions should
be answered. The war is a tre-
mendous war, he said, and is viewed
from various angles. The work of the
chaplains was such that it required to
be explained to the public, and that
was his excuse for accepting the in-
\éi)tabtlon to speak at the Canadian

ub. 3 g

Much has been sald of the heroic
priest-soldiers of France. These stor-
ies were true In a large measure, sald
the speaker, but heroism at the front
was not confined to any branch or to
any rank. Heroic deeds are performed
by al ranks.

The chaplain service when Major
O'Gorman went to the front was in
charge of General Sims, a Presbyterian
clergyman, and Lieut.-Col. Rawlinson,
a Benedictine monk, as his second in
command. When he went to Boulogne,
he reported to them, and was put in
charge of three casualty clearing sta-

tions, two British and one Canadian.
His duty was to look after the
Catholics in each. Protestant! chap-

lains were appointed to look after their
men. 'The chaplaing acted in perfect
harmony with each other, and were
mutually beneficial.

“I have seen many wounded and
dying men,”” said Father O'Gorman.
“The casualties when they are - fixed
up do not look so badly. They are
cheerful and patient, wonderful, every-
one of them. I will never forget the
sight of the first men I saw who were
victims - of the gas attacks.’ It was
horrible beyond description, and I tell
you that the nation which first intro-
duced that terrible engine of war will
have much .to answer for at the bar
of history.

Capt. Masters Deserves Medal,

“I was well acquainted with and
worked with Capt. Masters, an Angli-
can clergyman of St. Marys. His only
worry, when I knew him over there,
was that Father Miles Tomkins, a
Catholic chaplain, would not get a
military medal which he deserved. I
want to say that if ever a man de-
served a medal it was Capt. Masters,
and my hope is that both Masters and
Miles Tomkins will get that recogni-
tion, and that very soon.

“I find that men do K not abandon
their religious convictions at the front.

hold of a nondescript religion, which
merely means being good. I find that
they hold fast to their faith. Every
chaplain looks after his own, and I
want to tel you that they are well
looked after.
Chaplains Essentlal Force.

“The Canadian chaplain forces were
under the Imperial Government _at
first. Now they have been reorganized
and are distinctly Canadian. . The men
responsible for this are. Lieut.-Col.
Almond, C.M.G., an Anglican clergy-
man from Montreal, and. Lieut.-Col.
Workman, M.C., a Franciscan friar.
The chaplain service was not looked
upon with any degree of favor some
years ago, but now it is considered
as being quite as essen as any

other. 2

‘“War brings out the heroic and un-
selfish in men, but it is brutalizing,
too. The chaplain is essential to keep
up the standards of morality, and keep
the men fighting as they should fight.
I want to tell you that the Canadian
boys have always fought as gentle-
men and Christians. They have been
aggravated much, very much, but they
are gentlemen.

Exempt Clerical Students.

“I do not want to talk politics, but
I do say that clerical students should
be exempted. The men are required
for this duty. Clergymen are too few
in number, and they should be kept
for the work of the Christian ministry,”’
“I could not have been given finer
treatment than was accorded me by
Lieut.-Cols.

Dr. Whyte of Chicaga, who brought
greetings from the Baptist Young Peo-
plés’ Unions of the United States, de-
clared that so many young men who
would have become missionaries had
been drafted for military training, that
a serious shortage was certain to de-
velop within the next few years. He
urged the importance of training lead-
rs among the younger men.

The convention synchronizes with
the diamond jubilee of Woodstock Col~
lege, and Principal MacNeill togday an-
nounced that in celebration of the an--
niversary a reception would be held at
the college on Saturday afternoon. A
year ago, he reminded the delegates,
the celebration was semewhat elabor-
ate, but it was thought, in view of war
conditions that it should be made more
simple this year.

Attendance Falls,

Chancellor McCrimmon referred to
the fact that the war had seriously af-
fected the attendance at the various
colleges. McMaster had suffered to a
very considerable extent. The attend-
ance hds fallen from 400 before the
war to as low as 197 the the present
time. He referred also to the large
recent increase in the number of wo-
men who were entering the colleges,
and stated that before long the mat-
ter would have to be given serious at-
tention,

Question of Penslions.

The question of pensiong for college
professors was introduced by Dr. D. E.
Thompson, chairman of the McMaster
board of governors. This also, he said,
must recelve consideration before long.

Dr. Shields, of the board of home
missions, made the announcement when
the debate on the question of ministers’
salaries was reopened, that a resolu-
tion would be introduced on Monday
to make $800 a year, with free house
and allowance for horse keep, the min-
imum, A committee was subsequently
appointed to consider this matter ana
report later.

Oppose Y. M. C, A,

Rev. J. B. Kennedy of Toronto, in
objecting to a recommendation by the
committee on social service, that the
church co-operate with the Y. M. C. A.
in a great interdenominational revival,
declared that he wanted nothing to do
with an dnstitution which was afraid
to have the name of Jesus mentioned
within its precincts,

Thomas Urquhart, who upheld Mr.
Kennedy's view, declared that Lieuten-
ant-Governor Hendrie, whom the Y. M.
C. A. had at its head during a recent
canvass in Toronto, was a patron of
racetracks, and had made a small for-
tunerout. of horse-racing in Ontario.

The convention finally decided not to
commit itself, but to refer the recom-
mendation back to the committee for
further consideration.

At the morning session the first evi-
dence of any serious disagreement
among the delegates since the com;
mencement of the convention occurred
just before the noon recess. It is prob-
able, in fact, that only the imminence
of adjournment prevented a more or
less acrimonious debate.

Scores Quebec,

The trouble started over a remark
made by Rev. 8. J. Farmer of Ottawa,
in the course of an address in connec-
tion with the presentation of the Grand
Ligne mission report, the_ adoption of
which he rose to second. He made the
statement that “if the whole province
of Quebec had responded to the nation’s
call as the evangelical portion had done,
the military service act or any con-
scription measure would not have
been necessary.” He added that, in his
opinion, the formation of a union gov-
ernment had only served to accentuate
the difficulty.

Does Not Agree.

Before the president could announce
the noon adjournment, which he was
about to do, Rev. T. T. Shields of Jar-
vis Street Baptist Church, Toronto,
rose and reguested permission, as a
matter of privilege, to make the state-
ment, for the benefit of the press, that
the statements made by Mr. Farmer
were not necessarily indicative of the
gentiments of the convention as a
whole. For his own part he dissented
emphatically from the position taken
by, Mr, Farmer.
