to the end of the year." In the Missionary Report of 1848 the following record appears: ' This Mission, as you are perhaps

aware, was heretofore connected with the London Circuit; last year it was set off and a distinct position given to it;
the names of one hundred and seventeen members were returned to me.  The circuit embraces the whole Township of
Blanshard, parts of Fullarton, Downie and Nissouri, In the centre of the work stands the new but flourishing Village
of St. Marys, in which and its vicinity we have a society of between forty and fifty members, a growing confidence and
good congregations and a prosperous Sunday School. Here we have four village lots granted to us for sites of church
and parsonage and a burying ground.” This is the first record of an organized society of Methodists in St. Marys
After worshipping for a few years in the stone schoolhouse on Queen Street, the Methodists of St. Marys built
a church on the lot where stands the present building.  This church was dedicated in 1856 during the pastorate of Rev.

J. Ormerod and his colleague, Rev. Stephen Bond.  After the opening of this new church, services twice a Sunday were
