What Protestantism means
today is the conception of a true teaching that
will utterly remove ail vestiges of any change
wrotght by the ordinances of Christ in and of
themselves A real spirittad Christianity cannot
exist in harmony with baptismal regencration or
infant baptism,

A uniun of evangelical protestantism is possible
on cue supposition only, the rejection of the
Romish teachiug of aay efficacy in the church
oriinances, Tutant baptisin had its origin in the
privr belief of a regeneration through the waters
of baptism. However much cvangelical pastors
may insist that the baptism of infants is merely
a dedicatory ordinance, cre has but 10 mingle
among the people of a community to know that
it has a practical hold on the comnon wmind as
making the future of @ child safer.

The Baptist churchies have a ministry to the
present age. In many sections of the church
there is a growing dependence on the acts of
baptism and the supper. The Baptists must
utter a protest to their fellow Protestants. The
greatest calamity that could happen to the ore
ganized Protestantism of today wonld be the ces-
sation of the Baptist affirmation, the ordinances
fur believers ooly.—Mightstown, Pa.
