of a Maxim gun. It is a matter for wonder what the 
effect will be of a constant stream of powerful waves 
wafted into the atmosphere.

A recent paper on the subject from the pen of Charles 
Bright, F.R.S.E., London, to whom we are largely in­
debted in this article, gives some interesting figures 
under the head of “condition.” Although the evidence 
obtainable does not always agree, the working speed of a 
modem cable is well known. The working speed of a 
modern Atlantic cable with all the latest improvements 
and the duplex system, is about 100 words a minute. 
Cablegrams are sent from the London Stock Exchange 
to Wall Street, New York, or Montreal, within a minute, 
and return messages in ten minutes are of everyday oc­
currence. It is claimed for the Marconi system that it 
wholly annihilates distance, that it is a lightning flash, 
although as yet slower than the cable system, though 
much more rapid than the latter in its eary days. One 
matter of importance still agitates the minds of Marconi’s 
friends, and that is, whether a multiplication of wireless 
instruments between given spots will interfere with their 
Working independently.

Although the promoters of the wireless system have ar­
ranged on this side of the Atlantic for a thorough feed­
ing system, they do not appear to have been successful in 
their approaches to the British Post Office. This will 
doubtless, however, come in good time, as soon as all 
questionings as to reliability are set at rest. The exist­
ing system is not working badly, and in such cases large 
bodies move slowly; but both sides must give it their 
support to render it effective.

For all ordinary navigation purposes, for pilot signals, 
for communications at sea, the new system should be in­
valuable, and prove a boon to shipping interests. For 
avoiding collisions in a fog, it is no rival of the 
Lacoste patent ship-brake, which also protects from ice­
bergs and rocks, but as to ships alone or in distress it 
has its own use.

WIRELESS TELEGRAPHY.
When, le; 
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The last great development of this Electrical Age is 
the system of wireless telegraphy named after its in­
ventor, the Anglo-ltalian, Marconi, and so rapid has 
been its progress that any description given of it one 
day can only be understood to be applicable at the 
moment.
It is not a little creditable to the people of Canada that 

Signor Marconi sought for and obtained his earliest en­
couragement in this country. The proverbial deliberation 
which England has shown in recognizing new departures 
or great inventions, is especially noticeable in the wire­
less system of telegraphy and one is reminded of what 
took place on the establishment of the first Dover-Calais 
line. In July, 1845, the promoters addressed themselves 
to Sir Robert Peel, as Prime Minister, on the 
subject of a proposal of theirs for establish­
ing a general system of oceanic telegraph 
communication. They were referred to the Ad­
miralty, the Foreign Office, etc, and voluminous was the 
correspondence that ensued, in which, after the manner 
so well described by Dickens in his Circumlocution 
Office, they were passed backward and forward from one 
government department to another. It was only by 
1850 that landing rights were granted for the first Chan­
nel line. “Slow, but sure’’ would seem to be the motto 
of (lie Motherland, but evidently Marconi paid little 
heed to the “Festina lente" of his countrymen. Never­
theless, his experiments cover some six years; five years 
ago no one foresaw that he could make such advances. 
It is about ten years since the first experiments were 
made in applying the Hertzian waves to telegraphy. Now 
the possibility of sending clearly understood signals 
across the Atlantic is fully established.

Comparisons with the submarine cable system will 
occur. Secrecy is, of course, important. Experience 
would seem to point to (lie advisability of having all- 
Biitish cubits for (lie express purpose of avoiding this 
risk, and it may lie doubted whether any existing system 
of wireless telegraphy could successfully cope with a 
code if it is to meet the other conditions of certainty of 
transmission and reception, accuracy and speed. A 
system which, like that of Marconi* launches forth sig­
nals into space without any guiding line to ensure 
against straying on the road, would seem to be lacking 
in one very desirable attribute, however easy it may be 
to read from tuned receivers, even if one knew the
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There is every probability that the new system will 
receive ample support, and if it can adhere to the rates 
already mentioned, it will deserve it. Deferred—that is, 
night—messages have not as yet been adopted by the 
cable companies, although long in use by the land tele­
graph and large telephone companies.

The total quantity 
of butter shipped this season from Australia to this coun­
try is thus only 1,165 tons, which is the smallest quantity 
since the year 1890.

amongst the wholesale clothiers of Eng­
land, having been established at its pre­
sent address at least as far hack as 1785. 
A r ference to it may be found in the 
London Directory for 1786, as ‘‘whole­
sale salesmen, 126 Houndsditch.” It is a 
remarkable fact that in 117 years no 
renumbering has affected this building, 
so that “126” has become as well-known 
throughout the country as the name o.f 
th firm itself. The front entrance, too, 
hears the impress ot the early years of 
the business. The house claims to be 
the oldest in the ready-made clothing 
trade in the country. In London it is 
th only one distinguishable in the 
“Directory" of 60 years ago, though, 
perhaps, some may, under other names, 
claim to be the same businesses as 
existed further back than that time.

On the principle applied to rivers— 
tlipt the stream that flows from the 
greatest distance is regarded as its 
source—we find the business existant at 
247 Tooley street, at the date of the 
oldest directory at the Guildhall Libra­
ry, 1771, and was continued there, and 
at 12 St. Mary Axe in 1808, to which a 
branch at Lower Thames street was 
added in 1825, and amalgamated with 
126 Houndsditch in 1829.

Probably' the front, entrance and the 
house facing the street are the Only 
part of the present premises that exist­
ed at the beginning of the last et n- 
tury, extensions having been made in 
depth, width, and height from time to 
time throughout its existence, notably 
during the last twenty y ars, during 
which its progress has been perhaps, 
more rapid than at any former period.

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IMPORTANCE OF BEING POSITIVE.Senate by Senator Gallinger, of New 
Hampshire, and in the House by Rep­
resentative Connell, of Pennsylvania, 
which is intended to enable the States 
to control the importation of adulterat­
ed, misbranded and imitation foods and 
drugs, in spite of the decisions of the 
United States Supreme Court to the ef­
fect that States laws cannot reach 
merchandise imported and sold in the 
original package. On the theory that 
Congress, which has full authority over 
interstate commerce, can delegate to 
the States its own power to control 
merchandise in the original package, 
Senator Gallinger has prepared the fol­
lowing measure: —

“Be it enacted, etc., That in s» far as 
relates to adulteration, misbranding, 
and imitation, every substance intended 
for use by man or by domestic animals 

food, beverage, condiment, confec­
tion, drug, medicine, cosmetic, antisep­
tic, or disinfectant, be subject to all

the laws of the State, Territory, or Dis­
trict in which such substance is sold or 
offered for sale to consumers, notwith­
standing that suc'h substance is sold or 
offered for sale by the original consig­
nee: Provided, That the laws aforesaid 
govern generally the production, manu­
facture and sale of such substance with­
in the State, Territory, or District for 
which they have been enacted.’’

It will be noted that there is a sharp 
conflict in the principal underlying the 
above bill and that upon which the ITep- 
burn-McCumber bill is based, the last- 
named measure providing for Federal 
control of the entire question of pure 
food and drugs while Senator Galling- 
er’s bill clothes the States with powers 
now exercised by t'he. Federal Govern­
ment. The introduction of this bill, 
which has been referred to the Judici­
ary Committees of both houses, serves 
to complicate the situation very decid­
edly and reduces the probability of the 
enactment of any legislation.

In the Punjab the 
reduction of the area planted with in­
digo is almost as large as in the united 
provinces, inasmuch as the estimate of 
42,000 acres is 41 per cent, less than last 
year and 59 per cent, less than the aver- ' 

age of the last five years. The falling 
off is to be ascribed principally to the 
slight profit resulting from the decline 
in price, also partly to the lack of irri­
gation water and the unfavorable wea­
ther. The total crop of seed is esti­
mated at 1,704,000 seers, a reduction of 
78 per cent, from the average of the 
last five years. The yield of dyestuff 
also fell 48 and 54 per cent, as compared 
to the last crop, resp. to the average 
of the previous five years.

In Madras likewise the cultivation of 
indigo is dwindling rapidly, as on ac­
count of low prices cereals and earth 
nuts are given the preference.
