Thr I' AiiMKH's Aiiuh ate never has and does 
not now object to a fair and equitably levied rate of 
newspaper postage. Being business enterprises, it 
is no more than right that publications should pay 
for the service which the government renders in 
carrying them from one portion of the country to 
another, though there is room for fair argument 
that they should he encouraged rather than dis­
couraged, on the ground that the public is advan­
taged by the spread of knowledge. We believe 
that the public businessof this country should he con­
ducted upon business principles, and it would great­
ly simplify and lessen the cost of the conduct of pub­
lic affairs if governments would not only do that, 
hut curtail rather than expand their functions, 
which latter seems to be the patronage-creating 
fad of the present day. Prior to duly 1st, lSliy, 
papers had been carried free through the Canadian 
mails for a considerable period of time. With 
their increasing circulation and the increasing hulk 
of a good many newspapers, in imitation of the 
ponderous and trashy Sunday “yellow" journals of 
the I" ni ted States, the burden upon the postal de­
partment at last liecame simply intolerable, and 
the Postmaster General of the present Canadian 
Government I Hon. Wm. Mulovk I undertook to deal
with the subject, and the result was a hill whereby 
papers were charged j of a cent per pound lor the first 
six months of last year, and thereafter : a cent per 
pound,except those circulating within a twenty mile 
radius of the office of publication, which go free, 
in case of papers located upon a lake.their zone was 
measured 4n miles on one side of the office.

If the 
borer got into that stem the hush would he killed 
outright. Currants and gooseberries should he
planted I feet apart each way. In planting out red 
raspberries always cut the top oil" the plants. These
should he set in rows S feet apart. The raspberries 
might he allowed to thicken out to form a, row of 
stalks,
suckers should he kept down between the rows. In 
the way of plums, there is not a single variety now- 
grown in Ontario that is any good at all in Maui 
to ha. The same may Ik- said of cherries. It was 
advised to select a tree of the native plum which 
hears superior fruit: mark it during tlie fruiting 
season, and in the late fall take out cuttings of the 
surface roots for setting out the following spring. 
The planting of pits gives no satisfaction, as the 
seedlings nearly always turn out to he other and 
poorer sorts. The growing of crab apples has 
passed the experimental stage in some jiarts of 
Manitoba. The Transcendent and llyslop are the 
best. The speaker found it necessary to wrap the 
trunk of the trees during winter with gummy sack­
ing.

Summer Institute Meetings.
Our first meeting was held at Bussell at 

S p. in Between 7 and S o’clock it began to rain 
heavily, and continued more or less for over three 
hours. This, we were given to understand, was the 
first lain of the season. The crops in this locality 
are rather late on that account. Our meeting was 
poorly attended, about 12 lieing present. Mr. Butt-

The X cent per pound rate having been protested 
against as onerous, the Postmaster General at the

So 
clearly was this manifest, that the difference would 
be distinctly seen at a considerable distance, and 
the out line of those plots on which no clover had 
been sown could he readily traced by the manifest­
ly shorter and less vigorous growth. After the 
grain was fully headed, the difference in appearnce 
was not so clearly seen at a distance, but by careful 
examination it could lie easily traced. The plots 
were cut and threshed separately, and weighings 
made cf the grain and straw from each plot ob­
tained. The results show an average increase in 
the yield of grain from the fourclover plots of more 
than 11 bushels per acre over that on the plots on 
which there had been no clover sown.

To ascertain what natural value there might he 
from the clover the second year after plowing 
under, these same plot, without the addition of any 
manure or fertilizer, were sown in 1S!I!I with Men- 
surv barley. Again a great difference on the plots

horses, whether mares and foals, yearlings or 
horses of other classes, were housed during the day­
time away from the sun and tlies. This is com­
menced as early in the summer as the tlies liegin to 
torment the animals. They are all brought in lie- 
lore the heat of the day commences and again 
turned out into roomy and rich pastures alxiut, six 
o'clock in the evening. They are not tied in single 
stalls, as is done on many farms, hut each animal 
has an airy, light, well liedded brick Imx stall about 
là feet sipiare or larger. The fact is, there is not a 
single horse stall on the farm, the three substantial 
roomy ranges each consisting of two rows of Imx 
stalls with a wide passage (10 or 12 feet i lietween. 
l-.acli stall has a water box supplied from a spring 
well by a windmill, besides necessary mangers for 
feed. Whatever the season of year, these are the 
quarters in which the stock is housed, and seldom 
a day passes at any season when the animals, 
young or old. are not given their liberty in a field 
or roomy fenced plot. At this season, two of the 
stallions have access to these plots during the 
nights, and the third stallion takes his exercise a 
few hours during the mornings and evenings. As 
all well informed stockmen understand, plenty of

regular exercise is one of 
the chief factors in keep­
ing especially well-fed ani­
mals in |>erfect health 
Imth in laxly and limbs, 
and not only that, hut it 
keeps their digestive sys 
terns in such vigorous 
condition that they can 
be heavily fed if desired, 
which, with the constant 
exercise, will pnnluce firm 
muscle instead of flabby 
fat. To this end, however, 
plain food is an important 
accompaniment.

Whether for mares and 
foals, growing stock or 
breeding stallions,t he food 
given is alike in kind to 
all. and consists of crushed 
oats and bran mixed, two 
parts oats to one of bran, 
and these mixed with 
alwut twice their bulk 
of cut hay, timothy and 
clover of g<xxl quality, 
fed dry.

How to Raise a Skim Milk Calf. ease.

Nature's way of raising a call by allowing it to 
run with the eow produces a good one the kind 
feeders want : and the dairyman must provide, as 
nearly as possible, t he same conditions tor the call 
as it has when with its mother, and he. too, will 
produce the calf demanded by the feeder.

The cow feeds the calf often, and milk that is 
blood warm, sweet, and free from germs. Leave 
the calf with the eow until her udder gets in good 
condition and her milk all right. This gives the

We like a shed open on all sides for sum­
mer shade, as this will protect from the sun and 
allow the air to blow through freely. The College 
has a large stone barn with basement, but we tound 
that the calves thrived better in a common board 
shed than they did in this barn.

Flies often annoy calves so that they do not gain 
well. The department of horticulture and ento­
mology of this Station furnished us a formula that

Hue ot tlii‘most important points to he arrived 
at in the selection of a hoar is that he shall have as 
much size as it is possible to obtain without any 
tendency to coarseness. It is not always easy to 
secure an ideal sire in this respect, because as hogs 
increase in size they are much disposed to the de­
velopment of a certain amount of coarseness, es 
pecially in the head and shoulders. The special 
aim ot the breeder should be to correct this, be­
cause the most valuable parts of the pig lie to the 
back of its shouldeis, anil the better proportioned 
a pig is “behind the saddle"' the more fully will he 
comply with the present day requirements of bacon 
curers, and the better price he and his progeny will 
fetch when sent to market. While it is essential to 
have a comparaiively small head in the case of a 
boar, care must be taken to avoid elfeminacy in 
this direction, as thqre is nothing more indicative 
of inbreeding or lack of constitution than a thin, 
narrow head with a weak snout.

We fetal the hens and chickens regularly and 
always keep plentx of clean water before them. 
Sometimes we give them a dish of milk I In- hens 
are fed twice a day, the chickens four times while 
they are young. Hard-l*oilod eggs, oatmeal and 
bread crumbs are good for the little chicks at first.

We give the hens wheat, bran, potatoes, and 
sometimes corn meal or oats, for they need a variety. 
Ours laid well all winter : they are not laying quite 
so well now, but we can't expect them to lay well 
all the time. Now is the lies, time for them to take 
a vacation, when eggs are cheap.

It is a good plan to kill off some of the old hens 
in the fall. Bullets lay much better. One should 
keep a few old hens for setting. It is best to select 
tame, gentle liens, for they bring out more chickens 
ami make better mothers than the fidgety, fussy, 
liad tempered ones, for these often break tin- eggs 
liefore they are hatehi-d, or else tramp on tin- lit tit- 
chicks when they art- coining out of the slit-11. It 
is ltetter to set a small-sized hen than a large one.

I usually set two or three hens about the same 
time and when they are hatched give them all to

11 am not aware that it requiivs any |iartieu!ar 
line of hrveding to piixluce a broncho or a mus­
tang. Both are essentially the native horse of the 
Western prairies, ami lay no claim to beauty or 
family tree, having a |»e,ligr»*e of ,louhttul origin 
anil a tenacity of life that is astonishing. They 
aiv undersized horses, usually rough eoate»!, sleepy 
eyed, sipiaiv headed, ami hard to handle : when 
siilxiiietl, or hmken » this is a case where it may lx- 
correct to use the term broken instea»! of climate»!I. 
are usually very suiv-f,x>ted and make servi,valil»' 

^muldlers, or even harness horses for light work 
*hut lay no claim to either style or sp«xHl. It is 

claimed hy some that the whole race of the under­
sized horse on the Western prairies originatcl 
from the small Spanish horse use! hy He Sot,* and 
other of his countrymen on their early expt-ditions 
in the New World.
