DEAR Sir—A very interesting and edifying
little story in your issue of the 3lst
December reminds me of an experience
of my own.

Some years ago | lived at a boarding-
house in London. Among my compan-

OBITUARY.
To record the demise of an old and
much esteemed resident of Ashfield, John
Sullivan, becomes to me a painful task.

forest. Few can realize the hardships,
privations and difficulties with which the
pioneer has to contend ; those brave
pioneers of Ashfield were no exception to
the general rule, still their indomitable
courage, their honest and persevering |
efforts, their desire to secure a home out !
of the reach of the tyranny of landlords
and eruel and unjust laws buoyed them
up and enabled them to surmount obsta- |
cles from which thousands would shrink |
in dismay. The death of his son Michael
and the peculiar and painful circumstan-
ces that attended it, gave the deceased and |
his faithful consort a severe shock, which E
calamity caused other difficulties to dis- |
appear or fall to insignificance. This |
brave and generous Michael by this time |
had settled on a lot of his own and was
collector of the township in the year of |
his death.  One day while engaged in his
own clearing a rabid wolf made its appear-
ance and attacked the defenceless man.
A desperate struggle ensued between
Miclmv[l and his fierce antagonist which
lasted  for some time, but finally ended
in the death of the furious beast and the
apparent triumph of the man who risked
so much to save his wife, his neighbors
and their stock from the ravages of so
terrible an enemy.
