The court is compored of
clergymen, selected by Bishop Potter, of the N.

Rev. Mr. Tyng was present with his counsel,
Judge Fallerton, of New York, Cortland Parker,
Eeq., of Newsrk, and Rev. Dr. 8. H. Tyng, Sen.
Dr. Wolton and Mr. Elward Logan appeared
on behalf the prosecutors,

The case was called, and the clerk read the
charge and specification :

Specification 1—In this, that the said the Rev.
Stepben H. Tyng, Jr., did on the morning of
Sunday, the 14.h day of July 1867, within the
corporate bounds of the city of New Brunswick,
in the diocese of New Jersey, which city then
constituted the pastoral care of the Rev. Alfred
Stubbs, D. D., and the Rev. Ed. B. Boggs, D.
D.. ministers of the Protestant Episcopal Church,
duly settled and in charge of congregations in
said city, cfficiate by preaching and by reading
prayers within the said parochial cure of the eaid
Alfred Stubbs, D. D., acd of the said EJ.

B. Boggs, with-
out their permission or the permission of either
of them, or of the church-wardens and vestry-
men, or trustees, or either of their congragations,
or the mejority of such church-wardens and ves-
trymen or trustees.

At the requeat of the accused the court decid-
ed that the trial should be open to the public,
One of the reporters present furnished the fol-
lowing record of the additional proceedings :

The President now asked the accused what
his plea to the presentment was.

Mr. Tyng stated that he was.instructed by his
counsel that no plea was necessary.

The President— Who are your counsel P

Mr. Tyng—Judge Fullerton, Mr. Parker, and
Rev. Dr. Tyng.

The Presidegt—You should oertainly make
some plea to the presentment.

Mr. Tyng—Iam instructed that the canon re-
quires no plea.

Rev. Dr. Walton addressed the court, insist-
ing that a plea of guilty or not guiity should be
made. .

The President said he supposed it would be
sufficient to understand that the respondent de-.
nied the charges.

Mr. Parker—Not altogether.

Rev. Mr. Moore, the clerk, asked if he should
enter upon the minutes that’the acoused is un-
derstood as denying the charge.

Judge Fullerton—Not at all.

The President—In the absence of any plea it
will have to be so regarded.

Rev. Dr. Walton moved an adjournment un-
til Thursdsy.

Counsel for the accused expressed their inabil-
ity to be present at the time stated, and asked
sn adjournment uatil February 10, which was
finally sgreed upon.

Pending the discussion upon adjournment
Rev. Dr. Howland made an urgent appeal to the
accused to admit the facts of the case and obvi-
ate the necessity of bringing before the court a
large number of witnesses. He believed the ac-
cused bad acted with a sense of duty, and a de-
termination to test the legality of the canon al-
leged to have been violated. He wished to svoid
lengthy litigation snd the arousing of a bitter
feeling, which a protracted trial was sure to briog
about.

This appeal met with ho other response ex.
cept eliciting from Judge Fullerton a promise
that the trial should be as brief as possible.

The Dean of Carlisle on Ritualism.

The Dean of Catlisle preached a sermon in
the cathedral of that city on ritualism.

right idolatry. Why would s man going down
the steps of the Communion-table bow to the ta-
ble? He must believe there was something
there. What was it? It was becsuse he be-
lieved the elements of bread and wine had been
turned into the body and blood of Christ ; it wes
becsuse he thought a sacrifice had been offered
\dhere. He believed that; in all these things,
which appesred to some childish, there wasja cer-
tain thrustiog out of s bud, which would by-and-
by lead to s flower and fruit; and the seed of su-
perstition and darkpess must be the result
These men were causing * division among us.”

International Methodism.

The Methodist in an article entitled as above,
says:

A total of eight millions of Methodist popu- |
lation is distributed over the United States, the
British Provinces of North America, the West
Indies, South America (to a very slight extent),
Eogland, Scotland, and Ireland, the Contirent
of Europe, Esat lodia, China, the West Coast
of Africa, Austraiia, and numerous islands of
the Pacific. The distribution shows that Me-
thodism has become & world-embracing evange-
lism, and points to a result, not very remote—
the eatablishment of international relstions be-
tween the various members of the one great
family. We have alrendy suggested, in this
paper, the holding, at some future day, of a
Pan-Methodist Council, wherein (be represen-
tatives of the various bodies may compare views
and share counsels in relation to the prosecution
of their work of evangelisation all over the
world.

As a preparation for such a conference, our
own chureh is repidly sssuming a cosmopolitan
character, and that, too, without the Joas of its
distinctive spirit or the surrender of a single
~point of its dectrinal theology. We are already
represented by elegant chapels in two of the
capitals of Burope (Berlin and . Copenhagen),
and have places of worship, more or less coni-
modious, at Bremen, Hamburg, Hanover, Zurich
and Frankfort. Our way to Austrian Germany
is now opened by the establishment of entire
religious toleration. The smaller States, which
have been incorporated into the North-German
Coufederation, will now be governed by a more
liberal policy in the administsation of religious
sffairs.  Practical toleration of all forms of
Chbristian worship will undoubtedly follow the
consolidation of Northern Germany. . American
Methodism, which owes so great a debt to Ger-
many, will now be able to repay part of that
debt by introducing ils earnest spirit and prac-
tical methods among the torty millions of Ger-
maan people.

Women in Church Service.

A Philadelphis correspondent N. ¥. Advo-
cate mentions a new question just now engsgiog
the attention of the Methodist pastors in that
city and vicinity, namely, that of insugurating &
system of *“ pastoral aid aocieties,” composed of
ladies of the Church. The work suggested is
that of subdistricting the territory embraced in
their congregations, in order to visit the s'ck
and needy, gather the children into the Sunday-
schoois, encourage sttendance upon religious
services, and give religious counsel wherever
needed.

Winter Work.

The days are now bappily gone by, when win-
ter was the most laborious season of the year
when the ringing of the sturdy woodman’s ske
woke the echoss on évery hand, each day that
came sad went, as he oleared away the forest.

to epread in apring, before ploughing commences.

there is not & swamp or bed of muck which is
the best raw materi out of which tbe maonure
hesp can be incressed,

Now, this material rarely freezes to any
depth, and can be most essily dug out in winter
and hauled to the barn yard, where mixed with
the manure hesp it soon decomposes, imbibes
the ammonia from the urine, and adds a large
amount of vegetable ealts to those of animal
extraction already in the beap. The unleached
ashes should be carefully saved and mixed with
the plaster in proportion of one to four before
sowing. This addition of asbes is sure destruc-
tion to sorrel, and helps the crops greatly on all
soils in which lime is present in any quantity.
Do not forget to tee that all toe imple-
ments are in proper repair, ready for the
spring work. Last, but not least, remember
that it is the mind that makes the body rich.

Flowers in Winter.
