A Message from Dis Excellency the Lieu-
tenant Governor, by Robert lyndman, Esquire,
Usher of the Black Rod:

Mr. Speaker;

His Excellency the Lieutenant Governor com-
mands the attendance of this Honorable House
at the Bar of the Council Chamber, instanter.

Accordingly, Mr. Speaker and the House
went up to attend Hlis Excellency in the Coun-
cil Chamber;

And being returaed-

Mr. Speaker reported, that when the House
did attend Ilis Excellency this day in the
Council Chaiber, His Excellency was pleased
to make a Speech to both H1ouses of the Legis-
lature, of which Mr. Speaker said he had, for
greater accuracy, obtained a copy, which he
read to the louse, and is as follows:-

Mr. President and Honorable Gentlemen of the Legislative
Council;

MIr. Speaker and Gentlemen of the ouse of Assembly;

Your Address of Congratulation to your Sovereign on the
Marriage of His Royal Highness the Prince of Wales has
been laid before the Queeu, and Her Majesty was much
gratified by the expressions which it contained of loyalty and
attachment to her throne and person.

You, I am confident, warmly participate in the joy to
which the birth of a Prince has given rise throughout Her
Majesty's dominions.

I am desired by the Seocretary of State for the Colonies to
inform you that Her Majcsty has not been able to comply
with the prayer conveyed in the Address which you adopted
during last Session, on the subject of tbe Report of the Com.
missioners appointed to enquire into the differences between
landlords and their tenants.

It is the wish of the Seeretary of State, that in communi-
cating this decision to you, I should invite your attention to
suggestions made by bis Grace, in a despatch, which will be
laid before you.

His Grace, in this despatch proposed that the local Go.
vernment should be authorized to issue, annually, a certain
amount of debentures, and to apply these debentures in
assisting to buy up the landlords' rights, with their consent.

His Grace further proposed that sales should not bo corn.
pulsory on the landlords, but that a fixed rate of commuta-
tion ehould be indicated, by authority, ns the Governiuont
price. That this assessed rate of purchase, viewed a$ receiv.

HOIJSE
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ing a certain moral support from Government, should reguw
late the amount of assistance to be given in cach case from
publie funds.

As the terms of commutation proposed by his Grace were
in somu respects less favourable to the tenantry than those
which bad already been offered by the proprietors, and as it
seemed likely that little practical good would result from their
adoption, in consequence of his Graceo stating that they
would not be compulsory on the landlords, it ivas deemed
expedient that Delegates should be sent to England to
ascertain the views of' Her Majesty's Government, and to
facilitate a settlenient of the question.

The Report of the DOlegates will be laid before you.
After mature consideration of this Report and of the whole

question of a settlement, I trust your best efforts wiil be
directed te maturing such mensures as May not only conduce
to the amelioration of the condition of the tenantry, but also
receive the sanction of the Imperial Government, and the
concurrence of the proprietors.

The Admuinistrator of the Goverument of Nova Scotia has
addrcssed communications to me on the subject of a proposed
Union of the Provinces of Nova SJotia, New Brnnswick and
Prince Edward Island, under one Governuent and Legisla-
turc.

I have directed that these communications be laid before
you.

A Bill to prevent the fraudulent marking of merchandize
will be proposed to you. You will also be asked to take
under your consideration a suggestion made by the Secretary
of State for the Colonies respecting the establishment of a
Maritime Court of Enquiry into the causes of wrecks.

Mr. Speaker, and Gentlemen of the louse of Assembly;

The Estimates for the current ycar will be laid before you.
They have been framed with due regard to cconomy.

The Accounts for the past year will also be submittcd to
you. I observe, with great satisfaction, that the Revenue
of the past year far exceeds that of any previous ycar, and
]caves a large surplus over the expenditure.

Mr. President, and Honorable Gentlemen of the Legislative

Mr. Speaker, and Gentlemen of the Rouse of Assembly;
I rejoice to be able to congratulate you on the general

prosperity of this Colony during the past year.
The labours of our agricultural population were blessed

with an abundant harvest.

on the consideration of Ways and Means,
during the present Session.

The HJon. the Colonial Secretary from the
Comniittee appointed to seairch for precedents
to ascertain how far the course pursued in the
mode of introducing to this Flouse, the Bill for
the regulation of the Oyster fisheries, is in
accordance with the rules and practice of
Parliaient, and to report thereon to the Iouse,
presented to the liouse the report of the said
Committee, which report was again read at the
Clerk's table, and is as followeth :-

The Committee to whom was referred the Bill for the
regulation of the Oyster Fisheries in this Island, with in-
structions to search for precedents with the view of guiding
the flouse in coming to a decision, as to whether said Bill
was propcrly introduced to, and before the 1-ouse, without
the propositions involved in it, having been first considered
in a Coinmittee of the whole flouse, and agreed to by the
House,-have made due scarch, but have not been able to
discover any precisely similar precedent. On ezamining the
Bill in question, it appears to be of a two-fold character :
One part of the Bill simply imposing a restriction upon the
catching, shipping, buying, selling or exposing for sale, of any
Oysters within certain prescribed limited times or seasons 6f
the year, under certain penalties, &o,, (for the double pur-
pose, it is presumed, of protecting the fisheries and the
public health.) A second object of the Bill is co empower
the Bxecative Government to sell and grnnt the exclusive
right of fishing or catching Oysters, in certain Rivers of this
Island, to the highest hidder, or the person offering the11

highest yearly rent, at a public sale, vesting the purchaser
with certain exclusive rights in and over the localities to be
specificd in the grant. The rent to arise from these graits
is net specifically appropriated by the Act, but being payable
to the Government, it must be presumed te be for general
Government purposes.

Under the proposed Bill, your Committee submit-that
two points are presented for consideration, namely, whether

lst. The Bill .in both or either of its branches, relates te
Trade or the alteration of the laws conccrning Trade.

2nd. Whether the Bill in ecither of its branches imposes
any public charge upon the people.

If coming fully within cither of thçse two classes, it should
have been first considered in a Committee of the whole
louse.

The legal general signification of Trade is Trafflo or
Merchandize.

First-Does tho proposed Act relate to Trade, or alter
the Laws concerning it ?

Bills te regulate the sale of Beer, Bread and Marine
Stores have been required to originate in Committee.

Tne Burgh Harbors' (Scotland) Bill, 1852, was held to
be one concerning Trade, and having been introduced with.
out a Committee, was withdrawn, and other Bills concerning
Harbors have since originated in Committee.

On the other band, it is laid down that "on several
occasions, Bills for the regulation of Fairs and Markets have
been ordered without a Committee, having been treated in
the light of police regulations ratber than of Trade, and
Bills for tbe regulation of Weights and Measures have been
treated as questions of public policy, affecting the whole
community, and not merely the interests of Trade, and
brought in without a previous Committee being required."
See May on Parliament, page 449.

Under the second head :-as to whether it imposes any
public charge upon the people, May on Parliament, page
450, lays it down, that all Bills that directly impose a atate
charge upon the people, must originate in Committee. To
bring it under this proposition, it must directly involve a
charge upon the people; but this rule has been held net to
apply to Bills authorizing the levy or application of rates for
local purposes, by local officers or authorities, representing or
acting on behalf of the rate payers.

On the 15th July, 1858, objection was taken to the'in.
troduction of a Bill for the main draitiage of the Metropolis,
without a preliminary Committee, as it was alinged tobe a
13ill for imposing charges upon the people; but as it appeared
that the expenso of the proposed works, was to be paid out
of local rates upon the Metropolis, and ià was intended. to
propose a Resolution in a Comnmittee of the whole House for
a Treasury guarantee for the repaymient of money boriowed
on the sccurity of these rates, it was ruled that the Bill
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could at once be brought in-local rates never having been
regarded as coming witbin the standing order.

On the 16th July 1858, exception was taken te a clause
in the Corrupt Practices Prevention Bill, that it imposed a
charge upon County and Borough rates; but the chairman
held that such a charge, not being for public Revenue, could
regularly be proposed in Committee on the Bill, without a

preliminary resolution. See May on Parliament, page 451.
It is laid down in the Parliamentary Precedents, page

192, that e where a Bill for establishing Church Rates, gave
a power to the Vestry in each particular Parish, to levy a
Tax upon Pews and Seats, for the maintenance of the Parish
Church, held that a previous Committee of the whole House
was unnecessary ta the Bill, not proposing te levy a general
Tax upon Pews and Seats."

The Right Honorable Charles Shaw Lefevre, the Speaker,
upon the debate upon the motion to bring in the Church
Rates Bill, above referred to, on the 25th May 1841, laid
down the doctrine that where "it is the intention merely to
give a power te the Vestry, in each particular Parish, te
levy a Tax upon Pews and Seats for the maintenance of the
Parish Church, in such a case, it is unnecessary to proeed
by a Committee of the whole louse. For although the old
rule of the House applied to dll Taxes, the practice of the
Bouse bas, of late years, been different, and the Highway
Bill, Municipal Corporation Bill, Irish Poor Law Bill and
Scotch Prisons Bill have all been introduced without a
previous Committee of the whole flouse, being considered
Bills imposing Taxes of an entircly local nature. Under those
circumstances, (the Speaker observed), I consider that the
Bill may very properly be brought in, by motion, and that
it is not necessary for the bouse in the first instance, to
resolve itsclf into a Comittee."

Neither bas the rule been construed to apply to Bills im.
posing charges upon any particular class of persons for their
own use and benefit.

Thus in 1848, the Merchants' Seamen's Fund Bill impo-
sing a duty of a shilling a ton on all Ships in the Merchant
Service, for the raising a fund for the support of aged
Seamen, and the maintenance of lights, was brought in with-
out any previous vote of a Committec authorizing such duty.

Should the Bill in the opinion of the House not come
within the firat class indicated, namely, the class of Bills re-
lative te Trade or the alteration of the laws concerning Trade,
it is submitted that the first part of the Bill which merely
provides regulations for the protection of the fishery, by
defning the periods within which the fish may be taken, &c.
will not come under the classification of Bills imposing a
publio charge upon the people, whatever the opinion of the
Bouse May be, with regard to the second part of the Bill
which restricts the rigbt and use of the fishing localities, to
the grantee of the Government.

It was laid down by the Right Honorable Charles Shaw
Lafevre, Speaker of the House of Commons, in a debate on
the question of going into Committee on the Coal Whippers
Bill, August 9th, 1843: "If a clause in a Bill not intro-
duced in a Committee of the whole House, containe words
which may be interpreted as continuing a Tax, the proper
course is, on coming to the clause in Committee, to strike out
the words which create the doubt; if the omission of them
does not wholly cure the defect, the Bill must be withdrawn
and a new one introduced." See Parliamentary Precedents,
page 197.

All which your Committee submits for the consideration
of the flouse.

The Hon. the Col. Secretary moved, seconded
by Mr. Howat, that the Iouse do now resolve
itself into a Committee of the whole House, to
take into further consideration the Bill for
the regalation of the Oyster fisheries in this
Island.

Secondy,-Bedause the effedt of retaining the clause in
question, will be to induce traders in the Colony to exercise
caution in the selection and purchase of goods, and thereby,
while securing to the consumer the advantages of a sound
and good description of commodities for home use and con-
sumption, it will have the direct tendency to protect and
encourage the manufactures of those persôns who 'ha
acquired a just celebrity for the superiority and high quali.
ties of their respective productions.

Thirdly,-Because the objeetions herenbefore urged
against the first amendment madà by-the Législative Coeuncil,
-will apply with equal force, to the second ameidment pro

posed by that Honorable body, which, if carried out would
bave the effect of depriving the manufacturer or producer of
an article, of the protection which the place of manufacture,
as set forth in bis trade mark, is calculated to ensure to him.

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The Revenue for the past year wheri compared with the
preceding year, shews a highly satisfactory increase of
£22,896 Is. 3d.

Several tables bave been prcpared by your Cnommittee,
and are annexed bereto, from (A.) to (E ), inclusive, con-
taining particulars of Revenue and Expenditure.

The total amount çf the receipts on account of Public
Lands for the Finanoial year, ending 31st January, 1864,
amounts to £5324 18s. 7d., and from Crown Lands £139-
6s. Od. The expenses for the same period, including interest
and loss of' Land Tax, amount to £2514 5,. 6d., leaving a
surplus of £2949 191. Id. in favour of the Public and
Crown Land Department.

During the yeur, parts of the Moi, gomery Estate, situated
on Lots 51 and 59, were purcbase d, containing 6953 acres,
at a cost of £2085 188. Od.,-5844 acres of which have been
resold to the occupiers at a small advance on the original cost.

The sum total of the balances due on Public Lands,
Bonds, Deeds, &o., and bearing intcrest, amounts to £34,960.
4s. 1d., and exceed the suai due at the corresponding period
of the preceding year, by £1813 17s. Od.,-345391 acres
remain on band unsold, being a decrease in the quantity on
hand last year, of 42521 acres.

With reference to certain statistical tables referred to
your Committee, they bave to remark, that said tables appear
to have been compiled froin Custcm House returns which are
generally carelessly made by importera; when contraeted
with the statisties for the year as exhibited by the Impost
Accounts, these tables appear inaccurate in some respects.

In table (5) of these Accounts, a clerical error
appears. The Imports being stated at £29,341 42. 1ld.,
ins: cad of £293,431 4s. 1ld.,-the figure 3 baving been
onitted in copying.

Your Committee recommend that this error be eorrected
before the tables bc printed. A certain portion of the
Report pref5xed to these tables appears to have been erased.

Your Committee recommend the publication of the Report
as aitered by such obliterations.

Of this sum I have' already said, one third
would be paid in cash by the Tenant ; the re-
maining two-thirds would be advanced by Gov-
ernment in Debentures. A payment for twenty-
five years of 8 per cept, on the amount borrowed,
would probably suffice to meet the annual
interest of the Iebeutures, and to. pay off the
principal, if the terms of the Loan rendered it'
possible to invest the annual payment towards
the sinking fund in the redemption of the,
Debentures, i. e. at 6 per cent interest. If'
not, the slight :oss might possibly be borne by
the publie Treasury, in consideration of the
public beneftt which this commutation might be
expected to effect..

If this were so, the result to the Tenant, i#'
each of the three preceding cases, would be as
follows:

When a réat of £50 had been id in fuli,
the Landlord would receive £800. The Tenant
would pay £266138. 4& down,-and anannuity,
say for 25 years, of £42 13s. 4d.

When the reserved rent, was £50, and £25
had been actnally paid4, the Landlord would
receive £600, and the Tenant would pay £200
down and: an annuity of £32

When nothing had been paid, the Landlord
Would receive £400 and the Tenant would pay
£133 6s. 8d. down, andan annuity of £216s. 8d,.*

I suggest the payment by way oft ann.uity,
because I suppose this to. be the most convenient
to the Tenant. Bat, of course, arrangem:ents
might easily be made4ot enabie those who0 pre-
feried it to pay their imoiney more .promntly..

In any case1 hoewever, it must be distinetly
anderstood- as this is the basis of the hele

arrangement-that the, obligation t6 pay the
principal and: interest of the: Debenturese as
between the Government and the Debenture
Ialder, rests excl»siveiy on the publ eTreasury;
and s in no degree, whatever, affected by.the
failure or neglect of the Government to recover
the moneyfrom th Tenant.

As these sales will àot -be omp ilsory it 1s
net necessary toseater sipeaany question: s4do

3

the nature and duration of the leases to wbich
the right of purchase should apply. But, with
regard to arrears, I assàme that, iu any case of
commutation, the Tenant and Landlord wil.
alike be satisfied to abide by the Commissioners'
recommendation, that arrears which accrue
priM to May lst, 1858,ý should be temitted,
but that all subsequent arrears should be paid
Up.

I have heard two objections raised teo that
part of the scheme which relates to Tenants
who have not hitherto paid their rents. The
one is that so large a remission professedly
depending on the faut that rent has been with-
held, is, in fact, an encouragement to dishonesty.
The other is, that those who have, hitherto
successfully resisted the payment of any rent
whatever, will not be willing to pay the, pro-
posed commutation, in order to get rid of au
obligation which they have never performed.

The one objection is, that the indulgence to
non-paying Tenants is immorally large-the
other, that it is suicidally small.

These objections, to a certain extent, answer
each otheri But the truth is, that any practi-
cable arrangement must be open to both of
them. The state of things is this : The Land-
lords cannot seriously hope to recover their
strict legal rights in full, while the Tenants,
whe have not paid rent, cannot, without extra-
vagance, expect to be supported in. their
present refusal to dO so. It is assumed--4or
without that assumption all hope of a pacifica-
tiôn ls igpossible-that the Landlords will find
it to their interestôto waive their right to much
that they are entitled to, if the Legislature of
Prince EdWardIsland will honestly assist them
to obtain more than they.at present receive.
This is the only possible basis of compromise.
The real question le not whether. the .propostd
arrangement is free from.objéction, but wbether
it will not; in a làrge number of eases, he for
the adianitage alike of Landlord and Tenant to
secure their own interest by elosing with sueh
terms -as. I have indicated. Myr own hiope gd
impression is that it will be so; and 1 théer-
fore, eannot but hope that the terms woàId be
latgely accepted, if put forward withthe SÈp-
pprt of Gawernment ; thoughl arn bound to a4d
that m eat k least, of the Lanslorde r0 riot
satisfied twith them. Thme woul of vonÉse,
#emain a ,few specialcsesI t- be deaW with
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separately. But the experience of this country
bas shown, that when a reasonable principle of
voluntary commutation is once put forward, it
is, before long, freely accept.d by the majority
of those concerned, while the minority either
establish a fair ground of exception, or are
eventually compelled to follow the stream.

I am under the necessity of requesting you
to inform the Legisliature that Her Mijesty has
not been able to comply with the prayer con-
veyed in their Address. But I wish you, in so
doing, to lay the present Despatch before them,
and invite their attention to the suggestions
which it contains, being, I can assure you, the
result of much anxious eonsideration, and of au
earnest desire to promote the interests of Prince
Edward Island and its inhabitants.

Law Officers to the Duke of New'castle.

MY LoUD DUKE,-

We are honored «with your Grace's commands,
signified in Sir Frederick Rogers' letter of the
9th May, ultioii, stating that he was directed
by your Grace to request that we would take
into consideration the enclosed copy of an Ad-
dress to the Queen from the Council and
Assembly of Prince Edward Island.

Sir Fredericklogers was also pleased to state
that that Island was• granted during the last'
century to certain persons, by whom a largq
portion of itras let to the present occupiers.,
The Tenants are very anxious to obtain a fee
simple interest in 1heir lands, and to escape

paymen of rent, and this desire las produced
a series of disputes of various kinds.

That I.n 1860, a proposal was made to ap-
point a Commission to investigate the matter,
and the Proprietors suggested as a preferable
method " that three Commissioners or Referees
"be appointed-one to be named by Her
"Majesty, one by the Flouse of Assembly, and
"one by the Proprietors of land, and that these
"Commissioners should have power to enter
"into all the enquiries that may be necessary,
"and to decide upon the different questions
"which may be brought before them, giving,
"of course, to the parties interested, an op-.
"portunity of being heard."

This proposal was accepted by the Assembly
of P. E. Island, who agreed " on the part of

the Tenantry to abide by the decision of the
"Commissioners, or the majority of them, and
"to pledge themselves to concur in whatever
"measures may be required to give validity to

that decision."

That t ee Commissioners were appointd
"for enquiring into the said differences, and
"for adjusting the sane on fair and equitable
"principles." And in a report (of which a copy
was enelosed) " awarded,",inter alia, that the
Tenants should receive a certain remission of
arrears-that they should be entitled to purchase
their holdingsoat twenty years purchase of the
reserved rent, and that any Tenant who thought
this rate of commutation too high, might tnder
what he chose ; and that on the refusal of bfhe
Landlord to accept that tender, the value should
be adjusted by Arbitration.

That to this the Landlords objected, though
Sir S. Cunard, in a letter (of which a copy was
annexed) that they were ready to be bound by
the decision of the three Commissioners,. but
that they were not prepared to hand over their
interests to the proposed Arbitrators, and to
embark -in the expense and dispute consequent
on a multitude of petty arbitrations. On this
ground they refuse to accept the Award ; and
your Grace, on the same ground, refused to
advise that Her Majesty should concur in the
Legislation which was necessary for enforcing,
it.e

That the Landlords, however, offered terms,
not including an arbitration, but giving to the
Tenants the remission of Rent proposed by thr
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Commissioners, and the right to purchase the
fee -sirnple of their land at fifteen years purchase
of the reserved rent.

That the Council and Assemþly of Prince
Edward Island state that they 6 not seek by
the passing of a law to compel compliance with
an award liable to an objection founded on any
principle of justice or equity, but submit that
the question as to whether that Award can or
cannot be made legally binding on the parties
concerned, is one proper for the consideration
of Her Majesty's judicial tribunals.

That they therefore pray, that unless cause
to the contrary be shewn before a judicial,
tribunal, ler Majesty's allowance may be given
to a Bill to give effect to the said Award of
ier Majesty's Royal Commissioners.

Sir re*derick Rogers was further pleased to
state fat there is in Prince Edward Island a
Supreme Court invested with the usual powers
appertaining to the English Supreme Courts of
Equity and Common Law, and that under these
circumstances he was directed to request our,
opinion on the following questions:

1. Whetlier the Award is in itself Hable to
any objection founded on any principle of law,
or equiy.

2. Whether there is any proceeding in law or
equity by which it would be possible that the
Proprietors or Tenants in P. E. Island could
show cause why Her Majesty's assent should or
should not be given to a Bill to be passed by
the Prince Edward Island Legislature, for,
giving effect to the Award of the Comniissioners.

3. Whether there is any proceeding at law or!
in equity, by which that Award can be enforced
upon the recusant Proprietors.

d. Whether in case there is ne such proceed-
ing, the Legislature of P. E. Island could, with
justice and propriety, pass a law giving effect
to that Award.

In obedience to your, Grace's commands, we
have taken this matter into consideration, and
have the honor to report:

1. That we do noftthink the terma" Award
applicable with any propriety, te the Report of
the Commissioners of inquiry, appointed by Her
Majesty's Commission of the 25th June, 1860.

For there was no reference or submission pro-
perly so-callei ; the gentlemen who signed 'the
letter to your Grace, daied the 13th February,
1860, having been incompetent to bind the
general body of Proprietors of land in P. E.
Island, tnd not having professed or attempted
to do so ; while, on the other hand, it is clear
that they did not propose, or intend by that
letter to bind themselves, individually,. unless
the general body of Proprietors would be also
bound.

Passing, however, by tls point-w.ich is,
nevertheless, of the greatest i portance with
reference to the two following questions-we
are of opinion, upon the substance of the case,
that the Comnussioners have not executed the
authority which alone was proposed to be con-
ferred upon them, the part of the land-
owners who signed' the letter of the 13th
February, 1860, so far as tho proprietary iu-
terests of those or other land-owners are con-
cerned, viz : " To negociate withthe Proprie-
" tors of township lands, for firing a certain rate

of price, at which every Tenant might have
"the option of purchasing his lands ; and also

to negociate with the Proprietors for a remis-
"sion of the arrears of reit in such cases as the
"Cominissioners might cleemn reasonable." And
we think that a recommendation that the price
to be paid by a Tenant for the purchase of his
land, should be settled, in -each particular
instance in which the Landlord and Tenant
might differ about the same, by arbitration, is
not *either literally ot' subUtantially within the
scope of that authority.

We are confirmed in this view, by the perusal
of the Act of Assembly, passed on- the 2d of
May, 1860, which although not assented to by
Her Majesty-for the reasons stated in your
Qrace's despatch of the 2nd Janary, 1861-.
appears to us to show, both by its preamble and
by its second and third enacting clauses, that
an Award by the Commissioners, which, without
any delegation to other arbitrators, should itself
settle all matters in diffèrence betweeu each
particular Landlord and Tenant, and should
therefore determine and govert the title to the
land in each Township, was what the Assembly,
as well: as the land-owners, really had ln con-
templation.

2 and 3. Our answer to both these questions,
is in the negative.
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4. This is a question of publie policy. Suoh
at/Act, if passed by the Colonial Legislature,
and a4snted to by Her Majesty, must be
f4unded and justiged, not upon any supposition
0, 4n " Award " legally or norally binding
haging been made in this case, but solely for
reeasons of public advantage, such as those which
have .t various times induced the Irperial
Legislature to pass statutes for the enfrançbise-
mânt of Copyholds at the option of the Tenant;
for the enfranchisempnt of perpetually renewable
leaseholds in Ireland ; for the commutation of
Tithes; for the compulsory acquisition of lands
tôr Railway and other public works, at prices
tô be fixed by a jury, or by atbitration ; and for
ôther similar purposes, involving, for the general
good, more or less, interference with the tenure
of private property.

I think it clear that the Land reinquished
by the War Department should be transferred
to the local Government, to be dealt with in
such manner as they shall think ýbest,--the
proceeds of its sale being applied to military
purposes, and the local Government being
under the obligation to provide Barracks for
any soldiers who may hereafter be sent to the
Colony.

I should, therefore, have advised Her Ma-
jesty without hesitation, to confirm the Act,
but for a doubt which has occurred to me as to
the correctness of the description contadned in
the Ist clause.

Yeu will observe the Western boundary line
of the Town Lot, No. 70, is differently laid
down in the two plans which accompanied the
Petition of the Mayor and Council, and which
I now return. If Lot 70 is properly laid down
in the copy of Mr. Wright's plan (plan No. 1),
the Barrack Ground is correctly described in
the lst clause of the Act.*But if the plan, No.

and the system of lodging patients in the
cellar has by them been reprobated in measured
terms-

As a means of directing the attention of our
Representatives to our limited accommodation,
I beg to quote the following proposition made
by a meeting of the Association of Medical
Superintendants of all the A merican Asylums
for the Insane, held at Philadelphia in May,
1851. It is this-'' that no apartment should
ever be provided for the confinement of Lunatie
Patients, or as their Lodging Rooms, that are
not entirely above ground."

The Hospital though thus limited, continues
in a state of thorough repair, several imnprove-
ments have been adopted during the past year,
with respect to the comfort and classification of
the patients.

But as our numbers increase we find that our
principal attendant on the male Lunatics has
to performa more than double duty ; having to
serve and wait upon seventeen male Lunaties
and four Paupers, instead of ten the usual
authorized number, and as the work is not a
little onerous, this of course demands an ad-
ditional assistant.

As nothing of further importance has occurred
during the year, I herewith respectfully submit
to the consideration of your Board, this my
Fourteenth Annual Report.

PfINCE EDWARD ISLAND LAND QUESTION.

Correspondence between His Grace the Duke of Newcastle,
Secretary of State for the Colonial Department, and a Deputatiorrfron
the Government of Prince Edward Island on the subject of thè Land
T enures of said Island.

CHARLOTTETOWN,
lst February, 18 4:

Sin.

We have the honor to aquaint your-Excel-
lency, that in execution of the order of- your
Excellency in Council, made on the 27th day
of August kst, by which ve were directed to
submit to his Grace tho Duke of Newcastle
certain propositions connected with the land
question of this Island, we proceeded to
London.

We arived thero on the 16th of September.

Owing to the absence from town of theDuke
of Newc'astle. we were unable to obtain an
interview with that minister until the 13th of
October, on which day we proceeded to the
Colonial Office, by appointment, and had then
the honor of being re ceived by his Grace, to
whom we submitted the propositions which will
be found in our letter ad dressd te his Grace on
the 13th October, and appended hereto.

The substance of the arguments urged in
support of these propositions, vill be found in
the same letter.

During the discussion which we had with bis
Grace, it was by bis Grace suggested that we
should commiunicate with Sir Samuel Curiard,
and the proprictors associated with him, and
submuit the resolitions directly to then,

' this suggestion we did not feei1 oselves
at liberty to assent, inasmuch as thê. :qestion
involved had long previously been aýlk4ï&ledged
a subject of public policy, the necessitty f deal-
ing vwith which, in our opinion, had 'ýspecially
devolved upon the Secretary of Stat fôr the
Colonies. We, nevertheless, expresséd our
wiiigness to confer with the própiéors, if
requi.red, for the purpose of affor4itgay in-
formation or explanations which they might
desire to obtain.

The result of our endeavours to discharge the
trust confided to us vill be learned from a
perusal - of the ainexed, .correspqndencek to
which we beg respectfully to refer your Excel-
lency.

meet thoseêcases whercin arrears of rent have
heretofore been remitted on condition that the
tenants owing such arrears should take ne
lases, t'eserving a rent exceedirg the original
rent by a sum equivalent to the annual interest
which it is assunied such arrears would yield the
landiord were they paid to him and by hl im
invested.

SECoND--The undersigned infer from the
scheme submitted by the proprietors, in the
draft of the Bill transinitted by your Drace to
the Lieutenant Governor of Prince Ethvard
Island, that the proprietors are in all cases
willing to sell their leased lands for fifteen
years purchase of the reserved rents, payable in
one payment in cash ; the undersigned there
fore propose that all tenants holding undet
leases granted for ternis of forty years and
upwards, and who shall not be indebted one
whole year's rent, shall ai all Limes, within
t.wenty years, frorn the first day of Jar.uary
next, have the right to receive a conveyance of
the fee simple of their farins, on tendering to
their landlords fifteen years purchase of the
reserved rent, together with the rent which
may be due by such tenants in respect of such
lands.

Truai-That all tenants holding, as in the
foregoing proposition is mentioned, who shall
be indebted in more than one year's rent, shall,
within the like period of twenty years, have a
similar right to the fee simple of their respective
holdings on payment of sixteen years' purchase
of their reserved rents.

The undersigned iost respectfully submit to
your Grace that the compliance of the entire
body of the. landed proprietors of Prince Ed ward
Island with the foregoing propositions, and the
enactrent of a law to carry them into effect,
would work such a settlement of the land
qiestion as would satisfy the majority of the
people, realize the fullest expectations of the
royal Cominissioners, and for ever terminate
those unhappy disputes between landlord and
tenant whieh for several ,generations have kept
alive an, agitation which has most materially
retarded, and which, so long as it shall exist1

must necessarily çontinue to retard the develope.
ment of the resources of the Colony, and there-
iby would most amply compensate such proprie-
tors for any sacrifice of their strict legal rights
which such compliance would involve. The
conversion of the entire leasehold tenurès of the
Colony into freehold is the end sought to be
attained.

The rate of purchase should, the undersignued
suggest, be such as to present an inducemen t
to the tenant to become a freeholder. Therqtie
of interest received in Prince Edward Isla4d
for money, gcnerally, materially exceeds si8c
pounds per centum per annum .; and if. the
value of the freehold be fixed at sixteen year
purchase, the number of purchasers will be far
less than if the rate should be fixed at fifteen
years purchase. Many tenants, it ls assqmed,
would purchase their farms, if allowed the pii-
vilege to do so at fifteen years' purchase, who,
rather than buy at sixteen years' purchiase
would continue to pay rent, and invest thJir
money in such a manner as to give them more
than sulficient to discharge the claims of their
landlord. The apparent losswhich the landlords
would sustain by selling at fifteen years' pur-
chase, would, to a very great extent, be made
up to theni by reason of their being enabled to
procure six pounds per centum per annum for
their money, free from the risk and expenge
which necessarily attend the collection of r'ents.
The undersigned deem it not improper tb state,
that the rate of interest charged by the Bank
of Prince Edward Island, has not been less for
several years past, thar) seven pounds ten
shillings per centum per annum ; and alse that
the estates which have been purchased by the
Government of the Colony, namely, the
'l Worrell Estate," " Sir H unt Johnston Welsh's
Estate," the " Selkirk Estate," the " Sandfield
Etate," and portions of the Mntgomery
Estates," the whole comprising an area of
upwards of one hundred and seventy tho4sapd
acres, together vith al arrears of rent due
thereon, have been acquired at a rate per -are
lefss on the average than five years' purchase of
the reserved rent.

The Selkirk Estate coropised 62,059 acres.
The arrears of rent due by the tenantrythereon
exceeded £9000 sterling. This Estate, toge-
ther with the arrears, waspurçhasd idå$0
for £6,612 sterling, which is les than two
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shillings and two pence:per e, and not equal
to three years' purchase of the reserved rent.

The proposal to give to tenants owing to i
their landlords more than one year's rent, the
right to acquire the freehold of their farms, on
payment of sixteen years' purcha4e of the
reserved rent, in other words, allowing tenants
in arrear for rent to discharge themselves from
all liability to pay such arrears, with the ex-
ception of one year's rçqt, on their paying
down fifteen years' purchase of the reserved
rent of their holdings for the purchase of the
frechold, it is submitted is, one which would
operate beneficially alike to landlords .and
tenants. The Settlement of the land question,
,which would be thé result of the acceptance by
the proprietors of the foregoing propositions-
the statutory confirmation of proprietory titles
-the subsidenco of all agrarian agitation--the
general, absènee of.sympathy with those who
would resist the just demands of the landiords
-and the terminating of those extravagant
hopes and expectations on the part of the
tenantry that they would be enabled to acquire
tlieir lands.at nominal prices, which have here-
tofore been entertained, and whi!h will necessa-
rily be cherishcd so long as the land question
remains unsetled-would necessarily have the
effect of naterially increasing the value o! pro-
prietary estates. Very pIany of the vell-to-do
tenants would linmediately prepare to purchise
their farins, and all ivho would be able to pay
rent would doso with regularity, conscious that
it would be useless to expect the proprietors to
allow their rents t.o fll into arrear, at the risk
of losing them.'

It is assumed by the undersigned that the,
Government of grince Edward Island would
adopt the suggestion contained in the despatch
of your Grace to Lieutenant Governor Dundas,
No. 24, dated 11th July, 1863, and be prepared
to advancè io all tenarits desirous of purchasing
their farnis, cither seven and one half or te»
years' purchase of the reserved rent of sueh
farns, on receiving froi such tenants the
balance of the requisite purchase money, and
thus to enable such tenants to pay their land-
lords in one payment in cash. Assuming that
such accommodation should be offered by the
Governient of Prince Edward Island, it is
evident that, the jindixcement to those teiints
who are indebted in arrears for rent, to purchase
the freeh6ld of their a opU d be very great4

rake the case of the. tena :inoq¢w six
years rent ; the landlord insist$ upo rekeeing
his :rent, and the tenant know. that he-rnust
satisfy the demand or lose bis f1rm, iuch .,
tenant would necessarily be driven to prchase
the freehold of his farm, for, if he paid the six
years' rent to his landlord, as rent it -would be
virtually thrown away ; whereas, if he paid this
inoney to the Government, his farm would be
purchased for him, subject only to a mortgage
for a sum equivalent to ten years' purchase,
(this is assuming that the Government will
agree to advance ten years' purchase to the
tenant.)

The andersigned are well awai'e that the in-
creased energy with vhieh landlords vould in
future insist upon the payment of their rente,
would be complained.of as one of the results of
the adoption of the foregoing propositions ; but
they are prepared to meet this, objéction by
shewing that the benefits toe the tenants gene.
ally would far exceed the evils wvhich might

resuIt to the few. The allowing rent to accu.
mulate, the undersigned believe, is, on .the
whole, no less injurious to the interest of the
tenant than to that of:the landlord.

In offering the foregoing propositions as a
settlement of the land question, and in lieu of
the terma profened by the royal, Comtgissioners,
the undersigned cannot refrain from expressing
their convictions that a settlement of the land
question at the present moment is a matter of
the utmost importance to the proprietors and to
Prince Edward Island. The differences between
landlords and tenants in the Island, have,Jn
consequence of the appointment of the royal
Counission in 1860, more especially, assumed
the importance of a publig question. A long
and painstaking inquiry has been institnted
into these lifferences, and à remedy for them
has been indicated by the royal Commissioners.
The proprietors who assented to the appoint-
ment of the Commissioners, and pledged them-
solves to abide by their recommendations, have
refused to give their tenants the privileges
which the Commissioners unaniniouslyconsider~
ed should be extended to theni, and now-seek
.o nulify the proceedings of the Cornmissioners,
byurging againstheir legality objections.whieh
they amight waive, but which they insist uppn,
thereby crrshing thps. reasonable hopes of
relief which the tenantry ad chershed, and
intensifying anid extending th feelig ef bus-
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able to consult with them on the proposal,
submitted by yourself and your colleague for
the settlenient of the land question, but that he
will take the earliest opportunity of doing so.

MY LORD DUKE;

In replying to the proposals made by the
Delegates froin Prince Edward Island, as set
forth in their letter of the 13th ultimo, itmay
not be out of place to advert to the original
granting of the Island, about ninety years ago,
in large lots, whioh has been so much and so
severely commented upon. It was an act of
necessity, the Isknd at that time being dereliot,
and it was absolutely necessary to make arrange-
ments for taking possession of it. The grantees
have all lost very heavily by accepting the
grants ; but no indivîdual oti the Island, 'at
present, has been injured by that proceeding;
on the contrary, these grants have been made
a fruit[ul source of profit to the presont gene.
ration, for whon money is required for any
purpose, a law is passed to raise the amnoun.t
by a tax on the proprietors' land. I can
rccollect the following taxes, viz. one for
making- the great roads in the Island; another
for thQ encouragement of ,edaeation - and
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another for erecting in Charlottetown a large
building for: the Parliament to assemble in and
for all other governmnent purposes. This was
a most costly edifice, being constructed in cut
stone, imported into the Island, and I believe
the tax was continued after a sufficient sui
had been raised to cover the cost.

In the adjacent colonies all these services
are defrayed out of the general revenue of the
country, but in Prince Edward Island they
have been raised by taxes levied chiefly upon
unproductivo property, the cultivated paying
only half the rate of the uncultivated land.
There are many tracts of poor land which have
been taxed in this way to four times the
amount that the land would sell for ; and in
very many instances where the ag'ent had not
suficient money from the produce of the land
to pay such a tax, parcels of the best land
have been sold, under execution, to satisfy the
claim, with the addition of heavy costs.

.[ have paid for land taxes on my own, and
ny son's wilderness lands, between the ycars
1841 and 1862, the sun of £8641. it may
be said that there has not been land for new
settlers, but that is no.t correct, the proprictors
have always been willng to supply any quan-
tity, upon iost easy terms ; and the Island
government have now also large quantities of
land, which cost only 2s. 2d., per acre, and as
the government are too liberal to make noney
by the poor settlers, they will of course sell the
land to them at cost price, so that persons
wishing to procure land are not dependent on
the proprietors. I therefore repeat that the
grants, so much complained of, have not been
an injury to the present inhabitants, buta profit
to them.

In my leases, the rent and purchase money
are made payable in British sterling money,
and- were so paid for nany years, until an Act
was passed reducing the £ i sterling fo 16s. ;
for instance, if a tenant owes me £5 . erling
foi rent, under his lease, and I owe him five
sovereigns for any article purchased of him, ho
would pay me £3 15s, and I should have to
pay him £5, thus the Act reduced the value of
my rent and sales twenty-five per cent.

A landlord is not allowed to proceed in the
small debts Court for the recovery of rent,
while all debts under £5 are recoveriible in
that Court ; and ho cannot sue in the Supreme
Courtfor a debt under £10, and as the rent is

frequently fron £2 to ,£2 1Os., four or fiv
years nust clapse before ho can proceed in;tho,
Supreie Court; and there are also difficu1tiek
placed in the way of recovering ýrent in the
Suprene Court. I annex a. printed copy of
the Act passed on that subject. [Cap. 16, of
1860.]

I mention these circumstances te shew the
vexatious Acts that have been passed to injure
the proprietors ; they have been most unjustik
deprivel of one fourth of their property, and
dilliculties placed in the way of the collection
of tie reinainder.

Soie of the propositions of the delegates
appear to be conplicated and diffiuIt to ba
understood, but all of them interfere with
written agreeuents between landlord n
tenant, and go to deprive the landIlord, of his
just rights. One proposal is for remission of
arrears of rent prior to May, 1858 ; another t
reduce the tern of purchase froni 2. to Ie
years ; this would not appear to be 4 v ry jag
proposition, when it is considered thpt.an Act
has already been passed reducing the §terling
noney in which the rents and purchases are
payale, to the extent of £25 per cent., so
that this further demand is a further additioaa
reduction of twenty-five per cent. Anoth9,
proposal is, that land leased originally at one
shilling per acre, and now paying a higher
rate, should be reduced to one shilling. Some
of ny tenants are in that position ; any changes
that have taken place have been uatterspf
agreenient between my agent and the tenants,
and always at the request of the tenant, and for
his interest. I happen to recollect an instance
that will serve to illustrate the case,:styg
tenants on adjoining farms owed each £5(0 for'
rent, one paid the debt, the other proposed to
pay six pence additional per acre as cognuta-
tion for the £50, to whih mny agent agreed,
and granted him a new Iease ; the 1qµrret
interest of the Island being six pe qent ,thé
£50 gave hirn £3, and he paid for 4djitona
rent only £2 10s.

It was therefore to the advantage +tf the
tenant, and ho wished to have the us'of th
money ; these two farms would now sellia th
market for £600 or £700 ,eah. Can~iti be
just to.ask to disturb such arrangements?

I will now state the terns upon which land
can at all times be had. A poor maxi aiplies
to my agent for fifty acres cof land,.h ob'tai's'
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it on the followingerman one year at 3d per
acre, one year at 6d.,one year at 9d., and
thereafter at Is. periacre (I having previously
made a road toothe land.) The tenant has the
privilege of cutting timber for building his
house and outhouses, as weIl 'as for fuel, and
also to sell for shipbuilding and other purposes';
if he be an iud"ustridus man, he wil1 have a
comfortable homesteadat the end of four years,
together with his fifty acres of land, and for
which ho is to pay annually 37s. 6d. sterling,
or at the rate oftn'ine pence per week, and the
privilege of purchasing the fee simple at any
time for £87 10s.; his agreement is for £30,
but by the Act of tho Legislature the money
value is redacet to £37 10s.·

Now compare or contrast the sitaation of
this mari with, the farm laborer in Great Britain,
who cannot get a shelter for his family for
double that rate pur week, and is liable to be
turned ont at any moment by the omission to
pay only one week's rental.

I have granted, 1,496 leases within the last,
twenty-five years, nany of the parties are com-
paratively rich, while some of then have pur-
chased their freeholds ; others would do so, but
profer retaining the money, being aware that
they have the privilege of purchasing at any
tine.

I have not been able to consult with any of
the proprietors,'they are out of town, and I
have also been away, I am therefore only now
expressing my own sentiments, but I willtake
the earliest opportunity of seeing them, and 1
hope to be enabled: to submit to your Grace
some proposals in thc form of a Bill, which I
trust may meet your approbation, and be the
means of producing a better feeling in the
Island.

Island, 1 now beg to submit, for the-considera-
tion f his Grace, the draft of a Bill to which
I thon alIuded. I have since consulted vith
some of - the, principal proprietors in this
country, who have given their assent. to the
Bill; the greater nunber of the proprietora
rdside on the Island, and I have reason to
believe that they will also give their concurr-
ence to it.

In making these concessions, we do not
recognize the right of delegates, or any other
party,> to interfère with written agreements
existing between landlords and tenants ; but
we make the concessions in the hope that they
may produce peace, and obedience to the laws,
It is to be fully understood that this Bill shall
be taken to contain the terns upon which the
Land Question of Prince Edward Island shal
be settled ; and it is further expres41y under-
stood, that in case any alterations shall be
made in the provisions of the said Bill, by the
Legislature of Prince Ed ward Island, the pro-
prietors will not lu any wise be bound thereby.

A Bill for settling diferences between Landlord
and Tenant, and to enable Tenants on cer-
tain Townships to purclhase the reversion of
their farmes.

Whereas by a certain Address of the House
of Asseinbly, pursuant to certain resolutions
passed by the said Ue w prayed that

eir Majesty's Government would be pleased
to direct a Commission to inquire into the
existing relations between landlord and tenant,
and to negotiate with the proprietors for abate-
ment of arrears of rent, and also for teris to
enable the tenants to purchase the reversion of
their farms.

And whereas Sir Samuel Canard, Baronet,
Edward Cunard, Sir Graham Montgomery,
Bart., James Montgomery, the Right lon.
Laurence Sullivan, Daniel Ilodgson, William
ýCundall, John Roach Burke, the Hon. Thomas
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Heath Hlaviland, John A. McDonald and the
lon. Edward PaInier and Ilenry Palmer, pro-

prietors of the sOveral township lands mentioned
in the schedulo to this Act, inarked (A), did
agree to the issuing of such commission. And
whereas a royal co:nnission was thereupon
issued ; and whereas the said conmissioners, by
their report, did ftid and declare that the said
township Laids were not liable to forfeiture in
consequence of any omission to perforn, or any
non-performance of any of the conditions in the
original gran t thereof ; and alse, that no arrears
of quit rents by the said grants reserved are
now duo or recoverable fron the proprietors,
tenants or occpiers of such lands ; and also
that the proprietors, their tenants or occupiers
should be quieted iii their possession of certain
parts of the said latols cal.led or known as the
" Fishery Roserves ;" and did also declare and
award that all arrears of rent which accrued
due tO the said proprietors in respect of any of
the said lands previous to the
1858, should be reimitted to the tenants ; and
did aiso give certain rates at which they should
have a right to purchase the reversion of their
farns ; ail whereas the said coinnussioners did
also, by their report, direct and provide, that
in certain cases the vaiue of tho land should be
ascerbalned by nrbitrators, to be appointed by
the Lardlords inil their tenants, in niaking
which last direction or provision t he said coil-
missioners exeedcd the authorîty i nteided to
be given thei by dhe Assembly and the said
proprietors, and the said report or award is
therefore void and whereas it is nevertheless
expedient for preveniting the tenants being de-
luded by the agitation of iipractîcable projects,
based on certaia gaestions called in the said
reselutions " the eseatquestion,' tlie " fishery
reserves question," an( "I the quit rent ques-
tion," that the declaration, provisoos or direc-
tiens relative thereto shal ho coùfirmed in hie
inanner and under the provisoes hereinafter
niontioned. Anid whereas it hath been agreed
betweon the said proprietors and certain dele-
gates or agents of the governmeint of Prince
Edward Island, to remit to their tenants, on
their respective estates, certain arrears of rent
hereinafter montioned, and aise, that the
tenants on the said estates shall have the right
to purchaso hie rcversionary interest il their
farms, at the rate and in the manner herein-
after expressed :

lst--Be it therefore enacted, bytheLieÙ4
tenant Governor, Council and Assem.rbly, thàt
from and after the passing of Athis Act, and
until the first day of May, 1884, every tenant
of any of the proprietors in the said schedulI
named, having at the titue of desiring to eZeT
cise the right of purchase hereinafter givehon
unexpired term of not less than forty yea'rs
under written demise, in any of the township
lands of such proprietors, shall have a right: or
option to purchase the reversionary interest of
such proprietor, his heirs orassigns therein, at
sixteen years' purchase. of the: yearly rent
reserved and inade payable by and under such
deinise. Provided always, that in any case
where the said yearly rent during the first
portion or years of the term shall be no less
than the yearly rent reserved during the residiue
of such termn, the amount of the purchase
money shal1 be comnputed by nultiplying the
maximum or full rent reserved during the resi-
due of such termb, by sixteen.

2d-Be it further enacted, that the herein-
before recited declarations or award of the said
cormissioners respecting the escheat or fW
feiture of the said township lands, and the
arrears of quit rents, and also concerning the
lands known or called " the Fishery Reserves,"
be, and the same is hereby declared to be
binding in law and in equity.

3d-Be it further enacted, that the arrearsf
rent which have accrued due to any of the said
proprietors from any tenant of such townsbip
lanos previous and up to the first day of ýMay;
1858, and which at the passing of this Act are
unpaid, be, and the same are hereby remitted
and given up ; provided always, that nothing in
this Act shall extend to remit or release any
arrears of rent for which judgment in any
Court shal have been recovered against any
tenant previous to the first day if October
1863, nor to remit or release any rent due from
any tenant, the unexpired ternm of whose lease
shall not exceed forty years ; and provided
further, and it is hereby declared that nothing
in this Act shall be construed to entitle any
tenant, who, subsequent to the lst day Mayé
1858, shall have paid a sum larger than was
sufficient to cover or liquidate the rent accrninÈ
due between the said first day of May, 1858,
and the time of his making such payaent, to
have the overplus or amount remaining, r
deducting the rent so accruing between the sai4
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first day of Miy, 1858, and the time of such .
payment, applied in or towards the liquidation
or payment of any rent accruing after
payment ; 'but such overphis shall be taken and
held to have been appropriated by the landiord
i), payment of arrears that accrued due previous
to the said first day of May, 1858.

4th-Be it further enacted, that any action
hereafter to be brought by any of the said pro-
prietors, their heirs or assigns, against any such
tenant for the recovery of rent which may have
accrued due previous to the first day of May,
1858, under any such demise as aforesaid, that
act (as to so niuch of the demnand as relates to
rent accrued due previous to such last mention-
ed date) shall be a good defence under the
general issue, without the same being specially
pleaded ma bar thereto.

5th-That nothing in this Act shall be con-
atrued to entitle the tenant of any farmn orlands
comprising any mill site or water power, capa-
ble of being used for the driving of any saw or
grist mill, wherecn any such mili now is or
hereafter has been erected, to any such remis-
sion of arrears of rent, or a right to purchase
the .reversion thereof as aforesaid.

6th-That no tenant shall be entitled to
claim the right or option to purchase under this
Act, unless all arrears of rent, and which may
be recoverable by action, or for which judgment
previous to the first day of October, 1863, shgIl
have been recovered, shall be fully paid and

7th-That in case the tenant shall desire to
purchase between the periods or days on which
the rent flls due, the sane shall be apportion-
ed, and the portion there found to be due,
added to the purchase money payable by such
tenant under the provmions of this Act.

Sth -That nothing in, this Act shall extend
to any lease made after the passing of thisAc.

9th-That no landlord shall be compelled to
sell under the provisions of this Act, unless the
whole of the purchase money be tendered or
offered to be paid.

I have the honor to acknowledge the receipt
of a communication from Mr. Elliot, dated
Downiiig Street, 10th December, instant;ian
which was transmitted to me, by your Grace's
direction, (for any observations which I might
have to offer,) a copy of a letter from Sir
Samuel Çunard, accompanied by the draft of a
Bill for the settement of the Prinoe Jldward
Island land question ;, apd also a C9pyPt a
previous letter fronu Sir anuel Cungrd, 64çd
the I4h ultimo,, comxnicating t igyur Qçe
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The taxes to which the, lands of the colony
are tiow subjected for education and all other
purposes are inposed by these two Acts.

Cultivated land is,, rendered iable for the
payment of six shillings and eight pence per
hundred acres,

Uncultivated land to the payment of nine
shillings and two pence per hundred acres.

these taxes are equivalent to the tax impo-
sed by the Act 7 William 4 cap. 31, increasedi
by the imposition of an uniform tax of one
half-penny per acre, which is especially declared
to be for the purposes of education.

In the year 1861 the wholo amount derived
from l the taxes on the uncultivated lands " of
the colony was £811 5s. Od., currency, while
the cultivated land, in the same year paid
£3,819 4s.

The penal, or differential tax, upon wilder-
ness land in 1861, was equivalent to the small
sum of £221 15s. Od. currency, or less than
£150 sterling.

I shall now, my Lord Duke, consider the
third evidence adduced by Sir Samuel Cunard,
in proof of this extraordinary assertion, viz :

" The imposition of the tax for erecting in
Charlottetown a large building for the Parlia-
ment (o asserble in, and for all other Govern-
ment purposes."

The only taxes ever levied upon the lands of
the Colony for the purpose of erecting public
buildings, were imposed by the three Acts fol-
lowing, viz:

lst.-The Act 49 Geo. 3, cap. 9. This Act
irnposed an uniforn tax upon all lands, of Two
shillings currency per hundred acres.

Under this Act was collected about £1,400,

2nd.-The Act 11 Geo. 4, cap. 17. This
Act imposed the same rate of tax as the Act
49 Geo. 3, c. 9.

Under this Act was collected £8,516 15s. 2d.

SM.-The Act 7 Will. 4, cap. 31. This,
Act imposed a tax of Two shillings on every
one hundred acres of cultivated land, and four
shillings on tho like quantity of uncultivated,
land.

Under this Act was collected £18,133 82. 3d.

These Acts. produced int the aggregate £28,-
050 38. 5d.

By reference to the 12th section of the Mt
Il Geo. 4. cap. 17, your Grace wilI obsrÈve,
that it was thereby enacted, that this Act áhoûld
have no force or effect "until it should b4
ascertained, that Ris Majesty sháil havé bee
pleaised to relinquish all claim to the 'å
RENTs " during the coutinuance of the abo"
recited Acts.

A similar provision was inserted in every
subsequent Act, imposing a land tax.

The QUIT RENTS, taking the rate as reduced
by the Prince Regent's proclamation in 1818,
viz : Two shillings sterling per one hundred
acres (about one half the average rate imposêß
by the original grants) during the sixteen yeats
of the operation of the Acts 11, Geo. 4, cap.
17 ; and 7 Will. 4, cap. 31, would have
amounted to £34,066 16s. Od. currency. It
follows, therefore, that by reason of these enaot.
ments, of which Sir Samuel Cunard complains,
the owners of land gainéd no less a sum than
£6016 12s. 7d.

If this sum be added to the arrears due at
the time of the passing of the Act 11 Geo. 4,
cap. 17, which arrears were generously remitted
by the Crown to Sir Samuel Cunard and others,
who now appear so reluctant to grant concess-
ions to their poor tenants-it would represent
a suin many times exceeding every tax that
has ever been levied, in respect of the land4 Of
Prince Edward Island, from the date of the
original grants to the present hour.

The next statenent of Sir Samuel Cunard, to
which I would direct your Grace's attention, is
the following:

" In mv Leases the rent and purchase money
are made payable in British sterling money,
and were so paid for many years, intil an A4d
was passed reducing the £1 sterling to As.
Thus the Act reduced the value of my rent and
sales, 25 per cent."

My Lord Duke, I shall not, I think, .have
much difficulty in convincing your Qrace that
this statëment of Sir Samuel Cunard is, not
borne out by the facts of the case.

The Act referred to by Sir Samuel Onatd,
as reducing his rents and sale twentyfier
cent, is the Act 17 Vic. chapter 6,.
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This Act was passed by the Legislatrre of
Prince Edward Island, under the followi'g cir-
cumistances:

TI the early days of the Colony, when
sterling money of Great Britain was paid, the
equivalent in currency1was deteriined by the
addition to the sterling of one ninth. For
instance, the landlord whose tenant had covenan-
ted to pay him £5 British sterling money, as
the annual rent of onelhundred acres of land,
granted an acquittance therefor on receiving
£5 1ls. 2d., of the current money of the
Island.

This practice continued until 1854, and in
fact is stillobserved, with very rare exceptions,
altho' for niany years past the currency of the
1sland has been so depreciated that the British
one pournd has been, as it now is, equivalent to
thirty shillings currency.

lu 1854, the Legislature, believing that very
many tenants had signed leases, in which the
rent was reserved in British sterling money,
under the belief that they would never be
called upon to pay more than the currency of
tie Island, with a ninth added, and thit doubts
had been raised as to whether such rents could
not be legally enforced in sterling money,
irrespective of the long established usage which.
had prevailed, and which still prevailed, passed
the Act 17 Vic. cap. 6, which Act, after recit-
ing the Act 12 Vic. cap. 24, declared-

That the enactments contained in the ninth
section of the said recited Act, made and
passed in the 12th year of Her present
Majesty, intituled " An Act to regulate
the specie currency of Prince Edward
Island," shall extend and be construed to
extend and ùpply with regard to the mode
Of converting sterling money into currency,
that is to say, by adding one ninth part
to such sterling mnoney, in order to bring
it into currency, to any lease, bond or other
monetary obligation made and entered
into before the passing of the said last
irecited Act ; unless in cases or in any
case where a contrary course may have
been mutually recognized, and acted upon
by the party or parties toany such bond,
lease or obligation, cither before or sincel
the passing of the said last recited Act,
anything in this Aét to the contrary not-
withstanding.
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The ninth section of the Act ]2 Vic. a
24, above recited, is as follows

"And be it ,enacted, :That as in certain
cases the fees in public offices have been
defined by statute to be payable in sterling
money, and as it has been eustomary
heretofore, in payment of the said fees to
convert the sterling into currency by, býhe
addition of one ninth part, such fees shall
continue to be paid and received at the
usuail rates, anything in this Act to the
contrary notwithstanding."

The Act 17 Vic. cap. 6, evidently affects
only those leases and contracts in which are
covenants or agreeinents for the payment of
sterling money, made before the passing, of that
Act, and such leases and contracts only iu.
cases in which the parties to such leases or
contracts shail have mutually recognized the
practice of converting sterlig nmoney into
currency, by adding one minth part to such
sterling money, so that if Sir Samuel Cunard
is correct in his statemënit iht "in his leases
the rent and purchase inoney are made payable
in British sterling money, and were so paid for
rnany years, until an Act was passed reducing
the £1 stg to 16s.," he muust necessarily be
in error vhen he asserts that the Act to which
he alludes "redueed the value of his rent and
sales 25 per cent."

As to the alleged "unjust " and " vexatious
laws which Sir Samuel Cunard states to have
been passed by the Legislature of Prince
Edward Island, by which he and other proprie-
tors ' have been deprived of one fourth of their
property, and had difficulties placed in the way
of the collection of the remainder ;' I have no
further observation to offer to your Grace, than
that the Acts thus characterized were duy
approved by your Grace, or your Grace's pre.-
decessors in tie office of Seocretary of State lor
the Colonies, by whonm they were submitted
for Her Majesty's allowanve.

Sir Sanuel Canard next proceeds to state to
your Grace the terns upon which he lets his
laïPIs in uPriié Edward Island. Th' poor
man, says Sir Samuel Cunard, who a"plies to
uiy Agent for land, " obtains it on the fàllow-
ing te ms, viz: one year at 3dper acre, one
year at Ud per acre, one year at U)d pe acre,
and1 thereafter at ls per acre.
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After enunierating the privileges which the
poor mai" becoming bis tenant on these

terms would have, such as "l the privilege of
cutting timber for building a house and out-
houses, as well as for fuel and other purposes,
Sir Samuel Cunard informs your Grace, that if
thé ": poor man," who takes a lease of fifty
acres of his Iand in Prince Edward Island,

be, an industrious ian," he will have a coin-
fotabble honestead at the end of 4 years,
togother with fifty aeres of land, for which ho
is to pay annually 37s 6d sterling.

Sir Samuel Cunard adds, " I have granted
1496 leases within the last 25 years ; miany of
the parties are conparatively rich, while some
of them have purchased their freeholds, others
would do so, but prefer retaining the money,
being awaro that they have the privilege of
purchasing at any tim e."

My Lord Duke, it is well known to all who
are acquaintéd with, the North American
Colonies, that no man, without capital-no
English farm laborr-it matters not how in-
dustrious ho may be, can go into the woods,
and procure froim the soil suffivient to support
a wife, and pay ren for fifty acres of land, at
three pence an acre, and at the end of four
years possess a "l couifortable hom:stead."

The able and experienced author of the Ap-
pendix to the Report of the Royal Commnission-
ers thus treats on the subject of

CLEARING UP A FARM.

When a new settler begins without capital,
it is as much as he usually can do to clear
two acres per year ; at the end of four
years, when his rent is sixponoe an acre,
he nay have eight acres cleared, say two
in potatoes and turnips, two in wheat, and
two in indifferent hay."

1 The rent goes on increasing from throe
pence an acre, at the end of two years, to
a shilling ; at the end of eight years,
when it becomes 18 4ollars and 50 cents
per hundred acres-at that time there
may be an addition to the above crop of
about two or three tons of hay, and no
pasture,-the rent being about 1 dollar
and 80 cents per acre for the useful land,
(equal to about eleven shillings and three
pence currency.) The tenant nay leave

out the oat crop and get botter hay or
cutinue the oats until the land will tnot
bear hay,-the value taken off theground
will, in either case, be about the same."
Where noney hâs to be raised, oats 8eem
to be the only resou:ce, although the
exhaustion wakes it unprofitable; ià the
long ruan. At the end ofeight r ton-years
ho may have 20 acres cleared, and about
the saine area of ground in, crop'as'befored
the remainder of, learing being in pasture,
thon stuiping comes on, -and a s:econti
course of uropping, at the rate of about
two acres a year, (the clearing being con-
tinued),.till, at lie end of 20 years there
are, perhaps, 30 or 40 acres of cleared
land, with fronmi 15 to 20 under the plow,
and one half of that pretty well worn out
by cropping

Sometimes clearing is carried on at a more
rapid rate, circumstances may be pecul[-
arly favorable, or there may be grown up
sons in the fianilv, which is equivalent to
capital, but in the majority of cases this
is a pretty fair account cf a new settle-
ment. Except in very favorable circum-
stances it is impossible to pay the rent,
and support a fanily by what is raised
upon such a farm. If 50 or 60 acres were
cleared, and in go d heart, the demand
might be easily moct ; this, however, re-
quires either eapital or time. The few
persons who have capital do not Ly it out
in this way ; the demand 1for rent coneq
on too soori, and even if not paid, remains
an incubus upon the energies of the
fariner, and prevents iuprovements,"

Sir Samnuel Canard has also informed your
Grace, that

& Many " of his tenants are " conparatively
rich."

I shall proceed to prove to your Grace that
many " of Sir Saumuel Canard's tenants, as

well as the tenants of other proprietors, are ii
very destitute cireamstances.

First, as to Sir Samuel Canard's tenantry
When the Royal Conimissi ners hel4 their

Court in Prince Edward Island, they were
furnished by Sir Sanuel Cunard, or his Agent,
with a tabular stateiment, which your Grace
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may find by reference to the Appendix to -the
Report of the Commissioners, in your Grace's
possession ; it is intituled,
" SYNOPsIS OF ESThTE OF SIa SAMUEL CUNARD,

IN ParNc EnwAbi ISLAND, ,u860."

From this return, it appears that the number
of tenants holding under lease on Sir Saurnel
Cuuard's estates, is 971.

That they hold 64,889 acres, which is equi-
valent to an average of about 66 acres to each
tenant.

That the reserved rent amounts to £3,-
434 18s. Od., or a littlo over one shilling per,
acre.

That the amount of arrears due in 1860 was
.£17,073 6s. (id.

At the foot of this table is the following'
note :" As the rent is not considered due tilli
the Autumn, the arrears should be reduced by
the amount of the yearly rent reserved, which
would leave the arrears about £14,000."

Taking the arrears at £14,000, the amount
due, divided among the 971 tenants, Woild
give to each tenant a sui exceeding Fourteen
pounds, or upwards of four shillings an acre
for every acre leased ; and as "l nany " of Sir
Saniuel Cunard's tenants " are coinparatively
ich," it may fairly be assumed that they owe

no arrears of rent, hence it necessarily follows
that many of them are very heavily in arrear.

This synopsis shews that on Sir Samuel
Cunard's townships, 63 and 64, there are 173,
tenants holding I1,010 acres, and that they are
indebted in arrears £5,451 10s., which, allow-
ing the annual rent to have been paid in 1860,
and in every year since, would leave the arrears
upwards of seven shillings an acre, supposing
every tenant to be alike indebted'

Townships Nos. 44, 45, and 46, are mention-,
ed as havir g on theni 122 tenants, holding
under Sir Simuel Cunard--occupying 7809
acres, and indebted for rent in arrear upwµrds.
of £2300, which is equal, on an average, to
nearly six shillings per acre.

The condition of the tenantry on these last,
mentioned townships is specially, notieed in the'
Appendix.to the Report of the Royal Commis-
sioners,

" Th;e 'produce raisedby eaoI, t.enant, care-
fully ascertained fou ,e retne cf thesensus;
madeup by sworn enumer Lors," is given, and
the whole is summed up in the fôolbw5ingîWords:

ToWNSHIP 44.,
Htcierte are 52, e of 57 persons, who have
barelyaà sufficiency of graih and vegetable
food, without theathèds of etting meat,
or wool for clothing, not to say foreign
luxuries, of paymnent of rent."

M1y Ird Duke, the foregoing, as nell as
the folloving e>tracts, from the Report of the
p oyal Coniissioners,, crê better calculated to
give your Grace a cor'rdät estimate of the con-
dition of the tenruitrV (i Prince Edward Island,
than the representiitiôns of interested parties.

The extracts f6llowing are the conclusions
drawn from the census returns of 18W), and
were prepared so as l to give a proper idea of
the means derivable froni the soil, at cominand
of the tenants, for the payuent of rent and
maintônance of fianilies:

Tables deduced from he Census, of 1861,
shewing character f lte leases, the quality
and produce of the lands leased in twenty-
two townships, indiscriminately selected, and
he ynîeans deriable therefrom for paying

thestip4ated rent.
$ These tables are extracted from the returns

6f the enumerators of the census of 1861
and the value of the prodgeý comnputed so
as to give a proper idea of the means deri-
v.able fromn .te soil at command of tha
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tenants for the payment of rent and for
the maintenance of families.

" The most striking fvature of these tables
is the small value of produce upon many
of the farms. For instance, on nine Lots
in King's County, the produce of four-
sevenths of the tenantry is below thirty
pounds in value ; the average being about
£15 Os. currency, or £10 4s. sterling.

' Another seventh have produced between
thirty and forty pounds ; average thirty-
five pounds ; the remaining two-sevenths
run between forty and one hundred
pounds ; average sixty pounds. But cigh-
teen familics out of the nine Lots average
one hundred and seventy-nine pounds ;
and four others, two hundred and seventy-
six pounds.

"The food of one person for a year, at the
prices calculated, will hardly be less than
four pounds ; say two pounds for bread
and potatoes, and two pounds for meit and
fish ; and taking the average family at
six and a half persuns, the amount will be
twenty -seven pounds ; to which add
thirty bushels of oats for feeding a horse
while at work, say thirty pounds in the
wholc, besides nilk and vegetableg in the
sumier. But considering the simall quan-
tity of fodder for seven months' feed of
cattle, and the poorness of the pastures in
sunliner, the relief fron milk cannot be
very great. Taking the provisions of the
family at twenty-seven pounds a year, it
is only 1Os 4dì currency, or six shil'ings
and« eleven pence sterling, per week
there is no surplus for the payment of
rent or purchase of foreign articles. But
Of four-sevenths of the tenants this is the
maximum income ; the average is only
about one-hailf of this sum. There is also
another seventh but slightly raised above
tiis. Nor is this state of things occasion-
ed, except partially, by the newness of
the settlement ; an exanination of the
tables shews that the new f rms are not
numerous, and that in the greater number
of instances small crops are drawn from
farns long settled upon.

Tt may be surmised that these persons get
a good deal of their living by fishing, but

this can hardly be the case, asthe'geâter
part of the poor tenantry aré in th
interior of the towýnships fout ôf' reach of
the fishery. As regards clothing, thtse
people can make for themse1ve, Ir they
had materials, but the soùrce from, which
they are to be drawn is not obiious. By
the tables of 1855, all the sheep inathee
townships averaged but eight to a'family
and as the more wealthy hav a ,rger
share, the number owned by the ,porO
class can hardly be put at more than thrge
or four to each family. Iiow clothingand
shoes are obtained by these people toineet
the rigors of winter, is a question diffi&nlt
to solve. IL has been said that there is a
great deal of suffering among them at
tines, and the statistics prove that it mµst
be truc."

Ilaving replied to the statements of Sir
Sanuel Cunard, in reference to subjects not
introduced in the proposals for the settlement
of the Land Question, I shall now proceed to
consider his observation-; directly bearing upon
the propositions submitted by Mr. Palmer and
mlyself.

Sir Samnel Cunard informns your Grace, that
sone of the propositions ofthe delegates appear
to be complicated and difficult to he understood,
but all of them "interfere with the written
agreements between landlord and tenant, and
go to deprive the landlord of his just rights-.
one proposal is for the remission of arrears of
rent prior to May, 1858 ; anuther to reduce
the terni of purchase from 20 to 15 years ; this
would not appear to be a very just proposition
when it is considered that an Act has idready
been passed reducing the sterlng nioney i»
which the rents and purchases are payable, to
the extent of 25 per cent, so that this further
additional demand is a further additional re-
duction of 25 per cent, Another proposal is
that land, leased originally at Is per acre, and
now paying a higher rate, should be reduced
to 1s."

I regret, ny Lord Duke, that the pr6pos
tions submitted by the delegates should îet
to Sir Samuel Cuiard complicated ani haid'o
be understood.

That they interfere with the written agrte
ments between landlord and tenant, a dgdo
deprive the landlord of his etrict "legal rightse"
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I freely admit. If such were not the fact, the
mode of settlement proposed would not have
required, nor would it have been submitted,
for the approval of Sir Samuel Cunard and his
fellow proprietors.

Your Grace has already expressed the opin-
ion, that the land owners of Prince Edward
Island cannot even " hope to recover," from
their tenants, " their strict legal rights ;" and
that a settlement of the differences, now unhap-
pily existing between such land owners and
their tenants, is desirable, -even at the sacri-
fice of mach that is the legal right of the land
ow4ers.

My Lord Duke, at several periods between
the date of the original grants of Prince Edward
Island and the year 1833, had the Crown ex-
acted the arrears of Quit Rents-its "'strict
legal right "--many proprietors would have
had to pay sums of money exceeding the value
of their estates, or would have been deprived of
them.

The objection te the proposal to fix the rate
of purchase at fifteen years, based upon the
assumption " that an Act lias already been
passed, reducing the sterling money in which
the rents and purchase monies are payable, to
the extent of twenty-five per cent., I submitit,
is of nio force.

I have already proved to your Grace, that
this Act referred to by Sir Samuel Cunard,
does not at all affect any lease, granted since
the year 1854; that it npplies only to leases
granted prior to-that year, and as to suchleases
simply declares that the landlord shall continue-
to receive his rents reserved in sterling, at the
rate of exchange, at which previously to that
year, such landlord had been accustomed to
receive themu.

No landlord, therefore, can truthfully assert
that by reason of that Act, the receipts fron
his lands have been lessened to the extent of
one penny.

My Lord Duke, in the year 1840; the House
of Assembly of Prince Edward Island, exami-
ned, before a Coinittee, the Agent of Sir
Samuel Cunard, as to the ranner in which
payaient was required froin the tenants of that
gentleman, in whose leases rents were reserved
in sterling money. The following questions
and answers, put to, and given by that Agent,

26

who was the Solicitor General of Ref Majesty
for the Island, while they conclusively deter-
mine the credibility due to the Statement of
Sir Samuel Cunard, to your Grace, that in kis
leases the rent and purchase money are made
payable in British sterling, and were so paid
for many years, until an Act was passed reda-
cing the £1 to 16s.,-must; I. think satisfy
your Grace, that the Act 17 Vie. cap. 6, was
neither aI "vexatious" Act, nor one which
" unjustly deprived" that gentleman, or ,any
other proprietor, of 4 one fourth,> of his pro-
perty ; but, on the contrary, was a necessary
and proper Act.

The questions and answers are as follow:

COMMITTEE RooM, SEssioN 1840.

JAMES H. PETERS, Esquire, Solicitor General,
called in and examined :

Q. "Are you a land Agent, and for whom?"

A. "1 an the agent of my father-in-law, Mr.
Cunard."

Q. " Have you settled any persons on the
lands (of Mr. Canard) and on what terms ?"

A. " I have given leases for about eight
lhousand acres this last yearý"

Q. " On what terms were these tenants or
occupiers settled ?"

A. ".Those who had been there a number of
years, on leases of nine hundred and ninety-
nine years, at one shilling sterling per acre,

Q. " What do you consider to be one shilling
sterling ?"

A. "<I add one-ninth to tte currency of the
Island, and 1 consider this ma/ces a sum in
currency equzvalenzt to the sterling,"

Q. " If five pounds, sterling, be the rent of
a farn, what sum in eurrency wilil be equivalent
thereto, for payment of the rent of the leases
you have given ?"

A. " Five- pounds eleven shillings and two
pence, or thereibouts, of the currency of the
Island."

Q, " If the matter be gone to the rigour ?"

" A. "Then I would not feel obliged to take
the currency. I would take dollars at fie
shillings, and add one-ninth; that is, I would
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take £5 118. 2d., in dollars at f1vo shillings.
Q. " Is the Comnittec to unlerstand that

the tenants, undor yonr leases, munst pay in
dollars at five shillings ?"

A. ' I do Lake, at present, all moncys current
in the Islarni, but could enforce a legal tender
as.before e xplained."

Aithough the Act 17 Vie. cap. 6, complained
of by Sir Samuel Cnard, was passed in 1854,
since which tie mn11y lases have, I presuime,
been grantel to tenant on his est ates, reserving
rent in irling money of Great 13itain. I
believe it to b ho fact, that neither Sir
Samuel Canard, nor any othuer proprietor, bas
ever reuquired sch rt't Io be paid otier than
after the rate ientioned in the Act.

This my Lord Duke ls an important fact,
evidecing the justice and propriety of the

Tho proposal tha t rents wlich lad een raised
from one shilling to one shillinug a nd si xpence

per acre, sh oulld be rodnced L to one0 shillingi
was, as was cleaily stated in the pro'po'als, il!-
tended as a moeans of carrying int tlie " remis-
sion of all arrears prlior to May, 188,'" as
awarded by tho Conuissioniers.

l now remains, mny I r' Duke, to consider'
the ".Draft Bil ," submuitted to you r Grace by
sir Samuel Cunard.

The main feature in anty ACt, in teund ed as a
settleinnt of the Land Qi sti on, muist n lessri-

ly be the rate aU wiichî every ttianut shai'll havo
the ri ght to convert hi lecasehold into freehold.

Li the Act submitted, the rate of purchase is
fixel higher thlan in the draft 1i11 previusly
furnished to your Grace by Sir Samiuel Canard;
and although it is the samue as is sugg'sted ini
the plan of settlenIt laid down in your Graco's
despatch of the li th July last, the plan sug-
gested in your Graee's despaftch diffuers fro n
tlhat laid down in the draft Bill of Sir Sainel
Canard, in this material point, that thc latter
does not make any distinction, based upon the
difference in the quality and value of the lands.

I respectfully submit, my Lord Duke, that
if the leasehold tenures of Prince Edward
Island are ever to be converted into freeholds,
this end will not be accomplished by any Act
which fixes an uniform rate of purchase, without

recognizing tho differences which exist in tie
quality and value of the land.

I deen it quite unnecessary, my Lord Duke,
at the prescrit time, to offer any observations
upon the details of the Bill just submitted by
Sir Samuel Canard.

I amn, ry Lord Duke, most anxious that a
settlement of the existing difficulties, aris*g
out of tho Land Question, should be arriyedat,
and I beg respectfully to. request that your
Grace will be pleased to call the attention of
Sir Samuel Cunard to the third Proposition of
the delegates, and request that ho will inform
your Giace, whether that, or any sinilIar'pro-
position, will bo a grced to by him, or by the
largo proprictors resident in this country.

My Lord Duke, the Leg'islature of Prince
EDward Islnd have given 1he strongest evidence
Of' tleir desiro to settIe the differences arising
out of tie rela tion1s of landlord aUnd tenant, oa
just and equitable prînciples.

They,i as is well known to your Grace, in
Lhcir address to HIer Mijesty in 1859, prayed
Cor tlie appuintmet of' a Couninssioer or Com-
m issin011e SI who should be au thorised to enquire
iito the différences net ing betweenî landlords
anîd thi r tentants, and L tegotiato with the
ln dlords for purposes of estalish ing. the rate
of p1urt'hase a t wih OLI every tenanit might be

n a biled to converut h is lea suihold inute frechold
anl aî1lso for a reissîin of arcrea rs of rent, and
to report the resuit of' tieir inquiries and nego
tiations to lier Majesty the Qiicun.

The proprietors, not desiring a, report which
would not be bindirig- on the parties, Suggested
the appointiment, by the Queen, of three Com
missioners, whoso dceision should be accepted
by al paties as final.

The suggestion of tlie proprietors was adopt-
ed. The tenants, or hc Legislature ont
behlif pledged themselves to abide by the deci
sion of the Commissioners, and three Comis
sioners were appointed wholly in accordance
with the desire of the proprietors. They ex
hausted the -aterials for enquiring into
facts of the case, and in due time placed i
your Grace's hands their decision.

This decision of the Commissioners was not
such as pleased the proprietors, and they r
diated it, on the plea that the Commissionort
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had exceeded the ônthority intended to.be con-
ferred upon them.

The people of Prince Edward Island, my
Lord Duke, were not, to an' extent, responsi-
ble for the irregular manner. in which the
matter of the Commission-would appoar to bave
been conducted. They did all that was required
of them. And now, my Lord Duko, they feel
that they bave been subjedted to cruel disap-
pointment.

The Commission, insteaid of reconciling differ-
ences between landlords and tenants, has had
the contrary effect, and lias with al, cost the
colony a sui of money such as its limited
resources could ill afford.

Although, miy Lord Duke, fhe Commission
failed to accomplish the sottleiment of the Ln nd
Question, and caused nuch excitement amr ng
the ten utry ,'th y havo, nevertheless, furnishe
your Grace with îdriiforn1ion as to the nature
and ex t ent;of the evils which t.hey atteipt cd to
remedy, suùh as canot fail to he of ess(utiil
service-i nfrna tion whi h, by reason of' the

ieient abili es of those by whom i t was c4
lected, a1n0d their enlit i re-idisin'terestdliess, is ci -

titled to hoe rgarded as roliiaIe.

Fron the retunis finished to t1he Commis-
Sioners by th e igenuts of Sir Sauoil Cunard,
who is the umst extenwivo proprio fr f hail in
Prince Edward EIsn1d, the mulawuholy truth is
reveald thiat, in 18G(Jo, the aCears d ue by hiis
tenants were e va it t, ou) ai avieage, to

upwards of, r i n pe acre n the ntire
area e his loesd À lads ; and it is nlot too nîmoh

to asSumLie, as I have already stated, on the faith
of Sir S:iinel Canard's recet comuînuiation
to your Grace, ini \Vhic h ho states that " munmy
of his tenants ar n com paratively riulb," tlhat on-
hal ef othm are fre froi debt to their lani-
lord.

On this !assumptiton it inust be granted that
those who are indobted, are burthned with
arrears of rent; cquivalent te ni. less than eiht
years purchase of the reservel rent.

The repot of the Commissioers aise further
shows thaf, on Sir Sanuel. Cunard's estates, on
Townships 44, 45 and 46, the- iajority of his
tenants do not raise from their farms, more
than barcly sufficient tO keepthem from starva-
tion, and this too, on the assumptiôn that six
and a half persons can bo supported on seven

shillings sterling a week ; and also that, taking
the tenants throughout' the Island, forty per
cent do not procure froim their farms a suffi-
cienîcy ofefod.

My Lord Duke, a cotuntry so largely peoplil,
as is Prince Edward Island, by tenants, itrsuch
unhappy circumstancs, cannot advance.

The effect of arrears of rent upon the tenants
of Prince Edward îIand, is, in the report, thus
described

" The tonant Gods.iL te his interest to improve
no more than he can belp. lin provement
vould only invite purchasers. It is rather

for his interest to take a1l ho can geL out
of the land while the opportunity contin-
ues. In fuet it is Ireland ou a smanli scale4"

My Lord Dl)ke, wholesale ovictions cannot,
I preýsume, bie resorted to. In rinco Edward(
Island any poor people, in various par s'of

io colony, have expendei their youth- and
strengthb in cearing tho foes, and are-no-w, in
their ol age, U0ed by their grownup sons,
who natureily refuse to improve land whih ris

itarged withrriars of eut, tin many cse3
qito equal t to i 0W f reelmld vaLu. Thes- persons,
wi wivi es nd hlss childrin, are il drgging'
out a iieiable xistce 11 a couitry whIer
snow cveris the groundfl for six months inr the
year, aid whie the ow, that supplies milk to
t he poor family, ust be housed anI fed for
seiven montis )f the twelvo ; nd they cannot
he thrust out iuto the higihways to perish or
becomoe depenmdeut upon publie charity.

My Lord Dnke, tbis pieturo is not an exag-
io Mayi \i1 I not oiidd that a renedy for

11ese e Vi s is im rativly denianded.

1liig1h as mttay he tho respoect onterained for
te legal rights of the land owiers, there are

cases in W fih they shIould give way to tho re-
guirements o "l public policy."

The ministers of tlc Crown, in my opinion,
would not have actod wisely had they souîght to
enforce the payment of the quit rents, after
having all-owed themu to fali into arrear until
they amounted, in many cases, to the value of
thle lard in respect o- which they were due.
Under such circumstances they freely remitted
them.

The example of Her Majosty's Government
in their dealîngs with the defaulting proprietors,
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in the matter of the quit 'vents, first reducing
them one half, and afterwards freely remitting
riany thousands of pounds, should, I respect-
fully submit, to some extent, commend itself to
Sir Samuel Cunard and his fellow proprietors
as worthy of emulation in their dealings with
their tenants.

My Lord Duke, the tenantry of Prince
]Pdward Island are already dee'ly indebted to
your Grace for the great persoial exertions
hitherto triade by your Grace to bring about a
settlement of the Land Question as a remedy
for the evils under which they suffer, and I have
gone thus fully into the subject of these evils,
feeling that it is one which affects dircctly the
happiness of thousands of families, and indirect-
ly, that of a colony which is under youîr Grace's
care ; and that it also is one upon which it is
most desirable that your Grace shculd be fully
and correetly informed.

I have also done so in the earncst hope that
your Grace's sympathy and influence may con-
tinue to be exerted in support of the effort now
boing made to remedy those evils, which, owing
their origin to the indiscreet exercise of the
royal prerogative, have so inereased, that they
are no longer endurable.

I beg to acknowledge the receipt of your

letter of the 1st instant, transwitting au extract
of one from Mr. W. H. Pope, and requesting
that I would enable the Duke of Newcastle to
answer Mr. Pope's enquiry as to whether the
Prince Edward Island land proprietors, resident
in this country, will be disposed to agree to the
third proposition of the delegates from the
Island, contained in their letter of the 28th
October Last.

lu reply I beg to acquaint you, for the in.
formation of his Grace, that in -wy letter of the
14th November, in reply to the propositions
submitted by the delegates, I was reluctant to
trust myself to make any remark upon. the third
proposition, lest I should rakesone observation
that might be deerned unpleasant, especially as
the delegates hold the highest official situations
in the Island, I therefore passed it over, merely
stating that it was difficult to be understood.

Being now called upon specially to reply to
this proposition, I will endeavor to explain what
would be its operation.

A tenant holding a farm consisting of 100
acres, for which he is bound by his lease to
pay £5 rent per annumtri, ind to payit annually,
would, under this proposition, aroid payirg his
landlord, being encouraged thereby to do so,
but would deposit his reut in the Bank, where
he can get 6 or 7 per cent interest, and at tbe
end of twenty years the accumulatod rent and
interest would anoiunt to more than £150 ; this
sum should in justice, belong to the landlord;
but the tenant can then take £80 of it and
demand from his landlord a deed in fee simple
of his farin, and bas the remainder of the £150
as a reward for dishonesty. The only large pro.
prietor I have been able to communicate with,
fully accords with the opinion herein express-
ed, and I am quite satisfied that the other pro.
prietors, who are out of Town, will eqially
coincide with the view I have taken on the
subject.

From the foregoing remarks, I think his
Grace will readily admit that the proprietorsia
this country, and in the Island, cannot agree-to
the third proposition made by the de1egates,.

upon the lands, the aindlordi is, allo-wed to pro-
ceed for the recovery of scbh rent against his'
tenant, in the small debts Court of the Colony.

The landlord can proceed by ejectment, in
cases where there shall not be upon the lands
of his tenant sufficient distresa to countervail
six nonths' rent.

All these rernedies are available, and for
'y.ears past have been frecly resorted to by
landlords.

If the tenant be in occupation of land from
which he cannot raise a sufhiciency of food, the
landlord cannot of course get his rent ; but, if
the tenant have goods or chattels tbey may be
distrained or taken under execution, or the
landlord has the power, in the absence of'
distress, to dispossess the tenant and re-enter
upon the lands.

Such being the remedies available by the
landlord, it cannot be supposed for a moment
that any tenant would be ýi1owed to withhold
bis rent, and to act in the manner set forth in
Sir Samuel Canard's letter.

In Sir Samuel Cunard's
the Duke of Newcastle, of
last, mnuch stress was laid
of the Act 23d Victoria,
prietory rights.

Reference to the Act in question wiill satisfy
his Grace that Sir Samuel Canard is incorrect
in bis assertion contained in the letter last
referred to, that "Ia landlord is not allowed to
proceed in the small debts Court for the re-
covery of rent."

With as much propriety might it be said that
a landlord is not allowed to proceed in the
courts of this country, under the Imperial Act
of 4th Geo. 2, cap. 28.

This Act con tains a proviso that no proceed-
ings shall be taken against the lands of a de
faulting tenant, under this Act, unless there is,
not to be found upon bis land sufficient distress
to countervail six months' rent.

The Colonial: Act of which Sir Samuel
Canard complains, contans a similar proviso.

If the landlord *ho seeks to recover rent in
arre;r, m akes oath that there is not upon the.
lands in respect of which such rent is due

sufficient distress to countervail a half year's
rent,, he may proceed. by action in the small
debts Court against bis tenant.

The only restriction upon the landlôrd's pro.
ceeding by distress against his tenant, is im.
posed by the Act 6th, Vie. cap. 19, which
declares to the effect that horges and cattle,
hay and straw distrained upon after the Ist
December, shall not be sold until after the it
June following, provided security be given fer
the due return of such horses and cattle.

In conclusion, I regret to say that I canno
construe Sir Samuel Cunard's commaunication
on the subject of the proposals for the aettle-
ment of the Land Question, in any other sense
than as indicative of unwillingness, on hs part
at least, to make any such reasonable concea-
ions to his tenants as would .afford that relief
which is essential, in order to secure the Colony
generally from those much to be dreaded evils
which necessarily resuit from wide-spread
agrarian agitation.

Report on the Volunteer Brigade of Prince Edward
Island for the year ending 31st January, 1861.

M AY IT PLEASE YOUR EXCELLENCY ;

In accordance with your Excellency's directions, I have the honor to submit a Report upon
the Volunteer Force of this Province.

1 regret that I an unable to state exactly the strength of this force owiig to the great ir-
regularity shewn by Officers commanding Companies in not forwarding their Quarterly Ieturns
during the past year.

This is the rmore to be regrctted, as it has in consequence been impossible to forward
atccuraite Returns to the Imperial Government, as required by the Secretary of State for the
Colonies.

I have by your Excellency's command issued a Cireular of date 30th January, 1864, stating
your Excullency's intention of superceding any ofIieer who is hereafter guilty of disobedience
of the General Order (5th April, 1862) which requires these Returns.

There are 34 Companies enrolled ; 21. in the Quecn's Couity llegiment ; 7 in the Prince
County Reriment ; 6 in the Kings County iegiment. The minimum establishment for a
Company is 50 enrolled Meinbers. Some companies have fallen below this strength, whilst
others exceed it. During the Summer of 1803 all the Rifes were called in to be marked in
accordance with instructions received from the Imperial Government Major General Doyle
sent the Armorer Serjeant 2-17th Regirent. with an assistant. to mark these arms and also
consented that these Armorers should make any repairs which the Riles,--sone of which had
been 3 years in servic",-might require. In order to facilitate matters, further assistance was,
at the Armorer's request, afforded by Bombadier Laird of the Charlottetown Artillery and Rifle
Company.

Armorer Serjeant, Miller, with assistants, was engaged in marking and repairing Arms
from 16th June to 19th August, when the Armorer Serjeant received orders to rejoin his
Reginent. At his departure 1280 stand had been marked, and the greater part of them re-

paired. jomîbadiier Laird has since been enraged in completing the repairs, and in marking
the remaining Rifles. There still remain about 80 stand to be marked. A considerable saving
of expense will lor tChe future be effected, in consequence of Bombadier Laird being resident in
the Island, and being competent to make the oxdinary repairs, of which Rifles in use stand
periodically in need.
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While the Rifles were being marked, Lieut. Col. Kinstry was sent to in zpet theni on
behalf of the Imperial Gove'nment. le Arns on the whole were in botter order than night
have beci expected. 'ie Armorer Sergeant's aecount, i ncl ing assistants travelling expenses,
and bcard and lodging, etc., was £99 12s. 350 ; of this sain about J30 is due from tho Im-
peial Government, -as Cle marking was donc unter its orders andi its expence.

Qrace the luike of
NSewcastle on the subject of lis Grace's Despatch, cand to suggest to lis Grace, as a propo-
sition for the settIenient of the Land Question, the subject of the following resolutions.

RESOLUTION No 1.-That all arrears due on the first \Iay 1858, be renitted.
REsOLUTION NU. 2.-That all Tenants holding iumder Leases granted for terms of forty years

and upwards, shall have right to fec-simple, on payient, within.twenty years from this dAe
of all rent due (and offtfeen years purchase.

REEOLUTION No. 3.--Tthat within same period, such tenants who niay be indebted in arrears
to have same rights at sixteen years purchase, including remission of all aIrrar of rent.

RESOLUTION No. 4.-T-lhat all rents which have been raised above one shilling sterling per
acre, sitnce the granting of the original Leases, shalibe redaued to tu relt reserved ii tho
original Leases of such Lands when lcased in a wilderness state.

RESULUTION No. 5.-That the Executive Governmient be eipowered to propose, as a solution of
the Land Qiestion, the resolutions just passed, and that such proposal b made through the

Agency of two Delegates vho should be empowered to proceed to London with3ut delay, and
l:e authorizel to accept the ternis of such propositions, if to be had, In the event of any modi-
fication of such Resolutions )eing suggested, the saime to be reported by snuc Delegates to the
Executive for their approval.

The Honorable Mr. Attorney General, and the Honorable the Colonial Secretary were then
appointed Delegates, who were requested [o proceed to England as a Delegation from this
Boatrl, for the purpose stated in tlie fifth Resolution.

In compliance with the Order of the Board, dated the:5th ultimo, I ddress you. I uh
mitted before Statistics of several schools intspected in course of my tour through the wetern
section of my Circuit; now I respectfully submit ,the accompanying supplementary sheets,
comprising Statistics of Schools in the Murray Harbor and Belfast Districts.

As the harvest work commenced immediately after hay-making, the attendance in g11 the
schools was small, with few exceptions, the children present were very foung, and 'erliing the
elements of the lowest branches ; they were evidntly"assenbled to keep up t

I visited Murray River District, and after the examination of the ,eoboôl, I proceeded to
the neighboring settlement to inquire arnong disinterested nersnns if the division of the distriet
was expedient, anid provided two schools would' be establiàhedcould ;he coimpJement of
scholars, as the Statute prescribes, atLend eadh sdhool.

I travelled through the settlement in several directions; then called a public -meetiog of
the inhabitants, when the site of the new school-house was amicably determied ith tð ex-
eeption of one person.

The school-house erected in the lower end of the settlement is a neat building,; if it will
be ftinshed,,and furnished as reported to me, ita will be comforthIe ard cÔÙeied

I received a etter from Alexander McLpan, William Ross lnd A. McWi1ia=a, Esquires,
suggesting that ISvouId recomrgend the esta1ishrnçt qf a. mior selwol iQ Callødead 1 Vited
that and the adjacent settlements, consecer, &c., accompanied by the Rev..D. McNeßl ko
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hat promised to attend a public meeting in these localities when the people can atted ; in
ordor to make the necessary arrangements for their mutual benefit.

Great changes have taken place it t condition and circumstances of the people since the
passage of the law authorising the establishment of Free Schools. The same arrangements that
were convenient then, are inconvenient now.

I travelled through the districts whichLMesrs. cLean, Williams and Ross were commis-
sioned to inspect, I know that many in several settlements are opposed to the changes proposed
by them.

l this connection I refer to disputes in the Toronto and the St. Mary districts. Many of
the people and some of the Trustees are very dissatisfied with their teachers.

I submitted last year, a concise outline of the prominent features of the past history of
public education, in contrast with the distinguishing characteristics of the improved system in
operation.

When Free Schools were established, theframeS *ork merely, of the new system was coni
structed ; the Normal School instituted ; provision made to pay the salaries of teachers ont of
treasury, and the " District System " adopted. From year to year owing to the extensioù of
schools ; the multiplication of teachers ; disputes àbout the settlemént of- the: proper sites for
school-euses, and. the dinnsions of. Districts, together- ýith the difficulties of emergingac-
cumulating exppnditge of te General Revenue accrued so that at last, the continuous Claims
rmade on the Governnent toisustain the, Educational Department nécessitated an expedient to
attain the ends which persons in earnest about popular education had most at heart.

When the Statute was revised it was generably mappgsed that the amendiment inp"sing
upon the inhabitants of Districts supplementary:aid to teachers would excite a popular panie, a
school-masters' rebellion ; however, the atitagonism and murnuring are subsiding, and soberer
and more practical views succeeding.

To di Ibuse thé n f such a thik,that this device to provid for teachers, is ap
version of the princip'les on which " Free Education ,' is based, 1 advert to the sources frofn
which a Revenue for the maintenance of this system in"Massachwwetts is obtained.

tcal taation there is the main source ofsupply. The inhabitants of towns are reqired,
at the ännual meétings, "t raise such sums of money for the supply of schools as they judge
necessary, which sum shall be assessed in like manner as other town taxes."

It is of course conceivable, that a Mufli0ipality ma.y; under the impûlse of short-sîghted
parsirneny or some other disturbing cause, neglect or refuse to make the nçcessary financial
provision. For suh contingency the láhh a suflâcien remedy. Any guilty 'of this dere4
tion of duty ,'shall forfeit a sum equal to 'tWice the highest su eui bofoe"vted fa s
port of sohoels therein.
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The extent to which it is found necessary to enfbrce this law, and also; of the degree in
which the citizens of this State, appreciate the advantages of education, may be- estimated from
the fact, that the appropriation made by the towns, in the year 1860, amounted in the aggre-
gte to a sum four times as large as would haqve been suflicIent to satisfy the legal :equirement.

But the schools enjoy another source of income, supplementary to local taxation.heîe
is what is called " the Massachusetts School Fund."

In Canada, the Public Schools are likewise supplementèd on a similar basis, so that the
amendment relating to. local contribution, in our Revised Act, dQincides with the law for îhe
maintenance of Free, Schools in countries in4 which the 1 em has been adopted.

Ont 'new law has not yet had a fdir trial, as:mn1yofthe &hol-tasters new teabing had
been engagéd before it, camüe'ifto operation. ttTheiare mng trained teachers applyidg for
employment wheu vacancies occur, sufficient time should therefore be allowed-to t the:pro»
visions of the law for the advancement of education with eficiency and economy ; and this year
ought to bé régarded as oné of trantitiou.U The 'hsty thandoiliueat of the profenic by some
of 6ur teacherswould be a seridùs loss. The position of sevald-îaLy ibe affected at first, but
will in due time recover itself. Certainly the profession of a teacher should be one '"f such
honor and advantage that men will aake personal sacrifiges to fit thepselves for it,.

uch as intend to reliqiish the Professop haè' prospects ôffiore remuinerative occuPa
tions, and although the indùeihents to ënter it are not teÛiting ; fêtthere is no laek ofyouth
of both sexes, who have 'been traîied and licensed, to'supply the d and fethrs and
keep tho schools in operation.

In Cardigan, com nendable arrangements have already boen ma(de to*erect a cotnmodions
school-house. : T., Owen,. Esquirehas given sufficient space for 'he building, and garanteed
liberal aid to finish and furnish it: in suitable style. Sinilar provisions to sustain edicient
schools is being made in other ldcalities.

In fact, the measures being initiated in some localities are encouraging indications, that
ere long, the salaries of teaqher8 ,ilkbe raised ane the profession elevated4 toe tslegitinate
status in publio estimation.

It is to be regrette that in some places of late, thiough favo'itism and family iufltience,
persons have been prefa to àppotntüen snd candidates ol supecik qualificatiops iejeeted,
in such cases disreputba e rtifices, in pþüviding supp1emnentary aid, have likey be pract@çd;
the experinent to ascertain what results the spontaneous efforts of the pieople wil achievé, dè
pends, in a great ;gasu:e, on he p(rseverance and ap ituyde exemplified by sohoql-mastera.

It is urme that our teachings ;tff'là lu the meatitine chi y cotbposedof young men, o
prepared themselves for the profession in the Normnal School, and are wan,'ing ini èprienée.
The old naxin, " docentes discimus,' teaching we learn, is sound p hilosophy. .

Our best teachers, who are'repbrtèd to have resolved té relinquish thprofession in which
they have labored skillfully and successfnlly, entered in it without any special teaining. .pti
tude to teach is an indispensable qualification. A distinction should ,be ndébetweeh 'üh as
assume the profession as a stepping stope to some other opup og, and those -who choose it for
permanent emnpoyment ~ . .,

With the general body of thee teachefs, in, ny cirpgit, there is reason to be satisfled ; of
several of the more experienced I dn ûpak'with apptol0tion and respect ; the faults of a few
of theolder are tobeattribuîted to "age ,Xid;wânt oi training.ï .

The chief objection' to thi$ esuggestion is, that a young
woman is not able to control. rough boys, but males are not gewrallypreferable to females, in
the art of teaching or preserving order, I am persuaded that females would be advantageously
employed in many districts; moreover, that our schools with rare exceptions, would be less
expensive and eg'1ly 'eficient if this class of teachers would bel pdequately sustained.

It is not to be supposed, foMr my commendations of teachèts and hools, that in my esti-
mation our system of education haï attained the perfectiôh at which té should aim ; it does not
becomne us to boast of sucoess or rest satisfied with what has beenac@nlished, while there are
SO many deficienieiés to bIe supplied, errors to be corrected, and improôvrnents to be made ; some
of the imperfections to which I iefer may be easily corrected otherý 'Mast be left to time and a
morex enlarged experience~ to discoveran4 rsmedy.

TO THE BOARD OF EDUCATION FOR TUE ISLAND OF PRINCE EDWARD.

In submitting to you my first quarterly report, on the schools in the Western Division of
the Island, I feel considérable hesitation in expressing any decided opinion on the condition of
every schoo visited-the nethod of teaching practised therein-and whether the provisions of
the several Actà, and the orders of the Board, have been complied with. I have visited seven-
ty-two schools since my appointment in May last ; but, before entering fully into theâe' par-
ticulars, I think it will, be necessary to repeat my visits, more especially, as I have not any
copies of the orders whih may haite been issned by the Board.

I have tùaeh pleasure, however, in bearing testimony, so far as my litited experience
enables me to do se, to the im provem ent in the general charaotet of the school teachers. The
young men trained in the Normal School do credit to that Institution ; and those teachers who
have not had that advantagp, have adopted the system recommended in most respects, and
bave profited I believe fron the knowledge acquird dting their ettendence on the Bard.
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It is difficult, on a single visit, to judge accurately of the condition of a sohool, or the
method of teaching. ; so far as: the most accurate and careful examination I could instituts
enables me to do so, the system appears to be but little varied, and that in no material points;
the education given to the children seems to be sound as far as it goes ; and pains are, I think,
taken to make theni thoroughly understand the books placed in their bands, and the branches of
learning in which they are instructed. The season of the year, however, at which this, my
first examination has taken place, is extremely unfavorable to the arriving at a correct conclu-
sion in these respects ; almost all the more advanced scholars were absent, being necessarilyr
engaged, in agrieiltural labors ; and their places were supplied by a junior class, whp were
mostly in an elementary stage of instruction. The nuinbers too havre been much belowwhat I
understood to be the usual average attendance in every instance, and thus the statistical infor-
mation sought for by the Board will be imperfect. Another cause which has diminised the
attendance in the.-north-west part of the Island, has been the prevalence of the Whooping
Cough, whiclh bas had a very material effect in this respect.

I have adopted the plan of taking full minutes of the, result of the examination of each
school, for niy own information and future guidance ; and these minutes shall be at the, servic
of the Board if they require them. As, however, they are soimewhat diffuse, I subjoin an
abridged SchedIule, containing only the general results, taken, I fear, Imperfectly in many .s
stances, but which ny next circuit vill enable me to correct. In preparing this Schedule,-
have not thought it necessary to particularize each class, or its progress, as I have done in the
inore extended list.

The state of the school-houses, though evidently niuch improved of late, still requires much
attention. ln soetu instances, Iam happy to say in but few, they are still wretched hovels,
so contracte.d in space and height, as to be most injurious to the health both of the teachers and
seholars ; I have noticed this in one of the coluinns of the Schedule, and have, in these cases,
addressed a note to the trustues, urging their immediate attention.

In the north-west part of the Island, a new arrangement of the School Districts, in conse-
quence of changes in the roads, and of new settlements arising, would be most beneficial if it
could be effeeted by commnon consent. I have alluded to this in my correspondence with the
Board, and some of the inhabitants are most anxious for such an alteration. I think the benefits
of education Imay thus be more widely diffused, without materially increasing the charge on the
public revenue. I was iucli pleased to sec a desire for instruction, and that in English,
springing up among the French inhabitants of these districts.

The supply of books and other school requisites, is a matter of some difficulty in thisrç
mote neighborhood ; ard I have found nmany of the schools very deficient in these respects.
I think icmeans might be devised to remedy this wvant, but I amu not at present prepared to muake
a suggestion.

I cannot close tmy report without renarking on the irregular attendance of the childrepn
the schools, and the early age at which they are required for the labors of the field. The Itr
obstacle is perhaps unavoidable and irreuediable in this country, where labor is'scarce and
pensive, and whcre the seasons are short ; but their irregular attendance while nominaliy 4y
school can only arise fron indifference on the part of the parents to the education of ther
children. To remove this indifference should be the earnest endeavor ef all who are friqndly
to the spread of education anong the people ; and what well informed person is not, a0 tt
present day, most anxious for its gencral diffusion.

Much miglt be done by the trustees, but they too often partake of the general apathy,;e
though in soime instances, I have pleasure in recording, the attendance of several of them &tim
examinations ,and in noticing the interest they took in the results.
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This subject is important, and ýweIl deserves theý attentior of.the Board, whose experience
and acquaintance with the Island will, no doubt, enable them to devise a miode of alleviatin,
if not of remedying the evil.

TO THE BOARD OF EDUCATION, CHARLOTTETOWN.

During the past quarter I have visited sixty-three schools; the partioulaî results as to
oach will be found in the subjoined Schedule.

The season of the year, during which I necessarily completed my cireuit, was peculiarly
unfavorable to the attendance of the scholars ; and it was rendered still more so by the uncer-
tain weather which. prevailed during ,the last harvest. Every child that could be of use in
gathering up the grain was employed in the harvest field, and thé sohools were compoSed
generally of the younger members of families, so that my examination does not by any means
afford correct data as to the state of education throughout the western portion of the Island.
la more than one instance, children were sent for from the school, on the weather clearing up
in the afternoon, to assist in binding or turning the grain, which woùld otherwise 'have received
serious injury. I am sorry, however, to be obliged to add, partly from my own observation,
and partly fron the information of the teachers, that the gdheral attendance is by no rucans s0
regular as it ought to be ; and I have eadeavored to suggest'some means .by whioh an evil, so
detrimental to the progress of the children may' àt any rate, be palliated. It has occurred to
me, and I am borne oat in my opinion, by the coricurrencé of nearly every person, especially
the trustees, whom I have consulted throughout my district, that the autnamnal vacation should
be extended to three weeks, instead of two as at present'; and that the trusteeà of eaeh school
district should be empowered to fix the time, either in the months of September, or October,
or partly in o.ne and partly in the othre, instead of being restricted to the latter month alone.
Thus the wants of each district might be botter supplied according to its local circumstaces;
the children would be released froin school during the height of harvest, or during potatoe dig-
ging, or partly for 1 the one and partly for the other ; and there would be less induemrnent to
the parents to keop them at home at different times; a practice which, by separating the
members of a class, not only retards the progress both of these prèsent andý the absent, but, in
a large school, greatly increases the difficulties .and labor of the teacher. Of course the
S-hool Visitors wouli, in this case, so arrange their cirouits as not to visit during either of thé
months I have mentioned.

Another suggestion bearing in some measute on the same subject, has been made to me,
on which I offer no opinion at present : that the daily averages should be taken half-yearly, in-
stead of quarterly as at present. I have already stated the obstacles to a fulil, or evén an aver-
age attendance in the autumnal quarter. In the winter qaarter, the snow drifts' and the sttê
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of the roads present dißioulties to the attendance of young;children, more especially in;large
and thinly settled districts, and in very nany instances, the, want of clothing, partictilarly!oft
of shoes-a want which, in country places, it frequently takes tirme to Êupply--preventsthb,
school from being filled as it ought to be at that season. I have known, during my recent
visits, quite young children to walk, barefooted, two miles'through the snow to their sehool,
and I also know that this is often a very serious cause of non-attendance.

I trust I shall be pardq;ned for expressing an opinion, formed perhaps somewhat hastely,
but to which I have been led by the foregoing considerations, that the averages under the last
Act of Assembly are sonewhat too high, and that it would be a boon to the country if they
were reduced, under proper regulations, to their former standard.

My further acquaintance with the schools in my division of the Island enables me to con-
firm my last report, as to the general efficiency of the teachers, the uniformity of the system
pursued, and of the books made use of in each school, a note of which will be found in the 13th
column of the Schedule.

Among the; s'chools comprized in my present report, I have met with no school-house so
bad as some of those I had occasion to mention in August last, but one or two are rebuilding;
two or three others require it ; and repairs and improvenients are wanting in many-all these
are particularized in the 15th column of the Schedule-Maps, either of the World, or of the
Island, but chiegy of the latter, are deficient in mauy ; and that useful assistant to theteacher,
the black-board, has not been introduced in several. The 5dth See. of thei Act 24 Vio, «*p
36, requiring the keeping a " Trustees Book " has been complied with by a few only of the
trustees ; and in, some cases where one has been kept, it has not been left at the schoolhouse.
Perbaps thi tneAy often have been owing to the want of a proper repository, not only for this
document, a îfor the teauher!s journal, but even for the books of the scholars-a want whiche
must of coursetnd to their rapid destruction. I have not failed to call the attention of th0
trustees to these deficiencies, and.hope that in my next circuit I shall find that ,many of them
have been rendied.,

The wanit of books is a serious impediment to the proper management of thee schools, and
to the improvemenît of the scholars. This is more especially the case in the more distant sec-
tions of the IsIand, where there is no ready and immediate communication with Cbarlottetown.
An issue of books to the trustees of any school district requiring it, at reduced or cost priîes,
vould be beneficial ;- but it should be given only to those who may have provided a proper
place in the school-house for their reception and safe custody. I have recomeMëded the use
of the 1st and 2ad· Sequels to the 2nd Book of the Irish National Segies for the youger
children, in these schools where they had not been introduced.

The abolition of the Government allowance to Acadian teachers, thus putting the
French population on precisely the saie footing as their fellow subjects, was, I think, a jdi
cious enactment, and it wi.ll tend most strongly to the general introduction- of theEnglish
language in districts throughout which it has hitherto been of rare occurrence. I believe1in-
deed, that the most intelligent among the French are fully sensible of the disadvantage under

hich m::any of then have labored, from their ignorance of the language in which the bWeiness
of the country is conducted. There are however some few localities (and they are not coufined
to the French inhabitants) in which it is difficult, if not impossible, to remunerate a licensêd
teacher to the extent required by the Act; and I suggest that in these cases, whichmay be
considered as exceptional, a power should be vested in the Board for a limited period, to make
a special grant, according to circumstances, to teachers, who, though not competent to instruct in
the more advanced branches of education, may yet be able to give instruction in readingowiW
ing, and arithmetic, and ray be willing to accept employment for such a remueration (adde&
to. the grant) as the inhabitants of these poor settlements may have in their power to bestoW,

Tho Schedule etnèrees only a small. proportion of the schools,- but will, endeavor to ex-
tend it as saoas posSible so'es to giye the most'ample informtion in my power as to the edu-
cationat dtatistics of the, distriots in q4esti9a.

The neceseity of keeping a regulaâr Record of the transactions of each Sôhoo tDistrict, ii
the, Truters Bookf ? aanrequired byfthe At ef 'Assembly(tomkioh averted in my last
rapotnthmetabe -htoo strongly enforced on the trastees Tlhis wonild he ofte» the means of pre-
venting discontent and disput4a among the inhabitants, and would be most stisfactory, I ap-
prehend, to the Board,_ as well as to the parties more iminediately interested.

The state of the nohdol Houses is ancther itpÔrtant'poit'; tw6 niew ones have been built
in the very limited number referred to in this report, and beth:of them appear, t hobe èll
adaptd for the purpose ; otherse ar proposed, and wilL i hope, shortly be commenced.

r have endeotoed te ascertain the effôdt of the prèiVons of t1e Ad 26 Vic.) Cap. 6, on
the sohools generally.. Se far as I have hithorto gone,- I. know of no school closed under the
operation aft, Act,. except the Acadian sdhgo1s, and. *ith referenoe'to them, four 'applica-
tiQlshaë be'en ùrade u me for egistry, in order thàt they amay be plabed; on the,
footing'of ordinary distrit 6oo1s '; the whole; I.onmfidently hope that one efoet of £&
quiring a portion of the teachers' salary to be raised by the inhabitants, will hb te ensure a
mo4re rggaLth ateo-otthe children, and toxeito a ireatr iUterest among the parents.

TO TRE BOARD OF EDUCATION FOR THE ISLAND OF PRINCE EDWARD.

GENTLEMEN

In the several reports I have already submitted to your consideration, I have gone so fully
into the subjects which occurred to me as deserving attention, that I have little to addfa.t'y
previous suggestions. My two first reports, enbracing the whole of my first circuit, coýnprize
135 schools, but there were a few which, from various circumstances, I did noet vii t1 tht
time. Subsequently, and on my second circuit, I have inspected 105'; and ar now en"
deavouring to complete the examination of the whole, the statistical resiults of whih É
from tine to time, be transmitted to your Secretary.

I will shortly recapitailate the matters which I consider most urgently to requir¢ 6tà
attention.

lst. The securing a more regular and punctual âttendance of the children- I think the
alteration I have proposed in the autumnal vacation, by lessening the inducement to parntstO
keep their children at home irregularly and at different times during harvest, wouldtenRdte
effect this object.

2nd. An alteration in the averages-the, taking them;haIf-yearly, insteadof quarterly-4
and reducing them, on proper conditions, to their former standard would, I think, be benefieih1
and I find that the public opinion is very genierally in favor of such a' change.

3rd. The state of the school-houses in many instances, requires attention ; se
ones have lately been built, and.others are in progress; but there are stili many ,but dapt
ed for the purpose.

4th. The supply of books snd maps at a cheap rdte, and the providing a proper rece$O
ele for them in each school-house, if, it would be aeompihed, could be moet useful

5th. The encouraging the registry of scebÚo1s 1ate1y taught b the Acadiàn Teachèr8,. a
if it could be obtained, an allowance, for a time, te chools of gn inferior decription
and thinly settled districts, would preven many childn from _teiag whol dpriê
benefits of education.

6th. A new aud géneral arrangement ef the Scho 1Ífstriets in'djloe itie
be advantageous, but this attended with considerable difficulty.



On theidoleýhecanoreport favorably of the progress of education, especially in " the im-
portant branches of reading, writing and arithmetie, throughout my division of the Island. A
practical knowledgej of book-keeping would be beeficial to, many of the- sholara after lifa,
and I have found this attended to in somee'fe*' instances only.

United Kingdom throughout the past year.

11d. sterling, against £2114240 18à. 6d. steding 1n 182, showing an increase of £82 140
6s. 5d. sterling.

472 9s. 6d. sterling-giving a total of £334,427 9s. 6d. sterling, exports, against £293,431
4s. 11d. sterling, imports, leavirg a balance in favor of the Colony of £40,996 4s. 7d, ste-
ling, for the year 1863.

The principal articles of export-exclading shipping-are agricultural products. Of these
the following amounts were shipped during the year 1863.

Oats, 1,459,130 Bushels.
Earley, 74,959 "
Potatoes, 408,122 "
Oatmeal, 201 Tons.
Dry Fish, 15,086 Quintall,
Pickled Fish, 7,570 Barrels.

The principal articles imported are Materials and Rigging, &c,, for the new vessels built
here, Cloathing of all kinds, Coal, Crookery, Flour, Ironmongery, Salt, Spirits & Wines,
Tobacco, Tea and West India produce.

From the United Kingdom this Colony bas imported nearly half its requirements, and to
the United States it bas exported rather more than half its products during -the year 1863.

The new vessels built in Prince Edward Island for the past 34 years have averaged 70 ves-
sels 11,934 tons for each year.

In 1854, 106 vessels, 24,111 tons, and in 1857, 104 vessels, 24,060 tons were built. As
stated before, last year 100 vessels 24,991 tons were built, being the greatest amount of ton-
nage ever launched from Prince Edward Island in any one year.

The Revenue of Prince Edward Island for the year 1863 as appears by the Treasurers Ac-
counts, amounted to £41,125 16s. 3d. sterling, being very nearly 35 per cent. in excéss of
any previous year.

The Revenue of 1854 was the next largest ever received, viz: £30,689 Is. Od. sterling,
c . of 1860 came next in amount, 28,742 8s. 1ld.
9 of 1855 " 28,054 Is. 5d.

The average Revenue for the past 10 years, 1853 to 1862, both years included, has amount.
ed to £9'6,926 3s. 7d. sterling, yearly.

The expenditure of Prince Edward Island for the year 1863, amounted to £36,441 9s. Od.
being about £2,000 sterling, in excess of the previous year, but nearly £5,000 sterling, less
than in 1860, and scarcely exceeding that of the years 1856 and 1854.

The average expenditure for the past 10 years, 1853 to 1862, both years included, amoun-
ed to £31,810 9s. 6d. sterling, yearly.

As to prospects of the coming year, it is impossible to predict with anything like a feeling
of certainty, the protracted hostilities in the United States, and the agitated state of politcù0
feeling in Europe, alike preclude any certain inferences.

To His Excellency George Dundas, Esquire, Lieut. Governor in Council.

MAY IT PLEAsE YOUR EXCELLENCY ;

In accordance with instructions received from Your Excellency, relative to a petition from
certain inhabitants of Township No. 42, respectingg a new line of road from the portage, Town-
ship No. 41, to Naufrage, Township No. 43,

I beg to report, that I have inspected the present line of road as aso the proposed new
line of roa, the present road is an excellent roa , dry, free from hills, and difficulties of ap
proach to the bridges thereon, the McAskel River and H ollow River bridges are slightly out
of repair, and the Naufrage beach is much exposed, and doubtless, at certain seasons, and in its
present state, ust cause inconvenience, in the crossing thereof.

The proposed line of road will require as many bridges as the present road, and more
difficult of approach ; a large portion f the road (say 2 -miles) his sw and iwicuet, and its
length I consider equal to the present road with one exception, (French Creek) all the bridges
are built and nearly completed, the road is nearly cut through, but not any of it completed.

The petition prayingr for a new line of road, (presented to the Hlouse of Assembly, 1st
April, 1861,) describes the present road as circuitous and expensive to aintain, unsheltered
and dangerous to travellers. The proposed new line of road may obviate the two latter difoi-
culties, (though I deem the danger is but seldom felt,pond but little exceeds that of St. Peter's
Bay,) the former are increased most decidedly as to expense. i find from the appropriations
of ten years (1852 to 1861 inclusive) the average outlay was barely £30 per annum for roads
and bridges from O'Hanley's to Naufrage including the beach, since whic time,little or
nothing has been expended on the present road or bridges, not even statute labor, so informed;
still I deem the roud good, and consider less than the usual average out t would put all the
bridges in excellent repair. I find the appropriation of 1862 for the new road, including
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bridges and compensation, t, Dixon, ,£15,; and for 3863, 463, wbich is deemed sumcient to
complete the Mork thro ghout, that is, I présume to the difWion Une of Towensps Kos. 41
and 42, which'teiinatei iict No. 3; there wiUyrema t 5 chalus in haiot li
2, to conneiti with theé pôOrt'ge road, Township No.4.

Having submi ttd to. yur eeIei the foregoipg statistics and statement, togother
with a sectionaIl sketch pf Townships Nos. 41, 42 and 43, embracing the present and proposed
road; t1hi thé subject 4the petition may be more clearly elucidated,I would beg to submit for
your consideration whether it might not be deened disablentoladopf armüh\of thþvptosed
line of road as will avoid the danger alluded to in the petition of 1861, comnmencing East of
Naufrage Beach to connect with the present .road. a-t Big Marsh road, and to relinquish any
further extension of it westwardly across Township No. 42.

Corcurring perfectly in the re-
marks of your Lordshi.ps in your charge that the Criminal Jurisdiction recently conferred on
the Police Court of this City bas tended to lessen materially the business of the Grand Jury
and the Supreme Court, they would, if not out of place, suggest the propriety of a County
Court with a sinilar Jurisdiction in Charlottetown, at the Quarterly or Monthly sittings of
which, the County Magistrates could attend, taking with then or transmitting the informations
laid before them of all petty larcenies, &c., with the recognizances of accused, at which court
the accused if they so elected could be tried; this process would tend to lessen still farther the
business of the Supreme Court and Jury, and in consequence, the expenses necessarily at-
tendant on the trial of petty offences.

The Jury in visiting the County Jail was pleased to observe the degree of good order and
e eanliness in-wbich that establishment is kept, and with one exception, highly satisfactory, as
lar %s means at command will admit. Confiied in one of the cells is a prisoner, Wm. Young,
under sentence of death, who on account of bis dangerous and savage conduct has been the
means of placing the keeper entirely at the mercy of the other prisoners, by his being obliged
to procure their assistance to defend hiuv from the furious attacks of the prisoner Young,
while in execution of his duties.

Sî,-I received yours of the 6th, and in reply, I am very much surprised that there is any
niisunderstanding conc. 'ning the new Road. I am very sorry to say it is going to cause much
trouble. The contractors have almnost all been to work, more or les, and have gone pretty
heavily in debt to Merchants for supplies on the strength of it ; for myself, I have given orders
on Merchants to the amount of Twenty-five pounds. It appears His Excellency in Council
deems the contract very excessive ; but as there are four large bridges to make, two of which
are about 100 feet in length, and about one mile of tho Road through sw amp, which will
have to be logged, and the remainder through solid hardwood, it cannot be done less. There
were about 50 men travelled the road through with me on the day of sale, all of whom deemed
the job too cheap.

I am willing to leave it to any man or men' whom His Excellency in Council may choose,
that are judges, to examine the Road through.

In 1776, it having become
evident that a fund dependent upon the paynent
of the Quit Rents vas entirely too precarious
to maintain the Local Government, his late
Majesty's Government, on the application of'
the Proprietors, provided for the same, in the
Annual Estimates, commencing on the Est

January, 1777. But the Lords of the Treasury
at the sanie time, directed that all proper means
should bc taken to. enforce the payment of the
arrears and the accruing Quit Rents.

In 1851., ler Majesty, on the establishment
of Responsible Government in the Island, and
ite passing of a Civil List Act, upon the ternis

and conditions pointed out by Her Majesty's
Government, transferred to the Colony the
revenues and territorial rights of Lthe Crown.
Whatever rights, therefore, the Crown at that
time possessed over the proceeds of the casual
and territorial revenues, the Quit Rents, the
Crown Land Funds, the Crown Lands, and
permanent Revenues which had before accrued
r should thcreafter accrue, became vested in

the Local Government, remaining however, in
the Queen's name, as the constitutional head
of the Empire.

your Royal consideration, that in the, year
1859, the 1[ouse of Assembly ot Prince Edward
Island submitted to your Majesty an humble
address in which it was represented that:

"lu certain despatches from one of yo.ur
Majesty's Ministers, the Right Ilonorablc Sir
Edward Butlwer Lytton, Baronet, Secrotary of
State for the Colonies, dated Downing Street,
2 ith October,and 3rd December, 1858, the Right
Honorable Baronet therein states, that the
whole question of the land tenures in this
Island, is engaging his most anxious attention,
and that it would give him unfeigned pleasure
to receive such suggestions for their amicable
settlement, as could be accepted by your
Majesty's Governmeut.

"tfaving taken these Despatches into con-
sideration, after mature deliberation, and with
an earnest design to terminate the disputes
which have so long disturbed the peace and
harmony of the Colony, the lIouse hav adoptedl
the following Resolutions

" Whereas certain questions arising out of
the original grants of the lands in this Island
severally called the Escheat Question, the
Fishery Reserve Question, and the Quitrent
Question, have for many years caused much
discussion and difference of opinion amongst
the people of this Island, and many delusive
projects, and impracticable measures have beei,
and are, froni tiie to time, enunciatedi res-
pecting such questions, whereby the tenantry
have been, and are greatly imnposed upon, andl
induced to support the propounders of' suchi
measures, under the delusive hope that by
doing so, they will be relieved of the payment
of rent; and lte attention both of the Peoplo
and Legislature being occupied with such
deceptive schemes, measures intendedi to
develope the resources of the Colony are not
only neglected, but a state of socioty equally
opposed to the moral, social, and political
wélfare of the people and their true interests,
is produoed. And whereas various despatchles
hav, ,fq a, great naumberr of years, declared
ha~t getMajesty's Government will not consent

to. apy compqsory interference with the lands
and rights of the Proprietors and which has
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been strongly reiterated iu the 'despatch of Sir
Edward 13ulwer Lytton, now 1er Majesty's
'Principal Secretary of State for the Colonies,
dated 20th· October, 1858, and Srd December,
1858; from which it is clear that any measures
lor the benefit of the tenantry, must result
from an aniicable arrangement with the Pro-
prietors. And whereas the agitation of hostile
ieasures such as Escheat, Fishery Reserves and

Quitrents, must not only result, as they always
have done, in leading the Tenantry into costs
andtrouble, without in any way amei:orating
their oondition, but willalso engendcr a feeling
in the Proprietors, rendering them disinclined
to listen to proposals, which, if such agitation
were at an end, they would be likely to enter-
tain. And whereas Sir Edward Bulwer Lytton
ii his despatches above referred to, while re-
lasing to sanction measures whih in England
are considered inconsistent with the rights of
property, bas çxpresscd the readiness of Her
Majest;y's Government to co-operate with the
Legislature in furthering icasures for the
settilenient of the land tenures, if conceived in
a spirit of fairness and conciliation to all
parties ; therefore,

Resnlved, 1 st. That an humble Address be
presented to 11er Majesty, praying that lier
1a jesty vili be pleased to direct a Commission

to soie discrect and impartial person not con-
nected with the Island or its affairs, to inquire
into the existing relations between Landlord
and Tenant, and to negotiate with the Pro-
prietors for such abatement of present liabi-
lities, and for such terms for enabling the
Tenantry to convert their Leaseholds into
Freeholds, as without infringing on the rights
of the Landlords, may be fairly and reasonably
asked for, to ameliorate t)he condition of the
Tonantry.

2d. Resolved, That in the opinion of this
H ouse the basis of anysuch arrangement should
bo a large remission of arrears of rents now
due ; and secondly, the giving every Tenant
holding under a long Lease, an option of
purchasingç his land at a certain rate, at any
fime he ight find it convenient to do so.

3rd. Resolved, That a remission of arrears
of rent may be reasonably asked, inasmuch as
the existence of thëse arrears, a1thoùgh it is
due partly to an unwillingness of the Tennts
to pay rent, under the idea that Escheat or
some other delusivo scheme would enable them'

to evade; yet it is. alsO due in part to the
laches and remissness of the Landlords and
their Agents, in not:enforcing it; and because
in many cases, the arrears--however incurred,
-amount to so large a snum that the exacting
thcm would prove ruinous to a large number
of loyal and industrious people, and would
further entirely put it out of their power to
avail themselves of the plan suggested in
subsequent resolutions, for purchasing their
farins.

4th. Resolved, That as the circumstances of
the tcnantry would not in general enable tfiet
to pay down any làrge portion of the purchase
inoney, the best and only means for converting
the tenures into freeholds, lies im the adoption
of the plan which would practically constitute
every Farm a Savings Bank for its owner, in
which ho could froni time to time, invest his
savings at interest, towards the purchase of
his farm,-an arrangement which could be
effected by the following means, viz :-that the
Landlords should agree to permit the Tenants-
to purchase their farms for such. stiln per acre,
as shall be fixed upon, and providing further,
that when any tenant (whose rent was paid
up) should be desirous of paying any sum not
biemg less than £10, towards the purchase of
bis land, he should have the option of doing
so, and that the interest on the £10, or other
amount so paid, should thenccforth go in ne-
duction of his yearly rent, and so on for every
payment on account of purchase, until the
whole was paid, when ho should receiîve his
deed, and that similar covenants should be in-
serted in all future Leases for terms over 40
years ; such an arrangement vould not only give
the Tenant the advantage of paying an instàl-
ment of his purchase money, and at the same
tine reducing his rent whenever le chose,
wiLthOut subjeuLing himsei to the vexation ana
costs incident to cases of inability to meet
instalments agreed to he paid at a partioular
day, but would iu the opinion of this louse,
gradually but certainly change the tn ires into
freeholds without the add of loats anu the ex-
pensive subsistence ôf Pblic Offices, by which
heavy liabilities have a!re>dý een, and would
if persevered in1 'to a nuch greater exten, Ùe
impeoed on th 'phiblicfnances.

" We do therefore hurnbly pray that ycóur
Majesty will be pleased to take the foregoing

matters into your Royal consideration, and to
appoint some fit and proper person or persons,
Commissioner or Commrnissionors to inquire into
the relations of Landlord and Tenant in this
Island, and negotiate with the Proprietors of
Township lands, for the fixing some certain
rate of price at which every Tenant rmay at any
time have the option of purchasing his land, or
of paying instainents of such purchase, and
thereby gradually reducing the yearly rent,
until the whole price thereof is paid ; and also
to negociate with the Proprietors for a remission
of the arrears of rent in such cases and on such

address to Her Majesty, fromn the ouse of
Assembly, iri pursuance of certain resolutions
of the House, praying that Uer Majesty would
direct a Commission to inquire into the existing
relations of Landlord and Tenant in the TIa,

with a view to the passing of renedial measu-
res. The House of Assembly also propose that
this Commission should diroct its attention to
the Fishery Reserve Question.

The resignation of Mer Majesty's late Gov-
ernment has prevented an carlier answer to
your despatch.

The.Assemnbly in their address not only pray
for the appointmnent of a Commission, but they
likewise indicate in detail, the measures which
in their opinion, should form Ue basis of that
arrancgernent between Landlord and Tenant,3

which the Commission should endeavur to bring
about. Now without expressing any opinion
adverse to the appointment of such a Commia.
sion, I am convinced that any prospect of a
beneficial resuilt from its labours would be nulli-
fiod if its action were fettered by such dondi-
tions as the Assembly would thus impose.

I cannot advise ler Majesty to enterthin the
question unless it is fully understood thât the
Commission are at liberty to propose .y
measure which they nay themselves deem
desirable.

I have comnnunicated this correspondence to
Sir S. Cunard as representing the Landowners
in this country, with a Letter of which I enclose
a copy.

We have been furnished with a copy of a
Memorial addressed to 11er Majesty, by the
Hlouse of Assembily of Prince Edward Island,
on the subject of the questions which have
arisen in connexion with the original grants of
Land in that Island and the rights of Proprietors
in respect thereof.

We observe that the Ilouse of Assembly have
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suggested that ler Majesty should appoint one
or more Commissioners to inquire into the re-
lations of Landlord and Tenant in the Island,
and to negociate with the Proprietors of Town-
ship Lands, for fixing a certain rate of price at
which every Tenant might have the option of
purchasing his Lands; and also to negociate
with the Proprietors for a remission of the
arrears of rent in such cases as the Commission-
ers might deem reasonable, and proposing that
the Commissioners should report the result to
ler Majesty.

As large Proprietors of Land in this Island,
we beg to state that we shall readily acquiesce
in any arrangement that may b practicable for
the purpose of settling the various questions
alluded to in the MIenorial fron the House of'
Assembly, but we do not think that the ap-
pointment of Commissioners in the manner pro-
posed by them, would be the most desirable
mode of procedure, as the labors of such Com-
mission would only terninate in a Report which
would not be binding on any of the parties
interested.

We therefore beg to suggest, that instead of
the mode proposed by the louse of Assenbly,
three Commissioners or Referees be appointed,
one to be named by ler Majesty, one by the
Flouse of Assembly, and one by the Proprietors
of land ; and that those Commissioners should
have power to enter into aIl the inquiries that
may be necessary, and to decide upon the dif-
ferent questions which nay be brought before
them, giving of course to the parties interested
an opportunity of being heard.

We should propose that the expense of the
Commission should bc borne by the three

parties to the reference, that is to say, in equal
thirds ; and we feel assured that there will be
no difficuilty in securing the adhesion of all the
laiuded Proprietors toasettlement on thisfooting.

The precise mode of carrying it into execu-
tion, if adopted, would require consideration,
and upon that subject, we trust that your Grace
would lend your valuable assistance.

11, of the 6th Septenber last, in which I in.
formed you that I had communicated to Sir
Samuel Cunard the correspondence which had
taken place upon the subject of the appointment
of a Commission to propose mensures of arrange-
ment between Landlords and Tenants in Prince
Edward Island, I transmit to you the copy
of a Letter which hais been addressed to me by
Sir Samuel Cunard andseveral other Proprietors
of Land in the Island. The Proprietors, it
will be seen, do not think that the appointient
of a Commission in the manner proposed by the
House of Assembly in their address of the 9th
of May last, would be the most desirable mode
of proceeding, as the labours of such a Com-
missiop could only terminate in a report, the
conclusions of which would not be binding on
any of the parties intùrested. They suggest
thereforo instead, that three Comrnissioners ot
Referees should be appointed, one by ler
Majesty, one by the Rouse of Assembly, and
the third by the Proprietors, and that they
should be invested with power to hear and
determine all the questions in dispute. It is
further suggested that the expense of the Coin-
mission should be dîvided equally between the
Crown, the Tenants and the Proprietors. If
the consent of all the parties can be obtained
to this proposal, I believe that it may offer the
means of bringing these long pending disputes
to a determination. l'ut it wilil be necessary
before going further into the iatter, to be
assured that the Tenants will accept as binding
the decision of the Commissioners or the majo-
rity of thein ; and as far as possible that the
Legislature of the Colony would concur in any
measures which mnight be required to giv
validity to that decision. It would be very
desirable also that any Commissioner who might
be named by the Hiouse of Assembly on behalf
of the Tenants, should go into the inquiry
unfettered by any conditions such as were pre
posed in theAssembly last year.
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I have therefore to request that you will
ascertain and report to me whether the Tenants
of L'rince Edward Island or the louse of' As-
sembly on their behailf, are prepared to agree to.

The House of Assembly therefore agree to
the appointmient of three Commissioners, one
by ler Mujesty, one by the louse of Assembly,
and the third by the Proprietors, the expense
of the Commission to be equally divided between
the Imperial Governmnent, the general revenue
of the Colony, and the Proprietors.

Sr ;-I have had under my consideration
your despatches No. 15, of the 16th of Aprîl
and No. 22, of the 3Oth of April. In the
former despatch you enclose a Resolution in
which the Asseibly agrees te the proposed
appointment of Commissioners on the subjecdtof
ternures of lands, binds itself to abide 6y the
decision of those Commissioners or the majority
of them, and pledges itself to concur hi what-
ever measures nay be required to give validity
to that decision. In the second despatch yon
inform me that a short Act has since paesed
through both louses, giving effect to the fore-
going Resolution,

I cannot do otherwise t-ian express my sensd
of the promptitude and completeness with which
the louse of Assernbly bas thus given its suip-
port to the plan devised, in the hope of putting
an end to the differences which have pre vailed in
Prince Edward Island.

In Mr. Howe, the Assembly acting on behalf
of the Tenantry, have selected a Commissioner
whose known ability and prominent public
position must well qualify him for the proposed
inquiry.

From Sir Samuel Cunard I have received a
Letter, of which a copy is enclosed, naming as
the Cornmissioner selected by the Proprietors,
Mr. John William Ritohie cf Halifax, who 1
doubt not, will honorably discharge his functions.

i have vritten, in exercise of the choice
belonging to ler Majesty's Governrent, ta
request Mr. John Hamilton Gray of New
Brunswick, to undertake the remaining office of
Comnmissioner. Mr. Gray has recently con-
ducted another publie inquiry with a degree of
ability, carefulness and justice which entitles
him to the confidence of all concerned in theý
iatended investigation,
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Althougli the privilege of selecting each
Commissioner bas been conferred on a separate
aithority, so as the better to ensure satisfaction
with the composition of the Commission, yet it
is my view, and I doubt not will bc that of the'
Coinmissioners themselves, that none of them
ought to be regarded as the special advocate of
one interest, but rather that 0he whole should

'devote their efforts to framing such recommen-
dations as shall be demanded by the equity of hie
case, and be conducive to the general good of all
classes (f the comunity. Iheir conclusions,
whatever they may be, will possess double weight
if happily they should lie unanimous.

The time of meeting in Prince Edward Island,
will be best determined by the Commissioners
themselves, who will be able to communicate
with you upon any points which they mway wish
to ascertain as bearing on the subject of the
most convenient period for the purpose.

IL will be desirable that previous arrange-
ments should be made as fiar as practicable, for
having at hand all the witnesses and all docu-i
mentary evidence ivhich the Commission is
likely to require, so that the Lime needed for
their notual sitting in the Ishl, may bc reduceid
within the mnost moderate coipass consistent
with the due and complote accomplislnent of
the enquiry.

I shall take an early opportunity of forward-
ing to you a Commission under the Royal
Sign Mianual, containing the appointment of
the several gentlemen naiied to serve on the
Commission.

By virtue of the Commission from the Queen,
the Commissioners proceeded to Prince Edwardl
Island in the month of August, gnd after some
preliminary investigation and examination of
public documents, opened a publie Court of
Inquiry, in Charlottetown, on the 5th Sept,
emjiber, pursnant to Prockmation in the Royal,
Gáte This Gourt waa held *a the Hall of

the General Assembly and wa opeped ty the
public.

The Members of: the local Perliatitl Pand
persons of permanent publie. 6taxdìng were 44-
vited to attend by special itealr4 rd 41
others in any other way interestediÏ the
questions submitted for consideration, in the
general welfare of the Islandi 'Wee also in-
vited by; notificatigna ini the pùblib newapapers.

This Court was held ,with continuoussi#ings,
from the 5th of, September ko thêe ist of
October, either in Charlottetown or the two
other Shire Towns of the Counties- into which
the Island is divided.

The local -Government and Tenantry of the
Island and the Proprietors whose nanmes are
subjoined to the Memorandum forwarded by
the Duke of Newcastle to the Lieutenaut
Governor, were ably represented by Counselof
eminence and distinction. The Members, of
Government and of Parliament, anid public
men of all sha:des of politios attended nd were
heard. Numerous delegations presenting mne,
morials froîn, the various Districts which they
wore selected at Public Meetings to represent,
Tenants, Proprictors and Agents also ;attbed,
made their statements, were heard, enxminedy
and cross-exanined in open Court by the
Counsel, and all means of exhausting the
sources of information were adoptedr On the
Ist of October, the Commissioners adjourned
their sittings to Halifax, in the month of
Dtcember following, whither in the meantime
the Journals of the Ilouse of Assembly and
copies of other Public Documents were to be
sent.

In the month of February, 1861, a Despateh,
of which the following are extracts, was trans-
mitted by his Grace the Duke of Newcastle
and laid before tho Legislature.

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With regard to the Act for giving effect to
the Award of the Com.missioners, I gladly
àoknowledge the 'romùptitude with which the
Provincial Legislature has hastened to give
effect to what they su.pposed to be the desire of
lier Majesty's Government, conveyed in My
Despatch of the 21st of March last, and I very
much regret that au apparent misconception of
my meaning has led the Legislature to pass a
Law Vwhich appears to be premature.

My object vas not to require immediate
legislation for the pùrpose of giving prospective
effect to the Award of the Commissioners, but
only to obtain from the House of Assembly, as
representing the whole body of the Tenants, an
unequivocal acceptance of the proposed refer-
ence, and from the Legislature a pledge that
the Laws necessary to give effect to the Com-
missioners' Award should be passed when it
appeared what legislation would be necessary
for that purpose.

But tle present Act or any other Act which
could be passed at the present moment, might
in th éevent, prove eithe- too sweeping or too
limited for that:object. It would be too sweep.
ing if it were found that the referees promul-
gated decisions respecting lands belonging to
persons who have not consented to the reference,
or if they made awards respecting questions
(like thatoof escheat) wvhich did not fall within
the scope of their enquiry.

It would be too limited or at least inadequate
for its purpôse, if it failed to make such pro-
visions of detail as were necessary to give
practical effect to the general principles laid
down by the Commissioners.

For these reasons, it appears to me impossible
to advise ler Majesty to assent, at the present
moment, to any such general law as that which
has now been forwarded, nor do I sec that any'
present legislation could be valuable, except
such as maybe based upon suggestions to be
made by the commission, with a view of de-,
fining the persons and questions to which their
inquiry was to extend, or of conferring on them
the powers (like those of compelling the attend--
anôe of witnesses and of examining on oath),
which are requisite to enable them te carry on
their inqairies to the satisfation of allconcerned.

I trust you will impress upon.the Commis-,
sioners (if reqwisite) the necessity of avoiding
as far as possible any steps calcalated to excite.
unreasonable expectatioàs, or to stimulate

agitation ; on the other hand wile assuring
the Proprietors that the Award of the Comi-
missioners willnot be enforced by her Majesty's
Government against any persons who have.not
either persomilly or by their representatives
consented to refer their claims to arbitration,
I should wish you also to observe to them that
their refusal to concur frankly, in a measure
which was intended to compose existing differ,
ences, and which so far as it bas yet proceeded,
has been assented to by a large portion of their
body, may materially influence the conduct of
lier Majesty's Government, if called upon
hereafter to support them in any future disputes
with their Tenants.

In July, 1861, the Commissioners concluded
their labours and unanimously signed an Award
or Report in which (inter alia) they
"Report and Award."

lst That Tenants who tender 20 years' purchase
to their Landlords, in Cash, shall be enti-
tled to a discount of 10 per cent and a
deed conveying the fee simple of their
Farms. 'Where the; Tenant.prefers to pay
by instalnents, he shallhave the privilege,
but the Landlord <sha, not be bound tg
accept a lesa sumr than £10.at any eone
time, nor shiail the Tenant have a longer
term than 10 years to liquidate the debt.

2nd. That Tenants whose lands are notwotth
20 years' purchase, and who therefore
decline to pay that amount, may tender
to their Landlords wliat they consider the
value of their Farms. If the Landlord
declines to accept the amount offered hé
value shaHl be adjusted by arbitration. If
the sum tendered is increased by thé
Award, the Tenant shall pajy the expenses;
if it is net, they lhallh be paid by the
Landlord. If the SuÙi aWardedis tendeied
in cash, a disciount of 5 pei cent to bc.
allowed ; if not, páÿyment to be mtade -by
yearly instalinents of not les than ËI0,
the term of payment in ne case te exceed
10 yearà.

3rd. That the rent shali be reduced i prOpor
~tion to the instalmentspaid, but deo oredit
sha lhe aiJlowed for iny suh instalen,
untilthe 5;yeara' arrears allowed y:tis
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award have been 'paid, nor while anyrent
accruing after the adjustment of the value
of the farm remains due.

4th. Thfat Proprietors, who hold not more than
1,500 acres, or those who desire to retain
particular lands to that extent, shall not
be compelled to part with such under this
Award.

5th. That eases under a term of less than 40
years shall not be affected by this Award.

" That all arrearsof rent due by the Tenants'
previous to the lst May, 1858, be reinitted."

SRa ;-I have the honout to'acknowledJge the
receipt of your Despatch No. 3, of the 10th pf

Prinçe Ed ward Island.

I 'have much pleasuretin being able to com-
ply with your request, and I forward to you a
copy of the Report with this Despatch. . I am
desirous at the same time to express my ap-
preciation of the pú4nstaking, able and impar-
tial Report which. the Commissionors have
furnished,-a Report which must derive addi-
tional weight from its unanimity, and which-is
'the resuit of an investigation so complete that
it has exhausted the materials for inquiry into
the facts of the case.. The difficulties that re-
main -are those Which are' inherent in the
subject, ani .which have for a long course of
years, baffled every,attempt at solution.'

I fear that I cannot hold out to you tie
prospect of an Imperi4l guarantee to aloan of
(£100,000) one hundredthousand pounds, in
order to;buy up the Fastate of Prince Edward
Idanda from atheir presentbowners ; and ron the
other, handthere appear to me insuperable
objections to that multiplicity of separate local

rbitration' which would, be the effect pf the'

alteirnative measure'aldided tôd in 'theoComrnis
sioners' Report. I shallbe very gladif Idhal
find it possible 'at a -futureopportunity to offer
any fresh suggestions for meeting 'the diflis
culties of the case, but in the iùeanwhile I
forward the Report accômpanied by'the- foi-e.
going general remarks which are 'all that it is
at present in 'my power to make, in order that
you may be able to lay the document before
the Legislature as' sòon as possible after 'its
meetin'g.

In April J 862, Iis Grace the Duke,,f
Newcastle forwarded to Prince , dward Island
the draft of a Bill prepared by the proprietors
who were parties to the reference, offering 'to
the .tenantry certain terms in lieu'of the Award.

Owners or Pro-
prietors who subscribed the aforesaid Agreement
or paper writing, dated in the year 18UO, as
aforesaid, of, in, to or out of the said Township
Lands, tenements and hereditaments owned by
them respectively, theirheirs and assigns, shall
be, and the same are hereby declared to be
subject to charges, and chargeable with and
bound by the said Report or Award of the said
Commissioners, in such inanner and to sueh
extent and for such tirne as in and by the said,
Award is awarded, ordered, expressed or re-
quired. Every tenant of any land, part or
lparcel of the said Township lands mentioned
in the preceding Clause of this Act, and every
'other person whomsoever, whose estate, pro-
;perty or interest shall in any manner bc or
become affected by or according to the meaning
of the said Award or Report, be intended to be
affected thereby, shall and may be at liberty
t' plead the same in any Court of Law or
Equity in this Island, and every such Court
shal admit and allow to every such person, as
regards the estate, interest, claim or demand
of such person, the full force and effect of the
said Award or Report according to the frue
intent, meaning and operation thereof.

The before merntioned Acts were disallowed
by the Duke of Newcastle for the reasons set
forth in the following despatch froi Ilis Grace
to the Lieutenant Governor of Prince Edward
Island.

DoWNING STREET,
9th August, 1802.2

SiR ;-I have received your despatch, No.
45, of the 25th of June, enclosing two Bill
passed with suspending clauses, by the Legis-
lature of Prince Edward Island, intituled Cap.
4, " An Act to give effect to the Report of tlic
Commissioners on the Land Question," and
Capy XII., "1 An Act to facilitate the operation
in certain particulars, of the Award or Reporl
made by certain Commissioners to settle and
.adjust diffeiences respecting some of the
Township Lands in this Colony."

In forwarding these Acts; you informed ine
that you would shortly communicate to me a
minute of your responsible advisers, explaining

the reason for framing these measures, and this
you have since done in your despatch No. 52,
of the 23rd of July. I am therefore now in a
position to communicate to you the conclusioa
to which I have been led,

It appears froin the Minute of your Ministers,
that they consider the so-called Award of the
Land Commission to be binding on. the Pro-
prietors and the Legislature, and on this ground
they state that they are unable to -etiterthit
Sir Samuel Cunard's proposal for onabling the
Tenants in Prince Edward Island to acquire
freehold interest in their holdings, which was
tranmitted to you in my Despatch of he'th
of April last, No. 103.

I very much regret that it is not in my
power to concur in the views by which your
Government have been led to prepare thesé
Bills, or to advise IlIer Majesty to bring them
into operation by giving 1er assent to them

Your Advisers appear to consider that Hièr
Majesty's Governnent had proposed t ôe
Proprietors of Land, and that those Proprietos
had consented to place themselves and their
interests absolutely in the hands of the Com-
missioners. This, however,'was far froM being
the case.

The Propr.etors consented that Commissin-
ers should be appôinted to enter into al he
enquiries that might be necessary, adet6
decide upon the different questions whichmîght
be brought before them, giving of course to'the
parties interested an opportunity of being
heard. The main questions thus to be decided
upon, were, 1st, at what rate Tenants ought to
be allowed to acquire freehold interests 'iin
their property, and next, what amodnt vf
arrears of rent should be remitted by the
Landlords.

On the first and most important of these
questions, the Commissioners professed therm-
selves unable to come to any conclusion, arid
instead of decidiig it, they recommehdëd
virtually, that it should lIe decided by other
Arbitrators to be hereaftçr nominated. Thiä,
however, is not What they were charged to Udo;
they were authorised by the Proprietor to
make an Award thenselves, but théyè W& ÏWt
authorised to transfer the dâty of makingdehât
SAward jto others The trust confided to hftI ,
was evidently a personal en. he "PréÔpie
relied on the skill, kinowledge andi fairn@ f
the three geîïtlenin½ ppoirited ini 1811 $69
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they could not therefore, be called upon in
deference to these gentlemen's opinion, to con-
fide their interests even to Arbitrators specially
designated in the Award, much less to persons
whose very mode of appointment is undetermi-,
ned by it.

This objection might of course be waivcd by
the Proprietors, but it is not waived ; and
being insisted upon, I am obliged to admit that
it is conclusive, and I am bound further to say
that it is in my opinion an objection founded,
not on any technical rule of law, but on asound,
and indisputable principle of justice. The
principle, namely, tlfat a person who has
voluntarily submitted his case to the decision of
one man, cannot therefore be compelled with-
out his consent, to transfer it to the decision of
another.

It is therefore impossible for me to advise
Her Majesty to sanction the two acts which
youhave forwarded, and which of course are
intended to render the Award obligatory on all,
who consented to the reference.

I must instruct you, therefore, however un--
willingly, to treat the Commissioners' Award
only as an expression of opinion which however
valuable as such, cannot bemade legallybinding
on the parties concerned, and which therefore
ought not to he allowed to stand in the way of
any other prôposal which promises an amicable
settlement of the question.

It was under these circumstances and with
these impressions, that I forwarded to you the
proposal made by Sir Samuel Cunard, in hopes
that it might be found to furnish a basis of
agreement in lieu of the recommendations of
the Commissioners.

Your Government refuse to consider this
proposa:1, not as I 'understand, because they
think it in itself inadmissible, but because they
corisider theniselves as bound to give effect to
the Cotnissioner? Award.

This Award being now out of the wayI have,
te request that you will bring sir Samuel,
Cunard's Probosal under their redonside'ation.
I do( not thiük it desirable that I shuld myself
expreds any opinion u on its ;r its, I will'
only óbserve th'àt it is in some respects more
favoârable to thé- Tenants hat the Cominission-
ersu AW&rd and that it iwiH die rme great
pleasuËe te learn thaia le likely tW fr'nish a

solution of these difficulties which so, long as
they are unsolved, must continue to obstruct
the. progress of the Colony.

This conclfion which I have adopted res-
pecting these Acts, renders itiunnecessäty that
I should do more than acknwl,,edge your
Despatch No. 46, of thg 2th Qupe,, enclosng
a memorial from "r. Iaythrneý against hbe
Act (Cap. XII.) to facilitate the operation of
the Award.

The Assemblyoòf Prince Edward and in
the Session of 1863, forwarded to tIe Colofial
Minister a Petitibon to Her Majesti the Queen,
in which after reciting at 1gth the history êf
the Award or -Rept, they - ubmit-

,That the Award of the said Oommissioners
who wete appointed by War'rant under the
Royal Sign Manual and Signet, was made
under a reference solemnly agreed to by your
Majesty, by the Proprietors and by theHýouse
of Assembly of this Island, and thattherefore
according. to the wel-known legal: inaxim

Omnia pra3sumuntior rite et solenniter esse
acta donec probetur in contrarium," the said
Award should be considered to be goodi and
valid in law.

That we do not seek by the passing of t law,
to compel compliance on the part of the Pro-
prietors, to an îAward which is in itself iable
to an objection, fourded on any prineiple of
justice or equity, but we most hùmbly asbmit
that the questiOn as to whether the Award of
the Commissioners can or cannot be nade legaly
binding.on the parties. concerned, is One -proper
for the consideration of your Majesty's:Judicial
Tribunals.

We are honured' with youir Grace's coni-
niands, signilled in Sir Fredcrick Rogers'
setter of the 9th May, ultinio; stating that

he vas directed by your Grace to iequest that
we would take into consideration the enclosed
copy of an Address to the Queen, froim the
Council ad Assembly of Prince Edwàrd Island.

Sir Frederick, Rôgers wa, also pleased to
state that that Island, was granted daring the
last century, to coftain persons by whon a large
portion of t Nyas let to the present occupiers.
Tho Tenants are very anxius to obtain a fée
simple interest in their lands and to escape,
payment of rent, and this desire bas produced
a series of disputes of various kinds.

That in 1860, a proposal was made to appoint
a Commission to investigate the matter, and the
Proprietors, suggested as a preferable method,
that three Commissioners or teferees be appôint-
ed, one to be named by Her Majesty, one by
the 1ouse of Assembly, and one by the, rro-
prietors of Land, and that these Commissioners
should have power to enter into all the enquiries
that may be necessary, and to decido upon the
different questions which may be brought bofore
tiem, giving of course-to the parties interested,
an opportunity of being heard.

ThIis proposal was accepted by the Assembly
of Prince: Edward; Island,. who agreed on. the
part of the Tenantry to abide by the decision of
the Commissioners, or the majority of then,
and tolpledge themselves to concur in whatever
measures mîay be required to give validity toi
that d-cision..

That three Commissioners were appointed for
enquiring into the said differences, and for
adjusting the same on fair and equitable princi-
ples. And in a report (of which a copy was
enclosed) awarded inter alia " that the Tenants,
should receive a certain remission of arrears;
that they shoîild be entitled to purchase their'
holdings at 20 years purchase ofl the reserved
rent, and that any Tenant who thought this rate'
of commatation too high, might tender. what he
chos,'and that on the refusal of the, Laadlord
to accept that, tender, the value shou4 he aci
justed by Arbitraton."

That to this the Landlords objectei, through
Sir Samuel Cunard, in a letter, (of whicha
copy was mnnexed,) that thbey were retidy to be
bound by (le decision of th tbiee Commision-
ers, but that they wee not prepaved to hand
over their iuterests to the proposed Arbitrators,
and to eumbark in the expense and dispute. 'ëon-
sequent on a multitude of petty MAbitiations.
On this ground, they refuse to accept ,the
Award, and you.r Grace. on the same;ground,
refuse to advise that Her Majesty should concur
in the legislation which was necessary for
enforcing it.

That the Landlords,' however, offered tër'îù.
not including an arbitration, but giving to the
Tenants the remission of Rent proposed by tho
Conmissioners and the right to purchase the
fee-simple of their land at fifteen years purchäde
of the re3erved rent

That the Council and Assembly_f Prince
Edward Island, state that they do not seek by
the passing of a law to comnpel ,complançe
with an Award liable to an objection founded
on any principle of Justice or equity, but submit
that the question as to vhether that A W àrdâcan
or cannot be made legally binding on the parbës
concerned, is one proper for the cônsideratioù
of H-1er Majesty's Judicial Ti-inals.

That they therefore pray that unlcss çus to
the contrary be shéwn before a Judicial Tribd a,
Her Majesty's allowance iaybe given t a
Bill to give effect to the said Award of Hier
Majesty's Royal Commnissioners.

Sir Frederick Rogers was fuirther pIe'asd to

From the above statement, ilbwill appear that
the objects of the Commission were ýto enquire
into tedifferences existing between Landirds
and Tenants in the Islandi with a view to 'the
settlernentof the same, on just and eqitable
principles w

Th'è AsserabTy origina11f iidièated L detail,
the easures which, in their opinion, ihotild
forvn the basis of that settlenient. The DÛke
of Newcastle objected to fettering the òCo-
missièners wiîh thésgeonditioné llght 1 bo
aimpxosed ern them by the Assenibly and stated
-hie,, i ton adivie Ctmmajeict 4ouF fei
"thquetaanestla misrhet b
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left free to propose any measure which they
might themselves deem desirable.

The Assent of the Proprietors being deemed
requisite to the appointment of a Commission,
the Duke sent the address of the Assembly to
Sir Samuel Cunard the principal Proprietor of
Lands in the Colony, with a request that he
would cal a private meeting of such Proprietors
as might be in England, and ascertain whether
there were any concessions which were ready to
make with a view of bringing the differences
between Landlord and Tenant to an amicable
issue.

Sir Saiuel Cunard and others the chief Pro-
prietors of the Island replied to the Duke that
they " as large Proprietors of land would readily
acquiesce in any arrangement that night be
practicable for the purpose of settling the various
questions alluded to in the memorial of the
House of Assembly, but objected 6o the ap-
pointment of Commissioners in the matter pro-
posed by the Assembly, on the ground that the
labors of such Commission would only terminate
in a report which could rot be binding on any
of the parties interested, and suggested that
three Commissioners should be appointed, one
by the Crown, one by the Assenibly represent-
ing the. Tenantry, and one by the Proprietors,
and that these Commissioners should have
power to enter into all the enquiries that might
be necessary, and to decide on the different
questions that might be brought before them,
giving of course to the parties interested an
opportunity ofbeing heard.

The Duke of Newcastle on receipt of this
communication from Sir Samuel Cunard and bis
Associates, intinated to the Government of
Prince Edward Island that it was necessary
before going further into the matter, to be
assured that the Tenants would accept as bind-
ing, the decisions of the Commissioners or the
îmajority of them, and as far as possible that
the Legislature would concur in. any measure
that might be required to give validity to that
decision, and requested to be informed whether
the Tenants of Prince Edward Island or the
House of Assembly on their behalf were prepa-
red to agree to the proposed reference on these
terms.

The House of Assembly, by resolution,
acquiesced in the proposa] that the Tenants
should be bound by the decision of thé Com-
missionors or the majority of them, and agreed

to pass any measure that might be required to
give validity to such decision.

The Duke of Newcastle, on receiving the re-
solutions of the Assembly, expressed his sense
of the promptitude and éompleteness with which
the Assembly had given its support td the plan
devised, in the hope of putting an end to the
difference which had prevailed in Prince Edward
Island, and after indicating the names of the
Commissioners appointed by the respective
parties, (the Queen the Assenbly and the Pro-
prietors) ho expressed the hope that the Com.-
missioners "would devote their efforts to framingr
such recommendations as should be demandel
by the equity of the case," thus sheving that
the Commissioners were appointed to indicate a
mode of adjustment of the differences between
Landlord and Tenant.

The Royal Warrant appointing the Commis-
sioners, after reciting that the Crowi had been
moved by the Assenbly of Prince- Edward
Island to, appoint Commissioners to inquire into
the difficulties prevailing in the said Island
relating to the rights of Landowners and
Tenants, with a view to the settlement of the
saine on just and equitable principles, and that
the Assembly had agreed to abide by the
decision of the Commissioners and to concur in
whatever measures might be necessary to give
validity to that decision, named certain persons
Commissioners "l for enquiring into the said
difficulties and adjusting the same on fair and
equitable terms."

The Assembly, in addition to the resolutions
referred to, passed an act prospectively deciaring
that the Award to be nade by such Commis-
sioners should be binding on the Tenantry

Certain proprietors who had not agreed to
the appointment of the Commission and who
feared that the act so passed, if it beca-ne law,
might affect their ltids, petitioned the Colonial
Minister that it might not be subnitted for Her
Majesty's confirmation. This Act was not
submitted for fier Majesty's confünation. The
Duke of Newcastle in a despatch of the 2n'd
January, 1861, addressed to the Lieuteinait
Governor of Prince Edward Island, pointed out
that any prospective act rpight in the évert
prove too sweeping or too limited, and partic-
larly thatit would be too sweepitig if thé rèfetèe
promulgated decisions. respeting lands be-
longing to persons who rhad not consented to
the reference.



APPENDIX (W.)

The Commissioners opened their Court in
Plince EdIvvrd Island, and the Proprietors
whose naies were subjoined to the letter of
13th:F!ebruary, 1860, to the Duke, appeared
beforo them by Counsel. They wcre aware
that several of their body refused to consent
to, or recognise the appointment of the Com-
mission, and would refuse to submit to the
A ward.,

The 'Commissioners made their report in
July, 1861, which they forwarded in August,
1861, to the Colonial Minister. In their
Award or Report they "Report and Award'
that ail arrears of rent due by Tenants to their'
Landlords previously to May, 1858, should be
remitted, and that Tenants should have the
right of purchasing the frecehold of their res-
pective .Farms on paymant cf Twenty years of
the reserved rent, and that in the event of any
Tenant considering that T wenty years purchaIse
was more than the value of bis land, he should
be at liberty to tender what lie night consider
the value oI th,e land, and in the event of the
Landilord declining to accept the suin ro offered
by the Tenant, the value should bc, determinied
by Arbitration.

In January, 1801, the Government of Prince
Edward Island appliecd to the Duke of New-
castle for a copy of the Award. it was sent
with a despatch in which the Duko of New-
castle expressed his appreciation of the pains-
taking, able and impartial report "' which the
Commissioners had furiiished,"-a Report
whivh nust derive additional weight fron its
unanimity, and which vas the resuilt of an
investigation so complete; that it had exhausted
the materials for enquiry into the facts of the
case. lis Guice however, expressed an opin-
ion, that there appeared to hun to bc insupera-
ble objections to that multiplicity of separato
local arbitrations, which would be the result ot
the mode of settlement recomiended by the
Report.

On receipt of this petition, the Duke of
Newcastle submitted a case to the Crown
Officers, the opinion in that case is above set
forth.

It will be observed that the letter of the
Duke of Newcastle, of 2ad January, 1862,
clearly contenplates binding the proprietors

Previously te the passing of these acts, at
the request of Sir Samuel Cunard, his Grace
the Duke of Newcastle forwarded to the
Governor of Prince JMwaîrd Islind the draftvf
a Bill prepared by Sir Samuel Cunard, and
intended to confer upon the Tenants of the
Proprietors who had consented to the issuing
of the Commission, certain rights and privileges
to be accepted by them ih lieu of the terms
proposed in the Report of the Commissioners.

In this. Bill are recited the names of those
Proprietors who did agree to the issuing of
such Conmission.

The Government of Prince Edward Island
refused to accept the Bill so transmitted.

The Duke of Newcastle refused to submit
for fier Majesty's confirmation, the two Acts
of the Legislature Last mentioned, on the
alleged grounds that the Arbitrators had ex
coeded their authority, and instead of making
an Award themselves, hari transferred the duty
of making that Award to others. This objection
his Grace observed might be waivod by, the
Proprietors, but being insisted upon by them,
he was bound to admit that it weas conclusive.

Tie Legislature of Prince Edward Island
believing this objection of the Proprietors to
be unreasonable, petitioned that the question
as to whether the Commissioners had exceeded
their authority or not, should be determined by
a Judical tribunal,
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They further object that the Comniissioners
have not executed the office entrusted to them;
of fixing a certain rate of price at which every!
Tenant might have the option of purchasing
his land and for remission of arrears of rent,
and they allege that the proposed submission
to Arbitration is ultra vives, whereas the Duke
in his ovn letter of 6th September, 1859,.
clearly reqcuires it to be a condition that the
Commissioners should have power to propose
any measure which they may theisclves deem r

desirable, aMd the Law Officers appear to make'
the Award wvholly inoperative, but they do not
seem to deny that an Act of the Legislative
Assembly giving eflect to the Award on the
ground of publie policy, could be enforced.

The Duke's letter of February 1862, praises
the Commissioners' Report as being able and
impartial, and the result of an investigation so
complete, that iL has exh;austed the imaterials
for enquiry into the facts of the ca=e, and
thorefore we have a right to presume that the
recoinmndation vas based on " publie poliey. "
The act of the Local Legislature remedies the
defect or rather fills up the detail for giving
effect to the recommendation of the Commis-
sioners.

The Government of Prince Edward Island
contend that the Comnissioners were appointed
to enquire into the differences between Land-
1rd and Tenant with a view to the settlement
o1'the same on just and equitable principles,
and sceing that the Duke of Newcasile on the
receipt of their address peremptorily objected
to the Asseibly's indicating in detail, the
measures which in their opineri should formi
the basis of that adjustment or settlement
between Landliord and Tenant which they
should endeavour to bring about, anid required
as a condition of' issuiing the ecmmission that
the Connissioiers shouîld he at liberty to pro-
pose any measure which they themselves mighit
deem desirable, it cannot bo properly urged
that the Comnmissiners exceeded the anIhority
vested in) them, or failed to execute their com-
mission, unless it be shewn that the mode of
arrangement indicated by thein would not effect
an adjustment upon fair and equitable tehns.
The Government submit that it is evident from
the dispatch of the Duke of Newcastle of the
16th June, 1860, announcing the appointnent
of the Commissioners, that latitude was giVen
them in the framing of their Report by including

thercin recommendations such as shouldb
demanded by the equity of the case and b
éonducive to the general good of ail classes of
the community, and that recommending a mode
of settleinent was within the scope of their
daty anid consideration, and on ivhich thèy
acted by the very simple remedy that contested
claims should be settled by arbitration.

Again in reference to the statement of the
Law Officers, that the P'roprietors who signed
the letter of the 13th February, 1860, did no-,t
intend by that letter to bind themselves 'idi-
vidually, unless the general body of the Iro-
prietors would be aiso bound, is negatived by
the fact that when the Proprietors who sigried
such letter appeared before the Commissioners
they were aware that menibers of the general
body of Proprietors had refused to sign suh
letter ; and several months previously to the
signing the Rieport of the Comniissioners, such
Proprietors were aware that the Duke of New-
castle had expressly directed the Lieutenant
