Feeding the Winter Birds.

Among the many questions we have
to answer i this one: “Is it natural to
feed the birds; and if we do feed them,
will it not spoil them for doing the
work Nature intemnded?” Conditions
are much changed in bird life. There
was a time when it was not ncessary
to erect bird-houses; but now we must
if we want to attract them around our
homes, especlally in th(.kly settled
places.

The natural food of winter birds has
been practically destroyed, and if we
want to attract birds and keep them
with us the year round, it is neces-
sary to feed them throughout the win-
ter.

As soon as the bugs appear in the
gpringtime, the birds will desert your
feeding-stations. This has been no-
ticed by all trained observers. Feed-
ing the birds during the time that
their natural food supply is at its
lowest ebb, will help you draw the
birds closer to your home, prevent

!some of our migratory birds with us
throughout ‘the year, will bring a bet- |
| ter understanding between birds and

in the spring.

The foods generally used are suet or
other fat, pork rinds, bones with
shreds-of meat, cooked meats, meal-
worms, bird-seed, nut meats of all
kinds, buckwheat chaff, hayseed, mil-
let, whole or rolled oats, pop-corn,
pumpkin, squash and sunflower seed,
rolled or bolled rice, wheat, cut-up ap-
ples, lettuce, cabbage, carrots, etc.

Put out some fine gravel, sand, grit
and siftings from coal ashes.

As to feeding-stations, birds are not
perticular. A food-tray or shelf may
be put on a tree or pole or rastened4
against the house. Wind plays havoc
with the food on shelves, therefore
boxes or houses bulit with a roof will
protect the food and also the birds
during stormy weather,

London Tnes Sa;nple Rubber-
Paved Road.

The believers In rubber as the ideal
surface for clty roadways are nothing
datinted that their efforts have so far
not met with complete success. The
stretch which was laid down round
the Cenotaph in Whitehall about two
years ago had to be taken up, as the
rubber surface “crept.” Now a new
system of what are known as the
Guisman blocks is being tried on &
stretch of- about 40 yards in Upper
Bridge Street between Ludgate Circus
and the river. The test here will be as
severe as in any place in London, as
the heaviest traffic of all sorts passes
along in a comstant stream.

Heavy terracotta blocks 10% In-
ches by 8 inches have fixed to them
a rubber cap five-eighths of an inch
thick which, it is claimed, will stand
the heaviest pounding of the lorries,
both horse and motor, that will go over
it. These blocks are laid on a 12-inch
concrete bed. They are apparently
very well made with straight-cut, true
etdges. The edges are dipped in a
mixture of rubber and bitumen im-
mediately before laying and the same
mixture is poured on the surface joints
iso that what is practically a complete
rubber surface is the result. To look
at the roadway gives the impression
of tiles while the feel is that of pure
rubber.

A good comparison will be possible
at the spot chosen as half the width
of the road will be the ordinary wood
surface and the other half the Gals-
man rubber. A Manchester company
is carrying out the experiment -and
will maintain the surface for two
years, after which the Corporation
willl, if satisfied, enter into a mainten-
anoe contract.

Fox farming has already become a
well . established industry and the
farming of wild fur-bearers on pri-
vately-owned lands and the utiliation
of waste lands and water areas is ad-
vanced as a suggestion which may
provide a solution at least in part of |
an adequate fur supply. Already a
mumber of experiments in Canada
long these -lines have met with con-
siderable success. “Dry farming” or
the rﬂising of such fur-bearer as the
muskrat,- in pens upart from their!
natural habitat, is alzo an lmportant
departure of intense interest which is
being developed. If successful, this/
practice wi'l materially add to the sup-
ply of raw pelts of high grade.

As a resu.t of the increasing de-
mand for information in regard to
Canada’s resources of fur bearing
wild life and the raising of fur bearing
animals in captivity, the Natural Re-
sources Intelligence Service has pre-
pared a number of monographs in
English and French on Canada'’s fur
bearers and their domestication, in-
ciuding beaver, fisher, muskrat, mink,
marten, otter, raccoon, chinchilla
rabbit, sbunk and blue fox. These re-
ports contain data relative to descrip-
tion, habitat, production, trapping me-
thods, breeding, feeding, ranch prac-
tice, skinning, pelt values, breeding
stock values, markets, manufacture
and various aspects of their economic
and commercial importance.

Secrets of eclenco.

By David Diets.

The evolution of Mfe from the be
ginmning of life as a one-celled antmal
1o its many complex forms to-day cul
minating in man, is regarded as an ac-
oepted fact by the whole scientific
world.

All sclentists unite in agreeing upon
the fact of evolution. But there is not
s0 much egreement as to just how
evolution does work. The processee
of evolution are not yet completely
understood, although progress toward
more complete umdemumding is being
made every day. - °

The evolutfon theory is older than
many people suppose. Wé find a sert
of vague idea of evolution among the
early Greeks. A .definite theory of
evolution was not formulated until the !
middle of the eighteenth century, when !
one was proposed by the Comte de|
Buffon.

But the faculty of the Sorbonne at
Paris forced Buffon to recant in 1751,

During the latter half of the eigh-
teenth century, there were many advo-
cates of evolution. These included
Erasmus Darwin; the grandfather of
Charles Darwin.

But as yet there was no satisfactory
attempt to explailn how evolution
worked.

The first attempt to do this was
made by Jean Baptiste Lamarck at
the beginning of the nineteenth cen-
tury.

Jean Baptiste Lamarck, eanly champlon of evolution, was born in 1744

Lamarck believed that an animal
was modified by the use or disuse of
his limbs and orgams. * Thus an animal
which ran much acguired stromger
limbs.

These acquired = characteristics,
stronger iimbs, heavier hair, or what-
ever they might be, were handed down
through inheritance to the animal's
offspring.

In time, the effect of such inherit-
ances would be the oudcropping of &
new species, Lamarck believed. %

Lamarck’s theory is not widely ac-
cepted to-day. For mest blologists be
leve to-day that acquired character-
istics cannot be inherited.

However, some do follow his basic
principles and are kiown as a result
as Neo-Lemarckians.

The question of whether acquired
characteristics can be inherited or aot
is one which is by no means settled.

Some biologists believe that they
can be inherited. In July, 1923, an
Austrian scientist, Dr. Paul Kam-
merer, announced that he believed
that he had proved definitely by ex-
periments that acquired characteris-
tics can be inherited.

Experiments such as those of Dr.
Kammerer are being watched with the
greatest of interest by the whole
sclentific world and it may be that the
question will be definitely settled with-
in the next decade.

Modern evolutionary doctrine dates
from the publication of Charles Dar-
win’s “Origin of Species,” in 1859.

It is said that “No trespassing”
gigns are becoming more numerous
on Ontario farms. If so, it means
that decent motorists are being pun-
ished for the sins of hoodlums, Farm-
ers used to be most good natured and
hospitable in their treatment of mot-
oring parties who used their proper-
ty for picnics. The pleasure-seekers

v —conld let down the gates, pick out a

convenient spot beside a stream, light
a fire, cook a meal, and roam about
unmolested amid the scenes of natur-
al beauty. The farm became a free
park for the city visitors.
Some motorists appreciated the
. farmer’s good and acted like civ-
ilized human bePThcy burned or
carried away rubbich such as ire-
mains after a picnic. They were
careful to extinguish fires. They de-
stnagied mo property. Others acted
in exactly the opposite way. They
broke down young trees and used
them for firewood, pulled up wild
flowers, defaced the land with
paper, cans and bottles. They acted
like barbarians. Naturally the farm-
er’s resentment was aroused. He
began to ask what would happen to
him if he camped on the garden or
boulevard of a city man, still more if
he pul'ed up flowers, broke down
troes, and strewed a lawn with cans
bottles and waste paper.

If a woman
is happy with her husband and her
babies, why upbraid her if she finds
no joy in party politics or public
life?
So frr as the average run of mor-
tals is concerned, it would appear to
be more a matter of temperament
and individual circumstances. Mar-
riage should be a mutual undertak-
ing. Essential to its success is the
will to compromise and co-operate.
Whether the public or professiopal
woman shall or shall not continue
her career after her marriage is,
generally speaking, a matter solely
for the contracting parties to deter-
mine by mutual consent. But cir-
cumstances alter cases. Women of
the calibre of Agnes McPhail, who
have carved out for themselves
unique public careers come under a
distinct category.

LIEUT.-COL. BELCHER
DIES IN 83rd YEAR

Bruce County’s “Grand‘ Old Man”
Passes After Long and Active Life

Lieut.-Col. Alexander Emerson
Belcher, “the grand old man” of
Bruce County, [Imperialist. soldier,
Orangeman, gentleman, passed away
at the Willesley Hospital on Friday
in his eighty-third year. “The most
manifest sign of wisdom is continued
cheerfulness,” was his oft-repeated
phrase and his life bore evidence to
the truth of the epigram.

His was a long and active life, de-
voted to.a great extent to his com-
munity and to his country. Of U. E.
Loyalist stock on his mother’s side,
the (Colonel was born in Toronto in
1844, but, when he was eight years
old, his family left 10 make a home
at Southampton. When be ‘was fif-
teen years old he obtained a first-
class teachers’ certificate and taught
school in Michigan for several years.

Early in his youth he developed a
liking for things military and at six-
teen years he was training a small
company of boys in Southampton.

Two years after he was a soldier
in_the “Trent Affair” and later at-
tended two military schools. During
the Fenian Raids, he served at Goder-
ich and Sarnia and in [1896 he was
made Lieutenant-Colonel by Sir Char-
Jes Tupper’s Govermment.

Public affairs of his community al-
80 occupied g good deal of his atten-

—am~-¢ion and at 22 years of age was a

Councillor on the Southampton Vil-
lage Council. Then after many years
absence, he meturned to serve some
fourteen years as Reeve and Mayor.
For 21 years he was a ecommercial
traveller and was one of the three
men who started the Comercial Trav-
. ellers’ Association. Later he bacome
Manager of the Advertising Depart-
ment of The Empire Newspaper in
Toronto, and, again returning to
Southampton, he was a private bank-
er for nine years. During the latter
part of his life he was a civil servant
at the Omtario Parliament Buildings.
Col. Belcher took a prominent part
in many societies and fraternal or-
ganizations. He was u County Grand
Master of the Orange Order in North
Bruce; Grand Master of the Black
Knights for four years; Organizer
and President of the Bruce Historical
Society; President of the U. E. Loy-
alists’ Society of Canada; a member
of the Masonfc Order; of the I.O.F.
and many other organizations.
Surviving him are his widow, at 25
Albany Avenue, and one son in South-
ampton. The body was taken from
the Funeral Home at 625 Sherbourne
Street, to St. Paul’'s Church, Bloor

WANTED—LARGER EGGS

It used to be considered that if the

profit over the cost of feed from the
average farm flock of poultry meached
one dollar per bird, the results were
as satisfactory as could be expected;
but things are different now. iIn
these days of expert culling, balanced
rations, blood tests, community hatch-
eries and other advanced methods of
poultry raising, the poultry keeper
wants at last two dollars per bird.
The other day we réd of a 300-bird
Hastings County flock that averaged
three dollars during the past year,
and smaller flocks often go higher
than this.

One angle of the situation was re-
cently revealed in the results of the
1925-26 egg-laying contests recently
concluded. In the Canadian contest,
out of 800 birds, only 280 qualified
for an average of 24 ounces per doz-
en eggs. This means that there is
still much to be done in the way of
improvement and breeding to elim-
inate the small, unprofitable egg from
the farm flock. Eggs were merely
eggs in the olden days, but now they
are firsts, seconds or worse; and with
each drop n grade there is a drop in
price too.

Apart from their food consti-
tuents turnips have a wonderful effect
in maintaining a vigorous condition
of the digestive organs and the gen-
eral system.
