GETS $2,550,000
FROM OLD JOHN D.

Rockefeller Makes Munifi-
cent Gift to Institution
Bearing His Name

New York, July 9.—The trustees
of the Rockefeller Institute have just
announced the receipt of a new gift
of $2,650,000 from John D. Rockefeller
the founder of the great laboratories
for the study of,the causes of human
disease. Only recently Mr. Rockefel-
ler set aside in a special fund $1,000,-
000 to enable the institute to found
a department of animal pathology, so
that it may be said that Mr. Rockefel-
ler’'s 1914 gift to the institute is $3,-
500,000.

Big Donations

From Mr. Rockefeller, the institute
has received since its inception in
1901 $12,500,000, and this does not in-
clude the value of the\real estate. In
addition to valuable’plots of ground,
the institute owns a farm of 100
acres, which is used not so much for
experimental purppses as for the
breeding and care of laboratory ani-
mals and the supply of farm products.
If, as has been .estimated, the real
estate is worth $2,500,000, the re-
sources of the Rockefeller Institute
now approximate $15,000,000.
