Prehistoric Life is Discovered in

the Bed of the Red Deer River

time it reaches that abode of things
curious, it will have cost the museum
not less than $3,000. This beast has
been named by Mr. Brown and will
go down in history as the only Sour-
aupholus, which means literally,
crested lizzard.

The work of cutting out these
specimens ir stone is an .arduous
one. Weeks and even months must
be spent in carefully chipping away
the adhering rock and packing the
pieces carefully in boxes for ship-
ment. Mr. Brown will continue his
researches and is confident of mak-
ing more interesting discoveries.

HEAT OF THE SUN

Old Sol Has a Strong Pull at the
Capitol In Washington.

SWAYS THE MAMMOTH DOME.

On a Hot Day His Torrid Rays Will
Drag the Massive lron Structure
Way Out of Plumb—Turns the Same
Trick With Washington Monument.

Not many people have any idea as to
the enormous amount of heat that the
sun sends off into space. The earth
gets only a very small portion of it.
The head of a pin placed twenty feet
away from an electric light gets
in proportion to the light on the sur-
rounding walls of a room about what
the earth gets of the sun's light and
heat radiated into space. Yet that por-
tion the earth does get is great enough
to cause great structures to move.

In fact, all stone or metal buildings
are constantly changing their positions
under the hot rays of the sun. The
great dome of the capitol building at
Washington is the largest surface of
cast iron in the world, and the effect of
the continuous heat of a hot summer
day can best be appreciated, says Har-
per’'s Weekly, when it is known that
this mammoth mass really sways back
and forth 1nder the scorching rays un-
til the top feather in the cap of the
statue of Freedom desecribes an ellipse
the diameter of which on a hot day
varies from four to eight inches.

The giant plinth base of the dome,
resting on the roof of the old sand-
stone building, measures 136 feet on a
side. The greatest diameter of the
round dome is 125 feet, while the
whole iron structure is 218 feet high
from the old capitol's roof to the base
of Freedom on the gpex. The cast iron
covering this surface is made in thin
sheets, offering a good conductor for
the heat, which swells even the bolts
and beams of the inside before the sun
bas made its circuit

The southern side of the dome suf-
fers most from the heat, being expos-
ed longer to the sun, which passes
south of the zenith while on its jour-
pey from'the east to the west. If the
metal were exposed to a constant
heating the result of the continuation
of such expansion as that received on
very hot days might prove disastrous,
but as it is little if any permanent in-
jury is done, since the iron returns
regularly to its normal position as the
cool night comes on.

But what seems more remarkable 18
the fact that marble is also changed in
volume so perceptibly by the sunlight
that the mammoth shaft of the Wash-
ington monument sways back and
forth in the sun on a hot day. The
outer surface being of hard marble the
expansion is much greater than it
would be had granite instead of mar-
ble been used. On a bot summer day
the sharp aluminium apex that crowns
the obelisk points to a position at least
four inches north of normal, but al-
ways returns to its proper position in
the cool of the night.

From the extreme top of the monu-
ment inside a long pipe line runs per-
peudicularly to the bottom, leading to
a small closet behind the elevator.
This contains a long pendulum, whose

bob hangs in a vessel of mercury,
which prevents its oscillation. Two
stationary transits with highly mag- |
nifying lenses are focussed directly
upon the suspended wire, and through
these each quiver of the monument is
detected, being agnified on a fine
scale graduated to thousandths of an
inch.

Every morning at 10 o’clock a state-
ment of this plummet line is taken
and reported to the war department,
and it was by this means that the ef- |
fect which the sun’s rays have on the
huge white shaft was discovered. This
plumb bob, of course, was placed in
the monument for the purpose of de-
tecting any settling it might undergo,
and, although the great weight of its |
mass has pressed the ground for many ’
decades, it has settled only a slight
fraction of an inch in one corner.

This seems extraordinary when it Is
realized that its weight of 81,720 tons
rests on a foundation only 126% feet
square and 38 feet deep from a height
almost fifteen times that of the depth.
The whole rests on the sandy bank of
the Potomac river, with the enormous
pressure of five tons to the square
foot. Not only does the sun’s heat
sway the big obelisk, but at times,
when a stiff winter gale was blowing,
it has been reported as much as two
inches out of plumb.

BRAVE MOTHER STORK.

Her Nest Ablaze, She Will Stay by and
Perish With Her Young.

So strong is the mother love devel-
oped In the stork and the lark that it
amounts to a heroic passion. The
stork, which spends the winter in
Egypt and the summer in northern and
western Europe, likes to build its nest

{ on the top of some steep gable roof.

Such a nest is often a real nuisance to
man. It is from three to five yards in
diameter. It swarms with lizards, frogs,
toads and other disagreeable creatures.
It becomes In course of time so heavy
that it will break the roof if not art-
ficially propped up.

Nevertheless for various supersti-
tious reasons the stork is not only wel-
come but even courted by the Euro-
pean peasants, and it cannot be denied
that the respect with which the bird is
regarded is to some extent deserved.
If the house takes fire and the young

storks happen to be of an age at which
they cannot be saved by being taken

away from the nest the stork mother |

does not abandon them. Standing
erect in the nest, flapping her wings to
waft away the smoke and the flames
and crying out now and then, she re-
mains with her young, perishing with
them.

The skylark, which builds its nest in
the meadows, runs away from it when
frightened. She proceeds for four or
five yards under the clover and rises
perpendicularly in the air, pouring forth

‘her song in its wildest strains in order

to divert the intruder’s attention. But
the peasant bov knows that so long as
she remains hangi#z at the same point
in the air he is still four or five yards
from the nest, and he uses the direc-
tion of her movements and the ring of
her song to ascertain the exact spot.
If it chances that the young larks are
just about to break through the shell
of the eggs, at which time the mother
instinct is at its height, it is said that
at the very moment when the nest is
touched the little bird will acually at-
tack the intruder.—Harper’'s Weekly.

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ALASKA’S “SILENT CITY.” °

Wonderful Mirage That 1s Said to
Have Been Photographed.

One of the best stories regarding a

mirage is that told ih Alaska concern-

' Ing the appearance of a city in the sky.
' This “‘silent city” is said to have ac-

tually been photograpbed, and, though
there are skeptics, enough people claim

: to have seen it to make the story inter-

esting.

The first account of this ‘“city of si-
lence” was told by a prospectior named
Willoughby. He was a miner in Cali-
fornia and went to Alaska, where be
settled in the vicinity of Muir glacier.
In fact, it was Willoughby who pilot-
ed Professor Muir when he ascended
the immense ice field which now bears
the scientist’s name. Willoughby al-
ways told the story of this city which
appeared in the sky with much ear-
nestness, and he carried a photograph
which he said he took after several
visits to the spot whence the vision
could be seen.

When Willoughby first went to Alas-
ka natives told him that at certain

| times of the year when the days were

longest and the atmospherie conditions

| right they saw suspended in the heav-

ens a town with streets, houses and
many different kinds of buildings. So
impressed was he that he engaged the
Indians to take him to the place where
the city could be seen, and in their ca-
noes traveled to the spot.

After several attempts Willoughby
at length saw this “silent city,” as the
natives called it. He said that the at-
mosphere was s0 clear that mountains
many miles away seemed near and
that as he gazed the outlines of a city
gradually assumed shape, and build-
ing after building came to view. He
distinctly saw tall office buildings,
churches and spires, houses and ev-
ery indication that the city was in-
habited; but, though he saw it several
times, he could never detect a human
being. A halo of light seemed to cov-
er all. As he gazed the vision faded
and gradually receded. So convinced
was he that he. was looking at the
mirage of an actual city that he made
records to show that he bad been on
the exact spot whence the picture in
the sky could be seen.

Willoughby’'s photograph was crude,
but enough could be discerned to lead
persons to assert that it was a view
of Bristol, England, many thousand
miles away. Willoughby told his story
in 1888 or thereabouts. Since then sev-
eral persons have said that they saw
the mirage. In every instance the
mirage was surrounded by a halo of
light which poured a soft glow on roof
and walls.—New York Sun.

'HYGIENE OF VIOLINS.

The Proper Kind of Case For These
Sensitive Instruments. X

The violin and violoncello are most

sensitive to atmospheric conditions and

| suffer from atmospheric variations

quite as much as the tender vocal
cords of the singer.. Those who have
attempted to make the violin an orpa-

meént by hanging it upon the wall have’

bad reason to repent taking such a
liberty. The violin loses its varnish
and gradually its pitch and timbre.
The artificial heat of rooms in winter
makes its tone raucous when it does
not obliterate it entirely. Metal cases,
morocco covered, are equally unfit for
it. A strong, well varnished wooden
case, even though it be not especially
attractive to the eye, suits the sus-
ceptibilities of the violin much better.

Certain qualities, sometimes unsus-
{ pected, in the wood play an important
Epnrt in the falsification of notes, caus-
!ing progressive deterioration. There
‘was a time when manufacturers ap-
!plied to their product several coats of
“paint”—i. e, a concentrated solution
of bichromate of sodium potash in
boiling water. The wood soon acquir-
ed a yellow tone, and under the action
of lght after drying the color dark-
ened and took on the aspect of very
old paint. .

For commercial purposes this was
all very.well, but what happened to
the purchaser was that as soon as he
began to use his instrument exposed
to the light the bichromate worked on
the gelatin, which the manufacturers
employed to color the wood and’ pre-
vent the penetrating of the varnish,
while some element in the bichromate
of soda was converted into stone. The
violin suffered petrifaction, which im-
peded its tone and rendered it useless.
—Harper’s Weekly.

JEWELS MADE OF ROSES.

How the Dainty Petals Are Turned
Into Fragrant Trinkets.

There could scarcely be a lovelier
gift than a string of tiny beads, an
amulet or a trinket to slip among your
kerchiefs and laces to keep them
sweet, made of roses and of the love
and taste and patience that must go

into the fashioning of such a gift.

The making of rose trinkets is an
ancient custom revived, and rosaries
made hundreds of years ago are fra-
grant today.

Gather the rose petals when the
dew is on them and screen them clear
of every foreign substance. Put the
clean, dewy petals through a food
chopper—the finer they are ground the
better—and all the house will smell of
roses. Spread the pulp on a china
platter and set it In the sun for three
days, stirring in a few drops of spring
water now and again to keep it moist.
When the pulp *“‘works” in the sun
and reaches the consistency of a light
foamy dough that can be pressed
smooth without crumbling it is ready
to’ mold.

Before they are quite dry run a good
sized hatpin straight through the mid-
dle of the beads or amulets into &
board and set the board in the sun for
ten days, and they will grow hard and
fragrant. Thread the beads on a
strand of silk, the amulets on fine rib-
bon, and the older ‘they grow the
sweeter they will smell. — Christian
Hersld.

Soch communications as the presi-
dent ought to see are carefully brief—
that is, a slip is pinned at the top of
each letter, and on this is a typewrit-
ten synopsis of its contents, telling who
the writer i8 and what be has to pre-
sent. Frequently the president is suf-
ficiently inferested by the brief to cause
him to read the whole letter. Some-
times the communication is referred to
a cabinet officer, in which case the slip

One of the striking things about the
Bible as a single piece of literature is
the variety of its literary forms, suffi-
cient, indeed. to appeal to the most
widely different tastes. There are ex-
cellent examples of the short story all
through the historical books, such as
the absorbingly interesting account of |

The books of which many of these
short stories form a part constitute a
body of most intimate and fascinating
tribal and national history. Wedged
in between two of the historical books
we find the story of Ruth, a “prose
idyll,” as delightful as any of which
profane Iiterature can boast The
Book of Esther, though not in form a
drama, has a plot of dramatic power,
in which Haman, who is raised to tri-
umpbant satisfaction at the thought
of hanging Mordecai upon the gal-
lows, becomes bimself the victim of
his own vengeance.

At the end stands that wonderful
Apocalypse, which is at once an in-
spiration and a mystery, full of beau-
ty and rich cadences. Interspersed
among all the nparratives are delight-
fully suggestive descriptions, some-
times presenting to us the simple life
of the shepherd, again the luxurious
surroundings of Ahasuerus’ court. Itis
pot strange, therefore, that the Bible
makes a strong intellectual appeal to
lovers of literature and to men of un-
trained tastes.—Edgar F. Shannon in
Sewanee Review.

The applicant must appear in person
at the Dominion ' Land Agency ‘or
Sub-Agency for the District. Entry
by proxy may be made at any agency
on certain conditions, by father,
mother, son, daughte-, brother or
sister of intending  homesteader,

Duties—Six months’ residence up-
on and cultivat'»n of the land ir each
of three years. A homesteader may
live within nine miles of his home-
stead on a farm of at least 80 acres
solely owned and occupied by him by
by his father, mother, son, daughter
brother or sister.

In certain districts a homesteader
in good standing ‘may pre-empt a
quarter-section alongside his home-
stead. Price $3.00 per acre. Duties

Tt is said that there is nothing real-
1y certain in this world except death
and taxes. Ever since the d‘getgf
Zaccheus the lot of the tax col r
has not been a popular or idolized
one, but in every civilized community
some one has to undertake this un-
pleasant task.
