GUNPOWDER.

The source of power in gunpowder lies with
the salipetre. Thie subx | nitrate of
potash, consists of nitric acid snd pptash. Now,
the nitric acid 1s, as it were, an immiense volume
of stmaspheric sir, condensed into a solid, re dy
on demand to assvme ihe air form by the touch of
a spark of fire. W hen sulphur and charcoal are
mixed with nitre (salipetre) l_nd a spark is

light. Gardeners sometimes take ad
of this fact, and obtain long stalks of rhuba:b
early, by placing a barrel with each end
knocked out ever the spreading leaves.
The leaves stretch up towards the light at
the top, and thus they get long and ten-

The Crimea is a peninsula of about 8000 |
squa:e iniles, |osscssing a greater uriﬂy of :
nsiural resources than perhaps any territory of
equal extent in Europe. ‘I'iree sides of it are

acarest to the trees standing at an angle
of fifieen degrees from perpendicular. One
reason why light is so essential to healthy
vegetation, is uvudoubtedly this, viz: the
decomposition of the carbonic acid in the
air, or in other words, the absorption of
caibon from the air, one of the most impor-
tant sources of nourishment to vegetables,
takes place only through the ageacy of
light.—Maine Farmer.

A Seves Year’s SLumser.—The follow-
ing paragraph, which we copy from the
Rochester Union, affurds an illustration of
the wonderful rapidity with which the city
of San Francisco has risen into being, un-
der the stimulus afforded by the dis-
covery in California.
