Seven thousand oases of Sardines slid 
into the Eastern Steamship Company’s 
berth at Lubec, Maine, on the 24th, when 
the floor of the Lubec Sardine Company’s 
warehouse collapsed. The employees had 
left the building for the day when the crash 
came. The accident is attributed to the 
weakening of the warehouse supports by 
the jar of vessels against the wharf,

Hod. Senator Ferguson has contribut­
ed to the press the following letter on 
the tnnnel :

Sir,—I desire to call the attention of 
your readers to tbe leading article In 
the Ottawa Free Press of the 3rd inst., 
dealing with tbe declarations which Mr.

Nobody can fail to discern 
in this article a deliberate attempt to 
etir np, cn the eve of an election, a feel­
ing of hostility in Ontario and Quebec 
against the smallest member of the Con­
federation, in a matter which, owing to 
the solemn bargain entered into at tbe 
time of anion, should be discussed on n 
very high plane.

The frame of mind of the inspirera of 
the Free Press isnot hard to understand.
They realize the fact that no Govern­
ment candidate can be elected in P. E.
Island at the coming elections, and con­
clude that votes may be gained in On­
tario and Quebec by raising a sectional 
ery against the Northumberland tnnnel.
They hops also to secure compensation 
for political losses in the East by appeals 
against Mr. Foster which may bear frnit 
in îforth Toronto.

Let me a»k why should Mr: Foster b« 
singled ont for condemnation because 

has spoken favorably of th P. E.
Island tnnnel. That is no new policy 
for him, or for the Conservative party,
He was a member of Sir John McDon­
ald’s Government which in 1890 assum­
ed the expense and conduct of the sur­
veys begun by tbe Provincial Govern­
ment . The attitude of Sir John towards 
the tunnel is shown by the following 
letter :

Earnscliffe, Ottawa, Feb. 6,1891.
My Dear Howlan, — In response to 

yonr pressing request with respect to tbe 
tunnel across the Straits, I desire to re­
peat that under the present circum­
stances the Cabinet are not in a position 
to deal with that question. If, as I be­
lieve, the country will continue to give 

their confidence, the Ministry will, 
under my guidance, take the matter np 
without delay. I understand that Sir 
Douglas Fox is of the opinion that tbe 
scheme is a feasible one. The chief 
thing still unknown is the cost of con­
struction. I fully appreciate tbe nature 
and extent of the obligations incurred 
by the Dominion to maintain continu­
ous connection between the Island and 
tbe mainland. vVe have tried to carry 
this out by the Stanley, bnt of coarse 
she cannot fight against theeiements. So 
if the cost comes within a reasonable 
amount, such as Parliament feels itself 
, ustified in incurring, I shall be prepared 
to submit the question for their favor, 
able consideration.

The Conservative Government acted 
faithfully in the spirit of Sir John Mac­
donald’s letter. In 1892,1893, 1894 and 
1895 they made many borings i n the I denartmenf* 
Northumberland Straits, and secured I * 
sufficient data to confirm Sir Douglas 
Fox’s conclusions. This was the posi­
tion of the tonne} when Sir Wilfrid as­
sumed power in 1898.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier is also on record 
in regard to tbe tunnel. In February,
1891, be sent the loi owing telegram to 
Sir Louis H. Davies, then M. P.

“I am io favor of the tnnnel, provid­
ing tbe surveyors show tbe scheme is 
reasonable and practicable.”

About the same time be wrote tbe 
following letter (,o the editor of the 
Charlottetown Guardian :

"Dear Sir,—I have your favor of the 
2nd of February last. I hardly would 
have thought that an expression oi 
opinion as to the construction of a 
tunnel between the Island of “Prince 
Edward and the mainland of Canada 
should be required of me. Every man 
who has given attention to the con­
dition of things, and the necessities in­
volved by tbe entering of the Island 
into Confederation must admit that 
such a tnnnel must be constructed if 
the thing is reasonably practicable.
Tbe first requisite is to have an "accnr- 
ate survey and reliable estimates. I 
am only sorry that these were not ob­
tained long ago.

“(Signed) W. LADR1ER.
Sir Wilfrid obtained power in 1896,

Three instantly killed and fourth seri 
ously injured is the appalling record of an 
accident which occurred on the Toronto 
Hamilton and Buffalo Railway, near Min 
eral Springs, the other day, when a freight 
train crashed through a wooden bridge and 
fell a distance of twenty feeb. The dead 
are : Robert McFadyen, engineer ; Syd­
ney Brown, fireman ; and William Ma­
loney, the fireman’s brother-in-law. Th 
locomotive had passed over when there was 
a crash. The wooden structure collapsed 
and the tender and five freight oars went 
down in a heap. The tender turned 
complete somersault and landed square on 
the engine oab, pinning the three unfor­
tunate men in the debris and instantly 
snufftng out their lives.

Berlin, Ont., Sept. 28.—Twenty 
killed and nineteen seriously injured as a 
result of a terrific collision on the Elevated 
Railroad. Nine of the injured are in a 
hopeless condition. Two trains travelling 
in the same direction on different branches, 
Reading to the main road, oame together at 
the switch one of the drivers mistaking the 
signals. Tl*e shook was a tremendous one 
The cars of one of the trains derailed, broke 
through all barriers and fell to tbe street 
below. It was crowded and the occupants 
were all killed or injured, without excep­
tion Some were crushed to death, others 
had limbs torn off and many were terribly 
out by the gl-ise. Both driver and assist­
ant were kil'ed outright. A panic ensued 
among those in the partially wrecked oars 
on tbe elevated structure, and several pas­
sengers a'ighted from care and stumbling 
on the rails were electrocuted. The sixteen 
dead were residents of Berlin.
