perty, It is held as a necessary con 
ditioo of the teaching of virtue and 
morality under the highest snd most 
efficacieus sanction. Because religion 
must reach the people effectively the 
property which serves it must be 
within reach ol the largest number. 
Hence it must be ia a good locality.

How often do we heir that such s 
churob Is obliged to leave a locality 
otherwise most suitable because it 
csonot afford the taxes. This means 
simply that it is penalized for having 
made its woik efficacious, snd is 
driven elsewhere to some outlying 
district where its power for good it 
greatly restricted.

Moreover, everybody knows that 
efficacious religious work lightens the 
burden of the whole çommqnlty. Not 
only do schools conducted by men 
and women who look for no remune­
ration, but only for the bare neces- 
earies of life, relieve the public purse 
of much of the cost of education, but 
they also by training youth in the 
highest morality, conduce greatly to 
the maintenance of public order, and 
to the restriction of crime.

Street Preaching
By Catholics.

Besides this, churches sod schools, 
the former especially, are naturally of 

noble architecture and not the least 
among the ornaments of • city. As 
they are dedicated to God, those who 
administer them make them as beau­
tiful as their means allow. To tax 
them reduces the means and therefore 
detracts from the beauty. It does 
more. The imposers of the tax say 
virtually to the builders : “ The more 
beautiful you make your buildings, 
the more you adorn our city, the 
heavier you shall pay for the benefit 
you confer upon us."

But those considerations are chiefly 
utilitarian ; let ns come to others 
bised upon justice and right.

Everybody admits that the (unction 
of ^government is to safeguard the 
individual's rights and to facilita e 
the exercise of them. Man’s highest 
and 'most sacred duty is to worship 
Goff ; the most venerable and most 
indefeasible of human rights is to be 
unimpeded in that duty. This has 
always been recognized ; it has come 
down to us from out ancestors is a 
precious Inheritsnee.

To tax churches, in which the duty 
ie performed snd the right exercised, 
to Ux school in which children are 
trained in tbeir duty and prepared for 
tbei exercise of their right, is to pen­
alize the individuals, instead ol pro­
tecting them; to impede instead of 
facilitating the exercise of their most 
cherished right.

Some will say that this reasoning 
woqld be conclusive if all the mem­
bers of society were agreed on the 
obligation of worshiping God. or were 
of one mind In wishing to do so ; but 
now that a few do not admit the 
obligation and very many are unwili­
ng to exercise the right of discharging 

ik,flings are changed. This, if pro­
perly understood, instead ofdepriving 
iftie rest of the right to exemption, 
actually confines it. If all were 
Worshiping God, a tax upon that wor­
ship would fall equally on all. It 
would not be a just tax, but at least li 
would not be a penal tax. But more 
;is to be said. To tax the worsh peri 
10f God because others do not worship 
him and pretend thit equal trea ment 
Aemandi this, is to strike at every 
existing right

I earnestly call upon priesta to at­
tempt with me and the few others 
who have begun it this mission of 
street preaching. » * * I hart 
been told that Monsignor Benson, in 
America, said : 1 We shall never, con 
vert England unless we go ont to the 
people in the streets.”*

Father Fletcher and the earnest 
band of priests—alas ! far too small 
io number—who are doing this noble 
and heroic work, are worthy of the 
greatest praise. It is certain that a 
majority—possibly a large majority— 
ol the English people are willing and 
even desirous to hear* the Catholic 
Faith and its prsctices, etc , explained 
In the open air—in the streets and 
squares of our towns, and also in our 
villages. I well remember M 
Moore’s visit to our town a few years 
ago. Bespoke about the Catholic 
Church one Sunday afternoon io the 
Avenue. A large audience, of course, 
mostly non-Oatbolic, soon gathered 
round him and listened to his exposi­
tion and arguments with mirked 
attention and respect, Afterwards a 
Nonconformist ssid to me: “Î was 
thoroughly Interested. I like to hesr 
the Roman Catholic religion explain 
ed in that way.** Although Mr. 
Moore is a layman, Leo XHI be­
stowed a decoration on him (or his 
outdoor expositions of Catholic truth, 
and the present Pope has.given him a 
similar honor.

I will conclude with three queries, 
fi) Why do not Catholics develop 
and extend this open air work far 
more than they do ? (a) Is it right 
that while Noocomformlst and So­
cialist errors are constantly preached 
and taught in most ol the cities, 
towns and villages throughout the 
land, the important and saving truths 
of Our Lord’s One, Holy, Catholic 
Church ate hardly ever heard io our 
streets and in our hamlets ? (3) Can
the Catholics of England have sincere 
and firm hopes 0/ the conversion of 
this country sod also expect 1 full 
blessing from God, If they do not 
give this open air method of pro­
pagating the One True Faith a fair 
trial soon and io a large way ?

Hie appointment will undoubtedly 
help to solve the many difficulties 
met with in dealing with the Bu- 
tbeoiana of Western Canada. The 
great problem hae been to supply 
them with prieets of their own 
.rationality or priests .who speak 
their language and onderetsnd their 
rfte. Most of the immigrants come 
from Galicia add Western Hungary, 
and tew, if any, of their priests have 
come with them. Among the firyt 
to respond to the invitation of the 
Canadian Bishops for priests of the 
Buthenian rite were the Basiliae 
Fathers to whom Arehbishop Ebep— 
tyoki belongs. Several Canadian 
priests have gone ever to the 
Buthenian rile and are now minis­
tering in Rutbenian parishes.

Tbe Rnthenlan Catholics ol Canada 
are strongly attsched to tbe Holy 
Bee ; but their ignorance pf the 
language and ouatoms of the country 
and the conditions under which they 
live plane them at a great disadvan. 
tage and jeopardies their faith. The 
enemies of religion have not been 
slow to take advantage of tbe 
situation and have inaugurated a 
proselytizing campaign. There have 
been |a few defections from the 
ranks of the Churob, but the great 
majority of tbe Baiheniane have 
remained loyal to the faith of tbeir 
forefather! .

The new Bishop understands the 
Rolheoiaa characteristics and sym­
pathises with their aspirations. Be 
is thoroughly conversant with their 
language and history, and will be io 
a position to warn them against the 
dangers by WMoh they are snr- 
ronnded. It ie not known when be 
will come to Western Canada, cor 
has hie place of residence been 
determined. It is reported that 
Saskatoon may be made bis head- 
quarters, and from that point he will 
look after the people scattered
throughout the Canalisa West._

From the view-points of 
attendance, attractions and 
delightful weather, no exhibi 
tion ever held in this Province 
equalled the Provincial Exhi­
bition, 1912, held at Char 
lottetown last week. The ex 
hibits, too, were for the most 
part excellent ; but we doubt 
that in some classes they 
equalled those of some past 
years This, we think, will 
apply to the exhibits both in 
the building and to the stock. 
On the whole, the exhibition 
was a great success, and all 
who attended must have been 
afforded much enjoyment. 
The paid entries on the three 
days, Tuesday, Wednesday 
and Thursday, numbered 13, 
810, almost fourteen thou 
sand. On Tuesday there were 
only 145 ; on Wednesday the 
attendance reached 7,245, and 
on Thursday ,6,430. The 
Grand Stand was taxed to its 
capacity, and many, who de­
sired, could not get seats 
there. About 3,000 occupied 
the Grand Stand on each of 
the two days, Wednesday and 
Thursday.

Apart from the exhibits in 
the buildings and the show of 
live stock, visitors were at­
tracted by the horse-trotting 
and vaudeville performances, 
as in past years. But the 
incomparable attraction was 
the aeroplane. This was 
something new for this Pro­
vince, and doubtless brought 
thousands to the exhibition 
who might not otherwise have 
come, and all felt they were 
amply rewarded by witnessing 
the successful performances of 
this most extraordinary con­
trivance.

The"machine operated wag a 
bi-plane under the direction 
of Captain Baldwin, while a 
young man named Peoli made 
the ascensions. He is but 18 
years of age ; but displayed 
most marvellous nerve, skill 
and coolness in the manipula­
tion of the flying machine. 
He seemed to have perfect 
control of the bi plane and 
navigated the atmosphere 
with ease and precision. The 
weather conditions were ex­
cellent, and he made four 
flights into ethereal regions, 
two on Wednesday and two 
on Thursday. The aviator 
reached his highest flights on 
Thursday afternoon. In the 
first he went up 2,500 feet ; 
but in his second he reached 
a height of 5,000 feet. So 
accurately did he regulate the 
movements of the machine 
that, in each case he landed 
from his flight within a few 
feet of his starting point. 
Not the sHgtitest accident 
happened any of the air trips, 
and the youthful aviator on 
each return to the ground 
weis received with enthusiastic 
cheers. This was an incom­
parable attraction, and the 
citizens who inaugurated and 
financed the movement de­
serve great praise.

On the same day, the same 
wheat sold in Minneapolis for 
92I cents per bushel

No. 3 Northern 
Winnipeg that day 
cents.

The same wheat, differ­
ently named, sold in Minne­
apolis on the same day for 
88£ cents.

Oats that sold in Winnipeg 
for 42^ cents, sold in Minne­
apolis the same day for 30 
cents. A similar difference 
prevailed in the price of 
barley.

Ip a word, wheat sells in 
the American market from 
cents to 10 cents cheaper than 
in the Canadian market. Yet 
there is a duty of 25 cents per 
bqshel on wheat which tries 
to get into America from 
Canada.

Why doesn’t the American 
farmer get the advantage of 
that duty ?

Because we export wheat, 
instead of importing it. An 
import duty does not and can 
not help the price of an article 
of export—unless the pro 
ducers of that exported article 
are in a trust that is strong 
enough to fix prices.

The farmers have never 
formed a trust,

It is now in order for some 
jingo paper over the borderto 
ask for a high tariff on wheat 
to protect the free and manly 
Canadians from the ,f pauper 
product ” of American farms !

The September crop report, 
issued at Washington, esti­
mates a possible yield of 800,- 
000,000 bushels of wheat, 
1,300.000,000 bushels of oats, 
3,000,000,000 bushels of -corn 
and 72,000,000 tons of hay. 
The United States market is 
over supplied. The farmers 
have produced enormously 
greater quantities of grain this 
year and the exports will 
be correspondingly increased. 
According to statiscians of the 
Department of Agriculture, 
150,000,000 bushels of wheat, 
representing that amount 
above the quantity required 
for home necessities, will be 
exported this year.

The Western grain grower 
has brought home to him to 
day in a very striking manner 
the startling, and somewhat 
unwelcome, fact that not only 
are the United States capable 
of supplying their own demand 
for grain, but that they also 
have a very considerable 
quantity for export, which 
surplus would, on the removal 
of the tarifjf, immediately find 
its way into Canada 
John Standard.

Government’s Naval Policy Sample Market Makes Re-
Will Meet With The Ap­
proval 01 Both Parties.

Toronto, Sept. 26.—Imperial 
trade aud Imperial defence and 
their iodiflolnhle relationship, were 
the prime topics of a brief, brilliant 
and forceful address delivered by 
Walter Long, M. P., secretary of 
statu for Ireland in the late Bal- 
foU’ administration, before the 
Empire Ciuh this afternoon. Tbe 
speaker paid tribute to the me­
mory of Sir Richard Cartwright, 
who set a high standard of Cana­
dian life and lived up to it Mr. 
Long then called attention to the 
two statesmen he considered 
above all other outstanding figures 
in the reign of Queen Victoria, 
Lord Heaconsfield, better known 
as Mr. Disraeli, and Sir John A. 
MacDonald. Both men,he suggest­
ed were now realized to have been] 
working for the same Imperial ob­
ject, widely divergent as their] 
paths had appeared at the time.

1'MacDonald laid the foundations 
which enabled Canada to take her 
place among the great Dominions, 
and he prepared, if necessary, to 
meet the enemy in the gate. 
Speaking of Imperial defence Mr. 
Long said he had no fears about 
the part Canada is about to play.
* When your government sees fit 
to make its naval announcement,’ 
he said, ‘ I have no doubt but that 
it will be commendable to all 
parties in the Dominion and that 
it will have its due effect on the 
other nations now waiting and 
watching Defence, you must have 
if you would have great trade. 
The navy must be paramouu', so 
Britain will welcome the co­
operation ofthegreat self govern 
ing dominions. Imperial trade,too, 
is necessary to enable Britain to 
provide herself with food and all 
other necessities.

Ottawa Sept. 27.—Unusual sig­
nificance is attached to the speech 
made by Hon. J. D. Hazen, at the 
banquet of the Canadian Manu­
facturers’ Association.

ing to lines which ply regularly to 
Canada, but by virtually shutting 
the trap steamer. The effect is that 
the volume of oceanic transtorta- 
tion available to the products of 
Canada thus is seriously curtailed.

How long she had stood there she 
could hot have said, when suddenly, 
as[ifJmoved by a power outside of her­
self, she eat down to the desk and 
hurriedly wrote a few words like one 
at dictation ; after, which tbursting 
the paper into an envelope and ad­
dressing the latter she donned her 
walking suit and proceeded to tbe 
nearest subway station.
