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Council Considers
Bitulithic Pavement

/

Machine Telephone Co. 
Write That Their Plant 
Will Be Ready On Time

(Saturday’» Dally)
At the city council meeting last 

night Mayor May opened the proceed­
ings by presenting his report on the 
various pavements he had examined 
’during his visit east.

A letter from the Canadian Ma­
chine Telephone Co. was read in 
which the company stated that they 
would be ready on time with their 
equipment.

The bylaw for the purpose of rais­
ing $60,0000 for the purchase of the. 
agricultural grounds was read and 
prepared for submission to the rate 
payers. The date fixed for the vot­
ing was December 17th ’John Mc­
Lennan was named as returning of­
ficer, and H. J. HUliwill deputy re­
turning officer. ,

The by-law for the purposé of rais­
ing the money for the purchase of a 
site for the incinerator and for the 
construction of the plant was also 
read and prepared for submission at 
at the same time. The cosL of the 
plant is fixed at $40,500, and the de­
bentures will be on the 20 year equal 
annual payment plan. The site sel­
ected is already the property of the 
city, but as it is now in the real es­
tate column of the city’s hooks, $4,500 
was added to the amount named in 
the bylaw, making the total $45,000.

Alderman Smith: asked if this de­
finitely fixed the Kinistino-Clark cor­
ner as he understood that there was 
going to be opposition to that site.

The Mayor answered that it did 
not ; that it merely named the 
amount for the purchase of the site.

The bylaw for the purpose of in­
creasing the number of aldermen to 
10 was laid over at Alderman Gries- 
bàeh’s request as one of his prin­
cipal supporters. Alderman Mays, 
was not present. The other aldermen 
consented.

Mr. McKindrigan, representing the 
Warren Bitulithic Paving Company, 
addressed the counil, • regarding the 
merits of his pavement. He stated

that bitulithic was now six years old. 
In Canada in 1903 they built only 
13,000 yards. This year they built 
150,000 yards. In Chatham they had 
a pretty lively pavement fight. 
There were six classes of pavement 
tried in the first year, three years 
ago. Two years ago there were only 
three classes petitioned for. Last 
year only one class, the bitulithic, 
was petitioned for. The Warrens 
were asphalt men at first, but they 
had now adopted bitulithic altogeth­
er.

In describing the pavement he said 
that in the summer the bitulithic 
pavement was practically noiseless, 
as it softened up with the heat, giv­
ing an easy footing for the horses’ 
feet. They always used the softest 
bitumen they could, without getting 
it too soft,' so that it would bunch up. 
The bitumen was merely for the pur­
pose of a cement, 90 per cent of the 
pavement being solid rock. They be­
lieved that their pavement would 
last 35 years, but none of it had 
ever been long enough down to wear 
out.

Mr. McKindrigan said that as far 
as he could judge, the ground in Ed­
monton was good ground for build­
ing a pavement on and he consider­
ed that a bitulithic base was what 
was needed here

Mr. McPhail, who is with Mr. Mc­
Kindrigan, and who is going to be 
the permanent western manager for 
the Warren people, and who was for­
merly ifi charge as engineer of all 
the pavement and sidewalk work in 
Toronto, spoke briefly on the bitu­
lithic pavement, reading testimonials 
from municipal commissioners in St. 
Louis, Boston, Pawtucket, and a 
many New England cities.

In conclusion, Mr. McKindrigan 
said that if the city iè g ding to pave 
next spring it was important that 
a movement should be made at once, 
no matter what pavement was ad­
opted. He would prefer to. see two 
or three different kinds of pavements 
laid, because he believed it helped 
trade with them to have some other 
pavements to compare with theirs. 
He would like to have the city say as 
soon as possible one way or another, 
as it took six months for them to get 
a plant built, which plant would 
cost $35,000. Furthermore, the ques­
tion of supplies was a very important 
one, and orders would have to be 
placed a long way ahead.

The Mayor suggested that if Mr. 
McKindrigan would stay over until 
Tuesday, the Council would no doubt 
be ready to take definite action.

WANT MUNICIPAL HOSPITAL.

Regina, Sask., Nov. 9—At a meet­
ing of the board of hospital directors 
tonight, it was decided to approach 
the city council with a view to hav­
ing a bylaw presented to the ratepay­
ers authorizing the sum of $100,000 to 
be raised by debentures for the pur­
pose of erecting a fully equipped 
municipal hospital. The directors 
propose to sell the property, which is 
now quite inadequate for the needs of 
the district and make over the pro­
ceeds estimated at $30,000 to the mun­
icipal institution.

A BOMB FOR THE JUDGES.
Kiev, Russia, Nov. 9—A powerful 

bomb was found last night in "the 
town of Warren, the capital of War­
cell of a man named Rudenko, accus­
ed of an attempt to kil^Col. Spirido- 
vich, chief of the secret service po­
lice, whose trial was to begin today. 
The bomb was concealed in the pris­
oner’s mattress and was to have been 
thrown at the judges during the trial. 
Rudenkos’ trial has been transferred 
to a drum head court martial.

STEAMERS SAFE, 
and Smyrna, concerning which there 
was much anxiety, have both turned 
up safely. The Smyrna passed Que 
bec at noon yesterday, and is now 
probably at Montreal. Tonight the 
coal company received a wire from 
the captain of the tug, Douglas H. 
Thomas, which was sent in search of 
the Finn, that the large steamer had 
been anchored in the lee of St. Paul’s 
island for several days and that at 9 
o’clock this morning she had raised 
her anchor and proceeded on her way. 
While the boat was not identified 
positively as the Finn, there is no 
doubt it was the missing stSamer.

Would-Be Burglar
CAUGHT AT RED DEER.

Captured in Alberta Hotel While 
Supposedly Preparing to Rifle 

Slot Machine.

November 9th—A month or so ago 
the Alberta hotel billiard parlors 
were broken into and the Cailles slot 
machine relieved of its plunder.

Ik interviewing Mr. Vicars, manag­
er of the room, at-that time, he ex­
pressed the wish that the burglar 
would call again.

This appears to have been taken in 
earnest, if not by the same man by 
someone else, for on Tuesday morn­
ing indications were found that an 
attempt to gain an entrance to the 
billiard room had been made but the 
thief had been frightened away by 
one of the hotel employees.

Judging that the midnight maraud­
er would return the next night, Mr. 
Vicars and Mr. Walter Price en­
sconced themselves behind the cigar 
counter at the north end of the room 
at closing time, and with revolvers 
in hand prepared for an all night 
vigil. It was a weary wait. The 
sounds in the hotel above gradually 
died away, and it was not until near­
ly half past four that some one was 
heard trying to obtain an entrance 
from the back door leading from the 
furnace room.

An attempt would be made to force 
the, door, then a few shovels full of 
ccal thrown on the firo in order to 
deaden suspicion.

After a few more attempts the noise 
stopped, and Manager Vicars began 
to think his long vigil had been 
in vain. A few minutes later, how­
ever ,a noise was heaid at the west 
window and a minute later an en-, 
trance was effected.

After giving tire burglar time to 
cross the room, .Messrs. Vicars and 
Pries came out of their corner and 
ordered him to throw up his hands. 
This he did, and Vicars telling Price 
to keep him covered, sti6 ted for the 
police. Turning at the door, how­
ever he saw that the burglar was 
gradually approaching Price, who 
not caring to shoot the man, was 
backing up. Ordering him to stop, 
Vicars fired into the wail beside 
him.. With a cry of 'For God’s 
cake, don’t shoot me," the erstwhile 
desperado backed up and sat down 
next the cause of his downfall. 
Chief of Police Roth nie was soon on 
hand to lead him to the cells.

The burglar proved to be one Edgar 
Hull, formerly porter in the Alberta, 
and since engaged at the new C.P.R. 
roundhouse.

The commissioners reported the re­
sult of their negotiations to date with 
the Taylor Company in the form of 
a report. The crux of the thing so 
far,is that the commissioners are 
willing to take over the entire plant 
except the steam shovel, which cost 
$6,000. *

FORT WILLIAM DROWNING 
Fort William, Nov. 8—Word has b-en 

received here of the drowning in the 
English river of Joseph Marcotte, for 
several years a resident of Fort Wil­
liam .

In 
their museums where they have gath­
ered precious relics of Wolfe, on their 
verandahs, where they disclose thalr 
love for the Old Land and the Old Peo­
ple, they reveal ‘to you the qualities 
which are precious Indeed, and which 
enrich the Empire. (I am only now 
thinking of the best of them—a diy, for 
Instance, spent among old cannon, 
humming birds, and gladioli at Mont­
morency Falls not of the Imperial 
bagman wh.ch Is the predominant type 
amongst active Tariff Reform League 
adm.rera In this country.) But these 
men have no policy. At a crisis, such 

: as the South African war was suppos­
ed to be, they rise to the top, they 
control the Mnistry; th ir affect ons 
force the hands of Cab.nets. But in the 
ord.nary work oi the state they are 
all but impotent ; in the inevitable ev- 
o ut’.on o' Canadian Industrial policy 
they are absolutely impotent.

Canada lo a nation. Canada is to de­
velop herself. Canada is to be no in­
dustrial" hanger-on.

In working out what she conceivers 
to be her industrial des.lny, Canada is 
much more conscious that she has the 
United States as a neighbor than that 
she has the United Kingdom as a 
mother.

FEAR OF INDUSTRIAL AMERICA 
Outside Quebec city and Montreal, the 

province of Quebec has no decided in­
dustrial opinions. It is not in the 
whirlpool of competition. It is Its 
own world. But In thî two cities 
named, even Liberal opinion is In fav­
or of a small but effective tarif 
against the United States, Here, one 
comes across the "infant Industry” 
argument. "I am a Free Trader." 
said one of the most Influential mem­
bers oi ths Liberal Reform Club o:
Montreal to me, "but we must impose 
a tariff against the United States goods 
that quite apart from a tariff for re­
venue which we cannot abandon.

In industrial Ontario opinion is very 
much stronger. There lean only call 
tne feeling regarding the United Stater 
the feel.ng regarding the United State! 
as one bordering on fright. The argu­
ment for protection there is not at all 
the infant-industry argument. lit 
used to be that,” said a merchant of 
Toronto to me ; “now it is eimply pro­
tection.” It anyone has the delusion 
that protection can be carried up to a 
point and then dropped, let him study 
the agricultural implement Industry of 
Ontario.

WEST IS FOR FREE TRADE 
At Winnipeg one breathes a more 

bracing fiscal atmosphere. The west 
would take free trade tomorrow. It 
has no interests of ahy importance 
cave those best served by free trace ; 
and at Ottawa the great fiscal cont'st 

* that is now being waged Is between 
the Manulfac.urers Association and the 
farmers. The most Influential .ajtr m 
Winnipeg when I was there, was 
slaughtering with a merciless knowl­
edge of facts and accuracy of econo­
mic reasoning, the protection st argu­
ments of the leading Conservative pa­
per of Toronto. Ths Winnipeg paper 
also pointed out that the agricultural 
west would have nothing to gain by 
Mr. Chamberlain’s proposals- But at 
election times It accepts the inevltatle. 
Theoretically, the Laurier Government 
wh’ch it supports Is free trade ; prac­
tice ly it is protectionist. One aiurt 
wait until the New West settles down 
to see what Its effect upon fiscal pol­
icy is to be. It can only bo In lhe 
direction of free trade ; but its influ­
ence will depend upon ho wfar the 
farmers are prepared to organize th ro­
se,ves.

MANUFACTURERS AND PROTEC- 
. TION

For, let It be remembered that th, 
organization of the manufacturers en­
ables the protectionist feeling of Can­
ada to exaggerate its Importance. The 
Manufacturers’ Association lj organ­
ized for the purpose of bringing pres­
sure to bear upon Ottawa in favor of 
the Interests of its members. It Is one 
oft he most frankly "Class consc ous” 
associations I have ever come aero is.
While it was pulling the wires at Ot­
tawa to get Sir Wilfrid Laurier to in­
crease dutiee against us, It had em s- 
saries In England asking U3 to g.ve 
Canada special preference upon our 
markets. The opposition of the Ontario 
trade unionists to free trade will ren­
der the tree trade resolutions passed 
at the Dominion Trade Union Congress 
Inoperative, but until the farmers ar.d 
the free trade workmen find some 
method of combining the Manufactur­
ers’ Association will continue to exer­
cise its undue influence on Canada’s

. DEAR COUNTRY TO LIVE IN. f

The chief result of this policy Is 
on y too evident. Canada Is rapidly 
becoming the dearest country in the 
world to live In and prices are stead­
ily rising. By-and-bye nobody but 
millionaires will be able to set fco. In 
the Dominion. I have never known 
such pr.oee except In Johannesburg 
Immediately after the war, and I am 
not at all sure that Johannesburg was 
very much worse thah some towns In 
Canada. Workingmen’s wives, as a 
ru e, are reticent in Canada ; but juzt 
get them to talk about their house­
keeping accounts!

Canada, in a sentence, is at present 
pre.ect.onist—mildly protectionist. if 
she changes her policy it will not be 
because of Imperial sentiment but bo- 
cauee free trade will pay her best. 
Imperial sentiment she has, but as 
one of her most trusted Ministers said 
to men, " Don't try to exploit It ; let 
It alone ; It may be capricious.” That 
sentiment, and tha desire of the govern­
ment to p’ay a popular part, gave us 
a preference upon her market, but she 
had, and has, no Intention or allowing 
that preference to thwart In any way 
her own Industrial development.

THE JURY’S VERDICT.
After an exhaustive enquiry lasting 

a day and a half, Apionia Smythe 
coroner's jury last evening brought 
in the following verdict : “That the 
deceased came to her death from 
grasping an electric wire at a point 
where the insulation was defective 
whilst her hand and her boots were 
wet and she was standing on the 
ground. We also find that the trans­
former was in good condition but was 
improperly hung and this may have 
contributed to the death.

"We recomemnd a rigid inspection 
of all electrically lighted buildings 
by a competent man and that only 
standard material be used in con­
struction and also recommend that 
users of electric lights cease bending 
the electric cords over nails.”

The witnesses who gave evidence 
were Mrs. Bennett, Mr. Houghton, Or.
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Archibald, Mr. Bowers, city electric­
ian, Mr. Ohae. Taylor, Edmonton 
electrical engineer, and Mn Kent, 
Toronto, who is installing the electric 
plant here at present.

CHARGE CHANGED 
Bulletin Special. *

Toronto, Nov, 7—There was a sud­
den change in the aspect of the On­
tario Bank investigation this after­
noon and at the present time Charles 
McGill lies in the Central prison with 
tho charge of theft registered against 
his name nstead of the former one of 
preparing false returns. Walter R. 
Chapworth, who prepared the returns 
under the direction of McGill, was 
on thé stand all the afternoon and 
explained some of the transactions 
whereby the bank was relieved of 
funds, and the part which McGill 
took in them. After listening to some 
of the evidence Magistrate Dennison 
formally charged he prisoner with 
stealing $136,094.91, the property of 
the Ontario bank. Bail was refused 
and the prisoner was sent to jail at 
the adjournment of the sitting.

TRAIN HELD UP

Gallup, N.D., Nov. 6—While west­
bound Santa Fe passenger train No. 1 
was standing on the tracks here early 
today three men armed with revolvers 
entered the coaches and forced the 
passengers to hold up their hands. 
They secured several hundred dollars 
iu money and several grips and made 
their escape.

MINERS ON STRIKE
Halifax, jnov. 6—Eight hundred 

miners in the employ of the Intercol­
onial Coal company at their Dium- 
mbond mine.Wcstville, went on strike 
this morning. Only one pump is run- 
nin-g. Trouble arose over the employ­
ment of non-union miners. Manager 
Floyd refused permission for the Pro­
vincial Workmen’s Association to 
make a canvass and to try and enroll 
those who were not members of the 
association,accordingly they went out. 
The present difference is trifling but 
unless concessions are granted trouble 
may result. It is expected that the 
solicitors of the Dominion Iron and 
Steal company, will enter suit against 
the Dominion Coal company for 
breach of contract. Work is still pro­
gressing in every department of the 
steel plant with the exception of the 
blast furnaces and coke ovens. Only 
two hundred are laid off. Sufficient 
raw material is on hand for a con­
siderable time.

TREASURER GONE.
Chicago, Nov. 3.—J. Christian $2- 

kilsan, supreme treasurer of the Dan­
ish Brotherhood of America, is miss­
ing and it is found that $50,000 of 
the order’s funds are gone too. He 
has not been seen since Oct. 20th. It 
is said that practically all of the re­
serve fund is gone, $7,000 of which is 
said to have been lost in the failure of 
the Milwaukee Avenue bank. Mis. 
Eskilsen says she will pay the whole 
shortage.

day, and considerable Interest Is being 
taken in tha irestings by local farm­
ers. Tha attention of ths commission 
was taken up by a report from D. W. 
McCuaig, on behalf of the Portage 
branch of ths Manitoba Grain Grow­
ers” Aesoaiatlon, whs submitted ifnum- 
ber of resolutions prepared at ths 
meeting oi the association eo.no time 
ago. Ths resolutions were as fol­
lows:

REPUBLICANS WIN WITH DE­
CREASED MAJORITY

New York, Nov. 6—Congressional 
returns show that the present Repub­
lican majority of 112 in the House of 
Representatives has been largely re­
duced. Although the Republicans 
will keep control of the house by 
irum 4U to 60 nyjoritÿ, the Democrats 
gained four representatives in Illinois, 
two in New York, and made inroads 
on alitlbst «very stiung Republican 
delegation.

HUGHES WON IN NEW YORK. 
Perhaps the widest general interset

centered in the remarkable fight for 
governor in New York state between 
Charles Ei Hughes, the Republican 
candidate and William Randolph 
Hearst, the regular Democratic and 
Independent - League candidate. The 
latest return» available show that Mr. 
Hughes» while losing nearly all the 
principal cities of the state, was suc­
cessful by about 50,000 plurality. The 
rural districts brought about the Re­
publican victory. In New York city 
the - Tammany hall Independent 
league judiciary ticket was success­
ful, with possibly one exception, over 
the candidates named by the non- 
partisah “judiciary nominees.”

The southern states that held gen­
eral election are conservatively Dem­
ocratic.

In Pennsylvania the early returns 
showed-a lead for Stuart, the regular 
Republican candidate for governor. 
Later te turns show that Emery, the 
Fusion candidate for governor, is 
runnifjg ahead of Stuart in some of 
the up state counties. The fight in 
Pennsylvania was so bitter that it 
Seemed .probable at 12 o’clock that 
the Republicans would lose several 
representatives in congress. Later re­
turns, however, show that Pennsyl­
vania has elected Stuart,’ Republican, 
for governor, over Cushing, tiÿ the 
usual Bèpublican plurality.

Massachusetts has re elected Curtis 
Guild, jr., Republican, as governor, 
over District Attorney Moran, of Bos­
ton, who was the candidate of the 
Democratic party, the Independence 
Leaguamnd the Prohibitionists.

In Chicago ii is estimated that the 
Independent League ticket polled 40,- 
000, bull there was a Republican plur­
ality for the state officers.

If the Democrats can get the bal­
ance of power in tho Rhode Island 
legislature, which is not yet deter- 
minded by the returns, there may be 
a chance to elect a Democratic sen­
ator there.: .

The Illinois legislature is safely 
Republican, and Senator Cullom will 
be returned.v

Michigan Wjént Republican by a hun­
dred thousand. The entire Republi­
can congressional delegation is re­
turned.

Oklahoma and Indian Territory 
went Democratic and the constitution 
of the new state of Oklahoma will be 
made by the Democrats, who will 
elect throe out of the five new repre­
sentatives and probably two senators.

The fight against Senator Baily, 
known as the “trust senator,” in 
Texas, has amounted to nothing and 
he will undoubtedly be returned to 
the setskte.

Sioutg Falls, S.D., Nov. 6—Thirty 
thousand majority for the Republi­
can ticafet is the lowest figure conced­
ed by We Républicains, The ticket is 
governor, Coe A. Crawford ; congress, 
Philo ijoU. Col. W. H. Parker ; lieu­
tenant «governor, H. C. Shober; sec­
retary" pf state, D. D. Wipf; auditor, 
John Hmyes ; treasurer, C. W. Martin ; 
attome#; general, C. J. Harris ; super­
intendent of public instruction, Thos. 
Lyons;1- commissioner of school and 
public jlands, C. I. Laughlin; railway 
commissioner, Bur H. Lion. The leg­
islature is thoroughly Republican, 
which insures the re election of Sen­
ator Gaha hie.

St. Paul, Nov. 6—Governor Johnson 
was re-elected in Minnfesota. With 
the exception of he- and a judge of 
the supreme court all the balance 
elected - aie Republicans.

Chicago^ Nov. 7.—Revised despatches 
at noon today Including returns from 
some very close districts show with 
19 districts missing the Republicans 
have elected 212 members of th sixth 
congress, and the Democrats 155. The 
Democrats made gains In the follow­
ing states : Illinois, Iowa, Missouri, 
Nebrasak, New York, :New Jersey, 
North California, :Ohlo, Wisconsin, 
Maryland,- and Pennsylvania. In Great­
er New .York though Hearst was de­
feated, the Democrats carried their 
whole ticket below the Governor.

STRATHCONA
h < i-terday afternoon lvlmonton’s 

city engineer, R. R. Kee y, and Mr. ' 
Morrison, the electric expert, now here 
in connection with the automatic tele­
phone system, visited Strathcona and 
informally discussed the proposed 
system • at length with Mayor Shep­
pard, of this city.

Mr. Morrison presented a large num­
ber of new points and made clear 
many of the difficulties that had ap­
parently stood in the way with regard 
to better telephonic communication 
between, the two towns.

Thera* a re four solutions of the 
questio* that now -confront the 
Strathdnia authorities

(1) Peeing the present municipal 
system In a metallic circuit with new 
switchboards, and it could then be 
connected with the Edmonton auto­
matic by manual as long distance at 
the central office.

(2> Installing a new system along 
the lines of the present one.

(3) Installing an automatic system 
similar to the Edmonton office with a 
central office and at proportionate 
cost.

(4) Giving a franchise to Edmonton 
and allowing them to extend their sys­
tem to this side, where subscribers 
would get their ’phones at the same 
cost as Edmonton users.

This scheme, it has been asserted, 
would work perfectly and would avoid 
the cost of a second central office.

Tire last proposition was considered 
most favorably by the Strathcona 
council iivhen it came up before them 
Iasi night, i The new system is strict­
ly automatic and private, and one 
instrument out of order does not in­
terfere with the working of the ex­

change, wliicli the company guaran­
tees.

The price to subscribers, Mayor 
Sheppard pointed out, " would be no 
higher than at present and may later 
be lowered. It would undoubtedly 
he a good paying proposition to Ed­
monton, but Strathcona would get 
the benefit of the reduction in rates 
and save expense.

The installing of a similar separ­
ate system would cost Strathcona 
about $30,000. The present system 
will he useless unless it is metallic 
circuited.

The feeling of the board was in 
favor of granting a franchise to Ed­
monton, should that city apply and 
Mayor Sheppard suggested that tho 
question be got in shape and sub­
mitted to the citizens at the coming 
annual meeting.

STRATHCONA COUNCIL.
Though the council were in session 

till eleven o’clock, little business of 
an important nature was transacted ; 
there was considerable interesting 
discussion, however, and much valu­
able information given out. Mayor 
Sheppard occupied the chair, and 
there was a full board present.

After the approval of the minutes, 
etc., a number of bills were passed 
and then communications read ; the 
most important of these were from 
the Carey Manufacturing Company, 
offering an incinerator similar to the 
a light on the Saskatchewan bridge, 
and improvement of approaches, and 
John Walter, asking for water exten­
sion and hydrants near his mill.

With reference to the bridge the 
mayor said the Strathcona approach 
was now better than the opposite one, 
but if wiring and lamp were furnish­
ed by the government the town might 
supply the current. The secretary- 
treasurer was instructed to write the 
resident engineer at Calgary.

B. Brown, Fred Sache and Chae. 
■Nesbitt appeared with reference to 
over-assessment and reductions were 
allowed. '

The solicitor gave as his opinion 
that the collection of a. license fee 
from Taylor & gimcoe was legal ; it 
was ordered that' the fee to Hender­
son Directory agency be returned 
them ; and the health and relief com­
mittee had referred to them the case 
of a poor woman living near the 
bridge with four children and whose 
husband is ill with typhoid : fever in 
the hospital.

The question of cleaning snow from 
the sidewalks was discussed and it 
was agreed that the by-law be en­
forced. Where there were vacant lots 
the city would do the work and charge 
it to the frontage. The mayor in this 
connection condemned the four-foot 
sidewalks, which were a nuisance in 
time of snowstorms.

A communication from the C. & E. 
with reference to their share of the 
proposed sidewalk to the bridge, 
brought out the information that it 
would cost $350 without the excava­
tion.

Councillor Elliott brought up the 
lack of accommodation at the hos­
pital, where the adjoining house used 
by the nurses is entirely inadequate. 
The question was left with the hos­
pital committee with power to act to 
the extent of $750.

Mr. Pierson, of the Alberta Trans­
fer company, asked if a license for 
their two teams, handling coal alone, 
would be collected. The board decid­
ed not to collect. It was agreed to 
procure plates for all licensed drays, 
etc.

The (question of passing a bylaw 
disfranchising those,who had not paid 
their taxes w as' discussed, but it was 
not approved of. A meeting will be 
held next Tuesday for revision of tax 
lists and voters’ lists and the early 
closing bylaw will also come up.

After the consideration of several 
other minor matters the council ad­
journed till next Tuesday evening.

DUCKWORTH’S BODY FOUND.
(Wednesday’s Dally)

What is believed to be the remains 
of the Englishman Duckworth, who 
was lost up the Saskatchewan river 
last June, were found on a sandbar 
at Buck Creek, 70 miles up the river 
from the city and a few miles below 
tvhere Duckworth and his partner 
were working at the time they disap­
peared. The remains had been badly 
decomposed by water and partly de­
voured by some wild animals, the 
clothing being the only means of 
identification. Uuckworth and his 
partner tvere building survey mounds 
for A. Driscoll when (hey disappear­
ed, and it was always supposed that 
they were drowned while trying to raft 
across the river.

Opposition friends to disclose the 
, fact that they do not usually request 

Liberals to resign when they have a 
reasonably good fighting chance of 
unseating them by process of law; 
As against • the member who is un­
seated because of corrupt practices 
by his supporters, the member- who 
voluntarily resigns when such prac­
tices are revealed has the advantage 
of the prestige gained by a supposed 
protest against immoral practices. 
That this fact ia understood by 
both Liberals and Conservatives 
scarcely needs assertion, and it is 
because they recognise the political 

■ value of this prestige that the Con­
servative press would sooner see a 
Liberal member unseated by the 
ctnyts than see him resign as a pro 
tost against dishonest methods used 
to elect him, even though employed 
without his knowledge and against 
his declared wishes. If therefore the 
opponents of Mr. Hyman had any 
good reason to suppose they would 

lbs able to unseat him by law they 
would not be imploring him to vol­
untarily vacate the seat.

On the other hand, the fact that 
Mr. Hyman has declined to avail 
himself of the political advantage of 

! voluntary resignation is the" best 
circumstantial evidence that he 
has ’ nothing to fear personally from 
the findings of the courts. Otherwise 
the Minister of Public Works must 
be a man singularly bereft of ordin­
ary -foresight. For, assuming as hie 
ojippnents aver with little enough 
reason bût with a plenitude of vigor, 
that there is à possibility of the in­
vestigation revealing a connection 
between the corrupt practices of his 
followers and Mr. Hyman himself,, 
it would surely be a course of more 
thah ordinary stupidity for Mr. Hy­
man to retain his seat while the in­
vestigation proceeded.

No matter how naturally fearless you 
may be as the hour of your first bal­
loon ascension draws near you give 
the matter thought. There .over­
weighted to the ground by means of 
sandbags hung about the outside of 
the car rears a house-hgh sphere, dis­
tended tight as a drum head, gently 
swaying back and forth like a heav­
ing, breathing monster Impatient to 
whisk you skyward a ml.e or more, 
clear out of sight. Involuntarily you 
gaze upwards at the fleecy clouds 
They, too, are a mile or more straight 
clouds hanging In the blue heavens, 
up—a reflection that never bothered 
you before. It strikes you then what 
an awful distance Is ami le on end. The 
hour for ascension Is almost Invari­
ably late afternoon, and you wonder 
whyt he aeronaught prefers to sail 
nights and what It Is going to be like 
—Once those fleecy clouds have melt­
ed Into darkness and you have drift­
ed through space scraping heaven itself 
and hovering like a good or an evil 
spirit above this sleeping world.

TERRIFYING SMALLNESS OF THE 

BASKET YOU SIT IN 
But what strikes you most as whol­

ly inadequate and absolutely small Is 
the little car or basket your pilot ex­
pects you to get Into. The sides of 
the basket extend between your thighs 
and your walste line, depending upon 
your own height. Instead of being 
round as of old and thus permitting 
you to be rolled as If In a barrel 
In case your balloon runs away with 
you upon landing during a high wind, 
the car Is rectangular, almost square. 
Insuring that when dragged It slide® 
over the ground on a side. A three 
man car, weighing 400 pounds, consist­
ing of tnch-and-a-half thick wicker and 
-carrying 260 pounds of ballast besides 
anehor ropes, etc., seems to you sccr- 
cety bigger than a large sized wash 
basket and measures a puny 31-4 by 
f feet. A five man car weighing 90# 
pounds Intended to be attached to a 
balloon 41 feet In diameter containing 
about 35,000 cubic feet of gas measures 
only 8 1-2 by 4 1-2 feet ; a car Intended 
to carry as many as ten passengers 
measures only 61-2 by 6 feet.

No matter how large or how small 
the car, It Is a model for storing the 
greatest number of things within the 
smallest conceivable space. The bal­
last consisting of sifted sand, bangs on 
the edle and outside the car in bags 
weighing from 20 to 4 Opounds, and in 
this manner, also.

HOW It SEEMS—WHEN THE

You follow your pilot into the car 
One by one the extra bags are thrown 
off, their places being taken by men 
temporarily bearing their weight on 
the edge of the basket until all 
is ready.

"Let go, everybody !’■ shouts your pi­
lot, and as the human weight is re­
leased the first of a series of strange 
phenomena strikes you. For it is not 
as If you were moving upwards or 
leaving the earth. It seems as if the 
earth were leaving you. Your balloon 
seems to you to be standing perfectly 
still as If suspended by an invlsabie 
hand while the earth recedes back, 
back, at the starting rate. You look 
over the top of your basket at the peo­
ple with whom but an Instant before 
you were rubbing elbows and you gaze 
Into a multitude of upturned faces 
cheering themselves blue and at a for­
est of arms waving hats and flags and 
handkerchiefs. Even as you gaze the 
faces blur and fade .while while the de­
creasing noise "of the cheers gives you 
an idea of the rate at which you are 
travelling away and not the earth. You 
do not leelt he least sensation of up- 
while in the elevator of a hotel office

HOW TRE WORLD APPEARS- 
WHEN SEEN FROM ON HIGH

As you lo okover thf edgg of the 
.basket one of your " first surprises Is 
that y ou do not become dizzy as you 
do when peeping over the edge of a 
skyscraper roof down Into the street. 
As a matter of fact no one la ever 
affected by dizziness no matter how 
susceptible he may be to dizziness 
when viewing from stationary ultitud- 
es. Yqur own pilot, veteran of a hun­
dred ascents, may perhaps not trust/ 
himself to gaze Into the street from 
an ordinary sized three-storey house ; 
yet, Jot some mysterious reason tne 
view of a thousand or more feet from 
a balloon never affects him. Down 
upon the weathercock of the church 
whose height used to fill you with awe 
you gaze as unconcerned as if you 
were looking from an upper box to 

vthe stage of the threetre.
As a matter of fact, below you Is a 

gigantic stage setting so vast, so beau­
tiful and so strange that its contem­
plation drowns all sense of fear. The 
earth which formerly seemed flat to 
you, now has the aspect of a gigantic 
bowl above the deepest part of which 
you are hovering like the bird of prey 
whose realm you are Invading.

So deli­
cately poised is your balloon once It 
has -struck its balance thit you can 
push it up or pull it down from 300 
100 feet with strength equal to that 
of your little finger. When a mere 
c.oud passes betwesn you and the sun 
causing Instant contraction of the gas 
in the balloon, the envelope becomes 
baggy arid flaccid at once and you be­
gin to fall, sometimes at the rate of 
a thousand feet a minute, although 
you have no warning of this other than 
the statoscope, and no sensation except 
the thrill as you see the alarming ra- 
P.dlty with whicn uiu earth comet near­
er you. Three or four scoapfulls of

Like mountains and avalanches of 
snow they rear above you as If to top­
ple upon you and crush you. As you 
enter the clouds you find that they are 
as sensible to touch as they are to 
sight. As the top of the baloon enters 
the grey mist, eome.lmes so dense that 
you cannot see the man within two feet 
in front of you-llghtly, It a spider's 
web were drawn across your head and 
face and hands, you are enveloped in a 
i;og tha( is either hot and muggy and 
murky or cooi and refreshing.

If the British Parliament choques to 
force matters, it can do so of course ;

The least the American authorities

BARBARISM IN MOROCCO
Tangier, Nov. 3.—Morocco is almost 

the only remaining country where civi­
lization has not at ' last partially tri­
umphed over barbarism. There "even 
(he games and sports are as wild- and 
wierd a nd savage as in the dawn of 
history. The man, his horse and his 
weapon and after that maybe the wom­
an and the family. Exhibitions of the 
personal prowess of horsemen, and 
their skill with weapons while their 
steeds are in the most violent action 
drive the populace made with exci-e- 
ment, and amid such scenes, wo.her, 
and even men are so carried away by 
their emotions that they hasten to 
throw themselves under the feet of the 
spur-mad horses.

Authority is usurped, according to a 
recent correspondent by any mounted 
brigand who has personality enough Lo 
become a leader oi a band, Ihise 
mounted parties with their long rifles, 
slung over the shoulder, ride into tne 
markets and public places and mixoun- 
noticed with the people, and every 
petty chieftain is a law unto himself. 
Obedience to orders, even on ths pare 
of the so-called regular ttroops, is very 
slight: Only the other day 200 men
were marched irito the Loteriprjo, qutll 
a disturbance—ithey are seen "in’ one 
view filing through the square—and on 
the third day they had all dribbled 
back in twos and threes, leaving only 
six men to arrive at the original des­
tination. It is said that each man 
availed himself of the shallowest pre­
text to fire off his rifle, and having 
done so considered ha had efficiently 
fulfilled his duty to ffi? country and 
quietly returned home. . , " .

As recently as September 11 at Casa 
Blanca, an Important city on the wes­
tern sea board, a French armorer was 
set upon In his own shop in broad day­
light and he and his assistants nearly 
murdered by fanatical magician's, and 
strangely enough the aggressors weie 
said to be the recipient» of consider­
able favors from the .Sultan himself. 
Such entire ignoring of law and ordër 
on the part of those in no particular 
social position, naturally gives rise to 
extended and more important breaches 
on the part of those in higher auth­
ority. Thus we find the governor of 
the province, Kaid Anfloos, taking the 
law Into his own-, hands, and without 
right or title of Interference, riding in­
property to sell at his faym, 8 
to Mogador at the head of" 300 of his 
finest horsemen, :and entirely supersed­
ing the authority of the town kaid; and 
if reports speak truly, indulging in 
massacres of inoffensive citizens.

On the day of Kaid Anflcos’ entrance 
into Mogador, Sept! 5, an exhibition- of 
hs authority and persbnal prowes ; was 
given in the running,; ground. The dis­
play is known as "a powder play," 
and was one of the "finest of Its kind 
ever seen. Thé' whttie of his splendid 
following of georgeously arrayed and 
magnificently mounted horsemen took 
part. The frantic pace of the entire 
cavalcade, pulling up short at a given 
spot, all throwing their long silver- 
mounted rifles high into ths air, firing 
them, and catching them will never be 
forgotten by those who saw It.

This proceeding was varied by dar­
ing acts of horsemanship, performed by 
indlvuduals, the kaid himself being 
in no way behind his followers in,'fear­
lessness and skill. As ths excitement 
lessness and skill. As ths excitement 
increased ths frenzied enthusiasm of 
the tens of thousands of white-robed 
spectators almost burst all boubds; in 
several cases they threw themselvas 
deliberately beneath 'the horses" hoofs, 
to be trampled to death. "A striking 
feature was the part In the - proceedings 
taken by tthe women,, who, clad in 
the.r white draperies, with only the 
eyes visible, grouped ihemsslves in im­
mense numbers around the well or- ba­
sin, which occupies the centre of one 
side of the great square. Here - they 
kept up a continuous call .known as 
the "joy cry” the best explanation of 
the sound of which is that of a kind 
of high treble Continuous Maori 
“cooee.”

This is intended to convey their in­
tense satisfaction with the entire pro­
ceedings. The beating of tom-toms, 
ths weird dirge played by the flutes— 
the so"e music with .which the whole 
spectacle was accompanied,—tha noiss 
of the charging horses, the numerous 
bonfires, and the shouts of the riders

Winnipeg, Nov. 8—The Rt. Rev. W\ 
D. Reeve, bishop of Mackenzie" river, 
was in the city yesterday, on the way 
back from London ,Out, where he at­
tended the annual meeting of the ex­
ecutive committee of the general 
synod of the Church of England.

During the paat< summer Bishop 
Reeve, who is widely known through­
out the church, as the veteran mis­
sionary bishop of the Anglican com­
munion, made a most extensive jour­
ney through the great North-west, 
travelling by steamer, canoe and on 
toot, a distance of over 5,000 miles. 
The long journeys by steamer were 
somewhat pleasantly and easily made 
arid ‘tilt!; wide territory of the north 
was quickly passed through. The 
canoe trips on the contrary and the 
tedious portages, involved constant 
anj long continued exertions and the 
progress made was slow.

“We left Athabasca Landing,” said 
the bishop to the representative of the 
Free Press, “early in the month of 
May. Before leaving the Landing, I 
had ordained Rev. H. C. Winch, who 
accompanied me on my journey as far 
as Fort Norman, where he is now lo­
cated.
. “From Athabasca Landing we went 
by the Athabasca river and the Lesser 
Slave river to Lesser Slave lake. 
From the lake we made a portage of- 
80 miles to the Peace river.

"On this journey, in the diocese of 
Athabasca, I visited the missions at 
Lesser Stave lake, White fish, Peace 
RiVer Crossing, Vermilion, and at 
Chippewyan. At the latter point I 
ordained Mr. Roberts to the diacon- 
ate. To reach the diocese of Mac­
kenzie river, I was compelled to trave1 
400 miles by canoe. In this diocese, 
which is properly my own, I visited 
the missions of Hay river, Providence, 
Fort Simpson, Wrigley, Norman and 
Fort McPherson. At the latter point 
I had the privilege of confirming be­
tween thirty and forty natives and 
at Fort Simpson I confirmed about 
a dozen additional. In all I admin­
istered the Lord’s Supper to about 100 
Indians. Those at Fort McPherson 
md at Fort, Simpson both belong to 
the Tene family but speak a some­
what different dialect. All the na­
tives visited appeared to be in good 
health and are I think increasing in 
number, rather than otherwise.

“At Vermilion, on the Peace river, 
I ate bread made from flour grown 
and ground a,t that point. 700 miles- 
from the-railway. Wheat is grown 
at Vermilion every year and has been 
grown there for many years. There 
is no doubt that wheat can be grown 
in a considerable portion of this 
northern country. The summer frost* 
prevail to a considerable extent, but 
it is anticipated that these frosts may 
cease as the country becomes settled, 
just as they have in the province of 
Manitoba. The altitude of the coun­
try is considerable, it is true, but it 
Is not believed to be so great as to 
prevent the successful growing of 
grain. The banks of the Peace river 
in its upper stretches are very high, 
from 700 to 1,000 feet. At Vermilion 
the height of the bank is not as great, 
the greatest height being from 75 to 
100 feet There is a atrip of land 
along the water’s edge on the Peace 
river where the summer frosts are not 
felt, but this strip is inconsiderable in 
extent. Our missions along the river 
are intended for the Indians, but 
there are some white settlers and our 
misisonaries visit these settlers and 
conduct services where it may be pos­
sible.

"There is a considerable portion of 
the north whieh I would have visited 
if time had permitted. If I had at­
tempted, however, to go to all the 
points which I desired to see, I would 
have been travelling steadily to the 
first of the ypar and it was essential 
that I should comt out. Among, sta­
tions that I desired to visit but coyld 
not were Spirit River, Dunvegan, St' 
Johns, Herschell Island, etc. Our 
mission at Wapuskow I expect to vis*t 
in January, travel to this station be­
ing easier in the winter season than 
in the summer. To reach Wapuskow 
we drive 200 miles, using horses -for 
the journey and carrying food. for 
ourselves and- the horses with/ùs. ’

"Travel through the northern coun­
try is pot as-difflcalt as-it Was. The

GUELPH RADIAL RAI1WAV
The question of the municipaliza­

tion of the strpet railway is one of 
absorbing interest with the citizens of 
Edmonton at the present time.

Yesterday- the bulletin interviewed 
Mr. P. E. Butchart, who spent the 
summer in Ontario, and visited < his 
old home in the city of Guelph. Der­
ing his visit there Mr. Butchart gave 
a careful study to tire operation of 
the Guelph Radial railway. Guelph 
is * city of the same area and popu­
lation as the city of Edmonton, and 
what is feasible in Guelph Mr. But­
chart thinks is equally so in Edmon­
ton.

Mr. Butchart found that the rail­
way had been in operation for a num­
ber of years under private ownership 
and control. It was also found that 
there was continual friction with re­
gard to the streets. It was .partly 
with the aim of regaining these that 
the City Council entered into nego 
tintions for the municipalization of 
the System, which was done for a 
valuation in 1903.

The result has been a marvellous 
development and change in the inter­
ests of the ratepayers, both in the 
rate and the efficiency of the service. 
A civic pride has been created a 
deeper interest in municipal adminis 
tration has been engendered, and the 
street railway popularized.

The city operates six and a half 
miles of track, with a plant where 
the power is produced solely for the 
operation of the railway. Yet it has 
been so successful that after paying 
all running expenses and charges on 
capital account, during the present 
year, there is a net profit Of 7 per 
cent on a capital investment of 
$106,030. This is done practically at 
a 4c rate per fare, and the council 
are giving the people of Guelph a 3c 
late to those who desire it. The rates 
are eight limited tickets for 25c; six 
tickets for 25c, or 100 tickets for $3, 
the latter two being unlimited. The 
ordinary fare is five cents.

The success of this scheme has fav­
orably disposed the citizens to fur­
ther municipalization of public utili­
ties, and they now control the electric 
lighting and gas plant.

Mr. Butchart considers the street 
railway a natural, monopoly, that is, 
it is such a public utility so expen­
sive and of necessity operated in 
the public streets that no competition 
is possible. <-

We here append the financial state- 
nient of the Guelph Radial Railway 
Company for the last year, submit­
ted by the manager to the directors, 
which tells the story of its success :

Our total 
mileage for a year is 18.1964.

Our park consists of 18 acres, about 
two miles from the post office. We 
run a 20 minute schedule the year 
round, and in summer a five and ten 
minute schedule to park and O. A. 
college.

We run from 4 to 7 cars daily, and 
during June 13 cars. We have 24 em­
ployees with a few extra during the 
busy season.

Regarding the operating expenses 
you will get that from the statement 
You will notice that our total gain 
for the year was $8,340.00, which is 
almost 8 per cent, on capital invest­
ment. Attached to the statement you

Two young men, however, had 
seen the struggles of the steamer to 
get around the island, and presently 
they came running through the trees.

From these I learned through Phil­
ippe, who interpreted, that a party of 
half breeds were making hay about 
seven miles away, and that one of 
them was going west in a wagon 
next morning. So I engaged them 
to pack my belongings to the hay 
camp.

Sirs,—Wo, your committee, to Inves­
tigate and report upon the charges 
madeagianst the city engineer and oth­
er officials by Meeers. Taylor and 
Bouchier, beg leave to report as fol­
lows- «

1ST CHARGE. It did not appear to 
be contradcted that an amount of ce­
ment to ths extent of 1.78 sacks per 
running foot In access to the amount 
whch Messrs. Taylor and ouBchier had 
provided for had been uc«d: The engin­
eer’s contention that this was a mat­
ter wh ch did not concern the city ap­

2ND CHARGE—Ths sams remarks re

3RD CHARGE—With regard to that 
part of th s charge which deals with 
ths p'ac’.ng o! grade stakes on Fitch 
street. It would appear to us that It 
ehon’d be the policy of the city offie- 
ticiale to keep the onus of wrong do­
ing upon the contractors by speedily 
ecc d ng to all reasonable reques a ’r:m 
the contractors and by more than 
meeting them halt way. It dees not ap­
pear that the grads stake; were asked 
for at any particular time, or that they 
were promised for any particular time, 
but ws Ihnk that th y should have be n 
p'aced as soon as it was known that 
the contractors proposed to go to 
work on Fifth street, but we are fur­
ther of the opinion that the actual tie 
lay at Ih’.s point was occasioned by the 
fact that the steam shovel refused to 
work In the c'ay to be found on this 
street.

Wm. Cranston, manager of the Ros- 
cian Opera company, who is at the 
Alberta, is a great believer in the last 
west as a show country.

In all that jump, Grand Forks and 
minot, in North Dakota, are the only 
places that a. company could break 
even in at ail, and it is a one-night 
stand for a small show at the very 
best. The Santa Fe and those roads 
are too far south; they start you 
across from the wrong end of the 
country and land you in the wrong 
end when you reach the coast. Well 
that makes <4t that the Northern Pa­
cific is the only route from east to 
west and it is literally crowded both 
ways from the commencement of the 
season to its' close, as a result of 
which Helena, Butte, and those towns 
have more shows than they can pay 
for.

“Well, when I undertook to bring 
a company into this country, which 
was to them a terra incognito," the 
other managers immediately com­
menced to see where a new route 
across the plains might he opened 
up and they were interested at once. 
You know if we had a good house in ! 
Brandon, Regina, Moose Jaw, Cal­
gary and Edmonton a company might 
get right into the coast circuit with­
out losing a night going out either by , 
way of Great Falls, Montana, or- by 
Nelson and Spokane.

“For this reason the present tour 
of the Roscians is being watched with 
greater interest than the progress of 
any other company that ever came 
west.

“At the same time you will have 
noticed that Willis, of Calgary, has 
called a meeting of managers to form 
a managers' association for the pur­
pose of booking.

Synopsis of Canadian North- 
West.

Homestead Regulations

Any even numbered section of Do­
minion Lands In Manitoba or the North- 
West Province^, excepting 8 and 26, not 
reserved, may be homesteaded by any 
person, the sole head of a family, or 
male over 18 years of age to the ex­
tent of one quarter section, of 160 acres, 
more or less.

Application for homestead enti^ or in­
spection must be made in person ba­
the applicant at the office of the local 
Agent or Sub-Agent.

An application for entry or Inspec­
tion male personally at any Sub-Agent’s 
efiise may be wired to the local Agent 
by the Sub-Agent, at the expense of 
the applicant, and If the land applied 
such application Is to have priority and 
the land will be held until the necos- 
sary papers to complete the transaction 
are received by mail.

In case of "personation" the entry 
will be summarily cancelled and the 
applicant forfeit all priority of claim.

An applicant for Inspection must be 
ellg.ble tor homestead entry, and only 
one application for inspection will be 
received from an Individual until that 
application has been disposed of.

A homesteader whose entry Is in go:d 
standing, and not liable to cancelation, 
may, subject to the approval of Depart­
ment, relinquish it in favor of father, 
mother, son, daughter, brother or sister, 
it eligible, but to no one e-sc, on filing 
declaration of abandonment.

Where an entry is summarily can­
celled. or voluntarily abandoned, sub­
sequent to Institution of cancellation 
proceedings, the applicant tor inepe-t.on 
will be entitled xo prior righto of en­
try.

Applicants fer Inspection must state 
in wnat particulars the homestsacer is 
In derault, and If subsequently the 
statement is found to be mcorrev-t in 
material particulars, the app.leant will 
lose any prior right of re-entry, should 
tne lanu uecome vacant, or it entry has 
been granted it may be summarily can- 
celleo.
