Recently, however, l have 
turned the mutter over In my mind 
and come to the conclusion that there 
is no reason why anyone should think 
my opinion has anything to do with 
the policy of the paper, and hence my 
reason for any editor, no matter how 
differently he feels, to object to this 
expression of my humble opinion.

So here goes with ray answer—
With all my heart I believe in wo­

man suffrage, not-only as a thing that 
ought to be hut also as a thing that 
soon will be.

Now some people say that they want 
woman suffrage because they know 
that women will improve conditions. 
I do not. I hope they will, and I feel 
sure they will not make conditions 
worse. But I don't see that a prob­
able improvement needs to be proven. 
When, in the history of the world, any 
class of men have tried to get the 
vote, it has not said that it would 
govern the country better. It has 
simply claimed that it had an inalien­
able RIGHT to share in the govern­
ment and has protested against taxa­
tion without representation.

Now please do not tellNne that a 
woman is represented by her husband 
or father. Why should she be content 
with that any more than a grown man 
would be content to be represented by 
his father or his brother. Criminals, 
paupers, feeble minded and women 
are refused the right to vote. I dan 
see good reason for refusing the vote 
to the firs^t three classes, but none for 
denying it to an Intelligent woman.

Some of the anil-suffragists who do 
not quite care to claim that women 
are an inferior race, put It this way- 
"Yee, I admit that men and women are 
equal, but they are different.'■’ Sure­
ly my friends. I freely admit that. But 
1 cannot, for my life, see why the dif­
ference Is one that affects the matter 
of voting, any more than It affects 
woman's ability to loam to read, for 
Instance. Though, come to think of 

j it, not so very long ago there were 
I people who argued that a woman's 
brain was so peculiarly constructed 
that It wasn't even capable of that.

The only possible argument against 
woman suffrage that 1 can see is that 
it never has been and therefore never 
should be. Once upon a time there 
was a minister who preached against 
women wearing gay colors. Said this 
wise person, "if the Lord had meant 
you to wear pink and blue and crim­
son He would have made pink and 
blue and crimson sheep.”

When I hear anyone arguing, that 
if it were best that women should 
vote they would have always voted, 
and that because they don’t vote now. 
they never should, I think of that 
minister.

We laugh at such things as that to­
day. To-morrow my friend—and not 
such a distant to-morrow either- 
you'll be wondering why anyone ever 
through the question of sex had any­
thing to do with the right to vote.

Heavy Loss of Life 

in Railroad Disasters,
Eleven Versons Were Killed and Mort' 

Titan Half a Hundred Injured in 
Two Train Wrecks in the States.
SHAWANA, Wis., Sept. 2—Seven 

persons, including nearly the entire 
train crew, were killed and twenty 
injured when a sleeping car train of 
the Chicago and North Western Rail­
road was ditched in a washout caused 
by a cloud burst five miles south of 
.bis city.

CAMP DOUGLAS, Wis.. Sept. 2.— 
Four persons were killed in the 
wreck of a passenger train—No. 10- 
>n the Chicago, St. Paul. Minneapolis 
and Omaha Railroad, which plunged 
into the Lemon weir River near Camp 
Douglas, to-day. owing to the washing 
away of a bridge. Twenty-six per­
sons were injured, six of them ser­
iously.

Every car including the sleepers 
vith passengers still in their berths, 
vere hurled into the stream, whose 
vaters. augumented by the cloud 
turst of last night, had made it a lov­
ent. Panic stricken occupants of the 

keeping cars struggled through brok- 
ju windows to escape. The smoking 
car was carried down stream, but all 
ts occupants escaped.

The train had passed safely over 
'he bridge a short time before but 
.vas flagged at a tunnel because a 
washout further on had made the 
track impassible, and was ordered 
rack to Camp Douglas so that the 
tassengers might breakfast. Mean­
while the Lemonweir, flooded by a 
eloud burst several miles up the val­
ley, had torn away the bridge, and. 
unwarned, the engineer could not stop 
Ills train to save it from plunging into 
the river.

Relief trains, bearing doctors and 
nurses were stilt out from several 
nearby "towns. Many of the injured 
are women and children, and railroad 
men regard It as wonderful that so 
few lives were lost considering the 
crowd on the train.

Some of Morris’s 
Inconsistencies.

According to the reports in the 
Daily News. Sir Edward Morris was 
at Woods' Island and Bonne Bay on 
Tuesday and Wednesday of this week. 
The report of his reception being cor­
dial at these places may with confid­
ence be discounted.

Outside the official galvanisera and 
party rooters, it is highly improbable 
that the people at large would show 
any cordiality towards him, and more­
over we know that similar reports 
of his reception in the district of Bur­
ge o and Be Poile and at points of call 
on his return by the S. S. Glencoe 
along the south coast were imaginary 
for the most part and exaggerated for 
the rest. The attack on the policy of 
the late administration in regard to | 
Americans is only what might have j 
been expected of the leader of the j 
Tories who was responsible for the I 
campaigns of 1908 and 1909.

For over seven years Sir Edward 
Morris was a member of the Bond Ad­
ministration. From the spring of 
1900 to the middle of the summer 
of 1907. he took part in all the acts 
of that administration. He was a 
member of the Executive Council and 
as such planned and deliberated upon 
and was a party to all the legislation 
which that Government introduced In 
the House. He spo.ke in favour of the 
legislation, voted for it, and defended 
it when it was attacked, yet be was 
a party to all the attacks made on the 
legislation and administration after 
he severed his connection with the 
Liberal Party. He was a party to the 
Foreign Fishing Vessels legislation of 
1905 and 1906, and he was a party to 
the Modus Vivendi fight, yet he is now I 
attacking his own acts in order, if j 
possible, to score a point locally off 
Sir Robert Bond. As John Alexander 
Robinson said in the Banner of Pro­
gress in 1904, when he was attacking 
hil present leader, Sir Edward Morris, 
there is a great gulf fixed between 
the partisan politician and the states­
man. Sir Edward is a partisan poli­
tician of the most pronounced type

and he is ready at ail times to return 
like a dog to his own vomit. He 
is consistent in being steadily and 
constantly inconsistent.

On March Uth, 190.1, in regard to 
what has been dubbed “The Secret 
l-etter." he declared the letter “had 
nothing to do with creating" any 
liability. “The letter so much 
spoken of had no influence whatever 
upon the arbitrators." “There was 
nothing concealed from the people 
of this Colony in the Legislature." 
Mr. C. H. Emerson in the same debate 
said “There was no such thing as a 
secret letter." Yet at the time of the 
elections of 1908 and 1909, Sir Edward 
Morris circulated a pamphlet which 
contained this paragraph, advocating 
that Bond should be defeated,

"Because of the notorious Secret 
letter which Bond suppressed when 
he was bringing the 1901 Contract be­
fore the Legislature and the existence 
of which he denied when questions re­
specting it were asked in both Houses. 
This secret letter cost the Colony a 
million and a quarter dollars, which 
we need never have paid Reid had it 
not been in existence."

Sir Edward declared in the House 
of Assembly that “the short line route 
would be the firat real attempt to pro­
vide a rapid means of communication, 
between this country and the old 
world.” He talked of 100,000 quintals 
of fish being sent away in cold stor­
age by means of it.

After he left the Liberal Party he 
attacked the scheme and threw ridi­
cule on it.

In the same speech, he spoke of the 
effect of carrying out the scheme on 
the Bay of Islands herring fishery. 
He said: "Supposing we had a system 
there capable of handling the whole 
of that herring fishery. And suppos­
ing these magifleent fish could be sent 
fresh into the American and Canadian 
markets, it required very little argu­
ment from him to point out the value 
of such a system to the fishermen of 
that district.’

In spite of this, however, he has 
been doing nothing since then but 
throwing cold water on the scheme of 
the Short Line to connect up Bay of 
islands and Bonne Bay with the 
American continent to give a better 
chance for these herring fishermen to 
dispose of their catch.

Sir Edward Morris talks of promot­
ing Agriculture on the West Coast. 
Yet the chief thing he has done in re­
gard to the West Coast has been to 
waste the Agricultural money in pro­
viding $1,800-a year for the member 
for St. George’s and to pay him the 
expenses he has incurred in travelling 
around.

He talks of Bond declaring war on 
the Americans on the West Coast, yet 
be himself was a party to what was 
done. As Attorney General he was 
in charge of the prosecution of the 
two fishermen under the Bait Act. 
which was instituted to carry out the 
policy and he made a long speech on 
the Modus Vivendi in defence of the 
policy of the Government.

Turning now to more'recent incon­
sistencies, we may mention three of 
them :

First—there is his declaration that 
the Branch Railways were to be paid, 
out of the first losn -of £800 000 st6T- 
ling and bis flotation of a second loan 
of £400,000 for the same purpose.

Second—there is his statement that 
he had never an interest In any tim­
ber limits, In spite of the fact that

there is a record showing his posses­
sion of $40,000 in a company owning 
such limits.

Third-—there is his promise to re­
lieve the country of heavy taxation by 
placing the prime necessaries of lift 
on the free list,'and the fact that his 
government has put through four bud­
gets without any attempt to carry oui 

"his promise.
He is promising a great extension ol 

public works in Bonne Bay. It is said 
$10,000 was sent down by the Board oi 
Works there to b* spent on sucl 
works. He may hope to reconcile th< 
people to his inconsistencies, his tim­
ber givings out, his extravagances 
generally, by spending large sums ol 
public monies, but we venture to pre 
diet that the people will not be in 
fluenced by it to support his govern­
ment at the next election. They know 
that they must eventually pay through 
the nose for it and that the sooner the 
career of the Morris Government h 
brought to a close the better for the 
country.

LONDON. Sept. 11.
Henniker Heaton spoke in the high­

est terms in praise of Postmaster-Gen­
eral Pelletier of Canada, for the de­
termination with which he fought 
here for the state-owned cables. Pel­
letier had the active support of the 
Australian and New Zealand Govern­
ments. The British Government, for 
some reason or other does not see its 
way celar to adopt the proposal, but 
instead has joined in making over­
tures to the companies, in conse­
quence of which a three-penny defer­
red telegram rate has been agreed 
upon. Mr. Pelletier pressed for more 
than that. He wanted threepence a 
word for an ordinary message and a 
shilling rate for urgent code tele­
grams. and Henniker added. Mr. Pel­
letier will gain his point very soon. 
He believed that a fair settlement 
would come to the establishing of a 
penny a word telegram with a mini­
mum of twelve words for a shilling 
throughout the world.

Special Evening Telegram.
BERLIN. Sept. 10.

The fleet engaged in battle practice 
in the region of Heligoland is the 
most powerful ever gathered under 
the German flag, and includes "9 
ironclads. 8 dreadnought battleships. 
3 Dreadnought Battlecruisers. 14 
p re-Dread nought battleships, 3 ar­
moured cruisers. 11 protected cruis­
ers and many torpedo boats, subma­
rines. etc. The manoeuvres to take 
place in the presence of the Kaiser 
next week will be based on the theory 
that a superior force—meaning the 
British—has blockaded the North Sea. 
and having blocked up the German 
fleet within a blockaded area is seek­
ing to find and compel it to fight a de­
cisive engagement.

Special Eveing Telegram,
OXFORD. Sept. 10.

Another double aviation fatality — 
the second within the week—occurred 
this morning to two members of the 
army flying corps, when Lieuts. Bet- 
tington and Hotchkins. both of whom 
had just been given commissions on 
probation, were killed flying past Wol- 
vercote.

The Senate 
will be made up of twenty-two Re­
publicans and eight Democrats, one 
district still being missing. The 
House will be composed of seventy- 
two Republicans and seventy Demo­
crats, nine districts missing.

LONDON, Sept. 10.
A serious situation exists in Mon­

golia, according to a Pekin despatch 
to the Daily Mail. Kobdo. in Western 
Mongolia, has fallen, and Altai is con­
sidered to be in great-danger at the 
hands of the revolutionists. The Cab­
inet has discussed the advisability of 
asking Russia to mediate between 
China and Mongolians, who are said 
to be preparing to fight China to a 
finish if any attempt is made to es­
tablish Chinese rule in Mongolia. 
Chinese reports from Pekin to the 
Times says the Governor of Ili, in the 
Province of Singklang. which borders 
Mongolia, has been warned by the 
Russian Consul that if Chines^ troops 
are despatched to Kobdo to suppress 
the Mongolian rising.
