Incoming steamers bring terrible
details of recent ‘- volcanic eruptions
in the Island of Ambrim, New He-
brides Group, in which 500 natives
lots their lives. Witnesses of the dis-
turbance describe it as having been
so sudden ‘and viclent that they ex-
pected to see the whole Western side
of the Island' disappear with the ter-
rific’ roar which was followed by 2
rapid succession of artillery like dc-
tonation. The craters of the vol-
cano entered into full activity, spout-
ing flames of lava, throwing out huge
boulders and great streams of lava
which were soon floating down the
slopes and cutting off villagers from
escape. In one instance two ‘tor-
rents of the molten mass joined and
in one section of the village here,
ifty or sixty persons perished. The
scenes at night were awe-inspiring.
the flames shot into the air to a
1eight of a thousand feet, illumina-
ting the whele scene. The bey, after
the -eruption, was filled with dead
fish; and a large number of dead tur-
tles; the waters of the river was hot
and thé British Hospital building was
wiped out of existence, but previous
to their destruction the doctors pluck-
ily removed the patients to a launch
and escaped with them.

PORTSMOUTH, Tl'o-day.
A fire involving damage, variously
estimated at two million dollars. de-
vasted the famous dockyard on Sat-
urday night and -resulted in the 12ss
of two lives and the destruction of
the century old Semaphore Tower
which in pre-telegraph days was a
great signalling station between tii€
flect and the Admiralty. An exari-
ination of the ruins disclosed the fact
that two of the three signalmecn, wle
had remained in the tower to sum-
mon help, when the fire broke - out,
were burned to death. The third
managed to make his escape through
the smoke and flames on an adjoin-
ing roof, there fell unconscious, and
was subsequently rescued. Notaing
is known as to how the fire origina‘ed.
When it was first observed from the
deck of the new battle cruiser, Quesn
Mary, it had already obtained a goud
hold among the inflammable matsrial
on the loft sailhouse. All the five
fighting appartus of the dockyard
were rapidly brought into action. and
the efforts of the men were devoted to
preventing the fire reaching the main
store and burning the building which
ig filled with thirty tons of aeavy oil.
After many hours of most sirenuous
werk, the fire was gotten uunder con-
trol and had then reached within eight
feet of these thanks. The flames were
finally extinguished about 3 o’clock on
Sunday morning.
