Fortunate ard wfe Brit­
ish that our homelands, both in the 
Old Country arid the colonies, are de­
fended by the sea and our brave men 
who are on its bosom. How much 
more fortunate are we than our 
friends and allies, in Europe with but 
a land frontier and hordes of modern 
Huns over-running their land, trampl­
ing down thèir crops, destroying their 
granaries, burning their homesteads, 
and devastating their cities. Think 
of the hundreds of thousands of men, 
women and children, non-combatants, 
homeless and hungry, and but one 
short month of the war has passed 
over their heads, and yet to-day prob­
ably one hundred thousand combat­
ants and non-combatants are now ly­
ing in their graves to feed the maw 
of the modern Moloch with a lust- 
for world dominion. In the past that 
streak of blue has proved the salva­
tion of the world from military des­
potism. It is our proud privilege and 
opportunity to attempt again what our 
forefathers did. It is not the first 
time that Europe has been ground 
down under the wheels of a military 
Juggernaut. But Britain held the 
seas. British gold financed the strug­
gle. British people are still paying 
the cost of the Freedom they won for 
Europe a century ago. British con­
tingents heartened up their allies, and 
a day came after long years of peril, 
privation and perseverance, when the 
final words came: "Up Guards and 
at them,” and the military ogre was 
brought to his knees and never rose 
again.

Bad as the conditions are now, and 
they are bad enough in all conscience, 
they have been worse, and the British 
bull-dog has held on and pulled down 
his prey eventually. The vast mili­
tary prowess of Germany is being 
used to the full. Germany has 
over-run almost the whole of Bel­
gium, Antwerp is the only fortified 
part which is not under the sway of 

: the Kaiser, the main struggle is go­
ing on in the north of France, a big 
flanking movement on the left of our 
allies is being executed with success, 
and the centre is being vigorously and 
pitilessly assailed. With the success­
ful turning movement of Germany in 
Hie northwest departments of France, 
the fighting in the centre in all prob­
ability-means that the centre is fight­

ing a desperate rear-guard action and 
retreating all the time. That in all 
probability is the cause of the hurry­
ing of troops to defend Paris, the 
clearing of all buildings in the neigh­
bourhood of forts and the talk of mov­
ing the seat of Government from Paris 
to Bordeaux in the southwest of 
France.

It would appear that Germany is 
pressing France with overwhelming 
numbers and that the French and the 
small contingent of British of some 
180,000 men are not strong enough 
to keep them back. There is no need 
to despair, Russia is still to be count­
ed on, and it must be remembered, 
every day will see immense additions 
to the myriads of men Russia is put­
ting against Prussia and Austria. It 
should however be remembered that 
Russia has a Herculean task before 
her. Between her armies and Berlin 
there are two long lines of fortified 
towns which will need reduction be­
fore she can threaten Berlin. But the 
more pressure she can put on Ger­
many the less pressure Germany can 
put on France. She may soon exhaust 
herself, and even if she exhausts 
France, she cannot exhaust the Brit­
ish Empire or Russia. As long as our 
brave tars hold the sea and control 
seaways, as they are doing now, Brit­
ain can pour more and more troops 
into France against her. Kitchener 
has had no chance yet. He has been 
only a month in charge of the British 
Army, and it takes time to build un 
armies which can work like machines 
and use armaments of precision and 
destruction. But he is at work, and 
with the sea open, a time will surely 
come when there will be another cry 
for a final charge, which shall bring 
down the Frankenstein that is threat­
ening the liberties of the world.

ships were seized by the Belgians at 
Antwerp. The largest- German ships 
captured by the British hâve a com­
bined nett tonnage of nearly half a 
million. The captures comprise sev­
eral very valuable cargoes. The value 
of ships captured by the British is es­
timated at $350,000,000/ Of 8,256 re­
plies received in answer to the Gov­
ernment enquiries to the proposed ex­
tension of the Moratorium, 3,663 were 
for extension and 4,653 against. These 
most strong for the extension are 
bankers and stock brokers generally. 
London favours an extension while 
the Provinces are against it.

20,000.000 TONS OF BRITISH SHIP­
PING AS BAIT FOR GERMANY.

LONDON. To-day.
Continental connections are giving

Dear Sir,—As the Legislature is go­
ing to meet to-morrow to devise Ways 
and Means, a stray suggestion may not 
be out of place.

ON SPOT !Rainy Day Suggestions Formed in Paris of all Nations.
Paris, Aug. 21.—The great square 

fronting the Invalides in Paris to-day 
presented a striking- spectacle when 
18,000 foreign volunteers assembled 
in orderly formation under the flags 
of the various nations to be mustered 
-in.

There were 4.500 Jews from all 
countries who desired to serve as a 
separate command ; there were also 
3,000 Belgians. 4,50(1 Italians, 2,600 
Russians, 2,000 Swiss, 1,000 Spaniards 
600 Roumanians, 330 Luxemburgians 
and 125 Americans.

All these volunteers were obliged 
to wait until the complete mobiliza­
tion of the French regular forces had 
been concluded which was accom­
plished yesterday. In the meantime 
30,000 foreigners resident in France 
have inscribed their names provis­
ionally on the rolls of a committee 
calling itself "The Friends of France.”

Only those volunteers resident in 
Paris presented themselves to-day. 
It will take several days to comply 
with all the formalities and examina­
tions and make the men into any­
thing like an organized body of 
troops.

War has always led to complications, 
and these arise mostly because of lack 
of foresight. England ceded Heligo­
land to Germany in a moment oi’ 
weakness. Her statesmen did not 
count it of much value ; but Germany 
very soon fortified it in such a man­
ner as to make it one of her best 
strongholds, and of such intrinsic 
value^ is it as a strategic point just 
now, that it is doubtful if the present 
war would have been declared had 
not Germany this possession. Behind 
this island, and within the Kiel Canal, 
the great German fleet has sheltered 
ever since the war broke out, and'all 
this has been made possible by the 
stronghold of Heligoland. Thus we 
have an object lesson in this lack of 
foresight. Will such lack occur 
again? Will England’s statesmen be 
awake to the influence of the situa­
tion and thereby protect Europe, and 
ensure the safety of her present 
weaker allies, and at the same time 
ensure the peace of the world? The 
present war may not be Armageddon, 
■but if Russia breaks faith with her 
allies, then when she is finished there 
will not be any further room for the 
hosts of Armageddon to assemble. 
Such at least is the way that I have 
learned to interpret history and to 
understand the present allied interests 
of Europe.

The month’s war has not accom­
plished much on either side, and the 
most, or one of the most important 
features of it lies in the possibility 
oi complications. Here at home we 
have had a month of peace and bless­
ing. Our weather has been ideal, our 
fisheries have improved, our crops 
promise well, our wild fruits are good, 
and our health is excellent. We have 
endured the passing excitement at­
tendant upon the declaration of war. 
and the irregularities of trade have 
not assumed any very serious aspect. 
Newfoundland will do her duty, and 
new that our sons are going to the 
front our interest in the war will be 
still greater than ever.

Who that has jostled with the 
crowd, or followed in -the throng, or 
has heard the tumult of some great 
disaster, and has not felt a common 
interest?

At all times we are open to such 
impressions; but perhaps on no occa­
sion are we more prone to these feel­
ings, than in times of war. and such a 
time as this; wals and rumors of 
wars fill the air and everybody is 
alert to catch the latest news.

To date Europe has had a month 
of war but the news from the front 
of what has actually occurred, has 
been extremely meagre; therefore we 
can only conjecture what really has 
taken place. Strict censorship on the 
one side, and excitement on the other 
side have, no doubt, tended to with­
hold from the public the true state 
of affairs; but there is the stern fact 
that war exists! Some of us had al­
most begun to think that warfare 
was a thing of the past, and that in 
name only would its horrors be 
known. But our ideals were prema­
ture, and after a half century of Eu­
ropean peace we now behold the con­
tinent ablaze, and nine great powers 
set in battle array. How long this 
will continue will rest with Russia, 
or rather with the honour Of Russia. 
That Germany has made a mistake is 
certain-, and by this mistake she has 
frustrated her purposes, and defeated 
her own interests. Notwithstanding 
the fact that she is largely a fruit­
raising and agricultural country and 
is rich in mineral resources, and that 
during the last forty years she has 
grown -jich and independent, she 
nevertheless owes much of her suc- 
css to the other nations who traded 
vlth her, and who purchased her 
nanufactures. By her mad act of war 
she has cut herself off from all this 
trede, and it Is the effect of this fea­
ture of the war that will tell mostly 
upon her. Whatever chance Ger­
many had of gaining the victory in 
the direction of Belgium and France 
at the outbreak of the war, she has 
not any such- chance now. Her death 
blow will suddenly be given by Rus­
sia; and unless things take a most 
un usinai turn—and they sometimes do 
—than there is but one course open 
for Germany and that will be to call 
for terms. This may end the present 
conflict but If due precaution be not 
taken and firm treatise be made in 
time there may develop such compli­
cations as would indeed alter the en­
tire map of Europe. When Germany 
is reckoned with the question that 
arises is: “Can Russia be trusted?’" 
and will she be satisfied td continue as 
she has been since the battle of Se- 
bastapol? That battle crippled her 
power as a sea-force, because it 
limited her fleets to the Dardanelles, 
and confined them to the Hellespont. 
But she has not ceased to seek an out­
let for her ships. Her war with Ja­
pan was somewhat on these lines, and 
every student of) events is aware that 
Russia, as the “Bear of the North"

Ottawa, Aug. 25.—Unjustifiable in­
creases in the cost of the necessaries 
of life will be met by Governmental 
action.

With the grave conditions which 
confront us,” runs a statement is­
sued !by the Prime Minister last night, 
"any course which would be oppres­
sive or unfair toward the laboring 
and artisan classes is most strongly 
to be condemned and will demand the 
exercise by the Government of all the 
power at its command."

The ' Prime Minister's statement 
reads: —

“While the action qf the majority of 
dealers throughout the country during 
.the present crisis has been character­
ized T>y a sense of fairness and justice, 
nevertheless several complaints have 
reached the Government that arbi­
trary and burdensome increases in the 
cost of Certain necessaries of life have 
been made in some localities without 
any sufficient -or substantial cause or 
reason.

Under these circumstances it Is 
desirable to have it generally known 
that under the wide powers which 
have been conferred by parliament 
the Government has the right to in­
vestigate and to deal promptly with 
any case or cases of unjustifiable In­
crease or any oppressive combination 
or tendency on the part of dealers.”

At Aramel young girls and children 
were outraged by the German troops.

In making public the various accu­
sations, the official press bureau 
says: It would appear to be the delib­
erate intention of the Germans com­
pletely to terrorize the Belgian people, 
thus making it unnecessary to protect 
the lines of communication. It is 
very plain that no excesses are per­
mitted where diplomats could be eye­
witnesses.

Practical Patriotismcommerce. In fact, the whole East­
ern commercial world has been 
thrown into a state of utmost uneasi­
ness. Some of the Japanese merchant 
vessels have been detained and all 
of the Japanese import and export 
cargoes on board the German mer­
chant vessels have been requisitioned.

“It is clear that unless Germany 
has a strong base at Kiaochoe the 
conditions such as above outlined 
could never have been produced. It 
is this possession of Kiaochou that is 
solely responsible for it all, it is the 
strongest weapon in the hands of 
Germany so far as the Far East is 
concerned.

“The history of the seizure of the 
place hy Germany and her conduct 
preceding and including her interven­
tion, in conjunction with Russia and 
France after the Chino-Japanese War, 
show that it is absolutely necessary 
to eliminate such possession com­
pletely if Japan is to restore imme­
diately complete peace in the Far 
East in accordance with the terms of 
the Anglo-Japaneese alliance. If Ja­
pan is to look far enough into the fu­
ture and adopt measures to insure an 
abiding peace in Eastern Asia she 
must realize that a strong military 
base in the hands of a hostile militant 
Power, right in the heart of the coun­
try cannot in itself fall to be a menac­
ing factor.” i

MOHAMMEDAN SUBJECTS LOYAL.
WASHINGTON, this a.m 

At the British Embassy yesterday It 
was sold that no attention Is being 
paid to reports emanating from the 
German official sources of attempts 
to rouse disaffection among the Mo 
hammedan subjects of Britain In In­
dia, Egypt and elsewhere, where the 
embassy officials said Germany had 
long been seeking to enlist the friend­
ship of the Musselman communities. 
Thejr efforts have not produced any 
noticeable evidence of disaffection.

DETAINED IN GERMANY.
TOKIO, Aug. 31.

The announcement is made here 
.that over 50 Japanese are being un­
lawfully detained in Germany. The 
Japanese Government is protesting 
through the medium of another Pow­
er.

JAP DESTROYER ASHORE.
TSING TAU, Aug. 31.

X Japanese destroyer went ashore 
In the fog out of range of the guns 
of the forts. A German cruiser is te- 
portod to have destroyed the boat 
after the Japanese had abandoned 
It.

THE LEIPSIG CAPTURE.
OTTAWA, Aug. 31. 

Militia headquarters here have no 
Information of the reported capture 
of the German cruiser Leipsig.

FIRST DECORATIONS GO TO THE 
NAVY.

LONDON, Aug. 31.
The first decorations from the 

Government for valor will go to the 
Navy. An announcement was made 
to-day that Rear-Admiral Beatty had 
sent a list of officers and sailors who 
distinguished themselves in the vie 
tory over the German warships off 
Heligoland.

PARIS TAKES PRECAUTIONS.
PARIS, Aug. 31.

The decision of the military au­
thorities to clear the zone of forts 
around Paris, does not affect the zone 
Immediately surrounding the old for­
tifications of the city. It only applies 
to detached posts. Under this decis­
ion all the buildings and small struc­
tures, of no great value surrounding 
these forts will be pulled down.

TROOPS POURING INTO PARIS.
PARIS, Aug. 31.

All night long troops from the 
South and West of> France have been 
arriving here, and passing by rail 
around the city to locations in the
encircling fortifications to which they
have been assigned. There is great
activity on the part of the municipal 
and military administrations in com­
pleting details of the plans for the 
defence of Paris.

GERMANS ADVANCE EAST.
LONDON, Aug. 31.

An official telegram received here 
declares that fresh forces of Germans 
have made their appearance on the 
Prussian frontier, and that at some 
points they are taking the offensive 
against the Russians.

MINE LAYERS DISGUISED 
TRAWLERS.

LONDON, Aug. 31.
s In confirmation of the story that 
mines are being laid in the North 
Sea by vessels disguised as neutral 
fishing boats, a woman who arrived 
at London from Bergen, tells nf the 
sinking of such a mine layer by a 
British cruiser. The ship on which 
•be was travelling found herself one 
morning close to a number of British 
cruisers, one of which had caught a 
German trawler flying the Norwegian 
flag and engaged in laying mines. 
According to this woman the British 
commander gave the crew of the 
trawler three minutes In which to 
leave their vessel, and they came 
tumbling over the side of the passen­
ger ship. Then first bricking up a bit 
the cruiser rammed the offending 
trawler and at the second attempt cut 
her In two and she went down.

COMMONS ADJOURNED.
LONDON, Aug. 31.

The House of Commons adjourned 
to-day until September 9th. Premier 
Asquith said the Welsh Disestablish­
ment Bill would be taken up upon re­
sumption.

SITUATION IN FRANCE.
PARIS, Aug. 31.

Declaring that the left wing of the 
army had been forced again to fall 
back before German pressure, the 
French War Office statement Issued 
this afternoon confirmed the belief 
that the Germans qre making another 
desperate attempt to clear the road to 
Paris. The official report says: “On 
our left circumstances have turned in 
favor of the Germans and the Anglo- 
French, forces „b^ye hefen forced to 
give way. Hn the centre after alter­
nate checks and successes a general 
engagement is now in progress. On 
our right, in Lorraine, we have taken 
the offensive and the enemy has been 
driven back. The morale of our forte 
is excellent in spite of the losses

which are being filled from mobiliza­
tion centres.

THE HOME RULE QUESTION.
LONDON, Aug. 31.

For a moment this afternoon, the 
Commons turning from its country’s 
danger, reverted to the old controver­
sy ovér Ireland. Asquith had an­
nounced that on re-assembling Sept. 
9th, the Government would proceed 
with the Home Rule Bill and Welsti 
Disestablishment Bill. John Red­
mond, leader of the Nationalists ex­
pressed the hope that If the Govern­
ment’s proposals did not meet the ap­
proval of the whole House, the Gov­
ernment would not change its inten­
tion as regards Home Rule. Ex- 
Premier Balfour immediately rose 
and said that if the Government again 
introduced the Home Rule Bill its 
course would arouse a torrent of 
abuse. This pronouncement brought 
an angry roar from the Ministerialists 
during which Balfour stood unmoved. 
When order was restored he said 
that to introduce the bill while mem­
bers were serving at the front could 
only arouse a most heated controver­
sy. Again the Ministerialists roared 
"shame" which cry was met with an­
gry counter cheers from the Opposi­
tion. There was aonther angry 
shout from Ministerialists and Na­
tionalists, and the House proceeded 
with other business.
