LEARN HOW TO REST.
Many women are tired because they 

lo not know how to rest. How to re­
lax when weary is one of the secrets 
3f beauty and - a long life. What I 
mean by rest is not a long period de­
voted to idleness, but an intelligent 
use of spare time.

Besides using this method to over­
come dullness one should go through 
a routine of exercises for fifteen min­
utes in the morning and at night be­
fore retiring. This will greatly en- - 
hance your bodily strength and in a 
short time the chest will begin to ex­
pand and the arms become plump and 
muscular.

One often becomes drowsy, for lack 
of fresh air. Air not only represents 
life’ to the individual, but it has long 
been recognized by scientists as a 
food. It is just as much food to‘the 
system-in its own way as meat, bread, 
fruit and vegetables. Oxygen is the 
chief sustaining element in air, and 
without oxygen no animal or vegetable 
life can exist. Therefore the import­
ance of plenty of fresh air must be 
obvious to all. >We do not need it at 
certain intervals only, but every mo­
ment, both day and night.

Feeding a baby under six months of 

age concerns many mothers who have 
not the mother’s milk in quantity and 
quality sufficient for the needs of the 
little one. There is some difference 
of opinion a^ to whether a baby 
should have any food during the first 
twenty-four hours of life. The ma­
jority of experts are of the opinion 
that it should not. Plain water, unr 
sweetened, is better than sugar water 

During the remainder of the first 
week the baby should have three 
ounces of a mixture half milk and 
half water. To a seven days old baby 
weighing eight pounds give eighteen 
ounces of milk and water, half and 
half, in six foodings. At fourteen 
days old a baby weighing eight pounds 
gets the same mixture with the addi­
tion of a quarter of an ounce of malt 
food. A two months old baby weigh­
ing ten pounds, gets milk twelve 
ounces, water ten and a half ounceà, 
malt food three quarters of an ounce, 
in five feedings of four and a half 
ounces each.

News Still Better.
The most re-assuring 
item of news about the 
Greek imbroglio is the 
statement that the Greek 

War Staff has withdrawn 
a division of the Greek army from 
Langasa to Seres. Langasa is a town 
about 10 miles north east of Saloniki, 
on a direct line between that port and 
Seres, which is a- town on the rail­
way between Doiran, occupied by the 
British and Dedeagatch, the Bulgar­
ian seaport. This movement takes 
this Greek division forty miles from 
thi zone where the British are opérât-, 
iug west of Lake Doiran, and puts 
them in a position to block a Bul­
garian advance from the north east. 
The British have behind them two 
railways leading to Saloniki, which 
are connected by a branch railway. 
The withdrawal of this division is 
said to be the result of an agreement 
between the Greek General Staff and 
the Generals of the Entente Allies. 
It may be that King Constantine and 
his war staff consider they have gone 
far enough to help the Kaiser and em­
barrass the Entente. The Greeks 
hate the Bulgare and the Bulgars hate 
the Greeks. The bone of contention 
is that portion of Macedonia of which 
Saloniki is the port. Saloniki and the 
surrounding' region was seized by 
Greek troops in the war with Turkey 
and the refusal of the Greeks to va­
cate it after peace was restored with 
Turkey was one of the causes of the 
second Balkan war. This difficulty 
may be surmounted by the Bulgars re­
fraining from crossing the frontiers. 
But even that does not do away with 
another difficulty. The Austrians, 
for a generation have had their eyes 
on Saloniki. They have been desir- 
Qils of annexing Serbia and pushing 
their way to Saloniki, to obtain a 
seaport on the Aegean. King Con­
stantine’s policy of refusing aid to 
Serbia has raised apprehension in the 
minds of the Greeks that if once the

Austrians reach Saloniki, they will | 
refuse to vacate it. That is the dilem­
ma in which the influence of his wife 
and his German training has put him. 
Serbia was a buffer state which pro­
tected him from Austria. The Greeks 
have now lost that protection, which 
they might have kept by aiding the 
Allies and the Serbians with a quar­
ter of a million men. If he turns on 
the Entente now and cuts their line 
of communication he may lose what 
the Greeks won in 1912, for the Cen­
tral Powers declare that while they 
may g lye up Belgium as a term o* 
peace, they will not give up Serbia. 
That means Austria iritends to keep 
Serbia, and Serbia is only a step to­
wards the possession of Greek Mace­
donia and. the sea, and particularly 
Salonika, which they have long covet­
ed. Should the Huns and Bulgais 
follow up the Entente troops over the 
frontier Constantine will have to make 
his election. If he turns on the En­
tente, or even if he refuses to join 
them, he may lose Salonika and Greek 
Macedonia. The next few days will 
be days of anxiety, of peril to our 
troops should Constantine turn on us; 
of safety should Constantine throw in 
his lot with us. By doing so, he can 
make certain of saving his country 
from the ultimate aims of the Cen­
tral Powers. The pity of it all is that 
he was not wise enough to keep Ven- 
izelos, respect the Greek constitution, 
and disregard the influence of his 
wi,fe, the sister of the Kaiser.

Eth­
ie, plying on Trinity Bay, could be 
transferred to Green Bay, while the 
s.s. Petrel, now on Green Bay, would 
take up the work on Trinity Bay. 
There is very little freight carried on 
the Trinity Bay steamer and the Pe­
trel would, be quite large enough for 
all passengers and, freight offering on 
Trinity Bay. The s.s. Ethie being 
larger than the Petrel could, with the 
s.s. Clyde, easily relieve the congesr 
tion of freight in Green Bay. It was 
important that the matter be dealt 
with early, as the ports in Green Bay 
will shortly be closed by ice and the 
Christmas freight is npw going for­
ward. Under the above circumstan­
ces, the Government agreed to the 
transfer of the Ethie until the freight 
congestion could be relieved, the Pe­
trel doing her work in the meantime.

RAMBLING NOTES 
for 1915.

(L C. MORRIS.)

At St. George’s my attention was at­
tracted by an unoccupied building 
which impressed me as being either a 
hall or a school-house, but on en- 
quirey I learned that it had been used 
as a "hotel. But it was its rather 
swampy location that aroused my 
curiosity, so on further enquiry I 
learned a little more of its story, and 
which may be recorded as follows.

The building is a two storey flat- 
roofed one, and is about sixty feet by 
thirty. At first it was erected at 
Sandy Point on the other side of the 

- harbour, and was used in connection 
with church purposes, but when the 
railway was built, owing to so many 
people leaving Sandy Point, several 
buildings were taken down and 

.brought over and reconstructed on the 
south side of the harbour, now known 
as St. George's proper. This particu­
lar building was sold, and the pur- 

■ chaser decided to shift it over as it 
stood intact, not even the chimneys 
were removed. To make a success of 
the undertaking, he had to consider 
two prospositions : first, he had to 
wait until the harbour would be fro­
zen over, and secondly, he had to pro­
cure the right man to accomplish the 
task. With the winter season came 
the frost and ice, a,nd in the meantime 
the right man turned up. Not many 
men would attempt such a thing, and 
only one of indomitable will would 
take such a task. But the emergency 
usually finds the man, and so it came 
about that in the person of the late 
Captain Nathaniel Butt, the right pert- 
son was found.

At first the building was raised by 
the use of jack screws, and then it 
was properly blocked and secured. 
The next step was to place slides, run­
ners and rollers under it, and then at­
tach the ropes for hauling. With' 
these preliminaries completed, a fine 
day was awaited, and then there was 
a scene witnessed that not often oc­
curs. With the dawn, assembled the 
men and boys, some eighty or a hun­
dred in number. To the ropes were 
harnessed horses and oxen, and at the ‘

head stood the brave Captain. With 
all ready, and every man in his place 
the order was given to pull, and, lo! 
as if by magic, the huge building mov­
ed, and the procession led the way. 
The men shouted and cheered, the ox­
en strained, and the horses pulled, arid 
in a few minutes the structure was 
clear Of the mpin land and out upon 
the smooth ice of the harbour. The 
scene equalled Mark Twain’s ascent 
of the Alps.

For a little while a halt was called 
and then a fresh start was made. The 
ice was in good condition, but it 
would not do to risk a halt upon it, 
the weight of the building and men 
and oxen was too great. With the 
possibility of- the tee collapsing it) 
mind, the procession kept on the move- 
and every man pulled his best, and 
every trace of the harness was kept 
tight, and every pair of oxen was 
goaded on. Soon the middle of the 
harbour was gained, and ere the sun 
had gained its zenith the procession 
halted and the building was secure on 
dry land.

Not much of a feat in a sense, but 
there are lessons in it worth learn­
ing. Unfortunately some of us get so 
wonderfully big, amd So extremely 
self-important, both in matters of 
Church and State, that we imagine we 
really know it all, and therefore need 
not learn. The poet Cowper speaks of 
this class of people where he says: 
“From such apostles, O ye mitred 

heads preserve the Church,
And lay not hands on heads that can­

not teach, and will not learn.” 
The shifting of the building taught 

us a good lesson in perseverance, in 
united effort, in early rising, in good 
planning, and in the value of every 
class of labour. .The good captairi did 
his work; the men under him did their 
work, the boys did theirs, the horses 
had a place and the humbler oxen in­
creased the ppwer; thus all united and 
made “a long pull and a strong pull, 
and a pull together/,’’ and success 
crowned the effort and the seemingly 
impossible was accomplished.

Paris, Nov. 26—The answear of Paul 

Teroy Beaulieu, the French economist 
to the question “Will Europe be plun­
ged into bankruptcy because of the 
war?” is “no, not even Germany.”

Concerning the result of the present 
enormous spending of money by all the 
nations, and the conditions following 
the war he forcasts the end ot the war

He said: “While such a situation 
has never before presented itself in 
history and "while, therfore, all opin­
ions must be given with some reserve, 
I am confident that no fear need be felt 
for a universal collapse of world fi­
nance. The destruction in this war, 
save possibly in the lives lost has been 
exaggerated in the public mind. 
Not a single nation involved will be 
irretrievably ruined. The enduring 
power of accumulated wealth has been 
undersetimated.

LOOKING AFTER SERBIAN REFU­
GEES.

LONDON, To-day.
The Allies’ Governments have tak­

en steps to provide for the needs of 
Serbian refugees as far as possible. 
Ample supplies of food and clothing 
and shelter are being provided, said 
Lord Robert Cecil in the Commons 
yesterday. There are great difficul­
ties to he surmounted. In certain 
areas it is not known what the ex­
tent of the influx ot refugees will be. 
I believe the numbers to be provided 
for will not be so large as at firs^ 
supposed.

IRISH GALLANTRY SAVES A DES­

PERATE SITUATION.
X LONDON, To-day.

How two companies of Royal Innis- 
killing Fusiliers and another Irish 
Regiment, forming a British division, 
which are making a fighting retire­
ment from Serbia, sacrificed them­
selves to cover the retreat of their 
comrades, was told by the wounded, 
who had reached the British head­
quarters in Macedonia. . The British, 
according to a correspondent of Reu­
ters in a despatch from the British 
headquarters,, were out-numbered ten 
to one by the Bulgars, who were sup­
plied with guns and machine guns. 
Last Monday morning they were 
awakened by heavy bombardment by 
Bulgarians, who poured bail, shot and 
Shell on them, the splintering rocks 
intensified the effect of their fire. The 
Bulgars infantry then advanced to 
the attack in massed formation and 
were punished severely, but the scar­
city of British guns did not permit 
them to take proper toll of the ad­
vancing Bulgarians. The British 
emptied their rifles rapidly into the 
enemy and tried to stem the tide with 
bayonet, but were overborne by the 
sheer weight of numbers and the posi­
tion was lost. Similarly a leeeond line 
was lost and the British fell back on 
their third line of defence. Two Com­
panies of Inniskillings, however, held 
on to the Ridge known as Kevik Crest 
and kept back the Bulgarians a whole 
morning, although they were support­
ed only by rifle fire. Hardly a man 
escaped, but their stand impressed the 
delayed Bulgarians, thus giving the 
British the much neqded time to com­
plete defensive positions on the third 
line, where the .Bulgars were finally 
held up for four days. The Bulgars, 
the correspondent adds, having suf­
fered heavily, have since then attempt­
ed no strong offensive up to Sunday.

MOBILIZING AMERICAN SECURI­
TIES.

LONDON, To-day.
After an explanation by the Chan­

cellor of the Exchequer, Reginald Mc­
Kenna, and a short debate in the 
Commons last evening, passed the 
second reading of a bill empowering 
the Government to mobolize American 
and Canadian securities by purchase 
or by borrowing themvto be used "pri­
marily as collateral for loans or in 
cafee of necessity to Be sold to meet 
Britain’S liabilities in the United 
States. The scheme is an entirely 
voluntary one, and the Chancellor 
made it clear the Government had no 
intention of swamping the American 
market with securities^ which would 
be unfair to holders here as they were 
to be paid for at market price. Mc­
Kenna explained the usual trade bal­
ance in favor of Britain had been ex­
hausted by huge demands made upon 
America for goods for England and 
her Allies, and amounts paid in in­
terest on foreign securities held here 
or earned by British shipping were not 
sufficient to set this right. Conse­
quently in order to meet liabilities in 
the United States, they were obliged 
to go outside the ordinary coursa of 
trade and had to borrow or sell se­
curities. He estimated the securities 
held here were valued anywhere from 
$300,000,000 to $800,000,000. He ex­
pressed the hope that this would be 
sufficient to meet our liabilities and 
maintain exchange in the United 
States for the period of the war.

BRITISH AND FRENCH RETIRE TO 
GREECE.

LONDON, To-day.
British and French troops have suc­

cessfully carried out the retirement 
from Serbia across Greek frontier, and 
by arrangement with the Greek Gov­
ernment, a' clear road has been left 
them to fall back to Saloniki, which 
is being organized as a base. German 
official report to-day claim», approxi­
mately two English divisions anni­
hilated during the retirement, but this 
is considered here as exaggeration. 
The question now arises whether the 
Bulgars and Austro-Germans intend 
to follow the British and French 
troops into Greece, and what action 
the Greek Government will take 
should they do so. The impression 
gained from a despatch as emanating 
in Athens is that neither Bulgars or 
Turks, who also are reported to have 
arrived near the frontier, would be 
welcomed in Greece, that therefore if 
it has been decided to follow the En­
tente Allies, task will be undertaken 
by Austrians and Germans. However, 
with the railway destroyed it may be 
some days before Greece is called up­
on to take action, and by that time the 
Anglo-French- force should be in safe 
defences of Saloniki under the guns of 
their ships. Remnants of the Serb’s 
army are still resisting the Austrians 
and Bulgarians in Albania, while Aus 
trians are making very slow pro­
gress in their efforts to overwhelm 
Montenegro, where heavy fighting con 
tinues. Only small actions have taken 
place on the eastern and western 
fronts; on Galljpoli Peninsula a fall 
of snow is impeding operations, al­
though the Entente Allies ships keep 
things lively for the Turks whose at 
tempt at offensive last week seems to 
have failed.

F. M. FRENCH’S REPORT.
LONDON, To-day.

Field-Marshal French sends the.fol­
lowing report from the British front 
in France last night: Blew up a mine 
in front of Givenchy, occupied the 
crater to-day. There was consider­
able activity at various points on the 
front. We bombarded enemy’s posi­
tions east of Ypres and neighbour­
hood of Frelinghien shelled . with 
heavy howitzers enemy mine shaft 
north Lebassee Canal, in neighbour­
hood of Somme therez-was some fight­
ing with trench mortars; rifle, gran- 
ades; weather to-day bright and cold.

SUFFICIENTLY RECOVERED TO 
TAKE UP* STATE AFFAIRS.

CONCENTRATING BETWEEN MON 
ASTIR AND GREEK FRONT. ,

despatch to the Times from its Salo 
nika correspondent. This force is said 
to include a considerable number of 
cavalry troops. Heavy fighting, the 
despatch .says, was still in progress 
Sunday in the neighborhood of Lake 
Doiran.

PROBABLE DIPLOMATIC RUPTURE 
LONDON, To-Day.

A despatch to the Exchange Tele­
graph Co. from Amsterdam says that 
reports from Vienna say the Ameri 
can note concerning the sinking of the 
Italian steamer Ancona caused intense 
anger in the Austrian Government. A 
diplomatic rupture.is considered prob­
able. The question before Baron 
Burian, Austro-Hungarian Foreign 
Minister, is only whether rupture with 
the U. S. would not force Berlih to 
take steps. Count Tisza, the Hungar­
ian Premier, has been summoned to 
Vienna to discuss the situation with 
the Government.

“BLACKLIST” ENEMY TRADERS.
LONDON, To-Day.

The Government proposes to “black­
list” enemy traders in neutral coun­
tries with whom British firms will be 
prohibited from trading, says Lord 
Cecil, Under- Secretary for' Foreign 
Affairs, in moving in the Commons the 
second reading of the bill which he 
presented to the House Dec. 8, design­
ed to restrict trading with possible 
hostile interests. The lists he con­
tinued would not necessarily be con­
fined to persons of German national­
ity, but" would include such as were 
by nature their business substantial 
ly. Enemy firms could safely be cut 
off from British intercourse without 
serious injury to British trade. In 
South America, said the Under Sec­
retary, there were a number of (ger­
man firms at present assisting Brit­
ain’s enemies. Trade with these firpis 
by British firms would be rendered il­
legal by this bill. The Solicitor Gen­
eral explained the purpose of the bill 
was to forge another weapon with 
which to cripple the enemy. The bill 
was read twice.

Dreadnought .
List is Growing.

London, Nov. 20 (Correspondence). 
—According to announcements re­
cently made in Parliament, it is ex­
pected that before the end of the year 
fourteen new super-dreadnougths will 
have been added to the British navy 
since the outbreak of the war. . The 
names of thirteen of these new battle­
ships follow:

Queen Elizabeth, Agincourt, Cana­
da, Barham, Royal Sovereign, Re­
venge, Ramlllies, Warspite, Riger, Er­
in, Valiant, Malaya, Resolution.

A fifteenth super-dreadnought, 
which will probably bear the name 
of Repulse, will be ready early in the 
new year.

The Queen Elizabeth, Tiger, War- 
spite, Agincourt, Erin and Canada 
were commissioned soon after tlft de­
claration of war and there is rèason 
to believe that the' Barham and the 
Valiant joined the fleet during last 
spring, that the Malaya was ready by 
August and that the Resolution and 
the Ramillies will be able to proceed 
on “their lawful occasions” some 
time this month.

On the Down Grade.
1'

New York Tribune.— The .decisive 
part of the war, so far as the battle­
field is concerned, is now over tor 
Germany. She has won much, but 
missed the decision. Bernhardt, writ­
ing long before the war, foretold with 
inexorable logic that it Germany fail­
ed to get the decision against one of 
several foes before all were ready she 
would lose, and she has failed, she has 
failed utterly, despite magnificent lo­
cal successes. Her generals have fail­
ed as Napoleon failed from Leipzig to 
Fontainbleau. His problem was to 
dispose of separate armies before their 
collective strength doomed him. In 
the end he lost. But he lost primar­
ily because his opponents agreed to 
make no separate peace and clung to 
the agrément despite temporary re­
verses. Germany is now approach­
ing what will be her last great bid for 
victory, but it will not be made on the 
battlefield—that is over. It will be 
made in conference, in peace-negotia­
tions, in operations through neutral 
nations. If these fail, we shall pre­
sently see the whole character of the 
conflict change and an utterly » new 
spirit flow from the Rhine to the Vis­
tula. What Americans can not know 
is whether the spirit that ruled in 
Washington in 1864 dominates in Lon­
don, Paris and Petrograd in 1915.
