A Shepherd Boy Who
ade An Industry.
o c— -
THE WONDERFUL HISTORY OF
CAST IRON.

The pluck and perseverance of a
Welsh shepherd boy in saving his mas-
ter's shéep from a snowdrift was in-
strumental in revolutionizing one of
the most important of 'British indus-
tries. ¢

The cast-iron which to-day comes’
from the blast furnaces may, from
its useful quality of fusibility, be im-
mediately used for -manufacturing
purposes by remelting it and pouring
it into moulds of any required shape,
this, of course, being the business of
the #ron-founder.

The use of cast-iron is comparative-
ly modern. Though it may be traced
as having been used as early as the
fiftenth century, the process of casting
was beset with numerous mechanical
difficulties, and it was not until 1700
or thereabouts that they were com-
pletely overcome.

This triumph was partly due to an
intelligent mechanic named Abraham
Darby, who brought some Dutch
workmen to England and established
a brass foundry at Bristol. It was
here that he conceived the idea of
substituting cast-iron for brass. He
prevailed upon his workmen to try the
experiment, but their efforts did not
meet with success.

At this time an incident took place
which was destined to play an im-
portant part in the solution of the
problem. A shepherd boy named John
Thomas, after saving his x.natster's
flock from a heavy snowdrift, swam
across a river in order to fetch home
a herd of mountain cattle.

He collected the cattle and drove
them to the river. Finding that the
ford had become a torrent, he crossed

it astride an ox and so brought thel

whole herd home in safety.

For this gallant act his master re-
warded him by presenting him with
four of the sheep he had saved. He
sold their wool, and afterwards dis-
posed of the sheep in order to obtain
money to set out for Bristol in search
of fortune.

“When in Bristol he requested his
master to recommend him as an ap-
prentice to a relative who happened
to be ane of Darby’s partners at the
Baptist Mills.
into the brass works until he could
obtain more remunerative employ-
ment.

One day, as he was watching the
Dutch workmen who were still en-
deavouring to cast iron, he remarked
to Darby that he thought he saw how
they had missed making the process a
success.

The Secret of Coalbroekdale.

After the workshop had closed for
the night, he and his employer re-
mained behind and conducted further
experiments. Before morning they
had succeeded in casting an iron pot.

Darby was so delighted that he offered |

to take the boy into partnership, and
an agreement was entered into.

Though enticed to leave, by an offer
of double wages, the boy stood by his
master, and when Darby died he show-
ed his fidelity by materially assisting
the latter’s widow and children.

For more than one hundred years
after the.eventful night when young
Thomas and his master made their
successful experiment of producing an
iron casting in a mould of fine sand,
the same process was practised and
kept a secret at Coalbrookdale, where
the keyholes were plugged and the
doors were barred.—Tit-Bits.

The free and independent
electors of the District of Har-
bor Main are beginning to wax
wrothy over the intolerable de-
lay on the part of the Govern-
ment in not giving them repre-
sentation in the House of As-
sembly. Petitions have been
presented His Excellency the
Governor praying that he use
his vice-regal prerogative and
issue writs for a bye-election to
be held within the prescribed
period following the issuance of
such writ. Letters have been
written by voters denouncing
the disfranchisement of the dis-
trict, and condemning the vie-
ious principle being followed by
the administration in refusing
or neglecting or being afraid to
open the district which has been
for over six months withgut
legal representation in the Leg-
islature. The boasted courage
of the Government must have
oozed out through the toes of
the Prime Minister and his Ex-
ecutive, and they obviously are
too scared over possible defeat
to take a chance. Harbor Main
does not offer them any en-
eouragement, and they prefer to
allow that district to go unre-
presented rather than risk tlre
overwhelming defeat which is
due them at the hands of an
atraged and flouted electorate.

they have protested a continu-
ance of the disabilities under
which their district labors: they

have sought redress of their|

grievance by legitimate means,
but their prayers go unregarded.
Those in high places of author-
ity turn a deaf ear to their
reasonable request, and refuse
to move in a matter of the most
vital importance to the well-
being of the district. The law
of the land, too, is being most
flagrantly violated. - Section 4
of the Legislative Disabilities
Act, Chapter 4, Consolidated
Statutes, 3rd Series, says:

“Whenever a vacancy shall
occur in the House of Assembly
the Governor shall, - within six
months after the happen-
ning of such vacancy, issue
a writ for the election and
return of a member for the dis-
trict in respect of which such
vacancy has occurred.”

There is no ambiguity in the
verbiage above quoted. The
duty of issuing a writ for an
election after a district has been
vacant_for six months, devolves
upon the Governor, and upon
His Excellency alone. “The
Governor shall” reads the clause.
It is therefore imperative upon
the representative of His Majes-
ty that he, as the head of law,
order and authority is instructed
by this Aect, to issue a writ
forthwith. The position is in
the hdands of the Governor of
Newfoundland. Harbor Main

has appealed to him to exercise

| his vice-regal prerogative. = Will
1 he accede to the wishes of the
i people and thus maintain the

law of the land over which he
has been called to govern?

UNPUBLISHED HISTORY.

Interesting Records of the Royal N.F.
Fencible Regiment.

Official Dispatches of Command-
ing Officers.

LT.-COL. MCDONELL’S REPORT ON
THE CAPTURE OF OGDENSBURG,
N.Y.,, 22nd FEBRUARY, 1813.

Prescott,
Feb. 25th, 1813.

Sir.—In my hasty dispatch of the
22nd inst., I was unable to detail the
operations of that day. I:now have
the honor to acquaint you, 'for the in-
formation of His Excellency the Com- ;
mander of the Forces, that, immediate -
ly on his departure from this port
on that morning, I commenced my!
arrangeyhent for - the demonstra-
tion h@ had) authorized me to:
make, by Mx1ng in my night plc-i
quets, and to \gain time, made my dls-l
position for the movement withou!|
waiting for the troops of the Iime to
take off heir watch coats, which I
afterwards much regretted, when I!
found the depth of ‘he snow on thaj|
enemy'’s shore. My principal column
on the left consisted of about 129
men of the King's Regiment and 30
of the Newfoundland, with about 230
of the Militia.

My right column was composed of
the right flank company of the Glen-
garry Light Infantry and 70 Militia.
It was commanded by Captain Jen-
kins of the Glengarry Regiment. I
advanced with my principal column
in front of the enemy's rignt, as did
my other corps on his left, on the
signal of a gun, which I fired, with a
view, principally to rouse the enemy,
that I might judge from his appear-
ance of the prapriety of an assault.
It was past seven o’clock when I be-
gan to cross the river. I could:
plainly discover with glasses that thei
enemy’s force would prove no ob-
stacle, compared with the advantage |
attending success, which {ke con-
fidence I had in the gallantry of my
troops convinced me would he the
result. As I advanced, I conceived
additional hopes of success and de-"
termined on the assault. My advance
guard consisting of the company of
the Newfoundland and Volunteer
Light Company of the Militia, moved
quickly on under t*he command of
Staff Adjutant Ridge of the Kl‘ng's
Regiment, and was followed by the
detachment of the King's Regiment
under Capt. Eustace, and the Militia '
under Colonel Frazer and (‘apt.f
LeLievre of the Newfoundland Regi-"
ment. The enemy’s advanced battery
opened on the flank of this column,

' the Militia.

which was soon after exposed to the
direct fire of grape ani cannister shot
from a twelve, nine, :nd six pounder.
Here the depth of snow, and this
commanding position of the enemy’s
line of musketry gave him a' great ad-
vantage of fire. Being determined to
carry everything with the bayonet, I
pushed on my advance, which was
gallantly led on by Staff Adjutant
Ridge and nobly supported by Cap-

{ tain Eustace and the detachment of

the King’s, and well followed up by
The advance took the
. guns in front and the Kjng's rushed
up a parallel street to flank them, and

i driving the enemy’s infantry carried

{ the guns, one of which was turned
upon them. Gtving them in charge of
a-division of the Militia, the column
pushed the enemy through the main
street leading to the bridge over the
under a galling fire
from the windows, and from the gurs
in the old Fort, when it had gained
the high bank of this river.

The men being much fatigued, and
out of breath, I then halted and lined
the height with the King’s Regiment,
keeping a reserve of Militia in col-
umn and detaching small parties on
my left flank to dislodge the enemy
from the houses and woods. My field
pieces now came up from the bank of
the St. Lawrence, where we had left
them sticking in i{he snow, and were
ably directed by Ensign Mackay of the
Glengarry Light Infantry, and En-
sign Kerr of the Militia, and the Royal
and Militia Artillery. It required
some rounds of grape and round shot
to silence the musketry from the

i windows. I now detached my advance

and a company of Militia to take a

twelve pounder on the eastern battery '
i near the large store, which they soon

effected. In the interim my right
column was gallantly led on by
Capt. Jenkins at the head of his owa
company in advance in extended or-
der, and supported by his Militia as
a reserve. He kept pace with my
column and moved on as rapidly as
the snow, which had drifted very deep
the preceding evening, would allow
him. In their eagerness to reach the’
enemy they also lost breath, but noi-
withstanding pushed on bravely in
face of a very heavy fire of five guns,
and when he had gallantly led them
on to within charging distance, he
fixed bayonets and pushed forward,
but had not proceeded many paces
when his left arm (which he has
since lost), was smashed to pieces

Glengarry Militia, under cover of 2
large building, and again they push-
ed on and entered the fort, just as the
enemy had evacuated it, on the op-
posite side, and was returning to the
woods. If Captain” Skinner and the
Indians had not been detached in the

Mr. Grant has also seen
the business (which was begun at the'
old Jersey Room at Blanc Sablon) go
on extending year by year, till it has
included the Rooms at Isle au Bois,

Lance au Clair, Greenly Island, Lance
au Loup, Forteau, and that of Fruing
& Oo. on the other side of the river at
Blanc Sablon, thus including from
Bras dor to Lance au Loup—on
twenty miles of coast—what at one‘
time (were eleven distinct fishing |
Rooms; that of Fruing & Co. being the
Aast Jersey firm in either Newfound-
land or La‘brador

Mr. Grant remembers his sale of
10,000 quintals of fish in 1902 for
$1.80 a quintal, whilst other sales
were made at $1. He remembers
when the catch of 14,000 quintals was
sold for $2.£0, $2.80 and $3.00 a quin-
tal. He would find it difficult to for-
get 1911, the year when not a caplin
was seen on the shore, and thé season
ended with a deficit of several thous-
and dollars. He recalls the excite-
ment of Capt. Joe Blapdford, when,
having seen for the first time a motor
boat belonging to the Light House
stegmer, towing a loaded lighter to
the shore,—he saw u vision' of a fleet
of such motor boats towing the load-
ed trap skiffs, etc., here and there
along the coast; and emphatically de-
clared “that’s what we need Sir! and
that’s what we must have Sir!”

Grant still laughs when he recalls the
fact that the only thing Tecessary to
have made that engine work splendid-
ly from the beginning, was the heat-
ing of the head up to a certain tem-
perature—and they had been afraid to
do that, lest the whole thing would
blow up.

To-day, along that shore, where
twelve years ago the Light Housge
steamer’s motor boat reigned su-
preme, and without a rival, there are

at least one hundred of such boats,
of the most modern type, thirty of]
which belong to, and are controlled
by the Blanc Sablon Co.
