■ glneer of the Smith Cannery Machines 
Company and designer has taken it to 
Europe for demonstrations In Great 
Britain and Norway. Brian Dunfleld, 
representative of Job Brothers and 
Company, Ltd., of Newfoundland, the 
foreign agents for the machine accom­
panied Mr. Waugh on this trip.

Two of the splitters, shore-type ma­
chines, hate been operated by Job 
Brothers this season, one at Blanc 
Sablon, Labrador and the other at St 
John’s Newfoundland.

At Blapc Sablon the work was under 
(direction of Mr. Waugh who went to 
i the Labrodar coast In June and remain- 
. ed until August 1st The entire sea- 
I son's catch of 200,000 cod flsh of E. 
G. Grant were run through the splitter, i 
for the most part within two hours 
after the flsh were landed.

The splitter used at St. John’s was j 
used most of the season on haddock 
and Is still In operation.

Regular employees of Job Brothers 
who became very proficient lb hand­
ling the machine say that the flsh are 
more uniform than it was possible to 
obtain under the hand method. The 
flsh went through the machine and 
were dressed and split In about one 
tenth the time formerly required, all 
bones were removed, the flsh washed 
and delivered ready for salt.

The boat-type machine is of smaller 
sire and was tried out at the plant of 
Gorton Pew Company. Those who 
witnessed its operation proclaimed it 
a remarkable demonstration of me­
chanical skill. With such a machine 
on a banks vessel, less men are re­
quired and six dories can do the work 
which would otherwise require ten.

EXPERIMENTING WITH GUINEA 
PIGS.

An Interesting discovery In connec­
tion with radium emanations, has late­
ly been made by a young 
scientist, Dr. Anastas Kotzareff, which 
may to some extent in course of time 
replace .the use of X-rays In obtaining 
photographs of the internal organs of 
the body. Dr. Wassmer, who has re­
cently left the Swiss Radium Institute 
at Geneva, was the discoverer of a 
process by which the emanations of 
ra&lum could be held in solution in 
liquid substances such as olive oil. Dr. 
Kotzareff, who was experimenting 
with guinea pigs in another connec­
tion, gave one of the animals a drink 
of a solution containing radium eman­
ations, and, after anaesthetising it, 
left a photographic dark slide contain­
ing a sensitised plate on its back. This 
was done in full daylight, the dark 
slide being left closed. On the plate 
being developed it was found to give a 
more or less outline' of thé animal’s 
backbone. Since then the doctor had 
taken a number of other photographs 
by the same method. T have seen • the

VON MOLTKE THOUGHT HJN A
BABBLER—VON KLUCK WARN- 

ED AGAINST SPEED.
Before the great German rush was 

made on Paris in 1914 every detail 
of it had been rehearsed three times
at German army manoeuvres. Fur­
ther, at each rehearsal, the same 
mistake was made. Von Kluck, who 
was in command of the right wing, 
went forward too fast and received 
from. General von Moltke, who was 
in command, the reprimand: “If you 
do that when the war begins we will 
lose.” The prophecy was fulfilled.

These revelations are made In the 
memoirs of von Moltke, which are 
In the care of Rudolff Steiner, mys­
tic and theoeophlst, who conducts a 
college of higher culture at Dor­
noch, near Basle, in Switzerland. 
After General Moltke’q death, Madame 
von Moltke gave the memoirs to 
Steiner to be published, but when they 
were ready for the press an order 
came from Berlin forbidding their 
publication. To Jules Sauerwein, of 
the Matin, Steiner has, however, com­
municated some of the introductory 
paasagr-s. These show that in the few 
years preceding (he outbreak of the 
war the German military manoeuvres 
took the form of complete rehearsals 
of the march on Paris; only on a 
slightly smaller scale. Only the mili­
tary staff and Chancellor îjoltke con­
fessed they knew anything about the 
intention to attack through Belgium. 
Not even the Kaiser or the German 
Minister of War knew the army's full 
intention, and when Steiner, during 
Moltke’s life, expressed his aston­
ishment to him that the Kaiser did 
not know, the former commander- 
in-chief of the German armies re­
plied : “We could never have told 
him. He was far too much of a babbler 
and too indiscreet. He would have 
told all the world.”

In a passage of his memoirs the 
General relates how right up to the 
last moment the Kaiser believed that 
England would not fight and would 
prevent France from doing so. The 
whole war, he believed, would be on 
the Eastern frontier and when he had 
been persuaded to sign the mobiliza­
tion orders, he wanted them recalled 
and the troops halted an hour’s march 
from the French and Belgian frontiers.

He 
came to St. John’s not forgotten, as 
the invitation gave evidence, but al- 
most unknown to the younger genera­
tion.

Of 
Prohibition in the United States he 
said emphatically, that whilst there 
were evasions, they were not in en­
forcement, and despite alt that has 
been said or written by travellers and 
critics, the law “is as well enforced 
as any law on the Statute Eteok" of the 
Great Republic, Prohibition in this 
and other lands was faced with four 
dangers, (1) an ineffective law; (2) an 
Ignorant people ; (3) bribe-taking, and 
illegal gain by rascally officials, and 
(4) hog-tied Government. Too often 
saws were made with loop-holes 
through which astute lawyers could 
drive the figurative coach and four. 
The people were refused instruction. 
Prohibition might be advocated on re­
ligious and moral grounds, but to lose 
it, after once gained, would prove the 
greatest economic disaster that could 
befall any people. To derive revenue 
from the sale of intoxicants, was to 
draw the life blood from the opened 
veins of the body politic. It might 
stimulate for the time, but must en­
feeble and eventually destroy. In all

NEW YORK, Oct. 13, 1921,—The 
British Post Office Bank, which has 
just completed its 60th year of busi­
ness, now has 15,000. branches and in 
1920 had on balance due its depositors 
£266,000,000. Statistics of the Bank’s 
progress received by the Banker’s 
Trust Company, of New York, from its 
English Information Service, disclose 
that the number of depositors has in­
creased from 435 on the opening day 
in 1861 to 16,500,000 at present, with 
the addition of over 5,000,000, Investors 
in Government securities obtained 
through the medium of the Bank. An 
interesting feature of the Bank's 
operations was an increase in balances 
on deposit during the war, a growth 
which has been continued. In 1916 
the amount standing to the credit of 
depositors was £186,327,584. In 1917 
the amount was £203,262,068. The 
volume of the Bank’s transactions is 
illustrated by 133,412 deposits made in 
one day, February 27, 1915. The
average deposit in that year was 
£2. 6s. 4d. The total cost of operation 
in 1917 was £731,409, equivalent to 
1,2 percent of the amount of deposits 
during the year.

The Waikato natives have never 

embraced Christianity with open 
hearts owing to an incident which oc­
curred many years ago during the 
Waikato War. The missionaries taught 
the natives to keep the Sabbath, and 
quite naturally the Maori thought the 
white men would do the same, and 
keep truce on that dày.

One Sunday, hdwever, while they 
were at prayer, they were attacked by 
white forces and overcome. Ever 
since they have been very doubtful of 
the missionaries, who have found it 
difficult to get a foothold among the 
natives of the Waikato . Consequently ^ i 
Ratana, when he visited the district, 
had virgin soil to work on; for be­
sides being called a faith-healer, • he 
inay also be termed an evangelist. By 
the simplicity, power, and "force of his 
speech he vson the hearts of the na­
tives, and effected numerous cures.

Clergymen and others have visited 
the Maori faith-healer, and so far 
none has come away to say that his 
powers are over-rated *or that his 
cures are. imperfect or exaggerated.

Brake Squeaks.
Brake squeaks are a sourse of 

great annoyance, and if the brake lin­
ings do not receive attention the 
squeaking is liable to become chronic. 
Squeaking is generally due to dirt or 
grit which has become imbedded in 
the brake linings and is pressed 
against the brake drums when the 
brakes are operated. Usually, a stiff 
brushing with kerosene oil will remove 
the grit. When the grit, however is 
so deeply imbedded as to resist all 
ordinary methods to remove it, a mix- 
fore of powdered rosin and castor oil, 
applied to the brake bands, will rem­
edy the situation. When the noise le 
caused by rivets bearing against the 
brake drum, the only cure Is the Inser­
tion of .new rivets, sinking the heads 
below the surface of the lining. If 
the lining, however, has become so 
worn as to expose the rivet heads, 
(which had been properly, inserted),, 
new brake lining should be installed, j .

Editor Evening Telegram.
. Dear Sir,—It must indeed be grati­
fying to everybody to find that the 
price of flour and other food commo­
dities is declining, and to feel that 
after another short while the "High 
Cost of Living” will have gone down 
to some appreciable extent. There is 
one item of expense, however, that 
hears unnecessarily heavy on every 
householder at present, and that is 
the item of sugar.

Granulated Sugar to-day Is costing 
a little "over three cents per lb. f.o.b. 
New York, and the duty on this es­
sential here is roughly six cents per 
lb-.;’ or nearly two hundred per cent 
above its actual value. This, of 
course, is a fearful outrage and 
should not be allowed to continue In­
definitely.

It is a well known fact that .the 
Food Control Board lost over 1200,- 
000 of the taxpayers’ money by their 
unwarranted interference with the 
trade In taking over the Sugar busi­
ness of the country, and ft is equally 
well known that the Premier Sir R. 
A. Squires made a promise in the 
House last session that the one and 
a half cents per pound extra taxation 
put on Sugar to offset the blunders 
of the F.C.B., would he taken off 
when this amount was recovered 
through the Custom House,

Considering the very heavy con­
sumption of Sugar of late, and taking 
Into account the very large imports' 
of this commodity, it is only reason­
able to think that this loss of |200,- 
000 has been already madè up, and I 
would therefore like to ask the Hon. 
Mr. Mews, Chairman of the F.C.B. to 
let the public know if this shortage 
has been collected, it not when does 

! he expect it to be collected, and when 
is this one and and a half cents per 
pound likely to be taken off the pre­
sent duty on this household necessity, 
t know that it v will he only neçeseary 
to ask the Hon. Mr. Mews this ques­
