Since-the Treaty -of> Sews §
res they have pinned their faith to the
Turkish Nationalist government of
Angora, which they hoped would be-
come the center of a revival of the
political prestige of Islam, but the lat-
est Greek successes -‘have destroyed
this hope, and a feeling of desperation
seems growing, which may prove too
strong for the influence of Ghandhi.
The Khalifat party, maintaining a sep-

At that time the Fishery
Regulations were in full swing
and had all the force and effect
of law. Their progenitor was
boasting of their value—as he is
to-day—but yet the men who
caught the fish could not secure
the price necessary to bring
them out square with, their sup-
ply accounts. Hence they arose
in their might, called a meeting,
and passed certain resolutions,
the text of which is still on re-
cord. In a word they compelled
or frightened into acquieseence
with their desires the great big
man who said that “the price of
fish was what he made it.”
Well, it’s up to ‘him now.
Raving against those who op-
posed the Regulations, will not
put ten cents additional on a
quintal of fish. The boast that
the price is what he makes it
can better be made good by giv-
ing the maximum price, and
thus by fair competition forcing
all others in the purchasing
market to do likewise. Practice
before precept is advice usually
followed, and in order to live up
to preached principles let the
present opportunity be seized
upon. The true test is in sight
and power. Let the man who

boasts of his ability to make the |

¢hrough which astute lawyers  could
drive the figurative coach and four.
The people were refused instruction.
Prohibition might be advocated on re-
ligious and moral grounds, but to lose
it, after once gained, would prove the
greatest ecqnomic disaster that could
befall any people. To derive revenue
from the sale of intoxicants, was to

draw the life blood from the opened |

veins of the body poiitic. It might
stimulate for the time, but must en-
feeble and eventually destroy. In all
lands were found those who were
ready to prostitute their offices for
gain, and many a swollen fortune had
been made during a brief tenure of
office.

British P. O.
Savmgs Bank.

NEW YORK, Oct 13, 1921,—The
British Post Office Bank, which has
just completed its 60th year of busi-
ness, now has 15,000 branches and in
1920 had on balance due its depositors
£266,000,000. Statistics of the Bank’s
progress received by the Banker's
Trust Company, of New, York, from its
English Information  Service, d‘sclose
that the number of depositofs has in-
creased from 435 on the opening day
in 1861 to 15,500,000 at present, with
‘ the addition of over 5,000,000, investors

|

in Government securities obtained
through the medium of the Bank. An
interesting feature of the Bank's
operations was an increase in balances
on deposit during the war, a growth
which ‘has been continued. In 1915
the amount standing to the credit of
depositors was £186,327,584. In 1917
the amount was £203,262,058. The
volume of the Bank’s transactions is
illustrated by 133,412 deposits made in
one day, February 27, 1915. The
average deposit 'in that year
£32. 6s. 4d. The total cost of operation
in 1917 was £731,409, equivalent to
1,2 percent of the amount of deposits
during the year.

Molkee refused to sign the counter-
order a.ndnit was not: till some hours
later that the Kaiser, having received
a new telegram from King George he

When in. the. real ;war, von Kluck
committed the same error he had
made in the manoeuvres and got sur-
rounded, Moltke knew that the war
was lost and his health gave way. It
was during the period of illness that
he wrote his memeirs, of which the
