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TOWN COUNCIL.
The Council met on Monday night— 

the Mayor in the chair. Present : Dr. 
Herod, Messrs. Holliday, Heffernan, Mas- 
aie, Day, Howard, Buckland, Melvin, 
Sayers, Chadwick, Mays, Mitchell, Har­
vey and MeCurry. The Clerk read the 
minutes.

The Clerk read two accounts—one from 
James Massie & Co.; for pails used at the 
fire at Mr. Mays’, and the other was for 
the expenses of providing straw, lumber, 
Ac., for fitting up beds for the volunteers. 
Referred to Finance Committee.

The Mayor read a petition from John 
Blakeley concerning the children of 
Henry Mellor, who had been left desti­
tute by their father’s going to the States. 
There are four little ones, Mellor’s chil­
dren by his first marriage, and Mr Blake­
ley is the father of his second wife. Mel­
lor had written for his wife and family 
to meet him at Suspension Bridge, but 
when they got there he had not arrived, 
and they were obliged to return, their 
luggage being kept for their fare. This 
Mrs. Mellor was afterwards able to re­
deem. The object of the petition was 
that the town might take care of the 
children—the petitioner asking nothing 
on behalf of Mrs. Mellor. It appears 
that the children are likely to be adopted 
by some families in town. Mr. Heffernan 
said he had no doubt they would be taken 
at the Hospital until such times as per­
manent arrangements could be made for

Dr. Herod read a petition from George 
Bruce, senr, protesting against the cut­
ting of the Edinburgh Road to the depth 
of seven feet, and half the width of it for 
the purpose of procuring gravel for the 
London road, thus injuring his property 
and depriving him of the usual road 
privilege. The memorial was couched in 
such disrespectful terms that on motion 
of Mr Chadwick, seconded by Mr Massie, 
it was not received.

Mr Chadwick read the report of the 
Finance Committee, as follows :

Your Finance Committee beg to report

of August next. Adopted.

Mr Mitchell presented the following 
report of the Road & Bridge Committee :

Your Committee on Roads and Bridges 
beg leave to report on the petition of Wm 
Pringle in reference to obstructions or 
buildings placed on a portion of Alma et. 
by John Carroll, that they have examined 
the same and find said street occupied, 
and recommend that the Clerk notify said 
John Carroll to remove said buildings or 
other obstructions off said street on or 
before the 14th October next, and that 
any other person occupying any part of 
said street receive a similar notice. Y our 
committee have received tenders for the 
erection of a stone work culvert on Wel- 
lington st., and recommend that the offer 
of Thus. Dobbie ($185) be accepted. We 
have also receive 1 tenders for the con­
struction ot a bridge entirely of stone, 
across the Speed on the Edinburgh road, 
and find the lowest offer, viz : that of 
Kennedy & Pike amounts to the sum of 
$1185, which so far exceeds the cost of m 
ordinary bridge that your ?omfHittc3, r :n- 
not recommend its adoption, but consider 
it advisable to acce t the tenders which 
Lave been received, amounting to $347.80 
for the construction of a bridge of stone 
and wood in the same place, viz : Thos. 
Dobbie, stonework $250, James Barclay 
$97.80. Your committee recommend that 
the petition of D. Allan, Esq., for per­
mission to lay underground pipes across 
the road near bis mill be granted, and 
petitioner to be responsible for any acci­
dent that may occur during the laying 
of the same. Your committee have con­
sidered the petition of H. Hatch for assis­
tance to drain surface water off swamp on 
Edinburgh Road, and recommend a grant 
of $20 for that purpose, the bp me to be 
paid when the improvement proposed in 
said petition is completed to the satisfac­
tion of your committee.—Adopted.

Mr Sayers read the Relief Committe’s 
report as follows :

Your Committee on relief beg to report 
that having considered the jfetitlon of R. 
Oliver, they are of opinion that he should 
have laid his petition before the Reeve 
and Council of the township of Guelph, 
Mr. Oliver having been for many years a 
resident and ratepayer of that municipali­
ty.

The prize list prepared by the Council 
of the Dominion Rifle Association, was 
submitted to Sir George E. Cartier on 
Saturday, and approved by him. The 
present list is based on the Government 
grant of $5,000. The Council will issue 
supplementary lists from time to time as 
the extent of the contribution will war­
rant. The list has been prepared with 
good judgment and will call out a most 
wholesome competition. The following 
is a summary of the prizes offered :

A prize open to all comers, members of 
the Dominion Rifle Association, $600 in 
all, the highest amount to a single com­
petitor being $250, the next highest com­

prizes are 400, 600, 800 and a thousand 
yards. Open to any rifle in any position.

The Dominion of Canada prize open to 
all certified and efficient members of 
regularly embodied corps of volunteer 
militia or militia, and to members of the 
staff" who are also members of the Canada 
Rifle Association. The 1st prize to go to 
a single competitor, is $500 ; there are 30 
prizes at $20 each, and 30 at $10 each,

Progress in Ireland.
The Irish poor law report has dis­

closed some unexpected facts, In Feb­
ruary last it is shown that there were 
02,123 persons in receipt of relief with­
in the workhouse ; whilst in February, 
1867, the total number was 58,075. 
The out- door paupers had also in­
creased to 18,839 in 1868, as compar­
ed with 17,087 in 1867. The differ­
ence between the years is not serious, 
but a decline was rather to have been 
expected. The commissioners remark 
upon the prevalence of distress in 
some of the manufacturing districts 
of Ireland as accounting for the in­
crease, as the agricultural population 
h ave been rather better circumstan­
ced than in the former year. They 
add several important expressions of 
opinions, as, for example, that distress 
occurring locally in certain districts 
has been made the subject of exagger- 
ated descriptions in the public press ; ! 
that the Irish farm laborer is better I 
fed, and at far less cost, than his rep- ! 
resentatives itr England ; that his clo­
thing is much superior now. to what it 
was before the famine ; that more than 
four hundred thousand of the worst 
class cabins have disappeared from 
the country ; and that the “ most re­
markable evidence of the improved ! 
condition of the Irish peasantry has ' 
been their comparative freedom from 
epidemic disease during the last eigh­
teen years.”
