There is now no doubt that the highest
executive of the United States—the presi-
dent—has again refused to sign the order
for the extradition of the man known as
Bulldog Kelly who was held at St. Paul,
Minn., at the request of the authorities of
this province under 8 charge of y\l(ul
marder of an American named Baird in
Kootenay, B.C.EKelly is once more a free
man, although the terms of the treaty
atipulate that in any event the demanding
authorities, after the refusal has been
made koown to them, will have a
stated time wherein to produce further
evidence, and that pending this the
prisoner shall remain in custody. The
Ottawa authorities have not been so
notified; but Kelly is free. After ten
mouths of persistent effort to procure the
extradition of this man, who has been
twice rem4nded for surrender and yet is
now at large, the local government recog-
nizing that all farther attempts would be
hopeless will, it is believed, relinquish the
pursuit.

The C. P. Railway Biocked.

MonteEAL, April 20.—The ice has be-
gun to break up and already there is &
wide channel through which the water is
rushing. The shore ice, however, re-
mains solid. The waser has fallen 5 or
6 feet since noon, and is still subsiding
rapidly. The prospects aro not hopelese,
as at Lake St. Peter the ice is breaking
up and a general shove is expected in a
day or two. Many of the inundated
streets are now dry and the storekeepers
are busily engaged in putting things to
righte. Busivess will probably be necom-
menced to morrow. In_the low lying
streets there is still from two to. three
fest of water. To-day's trains ou the
Grand Trunk Railway were able to come
in as far as Chatham street. It is expect-
ed that by to-morrow night they may
reach the depot. On the south side of the
river, owing to the fact that the ice has
not shoved over the banks the loss will be

Some of the Interesting Con-

England Primer.

The first page is a woodeut, “fearful-
-ly and wonderfully made,” of the
President of the United States,. says
the Providence Journal. This was in-
tended, doubtless, to represent ‘Wash-
ington, although it wouldanswer equal-
ly well for Adams, Jefferson, Madison
Monroe. On the reverse is a cut re-
presenting a small lad with hatin hand,
standing reverently in the presence of
his aged instructor, amd underneath
verses frem Proverbs and Ephesians:
«Train up & child in the way he should
go, and when he is old he will not de-
part from it;” “Let not thy heart envy
sinners; but be thou in fear of the
Lord all the day long;” “Children,
obey your parents in the Lord, for this
is right.” :

The earliest copy of the primer
known to be in existence was printed
at Bostéfi fit J737: This, together with
five other aopies, the latest printed at
Newburyport in.1790, brought at the
Brinley sale the sum of $612. No one
knows when the first New England
peimer was published, or by whom it
wus compiled. As early as 1691 Ben-
jamin Hardis, a printer and bookseller
in Boston, advertised as in press a
“geoomnd impression.” No eopy, how-
ever, of any edition earlier than the
one already named is known to be ex-
tant.

There are the small letters of the
alphabet,. the - vowels, consonants,
double letters and italic letters; the
easy syllables for children, ab, eb, ib,
ob, ub and the rest; the words of one
syllable and upward te those terrible
waords of six syllables, beginning with
a-bomi-na-ti-on and ending with
quadifi-ca-ti-on.

BULL-DOG KELLY.

A Second Time the Washington
Authorities Refuse to Deliver
‘Him to the Canadian Officials.

{St. Paul Bespatch,April 10,

W. W. Erwin to-day received from his
partner Thos. Ryan, who is in Washington,
the following telegram:

WasmiNGTON, April 10.

Erwin & Ryan, St. Paul:

The warrant for extradition refused.
Leave this evening for home. Tox Ryan.

The telegram refers to the case of ““Bull-
Dog"” Kelly. It has been decided that
Kelly can be arrested as many times as a
new person can be found to swear to a new
complaint. The Canadian government has
expended about $20,000 in its efforts to get
the prisoner over the line, and it probably
will not stop now. However, turther ef-
forts in the same direction will look de-
cidedly like persecution, and if made again
the courts would probably order the release
of the prisoners on a writ of habeas corpus.

A TALK WITH KELLY, _

A Dispatch reporter saw Kelly in the cor-
ridor at the county jail, and found that he
had been apprised of the turn in his affairs:

*‘It is good news,”’ said the prisoner, ‘‘and
all the better because coming so soon after
the papers were sent away. I have no idea
as to whether the Canadian authorities will
carry the matter any further, bot I don’t
propose to stand. any more of it.
It is ‘a persecution of the worst
kind, and ought to step rght here.
I've been in  confinement eight
months for nothing, as this decision
shows. The stories of my being well sup-
plied with mouey are not true. I had
$10 when I was arrested, and with the
exception of $100 paid Mr. Steenerson
for me, that is all the lawyers have re-
ceived for my case. If the Canadian au-
thorities push*it further, I'll bring up
stronger evidence than shown yet.”

The Irish people would
regard the bargain as one imposed by a
foreign country. and would be justified
in taking the first opportunity to
repudiate it.  If the bargain should be
repudiated how would it be enferced?
The government could not disregard the
risk to British taxpayers under increas-
ing depression in trade. Hundreds
of thousands of hard workers in England
would probably be thrown out of employ-
ment. While refusing to assist deserving
crofters in Scotland and postponing the
claims of English labor, could the govern-
ment consistently grant large sums for
