When he arrived
with the others, one of the Indians reminded
him that he had long promised to shoot him_
and the time had now come. Williscroft,
Quinn and Fatheér Fafard were murdered on
the spot, the otuers following after.
It was to Big Bear that McLean,
Indian instructor at Fort Pitt,
surrendered, along with all the white
settlers and their families, numbering
forty. Mr. Rae has a_letter written by Mc-
Lean to his wife, after he was taken, in which
he says: “They now in their excite nent
~have made me a prisoner, and swear by Al-
" mighty God that I would stay with them.

The
time is coming, and nothing is hastening it
more than the conduct of the Fremch
themselves, when the Eaglish-speaking
provinoes of the Dominion will refuse to
longer bend the knee to Quebee, and will
assert the right of British North America
to be governed as a nationof Anglo-Saxone,
in speech, sentiment and custom,

Indian Votes and the Liquer Trafiic.

The Montreal Witneas says that consid-
erable indignation concerning the proposed
enfranchisement of the Indians is being
expressed in that city. If the actiscarried
it is asserted that as the tribal Indians will
become legally the same as white men, the
present law will be powerless to stop liquor
being sold to or bought by them. The
result will be a great increase in crime and,
poverty, as well as an extra expense to the
country, since it is calculated that where
one policeman is now sufficient twelve will
be necessary. An Indian said this morn-
ing that the bill would pass, and added,
“‘we will drink now in spite of the whites.”
Those acquainted with the Indians state
that there are many good Indians thorough-
ly capable of exercising the rights of the
franchise, as well as every privilege of the
white man, and to such the right should be
granted, but not to the whole body.
