LoNDoN, Sept. 2.—Howard Vincent’s do-
ings in Canada attract the notice of the Eng-
lisn Federationists.

Orrawa, Sept. 2—The committee to en-
quire into the charges of peddling patronage
preferred against Edward Cochrane, mem-
ber for East Northumberland, met in the
Tower room this morning. “Those present
wepe Messrs, Tisdale (chairman), White
(Shelburn), Skioner, Cameron (Huron),
Mulock, German and Sir Adelphe Caron.
Mr. Barron was counsel for the prosecution
and Mr. B. B. Osler for Mr, Cochrane, The
charge taken up was:

That in 1888 it was agreed to and
between  the said Emt%ochﬂﬂe -3 one
Hedley H. Simpson that if ‘tie said Hedley H.
Simpson would make and deliver to one James
Stanley two promissory notes for $100 each, he
the said Edward Cochrane would procure the ap-
pointment of the said Hedley H. Simpson to the
office of lighthouse-keeper at Presque Isle Point;
that Simpson paid the notes and in pursuance o
the corrupt bargain got the appointment.

Mr. Johnston, one of the witnesses, having
been called and not answering, Mr. Barron
said that he was informed this witness bad
left for the States on Friday last. He there-
fore sasked that witnesses Hagzelton and
Hodgins of Brighton should be summoned to
give evidence in the case in which Johnston
was concerned.

The others were not refunded because they
got their apiointmenu. The committee met
in witness' hotel and decided who would’
get the positions. There wasone note en-
dersed by 20 persons for $1000; it was
r?uewod and he did not know what became
of it.

The committee adjourned until this after-
noon.

The examination of James Stanley was
continued in the afterncon. He said he re-
ceived $150 from Thomas Fitzgerald and
§200 from Hedley Simpson. This was all he
got from persons who had received ap-
pointments. The members of the committee
who were recommended for office were
picked out in the Conservative convention
about two vears ago. There were
gix or seven. on the committee.
Hedley - Simpson was the first re-
commendation of the committee, The
committee did not refer to any amount
expected from Simpson. The committee
knew that a certain amount had to be raised
to meet the Wade-Ferris election protest,
and askéd him to raise it and he did the
best he could. Duncan VanAlstine did not
get the office for which he was recommended
and was refunded his 150, These contribu-
tions followed the recommendation and pre-
ceeded thh appointments. He did not know
whetber Mr. Cochrane knew of the exis-
tance of the committee, The debt incurred
by the Wade-Ferris protest amounted to
about $1700 and had nothing to

with Mr. Cochrane’s  elections
‘and  protests. Hedley Simpson’s re-
commendation was.not conditional on his
subscription. Mr. Cochrane knew nothing
about the matter until Simpson paid the
$200 and it was in the bank. He then told
Mr. Cochtane that Simpson paid the $200,
but told him nothing of the conditions, Mr.
Cochrane was not a member of the com-
mittee, and was not present atany of its
meetings. He did not know whether Mr.
Cochrane was present at the convention
which v?})poimed the committee.

W. W. Webb, Brighton, said he cashed a
note for $1000 brought to him in 1882, to
raise money to meet the cost of Wade-¥'er-
ris’ protest. The note had 20 makers, includ-
ing R. Cochrane, a son, and C. M. Cochrane,
nepbew of the member. He receivead
$150 from William Brown, one of the bridge-
men, on another note, which was substituted
for part of the §1000 note. He also got $75
from John D. Clouston, another bridgeman,
on the same note. Brown and Clouston paid
him these amounts because they said they
were instructed to do so,

BridgesKeeper Fitzgerald’s Subscription.
Thomas Fitzgerald, bridge-keeper, said he
paid Stanley $150 to heip the party in Wade-
Ferris protest. He saw Mr. Cochrane about
his appointment, but Mr. Cochrane said he
had left the matter entirely in the bands of
the committee. When he paid the §150 he
had not received the appointment. He got
the money from his wife, who bad some in a
bank. He never gave a subscription %o the
riy before this one.

Charles Lark, manager of the Standard

LoxNDpON, Sept. 2.—An official order of the -
Board of Agriculture has been issued, relat-
ing to the cattle trade, to go into operation
next January. Cattle are not to be carried
on more than three decks, nor on a hatch
above a compartment containing other cattle,
nor in any position interfering with the
navigation and ventilation of the vessel or
working of the boats,, Every part used for
cattle must be provided with substantial
pens, strong enough to resist the weight of
the cattle or the action of the weather. The
pens must be weather-proof and provided
avith battens secured to the deck to prevent
cattle from slipping. Not more than four
large or. five small animals are to be
in each pen. There must be a passageway of
the minimum width of 18 inches between
every two rows of cattle and in front of-
every single row. Pens must be adequately
ventilated and lighted and sufficiently roomy
for repose and feeding.

Food and water must be protected from the
weather. There must be one competent fore-
man with an assistant to every 25 head of
cattle, Any animal seriously injured must
be forthwith siaughtered. .

900,000 letters, 1,040,000 registered let-
ters, 6,940,000 postal cards, 42,379,-
086 newspapers and 206,600 parcels posted in
Canada; in 1889 there were 92,668,000 letters,
8,649,000 registered letters, 19,365,000. postal
cards, 70,259,856 newspapers and 519,400 par-
cels. In 1879 there were issued 281,725 postal
money orders, amounting to $6,788,723; in
1889 the number of orders was 673,813 and
the amount $11,265,920. 'The deposits in the
chartered banks of Canada amounted to
$71,368,502 in 1870 and to $136,203,978 in 1889.
In 1870 the deposits in the Postoffice and
Government Savings Banks amounted to
$8,407,013; in 1889 to $41,371,058. Some of
these amounts since 1889 have been trans-
ferred to the chartered banks owing to the
changed rate of interest.

These are items that show the progress of
the eountry in many substantial ways, even
though the population may not have increas
ed as we could wish.
