A BUSINESS IAY AT OTRAVA

4HE HOUSE RUSHES 1HROUGH
CONSIDERABLE WORK.

That Little Account of Caspar Rett of
Berlin — The Criminal Law and the
Newspaper Correspondent — Proposal
to Curtail the Imagination of the
Special Fakir—Capital Chat,

Orrawa, May 3.—This has been a quiet
business day in the House and quite a good
deal of work has been done in supply, a
very considerable slice being taken out of
railway and canal items,

Before going into committee there was
quite a Jittle discussion on the payment of
$218 to - Cas Rett of Berlin
for an immigration pamphlet in German,
in connection with which Mr. Somerville
read a letter from John Lowe, Deputy
Minister of Agriculture, the other night, in
which Lowe showed Rett how to get the
amount which the Queen’s Printer would
not allow in his bill.

Mr. Carling read a long statement b
Lowe, in which he said that Rett include
in his bill the copyright of his book and
cost of stereotyping, which the Queen’s
Printer could not allow and for which he
was afterwards paid.

The ition, led by Messrs. Somer-
ville, Mulock and McMullen, charged that
the explanation was rather thin, but aftera
little sparring the matter dropped, and the
House got into supply and items
very comfortably until 11.30, when it ad-
journed.

Aimed At the Fakir.

The select committee on the Criminal
Ltl:v Act met this morning and m;dl: e;;r;
cellent progress, gettin, rough with 1
clauses gut of the%hnuufnd lndgodd which
comprise the bill. There was a good deal
of discussion over the clause which makes
it an indictable offence,punishable with one
year’s imprisonment, to publish any false
news or tale whereby injury or mischief is
occasioned to any public or private interest.

Mr. Mulock and other Opposition mem-
bers represent this asa great attack on the
liberties of tho press, and the clause was
laid over for further discussion. It is ap-
parently aimed at the authors of yarng such
as the one about Prince George of Wales
sent from Montreal, and the celebrated
fake about Madame Anger’s diamonds
manufactured here. If this clause remains
in the bill the occapation of the Ottawa
liar will be gone and he will be forced to
emigrate to Chicago or some other place
where newspapers do not have to be very
particular about publishing the truth.

Col. McNeill, M.P., is highly elated over
the reception in Great Britain of his re-
solution in favor of reciprocity with the
Mother Country, and there is” a general
feeling of satisfaction at the cable letter of
Member of Parliament in last Sunday’s New
York Herald on the subject. -

WO VERY GOOD MEASURES.

A BILL 70 3XEMPT THE WAGES OF
WORKINGMEN FROM SEIZ URE,

e

One Against Libel sSharks—Both Intro-
ducesl Into the Quebec Legislature by
Mr, Stephens—Some Interesting Infor-
mation Coming With Reference to Mr,
Mercler's Trips Abroad.

Quesec, May 3.—Mr. Stephens will
shortly introduce two very important
measures. The first of these is to exempt
from seizure the wages of workingmen. 1t
reads as follows:

Section 1.—The wages and salaries of work-
men and laborers paid by the day, week or
month, including those who perform manual
labor in factories and workshops, are exempt
from seizure.

To Protect Newspaper Proprietors,

The second bill is being presented in the
interest of newspaper proprietors, who are
fooked upon as fair game by a certain class
of lawyers and blackmailed under the cloak
of the libel law.

Under the present law a-newspaper pro-
prietor is sued and, having won his case,
finds very often that the /plaintiff cannob
pay costs and has taken the action in ex-
pectation that the defendant would bleed
rather than go to the trouble and expense
of defending the case. Mr. Stephens’ bill
provides that some little measure of . justice
should be rendered to newspapers. It reads
as follows:

Sec. 1.—Every person who brings or {nsti-
tutes an action. suit or proceedings in the
courts of the Province of Quebec against
newspapers pubhished in this province for
slander to give the opposite party security
for the costs which may be incurred in con-

uence of such proceedings.

. 2.—Such security must consist of un-
encumnbered real estate or cash deposited
ui'lth the prothonotary of the district in ques-
tion.

WOMEN AND MISSIONS,

The Good Record the Presbyterians Pro-
duced Yesterday—News ¥From the
Howe and Foreign Fields,

The Woman's Foreign Midsion Society of the
Presbyterian  Church opened their six-
teenth annual meeting yesterday morning in
Westminster Church, Bloor-street east. The
meeting began with devotional exercises. after
which the president, Mrs. Ewart. fead her ad-
dress. After welcoming the visitors, she alluded
to the inspiriting and profitable nature of the
apnual meetings,and reminded her Learers of the
+society’s object, the dolng of work for the Master's
sake. They met, not as friends and acquain-
tances for mutual pleasure, but as ‘a band of
Chris workers snxious to get information that
would further the cause of missions. Their in-
terest embraced both home aud foreign missions,
and they could record an advance everywhere.
To render themselves more worthy of this
favor and to ensure a continuance of it much
prayer and a consecrated zeal were nseded.

Mrs. Ewart then turged to the practical details
of the work in India and China, reporting an ad-
vance everywhere.

The reports of the presbyterial societies
were read, all but two reporting a distinct
advance. Letters of greeting were also read from
pumerous sister organizations both of ythe Pres-
byterian Church and other churches. A recep-
tion of delegates closed the morning session,

Gratitying Reports,

The receiving of the annual reports
was the chief item -of business for
the _afternoon. Mrs. Harvie presented the
Foreign Mission report. There are five fields,
Central India, China, the Canadian Northwest,
Trinidad and the New Hebrides. In Trinidad the
work is mainly educational and has been very
successful. 1@ the New Hebrides, where the race
of natives is rapidly dying out, it is partly active
opposition to heathenism, partly education and
regeneration. Chiua has two departments, For-
mosa, where Rev. G. L. Mackay, D.D..is carrying
on his wonderful work, ana has by this time over
50 native teachers and preachers. Dr. Mackay
reports one most grati ymF piece of progress,
the faet that there are whole families that now
need no supervision. In Honan the year Mas
been one of great alarms, but of some steady

TORress, r. Smith's medical work having
Eeen espechll{ successful. In Indore, the work
bas been satisfactory, though Dr. Llizabeth
Beatty's health continues very precarious. The
medical mission is doing most excelleut and ef-
fective work. The Northwest work has been
successful, mostly on educational lines.

The Field at Home,

The home secretary's report was fairly en-
couraging, the executive having worked very
faithfully and the work of the presbyterial so
cisties encouraging. There are in all 25 presby-
terial societies, 193 mission bands and 493 auxi-
fiaries. The auxiliary membership 4s 11,771, the
mission band membership 5255. Mrs. Shortreed
was the secretary of this vrauch.

The supplies to missions report was presented
by Mrs. Jeffrey, showing that 42 shipments
weighing 23,000 Ibs., valued at $10,000, had been
sent to the Northwest. Much good has been
done by these, aud many persons have partici-
pated in the benefits gained by contribiting to
this object.

The publication report was read by Mrs.Telfer,
and proved interesting and encouraging. ' The
Letter Leaflet has done great good and has now
reached an issue of 9165, an advance of 1765 upon
last year; its promoters hope for an issue of
15,000. In other departments of iissionary
literature a great advance has been made, the
sales amounting to 35,837, 18,102 over those of
last year. To this must be added a free distri-
bution of 10,568, making a total of 45,905; 19,
leaflots were printed and 8 have been add-
ed to the list during the last month alone,
while 49 maps have been made and sent out.
The recei%)ls amount to $1,341.94, the disburse-
ments to $980.71, and the balauce to $352.23,

Mrs. McLennan read the treasurer's statement.
The total receipts, contributed by some 25 socie~
ties ana many private individuals, amounted to
$20,141.10. the disbursements to $2163.53, and the
balance is $36.977.59. In addition to this amount
the Indore boarding schiool” account showed a
balauce of $2500.20.

The ladies of Westminster Church gave a
reception and tea, many of the members of the
presbytery attending and an enjoyable time
being spent. .

AN OPEN VERDICT RETURNID BY
r8E CﬂlSONEB'SJUIlJ'.

Inquest on the Death of Sarah Elizabeth
Ridgers—Her Husband Says He Left
Her Because She Drank—Where is
Her Trunk?—Different Rumors as:to
the Cause of Her Death,

The inquest on the body of Sarah Elizabeth
Ridgers, the woman who was found dead in
the Don  on Saturday. morning, was
beld at the Morgue by Coroner Picker-
ing Iast night. The first balf dozen
witnesss testifled to the fluding of the bod y
and the removal of it to the morgue.

Charles Cbapman, [20 Borden-street,
sworn, said that be had [known the deceased
for ten years, and with his wife stood
up with her when she wes married to Freder-
ick Ridgers. Ste was a pleasant woman, and
he mever heard of bher having quarreled
with her-husband, She used to take a drink
occasionally, but he never saw her drunk.
He saw her on last Monday week. She
stayed athis house fora few days. She
seemed despondent about h.v:::g been put in
jai. On Thursday night last she called
again and had tea, BShe left:afterwards,
saying that she was Soing for her trunk,
which she said was down near the Don.
When asked how she came to have the
black eye, she said, that she had slip| and
fell, ®be had been segarated from her hus-
band since last fall.

Thomas Pendergrace, 58 Tecumseh-street,
said that the deceased was his wife’s step-
mother, She was at his home where ber
husband was staying, on Friday, April 22.
She then had a black eye which she regeived
by falling in his back yard. Sie was tnder
the influence of liquor, and on this
account was refused admittance into the
house. She was a woman who would likely
commit suicide, and bad often said that she
would find death in a watery grave.

Frederick Ridgers, the husband of the
dead woman, was next examined, The last
time that he saw his wife alive was on Fri-
day week last, She came to his son-in-law’s
house, where he was staying, and asked him
what he had done with the furniture. He
told her that he had sold it to his
son-fp-law, Mr. Pendergrace, The night
before she came to the house, but as
she was intoxicated she was not admitted.
She made a noise around the bouse and he
went after a policeman, but did not find one.
He had been separated from his wife since
Aug. 18 last, and left her because she drank.
About 11 months ago, he said, she tried to
poison herself by taking laudanum. He had
only worked four days since Christmas.

After hearing the evidence of Dr. Annie
Pickering and Dr, Speuncer~ tho ¢ase was put
in the bands of the jury. In a short time
they brought in an open verdict that de-
ceased had been found dead in the Don
River, The inquest was admirably con-
ducted and, although 10 witnesses had to be
lelxnmmaj; everything was finished in two

Az Interesting Natural History Exhibit,
A meeting of the natural history (biologi-
cal) section of the Canadian Institute was
held on Monday evening at the institute
building in Richmond-street east, Mr.John
Manghan in the chair. A number of inter-
esting specimens were exhibited by various
members. The most remarkable perhaps
was a tame otter (lutra canadensis), beiong-
ing to Mr. J. H. Ames, which has learned to
follow Mr. Ames about like a dog. Mr.
Harvey exhibited a tree toad (hyla versicolor)
and remarked on its chameleon-like powers
of changing its -color. A specimen of the
urple gallinule (ionornis martinica), shown
y Mr. Thurston, is the first example of this
beautiful and semi-tropical bird that has
been recorded in Ontario.

Oniy two specimens besides are
known to have. been taken in Canada, one
sowme years ago at Halifax, N.S., and the
other near St. John, N.B. Mr. Thurston
also showed a male and female of the Ameri-
can crossbill that have been presented to the
museum by Mr. James H. Fleming, and
specimens of the American erow, the blue-
bird, junco and cedsy waxwing, mounted
by Mr. Maughan, jr., were presented to the
museum by Mr. Witliams.

_~moths (teléa polyphemus), belonging to Mr,
H. M. Blackburn, jr., was also on the table,
