Mownt to Amend the Ontario
fAiquor License Act,

A meeting of the license-bolders of the
province will be held in this city to-day. It
is expected that from 1200 to 1500 hotelkeop-
ers from sl sections of the province will be
present, ‘I'ne association, through a com-
mittes, will seek to have a number of amend-
ments made tothe Ontario Liquor ILicenso
Act, more especially the clauses which bear
inordinately upon the hotelkeepers, The
organization hassprung into existence since
the vote on the prohibition plebiscit, and
has been taken hold of by license-hoiders of
both political parties, all of whom feel that
their rights as freemen are being interfered
with by the different temperance organiza-
tions of the country. It is not unlikely that
among other amendments to be sought will
be the following: )

1. That license holders shai be eligible for
municipal offices,

2, That municipal councils be permitted
only once in four years to ohange the num-
ber of licenses, and only then when peti-
tioned for by two-thirds of the electors, and
subssquently carried by a majority vote,

4, ''hat the power at present in the bands
of the commissioners be restricted, in so far
as deflning when hotels shall close, snd also
as to regulations governing screens, etec.

4, That a law be passed stipulating that the
closing hoor shall be general throughout the
province. 2

These, with many other important sugges-
tions, will come before the convention for
eousideration, and if ratifled the Govern-
ment will be asked to embody them in the
Liquor License Act,

Where Nature Made n Littie Mistake.

It is not often that nature makes a mis-
take. He is a daring man indeed who will
venture to improve upon her hundiwork.
And yet there is one point in the human
get-up that appears to be capable of im-
provement. 1t has often occurred to us
that man should have been mounted on
wheels instead of on legs. The ancient
idea of completeness in animal lite was the
centaur, or the man-horse; who, while he
had the brains of a man, could travel like
the wind. Now-s-days everything outside
of the animal world moves on wheels. The
wheel is the groatest of all locomotive
agents. If the present generation were
consalted by nature as to the hu-
man equipment they would no doubt
recommend & pneumatic wheel in prefer-
ence to legs. It has often caused us a great
deal of thought to reason out why nature
has rejected so complete and effective a
means of locomotion as the wheel. One
instauce only occurrs to us where she has
adopted the idea. We refer to the hoop
snake, which coils itself into the shape of a
wheel and bounds along like a runaway
unicycle.

The bill was
founded largely upon sn act in force
in New South Wales, adopted
atter » most careful enquiry into the
subject. British Columbia had adopted the
same law almost verbstim. There were
three acts on the same subject in Great
Britain, but they were a dead letter becanse
they were compulsory and not volantary,
and consequently were Dot popular with
the classes for whose benefit they were in-
tended. He thought that the better way
was to depend upon the force of public
oyinion to induce submission to the award
of arbitrators. The Councils of Concilia-
tion were to comprisetwomembers appoint-
ed by each party, the council to choose a
fifth man as chairman. In case of their
failure to effect a compromise the matter
would then go to arbitration.

Mr, Meredith criticized the measure on
the ground that it contemplated establish-
ing a good deal of cumbersome machinery.
Employers might be harrassed and put to
considerable expense by being brought be-
fore the council. There was no means of
enforcing the award, and it would be far
better to leavesuch disputes to such volan-
tary machinery as might be adopted, and
he questioned whether the working people
were generally in favor of the proposal.

The Attorney-Generol replied to the
effect that he had received from labor or-
ganizations exptessions of the strongest
approval, and emphasized the idea that the
finding of the tribunals he proposed to
create would carry with them a force of
rublic sentiment which would ensure respect

Much had been said
about over-pressure in schools, but this was
largely due to the natural desire of parents
to see their children make progress, and it
was not easy to see how it could be
checked. Proceeding to treat of the dif-
terent studies pursued he enlarged
on ‘the desirability of teaching dis-
tinctly Canadian history, alluding to
the example of the United States and lead-
ing Furopean countries in encouraging
patriotism in this way. Speaking of the
qguestion of text books he said thav the cost
of an entire Public school outfit of text
books was $406. It cost about 23 cents
rer pupil by the year. He alluded to the
arge increase in the proportion of female
teachers and, while the effect of this on
future generations was regarded as a pro-
blem, it was evident in the meantime that
it had had one good result in aubniwtinig 8
mildar discipline for the harsh rule for-
merly prevailing. Mr. Ross’ speech, which
he read from manuscript, was very volumin-
ous and bristled with scholastic statistics,
It was just a little heavy for the galleries
which, though crowded during the earlier
part of the evening, thinned out rapidly
towards 10 o’clock.

Dr. Ryerson’s Exemption Bill,

The Exemption bill introduced by Dr.
Ryerson at the mmstance of the City So-
licitor, instructed by the City Council, has
been withdrawn, As a substitute measure
Dr. Ryerson, yesterday, introduced a
measure exempting church buildings, the
land on which they actunally stand, snd
burial grounds, but subjecting to assessment
other property now exempt. The bill does
not affect the assessment for local improve-
ments to which the exempted properties
are subject. It provides that where clergy-
men have no fixed salaries they may be as-
sessed for income tax up to the amount of
$1500, with the right to sppeal if the
amount fixed is regarded as excessive; and
also that the property of incorporated com-
panies cannot be assessed for Separate
schools.

COST OF SETTLING CROWN LANDS.

Expensive Crown Lands’ Office—~Joseph
Power's Mail Contraet,

At the Public Accounts Committee yes-
terdsy morning Mr. Davis occupied the
chair. Aubrey White, Depnty Commis-
sioner of Crown Lands, produced s state-
mens showing that the number of free
grants had fallen off considerably last year.
Owing to this the salaries of some agents
had been reduced. Some others were under
consideration. ’

Mr. Marter thought the exact amounts
should have been specified in the return
produced, which was not sufficiently de-
tailed.

Mr. White proceeded to state that some
agents had received salaries who had settled
no one in their districts. The total salaries
were 50 per cent. of the amount of sales in
the past three years, The sales amounted
to $8500, the salaries of the officials $4250.

The matter of the contract for carrying
the mails from the [postoffice to the Par-
liament Buildings was gone into.

Joseph Power tessified that he received
for this work $5 per day. The number of
trips per day varied from8 to l4—never
less than 8. In’93 he received $285 for
this service, in 92 8360, in 91 $555, in '90
8485, in 89 $405, in '88 $380, in "87 $450. X

BRITAIN WILL ADMIT OUR CATTLE

On Recelving Positive Assurance That
Tuberculosis Doss Not Exist Among
Canadian Herds,

Loxpow, April 3.—According to agree-
ment the Right Hon. Herbert Garduoer,
President. of the British Board of Agricul-
tare, received to-day a deputation from the
Chambers of Agriculture and the Royal
Society to urge that no cattle should be
sllowed to be imported from foreign coun-
tries unless they are to be killed at the port
of llnding.
1f the Right Hon. Mr. Gardner's reply
to the deputation ia to be taken as any in-
dication of what his intentions are it cer-
tainly shows that the Canadisn Govern-
ment should do all in its power to assure
the hon. gentleman that tuberculosis does
not exist in Canada,
Favorable to Canada,

His answer would indicate that he in-
tends to o the British ports to Cana-
dian cattle it the Canadian Government is
able to satisfy his adyisors regarding the
tuberculosis question.
The depurtation received  stinging blow
when Mr. Gardner made the announcement
that the House of Commons would not en-
tertain, let alone sanction, so drastic a pro-
posal as the closing of British ports against
the importations of live cattle in a healthy
condition, The present law, he said, was
an ample security against the risk of im-
porting disease.

No Flome-Bred Animal Affected,

HAMILTON ELFEOTRIC RAILWAYXY.,

Preamble of the Charter Adopted By the
Bailway Committee,

There was o large attendance at the
meeting of the Railway Committee of the
Ontario Legislature  yesterday morniog
Mr. Bronson in the chair, when the bill
amending the charter ot the Hamilton
Radial Electric Street Railway Co. came
up for consideration, The measure substi-
tutes the name of *Hamilton Radial Elec-
tric Railway” for that under which the
company was first incorporated. It gives
the company power to construct
tracks to be operated by any
power except steam in  various di-
rections radiating Hamilton from many

oints, including Guelph, Berlin, Oakville,
Niagara Falls, Brantford and Mimico,

Thne bill increases the capital stock of the
company to §2,000,000 in shares of $100
each.

A deputation from Hamilton, comprising
Mayor Btewart, City BSolicitor McKelean
and Ald. Milne, Reed and Witton, were
resent in the interests of the bill.

John Bell, solicitor of the G.T.R.,.
opposed the principle of the measure, con-
tending that it gave to the electric
roads to be constructed powers and
privileges considerably in excess of those
extended to the Grand Trunk and other old
established railroads in which so much
capital had been invested, which was not
fair to these companies.

Mr. Gibson said the time had fully ar-
rived for the adoption of some general
policy in regard to electric railways of the
character contemplated by the bill, which
oceupied a mediam position between street
He thought
that an enterprise like this should have
ordinary railroad powers. Where a rail-
way ran through several municipalities it
seemed impracticable to give regu-
lating powers as to freight rates, fares,
speed, etc., to the municipal authorities,

Mr. McKelcan urged the passage of the
measure as a great convenience to the local-
ities interested by assaring them a cheap
and ready access to the market of Hame
iton.

Mr. Meredith opposed the bill as subject-
ing existing railways to unfair competition.

A vote taken on the preamble of the bill
was & tie, 14 to 14.
