Municipal Experience.
He served as an alderman of tbe city 

of Halifax for several years, and wns 
alsoi for some time chairman of the Hali-- 
fax Board of School Commissioners. For 
several years he was president of the 
Young Men’s Literary Association, and 
also’ of the Charitable Irish Society of 
Halifax, and he was also one oi the 
Senate of the University of Halifax.

During his active professional career he 
was connected with almost every impor­
tant case that came before the Supreme 
Court of Nova Scotia. He was one of 
the counsel for the United States Gov­
ernment in 1874, before the Fishery Com­
mission, which sat at Halifax under the 
Washington Treaty.

There were 
very few opportunities a-t that time In 
the Local Legislature for the display of 
great debating ability, their being prig- 
tic ally no opposition in the House, At­
torney-General Thompson discharged the 
duties of hie office with conspirions 
thoroughness and satisfaction, while at 
the same time, carrying 
business at the head ot 
linn in the province.

The struggle at the polls 
had been a fierce and exciting one, and 
tbe result for a time was so uncertain 
that the OoneervaAive party carried on 
the affaire of the province for several 
months after the elections with At­
torney-General Thompson as Premier, '

ernment in the same year, 1882, Hem. 
Mr. Thompson accepted a position on the 
benefh of the Supremo Court of the pro­
vince. v He had been appointed a Q.C. 
In 1879, and was president of the Nova 
Scotia Bar Society for several years 
previous to his becoming a judge.

Y.'hlle on the bench he displayed in a 
great degree the qualities of an ideal 
judge, prompt in his decisions, invari­
ably courteous to every member of the 
bar, and in all hie decisions exhibiting 
an eminently judicial mind.

While a member of the judiciary Hon 
Mr. Thompson took an active part in 
the founding of thef Law School at 

Halifax In connection with Dal-
housle University, and consented 
to become one of Its lecturers.

Mr. A. V. Delaporte, the well-known 
Commission jnerchant, said yesterday .
“ Any business that is dona with New­

foundland in Toronto is in flour and pro­
duce and is small. The Montreal mer­
chants, notably Stewart Munn, control 
the trade and they purchase their supplies 
in Toronto to '& certain extent. Ol 
late years, however, a great deal of 
flour from St. Paul and Minneapolis has 
gone to Newfoundland. The C™ie 
will affect Western Canada but little.

Mr. William Porte, the wholesale fish 
mordent, -who handles nearly all 
the Newfoundland fish product that comes 
to Toronto, said: “Affairs in the Island 
will not affect the fish trade at all. 
Nearly "all our ftoh-comes from Halifax 
end the Maritime/cities, and the Crisis 
san make little difference with us.

Mr. John Leckie, the well-known fish­
ing-tackle man, was interviewed. - “I 
dropped -the Newfoundland trade some 
years ago,” said he. “Toronto’s business 
fn my line is all with British Columbia 
end the West. The credit system is 
carried to excess on the Island and makes 
e trade connection of little value. Some 
ream ago y\I did a business on the upper 
lakes similar to that adopted by those 
engaged in the Newfoundland fisb trade.
I sold tackle on long credit and took the 
yearly catch in return. The system prov­
ed a very bad one, and I am mot sur­
prised to hear of the crisis.”

Her Recovery 'Will Be Rapid.
Mr. Byron E. Walker was asked for an 

-expert opinion on the financial situation. 
Baid he: "I see no reason to doubt that 
Newfoundland’s recovery will be rapid. 
She, is a crown colony, and Great Britain 
Is bound to take care of her. No doubt 
b loan will be secured to tide over the 
crisis. Newfoundland 
lold for a good 
London but recently. II there had been 
a branch of a strong Canadian bank on 
the Sand instead of the frail concerns 
that have gone down the collapse would 
never have happened. The Island, Sn 
spite of all difficulties, still has the re­
sources remaining, and they are almost 
a monopoly of the world’s fish. The cre­
dit system is a bad one, birt 1 believe that 
ft will be impossible to establish mat­
ters on a cash basis ot present. The great 
weakness of thd colony is the fact that 
the people are practically in a state of 
industrial slavery, just as in in our own 
Gaspe’ peninsula. Owing the fact that 
Nep-fonndland is remote from the rest 
of the world, hcr-buqiness iq in the hands 
hands of a few capitalists, instead ol 
being diffused among the people. As a 
result the fisherman cannot get a just 
return for their labors. All the necessar­
ies are bought on credit at< a very high 
figure, and all the prodiufct of their lab­
ors is thus swallowed up byl debt. Every 
man of them is in debt and enslaved by 
bit creditors.” >
