A cemetery is a solemn spot.\«f‘o
visiting it one naturally feels a shade
of melancholy throwing a contempla.
tion influence over his spirit. How

a grave:yard, and. not be impressed
witha feeling of unwonted grayity, In
luch a place, we seem to be fade to face
with the King of Terrovs, The litera:
ture which sorrowing affeéction inseribes
npon tombstones, is mournfully ad-
monitory. . Perhaps there is-no poem
in the English language tbat is more

than Gray's 4 Elegy written.in a Couns
ty ‘Church-yard ;" and tl}e reason is,
because it appeals to the deepest sen-

In
the early settlement cf the country,
when it was sparsely populated, there
were few public ‘cemeteries; and al-
most every settler interred his dead on
his awn farm, and ‘through succeeding
generations, in'some instances, ‘they
have been regarded and revered as fa-
niily burial placee, although no mitred
ecclesiastio,by canonical rites and bene.
dictory invocations, has religiously con:
secrated them. The chosen nook,how-
ever, in a  certain sense,  is “holy
ground,"’* where ‘heirt-treasures ' are
baried. In this County there are
scores of family grave-yards, where sur-
viving affection’ loves to linger, and
drop a dewy tear on the grassy sod
that overlies the remembered dead. In
populous places public cemeteries are
indispénsablée’;, but ‘a privaie burying:
place is.a golden chain that binds fami-
lies to the old homestead; and where
real estate is not legally hereditary, it
practically becomes so by the natural
law of family affection.

DISCOVERIES IN THE NEW BRITAIN
AND 'NEW TRELAND GROUPS
OF ISLANDS.
A RACE OP MEN WITH TAILS |
From the Auckland N, Z.. Heratd, .November
Jourth.]

The Rev, George Brown, who hns béden
laboring buring the past hw years in the
islands of the Pacific, on the coast. of New
Guinea, in connection with the, Wesleyan
Mzsbnmar) Society, and whese letter in our
columns stating, nmonbut other interesting
information, that a race of men with tails
had been rupoltcd as existing.in New Bri--
tain, caused some stir here, returned. ‘to
Auckklnd by the Hero . ou -Mouday last.
We bave no donbt that Mr. Brown's state-
ments will excite much interestiwhen they
veach Europe,and some enterprising so-
ciety or newspaper proprietor . may -com-
wission some one to go right away and as.
certain the truth, at whatever risk: Mr.
Brown inténds tu remain in Auckland for
some time, and, probably, he will ‘retnrn
to the mission . ficld which he has selected,
and which,: now that central Africa . has
been explored, is undoubtediy the portion
of the globe respecting ‘which least is
known. Mr, Brown has brought with him
a ldrge collection of the skins of animals,
fish, specimens of plants, aud many native
Lunostms He bhas obtained from  the
Auckland Institute two rooms,in which he
proposes .to . exhibit his collection, and
where the articles are now being laid out.
Mr. Brown deserves great credit  for the
energetic way in which he has eatried on
the business of the mission, and we have
no deubt that his researches will be most
important to science; We give some fur-
ther particulars respecting Mr. Brown’s
travels:—‘* The mission expedition left
Sydney April 27th 1875, in the brig John
Welsey; Captain Muusrll proceeding . first
to Fiji, where evight tend:en were - taken
on board and from thence to Samou, where
two more teachers were. obtained; thus
making ten in: all, seven of ' whom were
married. From Samoa: the vessel went to
Rotuma, leaviog there July 8tstand reach-
ing Port Bunter; Duke of York Tsland JAu-
gust 15th, ()m- original intention and in-
structions were merely to locate the teach-
ers-to legin the mission, leaving them to
be visited again after twelve months; ab-
sence. On arrival it wasdeemed advisuble
to abandon these, ‘and the writer' remained
behind in cbm‘gf, of the mission. A ‘small
temporary house was!erected by the  crew
of the John Wesley aud the teachers, and
ithen the. vessel  doft . for Bydoey, hlvmg
been only three wedks inthe Group. ' Dor-
ing the twelve months which elapsed 'be-
tween that time end this, the second ' visit
of the mission brig, the mission had been
successfully begnn.  Five.of the “teachers
were located in the Dnke'af York  Group,
two.on New Britain, two on New Ireland,
On this present vovage an ordained native
teacher from Fiji.and five iteachers ' have
been stationed on.New Britain, making
our total number’ on that Island eight
Two teachers have also been appointed to
New Ireland, thus making four on that Is-
land.

THREE FEXT OF SNOW SOUTH-—A SURPRISING
STORY OF THE NORTH CAROLINA
RAILROAD BLOCKADE.

From the Raleigh (N. C.) News, Jan. 10.]

Major'W. W, Rollins, President of the
Western North Carolina Railroad, arrived
in this eity yesterday afternoon, and gives
a g,ra,)hlc acoowmit of his trip bntwcm Hen-
ry’s; the head of the road, and Salisbury.
The train left Henry's on Moaday morn-
ing last about stven o'clock. Snow was
falling at the time, ‘with thermometer re-
gistering eighteen ‘degrees  below  zero.
Soonafter starting. the track grew very
heavy, but the train managed to reach Old
Fort. ' The snow was fxllm'y at a terrific
rate, and with each turn of the wheels pro-
gress becamez more and more difficult: Four |
miles below Old Fort the engine gave out
of water and the train came to a dead stop.
The locomotive was cut loose, and with
Engineer Marsh;, Route Agent ansav and
four negroes, smmd nlone to the tu..k
which was three miles distant. Abont
half way it ran intoa snow drift, which
sloppldn entirely, and after rcpmtul ef-
forts to get throuy b ,and &s many failures,
the cngmnrnsm)cd to put back to the
train and discovered to his utter conster-
nation that he could neither. go forward
nor backward.’ Bound fast by the snow,
the eéngineer  remaited on the track the
whole of that long and cold might, with no
covering save thur ordinary Llothmg no
shelter cxccpt what was afforded .by the
eab, and no fire except what they. could
keep in the furnance of the engine by
burning such fence and other wood ag they
could dig out of the snow. . Provisions
were sent to them from the train, and the
next morning water was carried in buckets
for@distance of 8 guarter of .a mile,
through snow thirty-six inghes deep on a
level ' reaching’ to the waists of the men,
until enough was had to raise st am in the
engine, .‘Dhen by tepeatedly running back
then under full hradway striking uu £bow
bank with the plow on the pilot, the loco-
motive finally made its way through the
drift, to find "the “road Hlled with others,
almost as immovable.

Meantime a large force of convicts had
been sent for, and these ‘pushed the 'train
back to Marion, where the passengers were
provided with all necessary ' comforts.
The bare engine proceeded down the  road
at a slow rate, the snow being #hovelled
out before it in many' places, until .about
the third doy it reached Icard, wheve it
found the up ' train from Suhsbury A
special engine, the heaviest on' the road,
hail been sent out from Salisbury, with the
snow, plough loaded. with - castings, and
three engines, distributed along the lme
clearedthe’track in five days,und the train
which left Heunry's Monday morning reach-
ed Salisbury, a aistance of 117 mxles Fri-
day night.at twelve o'clock Major Rol-
lins states that in many places the ‘snéw
had drifted to the'height of 15 or 20 feet.
The cuts of thé railway on'top of the snow
were filled with all kinds of birds, which
had froze¢n to deisth and dropped down the
banks. - While waiting onl the rdad o whole
coyey of partridges were seén ' all’ frozen
to death, and some of the' crowd ‘reached
them and broke the heads off some of them
their mecks - snapping “like ' corn-stalks.
At Catawaba river * a ‘yearling was ‘seen
some-little distance'ont in the stream, its
hind legs having sunkthrougn the ice; Ieav~
ing its head and fore legs upright. ¥t was
frozen to death: ‘The’poor brate no doubt
had gone out upon the ice to get some
water. The rivers and creeks all along the
line of road baving fitst frozen over the
level earth. There: is no 'sign ‘anywhe
of a running stream. ' With the apprehen—
sion of the people - that they' and their
stock will fredge or starve'to death before
the snow melts is intermingled the dread-
ful fear that when the thaw does come it
willdeluge thie whole face of the earth,
carrying with it destruction and death.

EUROPE.

CoxsraymyorLr, Jan. 18.—The Grand
Council of the Empire met to-day. Mid-
hat Pasha made a long speech, in which
he gave an account of the Tyrkish conn-
ter-proposals and concessions, which the
Porte, in a spirit of conciliation had made.
He dwelt on the gravity of the situation,
the departure of the plenipotentiarigs, the
possibility of war, the horrors attending it,
the injury it would do to the internal affairs
of the country, the impossibility of pro-
curing funds for war, and the fact that
Turkey could not rely on any alliance.
Sdveral speeches followed, the most note~
worthy being made by the Greek and
Armenian patriarchs. . All the speakers
repelled the idea of accepting the Euro-
pean proposals. Midhat Pasha again
pointed out the gravity of the crisis, and
the distress which would result from war,
After hearing all the speakers the Council
unanimously rejected the proposals amid
shouts of ‘¢ Death Lefore dishonor.” 237
dignitaries and officials were present at the
Council. ‘A protocol of proceedings was
drawn up, to which all who took part in
the Council appended their signatures.

Loxpon, Jan 19.—The - result of the
Eastern Confereénce is the subject of com-
ment in all the morning journals,

The Times says: ¢ There can be no
doubt that Russia is in & most difficult po-
sition, between & war from which it can
expect no permanent advantage, and a
pledge which, if not redeemed, will bring
discredit on the throne. In any case it
is not 1o be assumed that a decision for
peace or war will necessarily be made at
once,”

The News says . « We own to a certain
feeling of satisfuction that Turkey has
taken her honor and integrity into her
own hands. We, as a state, have nothing
more to do with them. With the breaking
up of the Conference ends the old fashion-
ed policy which accepted Turkey as an
hereditary responsibility  of England
Henceforth Turkey must pateh up its cre-
dit in the best way it can and fight its own
battles.”

The Fost says: ‘The important act
thus achieved posscsses every characteris-
tic of natiounal determination. Its impor-
tance is only equalled by its dignity.”

In asking for the fosten2z of the
sugar refining industry, he did noet mzan &
protection. A five per cent. duty was suf-
ficent for the purpose, but 25 per cent. was
too much. His resolution simply asked
that the tariff respecting sugar be rearrang-
ed.

An amendment fo the amendment relet-
ing to the national policy was lost.

Major Walker then moved that this
Board approves of the continuance of the
protection which is given to our manufac-
tures through the revenue tariff of 174 per
cent. ad valorem duty now in force, but
does not recommend any increase of rate
unless for revenne purposes believing that
the tariff based on this principle is fair to
the producer and consumer. While giving
protection to manufactures, it only taxes
the consumer to the extent of the necessity
of the revenue requirements of the coun-
try ; and this Board cannot recommend
a discriminating tariff against any coun-
try.

This ammendment was also defeated.

Mr. T. White moved that in the opinion
of this Board the principle of protection to
the manufactures of the country is of vital
importance to its prosperity, and that in
the revision of the tariff this principle
should be embodied, especially in the case
of such articles as unfair and unequal Ame-
rican competition has pressed most heavily
upon. This amendment was carried.

A resolution regnesting the Government
to compel American insurance companies
to give better security to Canadian policy—
holders was adopted.

The Committee on Insolvency reported
against repealing the Insolvent Act, and
suggested several amendments to the
law.

RE-ANNEXATION TO GREAT
BRITAIN.

"The Chicago Tribune says tbhere is a se-
rious side to the proposal for the re-annexa-
tion of the United States to Great Britain.
The London Times In aleading article upon
the Ameriean Centennial printed some
time since intimated that if England had
treated her American Colonies differéntly a
hundred years ago, had not taxed the peo-
ple against their will, and given them the
privilege of local self-government,without
much doubt they would have retained their
connection with the mother country until
the present day. The Z%mes however con~
soled itsclf for the loss by the suggestion
that the retention of the colonies would
have been disasterous to Great Britain in
somc respects. The attention of ever
Government is taken up with its own af-
fairs, and when the principal affairs of a
Government lie at a great distance, the
tendency is towards the removal of the
seat of Government to such a place. It
would be difficult for Great Britain to look
after us from London. Its greatest income
would be there. Its greatest inment would
be here. It would have 50,000,000 of peo-
ple here against 30,000,000 there. Our
wonderful deposits of coal, and the ease of
transportation by our internal watercourses
the superabundance of food, the great sta-
ples of manufacture such as cotton, iron,
lead, and copper, and the abundance of
geld and silver,would attract English capi-
tal and mechanish and leave Great Britain
comparatively weak and stripped of finan-
cial resources. England, Ireland, and
Scotland, instead of being the source of
Imperial power, would be merely three
ottlying provinces. New York, therefore,
wonld be the capital instead of London.
From this point of view the Z¥mes is un.
doubtedly right in its assumption that
Great Britain bad a narrower escape from
disaster than the Uuited States.

A WONDERFUL COW.

Mr. A, H. Gilbert, of Tweed County,
Ontario, Canada, is the owner ofs g ade
Durham cow, of large frame, weighing
1,200 lbs. 7 years old, that is an aston-
ishing milker. A record of her from
the 26 of March of the present year to
the 17th of April, 22 days, in which
time 30 pounds of butter was churned
from her milk. In April 418 lbs. of
milk was sent to the cheese factory ; in
May 1030 pounds; in June 1039; in
July 1,039 ; In August 858; Novem!)er,
up to he 4th inst., 79 pounds. Besides
this extraordinary quantity _of milk
sent to the factory, aggregating 6,253

ounds, one quart was reserved at
Eome every day for use. The cow was
not extra fed, and the pasture in which
she grazed was rather poor.

SMALL PIGS GROWING IN
FAVOUR.

It isonly a few years since swine
breeders were vieing with each other
for the greatest weight of carcass. But
this is done away with, Hogs that will
weigh 500 lbs., are sold at a less price
per pound than those of 250 to 400
pounds. The market in England has
long favored light weights. London is
chiefly supplied with pi(fs of less than
200 pounds weight, And this tendency
of the market to pigs well fattened,but
of small weights is just what the farm.
ers should encourage, for it is exactly
in the line of his interest. It costs
more to make the second 100 pounds
a pig, than the first, and still more
to make the third 100 pounds, and so
every pound added becomes more ex-
pensive. .

HORSES,

From our observations we expect to
see much influenza, syoradic at least, if
not epizootic, the coming winter. To
avoid this weakening disease, thorough
ventilation should be given in the sta-
bles, and too great warmth- avoided ;
the food should by of the best charac-
ter, the bowels should be kept some-
what relaxed by bran mashes and lin-
seed meal,and give an occasional tonic,
such as half an ounce of gentian root,
and one dram of sulphate of copper.
With such care, this disease will proba-
bly be avoided. Horses after driving
should not be left to stand exposed to
storms.

POULTRY.

To keep poor fowls, now that the
heavier pure-bred hinds are so cheap
and easily procured, will not pay. A

Cabbage
and turnips cooked in the same
room will impart to them a disagreeable
taste.
