Parlament buildings we give an ex-
tract which will give our readers a bets
ter idea of the explosion.

«An eye-witness of what occurred at the
Parliament houses narrates that immedi-
ately atter the first explorion took place he
entered Westminster Hall and lent his as-
«istance in removing the wounded. He
says he foung three constables prostrated
upon the stair leading down into the crypt
under the ball, all of whom were seriously
injured. Near by a gentleman also lay
stretched upon the ground, completely
exhausted. The gentleman’s hat and pro.
portions of his clothing were torn to rib-
bouns,and he himself had received severe in-
juries, The locality of the explosion in
the House of Commons is always in a
a deep shadow, being directly under the
qallery, The person who deposited the
dynamite was much less likely to attract
Notice than; in almost any other part
of the House. A woman who was visiting
Westminster at the time of the outrage
snys she was descending the stairs leading
to the crypt when she saw what appeared a

The Pall Mall Gazette summarizes its
account of the explosion in the House of
Commons in the following langunge :

«Thus the whole interior of the House
of Commons presents a remarkable scene
of devastation. Although there is a great
litter, everything may be put right within
a week’s time. Nothing is more surpris-
ing about the whole dastardly outrage
than its utter failure to effect any substan-
tial injury.”

The explosive agent was deposited in
what is known as the banquet hall of %he
White Tower. This hall is now used as
an armory, and in it were stored a large
number of Martini rifies, which were des-
tined to be shortly issued to the volun
teers. It was behind a wreck of these
that the deadly compound was placed

with the rifies, and many of them were
twisted into the most eccentric shapes im-
aginable, and their distorted forms were
scattered about the hall in a marvel of con-
fusion. All the glass and other fragile
articles in the hall were smashed out of all
semblance to their former selves, A large
hole was crushed through the floor at the
spot where the dynamite lay. Directly
overhead a similar hole was blown through
the roof. The woodwork was set on fire
by the explosion, but before any serious

Cox was thrown violently, and from
which he was extricated in a bruised and
battered condition. Further inspection of
the locality of the explosion in the House
of Commouns shows that the flooring was
driven clear through to the basement.
The floors through the building are litter-
ed with the debris of broken chandeliers,
glass and other objects of a tragile nature,
The gas fixtures were wrecked, and it was
impossible for Col. Majendie, chiet of the
department of explosives, to continue his
investigations for lack of proper illumina-
tion. The damage however,will not delay
the assembling ot Parliament, as every-

A Dreadful Shipwreck,

8t. John, N. B., Jan. 30. ..The worst
disaster that has happened in the Bay of
Fundy for several years occurred near St,
Martin’s on Wednesday afternoon  when
the schooner “ Arcana,’ Capt. Holmes, of
Kennebunk Port, Maine, from Portland,
Me., for Annapolis, was wrecked and nine
men lost their lives. The weather was
intensely cold and the blinding snow
storm made it impossible to distinguish
objects at any distance. From the time
ghe left Portland the * Arcana ” had a hard
time, drifting about on the ice and anchor-
ing wherever safe anchopage was to be
found, On Wednesday she sailed from the
head of the Bay to find a harbor in which
to lie during the storm that was coming
ap. When near Quaco 8 whistle was
heard but nothing could be seen, The
captain thought it was Cape Enrage and
shortened sail, Suddenly a light was de-
scried and land could be seen, The ves-
sél was driven by the terrible gale broad-
side upon the Quaco reef, which bas been
the destruction of several vessels. The
crew who had been exposed to the severe

weather were hardly able to stand and
were in consequence unprepared at the
time of the disaster, Only one man nam-|
ed Lyons got ashore,
followed by the second mate, but the latter
fell under the vessel and was so badly in-
jured that he could proceed no. further.
Lyons offered to assist the others in yeach-
ing land, but they did not appear to be able
to make any effort to save themselves,
The bodies of five men frogen stifft were
discovered on the rocks, There was little
disfigurement, but no trace” of the other
bodigs has been found., The survivor
says the schooner has ten men, including
the pilot. He divided them as follows :
Capt. Holmes, was of Portland, Me.
The first mate’s name is not known, The
second mate's was O'Neil. The pitot’s name
I don’t know, The steward was an Irishman
John Will,-ot Nova Scotia. Charley a
Frenchman, belonged to Prince Hdward
Island, Louis Gain, to Portland Mo,
The other man was a Dane, named Peter,
I belong to St, Stephen, apd shipped at
Oulais,””  Five bodies were recovered;

Itis rumored that
the police have arrested a woman in the
act of entering the Royal exchange build-
ing with a quantity of dynamite concealed
on her person., The rumoraddsthatthree
men, probably accomplices, were arrested
at the same time,

Attacks have been made on Irishmen as
the results of the feeling brougit about by
the recent explosions, and many of them
have been beaten in the strects at night,
The fecling of animosity against the Irish
is spreading, and the policc have breen
ordered to be on the alert to preveut fur-
ther outrages.

Over twenty letters have been received
by the authorities recently, in which
threats were made to blow up public pro-
perty, especiaily Nelson’s column in Tra-
falgar square and the gencral post office.
Extrem- precautionary measures are be-
ing taken by tbe officials to ward off fur-
ther disaster. The idea becomes stronger

Belleville, Jan, 22...A drunken fellow
named Hantin, who lives near L ime Lake,
township of Hungerford, two of whose
daughters were ill of scarlet fever, sold
his last cow a few days a<o to obtain
money to procure food, but spent the
proceeds in a tavern and went home drunk
about midnight. He then quarrelled
with his wife, aud took up a heavy chain
for the purpose of kil'ihg her. The elder
of the sick girls sprang out of her bed and
threw open the door, thus allowing her
mother and sister to escape, The brute
then struck the girl witb the chain, The
blow proved fatal as the girl died a few
hours later, Thé mother, who reached a
neighbor’s house in her night-clothes, slso
died from the effect of the exposure, and
both were buried on the same day.

St, Jobn's, Nfld,, Jan. 88, ,Telegraph-
ic advices from Channel and Rose
Blanche, report a terrible blizaard on the
west coast, beginning at 4 o'clock last
evening. A large number of crafts, which
proceeded to the fishing grounds in the
morning were overtaken by the storm.
Twenty-three skiffs are missing and many
of the survivors are badly frost-bitten.
One skiff, in sight, went down with the
crew. The crews of the missing vessels
nguregate about 50, There are grave
fears that the loss of life is heavy,

John Bright in the House of Commons.

The massive well-set head, the lofty
brow, the white hair, the olear blue
eye, as Saxon in its expression as  the
language of the speaker, have immedi-
ately arrested the attention of all spec
tators. Yet in the house of Commons
the visitor may have failed to recognize
immediately the voice and the presence
of its greatest orator. Slow, low, and
and distinot in his commencement, he
has appeared to be suffering from a
fervous hesitation which those who
have never heard him previously might
doubt whether he would su n
overcoming.” Butin five minutes all
apprehensions on this score have disap
peared. The popular chamber is
crowded; tor, with the speed of -elec
trioity, the news that ‘Bright isup’
has run the round of lobbies, library,
and smokingsroom. Never has there
been associated in the same speech
merit 8o sustained with excellence eo
rare. Mr. Bright has spoken, no dotbt
not infrequently below himself; but
when he has spoken at his best, or at
anything like bis best, he has been at
his best throughout. His eloquence
may be compared to the glow of a clear
fire steadily burning almost at a white
heat. There is nothing fitful or apas-
modio about it, The solemu aud the
sportive are interwoven as paturally as
the serious and comic scenes in one of
Shakespere's masterpieces. Mr. Bright
has probably coined -as many oconcise
and adbesive phrases as Disraeli him
self. It is he who inventea the words
¢fancy franchise,’ who first employed
¢ the cave of Adullam ' as a metaphor
for the refuge of the disaffected, and
who compared the Adullamites them-
selves to the Scotch terrier of which it
was difficult to say what portion lorm
ed the bead and what the tail. Hie
bumour has always been of the guiet,
cutting, and sarcastic style. He liken-
ed Mr. Disraeli to* the man who was
pot a Cabinet Minister, but only a
mountabapk, and who set up & stall
and offered the ocountryspeople pills
that were very good against earths
quakes. He likened Lord Derby's
professions about reform to the sort
of feast that a Spanish host sets bafore
bis guest, consisting of a little ment
and a great deal of tablecloth. The
remark of a peer, when Mr. Bright was
once absent from Parliament through
illness, that * Providence, in punish«
ment of the mavnner in which he  bad
abused his talents, had inflicted upon
him disease of the brain,’ elicited
from him on his return to the house of
Commons the retort, * It may be so,
but in any case it will be some consola
tion to the friends and the family of
the noble lord to know that the dis-
ease is one which even Providence
could not inflict upon bim.! Nor
could anything be better tnan his orit-
jcism of Sir Charles Adderley, now Lord
Norton, when that gentleman had made
some statement from which Mr. Bright
dissented : *I hopehe thought he was
speaking the trutb; but he 18 rather a
dull man and liable to make blunders.’

Caught in the Ice.-- Terrible Sufferings

MoxTreAL, Jan, 12.—The head office
of the Hudson Bay Company in this city
has received startling intelligence con-
cerning the safety of vne of their tinest
veesels, the Prince of Wales, homeward
bound with a valuable cargo of furs, es-
timated at nearly $500.000. The Prince
of Wales, it appears, entered the bay
bound from London to Mcose Factory
James Bay, the most southera point of
Hudson Bay, early in September, but
owing to the heavy ice did not make
Moose Factory until about the end of
the month. She lost no time in getting
bher cargs aboard, and set sail during
the first week in Qotover. She had a
terrible passage across James Bay to
the entrance of Hudson Straits. Here
she encountered a barrier of solid polar
ice, which extends as far as the eye
could see, of immense thickness and
standing out of the water in some
places as high as the mainyards. The
vessel sailed along the edge of the ice
for two days, looking for an outlet, with
out success, and as the thermometer
registered 10> below zero, and from all
apperaances she would soon be frozen
in, the captain gave orders to put the
ship about and tried to make for the
outer roads at Moose Factory again, in-
tending to winter there. Aflger great
difficulty, Chariton Island, 25 miles
from Moose Factory, was reached, when
so much floating ice was encountered,
it was found impossible to make furth
er progress. A boat was therefore low
ered, manned by the mate and four
sailors, who were sent ashore to make
arrangements for supplies and clothing
for the long stay in the Arctic regions.
The voyage of the unfortunate men to
the mainland, is described as being ter
rible.. Soon after they set out a strong
head wind sprang up, the thermometer
fell rapidly and a blinling snow storm
came on, the boat was every moment
in danger of being cut to pieces by the
jce, and for three days they were doubt-
ful whether they would ever see land
again, On the fourth day they sighted

Moose River. all badly frozed and in a
starving condition. The n t-dav one
of the boats was manned! provisioned

and supplied with .aXes, sleds, mocen~
sins, mittens and clothing, for winter
ing the ship. The boat had only made
about 10 miles when she got frozem in
and had to be cut out and drawn back
over the ice, Four Indians were next
despatched across the ice in search of
the vessel. They returned in five days
word that they bad sighted Charlton Is-
land, but could see no traces ot the
Prince of Wales. [t is surmised that
she musi have got jammed 1n a flow
and been carried eastward. Greatl an-
xiety is felt tor her safety, as well as
for her crew, who are not provided with
the necessaries for wintering in the ice.
The letter received by the officer here
says: All we can do now, is to wait un
til dogs and sleds are supplied from Al-
bany and Rupert’s House, when an ex-
pedition will be organized and an at-
tempt made to lpcate theship and haul
provision and clothing to her, we trust
to find her by Jsnuary, but she is not in
too pléasant a position. She will now
be short of provisions and will have to
remain in the ice till May or June.

Repairing Broken Limbs.

The repair of broken limbs of farm
animals has been shown to be an easy
operation. All that is required is to
put the animal —if a large one-in
slings, to bring the fracture into proper
position, and then bind the limb with
bandages dipped in common plaster of
paris paste. The bandags is mada in
the form of a roll, by sewing the ends
together in along strip and winding
this around the limb in the usual man
ner. The limbs of small animals may
be repaired by enveloping them in wei-

cagefully and then binding a commoun
bandage over it. And now it has been
discovered that broken limbs and stema
of trees may be repaired in a similaz
way, bringing the fractured paris to
gether, setting a stake firmly in the
ground and fastening the tree to it, or
binding a splint upon the limb, ifter
baving neatly cow‘ared the wound with
gratting wax.

alty of skin diseases say no other part of
the body needs soap so much; that the
face, being constantiy exposed to dust,
collects so much, itis not eneugh to
wash it in the clear water. They say
