A Worthy Example.

The Anstralian colonies have been suffer:
ing severely from financial depression during
the last year or two, and times have beén
very hard on the island continent, The
people have set themselves manfally to work,
however, to overcome their difficultiés, and
their rulers are worthily leading the way by
reducing the expenses of government to the'
lowest possible limit. This is an example
which might very properly be followed by
countries outside of Australia. We in Can-
ada, for example, are paying too much for
our governmental whistie.

Just as a cry of fire into
a crowded church or theatre seems to trans-
form men into animals without a particle of
judgment or reason, so in this crisis the
great ory set up against President Cleveland
and the democratic party has caused the
average voter to lose his head and rush pell
mell onoe more into the arms of McKinley-
fsm, It matters not that-the cry was un:
tighteous and without a shadow of founda-
tionj that President Cleveland, instead of
being in the slightest degree responsible for
the trouble, has stood up like a hero, and
fought bravely and manfully, even against
some of his own friends, for the repeal of
the aots of his opponents which largely
caused the depression. All these things
counted for nothing. Men did not appear
to think or reason. They were told by in-
terested politicians that the democrats were
to blame for the hard times and they rushed
to the polls and voted for the other side.

The result in Massachubetts shows' a
change of over 40,000 in the vote for gover-
nor, since this time last year. Truly, a
mighty turn over! In that state the demo-
cratic candidate for governor announced him-
self in favor of free trade, and that announce-
ment helped to overwhelm him; for the
fear of competition from the *‘ pauper labor
of Europe ” appears to be a perfect night-
mare to the people of New England. In
Ohio, where our old friend McKinley was
the republican candidate for governor, the
contest assumed almost a national impor-
tance. The newspapers spoke of the fight
in that state as the last battle over protec-
tion. There the contest became largely one
between free trade on the one side and pro-
tection on the other, and McKinley's victory
has been so emphatic and decisive that he
is already spoken of as the republican candi-
date for president in 1896.

TRIPLE TRAGEDY,

Halifax Man Deliberately Shoots his Wife
and Child.
ANp Tuex Takes His Ow~x Lire #v Pur-
TING A BuLLer 1y His SKouuL

Halifax, Nov, 7.—It was a tecrible tragedy
which horrified the city this morning.
Richard D. Savage, 30 years of age, murder-
ed his twenty-five year old wife, his three
{enr old son and then sent a bullet crashin
nto his own skull. Savage was marrie
six years ago to Miss Maggie Lapham, one
of a large family brought up in Halifax. He
and his brother were for several years in
the Industrial school. Before his marriage
Savage was thought to be all right, though
for the past 15 years his mother has been an
inmate of the Provincial insane asylum, a
despondent but apparently harmless lunatic.
His father has been dead for many years and
was a sea captain. Shortly after the mar-
ringe the couple removed to New York,
where Sa¥age obtained employment in vari-
ous ways, and latterly had been a conductor
on an electric car. Even before Savage
married, though little was known of it, the
murderer acted strangely.

Mrs. Cooney, sister of the dead woman,
told a reporter this afternoon that on one
occasion, when urging her to marry him,
and she declined, he said: ‘‘Look here,
Maggie (producing & revolver), I'm de-
termined you shall marry me, and if you
won't I will shoot you and myself both.”
She married him, and this morning he shot
her, himself, and their three year old child.

Mrs. Savage, the murdered wife, was in
this city last year on a visit. Two months
ago she returned here, obtained employment
as a tailoress and was supporting herself and
child. In New York their home was most
unhappy, owing to cruel treatment to which
Savage subjected his wife. Once while in
New York he asked his wife for sixty cents.
She told him she could not afford to throw
away her hard earned money and refused to
comply with his request. Savage then drew
a loaded revolver, threw his wife on the
floor and said, *“ I'll shoot you if you don’t
give me the money.”

Mrs. Savage handed over the money, and
after striking his wife with his hand over
the face he allowed her to rise. On avother
occasion he tortured his wife while she was
sick in bed. He illused her terribly and
forced her to provide for herself and child
and give him money. Under such an exist-
ing state of affairs, Mrs. Savage decided not
to live longer with her husband, or to remain
in New York. Taking her boy Richard, or
as he was generally known among friends
¢ Little Dick,” she came back to Halifax,
her old home. She took a room in Mrs.
Mary Ross’s house, Barrington street, and
supported herself and child by sewing.

He went to his
wife’s room and remained there till 10.30,
when he left and went to the hotel where he
registered under a false name and remained
all night.

Hunting a She Panther.

AN OLD SOLDIER'S STORY ©F A HUNT IN AN
INDIAN JUNGLE.

Tr. Brian O’Kearney, a retired surgeon of
the British army in India, relates an experi-
ence in the jungle as follows:

The Bousehold,

Dainty Chicken.

A chicken more than a year old is better
stewed than cooked by any other method.
But it is not every experienced housewife
that knows how to stew chicken in a dainty
manner, and she who does should be con-
stantly on the alert to learn newer methods
for however skillfully served, a monotonous
bill of fare is neither appetizing nor health-
ful.

There certainly are many more agreeable
tasks than dressing a chicken, but even that
is not devoid of P A chicl
dry picked has a more delicate flavor than
one scalded, and does not cost the farmer’s
wife two cents a pound extra; neither is she
compelled to wash out half its delicate juices
because the gall was broken by carelessness
in drawing. A chicken is improved by
hanging at least twelve hours before it is
cooked, and should then be wiped with a
damp cloth or sponge; never washed, much
less cut up and allowed to stand in water.

Cuickexy Pie No. 1.—Disjoint and cut
two full grown chickens as small as conven-
ient. Nearly cover with boiling water, and
stew slowly three-fourths of an hour. Then
add a ceaspoonful each of minced onioa and
green parsley, and a generous seasoning of
butter, salt and pepper, and let boil until
quite tender. Skim out the chicken, keep
warm, and thicken the liquid with one heap-
ing tablespoonful of flour and one of butter
together. Make a crust as for biscuit, only
using more shortening, and line a deep dish,
leaving an inch over the sides to turn up
over the edge of the top crust. Take out
the breast bone, put in the chicken in layers;
add two boiled eggs chopped medium fine,
and pour over the thickened gravy. Cover
with pastry, moisten the edges, fold over
the under crust, spread bits of butter over
the top, make a hole in the centre and bake
just long enough to finish the crust. A few
chopped mushrooms are a delicious addition,
and a seasoning-of celery salt is highly rel-
ished by many. Serve with a dressing made
by boiling the trimmings, leg bones, neck
and giblets in a pint of water, seasoning with
a little onion and parsley, then chopped flne
and returned to the strained and thickened
liquid.

Cuickex Pie No. 2.—This is a delicious
breakfast dish, and may be made of the
pieces left from a stew, fricassee or roast.
Pick the meat from the bones, break the lat-
ter in pieces and simmer slowly for an bour
or more. Strain off the liquid, pour it into
a.pudding dish, set it over the fire and
thicken with a tablespoonful of flour rubbed
into a like quantity of butter. Season with
salt and pepper, and add two or threc chop-
ped boiled eggs and the chicken. Spread
highly seasoned mashed potatoes an inch
thick over the top, brush the top with white
of egg and bake golden brown.

CHICKEN PuDppING.—Prepare the chicken
as for pie. Make a batter of one pint of
milk, one of floiir, two eggs, a heaped tea-
spoonful of haking powder and a salt spoon-
ful of salt. Butter a pudding dish, put a
layer of chicken, dot with butter, then a
layer of batter, and continue in this way,
having batter on top. Bake and serve with
gravy made from the chicken stock.

CrickeN Souvp —Save all the bones from
chicken stew, fricassee or roast; break them
in pieces, cover with cold water and simmer,
closely covered three hours. Strain and let
stand over night. Remove every particle
of fat, white pepper and dried or green
celery, and serve with crontons. To make
the latter, trim rather thin slices of bread,
spread thinly with butter, cut in dice, and
toast golden brown in the oven.

SymoTHERED CHICKEN,.—Dress chickens,
cut open down the back, rub thoroughly
with salt and sifted bread crumbs. Prepare
two teaspoonfuls of minced onion for every
chicken. Butter a dripping pan, spread
half the onion over bottom, lay the birds
inside down, sprinkle the rest of the onion
over, season with butter and pepper, and
pour enough cold water over to half cover
them. Cover the pan closely and bake until
tender, basting often. Add more water if
necessary, and serve with brown gravy.
Stew and chop the giblets and add to the
gravy.

CHICcKEN SaLaD.—A full grown chicken
should be selected. Stew, and when cold,
remove the skin and meat from the bones,
and cut the latter in dice. Cut white ten-
der celery into half-inch pieces and mix well
with the chicken; season with salt and pep-
per and let stand an hour before serving.
Then mix with a mayonnaise sauce, reserving
some of the latter to spread over the top.
Garnish with celery and keep on ice until
ready to serve. To make the dressing, set
a cold bowl in a pan of chopped ice or very
cold water, put the yolk of two eggs in it,
«~dd one saltspoonful of white pepper, two of
salt and one of mustard, and beat very light
with an egg-beater. Take out the beater
and use a silver fork when adding oil and
vinegar. One-half a pint of oil and two
tablespoonfuls of vinegar are required, and
it should always be beaten in one direction.

Add a tablespoonful of oil at one time,
and when the mixture commences to thicken,
a few drops of vinegar. Continue to alter-
nate in this way until all has been used,
then add a pinch of cayenne and pour over
the salad.

Hot water bags are often covered with
flannel, with or without a wadded interlin-
ing. Thelatter increases the length of time
of retaining the heat, and the flannel cover-
ing is usually pleasanter to come in contact
with a sensitive spot than the rubber.

Nightly rest and daily bread, the ordinary
use of our limbs and senses and understand-
ing, are gifts which admit of no comparison
to any other; yet, because almost every man
we meet possesses these, we leave them out
of our enumeration of blessings.

The quickest and surest plan to abort
promptly one of the attacks of cramp in the
leg is to quickly and firmly draw a cord
around the calf of the leg.
