The Ancient Covered Red Bridge to be Replaced
by Modern Steel Structure-

The old red bridge, whieh has done
good service through one ' generation,
and which has also been an eyesore
to the present one, owing to its
unsanitary and dilapidated ouhdition,!
will soon be replaced by a fine new |
steel structure, erected at the cost of |
the local governmentiThe new bridge,
which is an all steel structure, will
rest on solid concrete abutments . rein-
forced by steel car rails placed both
perpendicular and horizontal and also
shaped at the turn. This acts as
a tie to bind the concrete in case of
settling or back filling, pushing the
abutment off. The abutments are also
protected by ice fenders of boiler
plate eight feet in length, and will re-
sist the strongest iog' pressure.

Rural Cemeleries

A correspondent writes the Weekly
Globe and Canada Farmer: As ome
who has but recently taken up his
residence in Ontario, please allow me
space to call attention to a subject
which I-have never seen discussed n
any Canadian paper, namely, the un-
kept condition of rural cemeteries.. I
have noticed quite a number of. these,
which are ,sorely neglected. In some
cases the fences were not kept in re-
pair, and weeds, bushes and even
trees were growing wild, Thé grass
was allowed to grow, and was never

cut. The headstones were leaning in |

all directions, while many of them
have broken off. The whole place had
the appearance of absolute néglect.
Would it not be possible to organize
some effort in each rural community
to keep the cemetery  in better condi-
tion? There seems to be no reason
why the “city of the dead” ought not
to be g place of beauty. Hedges might
be planted, walks and drives laid out,
shrubs and flowerbeds placed at con-
venient points, the graves levelled and
the grass kept mown. I don’t know
just what steps are necessary to bring
about an improved condition, but cer-
tainly a permanent caretaker should
be appointed to look after the
grounds, and sufficient .revenue from
the sale of plots should be provided
'tn keep each cemetery in good shape.
1f a little attention were given to
this matter the jcemeteries of the
country, instead of being eyesores,
wonld be places of beauty and would

indicate the culture and refinement of

the neighborhood,
