Dr. Chisholm; of the Health De-
partment, Halifax, in company with
the Rural Nurse, examined the chil-
dren of the public schoel.

In the evening they were both pres-
ent, and the Doctor addressed the
Women’s Institute, at the home of
Mrs, E. H. Porter's, quite recently.
He opened his address by explaining
why the health campaign had been
started in Nova Scotia. The physigal |
tests for soldiers showed a very de-!
plorable state of affairs. In Noval
Scotia fourteen and a half per cent.|
of those examined were below the|
«ormal; while in nearly all of the
provinces of the Dominion were very
much smaller, even as low in some
[)l‘:)\‘illt(‘ﬁ as seven per cent.

In the Socuth African war five died
of typhoid typhus to one killed
in action.

There
are now no typhoid epidemics in our

Ten years ago yellow fever was so |
fatal that a northern climate person;
sickened and probably died in a tewé
days. This disease is now almost un- |,
known,

Ten years ago, 1,000 died in Nova|
Scotia in one year from tubercnlosis.{
Now the percentage of those dying is|
only one-half.

The spread of tuberculosis was|
caused, (1) Children under threei
years generally contracted this dis-|
ease while creeping round on the‘
floor, these germs remzin dormant!
until the low state of health gives
them opportugity to develop. (2nd)
Milk from tubercular cows which may |
be detected by swollen glands, and
teats which are closed. Even a sore
from a hurt is often infécted. (3rd)
By impure water. Care should be
taken about location of wells, and
the protection of wells from con-
tamination. (4th) Flies. Those bred
in manure piles or any warm ferment-
ing substance.

Good diet is the principal prevent-
ive. Plenty of pure milk and good
water,

Communicable diseases cause one
third of the deaths, These diseases
are caught mostly by touch. Instead
of quarantining the whole household,
we now isolate the patient in ome
room.

The next topic taken up was the
ages. Nearly all school houses have|
about one third enough light, but too
many small windows. Color of the|
school room inside should be pale|
vellow or green, softening up to al-
most white in the ceiling.

With proper care, and good school!
house conditions, eyes which are de-
fective, often become normal at ma-|
turity. Also normal eyes are often
made defective by Iimproper coadi-
tions. !

More than anything else the health |
of the child depends on its teeth. One |
half of the cases of rheumatism m'ef
caused by diseased teeth. ~ Tonsils,
placed at the gateway of the digestive
tract act as guards to kill disease
germs, Decayed teeth may cause
tonsils to become so diseased that
they are unable to act as guards any
longer.

Editor MONITOR:

On account of the large amount
of damage being done in the woods
by porcupines, I will personally pay
a bounty of ten cents each for every
porcupine killed during the month of
April, 1922, anywhere within the
Province of Nova Scotia. By actual
count it has been found that a por-
cupine will destroy about one hun-
dred fully grown trees in a winter,
s0 that the total loss from this animal
runs into very large figures. Every
fully grown tree that is saved is
‘worth more for present needs than
one hundred seedlings planted, though
both are urgently nceded.

No ‘bounty will be paid after May
1st, on account of the added fire risk
caused by having hunters in the
woods after that date.

An extra cash bonus of one hundred
dollars will be paid at the end of
April to the one who actually kills
the largest number during the month,
In the event that two contestants
should kill exacly the same number

While the medical inspection and
supervision of school children has
been developed mainly within the
last twenty-five years, it is interest-
ing to note that it was advocated as
early as 1861 by Edwin Chadwick,
who is regarded as the real founder
of public health work in England. Ft
was not until 1891, however, that
medical inspection was really begun
although some efforts
were made in France as early as
1842. A school medical ‘officer was
appointed in Londen in 1891, and in
1907 an act was passed making

The school nurse was first intro-
duced in London, in 1893, but the city
of New York claims the distinction
of being the first city to place school
nursing under municipal direction
and control. The first city in Canada
to engage a school nurse was Hamil-
ton, Ont., (1907), with Montreal, Win-
nipeg, Vancouver, Toronto, Regina,
Victoria, Edmonton and Halifax fol-
lowing within a few years and in the
order named. To-day, of course, few
cities in any progressive country are
without school nurses,

The death of Sir John Creig Eaton,
President and head of the T. Eaton
Company of Toronto, took place om
March 30th, at Toronto, after an ill-
| ness of about six weeks. While at-
‘tending to business in Montreal and
| New York he contracted cold which
was followed by pneumonia and later
by complications which resulted fatal-
y.

Sir John was in his forty-sixth year
of age and was reputed to be Tor-
onto’s most wealthy citizen. He suc-
ceeded his father as head.of the great
Eaton firm in 1909, carrying out the
father’s ideals regarding the business
and enlarging them very extensively
until their buying or selling estab-
lishments almost reached around the
world.

Sir John whs particularly noted
for his influence toward the enlist-
ment of his own employees and gave
full pay to all married and half pay
to all single men who would enlist.
There were over 3,000 of these volun-
teers and for this work he spent over
$2,000,000.
