besuty of language and devotional excellence, toge-
ther with a variety of original compositions of a si+
milar nature, chiefly in * Commemoration and
Thanksgiving for Chris’s Holy Ordinances.” This
xolume was followed, in 1838, by bis *¢ Discourses
cn the church and her Miuistrations,” which is per-
haps one of the most valvable compositions of all
that his Lordship’s indefatizable labour has produced
in the service of the church of which he is so dis-
tinzuished a minister, The Dedication, or ¢ Letter
to the Queen,” to whom the work was inscribed by
perwission, might be quoted if its length permitted,
as an interesting address oi a British Prelate to a
British Sovereign, reminding one of the days of Com-
ber, Nicholls, and Stanhope, and_ valuable from the
brief and distinct statement it contains of the differ-
ence between the authority of the church, as an in-
stitution of God, independent of human support, and
the authority of a church establishment supported by,
and connected with the state. His Lordship has al-
so, at varinus times, published several detached Ser-
mons and Charges, as well as Pampblets, cn¥ifirent
matters connerted with the doctrines or the discipline
of the church ; as occasion has occurred ; proving
his constant vigilance to prevent, so far as has been
in his power, the propsgation and spread of error in
doctrine or practice, and to uphold the truth and or-
dinances of the Gospel, a8 matntained by our Apos-
tolical Church.

The last work which the Bishop of Down and
Connor- has given to the world has been 4is ¢ His-
tory af the Church of Ireland from the Reformation
to the Revolution,” published at the beginning of
the present year—a work distinguished by deep and
patient research in an unpromising field, by sound
Judgment and principle, and an interesting style. It
has been hailed 2s a boon by the Anglican Church,
and bids fair to be a most popular publication. We
understand that another volume of the History *¢ from
the Revolution to the Union of the Kingdoms,” is
now in preparation, aud nearly completed.

In the midst of his counstant literary ocrupation,
the sttention of the Bishop to the interests of his
diocese is unwearied: His clergy find in him 2 go-
veraor whom they at once look up to with respect,
and regard with affection ; and the laymen of the
church, who have oppottunities of uniting with lim
in the management of various religious socielies, bear
testimony. to the active, regular, and business-like
manner in which he conducts the sffairs thep are
engaged in together, He is in the habit of conftant-
ly preaching in some cone or other of the parychial
churches of his diocese; and hissermons are distin-
guished by great dignity and power oflanguagg, and
eernestness of monner,  In political effuirs the Bishop
of Down and Connor has taken little congern} but
in politics he is what might be expecied in a edpsis-
tent churchman ; and the wriler of this memei? has
heard him express his satisfaction, that as = Jrish
representative Bishop he had twice in Parliwwent

ALTERATION OF THE ARTICLES AND L1TURGY.—Some
of our readers may remember that a petition was present-
cd last Session to the House of Lords, signed by about 60
persons, praying for such an alteration. On that occasion
the Bishop of Norwich who is supposed to be somewhat,
tainted with liberalism, so called, let slip some strange ye-
marks about the necessity of * expanding the sense of sub-
scription to the articles so as to accommodate scrupulous
consciences.” This called forth from the Bishop of Lon-
don, the following excellent reply :—

The Bishop of London ssid, it wasnot his inten-
tion to enter st longth into the subject, nor should he
bave risen to offer a siugle remark in answer to the
right rev. prelate, did he uot feel that some of the
ouservations which had escaped him were little less
than a libel on the church. (Hear.) He thought he
heerd him state that © our church is founded on li-
berty of conscience.” It was the praise of our Pro-
testant church that she permitted us as great liberty
of vonscience as was consistent with the welfsre of
the church; but he (the Bishop of London) bad al-
ways understood that the welfare of our church and
the welfareof the whole Catholic church was founded
on truth, and that the church was the authorized in-
