Dear Sisters,

Mrs. Mellick and myself are just
starting for a tour amongst the Indian
Reserves on which we (the Baptists)
are doing mission work. . I have been
appointed Superintendent of the In-
dian work and all the work of our de-
nomination in the Northwest. The
women continue to support the work
as before, but they have made me re-
sponsible adviser-incarrying it on. In
order therefore to understand the sit-
uation, the needs and prospecte. I
am taking atrip amongst the reserves.
I am fitting myself out with-tent and
provisions. I take a camera and by
pictures and notes hope to preserve
considerable information. I go up
Lake Maniwoba 120 miles in ascow
and cross-over to Lake Winnipeg by
boat or canoe 25 or 30 miles, sol will
see-the work on both the great Lakes.
There are Christian Indians at points
along and T expect our missionary
Prince to meet me when I land.

I write this befors I leave for'the
Indian-Country to lay before your So-
ciety the needs of the general work
including the Indians. We are great-
1y alarmed on account of the failure of
crops in Ontario.  Most of our funds
come from there but I fear there will
be-a great falling off this year from
that source. I therefore appeal to you
the more urgently on behalf of the
work we have now in hand here. Qur
own crop is good so far and if gather-

ed safely, in our own people can do
considerable, but after they have-done
their utmost we must still look East
for most of our funds. '

Our report will give you an idea of
the immense work we have started
here and it is growing rapidly and
giving promniise of a great future. Our
hopes from the Maritime- Provinces
are largely centred on your Society
and we are anxiously looking to'you
this year and praying the Lord may
give you ability to-take a yet strong-
er hold of this great work. Can we
not expect $rooo.co from you this
year for all purpose. I am sure you
can raise it it you undertake it and I
am sure you are willing for such a
task for the establishing of Christ’s
cause in this mighty country that in
the future will dominate our Domin-
ion. We-are fighting the battles now,
that the pioneers in the Maritime
Provinces had to fight years ago. The
agitation on the School question is
now.calling attention-to the principles
for which Baptists have ever contend-
ed. and for which our Churches
throughout the world stand to-day.
God has planted us here for suck a
time as this, ‘*An age on ages tell-
ing.”” Sistersgive usa helping hand,
give us the inspiring word $1000.00
for Christ’s cause in Manitoba and the
Northwest this year.

German Missions in the Northwest

Less than three years ago a-Colony
of Russian Germans settled in the
district sonth of Edmonton. In that
Colony there was a little Baptist



Church : This church-thus transplant-
ed from the hot-beds of persecution in
Russia has:grown wondertully. Three
months ago-it had -a membership- of
202. In-thereport from the Mission-
ary Rev. T. Mueller states that dur-
ing the quarter another church has
been-organized in-the district at Leduc
about twenty miles from Otaskwan
where the-original -church is located.
The newchurch begins with a mem-
bership.of 147, of these 141 are from
the parent church, 4 united by bap-
tism ond two by letter. The original
-organization has yet-61 members.

‘Scandinavian Work-inT1an, & N. W.

Our Scandinivian work work has
taken-a-a-very bright and-hopeful as-
pect, as shown by the third -quarterly
report of our missionary, Mr. N. E.
Johnson. Services are heldin-Winni-
peg-every Sunday-at 11 a. m. and 7
p. m., ‘Sunday-school-at 3 p. m., and
prayer-meeting Tuesday, at 8 p. m.
Two meetings have-been held at West
Selkirk. Norman and Rat Portage
have-alsé been visited, where eight
‘meetings-were held, and at Norman
two were baptized. On June jzoth.
‘the membership of the -Church at
Winnipeg was-nineteen, but nowit is
twenty-eight. Increase by baptism,
six ; by letter, two-; by -experience,
ore. 'Ofthese members, threeare in
Norman and one in-Rat Portage. The
congregation-is-from thirty to- fifty,
and is increasing. At Norman and
Rat Portage there are about 200
‘Scandinavians, who-are willing to-do
all theycan for a-mission-there. They
paid Mr. Johnsou’s railroad -fare
when he visited them. This field-is.
in-Ontario, but nataral barriers-seem
to say, ‘“With Manitoba you shall
work.”' Now, sisters, remember a

little at-the beginning-is-+wbfth: much.
Mr. Johnsonremains witﬁ:ﬁf;eiél;urch
till the last week in Septéiifbet, when
he is going to the Swedislt Theologi-
cal ‘Seminary at Morgai Park, Illi-
nois. We greatly appreciate what he
has-done, but we also refoice exceed-
ingly that his departute does ot
leave the-Church to-struggle o1 alone
without a pastor, for Réy. Mt. Stol-
‘bergh, (aman of sound judgment,
keen intellect, and-a trué §pldier of
the-Cross), has accepted:=a call, and-is.
-expected to -commumence lis -pastorate
-Oct. 1st.  Surély God’s hand is in
this, for he has held -a pastorate
before, and lately he has bieén one of
‘the-Swedish Baptist Superifitendents
in Minnesota. So-he is;just-the-man
required in this-place, for besides be-
ing pastor of the only Swedish Bap-
tist-Church in Canada, viz., the one
at Winnipeg, he will also-be -evange-
list throughout-the Province and-the
North-West. Pray forthis-work, and

-do all in your power#to answer your
oW1 prayers. ;

This whole district is dotted-over
with Ru,s,s%gn-(}érman' Colonies, and
we-have only-one missionary amongst
them. The progress mdde -here
illastrates-the possibilities in.the Ger-
man:branch of-ourmissionwork, We
‘have abhout 40,000 German speaking
people itr Manitoba and the North-
West. At present we have eight
churches with four missionaries
amongst them, and-we are'the only
Fvangelical denomination, I'know-of,
doing any regular mission work
amongst the Germans here. _ ¢ The
‘harvest, truly, is- great and_ the
laborers-few.” Pray ye, the Lord of
the harvest, that he may send
laborers.” And; when ye pray, re-
‘member our-Board is $2500.00 in debt
now, and we-are - dangerof loosing
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some of thelaborers we have, for lack
of funds.to support them.

Workers ”’ has-undertaken the sup-
port of a girl in Mrs. Archibald’s
school, whom-they call ** Lilloct. "’

Mrs. M. G. McLean reported: for
. second Grand Lake, earnest prayers

which they ':know have been atiswer-
ed.”” At present their special prayer
is, “that-God would move gvery -sis-
ter of the one-hundred-and forty-seven
in their Church to unite with the Aid
Society.” They hope tomake this
year one-of special-effort. .
