Then he filled the office of Vice.
President of the Polish Seminary in
Rome for two years. Having been
attached to the atafl of 8t. Jerome's
College and 8t. Mary's churoh, Berlin,
for five years, he went to 8St. Mary's
Oollege, Ky., where he aoted as Pro.
fessor during the last four yesrs or 8o,
and was president of that institution
for two years, during the absence of
‘7ery Rev. D, Fenneny.

The deceased leaves a large oircle of
relutives and iriends to mourn his un-
timely end. May ho rest in peace.

Father Steffan’s remains were in-
terred in Buffalo on Tuesday Nov. 10,
and 8.30 a.m., of the same day a
memorial sorvice was beld in St.
