{ was a dark day in Dublin, whore
meny days are dark, when the spirit
of O'Connell passed awsy, frecing the
eager egitators of tho ** Youog Ireland”
faction from the last restraint to their
fatal ambition to realizo visions by
violonce. Alrcady tho agitation for
tho ropeal of the Union initated by the
great tribune had gone farther than bis
wildest dreams bad over ventured, and
led by famine und strengthened by suf-
foring had hovered dangerouslynear the
perilous ridge of rovolution. The flames
his cloquence bad kindled fed on the
hopos bis heart had cherished and the
generation which echoed his denuncia-
tions to Britain rcjected his counsels
of peaco.

At this time D'Arcy McGer, as
editor of the Dubliu Nation was one of
tho most conspicuous of that brilliant
band of Irish journalists who voiced
tho sentiments of the Young Ireland
party, and vigorously incited the people
to riso and emancipate themselves from
British rule. They were no Home
Rulers, but Nationalists out and out,
and demanded nothing less than the
complete ind: pendence of Ireland. They
pointed with passionate indignation to
tho poverty of the people, to the ex-
actions of the laadlords, to tho starva-
tion of the peasantry, to th destitution
of tho couatry, and recklessly declared
that all those had beon caused by
British rule, and would Le cured by
Trishindependence. They painted with
o glowing ard poetic cloquence the
fature of au Irish nation with all ber
poople rich and happy, sans landlords,
sans bailiffe, sars famine, sans poserty,
avd the green flag over all.  And the
poor peasantry, hungyy and ragged and
driven to desperation by the terrible
famine, but over hopeful, ever imagina-
tive and over responsive to the voire of
ecloquence, prepared to arm thomselves
for tho impending struggle, and with
rusty muskets in thoir ragged arms go
forth to fight for Ireland undor the
loadership of the valiant Dublin
journalists. Thereissomething strange-
ly pathetic in the credulity of thess
people, who have so often failed but
never faltered and knowing every
wood but despair cower among their
wretched buts and cherish a hope not
born of idle dreams that all will be yet
woll. Tho sun forever sinking has
naver sot on Ircland and the gezius of
her people is seen forever shiniog in
the twinkle of an oyo and tho smile
upon their lips and the unquenchable
kindress of their large and loving
hearts.

As time advanced, however, and his
great oratorical powers, though not di-
rected to any definito end, made him ono
of the moat conspicaous,powerfal politi-
cians of tho country.

This
greatand gifted Irishmusn was aforceful
tigure in vur public life, and it would
ke a graceful tributo to his memory to
publicly recogniza his worth in this
way. He died when ho was at the
zanith of his powers, but not beforo he
had rendered signal servico to his
adopted country. He was one of the
bright minds that carried Confederation
to uccomplishment and hw shares with
Sir John Macdonald and the brilliant
men of that day tho distinction of being
one of the chief promoters of that move-
went. He was the orator of his day,
aud he brooght to hix duties in parlia-
ment a mind replote withthe knowledge
and wisdomn which makes a stateaman.
With the opinions of his youth we have
nothing to do. He wasof an inipetu-
ous and emotional disposition, whoso
fiery nature finds its best outlet in
sction and that the stormy pohtical
scenes of bis young manhood should
bave tempted him to participation, sas
they tempted John Boyle O'Reilly, Sir
Charles Gavan Dufly, and many other
impressionable youths to perilous
extremes is not surprising. But it was
in this country that his full talents
were brought out. Hc found hero a
system of government which suited his
views, and entercd the political field
with zest. Of fine attainments, ho was
bat ashort time in reaching the first
rank, and no city could have a more
distinguished representative.  His
countrymen, who regarded him with
affectionate pride 88 ono who reflected
lustre upon his race, were among the
deepest mourners at his uitimely death.
Although a faithful adherent of the
Church of Rome, the Protestant elo-
ment saw in bim a phenomenal man
for whom thoy held a warm friendship
aud still revero in wemory.

This church-
going Catholic aska: * Will the Rk
ulsTER state, whether Mr., Laurier is,
as a Oatholic, forbidden to liaton to an
ablo speaker, to onjoy a touching and
cloquent discourse becauso tho speakor
happons tu be & Protestant clergyman,
and his discourso delivered in a Pro-
testant church t  Fudge! *[s it to
bo told by this wodel Catholic paper
that Oatholics aro to dony sincenity to
Protestants "  \What drivel! Where
and whon did the REaisTsR ever state
or hint at anything so preposterously
absurd¥ Had this church-going Ca-
tholic ever mastered a single principle
of our religioua hetief and claims he
could unt have so widely missed the
point for which tha REc1sTER contends?
Protestants like Catholics are in tho
habit of going to church on Sundays
to worship God. Taat thoy are in
carnest in what they do ono is quito
prepared to adant, That we as Ca
tholics can join in their worship wo
aro not prepared to admit unless we
also admit thut there is uo real neces-
gity for tho existence of our religion—
its boliefs, its practices, its worship,
etc.—at all.

I am not now dealing with tho facts
whether the Oatholic religion is the
true religion established oy our Lord
Jesns Cbrist—whether there can be
more than one form of the true reli-
gion —whether all kinda of worship are
equally pleasing and accoptable to G d.
From my staudpoint a8 a Catholic all
these questions are settled beyond s
doubt. So too should they bo settled
in go far as Mr. Laurier or any other
Qatholic is concerned. \Vith ua they
lie outside of the finld of discussion.
They are first principlis essential to
the possibility of our claims. As
Catholics we belisve with implicit
faith that Jesus Ohrist established a
Church —oue Ohurch ; tbat that
Church is the pillar aud the ground of
truth; that the gates of hell cannot
prevail againet hor; that she has her
sacrifice and her great sacramental
system end her legitimato form of wor-
ship and of prayer; that sho like her
founder is ono, cesentially one—the
bride of tho Lamb; that her nature
and constitution preclude the possi-
bility of the existenco of other friendly
or rival institutions equally acceptablo
to God. Admit our position, I say, and
then, regarding the situation from my
standpoint, tell me if any child of the
Ohurch is free to leave tho true wor-
ship of the true God and join in one
which on first principles be is bound to
believe cannot possibly be a true wor-
ship any more than thore are two Gods.

The Church herself has spoken plain-
ly and distinctly on this question. No
Catholic need go far to discover her
sincero toaching, Wo aro not respons-
iblo for tho conscienco of Protestants,
nor accountable for their forms of
worship, nor bavo we & word of blame
or of criticism to utter against them.
It is none of our busincss at all, nor
aro wo callod upon to interfore. Thoy
have their conscienco and thoir way of

looking at things. Wo havo ours.
\What ¢hoir conwoienve will permit
them to do our conscionce and our
principlos may not pormit us to do.
Weo may, however-—wo think we are
within our rights when wo do it—Iift
our volco in protest when a public man
on a publio occasion sins sgainst tho
first principles of tho religion common
to both of us,

But in tho namo of commeon senso
what has all this to do with “oloquent
discourses " a1 * ablo spoakors and
“ touching sppeals ”’ and the * gospel
of poaco aud brotherly love' and
“Maria Monk's awful disclosures’* and
such clap trap. If tho Oatholio roh-
gion is tho truo roligion sot up by our
Lord Jesus Christ, its worship shonld
bo quito suflicient for Mr, Laurior and
a *Church.going Oatholia."” Surely
roligious principles are not tv olastio
that ono can boliovo nimsolf freo to
pass at will with guiltless conscionce
from ono form of worship to another,
or will anyono claim that Qod is so
indifforont about His rights that all
systoms of roligion and forms of wor-
ship aro equally pleasing, and accept-
able to him,

No ono can tako this stand and bo
truo to principle,and it is for this roason
fault was found with Mr. Laurios's
worshipping with a Protestant congre-
gation. Neither he or any other
Oatholic can without running against
Catholic belief and teaching, join in
any form of worship oxcept that sanc-
tioned by the Church. In justice to
their position Protostants can hardly
bo expected to admit our claimse. But
lot them place themselves in our shoes
—admit our principles, and then it
soems to mo they can have no quarrel
with our conclusions. For Catholics
there is but one logical stand possible
—the one you havo taken.

O'Reilly, ox-Feniun
conviot, became the idol of tho native
Americans in Boston, thanks to the
goniality of his character, lus porsonal
magnetism, and, above all, and beyond
all, to his magnificont ode on the
tercentenary colebration of the landing
of the Pilgrim Fathers in New Lng-
land.
CAREER OF MR. ROCUE.

James Jeffrey Roche was born at
Mountmellick, Queen's County, Ire-
land, forty-six yecars ago. He omi-
grated whon an infant with his parents
to Prince Edward Island. His carly
education was conducted under the
tutorship of his father, Mr. Edward
Roche, o talented scholar and teacher,
He pursucd a classical course of
studies at 8t. Dunstan’s College,
Charlottetown, where ss a boy he
edited the college journal, A few
months ago bo returned to his old
Alma Mater, whers ho delivered an
eloquent harangue befors the assem-
bled professors and students, and a
large audience of the students' rela-
tives and friends. Hia honored name
and fame wore for years known to the
professors and students. St. Duns-
tan's College was proud of her distin-
guished altmnus, the result being that
tho large audience which he addressed
at the commencament exercises, ten-
dered tho post and editor a most
enthusiastic ovation.

Early in lifo he studied the best
authors of America, England and
France. Coming to Boston in 1866,
he waa engaged in commercial pursuits
for seventeen years, but he did not in
this period of his life forget to write,
and became a favorite contributor of
prose and poetry to Jobn DBoyle
O'Reilly’s Pilot. Inlis early married
life a great misfortuno befell him, nine
years ago, in the loss of his young
wife, He is the father of a gir] and
two boys. He was for several years
the Boston correapondent of tho
Detroit Jree Press. In 1883 ho was
called by O'Reilly to the position of
assistant editor of the Pilot. On the
occasion of O'Reilly’s death he was
nominated {o tho vacant post.

In physique, Mr. Roche is of
medinm height. His brilliantly hazel
oyes bespeak the poet. He has a
habit of conversing with graceful
gestures, and his lively, quick and
impuleive temperament is that of a
true-born Celt. Heis of a very cheery

isposition, and is very popular in the
various literary clubs of which hois a
member, euch as the St. Botolph,
Round Table and Papyrus. In the
Iatter society ho filled the office of
secretary for several years and becamo
its president in 1870, Last summer,

Qov. Russcll appointed Mr, Rooko a
member of tho Motropolitan Park
Comtnission,

AS EDITOR AND PRONE WRITEU,

In cditing the Pilot ho is critically
judioious ns to the origtnal poetry in
M.S. which he reccives.

Boyle O'Reilly wrote on onc occasion :
¢ 8ince Dr. Holmcs' enrly and inimi-
tablo papors in the Atfuntic Monthly
no humorist has appeared in Amorica
equal in quality and quatntness to Mr,
Roohe,” His firat volumo of prose
was entitled ¢ The Stery of the Fihi.
busters,” & carefully propared work,
and, from a litorary point of view, the
most oxccllent of his prose writings.
It was a labor of love—~this cluvalrous
¢ gpitaph of the brave, lawless, gon-
eroug anomaly on civilization,' and it
filled his seant loisure of over twelvo
years. Throughout this narrative wo
find goms cf epigram, and unexpected
turns of thought and expression, liko
the following : ** The annals of Contral
America nro the Nowgate Calender of
history."—*T'he Amorican Revolution
meant the people defending their
rights. The I'rench Revolution meant
thoe peoplo avenging their wrongs."—
* Franklin Pierco was not the man
to turns his back upon a friend in
prosperity.”— His fault was ambi-
tion, It wasa fault with him, because
it was a failure.,”—** The most intol.
erable of all wrongs, the wrong unpro-
fitablo.” * Tho Story of the Filibus-
tors* was published in 1891 by T,
Fisher Unwin of London. It was a
financial success. His noxt pruse
work was ** The Life of John Boyle
O'Reilly,” which was published by
the Cassell Co. of New York in the
early portion of 1891, This volume
was written by its author in ten weeks
in the fall of 189C. ** Nevertheless it
shows no trace of haste, or higl: pros-
sure,” as tho editor of the [eckly
Journalist of Boston observes. Mr.
Roche received a few years ago tho
degree of LL.D. from the Notre Dame
University, as a reward of his brilliant
Catholic and secular writings in prose
and postry. Mr. Roche lectures on
+ Hig Personal Recollections of John
Boyle O'Reilly." He wasinvited by the
Knights of St. Patrick of St. Louis on
St. Patrick’s Day, 1898, to lecture,
and was groeted with hearty applause
by his audience.

MR. ROCHE AS A YOET,

Some of his winor songs, society
vorses, are contributed to Life, New
York. Tho best of bis poems are
contributed to the Century, Scribner's
angd Atlantic, and other leading Amer-
ican magazines. His requiem for the
Kearsage was as talented, and as
musical, a8 one of Tom Moore's
sweetest melodies. Mr, Roche's genius
in the arena of poetry is the ballad.
His ballads of American naval victories
in the Century magazine bave made
him known widely to the American
public. Thousands of American dailias
and weeklies copy Ins poems. Ho is
as well known throughout this land
as James Whitcomb Riley or 'Thomas
Bailey Aldrich, A new volume, con-
taining his latter-day poems and bal-
1ads, will be published in the Christmas
scason this year., He was selcoted as
the poet of the ** High-Water Mark
Monument," at the national dedication
on the field of Gettysbutg, June 2,
1802. In October Gth of the same
year, this Irish and American poet
was chosen by the Woburn ey
council to celebrate the 260th anm-
versary of the founding of that city.

Two hundred and fifty years ago, an

Iinshman and his family located in
Woburn. Thoy wero ovicted from
their homo, and oxpelled from tho
town by its Puritan inhabitants for
thie erimo of boing Catholio and Irish,
* Timo at Jast makes all things even.”
On October G, 1862, tho Woburnes
chose a Catholio and Inishman to
colebrato tho founding of this city.

Finding mysclf m the {lourishing
town of Pembroke after n most aue
cessful canvass in tho intereats of Tus.
Rxasten, and feeling in good humor
and on the best of terms with the
wholo world, 1 thought 1 would gea
tify a wish which I had long cherished,
namely, that of vigiting the privst and
people of Sheen, in the county of
Pontiac and Provinco nof Quebee. My
course being decided upon I bonrded
the hundsome steamer Ottwre, Capt.
Duggan, commander, at the tomewhat
early hour of 7 o'eluck on the morning
of Saturday, tho 1:ith inat, and was
soon ploughing the waters of Allumotte
Lako in the dircetion of Fori William,
which was my puint of debarkation.

Of our gracoful and trim little craft
much ean be eaid by way of praisoe.
During tho scason of navigation she
runo daily between Pembroko and Des
Joachims, u distanco of 45 wiles and
roturn, and it 18 no exaggeration to say
that 1t 18 to her well-carned reputation
for speed, comfort and safety, not less
than for the enchanting scenery which
at every mdo obstruct the vision, this
charming route has become 8o widely
popular. Nor must I ot alluding to
her worthy commander as one of the
forces naturally contributing towards
bringing into general favor thns navig-
able link in the great chamn of cur-
rents, water falls, lakes and rivers of
which the ever mujestio ** Upper Ot-
tawa '* is composed.

Tho bearing of Captain Duggan to
myself had more the appearance of
friendship than of ordinary courtesy.
Lvery object of interest on both sides
of tho river was pointed ont and
dilated upon, whilst most tempting
inducements were held out for my
consenting to continue on the journey
to its furthest point north. With a
mind so perplexed as to bo unable to
decide whether to reject or accept his
gonorous offer I am landed at Fort
William, whero I part company with
the genial Captain Duggan, not, how-
ever, bofore that gentleman, with due
form and ceremony, introduces me to
Mr, James McOool, the owner of the
city in embryo, and of much of the rich
lands adjoining.

Before modern cwvilization had
stamped those regions with some of its
blight, and before the Indian had fully
gono through that process of evolution
which made him as finished o rascal
as the white man who purchased the
proceeds of his cbase, Fort William
was a Hudson’s Bay Trading Post,
but some years ago became the
property of Mr. McCool. Convenient
to here, at a place called ** Ferguson's
Point,” it is proposed to erect a bridgo
over which the Pontiac and Pacific
Junetion Railway will effect an en-
trance into the Province of Ontario.
Nature intended that the chain of
islands which, with singular un:formi-
ty, cross the Ottawa Iiverhere, should
be the abutments of a great railway
or other bridge, and Mr. McCool must
have an eyo to the cverlasting fitness
of things, when he presented thisview
of the question to the promoters of
that great scheige. But I am bound
for Sheenboro which, I am told, is
four wmiles off, and cannot dwell any
further on this pleasant topic.

I wonder if any of my readers has
over met with a woman in distress—I
mean a woman who hasto lug a dozen
or mors parcels? Well, I have, and
until the hour of my death, I will not
forget the experience. Crossing the
line which separates Fort Witliam
from a broad expanse of country, I
overtook a woman who appeared to bo
seriously handicapped with parcels of
every imaginable description, some of
which had fallen on the road, which
sho was picking up, but whilst doing
go others had fallon in their places. I
solemnly declare that I felt for that
woman. The richest current of my
sympathi es was flowing out on her be-
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half when, realizing that 1 was an
Irinhman, and as such belongng to a
raco renowned the world over for its
gallantry, I stepped up to  her,
andm my blundest atylesand, - Madam,
pardon me, I will earry yonr valiso,™
She did pardon mo—sﬁu was willing
to pardon o & thousands tmes over.,
We jogged on together, she pcking up
parcels as rapidly ag they had fallen,
and I changing the valiso from hand
to hand, the fact having about this
time dawned upon me that, from 1ts
imtense weight sho must have 1t filled
with smoothigarons : *+ Wo witl tako
a short cut now,” smid sho **and that
will take us much nearer to Sheenboro”
* All right” sasd 1 with the stoical air
uf ono who revigng lumselfl to any
pumishment that comes along.  We
did tako & *shortcut,” and after
chimlung over halt a dozen fences, and
Jumping acroas twice as many ditches,
we reached, pretty well ¢ broken up,”
the Village of Sheenboro where with-
out u throb of regret 1 part with the
valise,

Sheenboro’ containg a well filled
store, a post oflice, a hotel, blacksmith’s
shop, shoemaker's ‘shop, a Catholio
Cliurch, and presbytery ; besides about
half a Jozen other buildings of various
stylesof nrchitecture. Although atthe
confineg of civilization, and close to the
northern limit of white settlement, the
village and surrounding country bear
ummistukablo cvidences of prosperity.
The land is of a quality, not often
«xeelled in fertility, by the most favored
sections of the Dominion, whilst the
farmers are industrious, progressive
and strict adhevents of the doctrines
promulgated by Fathor Matthew. Mer.,
Hayes, besides being leading merchant
as well as Postmastor fills a variety of
other positions of more or less prom-
inence.

Over twenty years ago, I made the
acquaintance of a strange compound
of humamty named W. II. Ryan, who
lkept the Post Oftice at Elginfield in
the County of Middlesex. Mr. Ryan
was a howling Orangeman, although
why a man bearing the nameo of
“ Ryan,” and a native of Tipperary to
boot, should bo an Orangeman at all
much less a “howling"” one, was
something which puzzled more brains
than my own. Besides being a brother
in good standing Mr. Ryan was also
Master of the Orange Lodge, which
was held in a room of Ins own house.
In addition he was a Magistrate, Clork
of the Duwision Court, Township
Councillor, pound keeper, path-master
and hotel-keepor, besides being aftili-
ated with half a scoro of the socicties
having mystic signs and symbols. It
was said of Mr. Ryau that his magis.
terial jurisdiction never went beyond
the threshold of his own bar room.
Ilere he held court, those upon trial
being invariably men whom he had
encouraged to fight, and fines in all
cases not excceding *“the drinks.”
This Iatter chargo may be a calumny;
and if so I withdraw 1t in advance, as
I have no animusity towards Mr. Ryan,

Of my friend, Mr. Hayes of Sheen-
boro, I would observe that whilst he
does not hold such a multipheity of
affices as that of his fellow-countryman
of the west, yet it will bo readily con-
ceded that for all practical purposes
ho carries as many as can comfortably
rest on modest shoulders. IHe is a
Magistrate, he is Mayor of Sheen, he
18 president of the Agricultural Asso-
ciation, he is game-keoper, he is mer-
chant, Postmaster and farmer, and
last but greatest of all ho is now——with
uncovered lhead 1 make this an-
nouncement—DLocal Agent of Taue
Carnoric Registen,  Subseribe for it!

It was about the year 1840 that
Sheen was thrown open for settlement,
the land being held by the Govern.
ment at $1 per acre, and amongst the
first scttlers who pierced those north-
ern forests in search of Lumes were

Mannery, John, Patrick and LEdward
Kelly, William Jonnings, Robert Don-
nelly, Owen and John Smuth, Donald
MeUllivray, Timothy and John Sulli-
van, Mrs. McKoy, George Morris, Jas.
McCren, James McCool, Bryan Mec.
Gioldrick, Patrick [Inssctt, Pierco
(ostello, Patrick Mnsterson, James
Walker, Jobn Stone, Patrick Flynn,
John Mechan, who is now 97 years of
ago nnd walks to Mass overy Sunday,
o distanco of #4 miles; Jas, Holdon,
\Wm. Tallon, Patrick Brennan, Patrick
Michael and John Gavin, William and
Dems Darcoy, oto.

The first priest who visited those
gottlera i thoir forest houses, was the
late Rov. James Lynch of Chapeau
saying mass in the house of Androw
Kcon. This he continued to do until
tho year 1871 when Sheon became a
district parish with Rov. Ifather
Meehan ag its first regular pastor. In
1864 the modest little log church
which was orected as far back as 1848
gave placa to the present handsome
framo edifico. In 1874 the present
postor, Rev. M. Shalloe was placed in
chargo of the parish of Sheon and well
and faithfully has that good priest dis
charged tho duties of his high calling
ever at his post, always choecring tho
indifforent and the apathetio roward to
the porformance of deeds of greater
perfection, ever ready with words of
hope and of consolation for theaftheted,
Father Shalloe stands before all 2s the
living embodiment of those ennobling
qualities which distinguish the faithful
Soyyarth Aroon. No wonder that such
a man i enthroned in the affections
of his peoplo, and that the day on
which he entered upon his charge is
regarded as the dawning of an era of
happiness for the poople and parish of
Sheen.

Aud now a fow words in a sense
porsonal to mwyself, and I am done.
My nussion to this pluce was eminent-
ly successful, indeed, far exceeding my
mostsanguine expectations. The priest
who met mo with u hearty Cead Mille
Fuilthe, gave mo a most handsome
introduction from the pulpit of his
church, in the course of which he
urged bis heavers, in well-chogen lan-
guage, to support tho Catholic Press
as far as their mesns would permit.
Subsequently, I addressed tho people
from the steps of the church winist
my everfaithful coadjutor, Mr. Michael
Ilayes, took down the names of tho
golid men of tho parish as they were
announced. \Vith a sort of a sorry-to-
part and happy-to meet-again kind of
feeling, T now bid adieu to the good
priest and people of Sheen. Rassrer.

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LETTERS FROM DEREUDA,

Lxrrer XIIL

Hasnizron, February, 18—,

Dean——Last week wo were ot a
very ploasant afternon party at Mount
Langton, the Qovernor's Residenco.
Government Houso is a handsome
edifice built of white atone, now very
large from the numerous additions
whioh havo been wade to it by its
succossivo ocoupants. "Thero was some
lawn-tennis, o little dancing and a

ood deal of ‘fromonnding through the

cautiful and oxtensive grounds. A
military band provided music for the
company, and ice cream and straw-
borries, cake, otc., were served on the
wido verandahs. QGovernment House
is situated on an olovated ridge of land,
and commands a fine view of tho sea
coast all along the north shoroe of the
island from St. Georgo's to Ireland
Islo. IFrom the grounds wo could sco
tho town of Hamilton, Pembroke
Marsh, tho waters of the Great Sound,
studded with islands of every size, and,
by tho aid of a marine glass, tho hills
of Port Royal, with the Lighthouse
crowning tho summit of the highest,
blending softly with the rose-tinted
clouds into the blue haze of the distant
horizon. The demesne of Government
House now contains about 70 acres.
The garden, in which are to be found
many intereating specimens of foreign
trees, shrubs and plants, stretches out
on the southern side of the hill below
tbe house, the descent to which is
precipitous, but rendored pleasanter by
aseriesof steps from successive terraces
constructed by Governor Reid for the
purpose of proventing the surface soil
from bsing swopt away by heavy rains.
On thess terraces are planted trees and
ghrubs of many varicties, now all
growing well. It was here that Lady
Turner planted the first wecping-
willow ever seen in the island; the
species is now verycommon. Governor
Reid planted the India rubber trees
which stand near the steps leading
down to thegarden. The wampee and
litchen trees were also planted by him.
There aro a number of large silk cotton
trees in the garden. There is also s
pretty conservatory, which containg
pumerous s8pecimens of rare and
delicat~ tropical plants.

Being near Hungary Bay on our
way home we drove over to one of the
ouriosities of Bermuda—the mangrove
swamp there. A strange sight 1t 18 ;
the mangroves with their unwhole-
some leaves and slimy roots, the
cradles of young alligators and sharks,
These trees grow thickly together, the
trunks as tall ag oleanders, but the
branches turn down and takeroot in the
soil, looking like large serpents twisting
and turning up and down. The top
branchesare covered with leaves. The
geeds vegetate amongst the brauches,
while still adhering to the foot stalk.
Moore thus describes it in hia fanciful
and poetic style:
¢ They tell us of an Indian tree,

Which howso'er the sun and sky

May tompt its boughs to wandor free
And shoot and blossom wido and high,

Far better loves to bead its arma
Downward again to that dear carth
From which the lifo that filla and warms
Its grateful being first had birth.”
Fortunately the denizens of the
Bermudian mangrove swamps are not
the dangerous creatures usually found
in like localities in the tropics—croco-
diles, alligators and serpents. The
crocodiles of Egypt usually are thirty
feet long and are frightfully ferooious.
They are, like alligators, a species of
lizard, though Mlilton writes thus of
the crocodile of the East:
¢ The river-horso, the scaly crocodile,
Amphibious betwoen both zea and land.”
The alligator, which is indigenous
to America, attains tho length of
eighteen feet. Aruerica is most fruit.
ful in orocodiles and posscsses moro
gpecies than Asin and Africa put
together.

Spenser gives us the following pen
portrait of a crocodilo aftor dinner
taking a sicata :

' Tualde the fruitful shore of muddy Nile,
pon a sunny bapk outstrotohed lay,
In monstrous length, & mlﬂhty ¢ ile
That, crammed with gulitioss blood and

groedy proy

Of wrotched people traveling that way,
Thougill‘:oa'l_l thiugs lesa than iln distainful

prido.

Herodotus, thd father of history,
gays that &8 the crocodile lives chieﬂ‘y
in the river and amongst rushes 1t
has the inside of its mouth constantly
covored with leeches; and slthough
all birds and beasts avoid it, thore 18
onoe tiny bird called the Tedula, * The
lenst of thousunds which on earth
abide,” and which goes mto the croco-
dile's mouth aud ecats the leeches.
Tins benefits the crocodile, who takes
caro not to hurt s tiny friend.
Moore also mentions
** Tho puoy bird that darcs with teasing hum
Within tho orocodile’s atrotched jaws to

oomo,
and feed within the mouth of the
# AUTOCRAT OF ALL THE Rusnues.”

Herodotus speaks of crocodiles as
fighting with dolphuns at the mouth of
tho Nile river, but in those latter days
none are ever seen bolow Mineyoh, A
travellor from tbat place tells the
following story of a crocodile hunt:
« A prize wus offeved for tho first man
who detected & crocodile. After watch-
ing for two days at length the cry of
Timseach | tumseach ! was heard from
balf a dozen claimants of the proffered
prize. They pointed eagerly 12 a point
of sand on which were strewn ap-
parently some logs of trees. 1t wasa
covey of crocodiles/ Our intended
victims might have prided themselves
on their superior nonchalance; and
indeed as I approached them there
seemed to be a sneer on their ghastly
mouths and in their winking eyes.
Slowly thoy rose one by one and
waddled to the water——all but one ; he
lay still till I was within a hundred
yards of him ; then slowly rising an
bis fin like legs he lumbered towarac
the river, looking askance at me with
sn expression of contempt that seemed
to say he cando no harm, but we may
as woll have a swim, I took aim at
the throat of the supercilious brate. I
could hear tho thud of the bullet as it
plunged into the scaly leather of his
neck; his waddie became a plunge;
the wavesclosed overhim ; asI reached
the brink of the shore there was blood
upon the water, and he rose for a mo-
ment to the surface. ‘A hundred
piustres for the timseach !' shouted I,
and half a dozen Arabs plunged into
the stream ; but he was gone, alas!
I never saw him again. *To shoot at
crows and crocodiles 18 powder flung
away.’ I realized the truth of the
adage. It is very difficult to obtain a
crocodile by shooting it. The Arabs
make an ambugh in the sands where
they resort, and take aim when within
a few yards of them. A sad incident
occurred near Kench; a crocodile
watched an nld woman who was draw-
ing water, encircled her with his tail,
brushed her intothe water, thenseizing
her by the waist, held ber under the
water as long as she continued to
struggle. \When lifeless he swam with
the body to the opposite bank,where he
was secen devouring her as an otter
might feed upon & salmon. Perhaps
the wretch waa shedding tears over her,
crocodile tears! Crocodili lachyrmae.
But the long arm of Justice reached
the assassin. The Arabs shot him soon
afterwards."

TLe king of the crocodiles is said to
reside in Denderak, and the queen
some forty miles higher up the niver.
This separatio e mensa et thoro of the
royal pair does not appear to have any
njurious effect on tho intorests of the

grim community ; thero was scarcely
o sunny bank between thoso regal
residences whereon a orowd of croco-
diles was not to bo scen, lhtohing
cggs or plots ageinst pagsengers. Tho
parent orocodile doposits her cggs to
the number of from 80 to 100 in tho
sand, which is a sort of foundling
hospital for her race.

Crocodiles are not an interesting or
o pleasing subject, but they aro a fact,
and we wight at some time meot with
one (but at a ssfe distance I trust).

In scientifio
terms I shall explain why. The
vertebrae of the neck bear upon each
other by means of small false ribs,
which render lateral motion difficult.

To the Editor of the Cathalis Regiater.

Dran Sin—As tho capacities of the
I'ree (rants ag n scitlement cannot
ba too fully discussed, and as you
hiavo so genorously afforded mo spaco
in your valuablo paper, I again ven.
turo to contribute my mite towards
assisting those of mny co-religionists
who ontertain the idea of secking now
ground for their labors, aud to aid
thom to forin some opinion of Mus.
koka and to familiarizo them to somo
oxtont with its characteristics,

Timber rights is a point upon which
many, no doubt, are not conversant,
andag it isa subject of muchimportance
to tho well being of the gettlement, 1
would like to say a fow words to the
intending sottlor on tho subject, The
gettlor when ho locates a lot has pos-
passion of tho timber with the excop-
tion of pine, which tho Government
reserves for its own disposal. The
objoot of tho reservation is to protect
tho Yona fide settler and to ensure the
sottlement of the land. It 8 to pre.
vent porsons going ugon it under pre-
tenco of suttlement, but in reality for
tho purposo of etripping it of 1ts
timbor, which is very valuable. If
this reservation had not been wmade, I
feol convinoed that the Free Grants at
the prosent moment would have but
fow sottlers.

Whut would have been our condi-
tion if the pine had not been reserved ?
Wa would bave no colonization roads,
no locks built, no works for tho im-
provement of navigation, no mills
erected, eottlement could not go on, as
it would be almost impossible, for
want of roads to get back into the
bush, and the vast extent of good and
profitable land would have remained
1 state guo, with the excoption of a
fow spots hero and thero where the
venturesom» picneer would have made
his home, travelling by canal, and
gsettling on the lake shores. And
what would have been his state, espe-
cially if o man of family ? Buried in
the wildorness, no marlet for his pro-
duce, no education for his children,
and great difficulties in getting in his
stores, hig condition would be most
wrotched, But what have we in placo
of this to encourage the settler ? The
pine is reserved by tho Government
and sold ; tho settler gets a present of
the land, and a large portion of the
proceeds of the sale of this timber is
appropriated for procuring means of
ingress and egress to his property ;
colonization roads are made, pene-
trating a8 far north as Lake Nipissing
and beyond, and running as far 2s the
shores of the Georgian Bay, throwing
out branches in every direction in the
most convenient places; roads are
continued into the very heart of the
forest ; new roads are made and tho
old ones repaired every year by the
Government, These works employ a
great many settlers when they aro free
to engage in them ; bridges are con-
structed and other local improvements
made.

The lumbermon come in, erect their
shanties and give an immensity of
work both to man and beast during
the winter months. They buy up
hay, oats and other produce from the
gottlers, thereby bringing a market to

‘thoverydoors. They circulate a great
deal of money through the district,
and cnablo the sottler to hold his
ground when otherwise he would feel
discouraged, for manvy settlers when
they come in have very little money,
and for the first few years have to go
out to work, The lumbering, there-
fore, going on in our midst is a great
boon to the workingman, especially to
those in the neighborhood where 1t is
carried on. Many of the freo grant
Iota have very littlo pine on them,
others have an abundance, and settlers
agres in saying that it is far better
that the valuc of the pine should be
equally distributed in road moking,

ote., for tho benefit of all rather than
bo monopolized by the prevdy fow to
tho detrument of t{;o many ; and such
would boe tho case if the pine were to
b the property of the actunl settler.
In fact lumbermen carry sittianent
with them and greatly help to open
up thoe country.

1f reservation of the pine were to bo
relinquished  what would  havpen ?
Greal jealousiea would arise, discord
would reign supreme, sottlement wonld
Lo impeded and barome seattered, as
lota to n great cxtent would bo chosen
for the sake of the pine.  Pinclusy lota
would be left sovercly alone ; appro-
printions for colonization roads and
other improvements must ceaso; the

rescnt ronda would soon Le impassi.

le, for statute Iabor could not keop
them in repair, and uow roads into
now townships would not bo apened.
Not long ago, if I am rightly mform2d,
a meeting was held, passing a resolu.
tion, asking the Government to sell
the linuts and opon at o1.co new town
ghips for settlement in the vieinity of
the Maganctawan River, a neighbour-
hood abounding in good lund of a rich
clay lonm. Again, if the pino were
not resorved by the Goernment, rail-
ways could not bo subsidized, and
without railways tho material intereats
of any pioncering country must suffer.
Then. again, if I wero choosing land
for farming purposcs and o permanent
home, I would not make a choico of
land upon which much pino grew, for
it is goncrally of a light sandy charac-
ter, and when tho timber is cut, you
will never forget baving cut it, for tho
stumps remain as an everlasting mon
ument of tho fact, and in clearing
your land, when you get your logs
piled in readiness for burmmng, you
will find that pine gives you more
trouble than any other kind of wood,
ag it is less inflammable.

I havo dwelt at some length in this
letter on the justification of the Gov-
ernment in regard to tho reservation
of pine, contrary to the views of many
outsiders who would seem to havo no
hesitation in taking up free grant land
if the pine were not reserved; and I
contend againat such viows for the
reasons I have given, that the Govorn-
ment is not only justified in this
respect, but that 1t has done an incal-
culable good in safeguarding tho rights
of old and new settlers against the
intrusions of grasping speculators.

Principal Grant and tho Bible.

~ s

At the Christian Endeavour con
vention, held in Kingston Uct. 11th,
Principal Grant delivered an address
on ** Present Activity in Ihble Study.”
Considering tho vast amount of inter-
st taken of late yenrs in Biblical lus-
totry and criticisam, ono w~ould be
prepared for an expression of perfect
satisfaction and self-glorification as a
Protestant on the part of the Rev.
Principal. The very contrary 1s what
appears in the whole vourse of the
otherwise cloquent address. ** There
is n greav deal of Dible study in our
day,” Priucipal Grant said, *¢and
there iv & general complaing that the
Bible is not read as it used to be in
former days. Thero is a constant
stream of volumes about the bible
issuing from the press, and there must
be & brisk demand to warrant such a
supply; while on tho other haud one
has only to ~xamine a class in Sunday
gchool, or ¢ven in a college, to note
how seldom the Bible is read by
people, and how great, widespread
and actually appalling is the popular
ignorance of and indifference to it."”

It has been the habit and practice
of bigoted controversialists to taunt
Cathiolics with ignorance of and indif-
ference to God’s Word. We have it
new on very good Protestant authority
that with all the insistence of Protest-
ant divines on the necessity of salva-
tion ** with the Bible, the whole Bible
and nothing but the Bible” certain
classes of Protestants, and they appear
to be the most numerous, turn to
other channels of grace and to other
sources of information. To hear some
Protestonts talk one would fanzy they
were the most constant and persever-
ing Bible readers in the world, and
that they believed every thing in the
Bible, and nothing except what they
learn from it. Experience tea:zhes,
however, that religion is the work of
God, or thosoe holding autbornty from
QGod to teach God's truth. The child-
ren of Protestants do not become
either Baptists or dMethodists through
the reading of certain portions of Holy
Bcripture. They get their r sigion,
whatever it be, from their parents or
from the Sunday sohool teachers in
whom they for the time bemg put
their trust as baving authority frem
God.

Protestants all must do in practice,
what they condemn in Catholies—they
must turn away from a Book which

they eannot interpret, and seck in

formation from living authoritics—or
from those who, crring themavlves,
make pretento of teashing with au-
thority, Nomatter what they profess,
in practice, none of the scets place, or
can place, ther dependenco on the
written word to teach tho faith without
the aid of a living preacher.  They all
‘mow, or might know, that they use
the Bible, not as o source from which
the simple belivver is to draw his faith,
but as n shicld to protect tho teachers
of one acct from these of another ; and
they assert its authority only as en.
abling cach preacher to find some
plausible pretest for preaching what-
ever comes into his head.  As Brown
son says: * They place their depen.
dence not on a dead book, which, when
interrogated, can anawer nuver g word,
which liex ot the mercys of every in.
terpreter—but on a living teacher—
and do without authority, and against
their avowed principles, what they
condemn us for doing, and what wedo
at least, consistently, andin obedicney
to vur principles.”

Principal Grant enumerates the var
ions ways in ¥hich the Biblo is read :
“There 18 the irrational or superati-
tioue way ; the method which regards
it n3 a treasury of proof texts, with
which every man, sane or otherwise,
may defend his aystem ¢ then there is
the devotional uso of the Bible, parts
of which, as they do not lend them-
selves to edification, aro spiritualized,
or latent meanings are read into older
books—strmned principles of intorpro-
tation being sometimes adapted—then
there is the use, by which the Bible is
looked upon and sought to be under-
stood, as the literaturc of Israel. This
is sometimes called the higher criti-
cism,"” says tho Rev. Principal, *it
would be just as wise to kick against
undoubted conclusions or against those
of higher mathematics.”

Unfortunateiy the passages tnat do
not lend theraselves to edification are
those selected by the young and foolish
when granted free uso of the whole
Bible, with no authority appointed by
God or man to spiritualize for them,
or draw out the mystic meaning, the
principle of Protestantism being that
the sole rule of Faith is the Bible,
interpreted by every man according to
his own lights, or in other words, his
own whims, fancies and passions.

Kicking against the conclusions of
literature or higher mathematics is a
dangerous process, no doubt, but God'’s
mysterious ways are above and beyond
both, although not opposed to either.
If the Rev. Principal Grant cannot
sce hig way clear to overcoming some
objections of high literature or of still
higher mathematics, ho may some day
share the fate of Cnlenso, Bishop of
Natal, who was converted by the cal
culating Zulu to Agnosticism.

Principal Grant passed a very high
culogium on the Biblical crudition of
the sixteenth century Reformers—
Erasmus, Luther, Meclancthon, Cal.
vin and Colet—who were the higher
crities of their day, disgusting the ad-
berents of the Latin Vulgate by tleir
Greck and Hebrew researches.” When
those reformers were cut adrift from
the moorings of Catholic Faith and

Papal authonty, their researches did
pot avail much. Luther deuounced
his former {ricnd, Erasmus, as 8 time-

sorver, a coward and a foo to true RRe.
ligion, Melancthon denounced Luther
for not abandoning his belief in tho
real presence which the latter mam-
tained an being too well founded on
Holy Seriptnre.  Luther himself pro-
feased the doctrine of justifieation by
Faith alone and rgected the Epistle
to the Hebrews, that of St. Judo and
the Lpistle of St. James, which
he declared to bo an Epstle of Straw.
In Luther's eatimation Rleason was a
Stupld Asn, aud Human Nature totally
depraved.  loth Luther and Calvin
preached the completo moral inability
of man, who never concura with grace,
but in faith and justification i» wholly
impotent and passive,

According ta these higher crities,
man ean think enly evil, and the works
he does prior to regeneration, however
honeat and benevolent, are not simply
imperfest but positively sins.

These are the models of Bille read.
org and expositors, whom Principal
Grant holds up for the admiration of
all Christian endeavorers, ** Woe must
now be children of the reformers,” he
continued, ** a3 uo permanent advance
ever has been made, or can be made,
by the church that does not rest on
thorough study and appreciation of the
Bible.” So long as such study and
appreciation is nccording to the light
and guidanco ot Apostulic authority,
we are in perfeet accord with the Rov.
Principal. but certainly not when men
are permitted to misinterpret thewords
of Scripture and wrest their meaning,
a3 St. Peter declares, to their own
destruction.

The Root of the Mischief.

There is always a disposition to
forsuke the study of social problems
and to render unto prominent men
the meed of interest that more pro-
perly belongs to the cause they seek
to advance. \While we are criticizing
the method adopted by the various
leaders of the Irieh party, there is
some danger of overlooking the condi-
tions which make their exertions
neressary, conditions which constitute
the only justifisble reason for appeals
to the gencrosity of the race on this
side of the occan.

The select committee of the House
of Commons appointed to exnmineg the
condition of Ireland have made their
report, a report which will inake
necessary yet another addition to the
list of Land Bills, if in the meantimeo
the 1lome Rule Bill does not become
law.

It appears from the report that the
committee arc satisfied as to the rela
tive real interest of londlord and
tenaut in the welfare of the country.
It has been established that the prae-
tice is for the tenant to make the
improvements. The report gocs co
far as to say, * It is certain that the
tenant alone i3 willing to make the
improvements, or will in the future
make them. The public interest de-
mands, therefore, that ho should be
encouraged by being secured in the
advantages.

In the year 1892 the births in
England were 1 in 83 of population
in Scotland, 1 in 82.7; in Ireland, 1
in 44. The deaths were, in England,

1in 53 ; in Scotland, 1 in 54 ; in Ire-

land, 1 in 1, The marringes wero
in Ingland, 1 in 130; in Scotiand, 1
in 146; in Izcland, 1 in 219, This
cojoyment of the valun arising from
oxpenditure and labor,”

Some comparisons of tho vital
atatistica of Lpgland, Ireland and
Beotland indicato very clearly tho
disparity in the matter of social
statement effectively dispels tho illu-
sions which tho encmics of Ircland’s
claimtosolf govermmueat lovotocherish.
The Irish people are accused of reck:
leagness  mareying without praspect
of mnintenance; but this proves bo-
yond disputo that the samo unbending
Iaw operates in Ireland as in all other
countrier. Whero the amount of food
available for consumption increases,
population increases with {it; where
that ‘supply diminishes, thero is tho
correrponding falling offin population.
The lower birth rate and tho marriage
rate lower yot when found to apply to
a people like tho Irish, are proof of
unbearable social surroundings. When
added to this 18 the higher death rate,
the answer i ut onco given to such as
luzily say tho condition of the Irish 13
the same as that of their neighbors.
After half a century of more and moro
enlightened, but still English govern-
mont, Davis' words, *In a climato
soft as a mother's smle, on a so1l fruit.
ful as God's love, tho Irish poasant
mourns,’” are as true as on the day
thuy were written.

Yot another test. In England the
polico are 1 in 732 of the population ;
in Scotland, 1 in ¥30; in Ireland, 1
in 840. A more damning commentary
upon the efliciency of forcign rule than
is this could not well be found. John
Philpot Curran once remarked that
Ireland’s being forced to abide by laws
dictated by Englishmen, was like to
wearing shoes made without krowledge
of tho foot for which they woro intond-
ed, e comparison which well suggests
tho unavoidable discomforts of such
government.

Emigration is the last protest against
impossible conditions. It is the
universal tendenoy to remain in the
hounts endeared by associations as
long as it is possible so to do. The
emigrant i8 not one dissatisfied with
his country. Ho is one unable to re-
main. The necessity of maintaining
life it is which makes him an out-
cast. Let us sce how sgtands the
reckoning, In 1892 thero went out
from England as ¢migrants, 1 in 222;
from Scotland, 1 in161; from Ireland,
1in87. Could anything display more
uncompromisingly the wretchedness of
the condition of tho peasantry. dean.
tite the landlords are leading lives of
pleasuro abroad and voting with their
sympathizing brothiren against mea-
sures of relief for evicted tenants.

One thing more. Sinco 1881 the
population of England has increased
12.9 per cent.; that of Scotland .4
per cent. In the same period the
population of Ircland has decreased
10.4 per cent, And yet in the middle
of the century the estimato was mude
by Dr. Kane that if Ireland were cut
off from all the world she would be
capable of sustaining & population of
many williona,

So she might—if she might. These
things, and not vanity, make Home
Rule necessary.

Wo have alrendy pointed ont liow
Lord Selkirk rought the uil of Mgr,
Pleasin, thi: great Bixhop of Quebee,
and hew Lord Sherbravke lent the
wuizht of Ins nuthority to further the
work ; how land had been given the
nussionasics to place them beyond the
ordinary risks; how these Jands are
m great part still held for the ad-
vance of cducation. But the «o.
operation did not end there,

In 1521 the lIndson’s Bay Company
were solo wasters of tho country.
They wisely continued the policy of
their predicessors aud assisted the
schools, Catholic and DProtestant, by
grants of land, of passages for teachers
on tho company’s boats and of monoy.
It was within the personal knowledizo
of Archbishop Tacho that nearly every
Catholic school was built on lots given
for the purpose. Among these were
the schools of St. Vital und St. Nor-
bert on the IRed River; those of Ht.
Boniface West, St. Charles, St. Francis
Xavier, and Buay St. Paul, on the
Assiboino. These lands were not an
acre or two, but in each case a whole
lot,

Without the passage on the Com-
pany's boats, so freely accorded, it
would have been impossiblo to open
these schools, ag the teachers would be
bad only from Canada, England and
France, and the journeys were long
and costly. .

Again, Sir George Simpson, wit.
nessing the privations to which Mgr.
Provencher subjected himself for the
advantage of the settloment, recom-
mended that the sum of £50 per
annum be given toward the support of
tho mission, a recommendation with
which the governing body in London
immediately complied.

Tho Council of Assiniboia also gave,
although its means wero smull, valua-
ble aid to tho schools by way of ex.
emptions and donations. At the
meeting of May 1, 1851, the following
motion was made and carricd :

**That ono hundred ;l;’ouuds bo granted
from tho public funds to be donated equally
between the Bishop of Rupert'slaond and tho
Bishop of tho North West(St. Boniface) to
be applicd by them at their discrotion, for
purposes of education.”

The impartiality of the Council's
treatment of religious bodies is further
shown by their iuanner of deahing with
the application of the trustees of the
Pregbyterian church at Frog Plain,
who, not deriving any assistance from
the sum in the hands of the Anglicun
Bishop of Rupert's fand, were given
a grant of £15. That grant was made
on July 14, 1852; and on the 19th
of December of the same year, tho dis-
tinction was madeas between Catholics
on the one hand and all Protestants
on the other, a further grant of £15
being made to *the Bishop of St.

“ltomfaco for the purpnses ofvdneation,”

the Bishop of Rupert'a Lunl and two
other councillors diazenting.

From all tlus it 1« hard to eather
that all achicols of that time were any-
thing clze than denominational,

When the tine eame for Mamtoba
to be takeu into Confederition, the
rancor in the alder proviners hatl long
beenr suclt as to make the sttlers in
the territorivs look well to the security
of thar rights, Armz woe nulesd
taken np.  Only through the good of
fice-8 of Dhishop Tuche and the Imperial
tovernment was a peacable solation
arrived at. At lnst a Bill of Rights
wad gent to Ottnwa,  All ius conitiona
that could be accepted were accepted,
The uprising was at un end; the
Manitoba act was pad-ed.

Clause 7 of the Ihll of Rights reads ©

** That the scheals bo scparatn and the
publio monies for schoule  bo distributed
among the different religlous Jdenviminations
o propurtiun totheir rerpeective population.”

This deminnd was met by clange
XXAL of the Sunitaoa act, sub section
1 of which reads:

** Nothing in uny auch law (made by
tho legulature) shall prejudicially affect any
tight or privelege with respect to denomina.
tional schuuls which any +~liss of persons
have by law vr practice in the provioco at
tho union,”

This was indeed in accord with Sir
Johin Young's assurance that ** right
will be done in all casvs.” DBut the
times have changed, and an overbear-
ing majority have been able not only to
impose their will, but apparently to be
sustained in it< unholy exercise.

On March ¢, 1893, Hugh John
Mucdonald, member for Winnipeg,
said in the Iouse of Commons: * The
manner in which the Separate School
system was abolished (in Manitobs)
wag barbarous, brutal and butcherly.
1 beliove a3 bas been explained by my
honorable friend from Provencher
(Mr. LoRiviere) that the proceedings
taken by tho loeal government of
Manitoba to pass and carry oat the
school act were such as to give the
impression that it was their intention
to add insult to injury and to bhurt in
overy way in their power, the feelings
of the Roman Catholic minority of the
Province from which I come.”

present the city ; I worked and voted
for him in that clection, 1844, and
again at the election which took place

after he was appointed Receiver.Gen-
eral at Montreal.

R WESTERN SHRINE,

Rello of 8t. Anne at St, Cathacines,
A Novena Accompanied by a Remarkable
Hleplay of Devolten.

It will be remcmabered that some
montha aro Father Allaine of Ht.
Mary's Church, St. Catharines, pro-
cured fram Cardinal Tachierean a relio
of 8t. Anne, the mother of the Blersed
Virgun.

Three weoks ago it was quictly an-
nounced from the alt.r that a novena
of special dovotion to Bt Anno would
begin on Ootober 8th. On that day
Dean Harris preached a very instruc.
tive ermon on tho use of relics, and
on $t. Anne.  During the time of the
vxercises, apecinl sermons wero preach-
ed by Father Sullivan of Thorold, on
tho Ilosary; Father O'Malley of Nt.
Catharincs, on relies ; Father McEnteo
on tho IHoly Communion; Father
James of the Carmelite Order, on thy
invocation of Saints and the venera
tion of St. Anne., On Monday, Uet.
15th, Father Coty of Hamilton, secre-
tary of his Lordship, Bishop Dowling,
delivered an cloquent discourse on thy
lifo and virtues of St. Joseph, and on
Tueaday tho 1tith, at the closs of No-
vena, Mgr. McEvay of Hamilton, gave
o deseription of tho home of St. Anne
and tho IBlessed Virgin, which was not
only highly cdifying, but full of inter-
est and information,

The Novena had beon opened in the
quiotest way possible, but as the
oxercises progressed tho throngs bo-
came too great for the capacity of the
church and hundreds were unable to
obtain admission, ‘I'he church was
8o filled that the advance of the con-
gregationtcthealtar becamo impossible
and Father Allaine was obliged to
facilitato tho venoration of the relic by
convoying it along the aisles.

Many there were who went in the
hope of being relieved of physical
infirmities, and at the close several
truly remarkable cases came under
observation. The great success of the
novena, howover, was observed in the
almost unprecedented numbers who
approached the holy Sacraments of
Penance and the Eucharist. Services
during the weck were at 9 a.m., 4 and
7.30 p.m.

Tuoe article
is signed * Y. X.” [ho following ex-
tract will show the Iatter duy opiuion
of facts long perverted.

With a Bullen for
her father, aod for her mother one of
the least respectabloof tho upstart How-
ards, sho had certain pretensions to
ladybood, but in the days of her tri
umph she nover attained even tho level
of the Pompadour or the Du Barry—
in feeling a ciero crowned scullion
wench, io principles a Becky Sharp of
coarser and less attractive mould.
When at last in her desperate anxiety
to avert her fate by producing & male
heir shoreverted to wholesalo profligacy
ghe sealed her own doom, and tho
story of ber fall and execution must bo
delicious reading for every sound-heart-
ed British matron. In splendid con-
trast to this nauseous femalo stands the
Martyr Queen, who deserves all the
chivairous pity and enthusissm which
t$hs English have preferred to lavish on
Marie Antoinette. Tho child of the
great Ieabella, the possiblo heiress to
the crown of Spain and the Iodies, the
darling of the Catholic Church and of
the Eoglish pcople, sho was insuited,
and trampled to death by the tyrant
and bis gang, aud history has passed
her by as a guerulous, too womanly wo-
man. Her one offence is that she was
not a Protestant. DBut revertheless
she was a lady of high spirit, of un-
swc. ving principle, of sincere piety, of
eminent parts, a wisecounsellor, a faith
ful friend, a true wife, a devoted
mother, and 8 good queen.  Trace her
conduct in the State Papers, not in
partisan bistories, throughout her try-
ing ordesl, and in no single instance
will you fnd her falter in digeity, pra-
dence, and tact, save perhaps 1n her ex-
aggarted estimate of wifely submission.
Aud what says still more for her, she
was the only woman Henry respected,
probably the only one he ever loved.
Her ono mistake was her prematuro
death. That Henryever married Anne
at all 1 donot believe, though no doubt
spurious certificates wero ready to be
produced on the birth of a Priuce of
Wales. When the hopo of a malo heir
hed grown faint Heary, who was heart
ily eick of the divorce complications,
would probably havo turned Auno off
and returned to his wife, as indeed be
onco scriously contemplated doing.
Tho Queen’s death was thercfore a
turning point in the history.

A Chinese Solomon.

Tho Danish-Norwegian psper Nor-
dlyaet, New York, pubhshes this week
aninteresting story, very characteristic
of Chinese literature in general. It is
entitled : * Tho Stolen Onions.”

¢ A poor man meado bhis living by
raieing aod seling white ooions.  Ho
was a hard-working man, and his toil
brought an cxtra finncrop.  Ono year,
when his ficld was particularly rich in

large and excellont onions, be brought
his cot-bod out into it, that ho might
sloep at night on his field and protect
his property against thioves. A fow
nights’ experience showed him that no
thivves were in the neighlorhood. He
thorefore, gave up sleoping out-doors,
but left his cot-bed bLebind him as a
precaution, as he thought, In the
morning he found all his onions gone.
Iu sorrow and cousternation he ran to
the nesrest justice and wmado known
the robbery, The judge demnnded that
he should briog either tho thitves or
wi.negsea, Tho poor wman, unable to
do 8o, explained that only his cot-bet
had been left ; nothing else was thero
to bonr witness against ony thief. The
judge ordered the cot-bed brought into
court. This was done. As the cot
uave no answer to the questions put to
1t, the judged ordered that it be beaten
for * contempt of court.’ As this thoe
attendunts at court and spectators be-
gan to laugh loudly. The merriment
rost to an uproar when tbe bed went
to piecer. The judge declared all
present in ¢ contowpt ° and caused
the doors to be closed. Ho then
sentenced each to pay one pound of
onions and to arrest till payment was
made. Escorted by oflicers of the court
each was allowed to go out to buy
onions with which to pay his fine, and
upon payment each made an aflidavit
whero ho had boughthis onions. When
ell bad paid their fine, the poor
sardener was called in and requested
by tho jugde to examine the onions, to
detemine, if ho could, if any of them
wero from his garden. Ho declared
that undoubtedly most of them came
from bhis field. As they nearly all had
been Lought from the same dealer, the
judge issued a warrant for the arrest
of that dealer. At first the thiof
denied bis guilt, but soon coniessed,
He was condemned to be flogged, and
sll the onions paid as fine were given
to tho gardener, who was thus richly
paid for his trouble. The judge's
wisdom was recognized overywhere,
and bis judgment was asked for in all
important cnses.”

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Napoleow's Early lays,

His father, having obtained & place
for him in tho Government military
school at birienne, took him and his
older brother Joseph, in December,
1778, when he wag nine and a half
years of age, to a preparatory school
at Autun, where the Loys, who up to
this time had spoken nothing but Ital-
ian, were to learn French., Three
months at Autun gave young Napoleon
enough of the new language to do his
oxercises ; thereupon he was separated
from his brother and sent alone to
Brienne,

From the first the atmosphere was
hateful to him. His comrades worne
French, and it was the French who had
subdued Corsizca.  They taunted him
with it gometimes, and he to!d them
that had there been but four to one,
Corsicn would never have been conguer
ed, but that the French came ten to
one. When they said: * But your
father submitted,” he gaid Wittery.
I shall never forgive him for it"
Asg for Paoli, he told them, proudly,
“He is o good man. I wish I could be
like him. ”

e had trouble with the new langu
age. They jrered at lim  becuuwe
of it. Hts name was strange; /e
patlle au ne: was the nickuameo they
made from Napoleon. He was poor;
they were rich. The contemptuous
treatment he received becauso of his
poverty was such that he begged to be
taken home.

“My father, ” he wrote, * If you or
my protectors cannot give mo the means
of sustaining myself more honorably in
the bouse where I am, please summon
me home, and as soon as possible. I
am tired of poverty and of the smileg
of the insolent schulars who are super-
ior to me oaly in their fortune, for there
is not once amony them who feels one
hundredth part of the noble sentiments
by which I am animated. Must your
son, sir, continusally be the the butt of
these boobies, who, vain of luxuries
which they enjoy, insult me by their
laughter at tho privations which 1 am
forced to endurel No, father, uol
If fortune refuses to smile upon wme,
take me from Drienne, and make me, if
you will, & wechanic. From these
words you may judge of my despair.
This letter, sir, please believe, is not
dictated by a vain desire to enjoy ex-
‘pensive amusements. 1 have no such
wish. I feel simply that it is necessary
to show my companions that I cat pro-
cure them as well ag they, if I wish to
do so.

Your respectful and affectionate son,

¢ Boxararte.”

Charles Donaparte, always in purauit
of pleasurc and his inheritance, could
not help bisson. Napoleon made other
attempts to cscape, even offering bim-
self, it is said, to the British Admiraity
as a sailor. In the end he saw that
there was no way for him but to remain
at Brienne, galled by poverty and form-
alism.

At tho end of five and onc-half years
Napoleon was promoted to tho military
school at Paris. The choico of pupils
for this school was made by an in-
specter, at this time oue Chevalier de
Keralio, an amiable old man, who was
fond of pluying with the boys as well
as exawining them. He way paor-
ticularly pleased with Napoleon, and
named him for promotion in spite of
his being strong in nothing but mathe.
mstics, and not, yet being of the age
required by tho reculations.  The
teachers protrsted, but De Kiralio
insisted :

++ I know what I am daing,’ he said.
« I I put the rules aside in this case,
it is not to do his family a favor. Idn
not know them. Ir 18 bucause of the
child himeelf. I have seen a spark
hero that cannot b too carcfully culti-
vated.”

De Ikeralio died before the nomina-
tions were made, bt his witlies in re
gard to young Bonaparto were carrivd
out.

The recommendation which sent
bim up is curious. Tho notes road:

“ Monsivur do Bonaparte ; height
four feut, ton inches and wen lines ; has
pnased his fourth examination; good
constitution, excellent health ; submia-
sive character ; frank and gratoful ; re.

* 1 am not a spy,” he anawered ; ** find
same one beside me to executo such an
order.”

“You refuse to obey,” said Napo
leon.

“1 awm ready to obey,” answered
Junot, ' Lut I will go in my uniform
or not go at all, It is honor enough
then for these Englishmen.”

In the whole history of the Grand
Seminary nvver s thers been such o
doy of rejoicing as the one yust cloging.
For over a weck Lev, Father Dunguey
and a stafl of men have been festooning
walls, hangiug  bauners, wreathing
pillars and making the most unusunl
proparations for such a solemn place
as tins,  Their efforts have et with
suceess; the whole building seems to
have put on a new dress.  The walls
are gay with draperies of red, winte
and blue. Drooping pahus and cloth-
of-gold vie with vach other iu mahing
the loug halis and corndors wear a
smile of welcome. The flags of lre-
land, Canada, United States, France
and the Papal Statesare grouped loving-
ly together, and despite the ram and
darkness outside, ull  witlun  goes
merrily.

The Papal Legate, Mgr. Satolli it
was expected would arrive at half-past

futing to receivo
him. The day Laving been proclaimed
a hohday the time wns enurely ut their
disposal, aud thev whiled it away by
ginging with good-will, national and
putriotic songs. But when one of
them stepped to the wall aud took down
the Irish flag, the * God save Ireland”
that was sung, and the cheers that
greeted the *Harp and Sunburst”
must have been heard across the
Atlantic and made heart of Erin throb
with joy, and it was an asssurance,
that sons of Irishmen, no matter how
many generations removed from the
old stock, have a~ great u love for the
e Green Isle " as thur forefathers had.

At half-past aine Mgr. Satolli,
accompanied by Archbishop Fabre of
Montreal, Bishop Lascelles of St.
Hyacinthe and about a huudred and
thirty of the priests of this and neigh-
boring dioceses arrived. A selected
choir of the theologians, under the
Jeadership of Mr. 5. Lemfelder, made
the hall ring with * Vivat Pastor
Bonus.” After all had seated them-
selves, Rev. Father Colin, the head of
the Order of St. Sulpice, in a few
chosen words bade thie rcpresentative
of His Holiness a hearty welcome to
the Grand Seminary. Mr. A. Law
then read the address.  Next followed
a disputation on the * Prescience of
God" between Messrs, Kenny,of Grand
Rapids, Mich., and Fenier, of the
Archdiocese of Montreal.
