The
sayings and doings of its upper ten receive weekly attention m the columns
of three dailys and two epecial weeklies, and even the doings of the under
ten do not pass unnoticed. In very truth human curiosity appears to be
abnormally developed in this age, and the privacy of family hie no longer
existe, Are the public in reality so decply interested as to what takes place
when we Gine our friends cr gather them wholesale for a cup of afternoon
tea. Wo suppose the public must be interested, otherwise why this craze
for society gossip ?

Since the paragraph referring to the “ card scandal” on another page
was in type, it'has transpired that the defendants are willing to admit that
they were mistaken in making charges of cheating against S:x Wilham Gor-
don Cumming, and will leave the question of damoges to a jury. This
will mako the case very simple snd rob the scandal-mongers of an expected
tid-bit. The amicable arrangement is said to have been brought about by
the good offices of the Duke of Clarence, who has been visiting both at
Tranby Croft, where the incident occurred, and at Lady Middleton’s, Sir
Gordon's sister, It is said the plaintiff is willing to accept this solution as
atening for the wound to his honor.

The communication sent by the Hon. Edward Blake to his supporters in
West Durham has now been published, and it is unquestionably a strong
brief against unrestricted reciprocity.  Mr. Blake evidently has the courage
of his convicticns and has given the matter much earnest thought. He
clearly states that according to his judgment unrestricted reciprocity would
myol\_rc dlsgrimmation, assimilation, degradation, taxation and aunexation.
Discrimination against the mother country, assimilation of the Canadian and
American taniffs, degradation of our citizenship by handing over to the
United Stales the control of our affairs, the taxation of the people direct,
and the ultimate annexation of Canada to the United States, would, Mr. B
thinks, result from the adoption of unrestricted reciprocity,

Tho opinions of Mr. Blake, clscwhere referred to in this issue, are frank,
manly and outspoken, but while Mr, Blake tells us without reserve of his
objections to unrestricted reciprocity he leaves us in the dark as to the policy
which in his opinion would best meet the needs of the country. Isit Im-
perial federation, independence or annexation? Which ?

‘The recent Springhill horror is again uppermost in the minds of the
people.  The relief fund has not reached half the amount asked for, and all
who intend giving should make haste about it. It is a case where generous
impulses should be followed. Many new miners have arrived at the minos
and work is going on again, Every precaution has been taken by the men
to ascertain that the mine is perfectly safe.

The drinking of Jamaica giager is the latest vice of which women sre
accused. The difficully of oblaining liquor is one of the causes alleged for
the prevalence of this habit, which is pronounced much more harmful than
liquor drinking. * The tincture of ginger, ox Jamaica, as it is popularly
krown,” says the Philadelphia Z¢mes, ¢ is the strongest and most irritating
alcoholic solution known, ranking next to alcohol absolute and standing
equal to commercinl alcohiol, which is never used as a beverage. The
Jamaica ginger is sold by druggists and grocers in four cunce vials, and the
unbottled tincture is retailed at one ounce and upwards. Daring the past
few months the demand for the article, which has been steadily growing for
a number of years, hags become unprecedented, and sowme druggists are
already beginuing to ¢ flag’ habitual inquirers.” A prominent physician of
Philadelphia is szid ts Lave Jid from the effects of ginger drinking a short
time ago, but the majority of the drinkers of this stuff are women. There
are no restrictions upon the sale of ginger, and the drug shops and grocery
slores do an enormous business in it.  The habit once acquired is said to be
hopeless, and the Philadelphin Times wisely suggests that legislation against
the indiscriminate sale of ginger, the same as aganst other alcoholic drinks,
should be resorted te.

An Engli-h msgazine has been collecting and publishing the opinions of
various leading arlisls on ladies’ dress. ‘The articles, or extracts from them
we have secen, are all, more or less, expressive of approval of the present
styles when not carried to excess, and suitable apd tasteful selections are
made to accord with individuality. The cramming of feet into tight boots
and shoes comes in for condemnation, as it well may.

The sukject of London fogs has becn brought up in the Imperial Parlia.
ment. Tt is thought that these health and comfort destroying 1nflictions can
be mitigated if proper meats are employed. Tae usc of bituminous coal is
one of the causes of T.ondon fogs, and if this were discontinued and
some more cleanly fuel used instead, an improvement would naturally fol-
low. A corsespondent of Nafure says ;  Londoners need not be surprised
to find black fogs, when it is a fact that tons of svot fluat in the atmosphere
every day. Iloping to get somo fact on the subject I collected a patch of
snow, equal ono square link, that had lain from November 27th to Decom-
ber 27th last, and from which I obtained two grains of soot. Now,
supposing London to cover 110 square miles, it would produce 1,000 tons
of soot. Imagine a month’s allowance being drawn off by a line of 1,000
horses! The line would extend to about four miles in length,” It js
somewhat strange that the matter should be dealt with in patliament. It
appears more a matter for city management, and if legislation were needed
to carry out any suggestions that would follow afterwards. A large outlay
of money would be justifiable in fighting the fogs, as -he expense they entail
in loss of work and other items is enormous. The gas alonc consumed
costs hundreds of pounds on a dsy of  pea soup ” fog, and the interrup-
tion of business must be much more serious.

The Prince of Wales, it is said,
was fully informed of the arrangement, which he regarded as the only
ppsnble solution of the affair, This arrangement must have fallen through,
since the matter has leaked out, and Sir William has entered au action
for slander against Mrs. Arthur Wilson, Mr. Stanley Wilson, Mr. and Mrs,
Lycett Green, and Mr. Berkeley Levett. The case will not be heard until
after the long vacation, but it will be interesticg when it comes.

Canada has lust one of her poets in the person of Professor H. L. Jones,
who died at Kingston on the 4th inst. Professor Jones was teacher of
Loglish literature in the Royal Military College and was a brilliant scholar,
He frequently contributed to the Week and other high class periodicals.
The cause of his death was Bright's discase, by which he was attacked
sbout two years ago, and nowwithstanding all the efforts made to improve
his health he finally succumbed to the Cisease,

Amid ali the gloom that enshrouds Europe it is quite a relief to read the
account of the Queen’s ¢ drawing room,” held at Buckingham palace on
the 4th inst. ‘I'iere, ull was light and brilliancy. ‘i'he court is out of
mourning, every member of the Royal Family in England made it a point
to be present, and the attendance was unusually large and distinguished,
probably on accouut of the presence of the Empress Frederick, of Germany.
The public along the line of approach was enthusiastic and cheered for the
Prince and Princess of Wales and othess who are popular with the masses.
The debutantes presented outoumbered those at any drawing-room since the
Jubiles drawing-room, and the dreeses are described as unusually beautiful,
The debutantes were, of course, attired in white silks or satins, but the
matrons and chaperons wore colors, of which yellow seemed to be the
favorite. Many of the older ladies took advantage of the Queen's gracicus
petrmission and appesred in high bodices. [t was a courtly scene, when at
three o'clock the Queen, amid much ceremony and in deferential silence,
followed by the Prince and Princess of Wales and other members of the
Royal Family, was ushered into the large drawing-rcom of the palace. The
greatest good humor was observed by both guests and spectators, and the
drawing-room is considered the most brilliant given in many yesra. The
fact that it was held in Lent has scandalized a good many pzople.

France is in high dudgoon over the latest move in Egyptian affairs. The
Khedive has insisted upon the acceptance by his ministers of reforms in
the admiristration of the law in Egypt ¢s suzgested by Sir Evelyn Baring.
Mr. Justice Scott has accordingly been appointed Judicial Adviser to the
Government of Tewfik Pasha and president of a newily constituted Com-
miltee of Three, who are to exercise a general supervision over the native
tribunals. Signor Moriondo, a distinguished Italian lawyer, and the native
Iigyptian Procurator General are to be hisassociates. Mr. Scott is to enjoy
the right of attending the Council of Ministers whenever queations affecting
his department are under discussion, but he will not himself take part in
the ministerial decisions, Ho will only enjoy a consultative voice in the
deliberations of the Khedive's advisers within the domain of law and justice.
Theso judicial reforms have irritated France considerably, and she is again
asking when the Lritish occupation of Egypt is to cease. This jealousy is
quite unressonable, for Britain has not forced her views upon the Khedive,
neither has she strengthened her army nor made any move that would
indicate a grasping dispositior, and the appointment of an Italian on this
committee i3 but fair, since the Italian population of Egypt is 18,665 as
against 15,716 French. The men of this committee are considered to be
eminently well fitted for the post, being fawiliar with Ezyptian lifs and affaics
and able to irfluence the Egyptian Cabinet in the right direction. The
complaints of France are solely because the much needed reform was sug-
gested by England, and is being carried out by an Euglishman, an Egyptian
and an Italian, while the officials of France are ignored.

The game of war or kriegsspiel, although not new, has lately coms into
prominesce in England and mauy other European countries, where i 8 use
in the army is now much encouraged by the authorities. Most people
know very little of its modus operandi, and bave but a poor krowledge of
the many qualities required to make a good player. Its chief aim is to give
those in command of troops a good theoretical idea of military tactics. It
mustnot be thought, however, thatits use is confined to the soldiery alone, for
we hear of clergymen and others who have won laurels in this mimic battle.
The game represents an ides! combat, and the maco:uvres would, therefore,
have to be much medified in actual warfare. It is principles, however, not
details, that it inculcates, The apparatus consists of large maps, colored
blocks representing troops, tcales for measuring distances traversed, and
dice for deciding points of chince. Two players represent hostile com-
manders, and under their orders are one or more officers who qut the
cavalry and various other divisions of the army. Actual orders are issued
and time allowed for au * orderly ” to reach his destination. Each officer
moves his troops on a map screened from those of the other players and
containing only his own men with such of the other combatants as would
actually be in sight at the time. He is, therefore, often ignorant of the
position cf the main body from which ke is detached. The weather, wind
and condition of grcund arc taken into account and usually supposed to be
the same as those of the day of playing. All movements ars made o8 nearly
as possible like those of actaal warfare, snd to show how miouts some of
the details are, weiniy mention that should a fence stand in the way of
an “orderly " the die must bethrown to decide whether he fall and so detain
orstop the orders. An umpire, who has the forces of all the players before
him on a separate map, decides the innumerable perplexing questions which
require his ruling, and slso gives the commanders such information of the
enemy's position as might be obtained through scouts. Where troops meet,
cateris paribus, the die determins which side wins the skirmish. Oa the
whole the game is extremely interesting, and its introduction into Canada
would tend much to increase the efficiency of our voluuteer officers. It

Dean Sim,-—Recogniziuyg your jnterest at all times shown ia the develup-
rient of our Provioee, will you permit me to bring to the notice of our
lesding thinkers throngh the medinm of your widely circulated papor a
matter that nee.s carcful consider tron and explanation.  Within the lust
fow years wo have slmost accustomed ourselves to hear that the Western
Countics are slow, commercial men especially making mention of this,
contrasting our tardy progress with the moro rapid sdvance going on in the
Eastern Couuties, and recently the opinion was quite publicly expressed,
that while very substantial cvidences of pregress in overy way were so
noticeable in tho division of the Province cast of Ilalifax, notably the rising
towns of Ambherst, Truro, New Glasgow, cte., the advance in the Ceuntie:

Railway towns, and in fact tre South Sho:s Courties as well, o slight
Improvement beibg noticeablo in the caso of the towns of Yarmouth and
Lunenbusg only. If theso opinions are cnly echoes of a public fallacy I
thiok in view of their damaging cilicts, they should bo refuted, and on the
other hand, 1f true, the causes should be brougit to bght without delay, end
if pessible, remoeved. Want of Railway advanteges proportionate to the
needs «f the country aio cited as tho chu f reasen, and backwardness in enter-
priso smong the farming ws weil wa Lo iudustiial pupulativn 1s alev advanced.

The Leavy snowfull of election day quickly melted away, It
apparently came on purpeso to mako good going, so voters could enjoy a
sleigh drive to the pulls, and to givo would-bo witty peoplo a chanve to
minko remarks aboul somebody being snowed undor. It would bo intorasting
to know how many times (hat extromoly origit] and smart romark was
mado on Thursday of last week, But statistics sro not fortheon.mg, and wo
can only guess at the number.

COMMERCIAL.

Now that tho clections are over the people are returning to their tom-
porarily abandoned avocations, and business alrcady begins to show renewaeg
activity in most lines,

We noto that Spain has announced that by proforenco she bas deliber-

atoly adopted tho polioy of refusing to ronew the commorcisl treaties which
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she has with other countrics and which aro sbout to oxpite. It is possible
that, out of dofercnce to the wishes of the Antilles group (Cuba, Porto Rico,
elc.,) sho may not insist on applying this policy to that colony, which
occupios a different porition to that of the mother country, but the fact tha,
sho han lost faith in commercial {reatics must count for something in the
negotiations between tho United States and Cubs, and moro or less indi-
rectly with our trade relations in that direction. ‘I'he more treaties into
which tho United States entora with Central and South American countrica
the Jess valuo will thoy be to the countries with whom they aro mado.

Weekly Financial Roview of lenry Clews & Co., Now York, Maich 7,
1891, The stock market does not share in the enthusiasm of tho goneral
public on the adjournment of Congress, It was tho oxpectation of many
that it would bo signalized by sn important advance, which has failed to
materializo ; on tho contrary, prices havo taken a downward turn, to the
disappointmont of most of the traders.  The causo for this is attributablo to
tho numorous unfavorablo rumcrs that were thrust upon Wall Street
yostorday, such as that a large amount of gold was going to bo taken out of
tho Sub-Treasury for export, teporied failures of important firms in London ;
also fresh financial and political troubles in South America; which, togothor
with continued raids on C., B. & Q. and Rock Island, sufficed to more than
offset Congresemen takiug their departura from Washington for their
respective homes. It is quito ovident, therefore, that tho contemplated
sdvanco has now been postponed until after tho first of April, as batween
now and that poriod money is likely to work tnoro active both hero and in
London, which will now most likely bo considered #s8 sullicient rcason by
largo oporatora for doferrivg important speculativo undortakings, for the
presont at lesst ; moantimo, quick in and out trades for mederate profits will
provo the sufest a8 well as the most profitable.”

Day Goons.—Dusiness in this lino is etill rather on the quiet side, but it
is lookingsup fairly. ‘Travellers are proparing to again take tho road, and
como aro slready out, A larger number of country buyers have been zeon
about thoe streots lately than was anticipated a week ago. While thay do
not take large parcels thoy aro purchasing selections in spring stocks. Tnere
is an active demand for prints und sateons, which are varied in design and
color, the combinatious this season being very pretty. Iress goods, embroi-
deries for trimming, hosiory, gloves, in fact all kinds of dry goods, ars recuiv-
ing very fair enquiry. Rotail trade has beon very good, and romittances
might be worse. The outlook is encouraging, and the prospocts for a fair
spring trade yst being done are good.

Inow, Hanbware axp Merars.—Thero is but little to noto in connection
with this market, as business has beon small and unimportant during the
week, Glasgow warrants are cabled at 47s., and Iiglington st 50s., which
moans 51s, 6d. {. 0. b, Glasgow. Tho most recent quotations for Canada
platos was £12 10s. to £'3, and largo ordors could not bo filled, as the
buyer's bid did not como up to the holder's idea of waluo, In othor lines
there is nothing to note, coppor and tin beiag as bofore.

Breavsturks.~Tho local flour market rules firm, although quiet, ond
somo improvoment in volumo has to be noted. The domand though moderate
is steady. DBeerbohm's cable reporta cargoes off coast, wheat and corn nil,
on passage and for prompt shipmont, wheat firmer and hold higher ; do.
corn 3d. to 6d. higher. I verpool wheat, spot, improving ; corn do. firmer.
Fronch country markets strong At Chicsgo wheat declined 3c. to fe., but
corn wasg steady. In New York wheat advanced }e. to §e., and corn was
unchanged. At St. Louis and Toledo wheat, corn and outs experionced no
‘change.

Provisions —The local demand for provisions has somewhat improved,
and prices are quite firm. No chungs has boen experienced in Livurpool,
figurea thero being : pork 47s. 6d.; lard 203, 9d.; hoavy bacon 25a. Gd.;
light do. 26s. ; tallow 25s. 1o Chieago pork declined 73c. to 10¢, lad lost
10¢, and ribs fell back 23¢c. The Log imarket was weak and declined 10e.
The cattlo market was strong.

Burrer.—Tho butter market moves along steadily and, as the stocks of
finest diminish, tho position of lower grades is gradually improving. There
is, of course, a steady enquiry at full prices for well-flivored tablo buttor, of
which tho supply is never over abundant. 'There is nothing of importance
{0 say about the trade, oxcept that oglish snd European ndvices are firm,

Cuegse.—The cheose market hero rules quiet with little or no demand.
On the other hand the supply is rather light so that prices aro firmly heid.
Liverpool cables quote cheeso at 53s, Gd.

Frurr.—Little is doing in dried fruit, as consumors are not taking mt ™
while jobbers themselves are only buying bzcauso thoy actually wang the
goods. In greon fruit there is little to noto, business ruling dull and unim-
portant with valuos unchanged. Orangos aud lemons remain as bofore,

Sucanr aAND MoLasses.—The refined sugar mairket continues very un-
settled with only a fair band to mouth trade passing. Refineries are expect-
ing a brisk demand, however, during the next few wooks, as stocks through-
out the country aro roported to be unusually low, Although refineries are
not doing much just now thoro has been somo demand for raw stock, which
is doubtless induced by the firm feeling elsowhere. There has been « fair
jobbing demand for molasses during tho week, but thore is an absenco of
business in round lota,

Tea anp Corree.—Thero has been a continhied good demand for Japan
and green teas, but blacks have beon moving slowly, The market is decid-
edly strong, ospecially for low grades, which aro considerad good property
by the foew who hLold any. Coffeo has come in for somo little attention in a
wholesale way during the week., Jobbers showed a disinclination to act,

but excoptionally smsil stock nnd somo othor circumstances have induced vome
little trsding, In December last the estimale of the Dutch Government
crop of coflee in Java was placed at 390,000 peculs,  Now conios s sweeping
reduction to 260,000 pecula. Tho result is that Java cofles is strong and
stocks aro held with counfidence,

Fis1.—No change has ozcurred in the local fish situation since our last
report,  Receipts and shipments aro both practically aif. Tho alongshore
mon are meoting with a fair degren of succoss, and take onough to supply
tha local demand for fresh fish, and loave a surplus for shipmaent in a frozen
state by rail to Montreal, Quebee nnd Toronto.  Our outside advices ara as
followy :—Montreal, March 11,--* Jobbera having supplied themselvos
protly well sro not so disposcd to busivers as formerly, conatantly in a
strictly wholesale way there is little to notu ; in fact thore has beon nothing
doing recently.  Stocks in first hands, howaver, have bosn reducad to small
proporlious, and with light arrivals stocks aro likoly to coutinue light for
somo time and prices correspondingly firin.  Horriag his been protty well
cleared off, snd holdors will not take less than &4 to 34 50 for crdinary stock,
while some lots are held for $5. Cod conlinues sevies and correspondingly
firm on the whole, though wholoalors do not expect much now husiness
until jobbers have worked off somo of their present stock, as the latter do
not desirs to have much of a surplus of stock on hand at tho expira‘ion of
Lent."

ogy :—* The Concord Mining and Crushing Co, which bogan work here in
September with a flourish of trumpets, suspended operations in the middle
of January for a very indefinite period. Somo twenty or thirty tons of rock
wero mined {rom the Sterling arcas, which gave about 82 per ton. It is
said this rich rock will not pay expenses.”

Seventy-four shares wora
reported sold, and it was decided to sell tho romaining shares and proceod
tobevelop the mine.

Ryan woroe appointed directors, and Dr. W. D. MacKonzie
was appointed secreiary and treasurer. The prospects Jof the mine are said
}o be lmost encouraging. A Montreal man wishes to take all the shares now

or sale.”

CextraL Rawpox.—The Contral Rawdon Mining Co. is again coming
to the front, the yield last month being 155 oz3. of gold.

Lake Catena.—Tho Oxford Mine is now being operated with its splondid
new plant and machinery, and should soon give a good account of itself, as
it is reported work is now being done on a very rich load.

WAVERLEY.~—An assessmeont has beon made on the sharcholders of the
Lake View Mine.

The toast to tho ¢ Press " was
teplied to by a ropresentative of tho Clhronicle, the Editor of the AMining
Reviewe, sud the Editor of Tur CriTic, tho latter advocating tho offer of a
Gevornment bonus to the fitst person who shou!d discover gold below 700
or €00 fect, or in other words, should discover the second pry streak.

The cause of Putnam vs, Hardman et al, was argued on sppesl befors
the Suptema Court of Canads at Oitawa on February 18th. The court, at
tho argument, without calling upon appellants’ counsel (Mi. Newcombe) in
reply, gave unanimous judgment for the appellants, selting ssido tho vordict
and decreo of the Supreme Court of Nova Scotia on the ground that Judge
Weatherbes had micdirected the jury snd improperly left to the jury iesues
of fravd against the appellants. Justice Strong said thero was no evidence
of fra. 4, and the issue should not have been submitted, and he would liko
to know upon what line of the cvidence Judge Weatherbee could put hia
finger which showed fraud. The full text of the judgment, delivered by
Sir Wm, J. Ritchie, Chicf Justice, is as follows :—

Hardman vs, Putnam.—Sir W, J. Ritchie, C. J.—I think tho broad
and general principle that the minds of the jury trying a carc shon!d be con-
fined to the roal issue, was not carried out in this case ‘I'ho crucial is-ue
was whether the contract of co-partnership was proved, as climed by plaio-
tiff, or whether such contract was subject to s forteiture ae alleged by the
defendants. I cannot say thatin the way in which the case was tried
justico was done 0 tho defendants, numerous ietsuce, not muterial to the
real issuo on which the case should have turned haviug boen introduced
into the discussion and questiona thereon submitted to the jury with very
stroug observations by the learucd judge, 18 appears from the charge, ca'cu
lated materially to aflect, injuriously, the determination of the real ques
tion ; therefore, I think tbe care requires futher investigation and the
appeal should be sllowed. While I caunotapprove of the manner in which
the cass was submitted to the jury, I do net, in any way, impuga the
integrity or motives of the leained judge ; but Iam bound o say, that this
court, 22 an appellate court for the whels Domiaion, should not approve of
such stiong obeervations being made by a judge which in effect, churge
sgsinst the defendants, upon whuse testimony the ¢stablishing of the cun-
tract sct up by them chiefly depended, fraud not set out in the plesdings
and not legitimately in issue in the csuse. Under these circumstances I
think the csso should go down for a new trial, I express 1o opinion as to
how the case shou!d be tried, whetker by a judge cr a jury, that being a
mutter fur the judge, or the comt below, to determine in his or its dizcre-
tion. Thu judgment of this court will be that the appeal is allowed with
costs of the sppesl to this court, the decree sot aside und a new trisl ordered,
the coats of the appesl in the court below to be costs iu the canze.

THE PracricaL CHLORINATION OF GoLD ORE3 AND THE PRECIPIFATION
or GoLp rrod SoLuTiox.

( Concluded. )

The air in the top pait of the bariel is compressed and forms an elastic
cushion, which gives the wash water petfect freedom 1o circulste cvenly over
the whole sutface of the charge, and wash every postion of it theroughly
and with the smallest quantity of water possible. By washing in this
manner no gss is allowed to cscapo into the building ; tho solutiou runs into
a covered reservoir tank, from which an exhsuat fan draxs the excess of g1
snd discharges it outside the building.

The length of time required to do the leaching varies with the lesching
quality of the cre treated—cbarges having been lesched in 40 minutes with
a pressure of from 30 to 40 pounds per square inch. With higher pressures
the time can be matorially shortened. *

As can readily be seen, tho ore in the barrel is in the best poasible shape
for rapid and perfect Jeaching. When the barzel is stopped the ore settles
on the filter, the coarsest and heaviest on the bottom and graduated evenly
over the whole surface and up through the charge to the slimes on top.

Iu order to facilitate the leaching of charges carrying an excess of dust
or slitnes, & valve placed ia tho casting of the head, on s level with the
surface of the pulp, is opened just after the barrel is stopped, and the dust
and slime which remains in suepension is run off into am outeide washing
filter press, where it can be treated separately, and the charge washed in
the usual way.

‘The tailings are discharged into a car which will hold tho whole chaige
of ore and water, and then run out ; or, if water is abundant, they are dis-
charged into a sluice and washed away.

For leachiug purposes, the smount of water necessary to wash a charg®
varies very little with the richness of the ore, which goesto show the perfect
leaching condition of the ore in the barrel. The amount required is about
120 gallons per ton more than the quantity used in the barrel for'chlorination,
which is about 100 gallous per ton.

In order o get 8 concentrated solution for after-treaiment, and to reduce
the amount of solution to be treated, also saving in water, s tank is placed
above the barel, snd when the richest of the solution and wash water has
run out iuto the reservoir tsnk the discharge hose is connected with the pipe
leading to the upper tank, and the washing is finished into it. The solution
collected in this way is used in the next-following charge in the barrel;
the quantity of solution to be precipitated is thus reduced to about 120
galloxs per ton of ore treated.

The sdvanteges of this method of tresting ores are many, among which
may be cited : the small amount of labor, and especially of skilled labor,
nccessary ; the freedom of the building from chlorine gas; the contrél one
bas over the perfect washing of the charge ; the small amount and simplicity
of the wachinery for the great amount of work accomplished.

One man of ordinary intelligence and a helper are able to take care of
three batrels, that is, look after the ctarging, leaching and discharging.
If the tailings are sluiced out, they can aleo attend to it; but where they
have {0 be trammed out, one more man is necessary.
