CURREN[ TKRADE CONDITIONS.
ONTARIO.

While the moath of January is usually
uneventiul in respect to lumber trans-
actions, the past month has witnessed
a movement which has further strength-
ened the white pine market. Buying of
the coming season’s cut has beea quue
heavyand at figuresinvariably satisfactory
to the seller. The purchase of lumberin
the Ottawa district by a Chicago concern,
as reported by our correspondent, s
particularly significant as showing that
the market for Canadian pine lumberis
broadening, and that United States
conceras find it advantageous to p1y even
the tugh prices which Canadian manu-
facturers are now asking, in addition to
the import duty of two dollars per
thousand feet. It is estimated that
there s not over 25,000,000 feet of
unsold lumber on the mill docks in the
Georgian Bay district, and even this
quantity 1s almost certain to find a buyer
before spring. There is a firm market
for logs which are beld at $11 to $13 per
thousand. A very small quantity s
beirg cut this winter for export, as the
opcrations for th's purpose must be con
fined to deeded lands, on which the um-
ber 1s mostly scattered.

An cstimate furnished by Mr. Ralph
Loveland of the expected output of the
mills on the Georgian Bayis interesting
and valuable, inasmuch as it shows a

smaller cut than has been reported. The
tigures of the drstricts are -

According to this estimate the total is
less th:n 500,000,000 feet, but it will be
observed that it does not include the cut
at French River and one or two other
points.

QUEBEC AND NEW BRUNSWICK,

The s<pruce lumber market is firm,
though quiet. [t s anticipated that thece
will be a strong market in the spnng, as
the volume of building in the Eastern
States is hikely to call for alarge quantity
of rough lumber. This, it 1s thought,
will offset any vossible faling ofl n the
demand fromn Great Britawn. The winter
rut of logs will not be greater in volume
than usual, and may be slightly curtailed.
Whue cedar shingles are stll seling on
the basis of $3 25 to $3.30 for extras on
Boston rate of freight, with the demand
a httle wmore inactive.

MANITOBA AND BRITISH COLUMBIA.

At the present tme the chief
interest of the Inmber trade of the west
centres n the movements affecting the
trade of Briish Columbia, The #ro-
vinctal Government have put into effect
the law prohibiing the export of cedar
logs, and Brtish Columbia lumbermen
expect to find a market for shingles in
certain terntory that was {ormerly
supplieu by Unued States manufacturers.
The revised price list i1s also commanding
some attention. Cedar shingles are
quoted ai $1.70 for No. 1,6 to 2x16inches,
and $1.20 for No. 2 for ali points west of
Fort Wilham, f o.b. cars Vancouver.
For all ponts east of Fort Whlliam the
price s $1.35 and $105 respectively.
Delivered prices are, of course, quoted
in all cases, but the above figures are the
basis from which dehivered prices are
made. The filty cent. rate covers all
points from Fort William west to and
including Regina, also a number of the
branch roads of Mamitoba and the North-
West, while the 75 cent. rate covers
practically all of Ontario and the city of
Montreal.

UNITED STATES.

Several small lots of white pine lumber
are changin,: hands in the Lake Supenor
distnict. Thereas an activity and streagth
which augers well for a stron, market
durning the eatly spriny.  Ia the Albany
market cuts and batter have advanced $2
a thousand, and some grades of common
about $1 a thousaad.  Dealers there
teport _that_car trade his been ex

ceptionally  cood this ™ winlef™ U

Buffalo list this week shows a further
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advancein the price of uppers and selects.
“The tone of the market tere 1 the
strongest that it has been swce Christ-
mas; orders and enguiries have increased
materially, The lower grades are meeting
with tnore ioquiry and are hkelyto be
advanced, a feature which gives much
encouragement to the trade. The hard-
wond market is also enjoying a degtee of
aclivity. Elm, basswood and maple are
selling very well.

GREAT RRITAIN.

The Ditish imber market has not vel
anade adecided move towards recovering
from therecent depression. There has,
itistrue, been some mprovement, but
importers are pursuing a policy of pre
canionand cannot Le induced lo pur
chase excepting ona very moderate scale.
Itmay be that there wiil be a gradual
rewrn of complete confidence, which m
theendis probably most to be desired.
Some of the largest mporters predict
that the market will be comparatively
strong for the first six months of theyear,
bul they seem very pnrertamn abnae the
course of trade alter that tme. The
curtailment m operations whih has been
decided upon in Norway and Sweden
cannot but have a beneficial effect upon
the market, and if the presentline oflpolicy
is pursued, the inport of timber nto the
United Kingdom ihis year will winessa
futher reduction, At recent auction
sales buying has been quite active, stamu-
lated no doubt by the higherprices which
shippets are asking. Spruce prices have
been farly well maintamed, withthe ex-
ceptionof 3x 7 stock, which is shghtly
lower at Bnstol 2nd Liverpool. The
receipts of spruce deals by the regular
liners from St. John and Halifax has had
the effect of checking any further advance
inprices, In London second quahty 3x
gspruce isselling at 410 per sandard,
and third quality a1 £9 108 landed at the
dock. Several contracts bave recently
been placed for birch squares, the price
of which is about £7 1¢s per standarc.

Lum Y-er Company, of Detroit, disposed of
their timber hout w Mackenzie township,
on the Georgian Bay, to Mes.rs, Avery and
Eddy, of Saginaw, and Glenn, of Duluth.
I is reposted that the consideration was
in the ncighborhood of $275,000. The
Delta Lumber Company purchased this
fimit from the Holland & Emery Lumber
Company in 1895 It comprises  ning
square wles, v A ven desirable
limit as to location, and can be himybered
very cheaply. It contains aboul  5.,000-
000 feet of red pine, the remainder beings
white pine.

The Victoria Harbor Lumber Company,
Taromto, recently purchased the north
half of etre towashap from the Detroit
Lunber Company. It cumprises  40%4
square miles, the pine of which has been
most by cut off, butthereis a comiderable
quan ity of hemiock and cedar.

THE OTTAWA VALLEY.
(Cottespondence of the CANADA LUMBERMAN,)
Attentionm the local lumber market is

fixed on the future,  Present denlings are
fow. The event of the midwinter business
is found in the operations of the Edwin S.
Hart well Lumber Company, of Chicago.
For seweral wecks past the western con-
cernyone of the largest of its kind, has had
arepresentative in Ottawa uegrotiating for
the purchase of first class white pine lun-
ber. He has made good use of his time,
and has secured a large slice of the supply
of Ottawa and  neygzhbouring towns. The
ales w the aggregate represcent abourt
$135,000 in money, ind 7,500,000 feo in
lumber.

Large purchases were made from J. R.
ftiyah Han Lumber Lompamn, Gillies
Bros., of Braeside, Mcl.achhm Bros, of
Arnprior, and Lemay & Company, Mon-
weal.  Allthe above stock, except that
secured from the Hull Lumber Company,
operaling the Mason mill, has been ship-
ped-  The freight atone, at $5 per M, re-
presented an  expenditure of about $35.-
000. ana the duly at $z per M another
$i5.000 The same firm has closed a con-
wract for the 1goz cut of the Peters mill at
Parcy Sound. I secured the cut for 1go1,
about 10,000,000 feet, and the comingsed-
son i is esimated will find the saws quite
as busy.

The lumber alread) shipped was sent by
the Canada Atlantic and Grand Trunk
Railways to Chicago. The opening of
navigation, however, will probably see a
change of route, as boat shipments can
then be made from Parry Sound and De-
pot Harbor, the termnus of the Ouawa
& Pairy Sound branch of the CA.R

The Harnwell concern has large fac-
tories in Chicago, wherce the Canadian
pine will be utilized. It is not at all un-
likely that the firm will be a steady bidder
in coming seasons for the product of the
Ottawa and neighboring mills. It must
have the lumber, as the supply ol the
Weslern Stiates is becoming exhausted.
Indications would seem to prove that the
millowner of the Ouawa dastrict has in
Chicago amarket that will rival that of
ihe Eastern States. Thislatest develop-
ment of the trade has another interest for
the lumber trade.  The large purchase of
high grade lumber by the Chicago cencet
has made a marked reduction in the avail
ablelocal supply of the better grades of
white pine lumber. For this reason,
coupled with the increasing local demand,
prices are bound to continue firm, With
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every prospect of an advence. * Lumber
is lumber nowidays" remarked n dealer
recently, " and the man who is waiting for
prices to case has a long wait beforelum.

On reliable authority it islearned that the
cut of the McLachlin mill at Armprior for
1gu2 has also been sold, making another
marked reduction in futureavailable stoc ks,

Unlike the British buyers, the Chicago-
inns have had no fault to find with the
Ottawa sorting. The board lumber has
boen well uelected and satisfactory in
every sense to the western buyers. Hence
it would not besurprising if early negotin.
liony were closed for still more of the
Ottawa mill cut of 1902,
