MANUAI TRAINING FOR THE ?AEOIINIOL AND IIOME8TIO ARIS.

Gomment -The Couincil recognizing the desirabilitýy of giving equal opportunities
to hoys aud girls, recomnends the estabîlishmient of Manual Training schools of two
kinds ; one more especialiy aida;,ted to boys for training in the use of tools ; the other
more especially adapted to girls, for trainiing in cook-ery and other domestie arts. With
this ia view, the Act places the equipment very low, workiag accommodation for twelve
pupils iu each beiug recoguized as sufficient. L.ut if only one brandi should be provided
for, the minimum equ piment should bave full working accommodation for at least
sixteen pupils at one time. As in most caseý, attendance at one of these çchools wçilL
interrupt the wor< of the pupil Jor a f orenoon or an afternoon in the other publie
sehool, it is necessary, (1.) That such interruption sbould flot occur oftener than oijce
a week ; and (2.) That the xvork in the Mantial Training Department should be a full
liaîf dyswork-. To ensure the 'net Iwo hours of work specified in the Act, the time of
session slould be i7wo hours pajd a half-ihie extra ballf hour covcring the time of roll cal,
preparirig to work, fixing up, geucral instructions, etc.

As there are about foirty weeks in each sehool year, eacb pupil who attends one half,
day each year, will earn for the Trustees six dollari of the grant, until the maximum of
86(10 is reaclied. Ten pupils iu regular attendance cach morn'ing sud afternoon of the
five days of the week-that iq, one hundred pupils in a sehool section, by attending
regularly, -will erable te Trustees to draw the full grant. But as so regular an
attendance cannot be expected, it will lie necessary ta have perhaps more than sixteen
benches, etc.,-to acconimodate classes whicli will actually quahify for the mnaximum
grant.

No Selioal shail be recognized under the Act of 1900, unless both the teacher and the
equipmnient; shaîl firsi have received duc recognition from the Cauncil as being presump-
tively qualifiad.

The qualific-ations of teacbeli will be those specified in the curriculum of the Provincial
Normal Sehool, after the ,3lst JUly, 1001 ; but f;jr the presant achool year the Council of
Public Instruction inay grant a provisional certificats or license to teachers, good for the
echool year only, on the presentation of evidence of qualification to do sucli work as rnay
be spccified in tlic said Normal Sehool's course, la order to facilitate the rapid introdue-
tion of the 'work int-e as mnaoy sehools as pousiblp. But no public founds can be paid on
account of any sucli instruction given before the Council recognizes the teacher to be
qualified and the sehool te be fully equipped; nor unlesa the public echools of thc section

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are in the judgment of the Inspector conducted Iu accordance witlî law, and the inanual
training instruction in the judgment of the ispecial supervisor for the Province is of the
character and menit desirod.

In the Ligher grades the work niay lie made a valu.tble adjunet te the ordinary bitudies;
the ce:itructicu of simple pieces of apparatus tp illustrate the pupil's experimients in
p.!iytics, the ta:.. ~goi usefal stands, -racks, etc., for the cheniical laboratory, and models
for the illustiat1eý of problems in solid getimetry niay be mentioned as indicating some
features that may witb advantage be included in a seheme for the higlier sehool.

RF.G. 6. For the .Dornestic Ars-Teequipment mutn includs, as in regulatier. 3,
working accommodation for at least twelve or sixteen pupils, one table for each four
pupils, or any equally effective arrangement, oe ctove for the general heating of water,
and at least oes goed large ordinary cooking steve, aad an "c il cooking stuve." Special
care nmust be taken te have the sanitary condition of tlîe mcom ail that can be desired.

REG. 7. The domestie arts course shotild contain at least twenty îiractical les'ons in
plain cooking, demonstrating the bsst and nio)st econemical Metliods cf cooking the
staple foods of the majority of people, food for the sick, with pjractical demenstrations
in household sanitatien, lîouseliold economies, latuudry, textiles and needis work. Should
needie werk be fully taken up in the other public seheal grades, Euch a dei artmnent may
be omitted in order te give moe tinie for the other demestie arts.

'hy the munificence of Sir WVm. Macdlonald, the well kiowvn friènci and benefactor of I-igher
Edtication in Canada, to mi~el the wvant feit in our school systems of some more practical
tmethiods for the training and developmcnt îof out future citizens. In Europe and Ille United
States the progress made iii this direction during the pasr test years bas been enormious. From.
all quarters cornes testitmuny of the success offthe mnovement in correcting soîne of the tenden-
cies of our mîodern school curriculums, complained of hy teachers and children alike. I lias
been proved to lie a vcry valutable, educative force, and the Provincial Governnient, recognizing
its importance, bas offéred a substantial grant to schools and sections taking tip the subject.
With a view to meeting the deniand for properly qualified teachers of Mantil Training, a
special training course for teachers wvho miay wishi to qualify for il, has, with the sanction and
assistance of the Council of Public Instruction, been arranged.

Trhe course %vill provide thoroughi training in the principles and practice of educationa-
woodwtorlc, and the attention of teachers and truistees is called to the desirability of iaking adi
vantage of il. The schuol is equîpped in the hebt possible mranney, \Nilh every appliance for the
complete study andi practice of the subject, a~nd a comnplete libîary bearing un il is a% ailable for
the use of snudents. There are no fée.; for tîtition, but each student wvill be required to attend
regtularly, to give bis whole time to the suhJect and to sit for examlination at the end of each
terni of the course. lu awvarding the certificates, the quality of the %vork done during the course
will l'e a large factor in deterînining the standing of the candidates.

The Couincil of Public Instruction will recognize the certificates awarcled on the comipletion
of the full course, as qualif),ing the holder to effin the special grant for the subject, proided,
that the candidate bas also made a Teacher's pass in the Provincial High School Course of
-Grade B.

NVith a v'iew to the diflusion of information on, and to assist local authorities in the consirl-
eration of the sub ject, arrangements have been macle that the Director of the Macdoîîald Fuind
for Nova Scotia, Mlr. T. B. Kidner, may attend and confer %vit1s School Boards anti others
interesteri in edtîcation, and advise as to tîte best ineans of introducing Iattual Training into
their schools.

£'his course bias beeti establishced by the Board of School Couimissioners for the town of
Triwro, under the direction aud by the authiority of the Council of Publie Instruction,
for thle purpose of furnislîing a thorougli training for those w'iîo wvisil to becoute
teachiers of Doînestie 8Scince. The Sehiool is affiliated withi the 1rovincial Normal Sehool,
.ind the certificates of the Schlool, granted. on the report of a Special Board of Exaîniners
appointcd hy te Cottueil of Ptuhlie Instruction, iviii ho r-ecognized as qualifying the lholder
to teacil tule subjeet in the publie sehuools of the province earuiug te special grants for
])oniestie Science, provided te candidate lias a Ciass B License or a Teachiers' Pass oit the
Provincial 111gl Sciiool Course of Grade XI.

CandidateF for this course must bu at least 18 years of age. The course of study
exteuds over one year, and ineludes the foliowing:

The fuiction of the Normal School is the training of stud(en!s for the professione of*
teachiing. This object being constantly kept in view, the character of the wvork in'such an
institution difl'ers cssentially tromi that of the High Scliool, as well as froui that of the University.
In the High School and the Acadeniy, the mincI and character of thc puipil are subjcîed te.
influences and meutlded by processes which it is unnecessary andl often undesirable that the
teacher should reveal. Knowledge is acquired in an ciemientary and iion-reflective way, for the
mental effort necessary te its acquirement forbids al) attenipt te ciscover thc processes of
assimilation; while. at the same timce, the higher studies are flot pursueti far enoilgh te disclose
their valte as interpreters of the trdre rudimentary branches.

In the University, on the other handl dcpartnments of knowledge are entereci and explored,
after the rigoronsly scientific inethod mwhich the acltulr mid has cerne te recognize as the only-
one suited te its stage of mental developmnent. 't'he dijéursive methoîl of thie school resohves.
itself into the rigid and logical niethod cf the matuirer fiaculties. -

But child mmnd is a different thing froni adult minci ; and the laws of learning in the yoting-
are far from identical witlî those according to îvhich a relatively perfect systeni cf compked.(
knowledge is unfolded te thuse cf riper ycars. It is the inherent functiuan of the NorniaI
School therefore, to reveal the elemientary processes cf learning. As the child's interpreting
power enlarges with eaci new experiertee, se the mnaierials cf new knowlcclge miust continually-
be readjusted hy the teacher in accordance %vith thie child's increasing powcr of assimilation.
Accordingly, the Normal School, in imiparting knowledge. follovs. miethods which are inteided
te bring int viewv thc psyehological conditions under which it may lie reimipartecl te the best
advantage.

Academiy and college, moreever, arc institutions net intended te equip young people for the-
practiceeof a profebsion, -certain ly, net for the profession cf teaching-but, rathier te fit themi fer
entering tupon the stucly of a calling.

Written compositions and
Iesson sçhemcs wvilI be required, applying the principles of method to the subjects of the course
of study in the schools of Nova Scotia. Students wvill also be required to conduct speciimen
lessons before fellov-situdents, subject to the critici of the latter as well as of the Fqiculty.

-NATURAL ANI) PHYSICAL SCIENCES.

In the varions departnments of science-study the character ofthe.work is essentially practical

and e>xperimentai, and the miasters vvill, wherever possible, choose their experiments from within
the domain of ev'eryday life. Great importance is attached to the application of scientific
Icnotvledge to, hygiene, domestic econoniy, agricultuire and the arts and industries of Canada.

Although text.books are used as general guides to study, the laboratory method of experi-
mentation and original work by the student is demanded. Accuracy in observation, SI in
manipulation, and general neatness are aimed at. Careful and complete notes of ail vork: donc
are required. In mineralogy. for example. each student studies a set of typical specimens of
.nati-,'e minerais and applies the more simple tests for their various propérîies. The resuits of
,experiment and observation are tabulated ; deductions are made therefromn; additional infor-
mation as to formation, occurrence, etc., is obîained fromi supplementary rèading ; and the wholc
is reeorded in note-books, wvhich thus form elementary text-books.

In ail wvork special attention is paid to the pedagogics of the sciences. The student is
guidecl along the course which he is expected to, pursue as a teacher, and in bis specimen lessons
he is trained in the practical al)plication of the principles of science.

Courses in Agriculture an= th e sciences most closely related to it-Chemnistry, Botany,
Biology, Geology, Entoinology, etc.-will he so arranged that each pupil %vill be enabled to
reviev or continue the science! he may have previously siudied, and 10 niake an excursion into
one or more of the sciences of the next higher grades. F'ield and laboratory wvork ivill be
iaccompauiecl by reviews, recitations and essays.

MANIJM. TRAINING.

This department is wvell equipp--d for practical work. The rooms are witd~iîh mode!
~vork.bencbes, complete sets of wood-%vorking tools andi drawing-boards. The immediate
purpose of the shop wvorlk is not so mnucli the making of usefui this or the acquisition of any
particular trade, as the training of bead and hand to work together, and the inculcation of whole-
some views on the necessity, value and pleasure of handicraft.

MATHEMATrirs.

The subjects of the various classes wvili be reviewed, spýcia1 attention being given to the
rationale of processes. The correlation of the different: mathemnatical studies, and the division
of subject into topics andi sub-topics w~ill le insisted upon. Regard wvilI be bar! always to the
practical utility of mathemnatic, for the solution of problems arisinig out of the affairs of every day
life, and, wvherever possible, object teaching in mathematics wvill he illustrated. In connection
%vith niathemiatical teaching, stress wvill be laid uipon the training of the senses to estimate
magnitudes of greater and smaller dimensions, heighîs, distances, volumes, %veights, etc.

A short course in mathematical drawving, including orthographic projection will -be given.

ENGLISii LANGUAGE.

A course in graintiar and composition ; notions of literary style ; interpretation of selected
passages of literature ; methods of teaching reac]ing to children ; history of English literature.

GEOGUtAPHY AND HISTORY.

Jhysical geography ; hydrography ; mountain systems ; meteorology. Marine and almos-
phieric currents.

MODERN LANGUAGES.

Courses in written and spolken French and German wvill be given to those who are fawmiliar

students and teachers in the special w'ork of the institution. It comprises a seleciion of general
literature and or pedagogical wvorks, the latter containing the most important treatises in the
English language, as well as, the files of several educational journals.

plivsicai, mental and moral poivers of the pupil. The apparent rnultiplicity of the subjects
is àIue to their sub-div'ision for the purpose of emphasizing leading features of the maipg
subjeets whichi inighit otherwise be overlooked by inexperienced teachers. The courses Ixavtý
beeri denionstrated to be adapted Vo the average pupil under a teacher of average skill. The
teacher is, however, cautioned to take special care that pupils (more espeýcia1ly any
prematurely promotea or in feeble licalth) shouid nat rire any risk of "11over-presure" in
i ttenxpting to follow the averagte class--work.

Phy4ical Exercise anc! Military IJrill. -Physical exercise should be given for a few
minutes in the niiddle of e-,ery session over onc hour ln iength. At sncb limes it is beneLicial
even ta pupils %who have walked a long distance te school and iwho are accustouîed Io active
work at home. The younger the pupils the more often sucb exercise should ie given in order
te maintain physical restflness and men(al activity during tixe lime for stucly. These exercises-
shuuld always be madle the occasion af raining the pupils ta maintain the m-ost healîtul and
graceful position of the body in silt;9xg, atunding and moving. This training is as much the
duty af the teacher as the± other v:ork, of the school.

Military Drill is the latest resuit of the expciience af generations of practical men in
devising the most effective manner of training numbers of mcn ta mnove in the mct convenient
order and undcr the fullest contrei. Il is therefore parricularly adapted ta the movements af
pupils in ail schools, for girls as well as boys. Apart froin other consideraxions, the fact that
the childrea froni various schools are often likely Io be massed logoîher, inakes ut desirable that
the same systein should be follnvecl cx.ctly cverywvhere. The bcst systern, and that %vhich is
most likely ta he iseil in the wvidcst extent, is the standard modern mi)itary drill. Al
t,-acbers are required ta niakze as practical an acquaintance as possible with tbe system ai
military dru! ai least as far as '<squad drîll," and to, have their pupils drilled ta stand and nmove
smarîly. Inspectors are dimected ta mark no schoul womk undler ibis head, no malter how good,
highcer thann <'finless ho bas liad an opportunity of observiug the Mi/itary drill.

Vocai Mit.5lc-AII pupils (cxcopling of course thase known ta be organically defective as
respects music) should lic able tu pass an examination la vocal mnusic hefore promiotion ta a
highier grade. For the present the fulloîving minimum is pmescribced for eich grade. At least
ane simp>le sang wvitb ils tonic-sal-fa <or ailier> natation for Griadc i. Au -rxddiýional mclody and
its notations for each succecding grade, %with a correspondingly increased general knowvledge af
inusiê.

The
statutles niake il imperative under penalty on bath teachers and trustees thal such instructions lie
given in ail grades Il is tixerefare the duty of aIl educational aflicers te sec that the spirit as,
wvell as the letter af the law is incuIdaied bathi by precept and example-by every mleans which
can influence the s.entiment and character ai the pupils.

Moral and .Patriotic DuLies.-As cnjoiucd by the Sehool Law andI %vlien found înost
canvenient * and cÈfective. Some lessans ln readers, lu history, in biography, etc., may lýe
utilized incideatýally,. Certain a.nniversary days, sncb as Il'Empire Day," Il Dominion Day,»
etc., should hi' sý'steanxcally utilized for patiioiec inspiration.

The school zoom andi grounds is an clementiry miniature world in whicb the pupil bas an
apportunity* f developing nearly aIl of the moral-polate ai character requireti for useful living in,
the grent tvorid of -mature human activity. The crawn and sum total ai ail the ailier patts af the-
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teacher's work is the development of the best possible character in each pupil ; su that in cvery
lesson and in cvery exercise this ultimate purpose should preside over aiid direct the course of
the instruction.

Godd'ÀManiteri is i subordinate but toa often neglected depattment of character building.
It is, however, a very simple as wcut as useil department and therefare one the observance af
which Inspectors arc instructed .specially ta gtudy in eacli school, andI the neglect af %%hich
should suhject the teacher*to censure andi the schuol to a lowering af its rating. E very teacher
shoulci be an example ai true politcness, which is nat only compatible with the greatest powver
and firmness, l)tt enhances them.* In a short time sucb an influence sbouid imaterially improve

,the iost rude class ai pupils.
Lessone on .Ytur.-The naîing, exaîninatian, and study ai the camînon andi more

important natural'abjects ani lawvs of nature, as they are exeînplified within the range ai the
school section or af the pupdls' observation. Under this head, pupils should flot be required ta
memorize natcs or fmets wvhich they have not, at least, to some extent actually observed or yeni-
fied for themiselves. ]3rittain's ".Nature Lessons," and Il Payne's IINature Study " (U. S. A.)

*dir Garlick, and Dexter's I Object Lessons for Standards I., II., III., " <England,) are useful
guides ta the tèacher for partions af the wvork pres-cribed in some af the grades. There should
be a short Il Nature Le.rson " givèn tvery day on the daily collectians ancl observations af the
pulils themnselves-naî on the statements af.teachers or books -the lesson aiways being baied
on the abjects or observations. These guide bookis are ta be used only, ta showv the teacher how
ta give such lessons ; andi they are entirely prahibiteti as text books for citiier pupil or teacher,

*for under no circunistances sbould II n'otes " foto the bookis he given ta pupils. Ail such studies
must be irom the abjects. Observations under this heati fori soi-e ai the hest subjects, for

.English Comiposition Exercises in ail the grades. In schoois with pupils ofiseverai grades undert
one teacher <as in most rural schools), many ai these lessons niay profitably engage the w~hole
school. In nearly ail cither the wh'ole senior or wvhole junior divisions ai the school can take
ýpart. A skilful teacher can thus give profitable abject lessons ta several grades af scholars at
ence ;at one time giving a Gracde V. lesson, at another time a GradIe VI. or G;rade VII.
,or Grade VIII. lessoti, which wlvi also contain enough for the observation andl interest ai
-Grade I., Grade Il., Grade III., and Grade IV. p1tpils. An abject lesson given ta the highest
-class, can thus, ta a certain extent, he made a goofi abject lesson for ail1 the lower classes.
The aider pupils wiIl sec more andtI hink more. It must be renmembered that the miemlorizing aif
Tiotes or facts ntereiy stated ta pupils is strictly farbidden uncler this head. Such îneniarizing is
pure cramu, injurious instead oi being useful. The teacher may flot have limie ta take up in
<c1ae every object indicatccl in the Nature Lessons af the Course. In such cases, the pupils
shauld be g1ven twa or three objects neariy reiated ta the typical specimen examined in
schoril wvith directions tu search for and examine themi ai homne as illustraied in specimen class
iessan. W'ithout muclb expenditure af tinie the teachier can note that titis work bas been hon-
estiy attenmpted ta be done by eachi pupil. The lesson miubt lie direct froin nature itself, but
uncler the guidance ai the teacher, wvho can save time in liringing the pîtpiis ta the point desired
by his mare mature experience They are intended to train the observing and inductive fa-cuili-
-ties, ta showv the truc ivay ot discovering soinething ai the nature af the wvorld whiclt imutiedi.
ately surrounds u%, andi wbich is and will continue ta lie reactiîîg tipon us in anc way or
ý:noîher. This knowvledge is sa inuch power over nature iroin which we have ta win aur mater.
taI existence. It ts alsa tbe hasis af any useful philosophy.

Mare stress bas scemingiy heen laid here on tite natuiral history ai each section than on

-elementary physics antI chemistry. Not hecause physical phenomena are less important,
bot thecaus~e the elements af these sciences are the same aIl tîte wvorlt aver, and ihere is no endI
ta tîte cbcap and wveli-iliisîrated guides ta practical wvork in themi wbicb wvill suit a section in
Nova Seotia as wvell as anc it England or in the United States. But there nie na such simple
guides ta the biology uf each section, nor ta ninny af its other scientific characters. The teacher
niust became a sturlent and master then ltintself; for such exercises bavc special pawcr. in
developiitg the habit ai accurate observations (whicb is the soîtndest basis for any career ranging
froni that ai the poet and proiessional main to tite tillerantI lard of the soul, the tradesman, the
niaýnufatcturer anti inventar), andi in developing in connectian -with history nd civies an intelli-
-gent attachient even ta the sou i] afur country.

Spelling and Dicudzion. - It shoulti be stnictly insisteti tpon ihat iront the very commencement
in tbe ftîst gradc, the pupil shoulti speli every word Tend in the lessons, andi common words at

-sintilar difllculty îised in bis conversation ; frr if thiç is not donc, the pupil is ail the tinte being
simultaneoosly traincti ta toIerate wvrong mental images ai the fornis ai tîte words, whicb can
seldoin be correcteti by ordinary efforts iii the bigher grades. Writing wiords, in the lower
grades, wvith transcription anti dictation in the higher grades sbould be utilized i mre anti mare

Teachiers wvill find Lt one of the inost coxiveliient mecans for the stimulation of
pupils in observing ail natural plicioinena, 1v]en going :() and from the sehîcol, sonie
of Uhc pupils radiating as fair as two miles frein the sehool room. The "'nature
study" under thiese conditions %would bo înaiuly uuîdcîterLin at the inost convenient
tiîne, 1thus not encroaching on school tintîe; while on thc othier hand Lt will tend *to
break up the inonotony jof sehool travel, I ia idle and wvearisomne hour with
interest, and bu one of the iiost valuable fornis of educational discipline. The eyes of
a wlhole schlool daily passing over a Nv'hole sohool district wold let very litHoe escape
notice, especially if the fiirst observer of ecd alinually rccurring phienoînenon would
reccive credit as the iirst observer of it for the year. The observations ivili be
* acenrate, as the faets wilI have to be demnonstrated byý the niost uîndoubted evidence,
such as hie bringring of the specimiens to the sohool. when possible or necessary.

To ail observers the following inost important, .nuost essential. prineiles of
rccording are enîpliasized: Bette"r lit) dale, --o RnECOR!, than a 'NVRoNGo nE or a
DOUBTFUL one. Sports out of season due to very local conditions nlot 'foî'non to

* at least a sna"I field, should not be recorded except parenthetically. The date to he
recorded for the purposes of compilation wvith those of other localities should be the
firet of tle rnany of its kind folloininu nediately after, etc. For instance, a, butterfly

eeging fromn its chrysalis in a qheàtered cranny by a southern vindow in Tanualy
would not be an indication of the general climiafe, but of the peculiarly heated noolç
ini which the chîrysalis wvas sheltered ; îîor -%ould a flower in a seinii-artificial, ivarni
shelter, give the date required. When these sports out of season occur, they miglit
also be recorded, but 'ivithin a, parenthosis to indicate the peeuliarity of sonie of the
conditions affecting tlîeir carly uppeara-nce.

These scliedules shîould be sent iii to the Inspecter wvith the annual schîool returns
iii July, containing the observations nmade during the whole sehool year and back as
far as the preceding July (if possible> ivhen the soliedule of the previous sehool year
was neccssarily couiplctcd and'sent in.

A duplicate copy of thei sehiedule of obs2rvations should bo securely attache i to
the school Register for the year, se that, the series of annual observations niay be
preserved in ecd locality.

Remnember te £11l in carefully and distinetly tic date, locality, and other blanks ut,
the hcead of the sehiedule on the next, page; for if cithier the date or the locality or the
naine of the respensible compiler should be oinittcd the whlole paper is wvorthless and
canuet, be beund up for preservatien iii the volume cf The Phenological Observations.

By the aid cf the table igiven nt the top of pages 3 and 4, Uie date, such as the 24th
ofc May for instance, cun ho readily and accurately converted into the nnuwid date,
"'ther 144t1î day cf the ye"býy adding the day of the montlî given te the annual date
of the ]ast day cf the pcr-iiiîontlî (April in this case), thus-: 24+120=144. The
annual date eau he bî'iefly ecorded7 alld Lt is the only kind of dating wvhich can be

-conveniently averaged for phienological studies. *Whien the compiler is quite certain
that hoe or slie can iiake the conversion without errer, the day cf trie year Lnstead cf
.the dlay of tlîe nîonth wiili be preferred in recording the dates. -

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PIIENOLOGTUAL OBSERVATIONS.
The pressure of workc in the Education Depirtinent lias been t.oo great to admnit of the

--study of the 1>henological Observations just sent i-for the year ended 3lst July lest. But
*some deductions froin the 725 observations of jffl, whIichi will enableemaio eb
mnade with those of 1898, eau bc presented.leopaio tob

The observations on the wvhiQe are superior to those of the previous year. Tiiere are
a feuv oxanîples, howvever, of observations clnmsily writtenl dow'n, and some carelessly-such
as the inechanical blunder of mistaking the nionth. Several have, given sticb dates as
-%ould indicate that, the species observed wvere rare, and wvere noticed accidentally for the
first, tinie weecs after t.hey înay have hecît in hiocîn. Many did- net give the extremely
valuahie dates of "flowering hecoîning coin non, "--t lat is, the date when the species
begi"nq to flower gcnierally.

'lie sciiedules are bouind up ini a volumne for ecd year, and will forin an extensive mine
of information for studies in climîate, etc. Tho tables cormpiled here î:efer onl1y to teu
plants, fromn eit.hier ten, twenty or thirty of the best stations in each cotinty. An atteînpt
lias been made to dividle the observation stations in eachi couinty into three, classes : st,
those on theLloast; 2t)(, those on the Loiver hdlands ; and 3rd, those op the Lliqhlalds.
ln somne cases there is very lirtle dlifYecnce.betveen the higblands and tlic lowlands. But
where there is a differenc it is inteWesting to note the effeet on the datç *pof tlowering. The
Atlantic coast appears te have 'a ietardiiîg effeet on vegetation generaily-more iii the
-case of olle species than il) another.

The coîuies are arranged in the order of latitude and longritude, i.eginlniîîg %with the
-Southî and wvest. For the ease Ôf &nipariEon the sanie order %will hiereafter ha followed.
Eachi priinary coinînu is, an average of ten observation,-, except, in the case of Digby wb%-ere
the first two celurnus are averages respeetively, of oiiyflve observation stations.

The tables centain mereiy the Phenochrons or average dates of appearance, the naines
of the plants being oinitted for the purpose of condensation. But the tenl plants in order

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THE-NOBEL PRIZES -FOR SCIENTIFIU BISCOVERIES.
(Extracta fromn the suinniary received by the Lieu tenan t-G overn or of Nova, Scotia

throigh Ille legation of i3weden aud Norway, for publication in this province. A fuller
statement, can be seen ln Science, à October, 1900, and other scientific papers.)

The thrce corporations awvarding thle Nobel prizes are :
1. The Royal Acodemy of Sciences, at Stockholin, foîuîcled in 1739. The King is the

protector of the Academy, whieli numbers 100 S'vefish and Norwvegian inellibers aud 7ý
for,:ign members.

2. 'flie Sw'ulish Academy at Stockholm, iiustitutcd in 1786. The King la the
protector. Tho members, exclusively Swedishi, are limited to 1 8.

3. The Carolin luistituite of Medicine and Surgery, at Stockhlolmi, establishied iii 181-5.
The iiuniber of professors is 22.

OBJJEOT 0F THE ENDOWMES'T.

The Nobel endowment is based on the wilI oif Dr. Alfred Bernîhard N'obel, Engineer,
drawn up November 27, 1895. The stipulations are as follows:

IlThe rernainder of the fortune which I shial leavo shail be disposedl of in the followIujg
inanner: The capital. convcrted into safe investnients b3' the executours of ily will, $hall
constitute a fund, the interest of which shall be distributed annually as a reward to those
who, in the course cf the preceding year, shall have rendereil the greatest services to
humranity. The soin total shall ho divided into five equai portions, assigned as follows:

I . To the person having ma&de the most; important discovery or invention in the
departmentof Physical Science.

'62. To, the person having miade the miost iniportant discovery or having produced the
greatest improvenient in Chieniistry.

- Il 3. To the author of the inost important discovery in the departmient of Physiology
or of inedicine.

" 4. To the author having produced the imost notable literary worlr in the seuse of
idcalismn.

"5. To the person having doue the. rost, or the best. in the wcrk of establishiug the
Brothcrlîood of Nations, for the suppression or the reduction of standinig armies, as well as
for the formation and the propagation of peace conferences.

IThe prizes -vill bc awvarced as follows : For physical science and cheniistry, by the
Swedish Acaderny of Sciences; for works iii physiology or inedicine, by the Carolinl
Institute of Stockholm ; for literature, by the Academy of' z-teckholm; finally, for the work
of peace, by a coniiiittee of five niembers, electcd by the NorwIlegianStorthuug. le, is niy
exprcsscd iviI1 that natîonality shail not; be considered, s0 that t.he cprize niay accruec to the
most worthy, whcther hoe be a Scandinavian or not."

LECTURES TO TEA( HERS.
Under the direction of a Special Comnmitîc, a course of fi-ce Lectures lias been

institutcd at Mfontreal wvith a view to giing direct aid to teachers and more 'videly
diffusing kno-%vledge la a popular forin. 'J'heise Lectures have alrcady cajoyed two very
successful seasous, and another course lias becui arranged for the coining winter on a more
attracûve scaka. The object, soligit, i3 to diffuse anxong teachers. in the miost attractive
miannler, by mens of abundait stercoptiron views, a broader kuowledetge of tise geography,
phy.sical aspec-ts and great naturai resources of Canada, as %vell as iinforilationi more
espeicially bearing upnni the principles of thecir profession. Thirough the teachers ithis
knowledge evcntually reachos the pupils, and the experience gained iu shailar work else-
where indicate.4 (1) its great value in developin a %vider inte'lligence, and (2) lu aronusiuig a
mnosi; healthy and abiding spirit of patriotism . %ecause based on a çubstàntial knowledge of
the factors which lie at the very foundation of national life and developmnent.g

While designed for teachers. rmarily. these Lectures are open to the gQneral public,
and niay also, ho given at, olher times aud Places, under the genieral regulaiiouàs providing for
free lectures.

The importance of this work iay be seen in the fact, tliat the State of Newv York
annually appropriates $30,000 to carry it on, and provides special legisiation to the end
that ali classes of cil.izenis niay receive the fuill benefit frc.

The Cosnmittee on /ree, illustrated leetures 1o teachers is prepared to supply material
uxider the following general regulntions :

1. Any Stiperintcndeiit of sehools or Head Muster, or any responsiblo persoii wvo niay
be interested iii promoting the Nvelfare of t'xachcrs or of artisans in his neighborhood, inay
obtain the use of one or more lectures under the ternis to, followv.

2. Any person as above slpecifled dcsiring to secure one or more lectures shall
(a) Make formiai application for thte samne, ziud agree 10 ho responsible for ail chirges;,
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(b) Return receipt for nterial rct-ivcd, guaranteeing ail expenses of shipment, the
safe returu, free of charge. to M4ontreal or such other point as mnay ho designated, and al
expenso arising thtough loss or damnage m,'hile in lis hands.

(c) Undertake to deliver the lecture or provide a competet substitute.
(d) Supply the necessary lantern unle,4s otherwise provided.
3. The lectures shall ie ail cases be free to teachers and such of the general public as

may desire to attend.
4. The lectures înay bc given to artisans on public holidays on thc sanie tcrms as

to teachers.0
5. Returns of attendance shall be furnished to the Oomnîittee on forms provided for

that purpase.
6. No lecture niay bc used by the contracti-ng party iii any locality other than that

speciêied in the application, except by special permission.

Under special arrangements wvith Prof. A. S. Bickmorc, of the Americau Museuin of
Saturai Flistory, New York, the Commrittee is ablc to avail itsclf of thc wdil known series
of Bickmore illustrated lectures as prepared tander authority of the Superint-endent of
P>ublic Instruction for the State of New York, and delivered at> the American Museum and
throtghout the State to the teachers of the public schools.

This chiange is correlative to the
one alviga high sehool pass to be made on any eiglît papers of the course.

School libraries mnay be supported by mioney voted at the annuai mieeting.
Manual Training Sehiools miust pass the inspection of both the, Inspector axxd

the Supervisor before being entitled to dm'aw publie mioney.
The District Sehool Comminissioiier.q eau consolidate two or more school

sections ivhicm are too suinli without the consent of the mnajority of the ratèpayers
of eahsection, suibjeet to the ratification of the Counceil.

It should bc nioticcd that the German of grades C and B is modified by the
addition of a littie reading, which. whiIc giving a littie more to do, wvi11 make the
wvork more interesting, and give thw candidate also, probably, a bette), chance to
pass a good examnation.

Normal School students holding an Ilîntefim'> diploina wvhich they Ilope to
have raised by the Faculty or) the reconmiendation of the Inispector, should very
distincsly intimiate Mmicix' intention of competing for' the required recommendation
at the opening of the sehool. When the Inispector can conscientiously give a
recomlniendation, it should be given ini tinie to hc presented to the Faculty of the
INormal School by the Middle of June, so that the announcement, may he nmade at
the closing, exercises of the Normal Sehool. Whien certificates are here.after sent
in after this date, it iih, therefore, bc undcrstood to mean, that the candidate is
recommended to try at the end of another year. If this notice is not observed by
the candidate, the candidates' certificates of recomniendation shall not in their
turn be acted upon until the next annual closing of the Nornial Sehool.

Class A teachiers in sehools Nvhichi are not supplied Nvith buch furniture,
apparatus and weil kept grounds, as is prescribed in the regulations of the Council
of Public Instruction, %wihl tank as formierly on the Pay Lists-simply as Glass B
teachers: lhosa obtainiing the $150, $180, or the $210 tate grants must be models
of their respective classes of scimools, having ail that, is prescribed iii equipment,
skill and success i teachingý,, and the fulil legal equipmncnt and manageument of al
the other departnients under the saite board of trustees.

Notice of competition for thesc advanced grants should be given at the
beginingi of the sehool year to the Inispector, wvho should, if possible, visit the
Sehool during the first hiaif of the year if there is aiuy rdoubt of the qualifications,
s0 thaf. any defects of equiipaient might be supplied, if possible, before the second
hialf of the year-after -whicli the advanced grant nmight, commence to ba drawn.

Inspectons who authorize Glass A grants to scixools whieh are not qualified,
'viii bc held liable for the mnisappropriation of the public funds ; se that both
teachers and trustees eau understand why the Inspector miust be caref ul and firm.

The advanced grant is not intended simply as a bonus for advanced seholar-
ship on the part of the teacher, but aiso for satisfactory skill in teaching, and -'Or
fuliy equipped sehool buildings, grounds, outhouses and apparatus.

APPLTOÂTI@NXS FOR EXAN[SATION AND LICENSE.

1{ereafter, as a change iii the regulations -w'il show, a candidate wio intends
to app]y for license, should state on his application for examination, whicli is sent iii
by the teachier to, the Inspector, what class of license lie intends to apply for. The
intcnding applicant iih receive from the teacher or Inspector a blank forni of
application for license, whichi, as far as possible, lie eau liave filied in before groingr
to the examination. That is, lie eau hiave bis certificate of age and character
correctly made out and si<ined, and ean note on the application, the number,
station and year of any previous exarninations lie hias taken, wvhether hie lias been
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successful ini obtaiing a certificate, tiiereon or net. Tien wvbeii tire candidate
appears at exaîninàtien hoe cati fill iii bis ntinhier, station, etc., and grade of
certificatè, or vanik of M. P. (è. expectedl. Thtis latter siîonld be piaced ini
braekzets, thus showing'that, it, is net, yet obtainied. The application for license
cati thon bo !orwarded ivith the candidate's papers through the Depiity-'xiiiiir
to the. Ediication office.

The advantage of titis is thiat, the candidate ivil1 tien reccive %vitb the
certificate obtaiined, the licensc, ho is enititledl to, and wvîll 1<nio% exactly on
wvhat class hoe cati teachi.

M. P. Q. EXAMINATIONy.

The attention of teachers and of those in)tendîngç te bo teach ors, is called te the
change iii iegulation 3, regarding the mininum in arkes foi' M. P. Q. certificates.
llereafter for a first, rank ne paper of the course cari ho below 50 per cent, for a
second rankz 40 per cent., and for a thîrd rank 30 per cent. The miiinium total
ngcgregate is net, raised, buit the efleot is te advance by ten peints on each paper
the miiinium standard required. Even thon, a teachor who obtains a thir-l rank
M. P. Q. certificate, eati secure it by niaking 5 points less than thaýt, reqniired o11
the "Teachers' pass " ou the lligb Sehool certificate.

ERROIIS IN OERTIFIOÀTES.

Teachlers and pupils are advised alwvays te promptly notify the Educeation
Department, if by any errer on t part of somne onie, a candidate bias net
received vinie for a subject writteu on. This is more Hiable te oceur iu the
optional suibjeets wvhere it is net possible te have the sanie plan of
checking as cati bc hiad ini creditingý, the values on imperative subjeets. Tihis
eaution is cspecially opportune in view of the fact thiat in 1901 any eighit papers
caui ho taken te formi a complote, certifleate ; for it wvill niow ho inanifestly more
difficuit te, deterinie if a candidate liad takzen eight-, rime, ton or more subjeets.
S-o oach candidate is askod on the receipt, of bis or lier certificate te check the
marks with the subjccts taken, aînd if there ho any errer, report te the Education
office direct or tbroîîgh the teacher ; and teachers are asked te advise their pupils
te titis effeet.

.ation,. and .they are to bt filled in in answer to questions nunibered to correspond
rn.tho April Journal issued befora the close of each sehool year.

The new Manual. of the Sehool Iaw is expectedl to be publishied by next
Spring.

It is too
long- for republication in the JOURNAL, whose function. is properly the publication
of the filiancial items for public audit and notices of changes and othier inmportant
freatures of the sehool law and its administration. The article will be found to bie
cxtremely valuable to those wvIo are interested in good science teaching and its
correlative, the passing of a good examination.

Teachers should not fall inte the -habit of thiaîking, that because in Nova
Scotia a copy of the JOURNAL 0F EDUCATioN is sent free to each sehool section,
that therefore it is not expected they should subseribe. to sorne grood sehiool paper ?
A teacher wvho does net, rcgularly read at least one good educational. paper, is net
likely to, be a7 fit and proper person to be in charge of a sehool, no inatter what
class of License lie or she .may ab some time have obtainedl; and our Canîadian
educational magazines have a special function not found iii the best foreign ones.

SOIIUOL1 LIBRIES.

li theý revisedl educationial statlltes w'hich 'nIl s be plublishied, the sehiool
section Cani assess itself for sehlool lihraries. AIrL.ady, Vcry m1any schools hiave
formced libraries by voluntary stilîscrilpt.ioîis, or l)y cittertainnients given hy the
pupils and teacher. A library conies, iext ini importance to thc SChîool itself. It
is a sort of a UJniversity extension of the sehool, %vhich ail wvitlin the section eali
enjoy after the schîool life is over.

In Britain there is a speci-al Act to eiiablle communities to assess thieniselves
for c- '- cal ibrary But ini our orgamtiizedl slool sections aIl the miachinery foi-
suplb an orctanization is a1readv in existee. AIl that was necessary 'vas to
insert the woids " sclîool libraries » as one of the objects for 'vhich, rnoney could
1)e votvd at the annual îneetinîg.

W e liave the library builing already erectedl, for no plac eau be niore central
for such a purpose thani the ,:(:iool liouse. Anid the tvacher can ofteni he the
best kind of libraiil. wvithîout any special pay MI that is generalîy ntessary is
to, g-et a suitahie case -withl lock and key in the sclîool r'oiii), and a re-istei' for
enteî'îng tlie books given out and rcturned.

If, for instance, a section with thirty fanîilies votcd oîîly $30 for the library
next yeaî', it wvould av'erage $1.00 for each family. But each famlily wvitl tliat
$1.00 could hav'e the reainiig of '$,30's 'vorth of books. _Ncxt ycar, the trustees
iighcyit, perhaps, exeluanige, their books with those of another section, and thus have

the free reading, of aniotiier thirty dollars wvorth of literature. Buit wve may
ccrtainily expcct that if a conmmencemenit is once nmade, a small grant will be made
cvery year for the library fund. Ail wve generally wvant of a, book is to read it,
and to have it, accessible if at any future tinie wve înay ivant to re-read it. This,
the lîbrary systeni in each section, Nvould miost efl'ectively d1o. The sehool. would
thlîs more than ever beconue the intellectual centre of the section, with only good
results also for its own reg-ular wvork.
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It was thouglît at one tinie that the Provincial Treasury miight bc able to
supplement such liborary f unds. But it %vas found, lst, that on any principle of.
distribution discussod tho aniotnat would at least be very sniall ; and 2nd, that tho
library under such. conditions would require to he regularly cxamined, and reported
upon by an officiai of the Province, wvhîch would absorb more mion ey. But a?
the sehool. section lins self goverlnment, and has full ownership) of its books, it can
lie well trusted to look carefully after thiem. It would be specially interested in
doingt 5, and the experience of tie management would bc a sufficiently good
trainîing to pay the teacher or other party talcing charge for the time beingl. But
»,vlieni public money is to be used for library purposes, there should be some check
upon it, so that the niaJority can flot tax: the niniority, for instance, to pay for
sectarian treatises hostile to the creed or denomnination of the ratepayers. XVith
this object in view, the Council of Public Instruction proposes to publîsh a Eist of
the books likely to be of the greatest use or interest to people generally, froni which
trustees can selectE. In the meantinie, hoivever, if the trustees should mak-e
out a list of books, it should bc sent to the Council, for examination and approval,
before applying public funds fur their purchase.

SUFPLEMENTARY READERS.
'£cach~er.- aud Trustees are cautioned against the introduction of books into

the school wvhich are not authorized. If additional reading books are desirable iii
any schools, the Council of Public Instruction should be acquainted wvith the
facts. If there should be a goneral demnand for suppleuientary readers, it is very
probable the Couneil would gladly consider the propriety of prescribing some,
,especially on the condition that such extra readers wonld ho supplied by the
school section and not be required to be boughit by the individual pupils using them
or by their parents.
