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Dogs Farra SAvE ?—The Crristian still persiats
that a believer is not saved, unless baptized, As
he asserts that he knows nuthing of what is meaus
by wholly saved, salvativn incomplote—expressions
wo used in suppused deference to his theory—but
that ** if a wau is saved—why he is ssved; and if
lost, he is lost,” he must mean thaot tho un-
baptized believer is lost, and that faith ia counted
for nothing, in his cage,

Lest, howover, woe do not fully understand our
contemporary, we ask him to answor the following
questions:

1. What je faith?

2. Is a mun saved when Christ’s atoning work
and rightoousness becomes his, through accopting
Chirist as his aubstitute ?

8. Ts it faith or baptism which thus appropriates
Christ’s substitutionary work ?

4. Our bolief is that the faith which saves always
is accompanied by the spirit of obedionce. Will
the boliever with disposition to obey, be loat, if he
dicsdl?)ofore he has oboyed the command to be bap-
tize

6. If he be thought lost when dying in this con.
dition, does God have most regard for this state of
tlio hourt or for the outward act?

6. There aro but two states mentioned in the Old
Testament—saved and lost. Can a man who has
tho disposition to ubey be in the state of thoso whe
have the mind of the flesh ‘¢ which is not subject
to the law of God, neithor indeed can be.” Rom.
viii. 9. If not in tho lost stato, must he not be
saved before he has actually obeyed 1

7. There is nota case in the New Testament
where baptism is mentioned with faith in the justi-
fication of the sinner, Itis * justified by faith.”
Is the man who is justified by frith unsaved until

baptized 7 In other words, Can a justified man ever-

be in a lost stato ?

8. We undorstand that.our Disciple friends be-
lieve in falling from grace. A man who has cuce
been saved through belief and baptism, goes back
into the lost state. When he belioves the second
time, does he require to be baptized again to be
saved, or does the virtue of the old baptism still
hold? Would there not be as much.need of the
baptism tho second tiwme, in order to sulvation, as
the first?

9. Is it the act of obedience, or the spirit which
prompts obedience, which God regards? If the
formor, then does not this make God more solici-
tous.about the letter than the spirit; if the latter,
then can a man who has the faith which brings with
it this epirit, be Joat because unbaptized?

Does not the Disciple idea, that faith
must be supplementod by baptism before one can
bo saved, either lead to the conclusion that a soul
that loves God may be in a lost state, or that salva-
tion depends upun submission to an act not prompt-
ed by love to Christ? When THE CHRISTIAN has
answered these guestions, and we know his exact
views on these points, we may have a final word to
say. For tho preseut, we shall not refar further to
our-argument.

QOING ON UNTO PERFECTION.

The advice of the apdstle to his Hebrew
brethren was that they should grow into the fulness
Hence, the
injunction, ‘‘to go onunto perfection.” In order to
this growth thoy must have the principles of the
doctrine of Christ. This docs not mean they should
lose them or forget them; but rather use them as a
foundation upon which to build, It would not be
wisgo to be all the time laying the foundation, thero
must be a superstructure.  This growing into per-
féution, is proof positive that we are not perfect.

-It is impossible for that which has its growth, to

continue to grow, or for that which is perfect to go
on to perfection. Wa do not therefore expect per-
feotion, but we do expect growth.  Unless we are
growing we cannot reasonably expect to attain
unto eternal life. The assurance of our future
salvation is not, therefore, in the degreo of growth
but in the process of growth. Wa are fulfilling the
m]unotxon, and alse the function of the new life,
when we are growing or going on to a greater and
higher degres of Christian life. This perfectwn or
perfeot life to which we are growing is the divine
atandard of a Christian life. Man being imperfect,
it inust necessarily follow that all human standards
of Ohristian life are imperfect, and as tho Christian
is constantly growing, he soon out-grows all the im-
perfecb rulos and standards of life and doctrine,
Wae can plainly see how unwise it is, in this age of
progress, ané having the roligion of growth, to
adhere to any human law, or to be circumscribed
by any rules of faith and practice that aro vot
divine.

Wae learn also from this life of growth or ¢ zoing
on ” principle that one biothér may not be mo far
along in the way of diving life and yet b on his way

to heaven, If we know moro to-day and thereforo
do botter than we did five years ago, we cannot say
wo wero not then on the way to porfeotion. #The
fact that we havo advanced in knowledge and prac-
tico is an ovidenco that we wore on the road to life.
Those who do not advance may justly doubt their
direction whether it be toward heaveu, We should
be very cautious how we judge those who may not
be so far along in tho way of duty;.they may be
““ going on,” and that is just what we aro doing.
Who can say that they aro as far advanced as they
oughttu bo? If I say to my brother he is not doing
as.woll as he ought, can honot return the retuke ?

But says one, ** whon we seo a porson doing that
which is not the will of God, we have a right to say
ho is not on the way to heaven.” Wo botter not
be too hasty oven in this decision, for the Lord
has told us that * whosoovor wills to do My Will
shall know of the doctrine,” otc. It may be those

who are not doing the will of God are ignorant of

His will, but aro desirous to doit, and really think

they are doing His will, if 8o, they are oo the way

to the knowledge of His doctrine; and will évent:

ually reach it. Before wo condomn them in their
error, we should know they weroe not desirous of
knowing the'truth. Do we know that? Would-it
not be much better to treat them as wo would have
them treat us, {. e.,as being sincere and-desirous to
know and to do God's wil), and-let Him who knows

the hearts of man bo the Judge? It'is very évident
that those who do not will to know God’s will,

will never know il ; and therefore never do it. Of
suchithere can be.no hope of them ever findingthé

way of life,

Let us notico another lesson contained in this life
of growth,i, ¢., the imponsibility, of findiug salvation
in the iduas of our fathers, Many.in-looking back
to the piety and devotion of their ancestors natural-
ly conclude they were right, and by walking in their
steps will neceesarily make us right,  Thie caunot
be true. 'Wo cannot walk in the steps of our-fore-
fathers, with our increased light and knowledge,
and be ag good as thoy were, ‘We remomber asking
ayoung man if he understood the truth as had
been presented during the meeting he had attended,
He said he did"and it looked very plain to him.
The next question was: *‘Do you intend to obey
it7* He thought not. Then came the question :
“ Why not?"” The answer was, ‘‘Because his
father and mother were good Cbristians and he did
not wish to do different from them. He believed
they were safein glory, and if he followed their steps
he would also reach heaven,” Do you not believe
your father and mother wero living up to duty as
fast as thoy learned it7 He had no doubt of that,
Woell, my friend, are you doing that? Are you
doing your duty as well as you know it. 1f not, you
are not as good as your father and mother. If they
were duving what they understood to be right you
must do what you understand to be right, in order
to be as good as they were. I am notsayinga
person is right because he thinks heis right, but that
the oné who does not live up to the measurs of his
knowledge of the truth is notas good as him whum
he adunits {s Jiving up to what he has learned, In
the life of Ghridtiangrowth we increasein knowledge
and this involves the necessity of doing more. The
more we know the more we should do. “Going on
unto perfection” is the increase of knowledge. How
then is it possible fcr us, in following this law of
growth, to look back to our forefathers for examples.
I hear some ouo saying, ** This destroys the plea
for a return to Primitive Faith and Practice.” T
answer no, because the standard of Christ and His
apostles is divine, heuco perfect; and the religious
world has fearfully retrograded from this standard,
and therefore needs this progressive work. He who
thinks he has reached the apostolic standard in
his knowledge and practice will have no uso what-

Leve’r of the injunciion, *“to go on to-periection.”
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Elso what shall thoy do which are baptized for the
dead if the dead rise not at all, why are thoy then bap.
tized for the dead ?—1 Cor, xv.29.

In roasoning with persons in the Corinthian
church who denied a future resurrection of the dead,
tho apostle shuwed that the resurrection of Christ
wus a part of the gospel which he had received and
had preached unto thom-—which they had believed
and by which they were saved unless thoy had be-
lieved in vain.

Thoese persons admitted that Ohrist had rison,
but denied that others would riso. Paul argued
that whatever was true of Christ the Head would
bo alao true of His people who were His body, If
there was no rosurrection thon Christ was not
risen. But as thoy had admitted His resurroction
then was death’s domain invaded and at least one
victim delivered,which was the grand demonstration
of the resurrection.

We propose to consider the two questions ut the
head of this article, and ascertain if possible what
is meant by being baptized for the dead. Perhaps
10 question in the Bible has caused more discussion
than this, nor any elicited more numerous and
conflicting anawers. Weo will only mention a fow
of the mauy,

lst. It is thought by many, especially tho
Mormons, that the apostles-taught Christians to be
baptized, in place of dead friends who had not the
opportunity of obeying the Lord in that ordinance
themselves, which Paul now-contends would be of
no avail to them or their {riends if the. dead rise
not. But as this is 80 contrary to the spirit and
teaching of the New Testament and without the
loast authority there it is 100 absurd to be admitted.
Every one must bear his own burden and give an
account of himself to God, and be judged for his
own and not another’s actions.

2nd. Another teaches that believers were bap-
tized to show the death and burial of Jesus Christ,
and were thus baptized for a dead Christ, But
Jesus was not dead but alive befors He gave the
commandment to be baptized, and can never
again he called the dead. Besides this, the dead
here is plural and cannot refer to Christ.

3rd. Another view is this—those who were bap
tized in times of persecution had death staring them
in the face when thoy confessed the Liord Jesus and
were hence baptized in view of death, But this
would ‘be baptized for death or dying instead of for
the déad.

4th. Bat a far more popular view thanany of the
foregoing is the following. Perzons were baptized
to fill the ranks of fallen martyrs as new recruits
take the place of soldiors who dio on the battle field
to keep up the number of the army. And Paul
asks, what shall they do who are baptized for the
dead martyrs if the dead rise not.

If Paul were asking what will become of those
who wore baptized to fill the place of dead martyrs
it the dead rise not, it would make him a flimay
rossoner. Or if he asks why they did it, an
opponent could easily reply to the firast, Why,
those who were baptized for the martyrs will be
just as well off as others even if ithe dead-rise not.
And he could reply to the second question, It was
right to keep up the ranks whethor the dead rise or
not. Be it rememberecd thai the apostle never
reasoned in an inconclusive manner. Besides his
talents, natusal and acqaired, which were of the
higheaf: crder, he was inspired by the Holy Spirit
to speax the word of God which is “living and
powerful and sharper than any two edged sword,”
&o., &c. He did not.ask what will become of those

who are baptized for tho dead, * but what thing ‘wiltJ

they do?” We havo no reason to conclude that there
woro any martyrs in Corinth at tho time this lottor
wos written, how then could persons bo baptized to
fill their placea. **Many of the Corinthians hearing,
bolieved and wero baptized” (Aocts xviii 8.) They
wore baptized because they bolieved the gospel of
their ealvation which had nothing in it about the
death of martyrs, and if asked for what they were
baptized it would be the farthest from thier minds to
roply, We were baptized to fill the places of the
martyrs. This view of the passage then scoms
uttorly inadmissabie,

Iu our endeavors to find out what Paul moans by
baptized for the dead we notico an ellipsis botweon
the words for and the dead. All interpretors
acknowledge that como words are understvod more
than are expressed which ave necessary to give the
sense aud meaning of the passage. If, therofore,
wo fall on the right word or words, that is, on
words which fully accord with the apostle’s teaching
and that do not oppose any Bible truth, we.carnot
bo far from the true mesning. Wo have tried
different words to fill the ellipsis in the foregoing
views and tound them all to fail, that is, to be in-
conclueive, if not absurd, in our humble judgment
at least.

Let uvs now try the passage as follows, ¢ What
shall they do which are baptized for (the resurrec-
tion of) the dead, if the dead Tise not 7 Why,
then, are they baptized for (the resurrcction of) the
dead ?” Tn considering this view, which supplies
the ollipsis with the three words, ¢ the resuvrrec-
tion of,” we propose the fullowing questions :

1. Wero the disciples really ahd truly baptized
for the resurrection of the dead? They certainly
were. Lhis is the ultimate point they aimed at
when they entered the Christian race. The glor-
ious end of tho Christian course is the resurrection
of tho saints. .

2. Did Paul réason conclusively when he asked
the second question, *‘ Why were they then bap-
tized for the resurrection of the dead, if the dead
rise not " Nothing could be more plain and
pointed than this question, which is simply this,
‘“ Why were they baptized for what had no exis-
tence? Why baptized-in the hope of grasping a
phanéom 77

3. Is Paul'sfirst question pertinent? ** What shall
they do which are baptized for the resurrection of
the dead if the dead rise not?” Nothing can be
more so. Baptism symbolizes the Christian ays-
tem. It was founded on the death, burial, and
resurrection of Christ, and all its glory will appear
at the resurrection of the redeemed. Paul's op-
ponents proposed a system without a reaurrection in

ing in baptism to symbolize auch a system, and
those who were baptized to symbolize that gloomy
system made a mistake and did the wrong thing.
Paul uow asks, What shall they do to beright or
symbolize the right system? What other action
shall thoy perform 7 As thesze opponents had npo
syatem and could get none without death, hurial,
and resurrection in it, it was a direct way to stop
their mouths by asking what other symbol they
could get than that of Christ's own appointmont,
which 8o clearly pointed the believer to Jesus'
finished work and was the beginning of that ¢ourss
which led away from the love and practise and con-
demnation of sin on till the dead in Christ shall rine
first, and His living saints shall be changed and
and caught up together with them in the clouds to
meet the Liord in the air and to be forever with the
Lord.

SALVATION.

Heo that believeth and is baptized shall be saved.
—Mark xvi. 16.

These words were spoken by the Lord Jesus to
His disciples, iv His Jast interviow with them, just
before He was parted from them and taken up into
Heaven.

Relieveth what? The gospel; which the disciples
were commanded to preach to overy creature.

The preaching or proclaiming of the goapel gave
to peravns to whom the message came opportunities
which wero not theirs bofore: of hearing, bolieving
and obeying. Tho very design of preaching is to
open the door of privilego or opportunity, and so
salvation deponds on man’s accopting that which ia
presented in the gospel, Salvation is not thrust on
individuals regardless of their mind or will in the
matter; beeauso it is writton: Ho that believeth not
shall be damned.

Salvation comes, then, through the chaunel of
faith: Eph. ii. 8: For by grace aroc.you saved,

‘all iniguity,. but zealous of good works,

through faith, and that (salvation) not of your-
selves, it is tho gift of God.

If it come through faith, we would naturally in-
fur that it comes not to responsible persons without
faich, and this fully agrees with Paul to the He-
brows (zi. 6), Without faith it is impoesible to please
QGod, ete.

Shall bo saved. From what?! From sin. First,
Thou shalt call His narue Jesus, for He shall savo
His poople from their sins, Matt, i, 21.

Again, this corresponds with the words of Peter
on Pentecost: Acts ii. 28, Repent and be baptized
evory onc of you in the namo of Jesus Christ, for
the remission of sins, etc.

“ Remission of sins,” here, and *saved,”™ in
Mark xvi. 16, mean the same thing; so that porsons
saved in Christ aro persons saved from sin; honco
Paul sage (Gal. i. 4): Who gave Himsolf Jor. ou!
sins, that Ho might deliver us from this presen
ovil world, according to the will of God and our
Father, Also to Titus (ii, 14) Who gavo Hinself
for ua that Ho might redeem us from all iniquity,
and purify unto Himself a petuliar people zealous o
good works, ‘

To be saved, then, meauns being saved from .8in;
but, to be reslly saved from sin implies, also, being
saved from tho love of sin—not only redeemed from
Zeal for
good works—works of God—and -the .love of sin
canuot exist together; they are not.found in the
same porson.

Iu opposition to the advancement of the canse of
the Lord Jesus, to-day, stands: the divided state of
His professed followers; and the popular idea.of
the abstract influence of the Holy Spirit: but 1o the
growth of grace, knowledge, holiness, happiness
and usefuluess of the children of God, stands the
idea that salvation means something away beyond
the present hour—the being saved from the eterna
consequences of a life of sin; from wrath beyond
this life, from eternal torment, Balaam-like, men
desire,. when they must die, to die the death. of the
rightcous, have the eternal reward of the righteous,
to get into Heaven without being righteous, -or
traveling by the one way which leads to eternal
glory. '

If men could undersiand that. salvation from
eternal torinent stands second (not first) in the glad
tidings of love and imercy, and.is.only a conse~
quence of being saved now—saved from sin—and
that the salvation of sin stands firat, being. the
great salvation, and the glorious liberty enjoyed by.
tho children of God. That Jesus Christ came.into
the world to save sinners (from their sins), and if
not saved from their sine, not saved at all, it would
lead to more carefulness, Godliness and happiness
among professed followers of Jesus, and would
give a better example to the world, reflect more
clearly the lovely character of our divine Master,
aud cause more of the (now) unthinking totake
knowledge and enquire the way of life ard mlva~
tion. It would have a greater influence in hfl_;ng
the race, for which Jesus died, from the terrible
bondage of this pretent, evil world, curssd by sin,.
and bring many mors, both men and women,»to
the feet of the Blaster, clothed and in their right
nind.

Does not the thought that salvation is a future
and not a present matter, cause many who hear
the gospel of the grace of .God to hear with indiffer-
encel Time enough yet, say thoy, and so time.is
squatdered until they go dawn to Geath and etern-
ity unsaved, and certainly without giving thom-
solves tho opportunity of growing in grace—of
perfecting holincés in the fear of God,

1t 10ay be that much of this comes from the old
idea, or dogms, of particular elecilon to oternal
life and reprobration to eternal condemnation, and
the impossibility of the individual knowing whether
the condition of the oge or the fate of the other-is

to be his, until the sands of life are. run, -and he,
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has orossed the line botweon time and oternity.
So, not knowing to which olass he belonga, he
knows not properly which Master to serve, or un-
der whish banner to fight—and be true to the
standard,

But thero is another evil ** under the sun:" pro-
fessed followers of the Lord Jesus reaching back
over tho line which they onco erossed, and shaking
hands with, and participating in, the reveling of
thoso who have all tho timo remained in the king-
dom of darkness. Why is this ?

You ask those persons if their hope is gono, if
thoy have utterly cast away their confidenco, and
thoy will tell you, *“No!™ Not only so, but when
the Sons of God coms to prosent themselves bofore
the Lord for the purposo of remembering Jesus in
His sorrows, sufferings and death, these, like Satan
in tho duys of Job, como also; and thus after having
among tho children of darkuess, revelry and drunk-
enness, beon partakers of the cup which, in this
age, way fairly bo called *‘ tho cup of devils,” six
days in seven; then, one day in soven, among tho
children of God, they partake of the cup of the
Lord, and cause the name of Jesus to bo evil
spoken of,

T ask: Why is this thus? Why do men not un-
dératand ihat tho heirs of God do the works of
God; that salvation is salvation from sin now; and
that the now unsaved from sin are living without
real hope, whatever may be their church relations,

Is thore a lingering thought and hope in the-

minds of some that there is such a thing after all as
the ‘‘unconditional, final perseverance of the
Saints,” and if once given to Christ they must bo
His forevor? That the ealvation of the gospel is in
the great fulure and from eternal torments only?
That Christ will save His own from thoso torments
in His own good time, whether in this life saved
from sin or not?

If s0, would to God that they might sce that sin
is sin, whether in the professed follower of Jesus,
or in the man who has never bowed to His author-
ity.

1f our life is a life of sin, we are not saved at all.
 Thou shalt_call His name Jesus, for He shall
save His people from their sins.”

If we continue in sin, ‘“the wages of sin is
death.” If we give ourselves wholly to God the
¥ather through the Lord Jesus Christ, ** the gift of
God is eternal life through Jesus Christ our Lord.”

REDEMPTION [N CHRIST.

- (Col. 1. 12:14.)

Ini- verse twelve reference is made by the writer
to what Giod has done for the brethern to whom he
writes as well as for himself. He had made them
fit to be ** partakers of the inheritance of the saints
in light.” And the process by which that was
bronhght -about is described in the following verse:
‘¢ Who dalivered us out of the power of darkness
and translated us into the Kingdom of His dear
Son.” Here was a deliverance and a translation.
A-/deliverance from a power which is called the
power of darkness. It is the power which the
world, aud the things of the world, have over the
niinds andlives of men when unonlightened by the
godpel. *‘ The light of the gospel of the glory of
Christ” had shined in their hearts, to give  the
light of tho knowledge of the glory of God in the
face of Jesus Christ,” and the power of darkness
over them had been broken; they had been Qeliv-
eféd from it

“Then they had been translated from that king-
ddém of darkness and servitude into the kingdom
of God's dear Son. They were now under differ-

eiit -aunthority and in a different sphere. They

wore no longer tho seryonts of sin, but the free
oitizens of the Kingdom of Heavon.

The consequonces of this transfer woto most
momentous, **In whom,” says Paul, “ we have
our redemption, the forgiveness of our sing,” To
this statomont lot us address ourselves briefly.
Notice that tho apostle says this is had in Christ.
Tho man is redecincd, all his sina forgiven, not in
the world but in Christ. This is most significant.
It is also most natural. In the world a man isa
rebel. Can ho hopoe to have forgivenness while he
persists i rebellion? Most certainly not, Not
until his arms are laid Qown, and he comes, dis-
armed and submissive, can he hope for pardon.
Ohrist Jesus is the agent of Heaven, appointed to
receivo the sword of the rebel and assure him of
the clomency of God. JIn Christ alone can the
sinner be redeemed. I want to dwell on this, I
want to make emphatic the leading idea.of the
statoment: *‘In Christ wo have redemption, the
forgiveness of sins,” It is not simply that those

lessings ave in Christ for ue, as grain is in the
storehouse, or money in tho bank. This is truoe,
and yet it isnot all tho {ruth. Lhough there is
redemption in Christ; and though men may have
that redemption; yet they can only havo it by com-
ing where it is.

Suppose it had been said to wne seceding States
aftor tho late rebellion in the United States,
¢‘ There is redemption in the Union,” what would
have been the import of that statoment? Would
it have meant that there was in the Uninn forgivo-
ness for their sin against the government, redemp-
tion from the disabilities brought on them by that
rebellion, simply for the asking? Could they have
recoived that redemption while they remained out
of the Union1 Certainly not, They had volun-
tarily withdrawn from the Union, In the Union
was redemption. But to enjoy it thoy must come
where it was, They must lay down their arms of
rebellion and come back into the Union and there
they could enjoy redemption, the forgiveness of
thoir sins against the Government.of the United
States. So here. ‘‘In whom we have our ro-
demption, the forgiveness of our sins.,” Place the
omphasis on that little word, and a flood of light
broaks in upon.the passagu, It suggests that it is
possible, not only for redemption to be in Chriat,
but for men to be in Him also, And it is not cnly
possible for men to be in Him. It is absolutely
necessary if they are to have redemption. Redemp-
tion does not gu out of Christ to find man; but man
comes into Christ to find redemption., And what
is true of redemption is true of all spiritual bless-
ings, It is in Christ Jesus that “all the promises
of God" are * yea and amen.” It is in Him that
lifeis. How persistently is this fact kept before us
in the word of God. **In Him was life; and the
life was the light of men,” ** And the wifuess is
this that God gave uato us eternal life, and this
life is in fis Son.” His mission was to give that
light to men. ‘I came that they may have life,
and many have it abundantly.” Iu order to have
that life we must have Him in us. *‘ He that hath
the Son hath life, and he that hath not the Son
of God hath not life.” So essential is it that we
have Christ within vs, in order to have His life,

"that He teaches us that we must eat His body and

drink His blood or we have no life-in us. But in
addition to all this, and comprising it all, is the ne-
cessity of being in Christ, Indeed the only way in
which we can have Christ in us is to be in Christ.
The two relations go together; they cannot be sep-
arated, ‘‘He that eatoth My flesh and drinketh
My blood abideth in Me and Xin him.” One of the
most'striking parables of Christ is speéially intend-
ed to illustrato that double relation. *¢Iam the
vino, yo are the branches; he that abideth in Me
and I in him, the same bearoth much fruit; for
upart from Me ye can do nothing,” How forcible

‘is this illustralion ! There is the vine bearing its

branches. Evury brauch is in the vine. There is
a living union botween them. And the vine is in
overy branch. Its very life blood courscs to the
utmost twig, and invigorates evory tissue, The
branches possess the life of the vine, by virtue of
being in the vine. Hence says Christ: **If a man
abide not ¢n Me, he ia cast forth as a branch and is
withored; and they gather thom and cast them into
tho fire and they aro burned.” Now to the Scrip-
ture. **In whom wo have redemption,” oto, It
is whon mon come into Christ that they are re-
deomed, and receive the lifo which He has to give,
Aud this is just what is implied in what goes be.
foro. They were delivered out of the power of
darkness; they wore transiated into the Xingdom of
God's dear Son. A change of condition, of rela-
tion, is suggested by this language. Elijah was
translated, He was taken out of this world, and
brought into another, He was then in a differont
state, So when men aro transtated into the XKing-
dom of God's dear Son, they are in a new condition;
They are now creatures, also. ‘‘Qld things have
passed away; behold all things are become new.’
How important, then, that men come into Christ.
What soul is ablo to bear the woight of its.own sin

What man is able to stand ir his own -strength be:
fore the Throne of Judgment? Men need to be
able to face the realities of that day under cover of
the atoning bloed of Christ. But without a union
with Him this is impossible. Hence they need in
this life to come into Him, that in that day they
may stand ** complete in Him.” Reader, have you
been delivered from the power of darkness, or does
it yet rule your soul? Have you been translated
into the Kingdom of the Son of God, or are you
yet in the enemy's country? Answer thess ques-
tious seriously. If you find yourself on the wrong
side of the line, delay not to- surrender to Chriat,.

In Him is your only safety.

IS ORGANIC CHRISTIAN UNION
IMPRACTICABLE?

The Examiner, Baptist, of this city, says that
orgauic unity among the Disciples of Christ is a
chimera, In this opinion The Examiner does not
stand alone, A ohimera is a vain, idle fancy, or
anything absurd. Is it an absurd thing to believe
in and plead for the organic unity of the children
of God? The Examiner saya in the article referred
to, that there is need of greater unity of Christian
forces, and a more efficient organization of Ohristian
workers. The forces of evil are united and formid-

-able; hence the necessity for greater unity and s

more efficient organization of Christian forces. It
is admitted that unity of work among those who
differ in opinion is both possible and desirable.
Organization for work and worship is organic Chris.
tian unity.

This kingd of unity was practical in early days of:
the Christian religion—why not practical now?

It was not a chimera then—why should it be
thought a chimera now ? .Did Jesus pray for a vain

thing? Did the Son of God indulge in an idle

fancy when He prayed for the unity of believers?:

¢ Neither pray 1 for these alone, but for them
also which shall believe on me through:their word;
that they all may be one; as Thou, Father, art in
Me, and I in Thee, that they also may be one in
us: that the world may believe that Thow hast sent
Me,”

The unity for which Jesus prayed was of such.a
character as to impress the world; a umty, there-
fore, which could be seen, and so, in some aeuae,
organic unity, Thus the Master prayed. Thul
His disciples ought to pray. This prayer-will’ bo
answered. At the grave of Lazarus Jesus #aid; in
His prayer to God Thou hast heard Me always.
Will the Father hoar the Son when ‘He prays for'
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the unity of beliovers? He will—He did. For
wo aro told that the multitude of beliovers in Jeru-
salem were of ono heart and ono soul, Under theso
circumstances the men whom Jesus constituted
His ambassadors, with great power gave witness to
tho triumphant resurrection of our Lord. Beliov-
ors wero added to the Lord at this tima- multi-
tudes of men and women. When the multi-
tudo of believers woro of one heart and of one sou

tho-word of God increased; the number of disciples
multiplied in Jerusalom greatly; and o great com-
pany of priests becamo obediont to tho faith. It
was when tho disciples of our blessed Lord wero
with- ono accord in the temple that such as were
being saved woro added daily to the church. Tam

The. Examiner is mistaken when he pronounces
organic Ohristian unity a chimera. The reading of
the - New Tostamont loads me to think that organie
Ohriatian unity is hoth desiral:le and practicabie,
Paul was not a visionary~—an idle dreamer. If
over- a8 man was thoroughly practical Paul the
Apostle was, But he taught his brethren in tho
Lord to speak the same’things, and to be porfectly
joined logether in the samo mind and. in the same
judgment. He deprecated divisions. He com-
munded; ‘“Let there be no divisions among you.”

'Organic Ohristica union is not a vast and com-
plicated ecclesiasticism, such as is found in perfeo-
tion in the Roman Catholio Church, The.unity of
Romanism is not Christian union. Far from it.
Nothing like it existed in the apostolic aga—nor is
it desirablo .in this age. But in these early times
there was one body, the Church of Christ; and one
Spirit, the Holy Spirit; and one hope, the hope of
eternsl life; and one Linrd, Jesus of Nazareth the
Son of God and the Saviour of eiuners; and one
faith, the faith of the gospel; and one baptism, 2
buria) in water into the name of Father, and of the
Son,.and of the Holy Spirit; and one God, who in
the beginning created the heaven and the earth
snd oommanded the light to shine out of darkness,
These unities 8o bound the disciples of Christ to-
gether- that their movemnent was as. the act of one
man. In fact, the kind of organic unity taught in
thef New Testamont is represented under the simili-
tude of the human body.

¢ For as the body is one, and hath many mam-
bers, and all the members of that body, being
many, are one body; so slso is Christ. For the
body is not one member but many. If tho foot
shall say, Because I am not the hand, X am not of
the body; is it therefore not of the body? And if
130 ear shall say, Because I am not the eye, I am
not of the body; is it therefore not of the body}
If the whole body were an oye, where were the
hearing? if the whole were hearing, whore wero
the smelling? But now hath God set the members
every one of them in the body, as it hath pleased
Him. And if they wero all ono member, where
were the body? Rut now are they many members,
yot but one body. And the eye cannot say to
the hand, I have no need of thee; nor again the
head to the feet, I have no need of you. Nay,
much more those members of the body, which seem
to be more feeble are necessary: and those members
of the body, which we think to be less honorable,
upon these we bestow moro abundant honour; and
our uncomely parts hare more abundant comeli-
ness. For our comely parts have no need: but
God hath tempered the body together, having giv-
en more abundant honor to that part which lacked,
that there should be no achism in the body; but
that the member should have the same care one
for another. And whether one member suffor, all
the members auflfer with it; or ono mumber be
honoured, all the membera rejoice with it. Now
ye are the body of Christ, and members in particu-
far,"—1 Cor. xii.
+"There was no larger visible organization of the
:Ohurch in the days of the apostles thau tho local

L] ~

OChurch; but the Ohureh io Corinth, for instance,
included all boliovors in the city, It by no means
follows, however, that they all met for worahﬁ) in
ono place, In some of the cities, on acconnt of the
groat number of Christians, this was clearly impos-
sible. You do not read, in the New Testament, of
the church in Asia, but of tho churches in Asia,
You do not read of the church in Galatia, but of
the churches in Galatia. Among the Baptista thero
is no organic unity such as is found in the Prosby-
torian, Mothedist Epiecopal, Epiacopal, and Roman
Catholic churches, But there iz organic unity
among the Baptists. Something similar to this
existed in the Now Testamont timos,

THE LORD'S PRAYER.

Neither pray I for these alone, but for them also which
shall belicve un Mo through their word; that-they all
may bo one; as thou, Father art in Mo, and I in Thee,
that thoy alse may be one in us; that the world may
believe that Thou hastsentme, John xvii, 20 21.

¢¢ Neither pray I for these alone,” For whom
had our Lord been praying when He spoke these’
words. In looking back over this prayer we
learn that He had been praying for those unto
whom He bad manifested the namo of His Father,
and who had kept His word. He had not yet
spoken of thoso to whom He would manifest the
name of His Father, nor thoge who might in the
future be porsuaded to keep His word; but of those
who had already, from our Lord Hiinself, heard of
the name of His Father, and had kept His word,

Not only had they heard, and kept the word, but
ware atill in the world when our Lord made this
prayer: ‘“ And now I am no more iz the world,
‘but these are in the world, and I come to
thee.” And not only were they still in the
world, but Jesus had been with them in the world.
¢ While [ was with them in the world { kept them in
Thy name.” Again He says; “‘I pray-not that Thou
should take them out of the world, but that Thou
should keep them from evil.” Of whom, thon,
could all this bespoken 7 Evidently of tho apostles,
and noune others. It was to them Jesus had mani-
fested the nawe of His Father, To them Ho had |
given His word. They were still in the world, and
it was with them our Lord had been from the be-
giuning of His ministry. Having received and
kept His word, the Lord was just about to send
them out into the world to preach it, that men
might believe and be saved. From this, and mnch
more that might be adduced, it is evident that the
words of our Lord, *‘ I pray ot for theso alone,”:
refer conclusively to the apostles whum He was
about to leave, and to whom He was to give the
great commission to ¢ Go, preach the gospel to
every creature.”

Tho Lord then prays for them who shall in this
way become believers, This is God's order, TFirat
the word, then the men to proach it, and as a result
of the preaching, faith on the part of those who
hear. ‘*So, then, faith comes by hearing, and
hearing by the word of Gud.” Rom. x.17. To-
deed, it is for this express purpose that these things
are writton. “ But these things are written that
yo might believe that Jesus is tho Christ the Son
of God; and that believing yo might have life
through His name.” John xx. 31. If there are
any beligvers who have been made belicvers in any
other way than by hearing the word of God, or
through the words of the apostles, then are thoy
not included in this prayer; for the prayer is for
thoso * who believo on Him through their word.”

It is important that the belicver thould keep
steadily before his mind that for which his Lord
prayed 8o forvently. ¢ That they all may be one.,”
That who may bo one? All those who believe on
Christ through the apoatles’ word, or the word He
gave them to speak. They are to be one as the
Father and Christ are ono, And why does He

pray for this unity? The anawer is, *‘ That the |

this beautiful and fervent prayer of Jesus, offered
just bofore Hia death, is looking, not only to the
wolfare of those who already believe, but to the
salvation of those who are yet in sin,

If thon, tho Son of God gave His lifo for tho
sulvation of the world, and has prayed that those
who shall baliove on Him may bo one, that this
work of saving men may not be hindored, ought not
ovory boliovor; every soul who professes to have
onjoyed the blea.ing of the forgivencss of sins, do
their utmost to cultivato this spirit of union thatis
%0 vory cssential to tho salvation of the world. It
it wae the duty of the churoh ‘to keep the unity
of the spiritin tho bond of peace,” in the days of
the Apostlos, bofore the church bocame divided, is

it any less the duty of those who find believers

divided to labor to bring about this union of all
belisvers for which our Lord so earnestly prayed,
and for which Ho gave His life.

Though the proféssed followers of Cbrist are so
divided, still there remains the *‘one hody, and one
gpirit, even as yn are-called' in one hope of yoour
calling: One Lord, one faith, one baptism, one God
and Father of all, who is above all, and throughall,
and in you all.” Eph. iv. 4-6. 1 rejoice to know
that there are men all over this Christian land who
have become wearied with the divided state of
Christians, and are prayiog and -working for vhis
unity of tho apirit. May God spoed .the day when,
all who believe on Him may be one, ss the Father.
and the Sou are, that the world may believe.and'be
saved, E. C. Forp.
