We have no doubt that insurers in Port
Perry and other small towns have grumbled
and will gramble at the price tbey pay for in-
sutrance, and would kick furiously against any
advance, yet the companies have to consider
whether out of" this nettle danger they wili
pluck the flower safely," or whether they will,
still continue to drop their money periodically
by a conflagration whici they bad not taken
ilnto account.

Tus exports from New York last week
amounted to $6,830,561. The shipments of
wheat wvere quite heavy, aggregating for the
four ports of Antwerp, London, Liverpool and
Glasgow alone some 668,571 bush., although
other breadstuffs are moving out very slowly,
There has also been a considerable increase in
the exports of cotton, and tie outward move-
nment of petroleun improved somewhat. Since
Jan. 1 the total is $186,132,115, compared with
$210,274,002 for the sane ting in 1883 slhowing

FINANCE AND INSUIRANCE REVIEW.

MONTREAL, AUGUST 8, 1884.

THE BOUNDARY QUESTION.

Under the above heading the Montreal
Gazette has, in a long article, endeavored
to vindicate the course pursued by the
Dominion Government in its controversy

with that of Ontario. IL is by no Ments
undesirable that the case of the Dominion

Government should bë placed before the

public, but there is much to be said on the

other side which deserves consideration
from those who really desire to arrive at

a just conclusion on the merits of the pro-
tracted controversy. It is not surprisiig,
considering the ~ important questions,
which absorbed public attention in Can-

ada, prior to and subsequent to the
union of the Provinces in 1841, that little

attention should have been given to the

encroachments.oa Vhe Hudson's Bay CO.
on the territories which were formuerly
known as New France, and which were

ceded by :eIJacQ Vo Gireat Britain by the
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treaty of 1763. In the year 1856 the
Hfudson's Bay Company, having applied
to Fer Majesty's Government for a
renewal of their license ta trade in the
Indian territories, as they were termed,
the Secretary of State addressed a des-
patch ta Sir Edmund lead, stating the
intention of the Government to bring the
wrhol subject under the consideration of
a committee of the Fouse of Coimons,
and inviting him ta take the advice of
bis council as ta the d'esirability of send.
ing witnesses ta appear before the Com-
mittee, so that the interests of the
Canadian community should ha repre-
sented.

Thl matter vas referred ta the council,
the only member of which loy in public
life, is Sir John A. Macdonald. The
council expressed great satisfaction at
the communication, stating that 'the
" general feeling here is strongly that the
4 western boundary of Canada extends

ta the Pacific Ocean," an opinion which,
in transmitting the minute, Sir Edmund
Head guarded himself from being sup-
posed ta entertain. ILt was determined
ta secnre the services of Chief Justice
Draper, in order that Canadian interests
should be properly represente'd, and one
avowed reason for the selection ias "his
" estrangement from ali the ordinary ties
" of local or party politics." There can be
no dispute as ta the eminent qualifica-
tions of Chief Justice Draper for the
task imsposed on himu. His instructions
were ta afFord all the information in his
power relating ta the interests and claims
Of Canada, and to endeavor that the
interests and feelings of Canada should
he consutted, "so far as is consistent with
rigiht and justice." Canada was then
unlited, Bo thai there - were no local
jealousies. The Commissioner of Crown
Lands was Mr. Cauchon, a French Cana.
dian, ta whom the subject was referred
for report. The preparation of that
report was entrusted ta Mr. W. McD.
Dlwsomn, and at present it is only neces-
sary ta remark that it maintained that
"I the country about Red River and Lake
Winnipeg absolutely belonged ta Can-
ada," while on the north the extreme
limit of the Hudson's Bay Company's
territory %vas said ta he " a few isolated
posts on the shore of Hludson's Bay,"
or else that it wias "a myth." It must
be borne in mind that this report was
adopted by Mr. Cauchon.

Chief Justice Draper, then representing
the Government of United Canada, laid
tvIO papers before the select committee
Of the House of Commons, 1857, in which
ha shsoved conclusively that the fludson's
Bay Company themselves had only ad-

vanced their claims ta extensive terri-
tories in modern Limes, and that mhen,
in thé negotiations fo, determining the
boundaries after the treaty ai' Utrecht,
special instructions iere given to the
commissaries of Great Britain "ta take
" especial care that the said boundaries
" he understood ta regard te trade of the
" Hutison's Bay Company only." It was
Mr. Draper's opinion tlalt it woulI be
desirable ta obtain the advice of the
Judicial Committea of the Privy Council
on thebonudaries of Canada, and Rupert's
Land, but on such a reference lie said
that lie presumed the Committee would
not pronounce a judgment but "simply
4 make a report, on which Her' Majesty in
" Counoil, in virtue of Her Royal prero-
" gative, might declare the boundaries, or
t else a declaratory Act of Parliamerit

miglit be passed " Lt is important to
bear this in mind, as the Gazette, like
other defenders of the Dominion Govern-
ment, lias maintained that the Judicial
Committee was the only tribunal com-'
petent ta settle the question. We shall
soon have the opinion of the Judicial
Committee itself as ta the mode of giving
legal effect ta the award, but the Judicial
Committee can do no more than the
arbitrators, which was ta make a report.
It is hoever ta be borne in mind that
the precise mode of giving legal effect ta
whatever decision may be a'rived at in
regard ta the boundaries is a matter
important only sa far as it ensures an
authoritative decision.

The determination of the boundaries
must be effectei by some kind of arbitra-
tion, and for the obvious reason that there
are no true legal boundaries, which is
what the opponents of the Canadian award
have been constantly insisting should
have been found by the arbitrators. If
there had been any precise bousndaries
defined by Act of Parliament, thera
would have been no occasion for any
reference. As early as the year 187 L
the Governments of the Dominion and of
Ontario asked the respective Parliaments
for appropriations ta cover the cost of
defining the boundary ine separating
Ontario from the North-West territory,
and on 17th July, 1871, the lieutenant-
Governor called the attention of the
Dominion Secretary of State ta the
necessity of taking prompt action in the
matter. It is not unimportant ta notice
that'the saine expression was used in
the respective minùtes of the two
Governinents in 1871, that was subse-
quently adopted in 1878, via., ta decermine
the boundary fine.!

The commissioners named were the
Hon. Wm; MDOugal,C.B., and Eugene E.

Tache. No third arbitrator was proposed,
as, Mr. McDougall suggested should be
named in a letter dated 9lh March, 1872,
in vhich he added, "lsa far as I could
" julge both Sir John A. Macdonald and

Sir George Cartier, to whom I made the
" suggestion, viewed it favorably." Mean-
Lime SirJohn Macdonald, 'to prevent un-
necessary delay," proposed to transmit to
the Ontario Government a draft of the
proposed instructions ta the commissioner
for the Dominion which had been pre-
pared Il after consultation with Surveyor
General Deniis," who had been called on
for a report, which was adopted by the
Dominion Government. ILt will therefore
be perceived that originally the very
plan of determining the boundary, which
was afterwards adopted, was agreed to by
bath Governments when Sir John A. Mac-
donald was Premier, and that it failed
simply because one of the parties under-
took to decide the points in controversy
before the meeting of the commissioners.
This of course put an end to the proposed
arbitration, as the Ontario Government
obtained a report from lon. Wm. Mic-
Dougall, in which he gave satisfactory
reasons for his opinion, that the true
boundary was the North -Western angle
of the Lake of the Woods. Further
correspondence ensued, which led ta no
result, as, although bath parties professed
a willingness ta leave the disputed ques-
tion ta arbitration, the Dominion Govern-
ment proposed the Judicial Committee
of the Privy Council, while the Ontario
Government held that a Colonial tribunal
would be more satisfactory.

When the Mackenzie Governnent was
formed, in 1873, an amicable arrangement
iwas made for a conventional boundary,
pending a reference ta arbitration, which
was mutually agreed ta, and soon after
arbitrators were named. When the final
Orders in Council were passed bath the
contesting parties agreed that " the
determination of such three referees
should be final and conclusive. This order
was approved by the Earl of Dufferin,
then Representative of the Queen
and we are unaware of any precedent
for the violation of such an agreement
made by the advice of one administration
by its successor. We need -not dwell on
subsequent controversies. It was never
contended that -the aiard of itself estab-
lished any boundaries, but that the
parties ta it should have felt bound ta
'obtain that legal sanction which would

'have to be obtained for the decision of the
Judicial Committe. ILt is hardly fair in
the Gazette ta affirm that Mr. Mackenzie
held the same -opinion as Sir John A.
Macdonald, becauRe he permitted the
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Dominion Counsel to advocate the boun-
dary claimed by his predecessor. It
must be borne in mind that the conplaint
against the Dominion Governîmenît
throughout lias been that it has not acted
in good failli. Although we deem it
expedient to postpone cliseussing wiLh
the Gazelte what the Juidicial Conîmittee
may have advised, me must join issue
wiLh him, and deny emplhatically that the
" boundary case is entirely a question
of law determinable onîly by the courts."
The Gazette also aflirms that the award of
the arbitrators " would have no legal
affect, even if ratified." This does not
appear to us like common sense." The
award could have been ratified in pre-
cisely the same way as the advice of the
Privy Council will have to be ratified.
It is not unworthy of notice thalt two of
the members of the judicial committee
were not lawyers, and yet one of Sir
John A. MacDonaldl's objections to the
Canadian arbitrators was that two of
them were not lawyers.

WHiEAT.

Wleat is an article tliat is replete vith
interest to thA vorld of commerce at ail
times, and under ail ciicunstances, iwIe-
ther its worth he 80c, $1.00 ior $2.00 per
bushel, as there is no oher conimodity so
universally dealt in either in a legitimîate
or a speculative sense i but, if there be
a period when it commands more than
ordinary attention it certainly is at the
present juncture, whien the bountiful
crops of bath henispheres are being har-
vested under singularly auspicious skies.
At the time of writing the wîeathier in
Englaiid is brilliantand in the Northwest-
ern States it is clear. On thtis continent il
issafe tosay that most of the iinterivheat
bas been harvested in good condition, and
the greater portion of what lias beau
threshîed lias turnied ont well, both as re-
gards yield and quality. In some of the
spring wlietsections of the Western States
harvesting lias comîmenced wiLh generally
favorable prospects, notwihstanding the
heavy shoivers which have impeded it in
ià few districts. l Manitoba and the
Northwest Territory the crop gives pro-
mise. of splendid results, and niost of
the winter whlîeat in Onîtario lias been
garnered in good shape. The estimates
of the crop of the United States have
not varied miaterially fro0 tIat given by
us two weeks ago, caniely, about 500,000,-
000 bushels, which will afford a surplus
for export of at lenst 150,000,(00 bushels.
This, hIowever, will in ail probability be
much more than foreign countries
will take judging by the exports

from the Atlantic ports during the
past eleven nonths, w'hich aggregated
only 77,000,000 bushels, including flour as
vell as wheat i and if we take into con-
sideration that about 40,000,000 bushels
of old reserves are still in farmers' hands,
there need be no apprehension regarding
theinability of this continent meeting al
fereign demands upon it for breadstuffs.
There is, on the contrary, more. fear
that the export requirements oi A nerica
will not be suflicient to relieve it of
its big surplus. The important question
which as yet reniains unsolved is
whether England and * the Continent
will order more vheat froi the •A blantic
seaboard (uring the next crop year coin-
mencinîg Sept Ist. than drit g the season
noiw draiving to a close. T e solution of
this question must of co irse be daferred,
but it will nevert] eless be fraught with
weighty consequences to the wheat trade
of the United States and Canada. We
observe the old argument again adv.anced
that farmers will not -deliver at present
prices, but we very much question if they
will continue hoarding their reserves as
they have done writhin the past two or
three years. It is now a well-eslablished
fact that the large quantity heli over in
first hands front ihe crop of1882 was more
than adequate to repair the shortage in
the wheat crop of 1SS3, and lence the
unprecedented shrinkeage which has
occurred in values within the past year.
If farmers persist in holding their grain
from one year to another there will come
a crisis which will affect their interests
far worse than present low pices, as they
will some of t.heso days discover enougli
heated or otherwise damnaged grain in
their granaries and barnls to cause the
markets to stink of it, when tLhey may
possibly awake to see the folly of specula-
ting in wheat froi one season into
another. Several lots ranging froi 500
to 2,000 bushels which have been held
ever froi 1882 ivere recenLtly marketed
in Ontario, and we understand there is
more of the sane kind which vill soon
see daylighlt. As regards future prices,
they will wholly depend upon what Eng-
land and the Continent vill require to
import during the nexL tivelve months,
but, judging froin the nature of their
hone crops, it certainly wî'ould appear
that they will be less depenclent upon
foreign supplies than cluring the past
season. The United Kingdam has on

passage to its principal ports 14,600,000
bushels, while to continental destina-
tions there is 3,920,000 bushels, 1lhich is
larger than at this time last year. Then
on this aide we have an ample visible
supply, which will no doubt show a rapid

increase fron this out. Tliere is there-
fore every inducemet for English and
continental buyers to order only what
they require from hand to mouth, and
play a strictly waiting gaie; and fron
the lesson taught them by last year's
operations there is little fear of their be-
ing carried away by any excited Li-ading
among the futures, at least for a few
iweeks. A part froin speculation, the out-
look certainly favors lower, rather than
hîigher prices. I has been hinted of
late that ut present exceedingly low
prices, somae powerful syndicate may step
in and endeavovr to control the situation
on this side. Possibly i but the task will
be found too Ilerculean nevertheless.

SPECULATION PARA LYZED.

Tlie commandmen ts of legitimate trade,
name]y, "Buy unly what thou intendest
to take delivery of " and, "'Sell not what
thou dost not possess" have been so uni-
versally broken, that it became necessary,
in order to assert the najesty of the legiti-
mate code, to inflict the severest chastise-
ment upon thie law-breakers. Conse-
quently the centres of speculation have
of late been the scenes of great inancial
convulsions, in whichî soine colossal for-
tunes have been swept avay and in-
numerable smaller ones irretrievably lost.
During the past year speculation has
turned ont unusually bad for its votaries,
very little money having been made on
either the I bull " or the " bear " side,
whilst a great deal has been ]ost. This
may souind somewhat paradoxical, as it
is well understood that whiat one side
]oses the other gains. In most of lie
speculative articles, liowever, the decline
extended over such a long period that
the Il bears, " thiiiking bottoin prices hald

been touched, prematurely . turned
Il bulls ", and many lost more than they

had previously won, partly recuperating
the former heavy losses of the " bull. "
The only real gainers have been the coin-
mission men, whose profits 'are alvays
sure. As a mle, therefore, the marginus
of bath parties to speculative deals have
in a great measure been absorbed by
commissions, etc. Thiepr'incipal of a cer-
tain grain commission firm in Chicago re-
cently admitted to e eof his fortuinate
customers tIat since January et of the
present year his house hald cleared over
$400,000, exclusively in commissions, and
it is Well known that the house referred
to lias been singularly unfortunate in
malcing money for the maijority of its cls-
tomers, as the amou lits made at one lime
were, as a rule, subsequently lost. Frofm
what we have been enabled to gather

through closely watching the course of
events, we have come ta the conclusion
that the speculator's lot lias been a
singularly liard one during the past
twelve months, owing probably ta the
fact that never in the history of trade
have values been subjected ta such a
severe and chronic wasting away as in
that period. The speculator lias repeat-
edly gone over his business clart for the
past twenty or thirty years, and lias care-
fully noted those seasons in whiclh prices
experienced similar declensions ta those
wlichi occurred in 1884, and lie has been
quick to discover that in all previous
years in which an abnormally low ebb
was reached, the reaction was character-
ized by marked elasticity, upon which
large fortunes were immediately erected.
So far, however, the year .1884has proved
a veritable Tartar for pounding down
prices and keeping them there, and this
exceptional phenomenon lias been the
morass in which thousands have lost their
all. The agent of a Chicago grain firm in
this city stated last week that he never.
remsembered the time wlien the specula-
tive interest was s thoroughly prostrated
and dejected as at present. If we walk
into the departments of tea, sugar, molas-
ses, iron, and cotton, we question if a
similar condition of things is not ta be
found. The fact of the matter is, the
world lias becoie too speculative in all.
ils leading branches of commerce, and
the presentsevere tesson May be a salu-
tary check upon its over-trading pro-
pensities. Unfortunately,legitimate trad-
ers have had lio suffer along with specula-
tive derelicts, but we trust that upon the
ruine of the speculative paralysis which
o, exists a-better state of things will

arise, in which more "regard will be had
for the true principles which regulate
supply and demand.

SIR DAVID L. MACPHERSON.

The announcement, reported by cable,
that Senator Macpherson had been
created a Knight Commander of the
order of St. Michael and St. George, as
elicited quite a variety of opinions from
the press. Some of these are clearly dic-
tated by personal feeling, and can only
be read with regret. Others, again, are
based on the national origin of theson-
ator, the wvriters imagining that admis-
sion ta an order of menrit could be gov-
ernsed by the nationality or the religion
of tie recipient of the bona. Others,
agaiD, and notably the Globe, "do not
"approve of cxeating a titled class in
"Canada, anddesMire to see it abandoned."
We wonder what the Globe a would have

said if, wlen the Statute remodelling the
order of St. Michael and St. George was
enacted for the express purpose of enab-
ling the Sovereign ta recognize the meri-
torious services, of Colonists, there iad
been a proviso excluding Canadians fron
edmission ta the order. One would
imagine that orders of merit were pecu-
liar ta Great Britain, wbereas they have
been established in all the principal
States of Europe, and it is rather a singu-
lar circumstance that wi'le admission ta
such orders has been granted to Can-
adians by His Holiness the Pope, by the
French Republic, and by the Spanish
Monarchy, the only complaints ever maie
are when our own Sovereign sees fit ta
acknowledge the public services of her
Canadian people. There is then invari-
ably a howl of discontent.

As to the Globe's objection to "a titled
class," he must surely know that there
is no country in the world where titles
are so general as in the United States,
althoughthey are not just the sanie as in
the dominions of the • British Crown.
In Canada there is an equal desire for
distinction, and the real objection ta the
special order of merit established by the
Crown is that, owing ta its being limited
in number, comparatively fewi can gain
admission. ta it. Every one must lie
aware that fron a veryi early period of
life there isa general desire for distinction.
It stimnulates the children of bath sexes
at school, and thro ugh lire. Some aspire
ta distinction in 'military schools, and
service, others in various sports, others
again in secret societies where there are
I Sir Knights " of various grades. AIl,
fron the highest ta thé lowest, including
foreign decorations, are legitimate objects
of ambition, with but one exception, the
order established by a Sovereign, whom
ali profess ta respect, for rewarding ber
colonial subjects.

We have preferred not ta dwell on the
special case which lias led ta the recent
comments of the press. We are not
aware of all the circumstances under
which the appointment was made, and
we can therefore merely express our con-
viction that Senator Macpherson was net
an applicant for such an honor. Thoe
who have undertaken to condemin the
selection must bear in mind that it muast
have been made under the advice of those
Who are doubtless ready ta bear the fuil
responsibility for it. Meantime prij',
facie it would naturally be deemed by the
advisers of Her Majesty in London that no
man who occupied_ the position of a Cab-
inet Minister im! the Dominion of Canada,
could be deëmed ineligible for admission
ta a colonial order of merit.

IMPERLAL FEDERAXT[CN.

The Nontreal Herald seems ta us to
ho very unnecessarily alarmed on the
suj.ct or Imperial Federation, owing ta
his belief that there are parties in Eng-
land who are serlously endeavoring ta
bring it about. Of one thing lie may be
assured, which is, that there will be no
attempt made by Englisli statesmen ta
induce Canada ta adopt such a measure
unless her own Parliament demand it. It
is desirable torem'ad both the lerald and
tie Winnipeg Pree Pree, bath of which
joirnals profess to belong ta the Liberal
party, that their leadler, Mr. Blake, is the
only prominent member of the Canadian
Parliament who -has advocated such a
change. We must likewise remind the
HEerald, that when Sir. Alexander Galt
suggested some. measure. Of the kind, in
a'speech in Glasgow, he iad sent in his
resignation as High Commissioner, but
he further took special care ta explain
'that lie was expressing his personal. pin-
ions, and not those of the Canadian Gov-
ernment. We continue to think-that it
is incredible that Sir Charles Tupper
wouledgive any. sanction ta such a
scheme.

We were sorry ta notice in the Krald's
article on the subject a mnost unjustifiable
attack on the policy of the Imperial Gov-
ernment in regard ta the:colonies, in its
commercial treaties with foreign powers.
Lt is rather strange, in a free-trade.jour-
nal like the. HIerald, ta complain of the
abolition of discriminating duties by
Great Britain, but wlien lie further alleges,
that " the Mothor Country in lier com-
"mercial treaties dosa not consider the
"Colonies at all," we must remind him
that the Canadian Governmenthas made a
special request that Canada should not
be included in the commercial treaties of
the Mother Country, and bas conse-
quently, in several instances, failed to
obtain the privilege of the most fdvored
nation. We never could conceve the
object of the Dominion Governmentin
adopting such a course of action. The
free-trade journals, and prominent mem-
bers of their party, have been loud in
their demands to be authorized ta miake
treaties, but with what objectf we have
been unable ta conceive. There ie no
dispute as ta our right ta regulate our
own tariff. As ta the tarifs of oLher
nations, what can we desire more than ta
enjoy the benefit of the favored nation
clause, which is found in all modern com-
mercial treaties. Free-traders surely
ought not ta wish to make exceptional
arrangements with fo eign nations and
inost certainly should not désire ta dis-
criminate against Great Britain
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TIE BRAZIL TRADE.

We have occasionally called attention
to the efforts which have been made
from time ta time ta divert trade ta
Brazil, and if we again notice the subject
it is with the view of furnishing some
information which appears ta come from
a trustworthy source, viz., the United
States Consul at Rio de Janeiro. It appears
that great efforts have been recently
made to obtain for the United States a
portion of that trade in manufactured
goods which Great Britain bas secured by
ber free-trade policy. The Consul at Rio
de Janeiro writes : "iThere are a great
" many popular fallacies we must get rid
"of. The future of our trade here is
"hopeful, but our countrymen may as
I well disabuse their minds of the idea
"that this is a new Japan, just opened ta
" commerce, and that the people of Brazil
"are particularly anxious ta trade with
" us, above all others. We (United
" States) sell ta England, England sells ta
" Brazil, and Brazil sells ta us. If we can
" show ta Brazilian merchants that we can
"undersell England or give more desir-
"able goods for the money, and can put
" these goods in their ports within a de-

finite short time, then we can have their
" business." On this the New York Bul-
1eein remarks : " This is the true key-note
"ta the whole situation in a nutshell. The
"only way we can beat our competitors
"is ta undersell them, and put a better
"class of goods in the markets than they
- can, but we cean never do either of these
'lthings by trying our hands at diplomatic
"intrigue or by seeking ta cultivate
" foreign commercial relations on the
"knight errant or wandering minstrel
" plan."

There is a good deal in the advice given
ta his own countrymen by our New York
contemporary that is well deserving of
consideration by thase in Canads, who are
but toa ready ta listen favorably ta the
many schemes which are propounded
from time ta time for extending our
commerce. Without entering on the
merits or demerits of the protective po-
licy, which bas been adopted- in Canada,
as well as in the United States, we may
rest assured that, so long as we maintain
it, we shall be unable ta compete with
British manufactures in the markets of
the world. We do not believe that even
with frea-trade we could do so. The
United States have appointed commis-
sioners ta make overtures regarding trade
ta the Spanish Colonies and Brazil, who
most assuredly have undertaken a fruit-
less mission:

BOARD OF TRADE.

Two important subjects have recently
engaged the attention of the Council of
the Board oftTrade at the suggestion of the
worthy President, Mr. Kerry.. One has
already beei noticed, the case of, the
" Conet," which was boarded on arrival in
the St. Lawrence by the Master of a tug-
boat who proposed to tow thé vessel ta
Montreal and act in accordance with the
tariff of 1873, concealing from the Captain
the fact that a new tariff hadl been agreed
upon between the Harbor Commissioners,
and some of the tow boat Companies.
Whatever may be the legal effect of the
document agre ed upon, which we trust
may be tested in our courts, the trans-
action affordsjust ground for establish-
ing same mode of preventing such impo-
sition as may be practised on strangers,
in the absence of any legal tariff. All
interested in the»trade of the St. Law-
rence. should exert tiemselves ta put an
end ta such excessive charges -as have
prevailed heretofore. It was hoped that
the tariff voluntarily agreed to a short
time ago would have remedied the evil,
but there certainily ought ta be power
vested in the Harbor -Commissioners La
enforce it. We notice that the Hon.
J.J.C. Abbot, Q.C., bas given an opinion
favorable ta the contestation of the
claim.

The other subject, which was brought
ta the notice of the President by Mr.
Hugh MoLennan, was the requirement
by the inspector of steamers, that an
English steamer desiring ta trade between
Montreal and the Maritime ports, should
be subjected ta inspection here, while
holding a certificate from a duly author-
ized inspector in the English port, from
which it had cleared. These inspections
involve the payment of fees, and although
we have been informed that the oficer
at this port is paid by salary, and tiat
he bas no interest in the fees, the griev-
ance is not the less felt by the owner of
the steamer. In this case it is quite pos-
sible that there may be no reason what-
ever ta complain of the officer, indeed
the Collector of the port is, we under-
stand, of opinion that he was bound by
his duty to inspect the steamer. What
must be generally desired is that no ob-
struction should be placed in the way of
English steamers seeking freight in our
waters, and double inspection and double
fees will certainly operate disadvantage-
ously. We can have no doubt that
the representations of the Board of
Trade will have effect in the proper
quarter.

TfHE SUGAR QUESTION.

Advices have just been received in this
city from Europe stating that the beet-
root sugar crop gives promise of an im.
mense yield, exceeding all previous esti.
mates, and that the stocks laft over from
last year are now known ta be considerably
in excess of previous calculations, which
bas caused M. Licbt, the great authority
on beet-root production, ta increase his
éstimates of the crop of Gernany for
1883 ta 1,000,000 tons, being 60,000
tons more than shown by his pre-
viously revised statement. In view, there-
fore, of the heavy reserves that will be
carried over ta swell the abundance of
the new crop, refiners have witlhdrawn
fron the narketpro lem in epectation
of buying upon more favorable ternis
later in the season. Offers of first pro-
duct, polarizing 88 to 92 degrees, have
been offered parties here at 13s 9d to 14s,
but buyers' ideas are muels below these
figures. Second product, poLrizing 75, is

"offered at 9s 6d ta ]0 6à, but without
leading ta business. Cane sugar is cabled
from London duill and weak, October and
December deliveries being quoted at 13s,
9d. The stocks in the four ports of the
United Kingdom on Jliy 26th were 294,-
434 tons against 238,401 tons a year ago,
and in the four ports OF the United
States on July 30th they were 188,818
tons, against 129,585 tons at the corres-
ponding date last year. The stocks
of sugar in the principal centres of
England and America, . therefore, are
115,266 tons larger than at this tine lest
year. At this port the supply of raw is
very heavy, and holders have experienced
great dilliculty in fiidig wvareiouse ac-
conmodation for it. 'lie importations
at Montreal from the opening of the pre-
sent season td date were 24,293 lids,
104,997 bags and 341 tierces of cane sugar
and 5,000 bags of beet root sugar fros
Hamburg. Tie cane product was received
from the West Indies, Brazil, China, and
Great Britain. The stocks in IIalifax are
also large, the imports at that place from
Jan. ] st to July 16th being 39,314,346 ibs
valued at $1,173,174. 1-alifax is making
rapid strides as a manufacturing sugar
centre, the new refinery there, referred
ta in our last issue, being one of the finest
in Canada. At' tie moment there is a
pause in the market for raw sugar, buyers
regarding the statistical position hsigly
favorable for 'pursuing a waiting polirY,
notvitlstanding -present exceptionallY
low prices, as refiners hope ta obtaina
reduction in the lay down cost, that m1ay
result from tihe recent change in Oubanl

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export duties, which was made vith the

viev ofenabling the cane prodict to com-

p'ete miore successfully with that of beet

root. HToliers, on the other hand, natur-

ally claim that il is impossible for. pirices

to seek further depths, and that any
change must o in an upwatd direction.

SOUR FLOUR.

AI this season of the year complaints
are invariably made respecting flour

.which heats and turns sour, rendering it
fit only for stock feeding, but dealers
state that the quantity this season that
was subject to the souring process ex-
ceeded any thing before experienced by
the trade, causing heavy losses to holders.
It is estimated thaï, .lie stocks of dam-
aged flour in this city have of late aggre-
gatedi about 20,000 barrels, sales of which
have talken place at ?2.50 to '$275 per
bbl, and diring the past fev days 3,00
lias becn obtained. Considerable has
been shipped to England, one lot of 2,000
bbls beinig sent forvard last week.
Western muilfers have been the principal
sufl'erers by the losses sustained through
this unavoidable deterioration of goods.
It is believed that the unîusually large
quant ity of sour' fi oui' this sumner .vas
oving to the poor quality of last year's
Canadinan wheat, althougI wne learnu of
several lots of Amtterican flour having been
simn ilirly a fLueted, vhicli means a loss o
fully $2.0 r bbil. The- greater portion,
hovever, of this damaeged flour lias been
vorked off, viich lias caused a firm-er
feeliîîg in such grades.

One gentleman would seem to besof.the
opinion that the two-thirds, valuation clause is
the panacea agaist these serious coilagra-
tions,,and yet we believo where that clause is
in operation, namejy, hie Sonstiéra States,
similar conflagrationis occur, notwithstandling,
fron time to tlie; and consideriag the value
destroyed at Port Perry to have bcen roughly
estimiated at 8340,000 (not enîitiig conse.
quential daiages), while lie insiuriaice was
oily about $1 j,0i, this tiwo-tLhirdls c!iaiuse
wotIld not appear to b the trie solistion of
flie diicuit3 . The òther suggestions lavimg
referenea to the more solidl constraction of
biilding , the prohibition of wliat are cilleid
" ire traps." are ail very well in tlieir vay,
especially the latter, looked at fron the public
point of vie tv, but they really have very little
to do ;uitlh luiderwriting.

It is the obvious duty of Fire liiurance
\lanagers to mak(e money for tlieir eompanics,
and if ic business was on a sound basis there
shoild be a fair roturn oi tie outay from
villages like Port Perry as from cities sunch as
Montreal or Toronto, the rates being in propor-
tion; n'id it is here wiere ve brlieve flic defect
in Fire Insuirance lits in Cinadi, for while the
rates on Cach risir, taken indivHinally, inay b
faîirly graded as regards our cities and salai
towns ar villages, yet we are convincei that
the conifglgration haztrd of the latter nevcr
eniters into the calculation.

Let us net be nisunderstood, for although it
is quite possible at rulinlg rates for compailes
te rmake a fair profit on tie average of years in
our large cilies, it wouîld be naiifestly absurd
to suppose that rates could be fixed to a staa-
dard as woild maake the incone of a place of
Port Perry's size yield a profit of itself so as
to cover a coallagration like that whicil lias
recently occurred ; but what we wish to convey
is, that rates for Port Perry anid tovnls of that
class night be charged so as to make the
wrhole ofsiid class remanerative vhich is lwlatî
wve mein by taking fho conflagration liazard
into ealcuilation. This we minîiniiî is not doue
at preseni, and uatil there is c reform ini tis
direction the class referred to can never pay the
underwriers, wich soine of the compamses are
already aware of, and simply decline to trans-
act business iin sucli places.

WVe have no doublt thiat insirers in Port
Perry and other sniall towns have gruimbled
and(1 will grumIbihle at (le price they pay for in-
surince, and would kiclk furiouîsly against any
advavice, yet (lic comlpanies have to consider
wlehther ont ofr" Ihis netile danger (hey will
pluck ilie flowver siafel.y," or oilucfer they will
still continue to dr'op tleir noney periodically
by i coniingration wlehich they lad not taken
mntbo accotit.

ve are of opinion thiat tholiugli, in fin os
towns grow antd inerease lu wealth lieir
buildings may be improvei so as to render
sweepinig ires more dillicult, yet to attempt
coistricting our smiill toirs in a manner ta
niake tliemiinpierVious to eonfiarions would
be nerely piting a veto uîpon tlieir being built
at all, as Ie cost woild be (oo great, and
whisat our tnderwyriters have to do is to deal
wili niatters scInarely as they stand fixing rates
accordingly and reducing them as the confla-
gration lihazard becomes less.This, we think,
woiild savor more of common-sens ihian

Tn ENGtusu Lutira TiADE.-The London
Luiber Trades' Journal says :-We have been
hopeing, frot thelong interregutm of bad trade
and Ioiw prices, tihai this fail would find things
muaking souie progress lowards improvement,
but muidst other drawbacks the choiera comes

with its baneful influence te check wiat little
current of sctivity the back end of tie season
migit not unnaturally be expected to stimulate.
We are alluding now to tue cargo trade, but we
are not vithout hopes, with atl these disadvan-
tages, that business will yet mend cre the sea-
son finally closes. Prices advancing is anotber
question aliogether. Il is the fat of freights

being so cleat and vaies at tlit shipping
ports correspontdingly low, that leads to what
little business is now doing, sud aîny attempt
to hold for better f.o.b. prices while London is
so well supplied and market cargoes daily
coming forward would effectually shut the
door to transactions outside the " Balic"
saleroomn. Wben the curtaj]ruent of the Swe-
dish stock is fully recognised over here we may
ses a slightily better order of things, as London
will by tiat time have discotunted to a con-
siderable extent the goods alretady thrown on
tue market, and fewer consignments appearing
in tue weekly lists can hardly fail to bfelt as
a relief,

TnE FEDERAL BAiN.-The maunger of the

Although general trade cannot be called ac-

tive, there is a disposition on the part of refail-
ers to order with more freedom, now that a
good harvest is almost absolutely assured. The
winter wheat crop, which is of the greatest im-
portance to Canada, bas been secured i gene-
rally good order, the yield of which promises
cheering results. The paper falling dite on the
4th instant was well provided for, there being
less renewals than was expected. The com-
mercial puise bas therefore a decidedly bealthier
beat, and in ail Unes of business our merchants
confidently predict a good average fait trade.
In monetary affairs, there is no material change
unds being still plentiful, ad obtainable on
call ai 4 to 5 per cent on satisfactory collateral.
Sterling Exchange bas been placed at 8 3-16 to
S premium for 60-day bills between banks.
Demand bills are quoted at 85 to 8 5-S. New
York drafts ai par to 1-16 premium. Montreal
stocks were Sirm and higher, Bank of Montreal
closing at 189 to0 190j; Ontario at 107ý to
1095 ; People's at 43 to 45 ; Molsons at 109 to
110 ; Toronto at 176k to 1i7.4; Merchants, 1084

BooTs AND SIoEs.-A good seasonable busi-
ness continues to fait to the lot of manufacturers
for jobbers, white those who supply the regular
trade likewise report au improvement. Soine
heavy orders have recently been received froe
the Lower Provinces, and Western orders dur.
ing the week have been very fair. Prices
remain steady, and there is no prospect of Ray
change at the moment. In rubber boots and
shoes a moderately fair volume of business
transpires but it unaltered prices.

Ctura-NcAzLs.-The principal change during
the week has bes tlie advance ln London ia
those articles which have been affected by tbc
quarantine imposed upon ail vessels leaving the
South of France and other Mediterranean ports,
brimstone being one of the articles upon vhich
an advance bas taken place. Bleaching
po wder is still firm both here and in EngIan,
ait the advance last quoted. and business here
lias taken place at 32.75, quotations ranging
froue 32.75 to83. Bicarb soda is very quiet,
and prices have a somewhat easier toue. SRl
and caustic soda are firm.

CoAL.-A steady demand exists for bard
coal at slightly stiffer rates, and ve understand
that one dealer in the city bas advanced his
prices 25c per ton to 36.25 Store and Chestnut,
and S6 Egg and Furnace. The general price,
however, is unchanged, ai $0 for Stove aàd
Chestnut, and S5.75 for Egg and Furnace, ai-
thtougi prices cost dealers more by l5c per ton
than they did a short time since. Soft coal
is very quiet, and for cargo lots bolders bave
round it necessary to shade prices, and Ire
quote: Cape Breton $3.40 to 33.50; Pictou
$3.90, and Scotch $4.25 to S4.50.

DAti- PRODUcE.-Butter.-The market bas
given further evidences of strength, and
buyers have been compelled to pay higher
figures. Creamery bas moved up te 21c and

21Uc, and choice Eastern Townships to 1840
and 19c. For a round lot of the latter 18ic
would bc paid for sbipîment but holders de-
mand more money. There bas been cotnsider-
able business in creamery il the countryt b'nt
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buîvers have succeeded in rulning up prièes
uptoîn each other pretty weli. Among some of
the purchases we hear of St. Ann factory
going at 19.c, :t. Therese at 20, St. Lin at
,oc, and si:ce then it is said that 21e was paid.
At the close Of last week a lot of 154
meîkages of creamery was bought lu this
arekeL at 20.1c, but during the present week

The Canadian cheese market
bas enterai aipon a e ts plisa duning th
week ,coi tracting for the balance oftle Seasou S
make having set in with considerable vigor in
soine sections ofthe interior, lie to 1l4c having
been paid for the clearance of tise season's
make or'quite a number of factories, as highs as
Il 5-e having beau reported in one or two
instances for AugusI, September and October.
in Ithe French sections 10ic to 104c bas been
laid for balqnce ofseason. Tis bas occasioned
a coms plete change in ta^e straight-ahead and
legitimate mode of trading which bas obtained
up to the present withlout any serious hitchi,
but whether things will run as smootbly under
tIse contract system bas to be proved; the
general opinion is that it will not. The ship-
ments from this port lest week were 74,189
boxes, which is the heaviest week's shipment
ever experienced here. The shipments for the
anme week last year were 58,813 boxes.

DacGS.-A fair business has transpired.i
-geeral drugs, but there bas been no change in
prices of any monentsince our previous report.
ln quinie iera is a firm feeling in New York,
With German in bulk selling at Sl.10 and up-

wards, and here the feeling is steady at $1.50.
'Howard's is quoted eat S1.75 to $1.80. - The
advance in morphia in Edinburgh bas been
sustained, and prices iera are steady et $2.35
for sulphate and $2.25 for acetate and murtiate,
tîupium lias been placed lu jobbing parcels et
$4.50, but larger lots would no doubt be shaded,
and tve quota $4.25 to S4.50. Carbohie acid is
still strong at the advance. In other kinds
thera is littile or no-chsange.

DiR Goons.-Those travellers who are still
on the road continue to increase their orders
satisfactorily, the fact that a good wheat crop
is assured beyond doubt having proved a stimu-
lus to business, causing goods to be ordered
witl less reservation, now' that a good fall
trade may he reasonably expected. But as
that result will still depend greatly upon the
nature of the fall and early winter weather,
bayers manifest great caution in ordering b-
yond the Waits of the near future. Up to
date, hovever, ithe first fall trip compares favor-
ably with that of the corresponding period last
year, while it is notewortly that imports are
nearly 40 per cent less, iln about two weeks
bence the supply of English fall goods will bie
pretty comhleie, and buyers will then have the
privilege of inspectinig one of tihe finest assort-
ments of Oanadian and English goods ever
olfered lit Montreal. Remittances Iave shown
an im provement dur.ing the week, altiouighi
maturing liabilities were not large. fit is re-
ported ilthat a few bales of cotton have been
shippied to E ngland,wbiclh if correct, isa matter
for regret taint suuch an experinment should have
become a necesaity, as tise marketing of Uana-
dian cotton' in England means nothing aise
thian a loss to tie manufacturers. The distribu-
tion of cotton goods hm this market continues
fair, a goodly number of orders being received
bots fromt country and city retailers, but sat low
prices ; and the reckless imanner in which the
travellers of certain Toronto iouses ara eutting
rates is said to be frightful.

Ecos.-.The market lias developed greater
firmness during the week, and prices have ad-
vanced fully 2c par doz., sales being reported
et ,8c to 18a. Prices in New York are not
much iigher. being quoted at 18e to 19e, with
an easy feeling. Buyers in the country are
still o~)erating et full figures and putting stocks
oiu onie side, which accounts for tise light
receipts bere.

FRIHTuîîs.-Ocean freigits are quieter, latest
engagements te Liverpool being reported at 3e
to 3s 3d, and London and Glasgow are quoted
at about the same rates. Flour in sacks 1s to
1is 6d to Liverpool and Glasgow, butter nd
cheesa 25s to 30s and provisions lis 6d to 20s.
River rates fron Kingston to Montreal are un-
changed et 2ýc on wbeat and 2e on corn,
Fîurther engagements are reported for deals to
West of England ports at 52s Gd, the steamer
Craigton, 1,325 tons, having been chartered to
Liverpool at 52s Gd. Latest charters for lum-
ber for South American ports were et $12.50 to
$14.50. The schooner " Albani" bas beau char-
tered to take a cargo of flour and provisions,
etc., to Fogo, Nfid., at 40e par bill. and at the
same rate the schooner " Marie Delphine " bas
been taken for Twillingate, Nfid.

GREEN aUITS, ET.-Apples are quiet, very
few good lots arriving, and thisse are selling et
$3 to $4 for American and at $3 to $5 par bbl.
for Canadien. The Caradian apple crop in
most sections is reported heavy, and a large
export trade may he looked for during the
coming season. Oranges are about over for
the season, the few arriving by last steamer
selling at .s 9 par case. Lemons are duli at $3
to $4 par box. Bananas in good demand and
sales have been made at $2 to S3.50 par bunch.
Southern Bartlett pears are steady, at $8- to $9
par bbl. and California Bartletts have sold et
$5.50 par box ; do plums realizing $3 per-box.

Bell pears in good condition have been placed
et $5 to S6 par bbl, and peaches at $2.50 to
S3.50 per crate.

GRooERIEs.-The sugar market bas been les3
active during the present week, although there
lias been no great change in quotations, granu-
lated being held at 6Zc for ordinary-sized lots,
but it l understood that a straight bid of
6îc for a large quantity would not he turned
away.

vicinity of 30c, althoug lic has been bid since
for a round lot and retused. the seller stating
that lie wrould nowa holS for lay down cost
which is 35c. There will, it is said, be no
particuilar demand tntil next month. Syrups
are quiet, a fewî lots selling all te time et 27 O
to 574c, as to quality. A rotind lot of Trinidad
is offered at 26Mc. The brigantine " Mary E.
Malette" lias just arrived fron Barbadoes w ith
385 puncheons 30 llds and 20 bbls molasses.
There is the usual qiietness noticed i, idried
fruit et this season, and uiti the new is offered
there will be little to report in this department.
Further asdvices have been received from Denia,
which report showers, but not sutlicient to in-
jure the Valencia raisin crop. From Patras late
advices were favorable for a large yield of
currants and of good quVality. The only sale we
bear of is a lot of old Valencias at3 5-S. COur-
rants are quiet but steady at 4 3-4c to 5lc,a lot
being placed at 5c. In nuts there isa very iimited
business passing, and values are unchanged,
A somewhat better enquiry bas been exiieri-
enced for tee, and severail good-sized lots are
understood to have been placed by Japan and
London agents within the past few days, be-
sides which there bas been a fair country
enquiry,a few good parcels having been sold on
Western account. Prices, however, rest on a low
basis. Cofflees quiet and nînchanged,.and.spices
rule generally steady.

GaAIN AND FLoUa.-The local grain market
bas developed nothing new during the week,
and until the new Canadian grain comes on
the market there will be littile to report in the
way of business. Now thlat a good crop of
wheat is assured prices here will have to come
down to an export basis, as il is now admitted
.tiat we ehall bave a-considerable surplus for
shipment. As regards American grain sales
have been made during the week of ·No. 2
Spring in Chicago and of No. 2-Re Winter in
Toledo for Montreal shipment, a cargo of the
former costing 91c, and several cargoes of the
latter at 95e to 96ç, laid downu ire.

TORONTO WHOLESALE MARKETS.

(Revised by Telegraph.)

TorroO, Arrgust 7,1884.

It is not looked for tlat any special change
will occur in any brauch of trade for somne
weeks, that is tili about the second week in
September. There will be no increased distri-
bution of money iuch before that time, as
farming loperations will hold the farmers in
their field, and the movemeint of grain mîust
wait. Il is now certain that lie produce of the
fields will be larger, and all calculations based
upon a large yield are perfectly sufe. The
question of prices of grain will fortm au impor-
tant matter for consideration. Wholesale
trade bas not given any instant sign of lin-
provement. Accounts are stili very laie in
settlement, and the circulation of money on the
movement of produce is eagerly desired. A
distinct'feature of the depression has been tie
low values of nearly ail the leading fines of
goods. And the outlook for the rest of the year
presents little hope of improvement in that
respect. Any advance in prices, with increased
activity, would be a very desirable change in
the situation. The money market continues
unchranged. There is very little demand for
discounts, as no produce is yet off'ering. It is
expected tiait rates will not advance even wben
