RECIPROCITY WITH THE UNITED STATES.

One would suppose from & perussal of the articles in certain
opposition journals that, somewhat like onr neighbors across
the border, they studiously aveid reading any of the periodical .
literature of the day which does not coincide with their own
opinions. The average American is deemed by those of his
own countrymen who have {ravelled, to be in respect of
all countries but the United States, the most ignorant person
in lhe world among those who receive the ordinary rudi-
menls of education. The writer never yet has met with an
American who had read, except by the merest accident, a Cana-
dian or English newspaper, and he is, consequently, ignorant of
any but the one side of the great questions agitating both
countries in respect of the fisheries, reciprocity, * commercial
union,” &c. The few Canadian sojourners on the Atlantic coast
of Maine, who listened to the open-air speeches of Mr. Blaine two
years ago could not persuade any omne of several prominent -
business men among the andience that he was either ignorant of
what he spoke about, or purposely decsived them in saying that
the Canadian tariff discriminates against American manufac-
turers, while those of Great Britain are admitted duty free. Let
any one of our readers enter into conversation on this subject with
the first untravelled American he meets, whatever his origin,
and he will be si:rprised to Gnd that the chances are ten to one
he is of the opinion that what Mr. Blaine stated is an nbaolute
fact.

the subject of international affuirs. It may be cortended that
this is not necessary, that the well-informed Americans in
Boston, New Yoik, Washington and elsewhere are fully alive to
the position taken by Canada in respect to the fishery question,
which, after all, is at the bottom of the strained relations
between the two countries, But this will not avail, for there is
no couniry in the world where.the opinions 6f the masses weigh
more with those in power ; so that it is not what, Mr. Phelpsor Mr.
Bayard or Mr. Cleveland or even Mr. Wiman may hold upon the
matter that determines the course of any effort for a satisfactory
solution, bat, rather the joint convictions of the masses of voters
or their organizations through these cities and all over the United
States, wherever the subject is held of sufficient interest to be
brought forward for discussion. Much time is wasted in and
out of Parliament in gently chiding the Americans, or speaking
at them rather in sorrow than in anger becauss they do not
come to what is deemed a reasonable agreement on these
irritating questions, It is all in vain. Our opposition press
will not be convinced; and will coutinue, notwithstanding all
our loyal outpourings, to harp upon reciprocity and other ques-
tions, which their friends, when in power, had never been able
to settle. This inane twaddle 13 copied occasionally into
Awerican papers, where it is read and accepted as vhe opinions
of the people of Canada, who are firmly believed by the great
majoritv-of Americans to be quite ready for annexation. Itis
not a little singular that all this suppressed opinion, and so-
called.2nxiety. for commercial union or annexation should bave
hitherto found no one in parliament to give it a voice; and one
cannot help reaching the conclusion that much of what is said
and printed is merely the expression of hunger for a share of the
“loaves and fishes.” The extravagance in certain directions
ig doubtless tempting enough.

Our treatment of the ishery troubles, our preparations for an

honest observance of the lawas, our endeavors to secure a joint
discussion and arbitration of the difficulties that govern the
case—all our explanations, and our eloquence at Ottawa—are
10! understood "by our neighbors, who feel that we are-presum-
ing on the strength of the mother country, to bully and harass
their fishermen by denying them the common rites of hospi-
tality while in the pursuit of their ordinary avocations along the
prolific shores of our Maritime Provinces, and are falling back
upon flie provisions of an antiquated treaty wholly inconsist-
“ent with the modern comity of nations. We cannot but think
that some good might result from such a visit as that alluded to
in some recent periodical, however absurd it appears, such a
visit to be made by a number of our legislutors to their cousins
across the border; but it would be preferable inslead of visiting
the few who understand and appreciate all the difliculties of the
situation, to seek in less travelled pathways for the causes that
gtand in the way of a friendly adjustment. We are convinced
that & thorough understanding by both parties, of both sides of
the question, would dispel all barshness of feeling that may
have arisen, and lead to an adjustment satisfactory all round,

The deduction of the “ Estimated amount short returned at
inland ports and exported to the United Stats,” from the
figures'in the previous statement will' account for the apparent
disagreement. The exports to the British West Indies are
forrth on the list, amounting to $1,492,000. The only other cus-
tomer represented by seven figures is the Spanish West Indies.
The falling off in exports to Great Britain and Newfoundland is
geen to be chiefly in agricaltural products. The following table

The duty on logs realized $31,307 in 1886-7, and $21,772 in
1587-8. Of the producls of the mine, British Columbia heads the
list, having exported 350,048 tons of coal to the value of
1,307,340, chiefly to the United States, in the fiseal year ended
30th June Jast. Nova Scotia shipped during the same period
198 913 tons of coal, value $386,412, about three-fourths of it going
to the United States, It will be observed that British Columbia
anthracite averages nearly $t per ton, and Nova Scotia bituminous
coal a fraction under $2.

For purposes of comparison, we may say hiere that the anthra-
cite coal imported into Canada from the United States during,
the last fiseal year amounted fo 2,134,764 tons, valued at
$5,286,120, or an average of about $2.50 per ton,- We may also
mention iu passing that the Province of Quebec pays $1,204,143
for 820,661 tons, or an average of §3.92} per ton, while Outario
pays only $3,727,842 for 17,471,822 fons, or at the average Tate of
$2.15 per ton.

Among other products of the mine are gold-bearing quartl,
dust, nuggets, &c., to the value of $810,352 exported to the United
States, of which $560,756 worth was from British Columbia, and
the remainder from Nova Scotia. Quebec exported 509 tons of
fine copper, at a value of $530,900; Ontario, 13,534 tons iron ore,
total value, 539,590 silver ore, 286 tous, value of $277,262. Qf
the total phosphates, 21,849 tons, Quebec shipped 14,638, value
$3145,602, to Great Britain  average value, $18.54 Our plumbago
appears to be but little used for export, the total value being
$1,025, from New Brunswick to the United Siates; in all, 2,314
cewts, Sand and gravel were sent across at the Niagara border to
the value of $32,352, or about 15 cents per ton. The entry fes is
likely to discourage future efforts in this direction, Stone and
marble unwrought wera shipped to ‘the United States to the
value of $04,886, at an average price of $1 per ton, chiefly from
Nova Scotia and New Brunswick.

Newfoundland buys from us to the value of $400,000, a large pro-
portion heing for horned cattle. '

Of agricultural produce, we send Great Brituin-the value of
$9,618,396, of which, however, $5,325,756 worth is not the pro-
duce of Canada. “The principal ilems are:—Apples, §520,754
(218,019 brls)); peas, $1,131,041; wheat (prodyce of Canada),
$1,244,767; wheat (not product of Canada), $5,770,489 ; flour (of
Canada), $1,008,139; not of Canads, $17,669, The United States
is our best market for agricultural produce, our total exports
thither heing of the value of $10,400,000 for the year under re-
view. The principal items were :—Apples, {284,252 (chiefly
from Onlario); flax, $80,000 (from Oaniario) ; barley, $6,468,317;
beans, $124,000; peas, $351,365; hay, $800,622; potatoes, $057-
570 (2,486,441 bhushels), of which Prince Edward Island contri-
buted 1,184,940 bushels, valued at $311,842, and Nova Scotia,
579,354, velued at $202,355. Qur only other important customer
for theae products is Newfoundland, who buys from us flour,
ounls, peas, apples, polatoes, hay, &e, to the value of over
§0600,000. Tor home manufactures our hest markets for the year
were Great Britain ($1,762,984), United States ($1,632,025), New-

§3,770,107, out of a total of $4,161,282. Besides this, we exported
gooda to the value of $455,671, not the produce of Canada,
$320,048 worth of these going to the United States. Our
total oxports of domestic cotlons amounted to $76,000 for the
fiscal year, of which $54,000 worth went from Nova Scotia to the
United States. The respectable shipments to the Orient had
not begun till some time Inter. The coltons sent to Great Britain
were of the value of $10,686, of which Nova Scotia contributed
$0,316,  Of the total of furs, $111,314, Quebec sent $405,233 to
Great Britain,

The markets abroad for our manulactures of iron and steel is
yot very limited. The total of stoves exported was 277, valued
at $3,746.  Of this value, Quebec represents $599 (to Great
Britain) ; Ontario, $508 (to the United States); Nova Scolia, $998
(to St. Pierre), and Ontario, $754 (lo Australia). Castings
(N, E, 8.) foot up $20,732. Machinery (not elsewhere specified),
fools up $110,451, of which $52,813 worth went from Quebec to
Great Britain, and $21,323 from Ontario to the United Staies.
We expor'ed 6,633 sewing machines, value $50,002, an average of
somewhat under $8 each., Of these Ontario sent 4,051, value
$20,590, Lo Groat Britain, an averago of only §5.08} eack. These
must bo the heads only of the machines. Our next bestcustomer
for sewing machines is British Africa, which bought 1,168 for
$9,285, from enterprising Ontario. Of the total of leather, $299,558,
Quebec exported $170,381 to Great Britain. In boots and shoes,
Newloundland is our largest buyer, taking about $40,000 out of a
total export of $66,000. Lime and cement, which may have
with almost equal justice be included under products of the
mino, we exported to the value $101,547, of which $91,840 worth
went from New Brunswick to the United States. Among the
exporis of musical instruments, Ontario shipped 2,318 organs to
Great Britain, valued at $170,642, or an average value of $73.73
onch.  Quebec exported 340 organs, au $55.22 each. Ontario also
oxported 108 organs to Japan, valued at $4,435, and 525 to
Australin, at & value of §39,606. The total of organs exported
was 3,508, at n value of $263,038. Of home made pianos, we ex-
ported 60, at a value of $17,000.

A gratifying foature of our axports is the pumber of ships ex-
ported. ‘The tolal was 35, of 14,479 tons, value $289,069. One of
these, built in Quebec, was of 1406 tons, and was exported o
Great Britain at a value $100,000. We exported of sosp the
value of $17,157; starch, $15,664; stone snd wronght marble,
$18,856 ; household furniture, $173,215 ; doors, sashes and blinds,
$64,164; tho total of manufnctures of wood being £$371,995,

o We had oxpected to find n greater proportion of woollens
among the exports from information derived concerning the de-
mand for “Halifux tweeds” in the United States. The total ex-
poris of woollons from Ontario to the United States is sot down
in the volume before us at $8,000. Of the total exports of
woollens for tho fiscai year (value $44,805), $18,814 worth were
taken by the United States, $15,476 by Newfoundlsnd, and
$4,274 by Great Britain. ' :
In our endenvor to afford our readers & comprohensive view

of our export trade, wo have somewhal exceeded the usual limit

! SENATOR DRUMMOND.

In moving the Senate address in reply to thbe speech from
the throne on Monday last, Hon, George A. Drummond, of this
city, vice-president of the Bank of Montreal, president of the
Board of Trade and of the Canada Sugar Refining Co., gave
promise of practical attention to the commercial wants of the
community in sentences, so terse, brief and replete with
matter, that we cannot do better than make a few bare extracts
for our readers.
Many of you may have shared my feelings in the discovery thata
life of active commercial engagements precludes the power of ex-
pression, that power of marshalling the thoughts in due order, which
go to the fulfillment of such a duty a8 has now devolved upon me.
I should most gladly have escaped it and have made myself a silent
student of the procedure and forms of this honorable House had it
not been that time-honored custom has placed it on the shoulders of
 junior member, . . . . ¢ . ’ . .
It i & subject of regret that the treaty negotiated with Washing.
ton for the settlement of the fishery disputes with the United States
was rejected by the Scnate of that country. It does net alleviate in
the lenrst our regret at the reopening of a troublesome question to
know that we reached in those negotiations the utmost of concession
short of abrolute surrender of our rights, rights bequeathed to us by
our fathers and the.heritage of our children, We must fully agres
that it is our bounden duty to maintain our rights prudeuntly, temper-
ately and yet firmly, and to trust to the good sense of our neighbors
to the south now that the exigencies of the party warfare have dim.
inished, to avoid any further embitterment of those disputes and
facilitate an honorable and fair settlement, . . ¢ *
The expediency of assimiluting the laws of the various provinces
in regard to Vills of exchange, cheques and promissory notes is too
obvious for argument. Many of the difficulties now existing are only
partislly known or understood, and uniformity may be sccured with
much advantage, Bills of laden are now such an important descrip-
tion of security, that any legislation tending to make them more
easily and uniformly available will be of the greatest value. 1 trust
that while on the subject it will be found possible to impose limita-
tion3 on terms of those documents themselves, and prevent the
possivility of bills of laden being us'd which practically exempt the
catriers from all linbilities of any kind. Probably no public work has
attracted greater attention than the great trunkvline on this contineat,
spanning the continent and connecting the Atlantic with the Pacific
ocean, Au & necessary consequenco it has opened up to us infinite
possibilitics in the way of extending our trade with China, Japan and
Australin, nnd I trust these efforts will be rewarded with success. A
great development of our trade with the West Indies and South
America i8, to my view, quite practicable without sacrifice, and in
this connectior let meo say that I know of no industry nor any interest
in this Dominion which will not hail with satisfaction such an ex-
tension on terms of mutual advantage. It is kuown, honorable
gontlemen, that Spain concluded some years ago a treaty with the
United States, which failed to pass the Senate, It is within my

knowledge that the Spanish West Indies are ripe for such a treaty

with this Dominion, and, in my opinion, now is the time to strike for
a measure 80 desirnble. We can probably obtain an enormous outlet

for our lumber, fish, conl und manufactures in return for the dutics

now exacted on the staple products of those regions, . d .

But no one who has followed the evidence taken by the Labor

commission can be altogether ignorant of the facts it has elicited, T

venture to state one fuct broadly—that during all the period of depres-
sion from which we are emerging, capital suffered, dividends disap-
pearcd, but wages did not sensibly, if at all, decline; the products of.

continue for an indefinite period, but that capital should bear the first
brunt of the storm and not Iabor, I accept as right, without grudging.
There never was a truer word sald than that capital and labor are like
the blades of a pair of scissors, the must efficient of tools combined,
but utterly useless apart.  * . . * ¢ * ¢

I trust I may be pardoned if [ juvite the attention of hon. gentle-

men to one or two facts of our national life—not widely known—
which speal volumes as to the progress of this great Dominion and
. which will, I trust, give confidence to those who believe in the future
_and aro proud of being in the ranks of her sons, I will take only a
few facts. In 1868 our imports of raw materials of all kinds wag only
'$5,365,000. In 1888 they had risen to the enormous value of $28,-
.361,347. But this is not all. The enormous increase in our imports
,of unmanufactured goods bears a significance not always borne in
~mind in referring to the Labor question: it means this, that every
.incrense in the quantily of raw materisls brought into the country,
.provides 50 much additional employment for the people. It is known
to most of us that large quantities of iron and other metals only
“partially manufactured, and which might, with accuracy, be classed
.8 taw ‘materinls, are not included in the total above indicated, and
~out of threo and a quarter millions of dollars included under that head.
I think it is just to say that the import of raw materials to be used in
‘our mills and factories now has to be stated as exceeding 31 millions
‘of dollars, [t speaks volumes for our national policy that nearly the
whole of this enormous advance has been since its adoption, the
figures Leing undor the official head only :—

to 33,600,000 pounds in 1888, Finally— ¢ ° ¢ * may I be per-
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mitted to réfer to the nostrums which are being persistently urged
upon us by our kind neighbors to the south, and a few impractical
men among ourselves, We believe—we believe ourselves to be doing
well—to be in good health—to be satisfied with our own condition
and to need no physician; but we have patent | anaceas, for ailments
from which we do not suffer, forced upon us—commercial union, un-
restricted reciprocity, ele, Now all these prescriptions are to my
mind founded on an incorrect diagnosis. Let me Btate this view in
the light of facts: In 1868, of our total exports, principally farming
products, 61 per cent, went to the United States, and 34 per cent. to
England, In 1887 the position was reversed; 35 per cent only went
to the United States, and 60 per cent. went direct to Great Britain.
'The process was a gradual one during the intervening years, but
slowly and surely it bas reached its present proportions as stated
above. Now, it is notorious that of the exportable products of the
Dominion, almost without exception, the United States is a producer
and exporter herself. She acted towards this Dominion as & middle-
man, intervening between the producer and the consumer. The true
consumer is Great Britnin, and the consequences of the abolition of
the reciprocity ;treaty with the United States, and of all the little
measures ofhostility which have cropped up of late years, has only
been to divert the trade so that the services of the middleman have
boen dispensed with, and with them the cost of his intervention.
Honorable gentlemen, I think that the only result of .the blasts which
have occasionally assailed us has been to impel us to draw more
closely around us the sheltering cloak of our pressnt benign coustitu-
tion. I express my conviction that,if true to ourselves, the future
of this great country is not in any sense doubtful.

OUR TEXTILE INDUSTRIES.

It is a noticeable fact that in spite of the feelings of mistrust
in the commercial world, created in some minds, by two
successive poor harvests, the inclement weather and slow pay-
mentg, that the woollen and cotton industries are on s fairly
satisfactory footing and seem to be Improviag their prospects.
Only a few years ago the demoralized condition of the market
for manufactured cotton was almost the sole weak spot in the
business interests of the country. Experience hasevidently been
a good teacher.

Passing over the subject of cotton sbipments to the East,
which has been already dealt with in these columns, we will
direct attention to the actual position of the mills and the mar-
ket for their product. OQur readers are not ignorant of - the fact
that there hag been a recent advance in several lines, the latest
affected being grain bags. The improvement in prices, speaking
generally, has been 5@10 per cent. Within the past month the
tone of the market has greatly improved, and we are fold on
good authority that the mills hold no large stocks in any line.
The advance is largely due to the position of the factories as re-
gards stocks, and to the fact that in many instances orders have
been received by them which will take months to complete. We
were ghown letiers which made it clear that on some goods
they have ordera which will keep them running up to the first
of July. Instead of being loaded up with all classes of cottons,
they have got no heavy stocks of anything, and on many goods
are working on actual orders. The principle adopted has been
to keep the machinery as close to the buyer as possible, and the
mill owners and agents anticipate no difliculty in keeping up
prices in the future, o
. Generally speaking, the advance in the price of greys and
colored has been 10 per cent. all round, The rise has not yet
been felt by the consumer, a8 a matter of course, but goods are
now being sold regularly for delivery at the improved prices, It
ig searcely necessary to say that prospects in all branches of the
trade are much brighter than at this season last year. To
enumerate, the wholesaler and the consumer, as we said before,
are much nearer the machinery, there are no stocks to speak of
in manufacturer's hands, the mills are sold ahead, and lastly,
much smaller stocks are in the hands of jobbers, Some-
thing has been said in the press about the revival of a combina-
tion to force up and sustain prices, but so far this talk has heen

more in the nature of a scare than anything else. There is no

doubt, that some of the manufacturers have been discussing the
matter, but the stronger tone of the market is due to the other
causes mentioned, Raw cotton at the moment is eagy, owing to
the larger receipts at Southern ports. The price has gone off
1-1G¢ within the past few days, and buyers hold the advantage.
Any falling off in the receipts would be the signal for an ad-
vance, a8 good middling and better grades are scarce this year.
The crop is reported to be & full average one, but there is a large
proportion of poor grades. .
Tweeds, woollens and underclothing have been gradually ad-
vancing in price since the first of December, and are up ahout 10
per cent. This'is due to the ‘ride in’the raw material and a
alightly improved demand. Of all wools, Cape is the scarcest;

and has advanced 13¢ per Ib, since the middle.of November.
There is scarcely any in the market, and the new clip will not be
‘available before June. 'The designs in tweeds for the coming-
season are more vigorous in style, with brighter shades and
larger patterns. Both woollen and cotton mills are extending
their usefulness by making a greater variety of goods, and with
due care and discernment there is no reason why they should
not continue on the road to prosperity. So far as"cotions are
concerned, the favor with which they have been received in
China gives rise to the anticipation that not only will our surplus
find a market there, but that Canadian manufacturers will pro-
duce special lines to meet the requirements of the trade of the
East. o

FOOD SUPPLIES AND . PRICES.

'The anticipations which were indulged in at the close of the
“harvest season regarding a possible shortage in breadstufls and
;other food supplies, in consequence of unfavorable weather, have
‘not yet borne fruit to any appreciable extent, and prices, instead
“of being excessive, re in many instances below those of former
years,

Dealing first with the position of wheat we find that the large

“decrease in the visible supply of this continent recorded each
‘week seems to have no offect on prices. This leads us at once
‘to the conclusion that the old conditions governing the trade
have passed away. The consuming countries of Europe are no’
longer dictated to by Chicago, the area of wheat growth has
‘been largely extended, and they draw their supplies from all
corners of the world. Operators and statisticians when they
attempt to calculate the “earth’s increase,” undertake & very
difficult task indeed, and in spite of all their figures and state-
ments wheat has dropped lower and lower. It has been above
the shipping poi t in the West, and in spite of the speculators
and their devions ways, the immense surplus back in the coun-
try will, in all probability, remain there if it is not offered to the
European buyer at mnch more reasonable prices than have been
hoped for. In this country, at least in the earlier settled por-
tions of Canads, there i8 a decided scarcity of wheat, but the
North-West will supply vhe deficiency, and the mills will import
American wheat for grinding in bond for export,

Reference has already been made in these columns to the
potato crop, which although injured by the rains in this Province
has been excessively large in other parts of Canada. Last year
United States and Ontario buyers required all the potatoes we
could spare, but now Ontario is shipping largely to this market.
Car lots lave been sold at 50c@bic per bag, against S5c@$L at -
this period in 1888 ; this includes some lots from Nova Scotis.
Eggs have also been low-priced this winter owing to the mild
weather experienced until quite recently. The American
market takes large supplies of fresh and limed eggs as a rule,
but this winter this was not the case, and it was difficult to
dispose of the surplus left ou hand. A shipment of fresh eggs
from the States was recently offered here at 19¢@20¢c, thus turn-
ing the tables on the Canadian hen. In New York they bave
ruled very low, selling at 15c¢@15ic for fresh, Egg shipments
from Canada have of late proved a heavy loss, but there is now
animprovementin the market owing to the col.. wave. '

Canned goods of all kinds are a cheaper article of food than
‘ever in consequence of enormous supplies in hand. Even thé
low prices fail to stimulate demand. Contracts for corn were
entered into éarlier in the season at $1.20, while recently a round
lot waa gold at 75¢, the jobbing price being 90c@95c. Heavy
reductions have also been made in the price of peas, ! eans,

tomatoes, meats and fruits, The market can only be described
as overloaded and stagnant. It is surprising that the excellent
varieties of canned goods now sold do not commeand more atten-
tion from the general public, and in connection with this we
might mention that the occasional reports of sickness from using
canned goods are mainly due to the folly of not emptying the
total contents of the tins as soon as opened. Sugar and tea are
staple articles, in which attempts to heighten prices have 80 far
failed, and which have maintained moderate values, Regaf@ing
both we might say that statistics have all been on the side of {he_
bulls, or believers in higher prices, but so far they hayve-not
carried their point. ) oD

In Canada the winter trade has been a quiet one, and in the
United States things have not been much better. Under these
circumstances, the demand being merely of a normal character
withilittle European enyuiry for American produce, it is searcely
gurprising that prices should not only tot be excessive, but even

-
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bo ‘below the record of recent years in some staple articles of
food. . :

QUEBEC FINANCES.

In view of the extraordinary sources of income and the re-
ported flourishing condivon of the Provincial inances in other
respects, the public nceounts of Quebec present more than usual
interest for the figeal year ended 80th June lust. The statement
on the face of it shows a surptus of $373 000, the ordinary re-
ceipts being represented at $3,738,228 and the ordinary expendl-
ture at $3,305,032.

The critics of the government are not pleased at such a re-
sult. They overlook the apparently honest and praiseworthy ef-
forts made by the administrulion tosettle long standing debts and
improve the cundition of our affairs financially. The question
resolves itself into one of book-keeping, and the public generally
will exhibit no feeling of discontent so long as they are satisfied
that while the true interests of the Province are served, strict
regard I8 had to cconomicsl management and expenditures.
let us take o glance at 1ho special sources of the income,
I8 the $100,000 received form Ontario on account of the partial
setllement of the Common School fund of the old Province of
Canada an ordinary receipt or not? The Government evidently
believes it is and treats it ag such, Opponents of the adminis-
tration cluim it to be an extraordinary receipt, which should be
placed to the credit of the capital.” Another large item is $558,-
493 collected under the obnexious commercial companies tax.
The ordinary revenue under this head would not exceed $150,
000 annually, the large wmount credited this year being the
arreurs due for several years past. This is another item which
has swelled the “ordinary ” revenue this year and helped to
turn what would have been a deficiency intn a surplus. How-
over satisfaclory the public accounts may be, it must therefore
not be forgotten that fully §500,000 represent items of revenus,
wliich cannot be caleulated upon in the future,

‘I'he chief expenditures on eapital account were $537,000 for
public works, $648,275 for railway subsidies, and $1 500,000 re-
payments of temporary loans.  The gross debt of the Province
at the closo of the fiscal your was $21,570,333, the bulk of it bear-
ing interest at 5 per cent.; $3,500,000 bears 4 per cent., and
$3,855,000 4} per eent. The sinking fund amounts to $9,994,000,
and the net dobt is $11,576,333.  Although it is not plainly ap-
parent in the necounts this year, it is beyond doubt that there is
o Jarge annuval delicit between ordinary receipts and ordinary
expenditure, which the increasing resources of the Province
should gradually reduceif the strife of politics is made secondary
to prudent, business-like principles and management. The pre-
sent govermmeni has {aken some pride in its financial record,
and it will best relain popularity and power by that strict super-
vision ovor income and expenditure, which may yet lift the
Provinco out of the slough into which it had fallen.

THE CORN EXCHANGE.

The annual meeting of tho Montrenl Corn Exchange, held last
woek, attracted the usual lurge attendunce of members. The Presi-
dent, Mr. Hugh McLeunan, in the course of his remarks, referred to
the alleged growing feeling that tue trade of Muntreal was rather on
the decline, founded on the figures of the Exchange reperts. Somo
mombers contended that the amalgwmation with the Board of Trade
was proving to bo ther s disndvantage, instead of which it was one
of ity clemenis of strenglh, as cach member was now enabled 1o ex-
tend business and make seles where formerly it was deemed im-
possiblo,  The completion of the cannl system had given a great
impetus to trade. The cost of ocean carringe from Montreal was about
u shilling, then the cost from the interior to the Atlantic was heavier
than tho rato ncross the ocean. e also referred to the change from
gail to stenm, which obvinted the long towage and placed Montreal on
an equal Lasis with New York as regarded the trade of the interior.
There was reagon to believe that the trade on the St. Lawrence occu-
pied a moro promising position than ever befure in the history of
commerco. This was very enconraging in view of {he Jarge incrense
that would cmanate from our own Northwest, for the trade bhad
changed to day from Luke Michigan and now centered on Lake
Superfor.  The Chairman also referred to the losses sustained by the
recent break in the Cornwall Canal, which happened at the very worst
geason of the year, affecting both ghipper and consignes. Ho was
happy to eay that our trade could exist notwithstanding these
hindrances.

It was of the utmost imporiance that we
should get as near the producer and consumer as possible in order to
avoid intervening commissions. Most dealers were willing to unload
a carload of grain' at a profit of one cent a busbel. Chicago and
Deluth dealers were in communication with people in this country,
and 80 were in fully a8 good a position to do business ag the dealers
here. He had never yet been able to buy grain or wheat in Chicago
or Deluth and sell itin Europe at a profit.  The sterling rate was
also sometimes against us.  MMr. McBean is also of the opinion that
Federation of the Empire is desirable, and concluded his rematks
with urging the Exchange not to become indifferent as to the busi-
ness of this port and the possibilities of the Dominion, but to forward
its interests by taking advantage of what our worthy Finance Minis-
ter, at Ottawa, terms # the mechanism of commerce.”

Mr, Magor referred to the remarks made by Mr. Van Horne at the
recent Board of Trade dinner, concerning railway terminals in
Montreal, endorsing all that had been eaid.  Grain could be stored in
Boston and New York for thiity days giving the shipper an oppor-
tunity of finding a market, while in Aontreal it had to be removed
within twenty-four hours. Comnsiderable discussion was also carried
on in respect to our harbor facilities, and the cuwmbering of the
wharves with railway supplies, &c.

Mr, Edgar Judge bore testimony to what had been done by the
C.P.R.in Toronto to facilitate the handling of grain. He hoped
thut the city and government would take up the suggestion of Mr.
van Horne in regard to necessary harbor and terminal improvements,
In 1eply to o question by Mr. Judge, the Cbairman 'snid, that as the
harbor commissioners were now relieved of the burden lately assumed
by the government, there would probably be some funds available for
carrying forward the work of harbor improvement. A very promis.
ing scheme had been proposed, and he knew that the Commissioners
fully realized the importance of moving in the matter without farther
loss of time. . e

Mr. Hadrill, secretary, read some extracts of Mr. Gould's report to

BANK CIRCULATION—A SUGGESTION,
To the Editor of the JOURNAL 0F COMMERCE ta—

Sir,—I have carcfully read the hort article
in your last issue bearing the above title, I
do not think the suggestion made by the
i Bank Manager  likely to bear fruit. None
of the present shareholders are likely to con-
sent to undertake such o responsibility as un-
limited lirbility for all the notes the bank
may put out, and if it were forced on them by
legislation, it would probably end in many of
the banks giving up their circulation alto-
gether.  Not that the unlimited liability for
bills that are the firat charge on the assets
would be a very onerous burden, but the un.
certainty and the mere name of it would repel
people. DBesides this, it is hard to see what
would be gained by so serious & change. The
assets of the banks und the double liability of
the shareholders, would in {he worst of cases,

provide at least three dollars of assets for
every dollar of circulation, and no one now
doubts its ultimate safety. If you could in-
vent some way of keepiog the billg of & broken
bank current until liquidated, you would
achieve something worth the doing.

Thero is unother point in the article I do
not understand. You say, apparently with
approval, that certain disudvantages will dis-
appear “after the government begins to issue
the §'a."  Tha general public knows nothing
of such a change, and I hope the Jourwyan is
not speaking from inside knowledge, But
apart from this your implied approval of this
chango appears to me quite inconsistent with
the earlier part of the same article. The
trouble about the notes of broken banks is not
(ns you suggest) among laborors and mechau-
ics, who have too few of them, or when they
do get them are seldom able to keep them
long cnough for the bank to fail. The trouble
i folt by storekeepers, and they would not
guin Ly the 5’ being issued by government.
So what would be the object of such a change ?
There isno defoence for it whatever, except
that the government is entitled to the benetit
of the circulation, and should enjoy it. 1f
you are prepared to reconsider your views and
defend this, well and good ; the banks can no
doubt fight out their own cauge. Butb if the
theory you have been preaching is sound, (as
I believe it is), that the bauk cireulation is too
valuable to the country to be trifled with, yon
should certainly not endorse, even by impli-
cation, a theory that would aripple it. Thero
is no objection to the whole of the present
bank circulation that would not exist quite as
strongly for half of it.

‘Tur stove-founders of the Maritime Pro-
vinces recontly held a three days’ session at
Amberst, N.S.,, when they discussed tho condi-
tion and prospects of the trade, The object
of the association is to obtain living prices
for their work,as many of the foundries
have been driven by close competition to work
at a loss.
