FATHER BURKE

HIS LATEST SERMON.

At Liverpool, on the 8th of September,

Father Burke delivered the following ser-
mor, taking his text from the eighth chapter

of St. Matthew : :

« and o certaln Scribe came andgald to Him @
Master, I will follow Thee whithersoever Thou
ahalt go. And Jesus sald to Him: The foxes
have hoies, and the birds of the dir nests. but
the dS?'n of Man hath not where to lay his
head.

He had, he said, chosen thess words for his

text, because he intended to remind them
that ho had come there to plead, and thatthey
had sreembled to listen to his pleading, in
order that they might one and all assist the
clergy attached to St. Joseph's Church, so a8
to give them the means to lessen somewhst
the enormons ptesaure of debt which was on
them, to free them from the constant anxiety
which this debt mnaturally and necessarily
prought with it, and to enable our Divine
Lord to dwell upon an altar and in a house
which He taight call His own. And when
the Son of God spoke the words quoted, it
was the only time He ever condescended to
complain of the treatment which He received
from men. Many were the outfages and in-
juries that were put upon Him. All of them
He bore with silence, like God as He was;
but this one thing did He complain of—that
men refused Him a dwelling-place among
them—refused to build Him a house.

CHRIST HAD KOT WHERE TO LAY HIS HEAD.

The Scribe came and said, ¢ Master, whither-
soover Thou goeat I will follow Thee,” and
he acted wisely, but the son of God wanted to
let him know at once what awalted him.
«Spe how they treated me,” He said ; # the
very foxes have their holes, and the birds
have their nests, Ialone have no place where-
on to lay My hoad.”

How true this was? His Virgin Mother
went from house to house on a dreary
Christmas Eve as the midanight honr was ap-
proaching ; and she the Mother of God, bear-
ing God in her bosom, sought in vain for one
who would show her hoapitality and give her
a place whereon to lay her head. And when
the Saviour cameinto the world, He was cold
in the wretched stable in which His Mother
brought Him forth. During His public life
no man labored as He did. He preached the
livelong day; He recalled the dead tolifo; He
opened the eyes of the blind; ~ He made- the
paralyzed and the lame and the crippled to
walk, And when the day's toil was over, no
housein Jerusalem would receive Him. He had
to go out of the city evening after evening, to
seek a place whoreon to lay His head. When
te died on the Cross, naked, bleeding and
heart-broken, and gave forth His great soul
to God, and In thatgiving forth redeemed the
world, it was still true of Him that He had
no place whereon to 1ay His head. And when
the Virgin Mother held His dead body In her
hands, she had to disturb her owa sorrow and
turn round to see if there was any one whn
would let her Divine Son rest in his grave, for
He had no grave of His own. For all this
the Son ot God was indiguant and of all this
He complained. And why did He complain
of this only of all His sufferings ? Because
Giod loved dearly His own dwelling place.

CHRIST'S LOVE FOR THE HOUSE OF GOD.

Next to the love that He had for Himself
and for His own aderable Name, was God's
love for the beauty and decorum of the house
which the hands of men built for Him, and
the loveliness of the aliar on which He vouch-
safed to dwell.

Secondly, Christ complained because He
well knew there was but one man necessary
unto this world, and this man was Himself—
Jesus Christ ; that there was but one house
neceesary in this world, and that this was the
house in which He would dwell. . There was
no other name under heaven by which man
could be saved but His saving name. Whither
could they go to receive strength to bear their
sorrows, if He were not awaiting them in His
house and on His altar. Whither could they
go to sanctify their joy,if He had not His arm
outstretched to bless that joy, whichin ite ex-
cess might become. sin? Whither should
they go to weep over the recollection of thelr
country and of those who were near and de¢ar
to them, but who had been suddenly taken
away, leaving a blank .in their aching hearts,
if they bad not Jesus the Consoler ncar them
to bear their sorrows aud to Jighten the bur-
den of their grief? If He had not come all
generations of men would have been lost, and
lost forever. If He had not como, what
weuld saint or sinner do without Him ? What
would Magdalen have done on that evening
when the grace ‘of God ficst smote her and
brokeher heart, if she knew that the Lord was
notin the house of Simon the Leper, and could
not go to that house and find him? What
weould the widow of Naim bave done whaa her
very heart wus shed forth in tears on the death
of her only child if He were not present, had
not said, “ Woman, weep nc more,” and had
1ot raised her son from the dead and given
him to bis mother? - ' .

Be knew, therefore, how necessary His pre-
sence was, and He marvelled at the blindness
and incredulity of men who would net afford

Hima place to lay Hishead, . How dearly He

loved the beauty of His house they gatherrd

first ot all from the first temple the Lord

God. created for Himself in the world when
He came to dwell amongst mén. How noble,
how grand He made it! He was Himself the
architect thab coubelved and the bulldor that
erected that stately and gloxlous temple, the
very threshold of which was more precious
than all the palaces  and tabernacles; of Juda
—the immaculate .beart of the surpassingly
boly Virgin mother who cunceiyed Him.” By

ber side the archangels of God in heaven wei e
cbliged to veil their feces, for they were not
without stain. But Mary was the one human
being who was without stain—¢« Thon art all
tair, my beloved, and there is no spot or stain
in thee.” And why was she thus stainless ?
because God created her in order that she
might be the living temple in which His glory
would vouchsafe to dweil.

THE CHURCH'S zZEAL FOR TEE HOUSE OF GOD.

And as God loved the beauty of His own
house, and as, on the other hand, He grieved
and complained that man refused to build a
house for Him or to give Him a place wherson
to lay His head, 8o the holy Church of God,
that Church for which He shed His blocd on
the cross, that Church which he endowed with
unfailing faith, infallible truth and stainless
morality, that Church, catching up the spirit
of Jesus Christ, because she was His Spouse,
bad ever been zealous and burning with zeal
for the honor and the glory, and the majesty
of the house of God. The Catholic Church
in all its ages and amongst all nations had
always set herself to work, first of all, to take
thereproach outof her Divine Spouse,to remove
that opprobrium, to take away that shock,
tbat scandal that hereceived,so that He might
no/longer be able to say, I, the Son of Man,
have no place whereon to lay My head.” The
Catholic Church inallitsages and at all times,
burning with zeal, set to work, in every laud,
to multiply the temples and houses of her
God, and to multiply her altars, in order that
the Lord might dwell in the midst of her
people. And in proportion as any people were
gathered into the very heart of the Church of |
God, in proportionas tbe Church’s Divine faith
eutered into their blood and the very marrow
of their bones, in proportion as they were ani-
mated and penetrated with the Church’s divine
spirit, in the same proportion would that
people, that race, that nation, that individual,
be zealous for the honor and the glory of the
house of Ged. David was a man -after God’s
own heart—a man of whom the Eternal Father
said, = I have chosen him, David, my servant,
a man according to My own heart.” How did
David prove that he was a man after God’s
own heart? It was shown by his own words.
“ Lord,” he 8aid, «I have loved the beauty of
Thy house, and the place where Thy glory
dwelleth.” Elsewhcre he said, “ How lovely
are Thy tabernacles, O Lord God of hosts| My
goul hath longed and fainted away for the
courte of my God.” Again elsewhere hos said,
«wIfI forget thee, O Jerusalem, let my right
hand forget its cnaning ; let my tongue cleave
to my mouth if I make thee not the beginning
of my juy "—and why—¢becanse of the house
of the Lord my God that is in thee.” There.
fore was he a man after God’s own heart, and
hence, when dyiog in Jerusalem, he wapt be-
cause the Lord God said to him, « Thouast &
man of blood, and I will not allow thee to
build me a house."

TIIE HISTORY OF THE CATHOLIC CHURCH TRACED IN
HER CHURCHES.

Passing from the evidences supplied by
David to those of that time of grace when al!
the shadows of the first dispensation were
changed Into the substantial glories of the
second, when the temple was to be zo longer
merely a house of prayer buta bouse of the
Divine Presence, & fountain of eternal welling
forth unto the cleansiog of the temple, we
found that as soon a3 the days of that fulfil-
ment came, nation after nation bowed down
unto the words and preuching of the Chirch,
and took to themselves for their glory the
shame of the cross ; and that each nation, in
precise proportion to the strength of its fuith
and the ardor of its love, made itself famous
for the zeal and the energy with which the
temples of the living God were erected
throughout the land. Hence the history of
the Catholic Uhurch, wherever she had ex-
isted once and existed no longer, wasto be
traced in her churches. Far away on the
slopes of the southern Andes, whero those
mighty mouctaios of SBouth Amoarica incline
to theshores of the Pacific, where the lndian
had become a savage once again, whero the
cross was no lenger seen, and the voice of the
preacher no longer hearg, where once Spamsh
missionaiies made the air resonaut with the
glories of Jusus and Mary. theugh the know-
ledge and infiuence of Christiunity had de-
parted, the churches in their ruins testified
that the Catholic Church of Christ had once
been there. The churches in every valley
and on every hill top testified that there was
once a natlon, civilized in the highest form of
clvilization, and tull of faith and hops, and
love, that dwelt on the rugged slopes of that
Iand.

While Columba was studying in the
monastery of Clonard an old Christian bard
named Germain arrived. The sant had a
passionate love of poetry, and hence became
a treasured companion of Germain. One
day while the two friends were scated under
the trees at a distance from the monastery in-
terpreting some ancient ballad of their coun-
try, & young girl appeared in the cistance
pursued by a robber. The old bard rushed
toward the mdvancing fugitive to save her,
but the wretch who pursued her struck her
dead at Germain's feet,and then, with a laugh
ot triumph, turned and fled towards the
torest. Germain, shocked and horrified,
cried to Columba: ¢ How long will God
leave unpunished this ctime, which dishonors
us?’ «For this moment only,” replied Co-
lumba, “ no longer; at this very hour, when
the soul of this innocent creature ascends to
heaven, the soul of the murderer shail godown
to hell!” At the instant, like Avanias at the
words of Peter, the assassin fell dead.

The circumstance which led to Columba's
exile from his beloved Ireland, which, saint
though he wasg, ho never ceased to bewail in

even at this day, are altogether extraordinary,
and out of harmeny with his whole lite.
Hitherto he had been rather a wandering bard
aud book-worm, attracted from wonastery to
moanstery by rare books, national annals and
poetry, than an nctive monk, Butall was
to be changed now, and this is how it came
about:— '
While visiting his old master, the Abbot
Finian, Columba secretly copied the ablot's
psalter, sitting up all nightin the church
where the psalter was kept. A certain curious
person, observing alightin the chapel, looked
through the keyhole aud saw the visitor at
his work, a light from his left hand falling
upon bis claudestine pages. Now, as this
curious spy told the abbot what he had dis-
covered, I may hers relate how he was paid
for acting the informer. 1% appeurs, then,
that Abbot Finian tolerated the presence of
cranes in his abbatial church. The informer
clapped his eye to the keyhole to take a
further survey of the situation, when behold !
a convenient crane darted his long beak
through the keyhols and plucked out the
curwous man’s eye, which, I taink, was a very
proper bit ot retrlbution.

The king,
though & consin of Columba, dectdud against
him with the pithy remark : # The calf to the
cow,” which, in this case, I am free to observe,
was without parity or sophistical. It is an
upjust sentence!” exclaimed Columba, © and I
have will revenge!” Shortly afterwards,a yonony
prince, who had someho & incurred the wruth
of the king, flud tor protection to Columba,
pbut the monarch’s satellites dragged him
from Columba’s arms and put him to death.
« I will appeal tony kindred I” cried Columba,
ttha immunities of the church have bern
violsted 'in my personl” He passed safely
north, alibough the ronds wore covered with
-armed . pursuers, and presently excited

the moaarch, A great battle was fought at
7ul-Drichmne or Coal-Druney, on the
borders of Ulster and . Connsught. The
Ard-Right Dermott was completaly defeated
and fled with a fow followers to Tara. ‘L'he
disputed psalter, consisted of firty-eight
sheets of parchment, aud, enclosed in a
precious casket, became aftorwards the banner
or labarumn of the Nlulls, aad was called the
pualter of dattle.

replied Columba, humbly and sadly. .

But, I must not dwell too long on these de-
tails, however fascinating. It is sufficient
to say that Columba left his native land, and
-headed his lonely carrach for the storm-buaten,
iron-bound coast of Culedonia. Under the
shadow of Mull's Mouuatains there stretched
almost level with the waters, an island, three
miles long by two broad. It was called Iona
and afterwards Colmkille, or the island of the
Dore of the churches. Wonderful the power
of sanctity ! That little isle, hidden upon a
barbarous coast, and hardly noticed from the
main shore halt a mile distant, became so re-
nowned that eeventy kings and priucos were
-buried there, and its fame filledj up all
christendom. Since John enwrapped Fatmos
with the glory of Hoaven, no island hns seen
the glory of Iona.

Columbia found near the coast a King of
the Scots, (that is the Irish colony) named
-Conal, who was a kinsman ot his own. This
ruler received the saint kindly, and readily
allowed him to occupy Iona. There Columbia
built his monastry, trained his monks in holi-
ness and the missionary spirit, and was soon
enabled to send the glad tidings of the gospel
far away through sterile isles and dark
northern seas, whose foam ran fiercely upon
hidden shoals and dreadful reefs, even to the
ice-tound coasts of Iceland. The intrepid
heralds of God in their cierrie«, or osier-twisted
hide covered buats, raised the crogs at their
prows, and dared not only the tempestnous
eddies of the northern isles, but fearlessly
passed the limit of storms and sailed far upon
those seas where the life seems dead in the
grasp of frigid death.

What a day of benediction it was my friends,
when Columbia full of conficence in God, with
legitimate mission from the successor of
Peter at Rome, his crucifix in one hand and
staff in the other, the materials for the holy
sacrifice ot the mass carcied by his disciples,
the scrolls of the holy gospels among them,
led the way over the Grampians by paths
never trodden beforé by Christian foot! The
saint’s personal appearance as St. Adanman,
his biographer and successor ia the monastry
of Iona, informs us was very noble. He was
at this time absent forty-four years old, ¢all,
spare, of an exceedingly handsome counten-
ance, digrified and kingly, &3 became his
royal race, with the beauty of holiness beam-
ing from his large grey eyes, and a certain
firmness united with sweetness upon his lips.
His voice was 8o loud, sonorous, yet meledious,
50 exquisitely modulated and sympathetic,
that Adamnan does not hesitate to place it
among the greatest gifts Almighty God had
bestowed upon him.

It is beginning to be realized in the
North, where the idea gains ground that the
Southern apitation threatens to become a
Separatist movement. Colonel Waring made
a speech at Lurgan this week, saying:

Another plece of news is
that the Syndicate that took up Mr. Chapleau’s
Provincial loan of $4,000,000 at 98 has placed
it upon the market at that figure as a four
and a balf per cent stock, thus pocketing for
themselves 10 per cent of the interest for
thirty years, besidee their other gains. Itis
believed the Syndicate wiil clear two million
dollars upon this loan. It seems that Paris
capitalists were very eager:to have a large
share of the Pacific Rallway Syndicate, but
took the advice of those who would rather
see them invest their francs in Province of
Quebec loans. The reason given by their
advirars for such & course was that they wanted
thelr friends to inveat only in the best and

most profitable loans, believiag that Quebec

The ancient
feuds of the Pict and Scot, the Altay, asnd
Attacotti, the Briton and Meatre, were for-
gotton. The labor of Columbia was success.’
ful; like the work of ell the great Irish
apostles, it remained. Thelowlands, with its
cities, forget their faith, and denied their God,
but, the land blessed by the apostles of
Columbia,—the gallant highlandeis,—held to
the faith, through centuries of trial, and choze
the sad alternative of exile, rather than botray
the religion and the altar which St. Columbia
defended and illustrated. :

§COTLAND'S MOST GLORIOUS ERA.

Will any man dare assert in the face of truth
and honest history, that Scotland, since the so-
called reformation, ean be favorably compared
with the Scotland of pre-Oalvinisttimes? L un-
hesitatingly proclaim, that, in material pros-
perity, reel enlightenment, and in national
liberty and honor, Protestant is immeasurably
below Cutholic Scotland, I do not mention
religion, for the simple reason that Protes-
tantism cau pever furnish us with any teim
of comparsson in such a matter.

Some will say :—“ Why, if you want ma-
terial progperity, look at Scotland’s manufac-
tures! Look at her big cities! Her ship-
building !” Surely, youn will not compare mo-
dern with medieval Scotland as far as material
advancement is concerned!” Yes, I repeat:
Scotland was more prosperous in Catholic
times than she is to-day. That she has more
wealth now, I do not deny. But are théag-
gertions “a wealthy countryp2-and ¢«a pros-
perous country,” the same? Not according
tothe meaning I attach to theterms. Wealth
and material prosperity are not similar terms.’
What makes the difference? The distribu-
tion of.wealth. , England is wealthy but ths
Eng.ish people are not. A few greal centres,
a handful of individuals, a small minority of
a privileged class or, rather, caste, poasess ali.
But the people? Are they materially pros-
perons? He speaks a falsehood before the
light of facts who says so. A political econo-
mist of the United States describes the pre-
gsent situation of England, Scotland, &c., ex-
actly, when he says :—tThe rich are getting
xicher, and and the poor poorer.” :

Now, Catholic Scotland was prosperous ac-
co1ding to the proper signification of the term.
No immense fortunes, but every man had the
means of gainiog -a livelihood. Ever man
had a chance. So, all were comfortable and
prosperous. Some one may hint at fewer In-
habitants. But, right principles are absolute ;\
they are not modified by numbers or time. A
sophism is never an objection, only an insult
to truth. :ButIshall let an authority speak
on this subject that cannot be easily rejected.
The Edinburgh Review, for 1867, peaks:as fol-
lows about the condition of Scotland:in the
thirteentb century :— S .

« Tradition pointsto the days of the Alexan-
ders as ntime of great well-being. Therahad
‘been peace with England more thana hin-
dred-yesrs—a blessing never. again enjoyed
until the Union. ~ The burgs bad risen into

" afftuence and importance, eminent over the

‘On the whole, all the fgcts. . which caun. be as-
.certained lead us to the conclusion that Scot-

ai the close of theé thirteenth’ century.:

We may be pretty sure that the ablest Pro-
testant review of the the oentury, wedded as
it has been to the principles which wrenched
_Scotland violently from her holiest and
noblest traditions, would have liked to have
been able to point the finger:of scorn at the
condition of Scotland in Catholic times in
order to strengthen the argument in fuvor of
the necessity of the pseudo-Reformation. It
was not love of justice that moved the
Fdinburgh ' Reviewsr” to pen the foregoing
line; it was -the irresistible authority ct
facts. As the time kas gone by when Pro-
testant iistorians may distort whole centuries
with impunity, we need npof thank the
Edinburgh Review for saying what it was com-
pelled to say. And, tha weight of its testimony
i8 conclusive, inasmuch ag it is from the
mouth of a bitter enemy of Catholic ages and
the church which created them.

Lot me furnish some. further authority on
this subject, and, mind you, it is Protestant
anthority. .

Tytler says:—«Oats, wheat,” barley, peis
and beans wers all raised in abundance. In
the innumerable mills that are mentioned in
the cartularies (monastic lists or schedules)
grest quantities of oats and -wheat were
ground., Wheaten bread was principally used at
table. In addition to these ciops, extensive
districts of rich, natural meadows, withsthe
green sward which clothes the forest glades
and furnished grass which was made into hay,
the fields, the mountains and the forests were
amply stacked with corn, sheep and large
herds of swine. Even the poorest possessed
the right of -commons pastars. * * °
Immense numbers ot horses alea contributed
to the wealth of the country. Poulfry must
have been exceedingly plentiful, fir the price
of a hen was one half penoy, cheese was
manufactared very extensively. * * * In
the reign of David the first, we are told the
Frith of Forth was frequently covered with
boats, manned Ly English, Scotch and
Belgian fisherman, "attracted by the great
abundance of fish. In this, as in all other.
branches of national wealth, THE Moxgs were the
great improvers, and, by their gkill and enter-
prise, taught the great barons and landed
proprietors, their vassals and servants and the
peopie, how much wealth and comfort might
be extracted {rom the seas, the lakes and the
rivers of their country.”

« Ali the necessaries, and many of the
laxuries, of life were cheap and abundant.
The poorest of workingmen had plenty of
bread, beet, pork, mutton, veal, poultry, fish,
egps, cheess when the Catholic Church ruled
in Scotland. The Protestant spectre, Pauper-
ism, was unknown, and the very poorest aund
and most disabled were carefully attended. to
and their wants supplied at the convents and
monasteries.

Hullam says :—* After every allowance that
cau be made, I ind it difficult to resist the
conclusion that the laboring man is much in-
ferior in the ability to support his family now
than his ancestors were four centuries ago.”

Chalmers says of those times:—¢ The

eople were well fed, and the lower classes
bad & much larger supply of animal food thau
they partake of at present; cattle, swine and
poultry were raised by them in great abun-
dance, and were all consumed at home, along
with plenty of bread, cheese and beer.”

«w It must be evident,” says Tytler, # that
ic those times the laboring classes lived com-
fortably.”

And it was from thie deplorable state of
things that John Knox rescued the Scottish
people, and very effactunlly rescued them, as
stattistice of the present day amply testify.
The Scotch farm laborer or cottier is at this
moment a slave, and, what is worse, a starving
slave., When the I’rincess Louise entered
the Argyle family a pamphlet was written by
an author, whose name I canunt now recall,
which appealed to herto do something for
the miserabie tenants of the Argyle estates.
The description of the hapless condition
was appalling, and .wis written with
all the warmth ot- indignani- truth. No
doubt his grace answered that appeal with o
third-rate disquisition on Primeval Man or
some other practical remedy of a like nature.
Though Whig of the Whigs for centaries, your
titled greatness is al ways conservative of the
pocket { Their ancestors appropriated the
monks' property, but not the mo:.ks’ charity,
and the ¥ rascailie mob” of Knox who cheered
them on, are finding it out to their cost ever
since.

But, I have said enough, mny friends, touch-
ing this point of material well-being. The
Scowch people had plenty to eat in the old
Cathbolic times and sufficient ralment. And,
thus being well fed and well clad, they were
naturally prepared to lend an attentive car to
the instructions of their benefrctors, the
Monks, Even kings and legislators had a
respectful hesring, not by reason of any ex-
traordinury attraction in kings and legislators,
generally speaking, but because of the Church.
‘The happies of all eras in history were those
in which we find plenty of mouks, respectsd
and worthy of respect, and bishops, states-
men. @ epeak not mow of your Wolseys.
Richelivus, and Mazaring. ' I speak not of
men whose brilliant services to mankind
stand side by side with colossal vices. I
cancot forget Wolsey and the Divorce ; Riche-
Iieu and his ally Gustavus of Linden ; Mazarin
and his alleged avarice. I do not réfor—
Hoaven forbid |—to such courtier bishdps as
feared to speak the tiuth to the base Bourbons
on their bacchanalian march to '93; to noaw
such as those do I refer. But, I recall from
tho sacred silence of their honored tombs men
liks X:menes, 8t. Thomas.a-Bgcket, 8t. Duas-
tan, St Columba, St. Peter Diamien, Beginald
Pole, Rinucini, St. Lawrende .0’ Tuatbal, and
such Scotchmen a3 the bishops and chancel-
lors t'rager, Lamberton, Elphiastone, whose
immortal services to mankind will only be
kpnown when the Son of Man shall appear
with His Cross in the heavens, which stretches
its blue vell over theerring millloas of Adam's
race. :

~ An evicted furmer named Walsh was on the
218t September reivstated in his farm, at Lis.
-sanno, Ennis, by a crowd of several "hundred
persons. He was threatened with death should
he again leave.

The Sarsfield Memorial Committee met on
Beptember 19th in Limerick and autborized
Mr. Ambrose Hall to proceed to London and
obtain professional - assistance with the object
ot inspecting the .cast of the pedestrian
statue, which is now ready to be sent to the
foundry. )

Three hundred men assembled on Wednes-
day at the farm of a man named Martin
Walsh, residing near Liscanor, County Clare,
to reinstate him in his farm, from which he
.he had recently been evicted. They set to
work, and put the roof on his house, it
having been leit roofless by the landlord.
Walsh was reinstated amid great rejoicing.
g.'he police wore present, but did not inter-
ere.

M. de Molinari, a correspondent of the
Journal des Debats, whio hag been visiting Ire-
-land, givesin that paper his impressions of
Cork. HRu praises Cork city, but deems it an
irony of chance that 50 many public houses
should degrade .the neighborthood of the
statue of Father Matthew. M. de Molinari
more than insinuates that [reland sadly wants
at present another Apostie-of Temperance.
Cork is the Marseilles of Ireland, but
ber politics do not seem to’spoil her plea-
sures.

The registar of Kilshannig, Mallow, reports
the death of Corneliug McC—— at 111 yeoars
of age, and says the age is well anthenticated,
it being well known in the tamily that he was
born in the year in which his futher took a
lease of a farm, and tha% wagin 1763. The
people in the neighborhood, some of them
nearly 90, never knew Cornelius except as o
grown-up man, A fortnight before his death
he walked to his brother's house, a distance of
fourteen or fiftecn miles, and a few days after-
wards he walked ten miles more to see an-
other relative.

A Land League demonstration was held in
Loughren on 20th September to celebrate the
discomfiture of a furmer named Murty Hynes,
who had had the temerity to occupy a farm
on Lord Dunrandle’s estrte from which a
previous tenant bad been evicted, and who
had consequently been made the object of a
visitation, and had consented to give up the
farm, Murty attended the mecting and read
a paper expressing a public apology for having
acted in igzorance of the rules of the Land
League, and submitted to forfeit £18 which he
had paid for the hay.

Intelligence has reached town on Eeptember
220d of the burning of about fitty t. ns of hay
near Kildorrey, the property of Mr. Daniel
Quirk, of Castletown, which is Suspected to
be the work of an incendiary. Reports cur—
rout in reference to the deplorable affair are to
the effect that the owner recently purchased
the furm of an evicted relaiive of the same
name. Possession was taken by the Intter
soon after, and it appears the Sheriff and a
posse of constabulary had to come aud re.
establishk the wealthier Quirk in the farm.
Later on Mr. Quane, an auctioneer, failed to
diepose of the meadowling thereon for want of
bidders, and subsequently the produce was
drawn home and made up on the old farm
sbove named.— Cork Herald,

A determined attempt to hold the harvest
was, made on Sunday, 19th September, at
Bullinvoher, n village about two miles from
Swinford. The oats of an eyicted tenant
named Foy were cut and put iuto the haggard
by the landlord. Mms. Foy, whose husband
is in England, accompanied by abouta score
of her friends. male aund female, proceeded to
retake the oats, when a most exciting scene
occurred. 'Tlhe landlord and three of hissons,
having amoung them three guns and a revolver,

resisted the nttack. For some minutesa fight,

ic which stones were freely used on both sides,

ensued, with various results. A car contain-

ifug soms po’ice, returning from the Louisburg

land meeting, however came in sight, and the

.ttacking party sounded & retreat. The land-

lord bas obtained the protection of the con-

s‘abulary.

.. ' . BROW'TO!GET:WELL, -
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THE INAUGURAL ADDRESS OF -THE
PRESIDENT. :

The usual annual meeting of the above Club
was held on Wedunesday last, the Gth of-QOc-
tober, at-which several changes were made in
the executive. The following adcress was de-
livered by the President, F. A, Quinn, advo-
cate :—

Rev. Father Moderator and Gentlenien. :

It is, I am sure, an occasion of satisfaction
{0 us all to meet ugain after our sammer va-
cadon. We are united in a great and holy
work, that of mutual improvement, the study
of science and religion, and the acquisition of
all the knowledge which can le grouped un-
der these comprebensive headings. To find
ourselves again assembled within these walls,
in order to continue the werk so auspiciously
begnn last year, should be to'us not only a
source of satisfaction but a reminder that our
object is not plensure but study. In the
course, of this, my inaugural address, I inténd
to indicate as briefly as possible, and under
their scientific names, with short definitiona
and brief explanations, some of the principal
sciences which wmay be the subjoct of our
meditations. After this review you will agree
with me in saying that we have a vast horizon
to explore, and whercver we will direct our
eyes we will bave ample matter for contem-
plation end stady,

In looking ovur the list of our members we
find still the same names, and wegre rejoiced
to think that they with whom we inaugurated
this work will continne it with wus, striving
after knowledge, the knowledgo of the good
and the beautiful. One name alone will weo
miss—fortunately it is replaced by that of an-
other whom we are confident we will respect
and love as we did his predec,ssor.

The Revd. Father Ilyan has been removed
fromn our midst to another sphere of dnty.
The soldier; enrglled in the ranks of the
grand army which 8t. Tgastius founded,
knows not what the morrow may bring forth ;
kis orders may call him from the midst of
the brightest civilization to that of the dark-
est barbarism; for between the two there is
no choice for him; he follows the Cross; his
mission is to introduce civilization into bar~
barism, and t0 remove, by e¢ducation and ex-
amyle, from clvilizatlon itself any remnants
of barbarism which, like sin, cannot be crushed
out, but ever crops up. Scienco and religion
are his great weapons, the Cross his standard,
the truth bis aim-—that truth which makes
wmen free. 1lis home is the slation to which
his superiors may direct Lim; and if a false
Republic, making mockery of Liberty, exiles
him from one land he finds in another a con-
wenial homne, for in every land there is work
to be gone, his Master's work, andfjwhere his
Master calls him, there is his homae.

Our first Moderator, the Rev. F. Ryan, has
henrd the call and abeyed ; may God's bless-
inga follow him, as suzely they will; our re-
spect and gratitude wiil accompany him
wherever he may go; and we trust that he
too will remember us. Our regrets are tem-
pered with the thought that he leaves hohind
him a successor animated by the same zeal
as was his; pleasure and hope follow
in the footprints of sorrow.  With the
men of the old French monarchy we can say
Le Roy est mort ! Viee le Bod! We will con.
tinue, kind Father Doherty, under your eyes
and guiding hand, the work which we havo
attempted under your predecessor.

Our objet is culture, not ihe false culture
of the n:neteenth century, which has become
with many almost a religion, or rather their
ouly raligion; for culture injthe moderu sense
iy knowledge, and power, and virtuo ; it isan
end and not a means to higher and greater
things. Culture, in the opinion of modern
scientists, is all that is required to make man
virtuous and huppy. How far they are mis-
taken, we will easily perceivo if we leok into
the biograpby of the most cultured men of
almost every age, for among them we find the
very worst examples of vice, rapacity, dis-
honesty and selfishness. Bacon was, perhaps,
the founder of modern culture, for his system
of philosophy nn ig their greatest
shibboleth, and yet e could find no other
words truthfuily to describe him, than by
suying that he was the wisest, brightest, and
meanest of mankind.

The culture we seek is that calture which
the Rev. Father Ryan, in hir thoughtful and
magnificent lecture given here last spring,
has s0 well defined as the ¢ Development of
theintellgctual and moral faculties, according
to well-regulated reasom, for the purpose of
enabling man to do well his part in the con-
stant fight on carth between good and evil.”
In this field are comprised all the sexvices
which men boast of so much in our day, all
the knowledge and power which they glorify
8o constantly, and much more,

TFor with that culture we learn how to per-
form well our parts ag membere of society,
as intelligences to whom Nuture ever presents
an open book for their study, as moral beings,
responsible to a higher power, and as des-
tined to greater knowledge than the perish-
able wisdom of this earth, to greater pleasure
than the fleeting pleasures .of the flesh, to
greater glory than the vagne renown of his-
tory, and to more lasting happiness than
the inconstamt and . uncertain joys
of this mortal existence. Modern cullireis
of this earth, earthy ; true culture has its aim
and being and reward in immortality.

To cultivate our intellectnal faculties, to
stimulate our moral faculties, by example and
study, we have before us the whole history of
mankind, the birth and struggles of peoples,
their triumphs and defeats, their laws and
their customs, their trade and their commerce.
We will learn to see in all history, in every
age and every country, one mighty struggle
for liberty on the part ot the multitude and
one constant effort on the parte of the fear
to restrain tbat spirit; this struggle was old
thousands of years ago and it still goes on.
Truth and error, vice and virtue bave ever
contended and ever will - contend—if we rise,
above names and places, details and dates,
one will ses that the history of every people
is that of its neighbor, that the same lines
will draw out the leading facts, that the rame
few colors and the same few touches of the

snd 1o . more] cruel - than mneedless
and no moro needless than  the
wars which have desolated contemporary
countries. I'rom the pages of history, we will
learn how hollow is‘ the fond hope,
how wvain the bellef of the perfeetibility of
man and mankiod. . As man wasat the bitth
of things so be is to-day—weak and sinful, a
creature of passion, ercat aud grand only

they are of all the sciences the most exalted
and the most beautiful. . Desigued not for
time merely, but for: eternity, thev deserve
‘and have received atthe hand of g-nuis in all
times, the most carefnl consideration ; and of
all sciences of ethics and theology are those
which have attracted the greatest nnmber of
g:u:ds, and the mest intense study on their
rt.
And now, gentlemen, I have sketched with
rapid pen, some of the many subjects’ upon
which our intelligences can exert themselves ;
we cannot hope to touch upon them all, but,

v\;lﬁgn he conquers passion and conquers him-
salf. : :

The earth opens up her bosom to our en-
quiring eyes ; gealogy and minerology now
lead us back to pre-historic times, tell us
when and where and how were formed the
minerals, the rocks and the elays upou which
we tread. Botany will display to our ad-
miration the laws of the growth of the trees,
the. grasses, the flowers and fruits which,
whilo they give food to our bodies, fuil not to
give delectation to all our genses. Zoology
wxll.lead on Defore our eyes in a geand pro-
cession all the animals which people tho
earth, will give us their genera and species,
their habitation and their mode of life, their
srhere in the economy of maiure, tho uses
they are to man and his proud dominioun over
them. The.sea will give up its secrets to our
search ; ichthyology, like uzoology for the
efxrth, will render fawmiliar to us the forms of
life wliich in myriads ill the depths of the
watcrs, and conchology will whisper to our
ears the music of the shells lying in endless
variety on tho sea shore and in the bosom of
the ocsan.

Astronomy, most rublime of natural
gciencos, will present to our delighted view
an eternity of wonder and mirncles. Chemistry
will reveal the thousand laws of affinity and
repulsion, which have opernted, and still
operate, through all existing things and
beings, theso lnws which have rendered pos-
sible all the wondsrs shown by the other na-
tural sciences, laws which have pluaged into
the depths of the earth and havo worked upon
its surface, which, from tho bed of tho ocean
to the highest altitudes of the heavens, have

FOUL PLAY SUSPECTED IN THE CASE
OF A MAN FOUND IN THE RIVER,

Orrawa, Oct, 7.—An inquest was held lnst
night by Corener Corbat, at the St. Lawrence
Hotel, on the body of Ignace Petehent, who
wus found dend in the O.tawa River Tuesday
morning. Some evidence was taken, show-
ing that the decensed’s 1ife had been threaten-
ed by n mau named Larievre, on account of
the lattor having superseded him in the affec-
tions of a disreputable character named Grace
Baldwin. There were no marks of extornal
violenco on the body and the jury ordered a
postmortent, and then ndjourned until to-night
It is supposed that the decensed was struck
in the body with a slab, and immediatly after-
wards thrown in the river, in which case the
body would neither show marks of violence
nor presont the appearance of having been

error, light from darkness. Then we may ad-
vance with a freor step, but let us beware, not
with a confident step, howevor, into the vast
realnn of metaphiysics, for, here wo speak of
immaterial things, of abstractions, difticult ot
comprehensions, tho misunderstanding of
which have led to thousauds of deplorable
¢rrors in thought aml action,

Things are immaterial by mere abstraction
ofthe mind, such as the notion of a being,
the iden of quantity, qnality and other idens
which are inherent to existing things. but,
which wao consider in a purely mentsl opera-
tion, independent of all idea of actunl cxist—
ence, and only as creations uf the mind ; here,
we have the scivnce of ontology. Things
mny be immatcerial by themselves, such asihe
idea of God of the hunan scul.  The study of
the existence and attributes of God forms the
scicuce of natural theology. The cxistence
of the human sonl, its powers, its qualities,
its imnmortalities, and its final end, wo may
consider in the study of psychology. The
world, ita origin, its permanence, its lawscan
be studied in the science of cosmogeny.
These four last sciences, it i3 true,
are usually coniined te colleges and semin-
arier, more's the pity, as they ure fundamental,
and loose notione, false beliefs on fundamental
points lead invariably to futal consequences,
But should we find Ltheir study too arduous,
or not to ogur tastes, we have vast subjects be-
fore us in the ficld of political economy. The
pursuit of wealth has vver beon and shall ever
be one of the principal, if not the principal of
the aims of mankind on ecarth. How to re-
gulate this fierce striving for riches so that it
may tend to the benefit of the whole people,
has evor been a question of gravest moment
to thinkers and statesmen. If we cannot
throw light upon the subject, and add some-~
thing towards the solution of this mighty pro-
blem, we can at least see what has been said
by the great thinkers who have preceded us
and learn wisdom at their feet. Ibtimately
connected with political economy is the great
question of law in all its relations. 1If politi-
cal economy studies man's acticns in their
attempts to posseas the earth and its treasures,
law regulates his conduct in every relation in
which he comes in contact with his inferiors,
his equals and his superiors.

If
the defeated McMahon is old, Von Moltke is
older yet, and as for Fritz and Prince Charles
it remains to be seen if they shall be as vie
torious when they find forces opposed to them
as numerous ns their own.

YHE BIDDULPH MASSACRE.
After seven days hearing of evidence and
argument the jury empannelled to try James

Carroll for the murder of Mrs. Susan Donnelly
at Biddulph, on the night of the third of last
February, bave disagreed, and the prisoner has
been acguitted of the charge. The numbers
stood : Four for conviction of wilful murden
seven for acquittal, and one whose mind would
not allow him to decide one way or the other.
It does not of course follow that Carroll and
others of the Vigilance Committee will not
be tried again for the murder of others of the
Donnelly family, but the probabilities at pre-
sent are that they will not, and that the pro~
secution has broken down. It may,of course,
happen that from new developments may
arise fresh evidence, but it is doubtful.

The Donnelly family went to live in Lucan
over twenty years ago, and soou established
for themtelves reputations of a desperate
nature. Men shunned them.and were atraid
of them, so much afraid indeed that they pre-
ferred to put up with injuries ratherthan pro-
secute the Donnellys, who never failed in re-
venging themselves. After a while, every
crime committed within a radius of ten miles
was set down to the Donnellys, and their
names carried with it positive terror. Then
it was that the settlers and farmers of the
neighborhood formed themselves into a
vigilance committee and perpetrated a deed
whick has no parallel in the criminal records
of Canada. A number of men with blackened
faces and dressed in womens’ clothes ap-
peared before the House of Donnelly, mur-
dered all the inmates except the boy O‘Connor
who escaped, and then set fire to the house.
Bat there were other Donnellys in the
neighborhood, and it was evidently the in-
tention of the murderers to let none of them
live, to exterminate the family root and
branch. They therefore proceeded on
the same night of February the third
to the house of William Donnelly, with
whom her brother John was staying, al-
though they were not aware of it, called
him to the door to motify him of
the fire, and shot him, Jobn Donn:lly,
dead when he presented himself. William
Donnelly therefore escaped the massacre,
Wken the party went to the elder Donnelly’s
house it contained a boy nawed Johnny
O'Connor, who was to have taken care of the
establishment next day while the famlly went
to Granton to stand their trial for burning
Patrick Ryder's barn. The boy on hearing
the melee at the door ran up stairs after
Bridget Doonelly, who fled for refuge, but in
her tgrrqr barred him out. She was ulti-
mately discovered in her hiding place and
slaughtered, but the young O'Connor conceal-
ed himself under the old mans bed and
escaped when the murderers threw coal oil on
it and set fire to it, He was therefore
the principal witness for the prosecution. He
swore that he recognized James Carroll, the
prisoner on trial for the murder of Judith
Donnelly, present at the scene of the murder,
and frdom his evidence it would appear
that Carroll was conslable, that he
was the only man not disguised, that he came
ostensibly to arrest Donnelly, that he bad a
warrant for that purpose, and handcuffs,
aud that if it were not for his presence in his
official capacity, the Donnellys would not
bave opened fheir door, but would have re-
sisted to the death. The boy's testimony
was, on the whole, delivered in a straight-
forward manner, William Donnelly, who also
gave ovidence, and swore positively to having
recogrized Carroll, Kennedy, and Ryder atthe
marder of his brothor John. For the de-
fence alarge number of witnesses were called,
who proved an qlibi in favor of the prisoner,
in so far as their testimony went; but it was
shewn by the prosecution that all those wit-
nesses were members of the Vigilance Com-
mittee, who are alleged to be themselves the
masked murderers, and hence His Lordship,
Judge Armour, instructed the jury that their
ovidence should have no weight. His
Lordship also drew attention to the
singular fact that none of the neigh-
bors seemed to pay any attention to the
fire of the Donnellys house, some of them
even ironically protesting that they thought
the glare was caused by the light of the moon,
It may be mentioned that the venue of the
trial was changed from Lucan o London, and
that no' - Catholic was - allowed on the
jury, and also that ome of the Vigilance
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spring from the earth when they are required

the Peace, appointed in snswer ' to
the petition .of the Vigilance Committee, a5’
‘was aléo Carroll as-constable. Itis altogether
a strange and gapguinary case, - There can
be no doubt whatever that, notwithstanding.
the terrible nature of the wholesale murder, |
very strong sympathy is felt thronghout the
disttict which was the scene of it for the mur-
derers, but then those good folk who 80 sym-
pathize do not call it by that name, Itis,in
their opinion, but retaliation. It should be
recollected however that although the Don-
nellys were beyond all manmer a very
bad 1lot, yet none of them were ever
accused of murder, ard cortainly not
the two - women, Judith and Bridget,
who were as metcilessly butchered as their
husband, and brother. It istrue that Don-
nelly senior served seven years in the peni-
tentiary for killing & man in a quatrel with
a handspike, but it was not murder, or, if it
was, the law called it by another name, and
sentenced him for manslaughter. It is alto-
gother a sad and terrible case, is that of the
Donnelly’s, snd shows strongly what the pas-
sions of men are capable of when not con-
trolled by religion and its softening influences,
in the absence of which they degenerate into
something worse than savage beasts.

THE DREADFUL NEWS FROM
IRELAND.

Intelligence of the most alarming and
dreadful nature has come acros3 the Atlantic
from Europe this week, which is to the effect
that Parnell has succeeded in uniting the
Irish factions, and that, consequently, Eng-
land, in the near future, will have to confront
an united Irish nation demanding, or not de-
mandiog, but proclaiming, that a new era in
Irish history has begun. Newsof a like na-
ture as regards France would be sweet to
Frenchmen, as regards Germany would be
music to the ears of the Teuton; but to some
Irishmen it is the harbinger of woe, because
of its unusualness, if we be permitted to coin
a word for the occasion. This news is espe-
cially alarming to Irishmen of weak nerves,
men of business, who have come to imagine
thaf their trade will suffer by such a fearful
catastrophe as the union of lrishmen; men
who would, or fancy they would, prefer to
hear of faction fights, in which the three-
year-olds smashed the heads of the four-year-
olds at & Munster fair. It seems, according
to the cablegram, that the Nationalists have
joined the Home Ruiers, which means in fact
that one half of Ireland has combined with the
other,and this piece of news makes one ot our
evening contemporaries head the cablegram
¢« Uphappy [reland.” Wby it should do so
we cannot well understand, as the same jour-
nal was delighted beyond measure in 1859
when ltaly united, and in 1867 when the Ger-
mans kicked the principalities aside and
went in for the Fatherland. For our part
we say happy Ireland, thou hast at length
realized the dream of the poets and the
patriots, thou hast thrown sectional pejudices
and bigotry nside, and has said to the chosen
chief, «“thou art hon<st, thou meanest well,
thou has stood by us in our agony of travail,
and now that we know thy advice is good we
unite to strengtheu those glorious bands of
thine which have formed an nnited nation
out of discordant elements.” And this is as
it should be, and must even be agreeable to
English publio opinion, whose apostles have
within the past hundred years asked ‘ what
can you do fer such a people, who are split
into a dozen factions? where is the Irish na-
tion, and what does it require? we only hear
the voice of a section.” The cablegrams
which reach us come from the Associated
Press, of which Epglishmen are the agents,
and we must therefore expect that the Anglo-
Saxon tone will be given to the despatches,
and that Ireland is in a terrible state. .And
50 it is,if we wear the Anglo-Saxon spactacles
necessary to enable us to understand that the
union of the Home Rulers and Nationalists ig
a frightful thing to behold. But why should
it be s0? Was the union of the Houses of
York and Lancaster a sad epoch in England’s
history? Most assuredly not, but of the
brightéat. It is, indeed, trus that the union
of Irish parties is mnot good for Beaconsfield
imperialism, but what does that matter.
Julius Cxsar is dead and so ig Beaconsfiald,
except that he is writing a new novel called
« Endymion,” of which a Jew is most likely
the hero,

LovpoN, October 9.—A despatch from Con-
stantinople says the Sultan has sent for Hobart
Pasgha, and said that he would abdicate rather
than yield to the demands of the Powers. Ad-
miral Seymour has called the commaaders of
the combined equadrons aboard the Alexan-
dria, and communicated Lls last instructions.
It is reported in Paris that Germany and
Austria will re-establish Polund under the
Hapsburg dynasty if the Eastern complications
lead to a European war.

CoxaTANTINOPLE, October 8.—YWhat hans
been for some time feared as possibie now
seems to be imminent. The dilstory policy
of the Porte has not been without an ade-
quate motive. The Porte has held in re.
serve its strobg car.!s, and tliese are now
about to be played. The purpose of the
Porte is to call into play the religlous fanati-
cism of the whole Mahometan race, and to
use this as a means of exciting the people to
resistance to the death against the demands
made by the usnited Powers of Europe. To this
end there has been put in circulation among
the people a report that a prophecy has been
discovered which points out the exact present

and the Christlans, and predicts that at this
moment the Mahometans will come to the
defence of their temporal and spiritual head,
the Sultan, and not only drive back the
Christinn hLosts who are assailing him, but
enable him to carry an aggressive war into
their tervitory. The prophecy in some re-
spects resembles that of Mother Shipton in
England. It sets forth that the time has
now arrived when the falthful disciples of
Mahomet must fight for their religion and
country, and that complete victory will
crown their efforts. The Sheiks from all
the Moslem centres are now hastening to the
Sultan's palace, urging him to proclalm a
religions war, and to call on bis people to
drivo the infidel dogs from Turkish soil,
The situation is very critical.

CoNsTANTINOPLE, October 9.—At a confer-
ence to-day Mr. Goschen, the English,and M.
Novikoff, the Russian ambassador, informed
the Porte that the Governments they repre-
gented considered the Porte’s recent proposal
to withdraw the Turkish troops behind the
Bogna now to be teo late. It is expected
that the ambassadors will soon quit Constsn-
tinople. When this step is taken and diplo-
matic relations cease between the Porte and
the Powers, another move will have been
made leading to the war which seems to be
the only possible solution of the vexed
Eastern question in its present form. The
consuls of Prizrend having been threatened,
the ambaesadors have cautioned the Porte
that the consequence willinevitably be serious
should any outrage accur,

Itis now understood that the Britlsh Gov-
ernment will not recede from its position in
reference to Turkey in any event, no matter
what the other powers may do. The next
step taken by ber will probably be to take
measures for seizing the custom houses cf

the Tmikish Empire, in the hope of thus re-
ducing the Sultan to financial extremities,
and exciting a revolt among the Turkish
people and army. Some arrangements
might then be made to meet a portion
of the claims of the creditors of Turkey
throughout Europe. In anticipation of such
action, there have been increased purchasers
yesterday and te.day of Turkish bonds. It
is now believed that Mr. Goschenr was select-

ed as ambassador to Constantinople in
view of some such contingency. The
idea is that if the interest on the

Turkish bonds should be pald again, public
opinion in France a8 well a8 in England
would be won over to the vigorous measures
now contemplated. These measures include
the deposition of the Sultan and the estab-
lishment of a Prince, to be chosen by the
great Pawers. Some of the Cabinet are said
to ba in favor of an immediate ndvance on
Constantinople, but Franoe is nnwilling to go
to this extremity, and there are great doubts
in some quarters as to the good faith of Rus-
sla. Ruassia, in fact, is believed in some
quarters to have secrotly inspired the defiant
note recently sent by the Sultan's Govern-
ment in reply to the eummons concerning
Dulcigno. There are those who fear that
when England is'brought to an open rupture
with the Sultan, the other powers will desert
her and leave her to pursue her own policy
alone. Mr.Gladstone’s idea is believed to be
that Turkey can be coerced without cost or
any risk of war, by a blockade of her ports
and the sequestration f her revenues. The
Spectator and othe: papers to-day express a
preference for an immediate advance ox: Con-
stantinople.

Pera, October 12.—The Sultan last night
signed the irade, in which hs orders the sm-
render of Dulcigno.

—Nzw Yorg, Occtober 7.—James Stephens,
the founder of Fenianism, and for whose
person tke Government offered a reward of
$25,000 was discovered here yesterday, desti-
tute and starving., His immediato peeds
were supplied by a newspaper reporter.

The New York Ilerald's London special
says there is great dissatisfaction both in
Londoa and Paris concerning the result of the
naval demonstration which the Sultan
laughed at 50 long as the fleet threatened him.
The toreign policy of Mr. Gladstone’s Govern-
ment is algo condemned everywhere and its
leader generally held to have shown himself
quite incapable of dealing with the Eastern
question.

—The English Bank of San Francidco,
with o capital of three millions, han re-
turned one million of dollars ta its share-
holders. Thegreat falling off in business does
not afford profitable cinployment for their
former capital.

—The Duke of Argyll, by a recent speoch
at Brliachulish, bas thrown the religious
world of Scotland into a ferment. The Duke
stated tLat Episcopaliunism in Ssotland is
«an exotic,” and the phrase seems to have
been generally interpreted as o term of vitu-
peration.

—The Rev. Louie . Paguet, of Laval
University, Las recently becn created an
officer of public instruction by the French
Government. The diploma and insiguia ot
his new digoity have been transmitted to the
rev. gentleman hy AL Lefaivre, Consul-G eneral
for France in Quebec.

—Two and a half millions of tropical
oranges were received in the pust six months
at San Francieco from the French islands of
Tahiti. They bhave come in about equal
numbers every month from March to Sep-
tember, showing that the trecs aro in per-
petual bearing.

—The following notice was posted by the
President of Woostor (Ohio) University: « No
female student is expected to receive more
than ono male visitor per week, and he muat
not stay later than 9 o’clock,” An indignation
meeting was held by the girle, and rebellious
resolutions passed.

~Of the Iast lots of Mormons embarking
from Livorpool and Glasgow for Utab, 1,500
have been Welsh miners, It is & striking
fact that a Mormons bave never yet got a re-
cruit in Ireland, and have hardly yet got one
anywhere who was a member of the Pro-
testant IEpiecopal or Roman Catholic
churches.

—Buall Run Russell, in his army journal,
gives o statement of a recent march of a
Ruesian force which throwsinto the shade the
fifteen or sixteen miles a day of the Candabar
march. TheRussian column accomplished
one thousand miles from Tashkend to Kuldja
in sixty days. Inclusive of halts, it may be
assumed that the Russians covered this
ground at the rate of eighteon miles
a day, as they generally give a day’s rest
out of every seven, In one daythe Russians
made a march of thirty-six miles.

IRELAND'S GREATEST GLORY HAS BEEN NER

CHURCHES,

He might take them from nation to nation
throughout the peoples of Christendom ; but be
loved, whenever he had to illustrate any his-
torical argument magnifying the glories of
the Catholic Church, to go home to his own
native land, for there amid trials and suffer-
ings, there in the life of her who was amongst
the nations the queen of many sorrows, did
he find the grandest illustration that ever
people gave of thestrength aud glory of the
Catholic Church of Jesus Christ: Every ves-
tige of whatever Ireland once had of national
greniness had departed. Perie runt ctiem
ruirae—the very rulns that indicate wbatl was
once a soversign people were gone. Thehill
in the heart of Mid-Meath that was once
crowded with the palaces of Irsland’s kings
did not :etain even one foundation stone to
show where the glories of the land cnce
dwelt. But the history of Ireland and of the
Irish race was clearly, emphatically,
eloguently told, and torth from the grave of
departed ages was brought the country’s
most splendid life of faith and of high civili-
zatlon. The ruins of Ireland’s churches re-
mained ; they had not perished. The palaces
of the earthly monarch were completely swept
away; but the palaces ot the King of
Heaven were rooted in the soil, and out of
that soil no powerful persecutor had ever
been able to pluck them.

WIOAT TUE HISTORY OF IRELAND'S CATIHOLICITY
TELLS CS.

“What did this history of Ireland's Catho-
Licity tet] them ? Preaching in another land,
and addressing many who were, no doubt, of
a different race, but who were still united to
bim and his by even a more sacred union than
that of common blood or nationality—the
bond of faith and Christian charity—he scru-
pled not to speak of this as an illustration of
his argument; fifteen hundred years ago,
when nearly the whole of Europe was lying
sn darkpess, and the whole Roman Empire
was broken up by the iuvasions of the Goths,
Visigoths, and Vandals, who swept away
erery trnce of Pagan civilization that had
been left in the world, and when the Church
of God had to begin again laboriously as she
emeiged from the catacombs, to build up mo-
dern society—at that time, when the voice of
a saint aud apostle proclaimed in the ancient
Celtic topgue the names of Jesus and Mary,
Ireland opened her eyes to the faith, and her
ears to the music of the Gospel,and herheart
to the gracesof her God. Then and there she
began to give evidences of her love for the
faith. How? By building here and there
throughout the land, not single churches, but
groups of seven churches, in the fuith that sbe
was building for God. Nothing less would
satisfy the greatness of the zeal of the lrish
people, and the ardor of their carly love, than
that they should ercct groups of seven

churches, each charch being within sight
and sound of anotler, 50 that ihe solitaries
and wmonks could easily pass from church to
church to commemorate the various phases
of the life and passion and death of their

Lord.
IRELAND DURING THE DATS OF PERSECUTION.

And these groups of seven churches were
to be found in all parts of the country. The
ivy had crept over their walls, and had sus-
tained and kept together many of them until
{he present day. Farout in the islands that.
breasted the wild surf of the western ocean
were to be found groups of seven churches ;
they were to be met with in the beart of the
mountains, where the voice and the footfall
of man were rarely heard. Oan the hills and
in the valleys throughout the land they spoke
ocut eloquently and grandly of what Ireland
wag fifteen hundred years ago. After this
came a period of conquest and misery upon
the nation ; but still faith and charlty burned
as brightly as ever in the national heart. Ire-
land was covered with those magnificent
buildings—cathedrals, abbey-churches, and
others—whose ruins to this day melted with
pity the heart of him who pondered on their
glories that were faded, and even caused tears
to fiow from tho eyes of the stranger, Then
came persecution, and the Son of God was
driven from Hig churches. Ris altars were
pulled down, and the cloisters were closed.
Bishops, priests and nuns were driven forth
like wild beasts. Not a temple remained;
no# an altar to uphold Him; not a tabernacle
for Iis reception. The Son of God could aay
once more in that Iand, ¢ I have now no place
whervon to lay My head.” Btrange worshipers
came, and profaned the holfest places, as they
were profaned in England and Ireland at the
present day. But Ireland opened her heart,
and the Irish people sald *o their Saviour,
¢Come to us in the fastnesses of the hills ;
JLoome in the silent places of the land ; come
and find a home in our hearts.” Altar and
tabernacle were gone, but the hearts of people
remained. Under the canopy of heaven,
under the' wild country sky, was the
fsacrifice offered up, and_the men and women
of Ireland went to pay homage to Jesus Christ.
Notin the days of the Seven Churches, not in
the days of the glories of Monasterboiece and
other Cistercian abbeys, not even in the days
when a prince, bishop, and saint wielded the
sreater of Dublin, was Our Lord more magni-
ficently housed in freland than at the time
when the. only tabernacle, the only altar, in
Ireland was the hearts of a people prepared
to shed their blood for thelr falth,

* 1% he lived for a thousand years. until the
moment when he should lie down to dis,
never for & single day could he banish from
kis memory or from his eyes the visions of the
sfilicted and famishing that he then beheld.
The Irish people went forth not in thousands,
but in millions ; they wept forth from a soil
that seemed to bave forgotten its ancient gen-
erogity ; they went forth to fied -a home sny-
where on the face of Ged's earth. They
crossed the ocean, They went to other
lands, and their presence told the tale of
Ireland's sorrow tn other peoples. But
wherever they went, whatever their trials,
however terrible their misery, the Catholic
Church sprang up in all its beauty and glory
in the midst of them, through their power of
their undying faith, and of their love for the
houso of God. .

THE MOST GLORIOUS PERIOD OF IRELAND'S
HISTORY,

Fiftesn hundred years ago [reland was the
wonder of the world because of her sanctity,
and they called her the Island of Saints; for
three hundred years she was again the wonder
of the world because ot her fidelity to the
faith ; and to-day the people of Ireland by
their energy in church-building elicited ihe
wonder ot the world and showed their undy-~
ing love and zeal for the honor and glory of
God. He asked his hearers to look atf the
temple in which they were assembled. There
was & solemn, sweet stateliness abont it,
There was about it that which speaks of con-
secration. It could never be turned to any
use other than that of being a place of wor-
ship, a house in which God dwelt with men.
Its foundations were, indeed, laid upon Eng-
lish soil, but its real foundations were those
which were the foundations of many and
many a glorious church besides—the hearts of
the Irish people. He had seen far away in
distant lands most stately churches, the ad-
miralion ot uations, which had sprung from
the same hearts.

TOE GRATITUDE OF THE IRISH PEOPLE.

All this proved that no matter what God
in His wisdom might have deprived the Irish
people of, no matter what trials or crosses
His chastening hand, in Iiis inscrutable wis-
dom, might bave laid upoa them, no matter
how the stranger may scoff or jeer to-day at
their incomprehensible ways and strange
fuith—a faith which was after all the oldest
in the world—all this went to prove that the
Irish people were, beyond all others, the peo-
ple of God, for they, above all others, might
say, « Wa have loved, O Lord, the beauty of
Thy house and the place where Thy glory
dwelleth.,” It was in the name of Him who
compliineth of one thing only—that He had
not a place wherein to lay His head—it was
in the name of that faith, that wherever it ex-
isted, united with great love, would ever try to
take that reproach out of the mouth of the
Saviour, it wag in the name of a race—for he
was nddressing Irishmen chiefly—that never
forgot, in suashine or shadow, joy or sorrow,
to love their God and the glory and beauty of
His house—it was in the name of all this that
he asked them to do for God and His altar
and bis priests what no Catholic Irishman
who followed the traditions of his fathers
should ever refuse to do, namely, to free a
church from a heavy debt which encumbered
it. Let them show to all future times that
amid all the infidelity and treason of this
contemptible nineteenth century—this cen-
tury whose chief glory was that it plucked the
crown from the brow of him who had the
best right in the world to wear it—that the
faith and love of Irish Catholics at home and
abroad was equal to those of the noblest epoch
in their history, What could he promise
them in return for their gratitude and gener-
osity to their Lord ? 1le would tell them in
the words of ono who was inspired by the
Holy Ghost, « Eye hath not seen, ear hath not
heard, nor hath it entered inte the heart of
man to conceive what things the Lord pre-
pares for those wholove Him.” Jesus Christ
would not be their debtor, and if they helped
to build a church and to freeit from the bur-
den of debt, He would assist them by His
grace to build up for themeelves & house of
imperishable materiale in His own King-

dom.

They
strolled out into the town, and visited several
liquor places, where they partook of several
glasses of whiskey, In one of the taverns
bigh language was used between Davey and
Lynch, when the latter, in a state of excite-
ment, called the other a broken-nosed Dutch-
man, This language was followed by other
worda on -all sides. TFearing a row, the
tavern-keeper got them out and closed his
doors. It mast have beem abeut half-past
ten o'clock when several of the crewd pro-
posed to go on board and end the dispute.
The proposition was entertsined. On the
way to the vessel the air over their heads was
filled with fearful oaths uttered by the crowd
agninst each other. Hard names were used,
but the cry scemed to be, ¢ Wait till we get
on board” In the drunken struggle and the
t bee-lines” formed on the occasioa, they
minaged to make the vessel, and after reach-
ing the deck Davey and Lynch met in front
of the forecastle and shook their fists at each
other. Davey held that he was not ¢ a broken-
nose Dutchman,” while Lync¢h stood in front
with a knife in his hand. He was in a beastly
state of drunkenness, and semed to stagger
mora than the other. A row was brewing,
when 8 boy near them sang out that Michael
Lynch had a kunifein his hand. A eailor
named David Perkins, n Prussian, ran to take
Davey away, when the two got into o scuflle.
1t did not last a second, when Davey sang
out, “I'm stabbed, I'm stabbed.” The pri-
soner has retained the services of Mr. John
O'Farrell, who was present, and interrogated
several witnesses. Deceased was 24 years of
age, nnd apperently in & sound state of
health. [Loter.—A verdict of vwilful mur-
der” bas been rendered by the Corcner's
jury against Michael Lynch.]

Lacha-
pelle, Rieard, Dagenais, Brossot, Berthelot, and
Desrosiers. Mis Lordshipthe Bishop of Montreal,
accompanied by hls Lordship Bishop O'Rlelly,
Bishop of Springfield, also honoured the occcasion
with their presence.

Suggr FOR WOOL AND Mutrox.—For a light

gsture the common native sheep should be
Ehosen. 1t is useless to try to keap up finely-
pred or large-bodied sheep on paor pasture,
goy more than the heavy _Shorthoms could be
maintsined under such clrcums_tances. The
pative sheep can be readily improved by
crossing them with Southdowna or Shrop-
shires, either of which would be suitable for
Jight rough pasture. The so-called # Down”
preeds are Southdown, Oxford-down, Shrop-
suire, and Hampshire-down. These breeds
are 50 called from the «downs” or grassy
rolling chalk or limestone uplands upon
phick they are chiefly kept in the south and
sputhern parts of England.

Docgixg Lases—Lambs should be docked
when two weeks old. ‘Their nerves are then
pot very well developed and they do not
suffer much from the operation. If it kas not

¢t been done it should be done at once. It
{sa mecdesary operation and cannot well be
fispensed with. It may be made almost

inless by placing the animal against a
mitable block, on which the tale is spread
out.

Errects OF DISTEMPER.—A horse that
roughs should not be left outat night this
pason. The discharge at the nose which
pllows distemper is the result of the con-
tioned inflammation or catarrh of the nasal
pmembranes. This may be treated by giving
pyposulphite of soda in one-ounce doses for
three or four weeks. As this salt acts on the
plood as an antiseptic, and tends to counter-
it the ill-effact of the absorption of the
pnrulent secretions, besides removing this
il matter from the blood, it requires to be
given for an extended period, and often for a
month. As it is doing the horse good comn-
timue it. The cough may be helped by the
application of mustard paste or turpentine to
the throat. )

SweLLING OF THE LEcs,—A dropsigal con-
fition of the legs is often caused by some un-
healthy state of the blood, due to {ll-nutrition
or to the absorption of unwholesome vapors,
or to disense of the heart. In the latter case
freatment is rarely of use; otherwise, any
course that will remove the occ:sion of the
trouble will afford relief. Usually it is suffi-
cient to give a diuretic to causs increased
action of the kidneys and so0 remove the im-
purity from the blood, and an antiseptic and
tonic to benefit the digestion and improve the
putrition. Give one dram each of saltpetre
and sulphate of iron every morning, and one
ounce of hyposulphate of soda with a dram of
powdered gentian, in the evening for 10 days,
Give the horse regnlar exercise every day,
ond rub the legs briskly morning and night
with a rough cloth. If the woollen condition
i not reduced in 10 days, give one dram ot
jodide of irom, in place of the saltpetire, and
continue the others for 10 days or more.

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THE ARRANGEMENT OF STABLES.
It iz not surprising that the horses em-
ployed in cities and kept in city stabies should
be in danger of occasional attacks of diseases
of the respiratory organs when tho conditions
of the weather are favorable for such out-
breaks. That these diseases, too, should be
general nnd epizootic in their character is
by no means to be wondered at, because the
circumstances which makes them possible
and those which make them actual
i are generally prevailing, and are every-
! where effective. But it is not expected that
; farm horses should be 8o frequently attacked
i by these dicerses, because they are -neither
* worked 80 hard nor so vigorously as city
. horses ; are not exposed in severe weather,
. whether it De hot or cold ; are fed more health-
fully and may be wvery easily subjected in
many ways to better sanitary treatment. The
j life of a city horse does not average more
i than six yedrs, but that of a farm horse may
easily be twice or three times as long, the
difference being due to the easier circum-
stances and the better care of the farm horse.
Nevertheless, the farm horse does not enjoy
all the pleasures of life which one might ax-
pect from its possibilities on account of the
neglect of its owner or the inferior arrange-
ment of its lodging. The farm stable is
rarely well lighted, well ventilated, or well
drained, and the farm horseis, in this respect,
worso ofl than the better-lodged city horse.
All these defects are detrimentul to the
health of ammals confined in surch
stables. Want of light - injures the eye-
sight, and where there is insufficient window
space there iz unsunlly want of ventilatton,
In consequence of this the stable is filled
with foul air, impregnated with acrid and pun-
gent vapors of ammonis, which irritate the
mucous membranes and keep them in a con-.
stantly Inflamed condition. For want of
drainage the floor becomes saturated with
mannre, which gives off these vapors abun-
deatly, and one who has entered a close, dark,
farm-horse stable, on a damp wintry morn-
ing, may know by the effect upon his own
¢yes amu nose how dissgreeable and injurions
1s the foul air with which it is filled to the
unfortunate animals which have been com-
pelled to spend 12 hours in it. Many of these
* Bables are in-basements, and these are ren-
dered worse than others-by the warmth and
dampuess of such places, It was in stables
of thig kind that the disease of 1872 prevailed
very extensively, and every horse in wide
loculities was disabled nt the same time. It
15 In such stables too thai pleuro-puneumonia
liprevalent among cows, for there are no other
conditions that are so provocative of bron-
chinl and lung disorders as thosefound in close,
low, warm and’damp nnderground stables. (A
stablo'should e well drained.: Wooden floors
are very undesirable, bacause the earth under
the_m becomes saturated with foul moisture,
Which vitiates the atmosphere. An earthern
fioor is equally undesirable for the same rea-
fous. The best floor is one of stone or cou~-
crete, properly graded, with drains to carry
off the mojsture, and which ¢an be waghed
down with water omce a day. The floor
should be made water-proof in the following
Tuanner:—The floor is first -dug out to the
dapth of a foot aud filled in with gravel as
coaree a@ can-be procured.. This is emoothed
Off to the -proper grade from front to. rear,
which ghould be three inches in ten feat.

{ﬂmmed‘down evenly until the whola floor s’

This sand is then saturated with gas tur and
is rammed down, with more sand added to
.absorb all the tar. A final coating of tar is
“glven, and is dusted with coarse sand. When
‘this floor is hard it will be very durable,
‘quite water-proof, dry, warm, vermin-proof,
and in every way conducive to health and
comfort. It will be sunitable for either horses
or cows,ns the horses will not cut it up with
their shoes, and if they should it is easily re-
paired. ) .
The height of & stable should be at least
eight feet. This provides good ventilation,
and if windows are well arranged the ventil-
ation may be made perfect. The usual small
windows in stables ars objectionable, as they
furnish neither sufficient light nor air. Long,
narrow windows that reach to :within a few
Inches of the top are preferable, or & swing-
ing narrow horizontal sash, arranged o as to
open outward at the top, to -afford direct
egress to the impure air, and to deflect the

above the ordinary window. ' The light of &
stable should always come from above,and |
be directly.in front of the horses. A side
light is injurious, because the light falls un-
equally upon the eyes, one of which being in
the dark and one exposed to strong light ate
"both strained. A north light is the best, and
if the window must necessarily face in any
other direction they skould be shaded either
with shutters or by covering them with lime-
wash colored blue with indigo, or by spatter-
ing them with blue paint. This can he well
and neatly done with a atiff new brush, by
touching the glass with the ends of the
bristles, held directly to the glass, or by
striking the brush against a stick and causing
the paint to spatter in small spots, until the
glass 1s about helf covered in a regular, even
manner with the spota,

The drains from a steble should be con—
nected with the gutters, and be carried into
the yard or to the manure heap. Otherwise
the gutters may be filled with some absorbent,
as dcy muck, or sand, and if they cannot be
flushed out oceasionally they should becovered
with the absorbent when the atable has been
cleaned out. It will pay liberally to keep a
barrel of plaster in the stable and dust the
floor with it after each cleaning, as the plaster
absorbs all the ammonia, deodorizes and
sweetens the stable, and saves all the am-—
monia from loss. The fact is, nothing is lost
by the labor spent in keeping a stable clean,
for the saving of the ammonia wkich woald
otherwise escaps will more than pay the cost,
aod leave the comfort and other advantages
for profit. Ammonia is the most costly in—
gredient of manure and fertilizers, and that
which is lost by waste about the farm build-
ings and yards every vear is worth a large
sum of money.

It might be well to mention the necessity
for watching very closely the first approach
of any trouble with the respiratory organs
of our farm animals, especially horses, at this
season. At the first appearance of such
trouble the use of warm bran mashes, a dose
of cooling laxative medicine, and protection
of a blanket for a few days, will usually avert
the danger at once, while a few days’ Leglect
may very easily lead to a serious attack
which will lay up the animal for some weeks,
if it does not produce permanent damage.

The
wounded who were nnable to care for them-
solven were carried to the Soldiers’ Hospital,
u short distance from the scene of ihe ac-
cident.
