A TALE OF THE C1TY OF CORBRK

The following anecdotes of s past age
is & specimen of the.stories that old
T—— N——, of Barrack street, used
to relate to groups of youngsters who
were sure to be by his fireside during
long winters nights.

SCIENTIFIC NOTES,

Music has been found to exert a very
perceptible eftect upon the respiration
and circulation of animalsas well as ot
human subjects. :

Scouring Effect ¢f Water.—An engi-
neer states that the scouring effact of a
stream increases as the sixth power of
the velocity, so that a river having a
yelocity six timen as great as another
will be able to transport material weigh-
ing 44,656 times as much as that carried
by the slower streams. In engineering
calculations it is commonly recognized
that astream flowing three inches per
second barely affects fine clay; six mches
per second will raise fine sand; twelve
inches per second will sweep along fine
gravel; twenty-four inches per second
will carry pebbles an inch in diameter;
thirty six inches per second-—or about
two miles per hour—will push forward
fragments the size of an egg.

Crows have been kuown to free them-
gelves from parasites by standing over
an ant-hill and allowing the ants to de-
stroy the troublesome vermin.

The Aurora’s Height. Many attempts
have been made to fix the height of the
aurora borealis, but the estimates have

given & discouragingly wide range of
figures. The aurora has been observed
when it seemed t» rest on the earth’s
surface, and at other times has appear-
ed simultaneously at stations so widely
separated that it has been supposed to
be 200 or 300 miles high. In experi
ments with his powerful voltaic battery,
practical demonstrations of the effect of
electrical discharges in rarefied air were
made by Dr. De 1a Rue. These forced
him to the conclusion that thirty-eight
miles is probably the height at which
the wost brilliant auroras take place,
that & pale and faint glow may yossibly
be produced as high even as eighty~fwo
miles, but that at a height of 124 miles
no auroral discharge is possible-

courage to ashes. Here wife and children
cry. “Let not that happen to you:”
there, over anxious friends will come.
But what determines the whole issue is
that our courage is artificial, and that it
is wanting in sohd background, The
Catholic clergyman knows that God has
placed real objects in his l.m.nds, but we
dispose ouly of words. With us rhetoric
has overgrown ull; we are preachers, but
we should be priesta also; of that] we
hardly have the presentiment. Many a
nobly educated mind is. driven into the
boasom of the Roman Church on sccount
of this contradiction,

The Church is in her whole nature &
militant one, and it lies m the nsature of
the thing1iteelf that her priests must
fight in the foremost ranks. But how
much those warriors not bound to this

life by wife or children excel their mar-

ried comrades in courage and disdain of
death is evident enough. A glance at
the Roman priests of the opresent age
f)roveu how well Gregory understood the
nature of his Church, and with what
certainty he made caloulations for her.
The band of Roman priests is a band of
heroes. They wage the war forced upon
them by therpresent state of worldly af.
fairs with an uninterrupted fire, remind-
ing one of the old Roman legions.

With amazement the world look upon
those men, who cannot be compelledby
any force whatsoever t0 do anything con
trary to the regulationsof their Church
They allow themselyes to be driven
from office and from their tables, they
allow themselves to be cast into prison
and, uncurbed, they persevere, and re-
pelled to day, they will be found t>-:mor
row at their o.d posts. They are priests,
they are warriors, they are men,

Tt is not the least prerogative of the
Roman Church that in herare to be

found priests, that is men of deeds and
not of rhetoric or words alone.
year may have been passed sir ca the ter
rible news reached us that a French ves-
sel ran into aSpnaish steamerin the dark
ness of the night, and sank beneath the
stormy waters in ten minutes with pas-
sengers and crew.

You wilj find no contradiction cxisting
between the idea of the Church. its cleri-
cal offices, and the matter-of-fact state
of both. Condemn them, this we can-
not do. .

Is this not an honorary wreath wound
for the heads of the Catholic priests
those taithfui to the Church? And this
wreath is wound by the opposing party!
Remember this well.

From the Pastoral Letter of the Plenary
Council of Augtralia

We beg you all to place your children
early m their childhood, at good Catho-
lic schools, and to endeavor, by every
means in your power,to keep them there
in constant attendance. The child whose
early years have been spent in & well or-
dered Catholic home, and in regular and

In Catholic Cburches pictures of our
Lord, of His Immaculate mother and of
the Saints adorn the walls. Non Catho-
lics w1sit our churches, look at these pic-
tures, then go home to talk about the

‘idolatry of Catholics. It is unjust to
charge a crime against others without
an examination of the evidence. All that
Catholics demand, hear, before con-
dqming us, There is not a tittle in our
faith or practice, as Catholics, of which
we are ashamed, Welove all that there
18 in the church and her teaching, and
would prefer death to the loss of them.
Our separated brethren can only learn
what the Catholic Church believes and
teaches from herself. and not from her
enemies. Ask any child of ten or twelve
years of age: “Do you Catholics adore
the pictures hanging on the walls of your
churches?” The answer will be “that the
Catholic Church forbids the adoration of
them."What glib atories are told of “ath
olics kneeling down with clasped hands
before pictures in their churches, and
caliing on them to hear, help and grant
their requeats. Such sweet little stories
too, for children are written, “The Itali-
an boy and his medal” of the Blessed
Virgin and others of this kind. The Catho-
olic kneels down before & picture to say
his prayers, Yes he does, inthe churct
and at home, top, Why does he do this?

- Let us see first what is prayer? 1t is the
raising up of our minds and hearts to
God, to praise Him, give Him thanks for
His benefits and beg for new favors, In
gvrayer, therefore, we speak to God.

hen speaking to our fellow men we
pay attention to what we are saying. 1t
is more necessary to rivet our attention
when we speak to God, We can do this
by confining our minds, first to the words
we are utcering, second, to the sense or
meaning of them, third, to think of God
and holy things. It isvery difficult to
hold the eyes tixed in vacant stare, but
confine it to an object and the task be-
comes easy, It has something to steady
it. Soisitwith the mund. [t requires
help to keep itriveted upon one thought.
In mathematical problems the figures
and smgns woich are used help
to concentrate’ the mind upon the
work. The succession of chamges, the
different Ligures and signa cause n the
mind helps to relieve the strain upon it.

The Catholic looks at the pictures be-
fore which he is kneeling while at pray-
er and it helps him to keep s mind
from distraction. Ifit be & picoure of
our Lord, the acene it represent fills his
mind with God’s mercy towards sinners,
and thus encourage him into prayer- It
it be the Blessed Virgin or of other
Saints, it keeps before his mind what the
grace of God can effect to poor mortals
like himself. Another thing these holy
pictures do. They bring to our miand the
lives of the holy person, represented by

- them, and this t00,1n charasteristic man-

ner. For as in every individual there is

one trajt of character prominent above
the rest, 80 in the lives of holy persons,
saints, one virtue and its practice is pro-
pxpently peculiar to the hfe of each one.

This marked characteristic of his or her

life is shadowed forth in the picture of a

saint. fhus by enumerating thepaintings,

pictures and statues, which adorw the in-
terior ot Catholic churches, one can count
over practical examples of the virtues
that distinguish the life of Christian.

These teach the learned and the unlet-

tered. What are al! these things but a

book of one page in which is written the

whole lite of the person represented? But

Catholics say: Pray to the Blessed Vir-

gin, to St.Joseph, to St. Patrick, to your

Patron saint and to others whom they

mention. What 1if they do? Does it follow

from this assertion that they adore the
pictures of these sants of God? Wean-
awer; not by any means. We ask the
saints to pray for us, to help us to grow
into the favor of God. We remind them
of the trials they suffered while on.earth
and ask their assistance. Though we love
them because they are crowned in glory
before the throne of God; and are His
special friends, yet unone would be so
horrified as we at even the presumptuos
thought of giving to them any of the ho-
nor which belongs to God alone. We hon-
or them and holy pictures, lmages and
statues with an interior and relative hon-
or. Wehonor the Sainus a8 God’s friends
and ours, too, the representation of them
and holy things simply because the relate
t0 God, and are memorials of Him and

His Saints, .

But Catholics and their priests in
Lenten services bend the knee in adora-
tion befare the pictures called “The sta-
tions of the cross,” What does the priest
say! At the first station, for example
he says; this station represents Jesu
Christ being condemned to death. Then
he and the people genuflect. Now mark
his words, they are not #We adore thee,
ob picture!” but, “We adore thee, oh
Jesus Christ! and bless thy holy name.”
It is God, then, who is adored and not an
image, statue or picture. The people
answer “Becaus Thou hast redeemed the
world.” But In the month of May service,
do not Cathbolica deck the statue of the
Blessed Virgin with flowers and place a

crown on itshead. We answer, Yes
But de we say oh  sfatue!

these marks of our weak attempts at
honor, we refer to the mother of God,
constituted the Queen of Heaven and of
earth by her divine son.

‘Apropos’ of ® catholicism in China an
interesting intérshange of letters has
taken place between the Ausiralian
Episcopate and the Chinese Bishops and
Vicars Apostolic. At the close of the
Plenary Council, held in Bydney, Cardi-
nal Moran and his brother Bishops for-
warded to the Chinese Prelates & letter
in which they expressed the warmest ad-
miration af their surprising fortitude
and constancy amidst trials and suffer-
ings.

For a' year
no Catholic missionary was allowed te
remain in the mterior of the Proyince
of Canton, and I was glad to be able to
shelter here three Bishops and sixty-five
priests.”

It is now
authoritatively stated that the British
Parliament has decided to establish an
Intelligence Bureau for the purpose of
supplying information to intending emi-
grants, The working of the department
will be simple and efficacious. Informa-
tioa respecting the colonies will be col-
lected from the moat suthoritative sour-
ces, and will be collected in a series of
circulars, each devoted to a special col.
ony. These will be distributed gratis
to applicants, and*‘will comprise three
distinct kinds of itelligence. The first
will be devoted 16" & statement of the
means’ of reaching the intended colony,
whether there are any assisted passages,
the time taken by the voyage, the cost,
etc., the second will consist of a brief
account of the conditions of labour, rate
of wages, elc,, and the third will com-
prise general information respecting the
colony, its agriculture, prospects, etc.
This information will be revised from
time to time, and will thus always sup-
ply the latest and most authoritutive
intelligence relating to the colonies.

The
precise significance ot this decision is to
early to see. A section of the Cabinet
including Churchill, Mathews and Beach
are certainly endeayoring to keep the
conciliatory aspect of their irish policy
uppermost. The other phase will only
be shown if a winter’s outrages produce
a real English demand for coercion.

4 PRIEST SENT TI0 JAIL,

§iFather Fahy a Catholic priest of
Waodford was arrainged Monday on a
churge of having the owner of property
in Woodford from which the tenant had
been evicted. He was found guilty and
the court gaye him the choice of giving
bail for his good behavior for six months
or of going to prison for the same period
The priest chose the latter alternative.
Father Fahy was removed ty Galway
jail. Crowds of excited parishioners
witnessed the removal. In connection
with the affair eighteen persons have
been arrested at Woodford on the charge
of assulting the police. The prisoners
were removed to Galwway under g
strong escort. A mob numbering gey
eral thousand persons attacked the es
court with stones and other missiles. Af
ter they had conveyed their prisoners to
a place of safeiy the police charged the
mob with their fixed bayonets. Many
of the rioters were felled to the ground
but none of them were seriously injured.

COOKING RECEIPTS

For Gravy.—Drawn butter 18 made in
this way: Mix two ounces ot butter,and
two tea spoonfulsot flour together until
they are perfectly smooth. Stir this mix-
ture into half & pint of boiling water,
and salt to taste, and' simmer until the
flour is cooked. Milk may be uged in-
stead of water and then less butter will
be needed.

‘Washington Cake.—Three-quarters of
& pound of sugar, } pint of milk, 3 eggs,
1 pound flour, 3 tablespoonfuls brandy
or 2 tablespoonfule essence of lemon
1 teaspoonful ground cinnamon, } wine’
glassful rosewater, I spoonful salt. Drop
large spounfuls on buttered paper or
very smooth tin plates. If on paper, first
place it in a pan; do not let the spoon-
fuls touch each other. Bake in a hot oy-
en,

Boil eight or nine large potatos. Mash
them through a colander, beat five eggs
light, and mix with the potatoes, adding
a teaspoonful of wheat flour, butter the
size of a walnut, and a quart of milk, with
one teaspoonful of salt. Beat well, and
drop in large tablespoontuls into boiling
lard, deep enough to float them. They
are done s s0on &s they rise o the top
and are a light brown.—The Caterer.
Lemon Biscuit One cup butter, 2}
cupfuls of sugar, 4 eggs, 1} pints of flour
1 teacupful of baking powder, juice of
one lemon. Mix the buster, sugar and
beaten eggs smoth; add the flour sifted
with the powder and the extract, Flour
the board, roll out the dough . inch
thick, and cut with a large round cutter;
lay out on a greased tin, wash over with
milk and Iaya thin slice of citron on
each. Bake in a quick oven ten minutea
—Detroit Free Press,

SEEDING TO WHE AT .
Professor Lazenby says that wheat may
be sown t00 thick as well as too thin for
the best results. The richer the soil and
ths more perfect the seed bed, the less
the amount of seed required. There is
more danger of sowing too much than
too little, and no rule as to quantity can
be given for different regions. The right
quantity may vary with soil and exposure
the size of the kernels, capacity of the
variety for tilling aud injury from insects
andl if all the conditions were at their
best, three pecks to the acre would be
ample. The increase above this quantity
requires knowledge and judgment on the
part of the farmers as to the quantity of
seed and its variety to those various ac-
cidents and influences. .

PROFITABLE FEEDING

The feeding that pays best is that which
keeps the animal constantly gaining.
Some one has truly said that every
pound of feed consumed by an animal
thatis not increasing in weight, is so
much wasted. Keep the young things
growing from the time they are calved
till they are ready for market, and then
every pounb of feed brings some tangil
ble return. The more rapsd the anima
gains in weight, the smaller the proport-
ion of food spent in sastaining life. and
therefor the greater the profit to the
feeder.

WHAT 18 MEANT BY A CATHOLIC

This arises from & fun-
damental misconception of the true func’
tion of religion in the sphere of educa
tion. It is supposed thats oatechetical
instruction in the school-room either be,
fore or after or during school hours, is &
satisfactory solution of the claims of re.
ligion; but this is o far from bemg an
adequate supply to the demand, that it
is practically a nullification of the effects
of the religious training required,

Itis a Catholic gtmosphere that is
needed in the schoo] room. The concrete
representatives of man’s moral and spirit.
ual life should ever pe present to the
pupil’s eye, and the vojce of religion in
his ear, It musi enter into the very fibre
of his moral system, uptil he becomes
thoroughly saturateq with its vigorating
life. The growing child must be develop-
od, fashioned, formed under its inapira-
tion. It must be the gunshine that sup-
plies warmth and vigor to the budding
intellect and the expanding will. When
the child learns he muys¢ jearn religlous-
ly, that is, he must jmbibe knowledge
along with the milk of religious morality.
His studies should have the aroma of
purity and truth ang sanctity about them
that he may take up into his 1ntellectua
life ais & flavor ot its food & healthy and
elevated morality. Ip ghort, his.religious
training must be parg, and parcel of his
mental education, not s thing distinct
and apart for this or that half hour of the
day, when his bookg gare laid aside to
make way for a lesgop in Catechism. He
must practically taught s Catechism all
day long, for it shoy]g he an odor, like
the sweet essence of therosein a garden,
which permeates a]] gige, even When the
flower itself is not o Le seen- '

a Catholic teacher jpgtructs the pupil
or that there 18 the ghort halt hour de_
voted to a legson in Catechismy which ig
