procuring and producing such surety or sureties as, in the
opinion of the two justices, will be sufficient to ensure his
appearance at the time and place when and where he ought
to be tried for the offence; and thereupon the two justices
shall take the recognizances of the accused and his sureties,
conditioned for his appearance at the time and place of trial,
and that he will then surrender and take his trial and not
depart the court without leave.

(2) In any case in which the offence committed or suspected
to have been committed is an offence punishable by imprison-
ment for a term less than five years any one justice before
whom the accused appears may admit to bail in manner
aforesaid, and such justice or justices may, in his or their discre-
tion, require such bail to justify upon oath before him or them
as to their sufficiency.

(3) In default of such person procuring sufficient bail, such
justice or justices may commit him to prison, there to be kept
until delivered according to law.

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DRAFTSMAN’S MEMORANDUM.
REASONS.

The Company was originally incorporated with limited
powers in 1907 under the name of The General Animals
Insurance Company of Canada. This Company has now
a much larger premium income from plate glass, automobile
and other classes of insurance, than it has from the insurance 5
of animals and the Company’s agents strongly object to
the name ‘‘Animals” which they claim militates against
writing other classes of business and is a deterrent factor
in the Company’s progress.. Certain of the shareholders
of the “General Animals” applied for and obtained an Act, 10
1922, c. 68, incorporating a company under the name of
Canadian General Insurance Company, the object of which
was to acquire and take over the General Animals Insurance
Company of Canada. The name, therefore, already belongs
to the petitioners by virtue of this incorporation obtained 15
in 1922,

Explained by notes on clauses 3 to 9.

These clauses are in substitution for sections 3 to 11
inclusive of the present Act. The changes made constitute
the model form of Insurance Company incorporation as 20
approved by the Superintendent of Insurance and bring the
Company properly under the provisions of The Insurance
Act, 1917. New clauses 3 to 6 are taken almost word for
word from the Act incorporating the Canadian General
Insurance Company and are designed to give the Company 25
wider powers than it previously possessed and to bring
it in line with all the other recently incorporated insurance
companies.

This new clause is asked for in substitution for old section
7. The change in the location of the head office is made 30
because over seventy per cent of the capital subscribed
is held in the city of Toronto and all but three of the directors
reside in the provinece of Ontario.

This new clause corresponds conversely with section 8
of the Canadian General Insurance Company’s Act, under 35
which power was given to acquire the General Animals
Insurance Company. Conversely, power is now sought by
the “General Animals” to acquire the “Canadian General”.

Clause 9 is new and is inserted at the instance of the
Superintendent of Insurance and is designed to bring the 40
Company more directly under The Insurance Act, 1917,
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and to give it the rights and powers expressly given therein

to companies which were incorporated after the fourth day

DRAFTSMAN’S MEMORANDUM.
REASONS.

The Company was originally incorporated with limited
powers in 1907 under the name of The General Animals
Insurance Company of Canada. This Company has now
a much larger premium income from plate glass, automobile
and other classes of insurance, than it has from the insurance 5
of animals and the Company’s agents strongly object to
the name ‘“Animals” which they claim militates against
writing other classes of business and is a deterrent factor
in the Company’s progress. Certain of the shareholders
of the “General Animals” applied for and obtained an Act, 10
1922, c. 68, incorporating a company under the name of
Canadian General Insurance Company, the object of which
was to acquire and take over the General Animals Insurance
Company of Canada. The name, therefore, already belongs
to the petitioners by virtue of this incorporation obtained 15
in 1922.

Explained by notes on clauses 3 to 9.

These clauses are in substitution for sections 3 to 11
inclusive of the present Act. The changes made constitute
the model form of Insurance Company incorporation as 20
approved by the Superintendent of Insurance and bring the
Company properly under the provisions of The Insurance
Act, 1917. New clauses 3 to 6 are taken almost word for
word from the Act incorporating the Canadian General
Insurance Company and are designed to give the Company 25
wider powers than it previously possessed and to bring
it in line with all the other recently incorporated insurance
companies.

This new clause is asked for in substitution for old section
7. The change in the location of the head office is made 30
because over seventy per cent of the capital subseribed
is held in the city of Toronto and all but three of the directors
reside in the province of Ontario.

This new clause corresponds conversely with section 8
of the Canadian General Insurance Company’s Act, under 35
which power was given to acquire the General Animals
Insurance Company. Conversely, power is now sought by
the “General Animals” to acquire the “Canadian General”.

Clause 9 is new and is inserted at the instance of the
Superintendent of Insurance and is designed to bring the 40
Company more directly under The Insurance Act, 1917,
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and to give it the rights and powers expressly given therein
to companies which were incorporated after the fourth day
gf Nf[iay, 1910, which this Company previously did not

enefit in.

7. (1) The Company shall not commence the business
of accident insurance, sickness insurance and automobile
insurance until at least five hundred thousand dollars 15
of the capital stock of the company has been subseribed
and at least one hundred and twenty-five thousand dollars
has been paid thereon.

(2) The Company shall not commence the other classes
of business authorized by section six of this Aet, or any 20
of them, in addition to the classes mentioned in subsection
one of this section until the paid capital or the paid capital
together with the surplus has been increased by an amount
or amounts depending upon the nature of the additional
class or classes of business as follows, that is to say:—for 25
burglary insurance the said increase shall be not less than
twenty thousand dollars; for guarantee insurance not
less than fifty thousand dollars; for plate glass insurance
not less than ten thousand dollars; for fire insurance not
less than one hundred thousand dollars; for sprinkler 30
leakage insurance not less than ten thousand dollars;
for steam boiler insurance not less than ten thousand dollars
and for cyclone or tornado insurance not less than ten
thousand dollars.

(3) The Company, on or before the expiration of one 35
year from the date of its receiving a license for the trans-
action of fire insurance shall increase the amount paid
on its ecapital stock by the sum of fifteen thousand dollars.
During each of the succeeding four years an additional
fifteen thousand dollars shall be paid on account of its 40
said capital stock until the total paid capital, together
with the surplus exceeds the total amount required by the
preceding subsection of this section by at least seventy-
five thousand dollars.

of the company in force.
